Winnipeg, June 13.—The Legislature 
reassembled this afternoon. A reply 
to the remedial order on parochial 
schools had been prepared and was 
ready for submission to the House.

Winnipeg.June 13—The reply of Mani­
toba to the Dominion Government's 
order suggesting that redress be given 
the Roman Catholics in educational 
matters and that the separate school 
system previously in vogue here be re- 
established, is a stern refusal on the 
part of the Province to comply with the 
remedial order.

Attorney-General Sifton made pub­
lic Manitoba’s answer when the Legis­
lature reassembled this afternoon, and 
debate thereon is expected to come up 
on Monday. The reply is in the form 
of a memorial addressed to his Excel­
lency the Governor-General of Canada. 
It first recites the remedial order and 
then submits the following:

“The privileges which the said order 
were recommended to restore to our 
Roman Catholic fellow-citizens are sub­
stantially the same privileges whicli 
they enjoyed previous to the year 1890. 
Compliance with the terms of the order 
would restore Catholic schools with no 
more satisfactory guarantees for their 
efficiency than existed prior to the said 
date.

“The educational policy embodied in 
our present statutes was adopted after 
an examination of the results of the 
policy therefore followed under which 
the separate Roman Catholic schools 
(now sought to be restor’d) had existed 
for a period of upwards of nineteen 
years. The said schools were found to 
be inferior, as conducted under the 
Roman Catholic section of the Board 
of Education; they did not possess the 
attributes of efficient modern public 
schools. Their conduct, management 
and regulation were defective as a re­
sult leaving a large section of the popu­
lation with no better means of educa­
tion than was supplied.

“Many people grew up in a state of 
illiteracy, and as far as we are aware 
there has never been an attempt made 
to defend these schools on their merits, 
and we do not know of any ground upon 
which the expenditure of public money 
in their support would be justifiable. 
We are therefore compelled respectfully 
to state to your Excellency in council 
that we cannot accept the responsibility 
of carrying into effect the terms of the 
remedial order."

Manitoba’s reply among other things 
will say: “We are compelled to re­
spectfully state to your Excellency in 
council that we cannot accept the re­
sponsibility of carrying into effect the 
terms of the remedial order. Objec­
tions upon principle may be taken to 
any modification of our educational 
statutes, whicli would result in the es­
tablishment of one or more sets of sep­
arate schools.

Mr. Bowies asked whether the 
Canadian Government concurred in 
the provisions of the Governments bill 
to regulate seal fishing in Bering Sea 
in accordance Witil the terms Ui the 
Bering Sea treaty, and also asked to 
have tne correspondence on the subject 
which nad passed between the Home 
Government and the Dominion Govern­
ment since 1893 laid on the table of the 
louse.

Sir Edward said the Government of 
Canada was aware tnat legislation on 
the subject was necessary in the place 
of the laws about to expire, and that 
the Dominion Government had fur­
nished the Home Government with a 
full expression of Canadian views as 
to the amendments which were desired. 
These views had been carefully con­
sidered, and the Government nad en­
deavored to put them all into the pres­
ent bill.

Mr. James F. Hogan, member for 
Mid Tipperary, asked the Government 
to expedite the report of the commis­
sion on the postoffice department re­
specting a fast line of subsidized mail 
steamers between the United States 
and Canada.

Mr. Arnold Morley, Postmaster-Gen­
eral, said the deliberations of the com­
mission on the subject required consid­
erable time, and promised that there 
should be no unnecessary delay in the 
submission of their report.

Cheered by the Germans—To Be Given a 
Reception.

London, June 14.—The Daily News to­
day describes the passage of the River 
Elbe by the steamer Tantallon Castle. 
Every boat, it says, seemed to be aware 
of the steamer’s coming. Outward 
bound vessels steered close to her and 
their crews and passengers thronged 
the decks to get a glimpse of Mr. Glad­
stone. Among the vessels that passed 
the Tantallon Castle was the Hamburg- 
American liner Fuerst Bismarck. As 
she passed her band played the British 
National Anthem. Mr. Gladstone, who 
was on the hurricane deck of the Tan­
tallon Castle, took off his hat when he 
heard the familiar strains of "God 
Save the Queen." The passengers on 
the Fuerst Bismarck greeted him with 
ringing cheers. The Tantallon Castle 
was moored off Hamburg at 7 o’clock 
last evening. The piers and embank­
ments were densely crowded with peo­
ple, who watched the arrival of the 
steamer. There is some idea of ar­
ranging a meeting between Prince Bis­
marck and Mr. Gladstone, but it Is im­
probable that it will be effected.

