THE CRETE SETTLEMENT.

Constantinople, Sept. 8.—The insur-
gents in the Island of Crete have prom-
ised to do their utmost to assist in the
execution of the proposed Crete settle-
ment, and the question is regarded as
settled. But serious disturbances are
reported at Sitia and Candia.

WILL THE QUEEN READ THEM ?

Loondon, Sept. 8—The Queen has
consented to receive a petition con-
taining the signatures of 7,000,000 wo-
men against the liquor and opium traf-
fics. The signatures were gathered by
the World’s Women’s Christian Tem-
perance Union, and those of Miss Fran-
es Willard and Lady Henry Somerset
head the list.

EMIGRATION STATISTICS.

London, Sept. 8.—The emigration to
the United States decreased from 29,-
000 to 19,382, while emigration to Can-
ada declined from 3,323 to 2,397. For
eight months, however, emigration to
Canada has increased 1,000 to 17,075,
while that to the United States has
Geclined 27,000, The total exodus has
declined 18,000,

ENGLAND’S HARVEST.

London, Sept. 8.—Rain has checked
the harvest in the north of England,
while in the south the harvest is com-
plete, with a yield of 2,000,000 quarters
in excess of last year. The wheat
market was on a better and firmer
basis, but operators were cautious and
waiting for further news of the prin-
cipal wheat crop. The wheat crop of
France is estimated at 119,000,000 hec-
toliters.

JEALOUS OF GREAT BRITAIN.

London, Sept. 8.—The §St. Peters-
burg Novoe Vremya says that the
Czar’s tour shows that Berlin and Vi-
enna, as well as Paris and St. Peters-
burg, are conscious of the necessity
of common action by the powers to
defeat the political designs of Great
Britain, which, it is added, are clear-
ly displayed in recent events in Tur-
key.

THE PHILIPPINE REVOLT.

Madrid, Sept. 8.—A dispatch to the
Imparcial from Hong Kong says that
1,000 rebels entered the town of San
Isidore, capital of the Province of
Neuva Ecija, Island of Luzon, the
principal island of the Philippine
group, and took as prisoners the gov-
ernor, his secretary, and a priest. The

rebels were led by Santollano, a half-
breed.

SECRETARY RIDLEY’'S REPLY.

London, Sept. 8.—The adverse com-
ments by leading ‘Unionists,” in-
cluding the Marquis of Londonderry,
on the action of the Government in
releasing Daly, Galagher and other
Irishmen, who were sentenced to life
imprisonment for treason-felony, has
called forth a letter from Sir Mat-
thew V\'hite Ridley, the Home Secre-
tary, in which he declares that the re-
lease of the prisoners was due solely
to the medical reports submitted to
him regarding their condition.

IN SPAIN, £

Madrid, Sept. 8.—The Carlists have
issued a° manifesto, which pessimis-
tically describes the situation in Spain.
It affirms that the rights of the church
is the first principle of the Carlist
party, and supports the freedom of the
provinces in administrative and finan-

cial matters.

In the elections for members of the
councils general of Madrid and other
provinces, in most cases the Govern-
ment candidates were succegsful. In
Barcelona the elections resulted in a
riot, during which the voting urns
were smashed. Knives anrd revolvers
were used by the rioters, and three
persons were seriously wounded.

WILLIAM'S TOAST.

His Characteristic Address to the Fifth
Army Corps.

Gorlitz, Sept. 8.—Emperor William,
in propesing his toast to the Fifth
Army Corps, at last night’s banquet,
made a long speech, in which he ex-
pressed thanks for himself and also
in ‘the name of his revered grand-
father, and his never-to-be-forgotten
father, for the splendid eflficiency of
the corps. The Emperor continued:

‘“Pruly, a fine portion of Prussian
history passes in review before us
with their regiments and their names
and colors. Our hearts are stirred
as a vision carries us back to the
places where so many of those who
belonged to the regiments are laid
at rest, who with their blood and
lives, ‘helped to win and achieve that
which causes us to rejoice today. It
is my and your special satisfaction
and your good fortune to appear in
this state of high efficiency before the
eyes of my beloved neighbor and
eousin, his Majesty of Russia. We
are still all under the fascination of
the youthful figure of the®knightly
Emperor. We still see him as he
rode mast us at the head of his late
father’'s regiment.”

