Terribly Injured.

You know
it was said that the city should not go
to the London Electric for pointers on
how to run the electrical business. You
see, we have set their rates for them.

It looks now
as if we did give them a few point-
ers.

“As I said before we will meet any
rate set by the commissioners. We
lead the way for a time, now we will
follow along after them. We will pro-
tect our customers by giving them the
best we can.”

Mr. Hunt would not say that they
would make a further reduction, but
it was surmised that such might be
done if the city made any further
cut.

“The new rates are simple, and can
be understood by all our customers,”
said Manager Dark. “There was too
much figuring on the schemes sug-
gested before, but this latest rate
should prove attractive.

WATER SURPLUS
IS LARGE ONE

Over $8,200 Greater Than Was
Estimsted the First of
- the Year.

OPERATION COSTS CUT

Good Werk of the Year Is Shown by
the Annual Statement Presented
at Meeting on Saturday.

The water commisgioners will show
an excellent surplus from the water
works department tiis year. In fact,
they will have $8,282 51 more than was
estimated. This will give the council
enough to prevent an) overdraft this
year.

The net cash suip us for the year
is $12,063 76. This is the amount of
money actually turned into the city
coffers afier the sinking fund, inter-
est debt charges, city water, and all
expenses are deducted. It is about 10
rer cent on the turnover in the de-
partment for the year.

The council estimated the reccipts
to be $61,622, out of which was to be
expended $7,600 on capital account,
rraking the net $54,132.

The water commissioners turnead
over $70,005 18, less $7,590 67, expended
on capital account, the net amount
being thus $62,414 51, or $8,282 01
more than was estimated.

Cost of Operation.

There was a reduction in the cost
of operating the plans of over $7,000.
The actual reduction was but $3,000,
owing to the fact that the commis-
sioners had to make up $4,6561 out of
the current revenue for bonds sold
below par.

Chairman Pocock called attention to
this fact when the statement was pre-
sented,

“It seems very peculiar to me that
we cannot sell our bonds at par,” he
declared. “Monetary institutions han-
dle millions of these bonds, and they
dispose of them a!l right, and I do not
see why it is the city cannot do the
same. We would have
operating expenses of the year more
than $7,000 had it not been for the fact
that we had to raise this money. 1
do not think it is fair. I believe the
citizens of London were they given an
opportunity would purchase these
bonds at par.”

The Receipts.

The receipts from consumers during
the year were $167,466 -70, charged to
the city $14,016 28, and there was
something over §$1,000 received from
other sources.

Among the chief items of expense
were the following: Pumphouse main-
tenance, $11,492 64; Horton street
temporary plant, $11,602 93; grounds
and dam maintenance, $7,254 69, and
discount on debentures, $4,651 64. The
sum of $7,690 67 was provided on cap-
ital account, and $25,950 84 was paid
out for interest and sinking fund on
debentures.

The estimated cost of the Horton
street plant was fixed at $10,000, but
it cost over $1,000 more than that ow-
ing to the fact that an extra boiler
had to be secured during the dry spell.
At that, the cost was less than last
vear, when the plant was run but
seven months. This year it was run a
full year.

Report Satisfactory.

“The report is most satisfactory,”
declared Chairman Pocock. “We have
a surplus of §11,000 more than we esti-
mated. 300d business care has been
exercised all during the Yyear, and
want to congratulate the officials on
their work during the year. The re-
ceipts were good, and we managed to
lfoep down the expenses to a normal
figure. We are well satistied."”

Figures Shiow That Mileage Is
Much Greater Than

Formerly.

Ottawa, Dec. 19.—According to the

railway statistics annual report pub-
lished today, the railwayv mileage of
the Dominion increased from 24,104 in
1909 to 24,721 in 1910, of which 519
miles were in the four western prov-
inces. These figures do not include
mileage attaching to the Grand Trunk
Pacific, which is still ofticially re-
garded as ‘“‘under construction.” It is
estimated that 4,500 miles were under
construction on June 30 last. During
the year 79 miles of second track and
344 miles of yard track and sidings
were made available. During the past
four years there has been an increase
of 2,279 miles of main line track, 476
miles of second track and 1,062 miles
of yard track.

