Women Sending Many Impor
Legislature—Protest Aga

tant Resolutions to Ontario
inst Export of Hydro Power

—Would Cancel Licenses of Reckless Auto Drivers.

The final session of the Western On-
tario Women’s Institute convention,
which has been meeting in the
Y. M. C. A, Auditorium for the past
three days, was concerned chiefly with
the passing of several important
resolutions, which will be forwarded to
the central I. convention, which
meets in Toronto in two weeks' time.
After being submitted to this conven-
tion, they will be sent to the Ontario
Government.

These resolutions concern the 3top-
page of. the export of hydro-electric
power to the United States; the re-

scinding of the order-in-council allow-
ing the import of liquor to provinces
which have declared themselves dry;
the raising of the age of consent from
16 to 18 vears under the criminal code;
the urging of Government inspection
of bathing houses and costumes; the
safeguarding of the provincial high-
ways for the drivers of automobiles
and horse vehicles by the removal of
obstructions to the view from road cor-
ners, and the cancelling of licenses or
impounding of automobiles of reckless
drivers; that military training shall
not be made compulsory in the schools
and colleges of the province; that the
proven father of an illegitimate child
give his name to that child; that the
Dower act he amended so that a
woman’'s interests in her husband’s
real property be absolute and not de-
pendent on his death, and that she be

entitled to vote at municipal elections;
that provision be made for
ment of women magistrates
in large centres.
The Resolutions.

The resolutions in full, as they were
submitted to the meeting by Mrs. Mal-
colm Gray of Komoko, are ag follows:

‘““Whereas there is a shortage of
hydro-electric power and whereas the
housewife of this province is very de-
pendent on electrical energy for
domestic "use and the present power
shortage is rendering useless thousands
of electric appliancés in the homes, it
is resolved that the Women's Institutes
protest to the hydro-electric power
commission of Ontarip against the ex-
portation of electric power generated
at Niagara Falls to the United States,
when there is not nearly sufficient
power.for the use of the people of the
province of Ontario, and also request
that steps be taken to have all water
and machinery available at Niagara
Falls put into service immediately for
the use of the people of Ontario. We
also request that power be provided
for the farm homes at the earliest pos-
sible date.”

Urged—Immigrants Being
Placed.

' Women's Institutes,

yesterday before
the afternoon session of the Women’s

i Institutes meeting in the Y. M. C. A.

Auditorium. ‘““We have far too lon

; spent our riches in helping to huil

up the cities, when we should keep
our money to build up the country.
And we must remember that as
women’'s institutes we are primarily
, organiged for better homes, better
! farms and better agriculture. Some-
times it would puzzie us to tell what
| we really are doing for better agricul-
ture, and yet that is our great strong-
! hold over other organizations.”

Mrs. Watt is holding an institute
. school directly after the sessions of
the convention close. And Mrs. Watt
in her talk urged the women of the
institutes to attend this school in

. order to know just exactly what the

institute stands for and what it is' to
. become. About one hundred women
are intending to attend the school on
Thursday afternoon, and at least fifty
; will remain over for the Friday session
of the school.

: Medical inspection. :

{ Dr. Mary McKenzie Smith of Graven-
. hurst, who was another speaker on the
[a.ﬂernoon's program, referred to the
health fmnprovement in districts where
, there has been medical inspection of
| the schools. “And we should never
have got medical inspection of _the
| schools, had it not been for the Wo-
' men’'s Institutes,” declared Dr. Smith.
. “In the Rainy River District, recently
| inspected for the second time, I found
that 956 per cent of the children who
| man shown diseased tonsils or ade-
| nolds on the previous inspection, had
been looked after and were in much
; improved health.”

Dr. Smith urged the appointment of
& trained nurse in each of the rural
| districts, to examine the school children.
She mentioned specially the case of the
county of Middlesex, when four trained
| nurses would be necessary to cover the
_district. It is estimated that the salary
lof each nurse would be $1,200, and
that each nurse should be provided
with a small car, whose upkeep would
be about $400, making a total o §1,-
600 to be expended on each of the four
‘nurses in the county. This matter is
| to come before the Middlesex County
Council next spring, and Mrs. Watt
i urged the delegates to se¢ that it was
passed this time.

One-Tenth MIill.

‘“This same county council has grant-
ed large sums of money to the Western
|University, and to the Children's Hos-
pital, neither of which crganizations will
directly affect such a very large per-
centage of the population of Middlesex,
but the district school nurse will look
,after the general health of all the chil-
dren of the community, and the ex-
penditure will mean only one-tenth of
a mill on the dollar in your taxation.”

Mrs. Arthur Smith brought the sub-
Ject of the Children's Hospital before
the meeting, and Miss E. Chapman re-
ported for the standing committee on
publicity, urging the institute members
to keep their organization before the
public.

Miss Sutherland of Tororto reported
oh the committee on immigration, tell-
Ing of their efforts to place women
coming into the country on farms where
they will be happy and contented. She
@lso referred to their work of assisting
the Children’s Shelter and Barnardo
Homes in placiag children in good
thomes, and their efforts on behalf of
:such children who might be on farms,
where they were overworked and unable
to get an education.

