When people are 
in love they don't know what is the matter with them. As Lord 
Chumley says, they can't eat, they can't drink, they can't smoke—just 
look at the blamed moon. I

Whether Billy had these symptoms, lack of appetite, absence of 
thirst, a proneness for star-gazing, we cannot say, but certainly his 
actions proved the old proverb, that love is blind. When he went to 
St. Thomas in August, 1899, and murdered ‘the thing he loved best 
—as Othello did Desdemona—he simply didn't know what he was do-

But Billy’s great love for labor having outrun the little turbulences 

of its early course and settled down into a calm, majestic stream, it 
occurred to his friends that it was time to advertise it. They did it 
with such skill and authority—touching up Billy’s good points and 
hiding his little infidelities to the cause—that labor was deceived. 
Billy himself kept a straight face, uttered the most beautiful, pink 
sentiments, and shook hands from 6 o'clock in the morning until 
12 o’clock at night.

He 
gave jealous persons room to sneer at his pretensions, and through 
his ina'ttention to little details, gave rise to invidious remarks about 
the amount of manual labor he was guilty of in his life. There were 
—would you believe it?—small-minded people who said that Billy 
didn’t even have to work hard at selling crockery, because his man­
ners were so charming and his samples so excellent that the goods 
sold themselves. They forgot, for the moment, that politics alone is 
work enough for a strong man.

But time passed—which is a habit time has—and Billy was once 
more a candidate. Love’s young dream was broken. The serpent had 
entered paradise, and doubt and distrust came with him. Billy had 
soured on labor and labor began to know what Billy’s wooing was 
worth. All the sly, colorable tilings Billy had said or had caused to 
be said about his rival were uncovered, and it became evident that 
Billy had tried to land the goods on false pretenses. Labor began 
to look toward the cool, strong, efficient man who stood on the 
ground of fair play and just treatment to everybody, the man who did 
things and let it go at that.

As a patriotic Canadian and an elector, 
I beg to suggest as a quick and effectual 
method of dealing with those very objec- 
tionable clauses of the autonomy bill now 
before the House the following plan, 
namely:

Let every patriotic citizen in every con­
stituency throughout Canada, both Lib­
eral and Conservative, who has the wel­
fare of his country at heart, write indi­
vidually and without delay, sending a 
briefly-worded protest against separate 
schools and against the public funds be­
ing devoted to separate schools, and 
against coercion, such protests to be sent 
to the member of the Dominion Parlia­
ment at Ottawa representing the constitu­
ency in which he lives, urgently request­
ing the member to strenuously oppose any 
and every attempt made by its promoters, 
who are the enemies of true progress, to 
coerce or to shackle the new provinces of 
our great and growing west, or to impose 
upon them any of those very objection- 
able features whicli are contained in the 
bill, and if they are not withdrawn that 
he should vote against the bill.

We are firmly convinced that this plan 
would prove to be a very practical way, 
and perhaps the only effective way, in a 
crisis like the present, for the electorate 
of Canada to be heard, and to make 
known the will of the people to their 
representatives at the capital on short 
notice.

The members of the Cabinet or Senate 
should also be communicated with in the 
same way, when they fail in their duty 
to their country, as they have so lament­
ably failed on the present most import­
ant occasion, and the electors of Canada 
should at this juncture take the oppor­
tunity to say whether or not our repre­
sentatives at Ottawa, either in “The Cabi­
net," or "The Commons," may with im­
punity, or reckless indifference, “betray 
our country to Rome," or “barter away 
our birthright,” for a miserable mess of 
“political preferment pottage,” or for 
some vile sop of personal gain or ad­
vantage.

IMPARTIAL OPINIONPROVINCIAL RIGHTS CANNOT BE 
DENIED THE NEW PROVINCES

Rev. E. D. McLaren, D.D., general secretary for home missions in 
Western Canada, after an extended trip through the Northwest, says:

“A great many of the people profess to feel somewhat resentful 
of what they call the interference by outsiders, and maintain that if 
they were prepared to submit to the educational clauses in the 
Autonomy Bills the people of the East had no right to interfere. 
They profess to be satisfied with the educational system."