A reception will be given on board the 
steamer tomorrow, after which about 
160 invited guests will dine with Mr. 
Gladstone.

London, June 13.—The Mascot, a
weekly newspaper, having repeated the 
report that Miss Frances E. Willard, 
President of the Women’s Christian 
Temperance Union, is to be married in 
the fall to an Englishman of wealth 
and position who has attained prom­
inence in the work of reform. Miss Wil­
lard, during the afternoon telegraphed 
to the Associated Press, saying that 
the Mascot is totally mistaken in as­
serting that she intends to marry in 
the fall.

THE AOSTAS’ HONEYMOON.
Rome, June 13.—The Duke of Aosta 

and his bride, the Princess Helene of 
Orleans, will come directly to Rome 
after their marriage at Twickenham, 
where the bride was born. King Hum­
bert desires this because he wishes the 
couple to receive their wedding gifts in 
Rome before getting their presents from 
tne cities in the Provinces. On the oc­
casion of their visit, and in honor of 
their marriage. King Humbert will 
grant amnesty to all persons now un­
der condemnation by military tribunals, 
with the exception or the Anarchistic 
revolutionary committee convicted in 
Palermo a short time ago. The sen­
tences of these men, however, will be 
reduced.

JOHN BULL AND UGANDA.
London, June 13.—In the House of 

Commons, Sir Edward Gray announced 
that the Government had decided to 
construct a railway to Uganda, Central 
Africa, and to establish a protectorate 
over the country between Uganda and 
the coast. He asked the House to 
VO. £30,000 yearly to meet the expense 
of administering the protectorate.

Joseph Chamberlain and A. J. Bal­
four, the leaders of the Liberal-Union­
ists and Conservatives respectively, 
congratulated the Government upon its 
decision.

Sir Charles Dilke declared that the 
policy of the Government in this re­
spect was a fatal one, and he would un­
ceasingly protest against it.

FREE TRADE STRAIGHT Mr. Joseph T. Marks appeared before 
No. 2 committee last night in regard 
to the proposed bylaw to provide that 
every contract made by the city should 
provide that all men employed on the 
work be paid the scale of wages de­
manded by the unions to which they 
belonged. Mr. Marks’ said a bylaw of 
that nature worked well in Toronto. 
The same rule prevailed in a great 
many cities on the other side of the 
line, and a movement is on foot to in­
duce the Dominion Government to 
adopt the plan. It would prevent out­
side contractors bringing men here to 
work for low wages. City contractors, 
he said, favored the proposition.

Such a bylaw will be recommended to 
the council.

The question of securing a new road 
roller and giving "Jumbo" in part pay­
ment came up, and discussion arose as 
to whether or not any action should 
be taken. Several tenders had already 
been received. Ald. O’Meara favored 
taking some steps. Ald. Parnell favored 
getting the very best roller possible.

And Iirect Taxation in New South Wales 
—Few Customs Taxes.

Sydney, N. S. W., June 14.—The vote 
on the customs bill yesterday stood 84 
in favor of the measure to 33 against 
it. When he introduced the bill in May 
last the Prime Minister said that the 
Government were pledged to abolish 
the customs duties imposed years ago 
and to establish a tariff on a free trade 
basis. The Government was determined 
to take this occasion to impose a direct 
penny on the pound and an income 
tax at once. There would be a tax of 1 
penny on the pound and an income tax 
of 5 pence on the pound with exemp­
tions. There would be a permanent tai- 
iff only on wines, spirits, beer, tobacco 
and opium. The old duties would be 
retained for the present and a duty on 
sugar for ten years would be imposed.

onies belonged to Great Britain1. Nev- 
ertheless. Great Britain must oppose any 
policy that would let the colonies go 
to pieces.

bery, Mr. Balfour, the Earl of Derby 
and the Marquis of Lansdowne, sent 
letters expressing sympathy with the 
object of the meeting.