‘“He, although the commander of
a most powerful army, d‘&&‘vil'l? to see
his troops used only in the® service
of culture and for the protection of
peace. In complete accord with me,
his efforts are directed towards draw-
ing together the peoples of Europe
in order to unite them on the grounds
of common interests and for the pro-
tection of the most sacred wvosses-
sions.

“May this army, pursuing

its peace-
ful activity,

give proof in the future
of ecuaily good results with that it
gave tecday. ‘With this wish I drink
to the Fifth Corps. Hurrah, hurrah,
Hurrah.”

Duck* in Demand for His Delectation—
The Ambassador Hurries Through
Toronto.

Toronto, Sept. 8.—The C. P. R. au-
thorities were wired instructions to
buy up a quantity of fruit and fowl
for Li Hung Chang’s consumption on
the way to the cecast. “Ducks’™ were
especially mentioned in the message,
as Li is fonder of them than anything
else except rats.

It is understood her Majesty cabled
to Lord Aberdeen to lll\th Li Hung
Chang with the title “K.C.V.0."—
Knight Commander of the Victorian
Order.

On taking his leave of the American
side, Earl Li, with a small party, was
taken in a carriage across the upper
bridge to his hotel at Niagara Falls,
Ont. Here Sir Henry De Joly De Lot-
biniere and Mr. W. Parmalee, repre-
senting the Dominion Government, re-
ceived the distinguished guest with
words of welcome, and the American
escort bade him bon voyage. The
Canadian hosts then took Li in their
carriage and_drove through the Can-
adian Park to the Dufferin Islands.
Li was even more visibly impressed
with his view of the Falls from the
Canadian side than he had been from
the American side, and so expressed
himself through his interpreter. At
11 o’clock the party boarded the spe-
cial train and started for Toronto.

I.i Hung Chang and his numerous
retinue reached Toronto late yester-
day. Li did mot come into the city
proper at all, but stopped at the In-
dustrial Fair, which he inspected thor-
oughly. When the train reached the
exhibition station, about 3 o’clock, Li
was received by President Withrow
and the directors of the exhibition.
Mr. Withrow very briefly welcomed
the distinguished visitor, and express-
ed the hope that he would have a
pleasant, visit, to which the Viceroy
replied, through interpreter, express-
ing great pleasure at visiting the ex-
hibition. Three cheers were given for
the Viceroy. The earl’s retinue and
directors of the exhibition then form-
ed a procession, and sallied forth to
see the fair. The great Chinese mag-
nate went through the exhibition in
a hurry and under great difficulties,
owing to the enormous crowd, esti-
mated at fully 100,000 people. From
the moment of his arrival in the
grounds until his train steamed away
th> great statesman was an object of
most intense interest.

Execution of Peter Wheeler at
Digby, N. S.,

For the Murder of a Young Girl — Un-
usual Mocde of Procedure.

(Special to The Advertiser.)
Halifax, N. S., Sept. 8.—Peter Wheel-
er was hanged at Digby at 2:30
o’clock this morning by lamplight.
The intended hour of execution had
been given to the public as 8 o’clock.
Immense crowds had gathered in town
to see the execution. The first in=-
tention of erecting the gallows in the
open jailyard was abandoned as risky.
Then on account of the feeling against
the prisoner for the murder of 16-year-
old Annie Kempton, it was further de=-
cided to outwit the public, abbreviat=
ing Wheeler's respite a few hours_.
and he was hanged in a room, eight
by ten feet, on the second floor of the
building.