During the year $101,816,271 was
added to capital liability, bringing the
total up to $1,410,297,687, of which

ienry Farman Flew 237 Miles in
Eight Hours.

[Associated Press.]
Etampes, France, Dec. 18. — Henry
Farman, competing for the Michelin
cup today, made a remarkable flight

of eight hours and thirteen minutes.
Owing to a fierce north wind, how-
ever, his progress was slow and he
covered only 436 kilometres (287
miles), against 465 kilometres made by
Maurice Tabureau on Oct. 28, in a
similar competition.

Farman, deceived by the applause
of the spectators, believed that he
had beaten the distance record and
descended. He was greatly disap-
pointed to find that he had not
equalled the former record.

Tabureau occupied six hours in his
flight, for the Michelin cup, which is
awarded annually to the aviator mak-
ing the longest sustained flight with-
in the vear. A premium of $4,000
goes to the winner.

Doline was taken before Judge
Phelan last Tuesday to be arraigned
on & charge of accosting a woman
on Lafayette boulevard and enatch-
ling a purse contuining &0 cents. He
pleaded not guilty. His wife was in
{the court room with the children at
the time. When she learned that
' her husband would have to go hack
to jail to remain until the date set
for his trial, she grew hysterical,
fainted on the floer and had to bhso
carried to the cfty physiclan's offive.

Locks Herself in Basement.

When <she regained
the doctors may a great change ap-
peared to come over her. 8he raved,
shook her hands in angry demonstra-
tion in the faces of the officers she
met on her way out of the building
and went to the county jail, where
she demanded to be permttted
see her husband. $She was in such
state of ming that it was thought
advisable not to grant her demand.

Then she went home and locked her-
self in the Dbasement, where, since
their arrivai in Detroit from Boston,
they have called two ill-furnished
rooms their home. The enpboard was
empty, likewise the coal bin, and she
was too weak to attempt to provide
either, In the tailor shop upstairs she
heated two paving bricks, took the
children and went to bed.

Police Force the Door.

With the fires dead, the basemen
became so cold that the water p
broke. The uccident was notlceable
upstalrs and the tailor summened &
plumber. When the latter came he
! found the basement dcor locked. Re-
peated rapping brought no response,
Through a window it could be seen
that the basement floor was flooded.
The door was forced and Mrs. Deline
was discovered almost unconscious
and the two children so weak from
'¢old and hunger that they couldn't
even cry.

‘The police ambulance-patrol was
called and the woman was rushed to
the hospital. At a glance the physi-
ciang saw that shie was beyond hope
of recovery. Once in a while she
would call for her husband, but her
English was broken &and she couldn’t
make them understand that he was
behind iron hbars in the Jjail but a
block away.

And there she died. Died with no
one at her bedside but a nurse, a doc-
tor and a Sister. She did not know
the end was coming and her last
breath was drawn with an expression
of hope, mumbled feebly, that her
husband would not be forced to under-
go punishment for an offense he had
committed against the law in order
to obtain money to purchase food.

A Fast Mail Service Is Planned
Petween New York and

Detroit.

Washington, Dec. 17. The New
York Central and Michigan (‘entral|
interests are here, seeking a contractg
to run some fast mail trains through ,
Canadia via Detroit, between New !
York and Chicago. The railroad rep- |
resentatives have been urging it pretty
strongly upon the postmaster-gen- |
eral, but have not made as much |
headway as they desired, and there- |
fore have been Jtalking with some of |
the Michigan members of Congress in:
the hope of enlisting their aild. |

As the postmaster-general under-z
stands it, the Michigan Central wants |
to operate some entirely new mail
routes by way of Detroit. At present
a few of the trains carry mail and
are paid for doing so by the Canadian
Government, while the chief New York
Central fast mail trains between the
east and the west run over the Lake
Shore from Buffalo westward.