“England and Scotland now have
Women's Institutes, thriving ones, and
patterned from our own Canadian
‘Women'g Institutes, but I am proud to
say that I think Ontario has the finest
‘organization of Women’s Institutes
yet,”” said Miss Emily Guest of To-
.ronto, addressing the evening session.

First Organizer.

‘““To Women's Institutes comes the
credit for being rural
and the credit for the way in which
‘man and woman work together in har-
sony. The great war has brought wo-
men and agriculture to the front, and
we who were overseas in 1915 and 1916
know that we were facing starvation,
[und had not the great production cam-
paign, in which our women played so
freat a part, been copied in England,
11 think We should have known starva-
tion. The woman who organized the
jfirst Women’s Institute has passed on
to her reward, without knowing that
‘from the first institute at Stoney Creek,
{Belgium and Great Britain have fol-
fowed the example of this first effort
{of co-operation now going under the
‘mame of brotherhood.

‘““The Scotch people, whose institutes
/have been organized so successfully,
constantly measure themselves up to
the Canadlan Women's Institutes, and
find out about their programs and
jdeals.

A. Putnam, in a brief address,
spoke on the growth of Women's In-
stitutes since he was made superin-
tendent sixteen years agp.

he Women’s Institutes mean to this
community what the big sister does to
the family. They benefit every indi-
vidual member, and it is because of the
splendid ideals and the united efforts
of everyone concernei that they mean
what they do today to the rural dis-
trict. We have talent in the coun'ry
to burn, and the Gpvernment is begin-
ning to realize this and is going to ap-
preciate it.

Dr. Annie Ross of the MacDonald In-
stitute, Guelph, laid stress on the fact
that the success of a convention de-
pends on what is initiated as a result
of the convention. “Every institute
should go back home with 3, definite
purpose to start some new activity and
let efficiency be their aim in every-
thing they gdo.” The convention. con-
tinues in session' this morning. Be-
tween addresses " the Brunswick Trio
provided entertainment. Community
singing was held prior to the meeting.

Lack of Hydro.

Lack of hydro did not daunt the
delegates Wednesday morning, al-
though for the greater part of
the morning the business of the ses-
sion wag carried on in almost total
darkness. Superintendent George Put-
nam of Toronto, with twin torches,
threw light upon the speakers as they
appeared on the platform and escorted
belated delegates to their seats. The

ress sat in state in a box and scrib-
ﬁled by means of a faint streak of
daylight coming in through a transom.
As the morning drew to a close, how-
ever, Utilities Manager E, V. Buchanan
asrived with an extra circuit wire and
at last the auditorium was flooded with
light.

“Community Schools and Churches”
was the subject of the first address of
the day delivered by Mrs. Malcolm
Gray of Komoka, who gave an outline
of the work along these lines, accomp-
lished in the township of Lobo.

The School Problem. '

*Qur community clubs,’ established
throughout the township, took up as
their special work. the problem of con-
solidated and continuation schools,” said
the speaker. ‘‘We decided that consol-
fdated schools were not necessary in
Lobo, and concentrated on a continua-
tion school, as there was no opportunity
in Lobo for the boys and girls to con-
tinue their education after passing the
entrance. The result was that the
seven school sections united and got
continuation classes held in two rooms
of the town hall, these classes covering
the work from high school entrance to
Normal School entrance. On investiga-
tion we found that of the thirty pupils
attending, only eight or ten would have
left the township to continue their edu-
cation, so that by the establishing o
the continuation school we were giving
education to twenty boys and girls who
otherwise would not have had the op-

rtunity of getting it. Our next move
s to start night classes, along the line
of farm economics, bookkeeping and
mathematics. :

Forming Assoclations.

“There is no reason why any com-
munity cannot get what they want in
way of education. The department of
education is now forming educational
associations throughout the province,
and to the executive of these associa-
tions the people have only to suggest
their desires in the line of educational
reform, and they will be forwarded im-
mediately to the provincial government
to be acted upon. Our belief is that our
educational system as it exists, is
largely responsible for our boys leaving
the farms for the city, and now is the
opportunity for the people of rural dis-
tricts to do something to make the edu-
cational system of Ontario have a dif-
ferent effect on their young people.”

Communlity Church.

The speaker referred to what is the
embryo of a very successful community
church . in Lobo Township. “In our
community a great central pilece of
land was purchased for a soldiers’ park
and here last summer open air union
services were held by the Methodists,
Presbyterians, Friends, Baptists and
Disciples. There was a united choir,
orchestra and the different clergy took
turns in conducting the services. Thou-
sands attended these union services
and when the weather made it impos-
sible for them to be carried on longer
In the open air, a committee was
formed to organize the work again
next spring, when it is hoped that a
covered grandstand or large tent will
be erected for the purpose.”

Miss Ethel Chapman of the Farmers’
Magazine, Toronto, gave much instruct.
ive advice on the introduction of labor-
saving devices in the farm-houses,

Too Much to Do.