Rev. James A. Carmichael, D.D., superintendent of home missions, 
of Winnipeg, previously for twelve years Presbyterian pastor at Re­
gina, and a successor of the late Dr. Robertson as superintendent, 
says:

“It is difficult to see how the Northwest school system could be 
improved upon. It works splendidly. People in the west are un- 

doubtedly satisfied with it, while theoretically I would perfer no 
separate schools, I do not believe it wise to ride over the wishes of 
the minority, and I think the ideal condition is more nearly ap­
proached under this system than it would be were the privilege of 
separation denied the people. The Northwest system is most satis­
factory indeed, and I am of the opinion that under it separate 
schools are much less objectionable than they might be were the 
principle of separation removed entirely in opposition to the protest 
of the minority. The fact was that people were not so eager for 
separa e institutions when they had the legal right to enjoy them as 
they would be were these denied them.”

Rev. Dr. Milligan, of Toronto, after a visit to the Northwest, 
admits that he could discover no agitation about nor opposition to 
the Autonomy Bills, and that the Northwest people “seem to be 
more concerned about dollar bills than Autonomy Bills."

Dr. G. U. Hay, editor of the Educational Review, St. John, N. Ik, 
and a Conservative, says that he went west himself a strong opponent 
of the measures and expected to find intense antagonism in the west 
against them. To his surprise he failed to find anybody in the west at 
all agitated. Everyone seemed quite satisfied with the bills. “The 
Northwest people say that they would maintain the present school 
system anyway, and the cry of coercion, therefore, does not affect 
them.” Mr. Hay visited Regina, Calgary, Revelstoke and other 
places, and found the people everywhere absolutely indifferent 07 evi­
dently satisfied. At a three-days' conference of educationists, neither 
in public .or private, was the subject discussed, except when lie 
brought it up, and nowhere was he able to find any discontent.

Dr. A. B. Baird, of Manitoba College, a resident of Edmonton for 
years, has stated that:

“The Northwest school laws of 1892 were those which the people 
had sanctioned—a system with which all were satisfied, and which 
since its adoption has practically never been complained against by 
anyone. The education clause of the bills simply continues this 
system, which the people themselves for years have approved and 
sustained. The education clause was, therefore, a reasonable settle­
ment whicli would.be accepted as satisfactory by the people 
directly affected.”

Prof. Bryce, LL.D., of Manitoba College, was recently in the 
Northwest and "found no excitement or discontent over the educa­
tion clause.” Dr. Bryce, himself an earnest educationist, who was 
prominent in the Manitoba struggle ten years ago, declares that the 
Northwest school system is “as near to a pure public school system 
as is workable in Canada—practically a better working system of 
public schools, in so far as religious parties are concerned, than our 
Manitoba public school system. It is the best yet devised for ap­
proximating to uniformity.”

The incident gave rise to a great deal of explanation. Where Billy 
produced his own word or that of interested friends, Joe produced 
affidavits. An affidavit more or less is nothing to the rage of a re­
jected lover, and Billy, having pooh-poohed the whole episode, did not 
hesitate to give the affidavit an “emphatical denial.” Brought to bay, 
confronted with the proofs, Billy wasn't going to stick at a denial 
or two. In Billy’s frame of mind it adds nothing to the situation if 
Joe Marks is made out to be a liar as well as a curse. The infernal 
regions have no fury like a suitor scorned.

HAULTAIN ASKED HYMAN WILL WINONE REASON JAPANESE WON NORWAY HOISTS
Gunners Mad Practiced in Rough 
Waters as Occurred Oa Bat le Day.
Tokio, June 9. — As to the causes of 

of the annihilation of the Russian fleet 
in the battle of the Sea of Japan, the 
Japan Mail’s critic points out that the 
Japanese gunners habitually practiced 
in rough water, holding that unless 
the marine artillerist was effective 
from an unsteady platform he was of 
little use. The Russians habitually 
did their practice in smooth water. 
The high seas that prevailed on the 
day of the battle were a distinct ad­
vantage. to the Japanese.

The sinking of the battleships Boro­
dino and Alexander III. and other 
Russian ship was due to their fore- 
and-aft watertight compartments. 
When one side of a compartment was 
pierced and filled with water the 
equilibrium of the ship was destroyed 
and the firing was stopped.

The unaparalleled effectiveness of 
the Japanese torpedo attack is still 
the subject of discussion. Many be­
lieve that submarines or some new ex­
plosive improved the torpedo practice. 
Among the Japanese the theory that 
the Russian ships were destroyed by 
submarine mines is persistently held.