RUSSIA’S SHREWD STROKE.
St. Petersburg. June 13.—The commer­

cial treaty between Russia and Japan, 
which has just been signed by the con­
tracting parties, contains a paragraph 
providing that henceforth the duty up­
on petroleum imported into Japan shall 
be levied upon volume and not upon 
weight. This arrangement will work to 
the detriment of the United States, 
American oil being lighter than Rus­
sian, though the latter is the cheaper. 
The Russians are delighted over the 
brilliant stroke accomplished by M. De 
Witte, Minister of Finance, in the con­
clusion of the treaty. Moreover it is 
believed that in return for Russia’s 
guaranteeing of the Chinese Paris loan, 
she has obtained the territory between

fields. “So that this year there are no 
silent Sabbaths in any part of our 
church. We have a Full supply of la­
borers. Indeed, at times we were un­
able to give supply to all our proba­
tioners. Our only trouble has been to 
secure Gaelic-speaking ministers, es­
pecially for the Island of Cape Breton. 
Six of the 11 congregations of the Pres­
bytery of Inverness are now vacant 
simply because Gaelic speakers cannot 
be secured. Of course, there are differ- 
ent kinds of Gaelic—(laughter)—and 
many Gaelic speakers need not apply— 
(renewed laughter). The Gaelic must 
be of paradaisic purity, and besides that 
the minister must be very earnest and 
eloquent in all of his sermons or no call 
will be forthcoming.”

The committee began the year with 
a debt of $2,855. Last year they met all 
the obligations of the twelvemonth and 
reduced the debt a little—$177. They ex­
pended $1,018 less last year than the 
year before and received $1,198 more. 
Ten years ago the receipts were a little 
over $4,000. Last year they had reached 
$12,280—an increase of a little more than 
three times in ten years. (Applause.)

Dr. McMillan moved the adoption of 
the report, and Rev. Alfred Gandier, 
B.D., Halifax, seconded. In an address 
which clearly stamped him as a com­
ing man in Presbyterianism.

WESTERN SECTION.
Dr. Cochrane presented the report 

of the Western Section. This section 
comprised 38 Presbyteries, 344 mission 
fields, and something like 1,007 stations. 
This, Dr. Cochrane said, was the glori­
ous result of 25 years of work. They had 
325 missionaries now, and there are in 
regular attendance on Sabbath 36,000 
people. Nearly 12,000 families attend 
these missions. There-were 14.500 com- 
municants, and the amount given last 
year for the support of ordinances was 
$69,000. The past year had been one of 
difficulty. There had been more sickness 
and death than for many years, and 
many missionaries, after struggling to 
keep a family and live on $900 a year, 
died, and were buried, “unwept, un- 
honored and unsung.” The floods in 
British Columbia did immense damage 
to missionary property. Dr. Cochrane 
pointed with pride to the fact that the 
British Columbia contributions for the 
year amounted to nearly $10,000. He also 
referred to the fact that three Presby­
teries—London, Whitby and Paris — 
had young people’s societies in connec­
tion which were busy raising funds 
for home missions. And now there 
were overtures being made to divide the 
amount so raised for other purposes. 
“I will not refer to this matter now,” 
add the doctor, significantly; but he 
bht his hand down on the table 
wi a flourish that boded ill for the

cipal Caven, of Knox, and then at the 
first anniversary he heard Principal 
Grant, of Queen’s, he was somewhat 
perplexed to decide on which occasion 
they had had the best sermon.

The report of the synod gave the 
attendance during the year as 48. This 
number is in excess of any previous 
year. The general standard in all the 
examinations has been exceptionally 
good. One hundred and twenty new 
books have been added to the library.

MORRIN COLLEGE, QUEBEC.
This institution has been in straitened I 

circumstances for a few years, but the 4 
contribution of $120,000 from the estate 
of the late Senator Ross has placed it 
on a firm foundation. Provisional ar­
rangements have been made by the 
board for conducting the art classes 
on an enlarged basis, and also for do- 

ing work in the faculty of theology. In 
addition to the staff of last year the 
services of the Rev. John Sharp. M.A., 
a distinguished graduate of Queens 
University, have been secured to con­
duct the classes in philosophy and Eng­
lish The receipts were $6,621 94, and 
the expenditure was $6,282 22, leaving a 
balance of $339 72.