Capt. Allan, Salvation Army, had
been with him all night, and the lat-
ter engaged with the prisoner in pro-
longed prayer. The hanging apparatus
consisted of a rope running over a
pullev in the rcem above the death
chamber. Two ends descended
through holes in the floor, six feet
apart. On one end a 500-pound weight
lead hung, six feet from the floo~
and a small line held the weight i
susp«-nsinn. The noose in the other
end of the rope was placed over
Wheeler's neck.

\\ heeler said he was going to his
doom. He said he murdered Amnnie
Kempton at midnight, not in the eve=
ning, as the crown had asserted.

Wheeler’s death was alpost instan=-
tanecus, his neck being broken by the
fall. The crowd ocutside the jail sus-
pected that an early execution was
intended, and were olamoring loudly
for admittance at the time the pen=
alty of the law was being paid.

GAUDAUR WON.

Putney, England,Sept. 8.—Jake tgau-
daur, of Toronto, won the rowing
championship of the world and $2,500
Yesterday in addition "to the sports-
man’s cup, defeating James Stanbury,
of Australia, who recently defeated
“Wag” Harding for the championship
of the world. The course was the
usual championship course, four miles
]st]r;aigm away, from Putney to Mort-
ake.

Both men were in excellent physical
condition, After twelve false starts,
both men took the water together.
Stanbury had a slight lead at Caven-
sleps; but soon afterwards Gaudaur
pulled up, took the lead, and main-
tained it to the Crab Tree, where a
foul occurred. Stanbury thereupon
stopped and appealed to the referee.
The latter, however, would not allow
the foul, and Gaudaur finished twenty
lengths ahead, in 23:01.

“Jake” Gaudaur has held the profes-
sional championship of America since
1893, and twice before (1886 and 1887)
he held the same honors. Gaudaur
and Stanbury last met at the Austin,
Texas, regatta in 1893; but Stanbury
was not in good form. Since that
time Gaudaur has defeated Edward
Hanlan, George Bubear, Rogers, Hack-
ett, and other professionals. At the
Ealifax regatta. he also stroked tha
“Four” which beat Bubear’s FEnglish
combination.

PREMIER LAURIER AT OTTAWA.

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—The First Minister
addressed a large crowd at the labor
demonstration here yesterday. The
weather was bright and warm; it
could not have been better. The par-
ade in the forenoon was very success~
ful in point of numbers, appearance
and every other way. Large crowds
lined the streets to witness it. At

Lansdowne Park sports and games
were carried on. Mr. Laurier’s ar-
rival was greeted with cheers. He was
Mr. A. Belcourt, M.

panied by Mrs. L. O. David and other
ladies, occupied prominent seats on
the grand stand. The chair on the
platform in front of the grand stand
was occupied by Mr., Cleary, who in-
troduced the Pretmier, who was re-
ceived with loud cheers. He thanked
the organizers of labor for the privil-
ege of being there to take his share
in the general joy. The bright scene
which he saw, soft breezes, a balmy
atmosphere, the games and the sweet
faces before him, all these were a di-
version from the routine of the House
of Commons. (Cheers.) This was a
day dedicated by Parliament to the
sanctity of labor, and it certainly was
a happy thought that it should have
been made a holiday. He was im-
pressed at the moment with the
thought that Canada was a country,
above all others, of which working-
men especially ought to be proud.
They had no privileged classes, no
titles, no caste. Freedom and equality
were their boon, and there was no
position in the land not within the
reach and ambition of every man
among them. (Cheers.) When he en-
tered Federal politics, now more than
twenty years ago, it was his happiness
and privilege to serve under a man
who was Prime Minister of Canada,

HON. ALEXANDER McKENZIE

—(loud cheers)—who commenced life
as a simple mechanic. (Hear, hear.)
He came to Canada as a young man
apprenticed as a stonemason, earning
his dollar a day. He had a brave
heart and a noble mind, and not only
worked with his hands but with
his head as well. He had a fondness
for books, and became a master me-
chanic, then a small contractor, af-
terwards an architect, and finally en-
tered politics. As they all knew, he
was able in a short time to take rank
among the first in the land. For a
young man to hold his own among
statesmen like Sir John Macdonald
and Hon. George Brown was no small
credit, yet that honor was carried off
by a man who commenced his career
as a simple artisan. (Cheers.) He
said this, not to encourage any of
them to enter politics, but to point out
that there was no place in Canada to
which the humblest could not aspire
if they, like Mr, Mackenzie, were
brave, honest and temperate.