The postmaster-general told the rail-
road people that he would be with
them in their enterprise if they sim-
ply sought to transfer some of the
fast mail from the Lake Shore to
the shorter route by way of the
Michigan Central, but that he did not
feel that he ought to continue all of
the Lake Shore contracts, and then
add to them new contracts for dupli-
cate service between the same gen-
eral terminals over a parallel road.

He would be glad to transfer some
of the Lake Shore contracts to the
Michigan Central without increasing
the Government's expense, in order to
have the mail service get the benefit
of the Detroit tunnel and the shorter
run between Buffalo and Chice_xgo.
but did not want to start any engre-
ly new -trains over the Michigan Cen-
tral.

The railroad people have promised
to look into the matter further and
to come forward later with the best
proposition they feel they can make
for the establishment of through fast
mail trains via Detroit.

| PREPARING. CHRISTMAS
CANDY

Many giris like to make their own
candy for Christmas, and there is no
better inexpensive gift for a friend
than dainty home-made sweets done
up neatly in an attractive box or bas-
ket. Some of the simplest recipes for
wholesome sweets are as follows:

Cream Caramels.

Put one-fourth pound chocolate,
one-half pint of cream, one pint of
granulated sugar into a saucepan and
stir until it boils, cook until the mix-
ture forms a soft ball when dropped
into cold water; begin to test after
the first ten minutes; pour into greas-
ed pans and when cold cut into inch
squares, )
Cocoanut Creams.

Grate cocoanut fine, mix with as
much liquid fondant as will bind well,
and flavor with vanilla. Spread it in
a layer one inch thick, and cut into
one inch squares, or roll it into balls,
dip the balls into melted chocolate,
the same as for chocolate creams.
Variety can bhe secured by forming
different sizes and on some, just after
dipping, place nut meats.

Maple Panocha.

One cupful maple sugar, two ounces

of butter, one-half pint pecan nuts,

.ped into cold water;

one cupful milk; put the sugar, milk
and butter over the fire, stir until the
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sugar is dissolvad; bLoil until the mix-
ture forms into a soft ball when drop-
add the pecan
nuts and begin to stir.  When the
mixture begins to thicken turn quick-
ly into a greased shallow pan and
spread it out. When cold cut into
squares.
Cocoanut Cream Candy.

Boil two cupfuls of sugar and half a
cup of milk four minutes after boiling
begins; add one-fourth -a teaspoonfgl
of cream of tartar and let boil until
it forms a soft ball when tried in cold
water; remove from fire, add two ta-
blespoonfuls grated chocolate half a
pound of freshly grated cocoanut, one
tablespoonful vanilia extract and stir
until thickened slightly; then (}rop
from the end of spoon onto confef;uon—
er's paper. Set a nut or piece of can-
died fruit on each piece of candy.

ENGLISH PLUM PUDDING.

One pound flour, one pound sugar,
one pound bread crumbs, two pounds
currants, two pounds raisins, one-
quarter pound preserved lemon peel,
two pounds beef suet, three ounces
blanched almonds, cut not too fine;
two ounces shaved citron, twelve
eggs, salt, one dessert spoonful mixed
spices, enough
as fruit cake.

Canadian Federation of Zionists May
Request Appointment of One.

Toronto, Dec. 17.—The eleventh an-
inual convention of the Canadian Fed-
eration of Zionists will be held in this
city on Dec. 23 to 25.

It is expected that there will be
over 100 delegates present, represent-
ing the various Jewish societies from
the Atlantic to the Pacific. The ques-
tion of acquiring land in Palestine will
be debated and dealt with. It is also
expected that the immigration policy

The union shall take on-=-
fifth of its champion club’s het share of
gate receipts of championship post-sea-
son games, this sum not to exceed one
hundred and fifty dollars from any one
game. In case of any deficiency in the
union’s finances at the end of each sea-
son, each of the said senior clubs, in ad-
dition to the above, may be levied upon
for any amount up to $25 to cover such
deficiency. ’

Scoring a Try.