‘““Are we losing sight of the individual
woman in the whole-country idea?”
asked the speaker, “Shouldn’t we,
among other things, remember that the
average farm woman hag altogether too
much to do? (Applause.) While we are
getting all sorts of power for all the
outside work of the farm, the home is
sti)l being run .on woman power, and
that is, in the end, the most expensive
power of all, because it cannot be re-
placed. While the city woman is getting
everything done for her by mechanical
devices, the farm woman ig still drudg-
ing away. Why, it is really a fact that
she is an economic asset ‘on the farm,
where she may not be any place else.
While the farmer himself is busy in-
stalling machinery and power to carry
on his end of farm toil, the housewife
{s doing the same tasks in the same
way as they were done thousands of
years ago.

*“We must have educational campaigns
throughout our townships so that our
farm women will learn to make use of
the improvements of the day, and so
that our farm men will recognize their
The procur-
ing of demonstrations of labor-saving
devices would be simple, for manufac-
turers would fall over themselves to
get the chance to show their wares.

Need Running Water,

“The most important thing to pget
into a farm house is running water. If
there is a power plant already installed
on the farm operating outside machin-
ery, this is simple. But the people of
the country should not forget that in
many districts there is a great amount
ol water power oing to waste. A
simple system is the piping of a spring
to the house, and then if the pressure
is strong enough, running a washing
machine, or pumping water upstairs by
means of water power. Water power
may also be utilized in a larger way to
generate electricity. A farmer would
not let 20 or 30 horses run loose in his
flelds without harnessingt them, but
often he lets 30 horsepower flow through
his land unstirred.

“For farms where the introduction of
electric or water power is impossible,
there is always the hand washing ma-
chine to be considered, the hand vacuum
cleaner, the mop wringer, etc. A din-
ner wagon saves steps in the serving
of meals. Sinks and tables shouyld be
at the proper height, unnecessary steps
should be done away with, etc.

Co-Operative Work.

Miss Chapman also referred to co-
operative work in rural districts to save
labor, especially among the less well-
to-do farmers, pointing out the com-
munity canning centres and possible
community laundries. Of the latter
none are yet established in Ontario,
although several have been successfully
tried out in the United States. These
@re usually located near some creamery
or large dairy, where power is already
installed, and the laundry means only
the addition of a small wing and sult-
able machinery.

The _final speaker of the morning was
Miss Mcintosh, the only woman repre-
sentative of the home demonstration
section of the Ontario Department of
Agriculture, who reported for the On-
tario standing committee for better
schools and education. In her talk she
spoke of the university extension work,
which is now, for the first time, being
tried out in some rural districts.

Must Come to People.

‘“The educationalists of the land
more and more believing that it is
college that must come to the peo
not the ple go to the col " she
sald. ‘“We hear a ﬁ:ut about
keeping boys and girls on the farm.

like the excuses made by the people
in the Bible when it comes to invest-
ing. Some have married wives, others
are going on journeys, etc.,, They are
quite willing to let others do it.

“In this case it is difficult to ascer-
tain who ‘others’ may be. If the busi-
nessmen believe that outside capital
will invest in the bonds until London
has done its share, they are mistaken.

“But I am in a position to say if
London invests its share, the balance
can be arranged without any trouble.
We have interested capital which is
waliting for London to say the word.

How to Help.

“And the moment the people get the
Iimpression out of their minds that it
Is not necessary for them to invest any
money, this campaign will be wound
up in a few days.

‘I believe that the building of the
new hotel is worth ten years’ ordinary
advertising to the man who runs a
store in London.

‘I am anxious to make the position
clear, so that we may go ahead without
any misunderstanding. When we have
Interested capital to the extent of hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars in the new
hotel, we expect the people to back us
up“by loaning their money.

If everyone will do his part, as a
Londoner for the city of London, rather
than expect the outside investor to
build the hotel, there can be no doubt
that the results will be entirely satis-
factory.”

BUILDING PROGRAM

This Means Large Amount of
Construction From
Now On.

Canada is from three to four years
behind in its building program accord-

ing to a Statement issued by MacLean
Daily Reports, Limited, and the total
amount of building operations during
the next few years must not only rise
to the average normal yearly require-
ments, but must exceed those require-
ments sufficiently to make up the short-
age which accumulated during the past
three years. With this shortage to be
overcome, there is no likelihood of a
cdecrease in building operations, but on
the contrary, there is every reason to
expect an increasing demand for some
to come.

teen eliminated.

None of them anticipates a return to
the low pre-war levels, and far-sighted
executives are perfecting their plans
and having exhaustive engineering re-
ports made for the betterment of condi-
tions in their factories, so that they can
lmmedﬁtely take advantage of any
lower costs which may momentarily
prevail during the period of readjust-
ment. -

Many manufacturers, who see in the
present prices obtained for their pro-
ducts an opportunity to write off the
increased cost of new buildings, are go-
ing forward with their construction
work, and are thus relieving their
cramped factory conditions, securing
greater production and lowering factory
costs.

Several satisfactory reports were read
by the officers of the past year. Mrs.
E. C. Bowker, the corresponding secre-
tary, gave an epitome of the activities
of the organization during the year,
| touching upon the peace policy of the
society and actions taken to effect
{ economy. In her report she stated that
the retiring executive recommended the
adoption of scholarship for nurses tak-
ing the public health course  in the
| Western University.