New York. June 9. — The Tribune 
prints this sepcial dispatch from Old 
Orchard, Me.:

“A real sea serpent, old sea cap­
tains declare, lies dead on the beach 
here. For more than 45 feet its sinu­
ous body stretches along the sands. 
Scientists from Yale and Harvard will 
arrive, and will attempt to classify 
the monster, which floated in on a high 
tide. The object was discovered by 
Fred Sideling, who was walking along 
the shore, when he saw what he took 
to be a huge mass of seaweed. He 
approached nearer, and was within 
a few feet of it when he was terror- 
stricken at the sight of two mam­
moth eys. Sideling did not pursue his 
investigation, but as soon as he could 
recover use of his limbs took his de­
parture.

“The old whalers, to a man, declared 
that the body on the sands was of no 
animal or fish they had ever hunted 
or seen. The tail and upper jaw were 
missing, but the lower jaw ran back 
15 feet. The tongue, more like a 
snake’s tongue than that of an animal, 
was 10 feet long, and as big as a man’s 
leg, being encased in a peculiar kind 
of bone.

Dr. Henry Reynolds, who is consid­
ered an expert in sea life, is of the 
opinion that the elusive sea serpent 
has been found. “It was, without 
doubt, over a hundred feet long when 
alive,” he said. “It has evidently been 
dead for several weeks. It is not un­
likely that it died somewhere in are 
Arctic Ocean and has been buffeted 
about by wind and sea, collecting sea- 
weed ever since.”

A GALE OF DUST AIDS JAPAN

in the Count of
The Onslaught by Mikado's Men 

Continues After Mukden Is 
Abandoned to Its Fate.Do Holemnly declare that

Headquarters of Gen. Kuroki’s 

Army, near Tieling.—The first reali­
zation of the immensity of the Japan­
ese forces was brought home to the 
observers, when the two central arm­
ies rolled across the Shaho on the 
morning of March 8 in the wake of the 
retreating Russians. Beside that, dur­
ing the battle, parts of two or three 
brigades of infantry, with a few bat­
talions of reserves, a dozen or more 
batteries, and pack trains and field 
hospitals, were all that one person 
could see in the mountainous country 
where the great armies were engaged.

But when the whole army moved 
northward with its impedimenta fol­
lowing, it was an impressive host. 
Looking from the heights where the 
Russian batteries had been one could 
see many khaki-colored processions for 
miles on either hand, emerging from 
the valleys and passes where the Ja­
panese had been concentrating since 
October, streaming across the dry bed 
of the river, and the narrow channels 
of ice and winding away among the 
bare hills and sandy plains northward.

It was a businesslike army, swathed 
in dark blue and khaki, with no spec­
tacular show of gold braid or brass, 
and with hardly a touch of color except 
the scarlet blankets worn over the 
shoulders. Most of the men in the 
ranks were boys still, but they were 
toughened by a year of campaigning. 
Into hardy veterans. They plodded on 
silently, as usual, with no show of re­
joicing over victory, without confusion 
or excitement anywhere. Japanese do­
minion over Manchuria was spreading 
at the rate of two miles an hour.

For ten days from that morning the 
whole country within the area of the 
fighting was covered with a mist of 
fine dust, stirred UD by the feet of 
more than a million men and animals. 
It never settled for a minute. It choked 
the throat and blinded the eyes, sifted 
under clothing, made food gritty and 
turned all water into mud. The flames 
from burning houses and stacks of 
grain showed through it in the nights 
like the moon through the fog. The 
sandstorms, which began on the sec­
ond day of the pursuit, and continued 
at intervals for a week, came from the 
north, directly into the faces of the Ja­
panese, and made the discomfort and 
hardship worse. There was great con­
trast between the country south of the 
Shaho and north of it. The villages 
toward Mukden were larger and more 
prosperous, with better buildings, and 
the picturesque temples and tombs.sur- 
rounded by groves of dark green firs, 
made a welcome panorama to the eyes 
of the men from beautiful Japan, who 
had spent months among the dreary, 
monotonous hills.
Greeted by Chinese.