Rev. Kenneth McLennan read the re­
port, and Dr. Thompson moved its ad- 
option. The motion carried.

McGILL COLLEGE, MONTREAL.
Owing to the non-arrival of Mr. D. 

Morrice, chairman of McGill board of 
management, the report was presented 
by Dr. R. H. Warden. The attendance 
of students during the year was 82. Of 
this number eleven graduated in April. 
Repairs costing $1,600 had been made 
during the year, and it was pointed out 
that mere was likely to be a considerable 
shortage in the ordinary fund of the 
college. Despite efforts made to In­
crease the contributions, the revenue 
fell short of the expenditure by $1,- 
579 77. The total receipts of the year 
for ordinary revenue were $1,393 less 
than those of the preceding year. The 
shrinkage was noted in the three prin­
cipal sources of revenue, namely, evan­
gelical chair subscriptions, congrega­
tional contributions and interest on in- 
vestments. This is accounted for by 
business depression and the low rate of 
interest on mortgage securities. The 
indebtedness of $26,200, of many years 
standing, was a serious impediment. In1 
order to pioperly maintain the college 
an annual revenue of $17,000 will be re- 
ciulred. This is $2,000 in excess of that 
of last year, when 138 congregations 
contributed. Dr. "Warden stated that 
the average amount raised for educa­
tional purposes was only 7 cents per 
communicant per year in Ontario and 
Quebec.

Mr. George, Hay, Ottawa, in moving 
the adoption of the report and com­
mending the institution to the prayer­
ful support and liberal contributions of 
the church, stated with gravity that 
there was too much money in the coun- 
try, and money was too cheap.

Rev. Peter Wright, Portage la Prairie, 
seconded the resolution, and spoke 
hopefully of McGill’s future. The reso­
lution was adopted.

QUEEN’S COLLEGE, KINGSTON.
Principal Grant was in splendid trim 

as he introduced the reports of Queen’s 
and with a great deal of dry humor 
pointed out the portions demanding the 
attention of the Assembly. He dwelt 
largely on the need of an increased 
theological staff and on the necessity 
of increasing liberality towards the 
funds of the college. The attendance 
during the session was 556. apportioned 
as follows: In the faculty of arts, 390; 
in the faculty of medicine, 125: in theo­
logy. 33; in practical science. 5: in law, 
3. Just 100 more students were regis- 
tered this year than last. The finan- 
cial statement showed a favorable bal­
ance for the year, though the accumu­
lated deficit from former years is $12,- 
734 06.

Dr. McTavish moved a resolution re­
cording the gratitude and satisfaction 
of the Assembly because of the very 
encouraging report, as indicated by the 
largo and ever-increasing body of stu­
dents attending the various faculties, 
by the good financial showing, and the 
success of the establishment of annual 
conferences for the study of theological 
and philosophical subjects.

Mr. John Cameron seconded the reso- 
littion. and in this connection stated 
that in the various Presbyterian col­
leges they had both efficiency and vari- 
ety. London had had the advantage of 
this variety, and at the present time 
they had an able minister from Mon- 
treat an able minister from Oneen’s. 
two able ministers from Knox College, 
one from Scotland—all able and com- 
notent men, and four out of the five

Dr. Warden moved the adoption of 
the report in a few complimentary sen­
tences. and Dr. Bryce seconded.

NORTHWEST MISSIONARIES.
Before putting the question it was de­

cided to hear some of the missionaries 
of the Northwest.

“This is the Northwest corner-post of 
the church.” said the moderator in in­
troducing Rev. D. G. McQueen, of Ed­
monton, Alta. “I was once reproved for 
addressing a General Assembly with my 
hands in my pockets.” said Mr. Mc­
Queen. “I told the ex-moderator who 
reproved me that if he had been used to 
preaching where the temperature 
ranged from 98 in the shade to 57 below 
zero in the sun he would have contract­
ed the habit of placing his hands in any 
position to keep them warm." (Laugh­
ter.)