Hon. Mr. Laurier at Ottawa and
Hon. Mr. Hardy at Toronto.

Touching Tribute to the Worth of Can-
ada’s Workingman Premier.

PREMIER LAURIER AT OTTAWA.

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—The First Minister
addressed a large crowd at the labor
demonstration here yesterday. The
weather was bright and warm; it
could not have been better. The par-
ade in the forenoon was very success~
ful in point of numbers, appearance
and every other way. Large crowds
lined the streets to witness it. At

Lansdowne Park sports and games
were carried on. Mr. Laurier's ar-
rival was greeted with cheers. He was

{ accompanied by Mr. A. Belcourt, M.
1 P. for Ottawa. Mrs. Laurier, accom-

panied by Mrs. L. O. David and other
ladies, occupied prominent seats on
the grand stand. The chair on the
platform in front of the grand stand
was occupied by Mr, Cleary, who in-
troduced the Premier, who was re-
ceived with loud cheers. He thanked
the organizers of labor for the privil-
ege of being there to take his share
in the general joy. The bright scene
which he saw, soft breezes, a balmy
atmosphere, the games and the sweet
faces before him, all these were a di-
version from the routine of the House
of Commons. (Cheers.) This was a
day dedicated by Parliament to the
sanctity of labor, and it certainly was
a happy thought that it should have
been made a holiday. He was im-
pressed at the moment with the
thought that Canada was a country,
above all others, of which working-
men especially ought to be proud.
They had no privileged classes, no
titles, no caste. Freedom and equality
were their boon, and there Wwas no
position in the land not within the
reach and ambition of every man
among them. (Cheers.) When he en-
tered Federal politics, now more than
twenty years ago, it was his happiness
and privilege to serve under a man
who was Prime Minister of Canada,

HON. ALEXANDER McKENZIE

—((oud cheers)—=who commenced life
as a simple mechanic. (Hear, hear.)
He came to Canada as a young man
apprenticed as a stonemason, earning
his dollar a day. He had a brave
heart and a noble mind, and not only
worked with his hands but with
his head as well. He had a fondness
for books, and became a master me-
chanic, then a small contractor, af-
terwards an architect, and finally en-
tered politics. As they all knew, he
was able in a short time to take rank
among the first in the land. For a
young man to hold his own among
statesmen like Sir John Macdonald
and Hon. George Brown was no small
credit, yet that honor was carried off
by a man who commenced his career
as a simple artisan. (Cheers.) He
said this, not to encourage any of
them to enter politics, but to point out
that there was no place in Canada to
which the humblest could not aspire
if they, like Mr. Mackenzie, were
brave, honest and temperate. (Cheers.)
There was no country under the sun
in which an artisan can take more
pride than in this his native land. Mr,
Lauried aaded: “You are brave, you
are, most of you, young; be true to
yourselves, as Mr. Mackenzie was true
to himself. He was true to his coun-
try._ (Cheers.) Be as he was, frugal,
active, temperate, honest, and all the
fruits which he reaped may be yours.”
The Premier was loudly cheered on
sitting down.