It was also decided to send to the
Canadian Rugby Union for considera-
tion the following change in the scoring
of a try:

In Section V., insert after ‘A try
shall score five,”” lines four and five,
‘“only when the ball is carried over the
line by a player of the attacking side.
In all other cases it shall ccunt but
three without the right of conversion,
excepting where the ball js secured by
a player of the attacking side, behind
his opponents’ goal line, and carried
into touch-in-goal or across the dead-
ball line, when it shall count but one
point.”

‘The deceased was 69
vears of age and was born in Siincoe
County, Ontario. Her husband, Andrew
Callaghan, predeceased her about eight
vears ago. She is survived by only
one son, Mr. J. J. Callaghan, of this
clty, from whose residence the funeral
was held today at £:45 a.m. Services
were conducted in St. Peter’s (Cathe-
dral at 9 o'clock, and interment was
made in St. Peter's Cemetery.

The death occurred on Monday,
12, at Elmstead, Essex County,
of the oldest pioneers of
County, in the person of Mrs.
Grant, relict of the late William Grant,
of the 1st concession of Biddulph. The
deceased lady, although in her 94th year,
wa in full possession of Ter mental
faculties up to the time of her death,
and was an authority on all events con-
nected with the early history of those
portions of the county in which she had
lived. She was born in Glamorganshire,
Wales, in the year 1817, coming to Canada
at the tender age of 4 years. Her early
years were passed in what was known
for many years as the ‘““Welsh Settle-
ment,” but is now called Denfleld. Her
father, the late David Morgan, was one
of the earliest pioneers of that portion
of the county, and she was the last sur-
viving member of three families, rela-
tives, who together crossed the ocean,
and set to work to hew out for them-
selves homes amid the virgin forest of
Upper Canada. At the age of 21 she
became the wife of Willlam Grant, and
with him took wup their abode on a
100-acre farm on the 1st concession of
Biddulph, a mile south of Clandeboye.
There were but five acres of land clear
of forest trees, on which a log hut stood,
but with wonderful courage and resolu-
tion she set to work to assist her hus-
band in converting their portion of the
wilderness into a comfortable home. Their
united efforts were crowned with success,
and in common with other pioneers of
the same section, they had evolved from
the literally howling wilderness a land-
scape of smiling fields and substantial
homes. Of a deeply religlous character,
she was sustained through the hardships
and vicissitudes of those year, as well as
in all the later yearsfof her life, by a
beautiful faith, and reliance on the good-
ness and love of God. At the early age
of 14 years she had been baptized into
membership of the Baptist Church at the
Welsh Settlement, from which church
she never withdrew, though living at a
distance of several miles, She was often
found occupying her_,old place in the
church on Sabbath meorning, having fol-
lowed a path through the woods on foot.
and not infrequently had a prowling bear
or slinking woif crossed the path before
her. These were real perils which she
encountered in order t6 worship with her
friends and relatives in the church of
her choice. For some years after the
death of her husband in 1868, she con-
tinued to reside with her family of sons
and daughters on the farm. About 30

They awaited
only the opportunity to cut through
the jewelry shop floor and force the
safe.

_The whole loop is completed, from
Niagara Falls to Dundas, to Berlin,
Guelph, Stratford and London, and
from Dundas to Woodstock to Lon-
don. A sctretch from London to St.

According to the figures submitted
the lines are 203 miles in length. It is
the Jongest high-tension line in tle
world. The Electrical Development
Company’s line is but 80 miles long.
An American line from Buflalo to
Syracuse is not nearly so long as the
Niagara power lines.

Two Years’ Work.

It has taken about two years to
complete the work. Mr. McGuigan.
who is considered without a peer in
construction work in America, has
justiiied the confidence placed in him.
H: has done the great work well, My,
Beck says. and has completed it well
within the time limit.

GIVEN NURSES

Viclorian Order Handsomely

NEW PASTOR PREACHES
ADELAIDE ST. CHURCH

First Sermon By the Rev. J. H.

Boyd on Sunday
Morning.