! The retiring president, Mrs, F. E.
Leonard, said that the society was
busily engaged getting back to pre-
war time activities. She reported that
the society etill had a great amount
of supplies on hand, which were to
be kept in reserve to meet any emer-
gency which might arise. She touched
on the work that was still being done
in the different local hospitals for the
returned soldier inmates. She called
for public sympathy for the men con-
fined in the Westminster Hospital.

Men On Executive.

On taking the president’s chair to
which she had veen elected, Mrs. Har-
ris addressed the meeting briefly. She
said that the retiring executive had
teceived a communication from the
Western University concerning the
course for public health nurses. She
stated that the executive in a resolu-
tion expressed full sympathy for the
movement. She also made a sugges-
tion that men be added to the execu-,
tive body. This, she said, had been
done successfully in the Western prov-
inces. At the present time there is a
Imen’s advisory board, but it has no
| voting powers. ‘

Dr. H. W. Hill, public health offi-
| cer, addressed the meeting on the
| tralning of graduate nurses in publie
| health work by a special course in the
! university. He said that the course
{ run by the Western University is prov-
ing every bit as successful as the one
| put on by the University of Toronto,
‘and that it is as largely attended,
! although the course was not organized
until July and was not advertised ua-
til September. 3

Ask Contribution.

It was the original intention of the
authorities of the university to ask
the Red Cross Association for a sum
of $5,000, in support of the work, as
it was felt that the Western University
was as worthy of the help as the
Toronto University. It had been
planned to use %3,000 of the sum for
scholarships. Because ghe course was
proving successful without the attrac-
tion of the scholarship it was decided
to abandon that idex and ask for only
$2,000, which would be in the form of
a credit fund rather than a gift out-
right.

Dr. Hill told of the great need of
public health nurses as well as public
health officers. He said the 50 or so
who were being trained in Toronto
would be absorber by that city, leaving
none available for other towns or rural
districts. He estimated that it would
take at least 160 trained nurses to care
for the 14 Western Ontario counties.

Socleties’ League.

A. M. Miller of Toronto spoke on
the peace work of the organization.
He told in detail of the League of Red
Cross Societies, which had been formed
in 31 nations as- the result of a meet-
ing held in Paris on May 5, 1919, * The
headquarters of the league was located
in Geneva.

So that a program for peace-time
work could be drawn up, a conference
of the leading medical experts of the
world was held in Cannes, France. As
the result of the conference the league
was formed. Mr. Miller told of the
work of the organization in Canada.

The two great functions of the Cana-
dian society would be: First, to con-
tinue as a voluntary auxiliary to tha
militia department until the last soldier-
patient was discharged from the hos-
pital; and secondly, to act as a volun-
tany auxiliary to the department of
health.

It was in the carrying out of the
second part of the program that the
courses in public health work were be-
ing established in some of the univer-
sities. It was not the intention of the
organization to do public health work,
but to do pioneer organizing, so that
its work will in time become a regular
part of the Federal Government. The
organization would do propaganda and
educational work which the Govern-
ment could not afford to do.

The Red Cross organizations were
planning to co-operate with all other
voluntary agencies and to avoid all that
tended to create friction. A skeleton
organization was to be formed to meet
all emergencies?’such as the recent in-
fluenza epidemics. Among other things
a juvenile organization was to be
formed.

HOW WE ARE GOVERNED.

The people of Canada today must be in some
doubt as to how and by whom they are gov-
erned. Take two cases which have arisen since
Mr. Meighen became,prime minister—the rail-
way rates and the regulations
sugar.

The railway companies asked for a tre-
mendous increase in rates. They applied to the
board of rallway commissioners, who made an
increase of io'per cent on eastern and 35 per
cent on western freight rates, and large in-
creases in passenger rates, involving a new
burden of many millions of dollars on shippers
and ultimately on the people of Canada.

The board assumed to decide large questions
of public policy. The chairman, Mr. Carvell,
said: “I-consider it a national necessity that tho
C. P. R. at least be kept in a healthy financial
condition.” Not only so, but he decided the
very important question Whether the deficit of
$47,000,000 on the Canaedian National System
should be met by railway rates or by new
taxes on the people. Surely this was a ques-
tion which should have been decided by
the Government and Parliament of Canada.

An appeal was made to the Government,
which decided that a fair and reasonable rate
should be arrived at without considering the re-

ments of the Canadian National System.

e railway board was asked to reconsider its
decision, in regard to this, and also in regard
to the alleged discrimination between eastern
and western rates. But the Government did
not suspend the board’s orders as to increases,
and the people using the railways have been
paying these ever since the board’s order was
made.

The board has so far paid no attention to
the Government’s order or request. The Gov-
ernment says the board is wrong, yet the board
governs.

The board of commerce, after a troubled
existence, has given up the ghost. Before Mr.
Murdock resigned it was really trying to do
something for the people. It began an inquiry
into the profits of the textile companies, un-
earthed a good deal of information about the
profits of textile manufacturing companies, and
was preparing to dd more. Mr. Murdock re-
signed, and no more was heard about textile
profits.