Chinese families gathered in front of 
their houses and greeted the Japanese 
with shouts. Doubtless they were 
equally ready to acclaim the Russians 
and denounce the Japanese when it 
was politic. Outside the larger towns 
Chinese officials wearing their robes of 
office and buttons on their caps, with 
banners and soldiers in gaudy uni­
forms, received the Japanese generals, 
and Gen. Kuroki and his staff rode into 
the village where his headquarters now 
are through a double file of villagers 
kneeling on both sides of the road.

The beginning of the. Russian re­
treat from the Shaho was orderly, and 
the Slavs left a clean field. None of 
their portable effects worth taking had 
been abandoned, except hundreds of 
stacks of tin cases in the trenches, and 
huts containing cartridges.

Toward evening of that day Gen. 
Kuroki’s troops overtook their foe’s 
rear guards eight or nine miles north 
of the Shaho. and from that time the 
retreat became a scramble for safety. 
At the various supply stations huge 
piles of grain were fired and smoldered 
for days. The pursuit continued all

three days at the Hunho the Russian 
reserves might have been able to turn 
the tide at Mukden. Good generalship 
and good fortune make history other- 
wise. Kuropatkin had hurried his re­
serves from Mukden east to Fushun. 
as the Japanese had planned that he 
should, and then hurried them back to 
Mukden, but too late.
Mukden Is Deserted.

The Japanese center army from Ku­
roki’s left was pushing past Mukden, 
to the north, and Kuroki’s left divi­
sion was marching still further north 
protecting his right flank. Having lost 
the Hunho, the Russian central army 
left Mukden to its fate and continued 
in its disorderly retreat to Tieling.That 
all their dead were left where they fell 
showed what the retreat had become.

On the morning of the 10th the left 
division again encountered the Russian 
rear guard in considerable force north- 
east of Mukden, and as the Russians 
attempted to make a stand they were! 
beaten in two engagements, and in; 
the afternoon the division arrived at 
the town of San-a,ten miles from Muk­
den. on the main road from Mukden to 
Tieling.

Until the 10th the Japanese army 
had been pushed forward day and 
night in the face of every difficulty to 
draw the attention of the Russians 
from Mukden, and the men were near­
ly exhausted by their forced march.

The military roads from Fushun to 
Tieling wound along the plains among 
sharp hills, and the division followed 
this to get to the north of Mukden. 
While Gen. Linevitch took most of his 
men directly nortli through the moun­
tains, with the Japanese right army 
pursuing. Several times the Japanese 
had brushes with the rear guard, but 
there was no important action until 
March 14, when they approached the 
range of high, steep hills, seven miles 
southeast of Tieling, whicli strategi­
cally was the strongest defense of the 
city.

There was a broad, level plain in 
front of the hills, and no avenue of ap­
proach for an attacking force except 
to cross this plain under such cover as 
could be found in the gullies and be­
hind occasional ridges. Consequently 
it was decided to attempt the night at­
tack with the bayonet once more, and 
thus the first line of trenches below the 
hills were gained. For a general ad­
vance on the morning of the 14th, two 
battalions were assigned for a frontal 
attack, one for a division on the right 
and the largest force on the left.
Russians in New Rout.

A direct charge upon the main 
trenches was impossible, because the 
slope before them was almost too steep 
to be scaled even with no resistance. 
A lower hill to the west and in front 
was vulnerable on its west flank, and 
after an artillery engagement the main 
body occupied this. Night stopped the 
fighting, and before morning the Rus­
sians had retired in haste, leaving 200 
dead, while the Japanese had 800 cas­
ualties.

The last stand of the Russians be­
fore Tieling was on a chain of hills 
3,000 meters southeast of the city, 
equipped elaborately with a long chain 
of trenches and well-constructed gun 
positions which held 24 guns. While 
the general division was reconnoiter­
ing the positions on the afternoon of 
the 15th another Japanese brigade from 
the south began to engage one of the 
Russian batteries This partly exposed 
the Russian flank to the enemy, and 36 
Japanese guns were concentrated in a

Spanish Monarch With King 
Edward Reviews 25,000 

British Troops.