Mr. McQueen’s description of North­
west life was interesting, while that of 
Rev. James Buchanan who came all 
the way from the banks of the Fraser 
river, was both interesting and amus­
ing. His wild western vocabulary, to­
gether with his Paisley accent and dry 
Scotch wit, kept the audience in a 
perennial smile. Again at times, as he 
took his hearers with him among the 
phases of western life which call for 
grave reflection, a falling pin could be 
heard in any part of the big building.

The resolution was adopted, 
as was immediately afterwards the one 
dealing with Knox College report.

MANITOBA COLLEGE.
It was in St. Andrew's Church just 

12 years ago that Dr.John King was ap­
pointed principal of Manitoba College. 
In reporting for his college yesterday ne 
said: “The diminished contributions of 
congregations in Ontario and Quebec 
and the increased exp Inditure which has 
fallen upon us by the institution of the 
summer session is threatening us with 
very serious embarrassment. For over 
halt an hour the doctor pleaded in a 
subdued voice for increased support. 
The expenditure of the year—$18,919 88 
—was $763 21 beyond the revenue. The 
receipts from ordinary funds (includ­
ing a balance in hand at the beginning 
of the year of $1,661 92) were $19,818 59. 
Thére is a balance on hand of $898 71 
at present, the difference between the 
balance of last year and this indicating 
the deficiency. “The truth is," continu­
ed Dr. King, “justice is not done to this 
institution unless it is plainly stated 
to the people that it is saving in the 
traveling expenses of the church more 
than all that is sent to it from the 
churches of the east."

The doctor’s address had a visible 
effect on his auditors, and one minis­
terial delegate arose and acknowledged 
the shortcomings of his church, and 
said that it was a matter that the min­
isters should take up and advocate.

Rev. John Macdonald moved the ad­
option of the report and Dr. Sedgwick 
seconded. It carried.
BRANTFORD LADIES’ COLLEGE.
Dr. Cochrane, governor of the Brant­

ford Ladies’ College, reported shortly, 
stating that the board was exceeding­
ly gratified, notwithstanding the gen­
eral depression, with the attendance of 
the year. With boarders and day pu­
pils there were 112 on the roll. Six can- 
didates in advanced musical studies 
took honors last week at Victoria Col­
lege, London, Eng. “This is the only 
college that has not come seeking 
money,” said the doctor, and a grati­
fied delegate said “hear, hear.” “Still,” 
continued the doctor, “we need it, and 
are glad to get any contributions you 
give to us.”

And the gratified delegate aforesaid 
merely said “Oh!”

Dr. Thompson moved the adoption 
of the report and Prof. Bryce seconded. 
The resolution carried and the meeting 
adjourned.

A 
bill extending the time for the construc­
tion of the Clifton suspension bridge 
was reported. The bill to revive and 
amend the act respecting the Lake 
Manitoba Railway and Canal Company 
was made the first order for the next 
meeting.

Lewis Carroll, an Asylum Patient, 
Instantly KilledLondon, Friday, June 14.

On the C. P. R., Just East of the City- 
Carroll Was Once an Attendant 

in the Institution.

THE REAL CRIMINALS SHOULD 
NOT ESCAPE.

The Dominion House of Commons 
was again occupied with a considera­
tion of the Curran bridge scandal last 
night. This extraordinary exposure, 
which has been before the country for 
nearly two years, has not so far result­
ed in the conviction of a single person. 
Sir Hibbert Tupper says the magis- 
trate who made the preliminary investi- 
ration into the case of the contractor 
has not observed his oath of office, 
while the judge and his friends re- 
tert that the Government, and not the 
magistrate, is responsible for the fail­
ure of justice, inasmuch as the contract 
was drawn so loosely that it was pos­
sible to peculate hundreds of thousands 
of dollars without risk of criminal pros­
ecution.

Canadian taxpayers are only inter­
ested in this family quarrel,and in these 
mutual recriminations, in so far as they 
exemplify the absolute necessity for a 
change of men and methods at Ottawa.

Here we have work that Grand 
Trunk contractors were willing to per­
form of $170,000, and which was esti­
mated to cost that amount, for which 
Mr. Ouimet has paid three times as 
much. It is admitted by the Government 
that there was wholesale robbery—that 
stealing took place by every avenue 
possible. The Ministers blame the con­
tractor, but they waited many months 
before they took action against him. 
They blame their subordinates, but not 
one of them has been proceeded against 
in the courts.