Toronto, Sept. 8.—Hon, A. S, ‘Hardy,
Premier of Ontario, was the 1»!';11@;@1
fpeaker at the great labor demonstra-
tion on Island Park yesterday. The
Premier said it would be unwise to
Speak on subjects connected with la-
bor,” Mr. Hardy went on, with such
e€xperts on the subject close by as
Messrs. Jury, Glockling, Armstrong
and many others. He had had an op-
bortunity such as few men had enjoy-
ed of coming into contact with the
leaders of labor, and he could tell his

Hardy reminded his ‘hearers that,
though it had not been possible to pass
definite laws on these subjects, much
had been done to advance public opin-
lon, and an improvement was being
effected, if slowly, at all events sure-
ly. No country could prosper where
wages were low, he asserted: a high
rate of wages was a prm)f of prnsp?ri-
ty in a counjry, for a country’s pros-
perity depended largely on the wealth
of its workingmen. Mr. Hardy then
referred to the case of the unskilled
laborers, saving that skilled artisans
could look after themselves, but that
the unskilled men needcd more Adssist-
ance and encouragement. An income
of $270, 2300, 2400, was not enough, he
dedlared, for a man to live upon, sup-
port a wife and family upon, send
his children to school with. and
present a decent appearance with.
(Applause.) It was not by the Legisla-
ture alone that reforms along this line
could be effected, but the process of
evolution was going on, and as publie
opinfon advanced legislation would ad-
vance. Mr. Hardy closed by reiterat-

Under the head of inquiries, Ald.
Pritchard asked if the street railway
company adhered to the rules laid
down in the bylaw.

The Mayor—I don’t know that they
haven’t. I will send for the bylaw.

Ald. Pritchard said the company had
no right to put advertisements in
their cars. “If that isn’t in the by-
law, then I don’t know anything about
it,”” he added.

The Mayor (dryly)—That may be so.

“What’s that?” snapped Ald. Prit-
chard. “Did you say I didn’t know
anything about the bylaw.”

The Mayor—I said no such thing.

Ald. Pritchard—I object to that in-
sinuation. You said I didn’t know
anything about it.

The Mayor—No, I did mot. I never
insinuate anything; I say exactly what
I mean.

MHE CULMINATING KICK.

After several other kicks of wvarious
kinds, including one at the Governor-
General, the culminating Kick came
about 10 o’clock, just before adjourn-
ment. It arose over the third reading
of the $150,000 sewerage bylaw which
was adopted at the polls.

Said Ald. Pritchard: “It’s a strange
thing, that in a bylaw of that de-
scription, the promoters should resort
to the plugging that was done in that
election. That these men, calling
themselves respectable, should get
miserable, contemptible brutes, that
did not care a straw whether they
perjured themselves or mnot, to vote
the way they did—I say it is a dis-
grace to the city of London. My vote
and the votes of honest, square men
were wiped out by miserable brutes
who voted five of six times over.”

“There was none of that done in No.
3 ward,” said Ald. Wm. Heaman, in-
dignantly.

“I can prove it was done
through the city,” said the irrepres-
sible Pritchard, “and I wish to God I
could have a chance to prove it before
a court of justice, but we can’t get
fair play out of this council.”

The third reading of the bylaw was
then moved.

Ald. Pritchard—I object to it being
passed.

The vote stood 12 to 1, Ald. Prit-
chard being the 1.

“Yeas and nays!”
Pritchard.

A disgusted grunt went up from the
aldermen. The mayor had given Ald.
Pritchard all the rope he wanted un-
til now, and had tried to pacify him
throughout. But his worship resolved
to call a halt. He ignored Ald. Prit-
chard’s demand and ordered the next
bylaw to be read.

“Are you going to smother me?”
howled the kicking alderman.

“Yes,” replied the mayor, as he
locked calmly over his eye-glasses. “I
have stood more than Job tonight,
and I am going to stand no more.”

«7’11 be even with you yet,” growled
Ald. Pritchard. “I’'m not going to
have you smother and choke me down.
You're a tyrant, that’s what you are.”

“Oh, sit down,” shouted the alder-
men.

The mayor ordered another bylaw
to be read.

Ald. Pritchard rose and walked in
front of the mayor’s chair. “I won’t
forget the way you have sat on me
tonight,” he said, shaking his finger
at his worship.