Rev. J. H. Boyd, of Belfast, Ireland,
the newly-elected pastor of the Ade-

{ laide Street Baptist Church, assumed
1 his pastorate yesterday, preaching
morning and evening. There were
large congregations at both services
to welcome him. His congregation
were highly pleased with his sermons
and he created a most favorable im-
pression on the visitors present, He
is a preacher of the evargelistic type,
and will be a decided addition to the
preaching strength- of the city.

In the evening he preached on the
revival of Israel during Samuel’s time.
His text was taken from I. Samuel vii.,
and part of the second verse, “And all
the house of Israel lamented the
Lord.”

Nothing in the whole canon of

Scripture, declared the preacher,
compared with this awakening under |
Samuel until the time of Pentecost. It
was a remarkable turning towards God !
and the effects were far-reaching and
remarkable.

Israel was in captivity to the Phil-
istines for twenty years. When they
became wealthy and prosperoug they
forgot God. In their pride of wealth!
they thought they couid defeat the
Philiistines in battle, but were in turn
routed and taken into captivity. In
modern times, as well as ancient
times, there was a fearful tendency to
trust in material things rather than in
God, and the result was always cap-
tivity.

Turn to the Lord.

During the long exile Samuel went
out among the people and preached to
them, warning them to turn to the
Lord. He sOwed the seeds of truth,
and when the time came for them to
assemble at Mispah, the Lord was
with them and discomfited their
enemies.

“God always knows where to lay his
hand on the man necessary to do a
great work,” declared Mr. Boyd.

“This was the place of inspiration,
where God gave the Commandments
to men, where the bush burned and
was never consumed, where other
marvellous deeds were done by the
Lord for his people. It was not that
he wanted to study particularly, as he
was a man learned in the prophets
having studied at the feet of Gamaliel,
but he wanted to talk with his new
Lord, Christ, and he went into Arabia
for that purpose. And I have a fancy
that the Lord did meet him; that He
talked with Saul of Tarsus, making
him Paul, the apostle, and filling him
with that enthusiasm, that earnest-
ness, that courage, that made him the
most wonderful instrument in God’s
hands for righteousness.

| annual report to the water commis-
i sioners on Saturday afternoon,

and
gave an Interesting resume of the
work done during the year.

In his introduction, he paid a trib-
ute to Engineer John M. Moore, who
for 19 years had filled the position of
engineer most satisfactorily.

Mr. Dark pointed out that during
the year 312 services had been put in,
making a total of 12,644 at the present
time. There were 326 new meters in-
stalled, making a total of 939 at pres-
ent in use. Forty-four new hydrants
had been put in, and the number at
present installed Is 632, with 35 fire
hydrants.

During the year the steam pumps
at Springbank had worked 3,650 hours,
and 322 gallons of water had been
raised with one pound of coal,

The hydraulic pumps had worked as
follows: No. 1, 6,380 hours; No. 2,
5,934 hours; No. 3, 8,387 hours. The
water was low last year, and the hy-
draulics had worked none too satis-
factorily. The Horton street plant
worked 8,440 hours.

NIAGARA POWER RATES
ARE FINALLY SETTLED

Fixed Now at Straight Figure of
5 Cents a Kilowatt With
No Floor Space.

The lighting rates have been final-
ly settled.

The rate will bhe 5 cents a kilowatt
hour with 10 per cent off for prompt
payment. This is final, and the last
word on this matter for some time at
least.

At the meeting of the board on Sat-
urday afternoon, the rate question
came up. After some discussion, it
was decided to do away with fancy
methods of figuring, and adopt a
schedule that could be understood
without difficulty.

The rate of the London Electric was
taken up, and it was decided to meet
the rate. Consequently, it was adopt-
ed, and 5 cents a kilowatt, with 10 per
cent off will be the rate.

“Experts are in favor of the other
methods of figuring the rate,” de-
clared Manager Dark. “But the me-
thod we now have adopted, will suit
our local conditions better, and will
produce better results eventually. I
have been in favor of this for some
time.”

“The rate we have agreed on will be
satisfactory, I think,” said Chairman
Pocock. “We have simply met the
L.ondon Electric Company’s price. 1
am convinced that in the future the
price will be reduced considerably.”