The new board, composed of civil servants,
made the famous order forbidding the import
of sugar. The order caused such an uproar
that the ’“strong Government” suspended it.
The refiners, it is reported, are now after the
Government for some other “relief” to save the
sugar barons from financial ruin. The board
has resigned. What a muddle of governmental
actlon or inaction, and action by board or com-
missioners, is here displayed.

Boards ought not to be used to relieve the
@Government from responsibility in regard. to
large questions of policy. The general lines of
policy should be laid down by Government and
Parliament. The board of commerce might
have performed a useful function in investigat-
ing profits on textiles, sugar and other products,
a8 @ basis for action. But the Government
ought to have a definite policy in regard to
these matters, and in regard to the National
Rallway System. .

We have not got very far in discovering the
facts as to sugar. There ought to be ap inquiry
into profits, not only on sugar, but on the by-
products, and into the alleged speculation in
raw sugar. At present there is virtually noth-
ing before the country but the refiners’ case,
which is a good bit of special pleading, but
necessarily one-sided.

There is too much division of authority,
causing perplexity and contusion. Canada needs
& return to responsible government.

Ontario prohibitionists, naturally, will feel
greatly encouraged. Since the vote last year
there has bcen a feeling that a bone-dry law
will carry in this province, but the extinction
of the liquor traffic in adjacent provinces will
assure the prospects of enforcement in On-
tario. It is clear that the bone-dry idea is mno
merely iocal fad or accident, but deepens to a

Dominion, except in the isdlated and thinly-
setuled region west of the Rockies, and in the
Province of Quebec. With a government sell-
ing liquor west of the Rockies, and other lim-
itations in Quebec, the bharometer will iook
decidedly set fair and dry for the rest of the
Dominion. Even the two wet spots have a
very uncertain future. They may be only a
mirage. The solemn pomp of a government
stingily measuring out rough stuff to the
isolated denizens of British Columbia, and
thirsty tourists from farther east, the attract-
iveness of the Pacific province to undesirable
immigrants may conceivably pall on that oasis.
Even Quebec may tire of a complete isolation
amidst the North ﬁmeﬂcan desert.

Secret diplomacy would have
kept the world tense with the possibility of
war. The world’s markets would have become
feverishly uncertain. Mighty mnavies would
have been 'quietly manoeuvred towards the
Mediterranean or other strategic points. And
the settlement of the matter would have nar-
rowed to half a dozen royal personages and
their ministers. Today not a single court has
a finger in the pie to any important extent. On
the other hand, Venizelos announces that the
people will have the final say as to who shall
rule, and warns against interference by courts
or court influence. Truly, power and dominance
in the old world has passed from the. purple
to the people.

ACCIDENT COMPENSATION.
[Vancouver Sun.]

An interesting suggestion has recently been put
forward, to the effect that automobile accidents in
which people are killed or injured should be dealt
with by a system similar to the workmen’s com-

pensation law. That is to say, every owner or
user of an ‘automobile would be required to pay a
certain sum into a fund which would be used for
taking care of the injured or of the dependents of
the dead, in precisely the same way as a levy s
now made upon manufacturers for a similar purpose
In connection with industry.

The schemse, of course, would have nothing to do
with the insurance of automobiles. This would be
left to be handled as it is now, a regular branch
of the insurance business. But as to persons hurt
or killed, the argument is advanced that there will
be a certain number of these accidents, no matter
how great care is taken. In many cases, moreover,
there is left a widow or minor children, and there
Is no person who can be held for damages because
the killer either escapes or has no means,

The plan apparently does not cohtemplate that
damage sults should be abandoned. Suits could still
be instituted if anything was thought collectable.
This could be done either by the persons aggrieved
or by the state board by which the compensation
law would be administered. Neither would there be
any abrogation of the criminal liability now attach-
ing to careless drivers.

It is contended that if all automobile owners
had to pay into such a fund, greater care would be
exercised in driving, because the amount of the
levy would depend to some extent on the number
dnd character of the accidents. The testimony is
conclusive that workmen’s compensation acts operate
to lessen the number and seriousness of injuries in
factories. Would the same effect be produced in
regard to automobiles? Would the pedestrian be
made safer and joyriders more cautious.

The idea, it may be added, has not yet assumed
any practical shape. No government has got to the
stage of giving it a trial. It is just a proposal for
people to think about, so that it may perhaps
eventually grow into something,

A WRONG INTERPRETATION.

men strike. The lot of a convict is at its best not
a happy one, and to be deprived of one thing after
another raises revolt in the breast of any red-
blooded man. If a convict is to be treateq like a
beast, with no consideration for his comfort, why
should surprise be expressed if he rebels and acts
more like one? There is a limit to human endur-
ance, and even the average convict cannot be
expected to mutely submit to all kinds of depriva-
tions. When an effort is made in penitentiaries to
treat law violators as they should be treated, then
there will be fewer outbreaks. When convicts are
properly classified ang incarcerated, rebellions may
be unknown. This does not apply to the really
viclous convict, who by his depravity is unworthy of
any consideration. But the average man sent to
prison is really not bad at heart, and his faults may
be corrected. A little practical Christianity might
do more than hard labor at the stone pile or incar-
ceration in a dungeon. If a convict must be treateq
as a beast, his life might just as well be ended in
the manner in which animals’ sufferings are ended.