London, June 8.—For the first time 
since his arrival in England King Al­
fonso today saw the sun, and it was 
a bright summer day for the most im­
portant function of his visit, the mili­
tary review at Aldershot. The young 
king and K ng Edward, accompanied 
by Queen Alexandra, the Prince of 
Wales, the Duke of Connaught and 
the princesses drove to Waterloo sta­
tion. About the railroad station, where 
a grand guard of honor was drawn up, 
immense crowds gathered, and King 
Alfonso was given the noisiest welcome 
of his visit, the clearing skies having 
brought out thousands who had not yet 
caught a glimpse of the royal visitor. 
From Waterloo station the party pro­
ceeded in a royal car to Aldershot. The 
two kings on arriving at the camp 
mounted chargers and accompanied by 
their staffs, the members of the army 
council and the foreign military at­
taches, proceeded to the parade 
grounds. After a royal salute the 
kings rode along the line and inspected 
the troops, followed by the whole caval- 
cade, except the Queen’s carriage. 
About 25,000 troops of all arms were in 
review.

On the morning of the 9th a sand- 
storm began, which threw both sides 
Into confusion, and made orderly re­
treat or pursuit on a large scale im­
possible. All the telegraph wires con­
necting the headquarters and the var­
ious divisions were blown down,so that 
each contingent proceeded largely on 
its own responsibility. The left divi­
sion crossed the Hunho under cover of 
the thick dust clouds without a battle. 
Apparently the Russian commander 
was afraid to risk a defense on such 
a day, even in the elaborate works 
whicli should have made the 
Hunho the most formidable line of de­
fense, perhaps because his own men 
were in a panic. Probably this was 
the decisive day of the battle, for the 
Japanese forces west of Mukden were 
being pressed hard, and the brigade on 
the extreme left was almost wiped out. 
Had Bilderling repulsed Kuroki two or

uable depot between Mukden and Har­
bin, whicli was their strongest military 
position as well.
Munitions Are Left.

Gen. Kuropatkin had been there in 
his special train until the afternoon of 
the 15th, it was said. When the first 
Japanese company entered the settle­
ment at 1 o'clock in the morning it 
captured the stationmaster and two 
other officials, who had been left with 
orders to apply the torch at the last 
moment, but only a few buildings were| 
burned and valuable stores of muni­
tions were left undamaged.

No more drastic encounter took place| 
in this eventful week than the capture| 
of the Fifth and Nineteenth Regiment' 
of Russian Rifles by Kuroki’s left di­
vision, on the morning of the 11th. In 
the panic which prevailed at Mukden, 
these two regiments left at 3 o'clock 
in the morning with no general com­
manding them, a mixed crowd of sol­
diers from other organizations and 
camp followers attaching themselves to 
the retreat. When the two forces dis­
covered each other they quickly formed 
into lighting line and the Russians 
came on. %

The fight was short and decisive. 
The Russians could not stand in the 
open fields under the shrapnel and soon 
scattered like sheep, while many par- 
ties waved towels and handkerchiefs 
in token of surrender. The Japanese 
had only 200 casualties, while dead and 
wounded Russians were all over the 
field. During the rest of the day the 
Japanese were occupied in hunting for 
Russians in all the surrounding coun­
try. The Slavs had broken up into 
small parties and were fleeing in every 
direction, some trying to get back to 
Mukden, others to find roads of escape 
northward, and many hiding in the ra­
vines and in Chinese houses.

However brave they were in fighting 
when cornered, some made spectacles 
of themselves hardly to be expected of 
men of a military race.
Palm to Siberians.

Whether the European troops who 
have been sent to the east are the best 
quality of the Russian army there is 
no means of judging, but certainly they 
have not compared favorably in phy­
sique or fighting qualities with the Si­
berians.

The total of prisoners taken that day 
was nearly four thousand. They were 
a fierce and savage looking crowd all 
wearing big black or white sheepskin 
hats, many in dirty coats, most of 
them heavily bearded, all unwashed for 
days. Among the officers were several 
old men, one of them a veteran of the 
Russo-Turkish war. with a white beard 
hanging to his waist. He gave his age 
as 72.

The next morning they went down 
the road in a big cloud of dust—a long 
and picturesque procession of dejected 
looking Moujiks, with their officers rid­
ing in Chinese cars, and jeering Man­
churians running along the flanks. 
They were off to join the army of Rus­
sians in Japan, which now numbers 
nearly 100,000.

TO TALK PEACE LIFE IN DANGERTHE FIRST HUSSARS
Brig.-Gen. Otter Well Pleased 

With Their Appearance- 
Camp Notes.