What strikes an outsider most for­
cibly is the vain attempt of the men in 
power to wash their hands of all re­
sponsibility for the theft of over $200,- 
000. If a city solicitor were to compile 
an agreement between the corporation 
and a contractor that would enable a 
contractor or his employes to system­
atically rob the public, his dismissal 
would be insisted on at the first meet­

Lewis Carroll, an tomate of the Asy­
lum for the Insane, met a terrible 
death on the C. P. R. track about 4:30 
o’clock yesterday afternoon. He had 
been around the asylum grounds all 
the afternoon, working here and there, 
but managed to escape the notice of the 
attendant, and wandered west on the 
railway.

When Carroll was a short distance 
east of the overhead bridge the C. P. 
R. express, due to leave here for To­
ronto at 4:30, came around the curve 
at that point at a high rate of speed, 
and the unfortunate man was struck 
and run over.

Section hands discovered his terribly 
mutilated body a few minutes later, 
and notified Dr. Bucke, superintendent, 
who at once recognized it as Carroll. 
The remains were removed to the asy­
lum, and an inquest will be held by 
Coroner Flock today.

Carroll was about 40 years of age, 
and has been a patient in the institu­
tion for about a year, coming from In- 
gersoll, where he was engaged for years 
as a drover. He was a hypochondriac, 
but was given considerable freedom. 
Some fourteen or fifteen years ago he 
was an attendant in the asylum. The 
authorities are upable to say whether 
or not he merely wandered away or was 
attempting to escape.

A NOTABLE EXCEPTION.

Some of our visitors may wonder why

Dr. G. L. Mackay’s wife, family and 
native helper, as well as his two 
brothers, were present at the opening 
services on Wednesday night. The 
missionary is likely to return to his 
work in Formosa next October.

No doubt the Manitoba school ques­
tion will come up in some shape. While 
many say, “Let Manitoba alone,” there 
is not much evidence of any fire-eating 
spirit, and it is expected that any ac­
tion taken will be dignified and moder­
ate.

There was a feeling of profound 
though suppressed emotion manifest in 
the Assembly as the venerable Dr. 
Gregg, in tremulous tones, tendered his 
resignation of the professorship of 
apologetics and church history in Knox 
College, a position which he has ably 
filled for 23 years.

There is a far greater number of 
ministers who are not commissioners 
attending the present Assembly than 
perhaps on any former occasion. Two 
reasons are assigned for this: (1) The 
strength of Presbyterianism in the 
London district, and (2) the desire on 
the part of many clergymen to hear 
probably for the last time, the eminent 
retiring moderator.

There seems to be a strong feeling 
among the alumni of Knox College to 
delay the making appointments of new 
professors for another year. The gen­
eral feeling is to get the very best man 
available, whether he be a graduate of 
the college or not. Among the gradu­
ates the following are mentioned for 
the position: Rev. W. Armstrong. M.A., 
D.D., of Ottawa: Rev. J. M. Ramsay, 
M.A.. Mount Forest: J. Duncan, M.A., 
of Tottenham. Among outsiders the 
following have many supporters: Dr. 
Gibson, of London, England; Dr. 
Stalker, of Glasgow; Dr. Benny, of 
Edinburgh, and Dr. McIntosh, of Phila­
delphia. The last-named is the nomi­
nee of the college board.

The report of the committee on union 
with other churches will report through 
Dr. Caven. The Assembly is asked to 
reaffirm generally its desire for union 
on a Scriptural basis. Its readiness to 
meet representatives of other churches, 
and the reappointment of a union com­
mittee. Among the individual sugges­
tions summarized by the convener pre­
vious to the above recommendations, 
were several which desired a friendly 
attitude towards the Methodists par­
ticularly. The idea is at first some sort 
of federal union to deal with moral 
questions of a national and internation­
al description. This federal arrange­
ment might ultimately lead to a union 
of a closer and more perfect character.

FRIDAY MORNING.
A ripple of amusement went around 

immediately after the devotional ex­
ercises of the morning sederunt, when 
Rev. Dr. Cochrane read an invitation 
from the citizens of London for an “ex­
cursion" to the lunatic asylum.