A WESTERN QUESTION,

It is understood that Japan is insisting that
among the signatories of the L.eague of Nations, of
which she is one, it shall be admitted that all are
equal in so far as immigration is concerned, and
that equality of all nationals shall be recognized.
This means that Japanese who may desire to emi-
grate to Canada shall be received here as freely as
emigrants from the United Kingdom. That point
of view, says the Alberta Farmer, is sure to be
combatted by Canadsa if the views of British Colum-
bia representatives are considered. There is, it
must be admitted, plenty of good argument on the
side of the British Columbians in this matter, and
it is proper that Canada’s representatives on the
League of Nations council should present the British
Columbia view. It is not desirable, neither is it
advisable, that there should be free immigration
into Western Canada from the Orfent. Socially,
morally and economically, such an invasion asi
would follow an equality pronouncement would be!
disastrous to the western part of the Dominion.
Heretofore we have been able to arrange for a
limiteq immigration, which, while not ideal in its
results, has been more or less satisfactory. If the
representatives of Japan on the League of Nations
council are as wise as they should be, they will see
that a continuation of this limited immigration will
be in the best interests of both nations. It is not
that we are opposed to Japanese immigration.
Rather that we do not want to have to take in too
large doses. That would not be good for us, and
would be worse for the immigrants. It is a ticklish
problem, and will call for some very -careful
handling.

POWER RUNNING TO WASTE.
[Financlal Post.]

While the light users of Ontario are being asked
even ordered—to put out some of their lamps, and
while manufacturers are being burdened with heavy
losses through irregular power service, there is
25,000-horepower now running to waste at Niagara.
This power is denied to the public by Sir Adam
Beck practically as though he actually stood with
his hand on the switch and refused to turn on the
generator.

The charter of the Electrical Development Com-
pany calls for the right to dgevelop 125,000 of ‘“‘com-
mercial power.”” The plant has a capacity of 150,000-
horsepower. The company has been held to the
technical minimum, although contending before the
courts that it requires a maximum of 150,000-horse-
power to pguarantee 125,000-horsepower average
capacity. During the war the power controller
ordereq the development of the 150,000-horsepower.
The surplus was delivered to the Hydro. Since, the
courts have been trying to decide the price. The
decisions have favored the company.

The Beck commission would not object to the
development if they could have confiscated this
25,000 for the commission’s use—at Sir Adam'’s price.
Not being able to do so, and evidently not sure that
his attitude could be justified under the company’s
charter, Sir Adam, by his usual methods, induced
the Legislature to pass a measure by which the
entire properties of the company can be confiscated
and charter rights cancelled if so much as one-
horsepower of that 25,000 is developed for the
power consumers of Ontario,

Ang in the face of this situation the Ontario
Hydro-Electric Commission, we are informed by
press dispatches from London, the home of the
chairman, Sir Adam Beck, is organizing to ‘‘penalize
those who use more than a certain amount of
electricity.”

BACK TO THE FARM,
[Kingston Whig.]

The automobile tire boom in Akron, Ohio, has
coliapsed, throwing some 50,000 men out of employ-
ment. “Where did they go when they quit work?"’
was the question put to Harry Giletley, president of
the Central Labor Union. His reply was pron.pt:
“‘Back where they came from—the farms. A --ear
ago the farmers aroung here were crying their heads
off. Now you don’'t hear a peep. There are no
neglected farms around here now.”

Hundreds of men employed in the indnstrial
plants at Oshawa, and hundreds at Toronto, Mon-
treal and other Canadian centres, have been laid
off during the past few weeks. It is safe to surmise
that they have followed their American fellow-
workers ‘“‘back to the farms.” A great deal of this
labor was recruited from the rural districts. These
men flocked to the cities in response to the demand
for workers in munition factories during the war,
or were attracted by the shorter hours, the better
pay and the allurements of life in the ldrger centres
of population. The farms suffered as a consequence,
their owners not being able to secure sufficient labor
to carry on their usual work. This condition is in
process of change. Now that big industrial plants
are closing down or running only on part time, and
with skeleton staffs, there is a movement country-
wards. The change may no‘ be altogether bad. It
will result in greater production of foodstnuffs, of
which Canada end the world stands in nesd. The
depletion of the farm and the over-crowding of the
cities do not make for national well-being.

SOUTH AFRICA’'S FUTURE,
[Manchester Guardian.]

The Congress which has been meeting at Bloem-
fontein to try to hammer out a formula on which
the followers of General Smuts and those of General
Hertzog can unite i3 of prime importance not only
to South Africa, but to the whole British Common-
' wealth. At no time since the controversy in 1912
between Botha and Hertzog over “‘imperialism”
sent the latter into the wilderness with a compact
and growing party of embittered Nationalists behind
him, has the need for reunion been greater than
now. At no time has there seemed a better chance
that it might be secured. Without it a forward
policy for the Union will hardly be possible.