Oyama Halts While the Present 
Tentative Negotiations 

Are in Progress.

Anarchistic Individual Attempt 
to Shoot Mr. Fair­

banks at Flint.
NDER THE GUNS RAILWAYS MUST
OF U. S. WARSHIPS COME TO TIME

Brigadier-Gen. Otter paid a tribute to 
the First Hussars, after his inspection of 
the camp on Carling's Heights yesterday 
afternoon. Although the cavalry had 
their first maneuvers for the season at| 
that time, Col. Otter was highly pleased 
with the showing they made, and said: 
they did as well as cavalry that had been 
in camp a week.

This morning the Hussars made their 
way to Major Mills' farm, beyond the 
old Hellmuth College, starting at 9 o'clock 
and moving as if they were the vanguard 
of an army in time of war. At the farm 
they went through troop movements, dis­
mounted service and squadron and regi­
mental drill, returning about 12:30 o'clock.

There are 1,745 men and officers in the 
camp at present, and 304 horses. This is 
a remarkably good showing, considering 
that this year's camp is split in two. and 
the Twenty-second (Oxford) Rifles are 
absent. Last year the strength of the 
camp was about 2,500. It must be remem­
bered, of course, that the cavalry were 
not on Carling’s Heights last June.

Following is the parade strength of the 
various corps: First Hussars, 283; Twenty- 
sixth Regiment, 358; Twenty-seventh, 320; 
Thirty-second, 315; Thirty-third, 288; Army 
Service Corps, 48; Field Hospital (Sarnia), 
37.

Flint, Mich., June 8.—James McCon­
nell. 32 years of age, and living near 
Flint, made an unsuccessful attempt 
to kill Vice-President Fairbanks this 
afternoon after the vice-president had 
finished an address to an immense 
crowd at the celebration of the city's 
golden jubilee and the laying of the 
corner stone of the new federal build­
ing here.

McConnell forced his way through 
the crowd up to the speaker's side, 
but as he reached in his hip pocket 
for a revolver three Detroit detectives 
pounced upon him and quickly snap­
ped on handcuffs. He was removed to 
a police station.

The attempt to kill the vice-president 
was witnessed by a crowd which 
tilled every available inch of standing- 
room about the platform and cries of 
"Lynch him! Lynch him!" were heard 
as McConnell, fighting desperately, 
was carried to a patrol wagon.

Even then the anger of the assem­
blage could not be quieted, for several 
infuriated citizens followed the wagon 
to the station. where McConnell, 
trembling like a leaf, begged the pat­
rolmen to protect him from the mob.

Vice-President Fairbanks was not 
disturbed by the attempt on his life. 
He was accorded an unusual demon­
stration by the people.

McConnell's pockets were filled with 
anarchist literature, and he boasted 
that some day he would accomplish 
his purpose and successfully dispose 
of a man he asserted was an enemy 
to organized labor.

McConnell had the route of the trip 
by the vice-president in his vest pocket 
and Flint officers believe he had 
planned to commit the crime in Chi­
cago, as he had numerous clippings 
from Chicago newspapers pertaining 
to Mr. Fairbanks’ visit there a few 
days ago. while en route east from the

St. Petersburg, June 9, 11:35 a.m. — 
The Government is plainly preparing 
the public for an announcement that 
the Emperor has decided to conclude 
peace and 'that the negotiations have 
begun by permitting the publication 
of all the foreign dispatches bearing 
on the subject. The newspapers and 
the Russian public, however, until 
now have only had a suspicion that 
important moves were going on behind 
the scenes. In well-informed circles it 
is believed that Japan has already in­
structed Field Marshal Oyama to 
stay his hand, pending the result of 
the present tentative negotiations, and 
that Gen. Linevitch also has been con­
fidentially advised of the situation. 
Nevertheless, the irreconcilable rem­
nants of the war party are believed to 
be urging the Russian commander-in- 
chief to assume the offensive in the 
hope of achieving a victory, and thus 
change the Emperor's present disposi-| 
tion in favor of the conclusion of hos­
tilities. If such an Intrigue is In prog­
ress it has no chance of success. It 
can be assumed that there will be no 
further bloodshed in Manchuria until 
the belligerents have decided whether 
it is not possible to agree on peace 
terms. The Government, in the pres­
ent emergency, is acting with great 
wisdom. It is preparing to time the 
proclamation of a national assembly 
with the announcement that peace ne­
gotiations have begun. The committee 
of ministers is hurrying through its 
examination of the Bouligin rescript 
commission's project for the "Imperial 
Duma" scheme, already outlined in 
these dispatches, its consideration hav­
ing commenced yesterday and contin­
uing today. Practically no alterations| 
are being made in the text, and the