_ __ TEMPORARY RELIEF.

Dr. Warden moved that the overture 
be remitted to the western section of 
the home mission committee to report 
to the next General Assembly, with in­
structions for the current year to sub­
stitute $6 and $7 per Sabbath, instead 
of $5 50 and $6 50 for students and $7 50 
for unmarried missionaries in British 
Columbia instead of $700, and $700 in 
the Northwest instead of $600.

Dr. King, principal of the Manitoba 
College, asked why, if the Assembly 
adopted the principle of applying lump 
sums to two synods, they did not also 
apply the principle to Ontario and Que­
bec as well.

“I think that it is time the Canadian 
Church should waken up to the claims 
of the home mission work upon the 
church as a whole," said Elder J. G. 
McDonald, Toronto.

Elder Hamilton Cassells noted that 
in the discussions a thought of antagon­
ism to foreign missions had been en­
gendered.

Several delegates emphatically denied 
this.
.. “But it is so,” reiterated Mr. Cassells, 
“and it does harm to the home mission 
work. The true remedy for the exist­
ing state of affairs is to cut off the 
number of workers.”

Rev. James Buchanan withdrew the 
overture in favor of Dr. Warden’s mo­
tion, which carried unanimously.

A DISTINGUISHED VISITOR.
Rev. Geo. D. Matthews, D.D., of Lon­

don, England, secretary of the Reform 
Alliance, who had previously been hon­
ored with a seat on the platform, then 
addressed the Assembly. After refer­
ring to the demise of the late J. A. Mur­
ray and to a similarity between the 
Canadian Assembly meeting and the 
meeting of the Southern Assembly of 
Texas in a church which was draped in 
mourning for their pastor, the distin­
guished visitor went on to state that 
he looked upon the Canadian Church 
as a model one in many of its features, 
which he named in detail. Its mission­
ary spirit was apparently what pleased 
him most. He asked if possible that the 
Assembly of next year meet a week or 
so earlier so as to give delegates the 
opportunity of attending the Glasgow 
Presbyterian Council,which commences 
On June 17, 1896. A most interesting 
account of his visits to continental as­
semblies followed, and as he concluded 
Principal Caven moved the adoption of 
the following resolution:

“The General Assembly has listened 
with much pleasure to the address of 
Rev. Dr. Matthews, the secretary of the 
Alliance of the Reform Churches hold­
ing the Presbyterian system. The As­
sembly repeats the expression of its 
sincere Interest in the great evangeliza­
tion scheme which Dr. Matthews repre­
sents and its desire to co-operate with 
all sister churches in promoting the ob­
jects of the Alliance."

The motion carried, and the modera­
tor conveyed its intent to Dr. Mat- 
thews.

The hour for adjournment having ar­
rived, it was decided to make the refer­
ence of bills the first business of the 
afternoon, after which John Charlton. 
M.P., will address the Assembly on Sab­
bath observance.

At present he is a lecturer in 
Lane Theological College, Philadelphia, 
a leading Presbyterian seminary.

Rev. George D. Matthews, D.D., gen­
eral secretary of the Alliance of the 
Reformed Churches, was today invited 
to the platform of the Assembly. Dr. 
Matthews was for several years pas­
tor of Chalmer’s Church, Quebec, from 
which position he was called to that 
now occupied by him. His headquarters 
are at London, Eng. He is now visiting 
the Supreme Courts of the Presby­
terian Church in the United States 
and Canada, arranging for the meeting 
of the Presbyterian Council in Glasgow, 
Scotland.

Rev. James Buchanan, the Fraser 
River missionary, who has made such 
an impression upon the Assembly, was 
at one time a Glasgow newspaper man. 
His earnest appeal for the alleviation of 
of the condition of his co-workers won 
at least temporary relief.

Formal Opening - Description of the 
Work.

Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., June 14 —It 
was expected that a large delegation 
or Ministers and members of Parlia­
ment would be here yesterday to join 
in celebrating the opening of the new 
Canadian canal, but as members on 
both sides of the House were opposed 
to breaking in on the time of Parlia­
ment when so many were anxious to 
get home, the idea was abandoned, and 
the proceedings today were of a mere 
formal character.