To a Canadian or an Australian the chances of
compromise would seem considerable, for in the
older dominions many of the points in dispute would
excite no passion. The Nationalists demand for
South Africa a flag. It can be given to them as
willingly as to Canada. They ask for the right to
appoint their own governors-general.
growing wish for the same right both in Australia
and in Canada, agd it will-doubtless be met. They
ask to have South African ‘“‘ambassadors” to other
nations. A precedent has already been set in the

States. There is nothing against its extension if
a case be made out. They belleve that the Union
should have a fleet of her own insteag of contribut-
ing £80,000 to the British navy, however much such
a program might cost.

TALKS ON HEALTH

8Y WILLIAM BRADY, M. D., Noted Physiclan and Author.

Four Little Myths,

Question: *“Is it dangerous for a
healthy young woman to go in swim-
ming.at any time?”

Answer: Practically it is self-evi-

dent. that any woman or girl may take
a bath or go in swimming whenever
she has the inclination to do so, and
enjoys the pastime, for nothing but
health comes of thig practice, as thou-
sandg of intelligent women know to-
day. Don’'t be an old fogy.

Question: “Mother tells me that
some time before I was born she just
craved for bananas, When I was born
there-was a perfect banana on <the side
of the right leg near the knee. And
a cousin of mine was born with a red
mark on her neck—and their barn
buned down just a few weeks before
she was born. Now, how can you deny
that babies are sometlmes marked?”’

Answer: Belief in the superstition
arises from the mystery and secrecy
with which it is customary to surround
the whole subject of human reproduc-
tion. Knowledge of life—which is
biology—would convince you of the
absurdity of your belief. Your posi-
tion is akin to that of the child who
believes in fairies, giants, Santa Claus
and the stork. Knowledge of life dis-
pels many unhappy thoughts and
makes for optimism. The banana
might as well be called a cigar or a
Zeppelin, and as for the red mark—
are ‘'not most nevi red, whether the
barn has burned or not?

Question: *“I wish you would pub-
lish a good blood medicine, something
to purify the blood.”

Answer: I do try to publish one
nearly every day. But I never call it
a blood purifier. I call it some foolish
name like oxygen on the hoof, exer-
cise, temperate eating, fresh air, ex-
posure to weather or drafts, or some-
thing like that, If you have in mrind
pimples, that has nothing to do wit
impurities in the blood. If you are
thinking of such drugs as iodide of
potash I can only advise you to for-
get it, for such things do not purify
the blood. The blood may be purified
only by hygiene.

Question: ‘I understand that salt-
petre produces a sedative or restrain-
ing effect. and that it is glven to sol-
diers and sailors for this purpose.
Please advise me what dose should be
used.”

Answer: Of course, that i{s not true.
Saltpetre has no sedative influence
whatever and has never been given to
soldiers or sailors, unless perchance
in preserved meats. It is used in cur-

ing certain meats, such as ham, and it
Is without any appreciable physiologi-
cal effect.

I was greatly surprised to note in a
table of food analyses you published
that cocoa, black tea and spinach, all
contain more oxalic acid than rhubarb.
If that is true why are not such ar-
ticles eliminated from the diet of per-
sons with stomach trouble, as rhubarb
i1s?7—W. H. G.

Ans.--The analyses which § quoted in
the article you refer to gave these fig-
ures: In rhubarb there are 2.4 grams
of oxalic acid to the thousand grams
of the food; in spinach, 3.2 grams OX-
alic acig to the thousand grams food:
in black tea, 3.7 grams oxalic acid to
the thousand grams of tea leaves; in
cocoa, 4.5 grams oxalic acid to the
thousand grams of cocoa powder. Rhu-
barb is not necessarily eliminated from
the diet of one with stomach trouble;
indeed, it is often helpful in stomach
trouble. That certain foods happen to
have some oxalic acid is probably re-
grettable, to the theoretical food spe-
cialist or faddist. Rarely should one
hesitate to eat such foods, however. It
is up to your physician to determine
whether you happen to be one of those
rare cases of oxaluria—a disease state
due to excess of oxalic acid in the
urine and perhaps in the blood. -

Soda Habit.

It a woman 60 years old takes one
teaspoonful of bicarbonate of soda in
half a glass of water every morning
will it do her any harm? I find it
regulates the bowels and it seems to
agree with me thoroughly, bnt friends
tell me it is harcful.—Mrs. €. L.

Ans.—Bicarhonate of ‘sodlum (soda.
salerat:sj, taken as you describe, is
perfectly harmless. Possibly the half-
glassful of water would regulate the
bowels, but you can take the medicine
for forty years if you wish- without ill-
effect.

SIMCOE, Oct. 27. — Lorne L. E.
Helmer, 20-year-old Walsingham
farmer, was found to be gullty of
manslaughter, with a strong
recommendation for mercy, by the
jury hearing his case at the fall
assizes here tonight. After de-
liberating for over two hours the
jury returned at 6 o’clock and
asked for an explanation of the
charge of manslaughter.

His lordship said that when guilt
for violent death is Involved It is
elther manslaughter or murder.
This he followed with 2 more elab-
orate explanation, and the jury
retired agaln., Twenty minutes later
they returned with a verdict of
“Gullty of manslaughter, with a
strong recommendation to mercy.”
Sentence will be pronounced tomor-
row morning.