The death occurred in Windsor at S 
o'clock last evening of Squire John B. 
Smythe, one of the oldest and best- 
known residents of this city, who had 
been lying at death’s door al the home 
of his son, ex-Mayor James F. Smythe, 
of Windsor, for the past four weeks. 
The sad news will be learned with re­
gret in this city and locality, where the 
squire was a general favorite, and 
where his familiar figure will be great­
ly missed. a

The illness which led to Squire 
Smythes death seized him when he 
was on his way to attend the funeral 
of a relative in Michigan. Squire 
Smythe was taken to his son's resi­
dence when the train reached Windsor, 
and it was thought at first that he 
had been stricken with paralysis. The 
physicians discovered, however, that 
the patient was suffering from organic 
trouble, and although every effort was 
pul forward to save his lite, all hopes 
were given up about a week ago.

The late Squire Smythe was born in 
Margate, Kent County, England, 78 
years ago. John Smythe, his father, 
served in the peninsular war, and took 
part in the battle of Waterloo. Mov­
ing to America in 1832 with his family 
and settling in New York State, the 
squire finally came to this city in 1838, 
and after completing his education at 
the old grammar school on the court 
house square, entered the mercantile 
house of Lawrence Lawrason & 
Chisholm. Later on, deceased and his 
brother, A. G. Smythe, started a gro­
cery business, and Squire Smythe con­
tinued in it for upwards of 40 years.

Thu deceased took an active interest 
in the Canadian militia, and served in 
the Northwest rebellion of 1885, as 
quartermaster of the Seventh Regi­
ment. His ability did much to im- 
prove the commissariat system of the 
army, and at the time of his demise 
he held the honorary rank of major. 
He was for many years connected with 
the Western Fair Association, having 
held the positions respectively of 
director, grounds superintendent and 
secretary. He was a member of the 
Masonic fraternity, and in 1861 was 
elected to the city council, on which 
body he served for 16 years.

Deceased married, in 1850, Miss Clar­
issa Adelia Leonard, sister of the late 
Senator Elijah Leonard, and her death 
occurred in 1873. The following chil­
dren survive: Mrs. A. Gillard, Mus­
kegon, Mich.; Mrs. (Dr.) J. S. Edwards, 
Grand Rapids, Mich.; Mrs. Caleb Wall, 
Windsor; John L., Detroit; James F.. 
Windsor; Deloss W., San Jose, Cal., 
and Frank and Miss Hattie, of this 
city. Mr. A. G. Smythe, of this city, 
is a. brother.

The remains will be brought to this 
city for interment.

OFFICER’S PLUCKY ACT

Coroner MacLaren’s jury on the case 
of the late Albert Shannon, who met 
his death in the East London yards of 
the G. T. R., a fortnight ago, decided 
last night that the immediate cause of 
the accident was the neglect of the 
crew of the first, train to place a flag- 
man at their rear when backing into 
the sandpit siding.-

The fatality occurred in a dense fog 
in the early hours of the morning and 
Shannon was crushed to death in the 
caboose of a freight train, which was 
struck by the engine of another freight, 
which entered the siding from the east. 
Last night was the third night of the 
inquest, and a verdict was not reached 
until 12:30 o’clock.

The evidence went to show that, al- 
thougli there are no written regula­
tions bearing on the point, It was the 
rule that a train backing into a sid­
ing should protect its rear by a flag- 
man. Since Shannon was brakeman, 
and riding on the end car of the first 
train, the jury decided that he was 
as much to blame for not keeping a 
lookout for danger from the rear as 
any oilier member of the crew.

The fact that the second train had 
a flat-car and two box-cars in front 
of Its engine, thus making it more dif­
ficult to detect its approach, caused 
some discussion, but the engineer of 
the second train pointed out in his evi­
dence that since these flat-cars were In 
a blind siding when he got them, and