The contracts for the canal and life- 
locks were let in November, 1888, and 
those for the entrance works in Janu- 
ary, 1889. Water was first admitted to 
the lock on Sept. 25, 1894. The total 
length of the canal across St. Mary’s 
Island is 4,000 feet, or, from eastern 
to western extremities of the piers 
about 6,000 feet. With the approaches, 
the total distance is about 3 1-2 miles.

The lock chamber is 900 feet long and 
60 feet wide, with a depth of water suf­
ficient to pass vessels of 20 feet draught 
at the lowest recorded stage of water 
below the lock. The lock fills in nine 
minutes and can be emptied in 7 1-2 
minutes. The canal proper has a sur­
face width at low water level of 152 
feet and a bottom width of 145 feet. At 
a point about 1,500 feet above the lock 
it is crossed by a swing bridge, over 
which the railway systems of Canada 
and the United States find accommo­
dation. The works, altogether, cost 
about $4,000,000.

and with a special knowledge acquired 
by large experience of the best means

[March, 1895.

AThe thirteenth annual meeting of the 
shareholders of the Toronto General 
Trusts Company was held at its of­
fices on the corner of Yonge and Col- 
borne streets, Toronto, on Monday, the 
27th day of May, 1895, at 12 o’clock 
noon. In the absence of Hon. Edward 
Blake, the president, Mr. John1 Hoskin, 
Q.C., LL.D., vice-president, took the 
chair, and among those present were:

Mr. J. W. Langmuir, the managing 
director of the company, read the report 
of the directors for the year ended 
March 31, 1895, as follows: 
THIRTEENTH ANNUAL REPORT.

The directors of the Toronto General 
Trusts Company have pleasure in sub­
mitting to the shareholders their thir­
teenth annual report, with the usual 
statements showing the operations of 
the company for the year ended March 
31. 1.S95, and its financial standing and 
condition at that date.

The number of estates, trusts and 
other official positions assumed during 
the past twelve months was greater 
than in any previous year in the his­
tory of the company, and the volume 
of work has, of course, been very 
largely increased. Owing, however, to 
the rearrangement of the office work 
at the beginning of the year, the busi­
ness has been1 efficiently and promptly 
managed, with only a trifling addition 
to the office staff.

The income derived from the various 
branches of the company’s business 
is fully set out in the profit and loss 
statement herewith submitted.

I did not want to wait on Scottish soil 
and be confronted with the tale of my 
misdemeanors, besides running the risk 
of prosecution for embezzlement if you 
were in a particularly savage mood. It 
was absolutely necessary for me, then, 
for me to get away.

“Hannington was difficult to deal 
with. He insisted; I refused. He at- 

* tacked me in his usual brutal way— 
knocked me down and tried to extract 
from me a promise that I would go with 
him to Dunkeld to meet you. I had a 
loaded revolver in my pocket. The 
temptation was too great. I got my 
hand free and I fired. I meant to wing 
him only—but at a short distance one 
does more harm sometimes with fire- 
arms than one intends. I can, however, 
assure you that I meant only to dis- 
a ble, not to kill him. I ascertained 
that he was alive before I went on my 
way, and I knew that he was sure to 
be found and taken to your house be­
fore long. I amused myself with pic­
turing the menage that would be in­
itiated at Torresmuir—with Jack Han- 
nington as a reformed character being 
lectured by Madame. It was quite a 
shock to me to hear that the poor fel­
low was dead.

“I have now told you the whole story 
in outline, and you can fill in the de­
tails as you please. I have not suc­
ceeded in my main object, but I have 
not done very badly for myself after 
all. The only thing that I want now 
is your assurance that I am safe from 
prosecution for embezzlement, fraud, 
robbery, or whatever you like to call 
it. and that you will not make the con­
tents of this letter public, so as to 
bring suspicion upon me with regard 
to Hannington’s death. In return for 
this assurance, which, for Marie's sake, 
I think that you will give, I will set 
your mind at rest on a point which 
once disturbed you more than you 
would allow—the fate of that stone 
v hich went by the name of the ‘Luck of 
the House.’

“It was I who took it away (as, by 
the bye, Molly, with unusual acumen, 
always suspected), and for two rea­
sons.