COMPLIMENTS DEFENCE.

SIMCOE, Oct. 27.—Prosecutor A. G.
Slaght of Toronto addressed the jury
shortly after court resumed in the
afternoon. *I first desire to pay a
well-merited tribute to Mr. Kelly,
counsel for the accused lad,” he began,
“who has maintained his reputation
for abillty and wide capacity.

A SAFE MAJGRITY

Republicans Will Carry in
Many States, Declares
Newspaper.

New York, Oct. 28.—By Canadian
Press.—The New York Herald this
morning prints an estimate of the presi-
dential election result in the United
States next Tuesday, based, the paper
declares, ‘‘on a careful study of the en-
tire situation in connection with infor-
mation received by the New York’ Her-
ald, from all parts of the country. :

Harding and Coolidge, the Republican
ticket leaders, are conceded 246 of the
531 votes in the electoral college, ac-
cording to this forecast. Cox and
Roosevelt, Democratic candidates, are
allotted 124. The remaining 61 votes
are catalogued as doubtful, with 15 like-
lv to go to the Republican and 46 to
the Democratic column.

Safe Republican states, in the Her-
ald’s view, are: California, Colorado,
Connecticut, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana,
Iowa, Kansas, Malne, Massachusetts,
Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska, New
Hampshire, New Jersey, New York,
North Dakota, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsyl-
vania, Rhode Island, South Dakota, Ver-
mont, Washington, Wisconsin, and Wy-
oming. These states are represented in
the electoral college by 346 votes.

Safe Democratic states are given as:
Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia,
Louislanag Mississippi, North Carolina,
Okiahoma, South Carolina, Texas and
Virginia, a total of 124 electoral votes.

Probable Republican states are: Dela-
ware, Utah and West Virginia, with 16
votes.

Probable Democratic states are: Ari-
zona, Keéntucky, Maryland, Montana,
Nevada, New Mexico and Tennessee,
with 46 votes.

In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets for the
week, Canadian Machinery and Manu-
Lfacturing News, Toronto, makes the
following comment: 3

The market is discussing prices more
this week than for some time past. The
annual address of Judge Gary at the

has no doubt helped to direct thought
in that channel. The feeling is ex-
pressed in many places that the real
guestion of the hour is keeping prices
attractive enough to hold the buyers in
the market. The opinlon is freely ex-
pressed that by a resistance of the
tendency toward lower levels the buyers
may be forced out of the market.

Pittsburg reports that adjustments
are being mugi’e in some existing con-
tracts, althoufh they are booked on the
non-cancellation basis. Business there
is fairly dull, and some of the miils are
turning out more tonnage than is being
placed on their books. New York also
reports that the machine tool market
In that centre is quiet. There Is a feel-
ing expressed in several quarters that
the first of the year will see a revival
of buying in many lines.

Supplies of steel are coming to hand
fairly well, but there are lines yet where
a large unsatisfied business still waits
for deliveries. ~ Sheets are scarce and
wanted. Tubes come in, but not suffi-
cient, and the prices are firm. Com-
pared with pre-war days, it may be
stated that four-inch tube—which is &
standard size—today sells for 65 cents
per foot, against 20c, which may be
calledya fair ‘pre-war flgure.

Machine tool houses are not doing a
large business, but there is a scattered
selling that is making figures fairly rep-
resentative, when compared with pre-
vious months this year. The small tool
trade has the same experience. A large
number of small orders is the general
report, no very large buying being done.

Serap metal dealers are waiting for a
turn in affairs, as their business is very
much unsettled. Jven were it to be-
come established on a lower basis they
might be able to go ahead, but it does
not seem possible to reach that lower
level with the knowledge that it will
provide a real working basis. s

London, Oct, 28.—Scientiflc examina-
tions of the blood of the monkey which
bit King Alexander, according to an
Athens dispatch to the London Times,
show no signs of hydrophobia or other
infection.

FUNERAL ON FRIDAY.

Athens, Oct. 28.—Funeral services for
the lafe King Alexander, which will be
held Friday, will be attended by the
crown prince of Sweden, according to
present arrangements. He is in the city
at the present time.

WORLD FUTURE
HANGS ON ISSUE,

of Nations issue, President Wilson de-
clared today in an address delivared at
the White House. He spoke to a del-
egation of pro-league Republicans and
i independents headed by Mr. Hamllton
| Holt of New York, editor of the lnde-
| pendent.

“The whole future moral force of
right in the world,” said.the president,
“depends upon the United States, rather
than upon any other nation, and it
would be pitiful indeed, after so many
great free peoples had entered the great
league if we should hold alcof.”

While Mr. Wilson spoke directly to
the delegation which had called upon
him to obtain a further expression with
regard to the league issue, his remarks
were addressed to the United States,
under the salutation, “My Fellow Coun-
trymen.”’

Formal Statement,

Members of the delegation a
formal statement after leaving the
White House, said they were ‘‘deeply
touched’” by the physical appearance of
| Mr. Wilson, who plainly showed the
effects of his long iliness and the
tremendous strain he has been carry-
