TueorIEs oF RAcs.— The theory of race, in which
alone tho English mind, or more properly, perhaps,
the English conscience, seems willing o discover an
explanation of the social anomalies, so called, of Ire-
laud, is one which might or might not be applicable
to the Irish people under political conditions differ-
ent from any they bave koown; but it is one which
can have no relation whatever to the siate of Ire-°
land, as described by Mr. Heron, in his address to
the Statistical Society, last pight; for the reason,
and & very simple oune it is, that, assuming the [rish
race to be the worst upon the plapet, the best would
have fared no better ueder the Acglo-Irish institu-
tions. * La puit,” says the French proverb, *tous
les chats sont griz; and it is not too much to say
that Lo the British system all races would have been
alike, for no system could be devised more wicked
or more clever for purposes of ruin. Such, at least,
is the judgment of every philosopbic politician, from
Edmuod Burke to Goldwin Smith; noris it even
pow uncommon for those who have nothing better
to suggest, to admit that nothing cano be worse. It
does nos touch the question, therefore, of Irish desti-
tution and decline; it will not account for acres run-
ning waste, diminishing stock, degenerating borses,
and disappearing men ; to Snd aflinities of character
between toe Celt and the Red Indian, or, nceording
to the last discovery of the Speclutor, between the
Celt and the Bengales; uacless it can be said that
the Celt bas atany time beea placed under condi-
tions favorable to- improvement, whether he be Cau-
casian, Mongolian, or Milesian—why measure his fa-
cial angle, or guage the capsacity of his brains pan—
why calechise his moral sense, or speculate upon his
mental powers, if no power of body or mind could
bave availed to save him from & system of degrada-
tion ‘and impoverishmeat, thun which it has not been
given to man to inveat anything more excelient. If
all the great thiokers of modern times in England,
without exception, be right—and it is difficult to
suppose them all. wrong —the condition of things to
which Mr, Heron bss invited the attentioo of the
Statistical Society, so far from being anomalous, is
regular in the highest degsee, and would disappoint
the most gettled prizcipies of social science, if it were
other than itia. Unatil within the memory of living
men, the goverament of Ireland by the neighboriog
country bad the first, as well as the oldest place, in
immaorality and cruelty amongst the Guvernments of
the earth; for no ooe government on earth has heen
known %o afflict a subject nationality, as successive
Euoglish Governments have afflicted Irelacd, through-
out go leagthened a pericd of connexion, without an
hour’s respite, but, on the contrary, improviog its
methods by the hour uptil they reached perfection.
Some certain relaxations of the system, u [ittle scien-
tific pruning and weeding, caiculated to develop ra-
ther than tu check its rankpess, hnve ocenrred from
time to time; aod in 1829 a rather nosable pottion
was trimmed off to kecp the rest; the Pepal Laws
havipg been, to a considerable extent, repealed, not
by any means to save its most destrustive principle,
tbe Church Es:wablishment. 1tis s melancholy but
triumpbant proof of the fi'ness of the institutions for
their purpose, that what 18 now acknowledged asa
simple act of justice and maorality —the Catholic Re-
lief Biil of 1829 —ha3 beea made more fautal io its
consequence3 to the wnss of the Irish people than
1he Cromwellian or Williamite wars ; becavse, while
the power which the Penal Lawa of the country had
0o other object tban to foster was scrupulonsly pre-
served, the boiders of thu¢ power, sustained by the
whole material force of England, were iuflamed more
than ever by the popular victory against the tennnt
farmers of Ireiand, who scrupled oot to incar all that
befel them at lbe time, and all that has overtaken
their children since, in obedience to a purely senti-
meatal patriotism. The tenaut farmers of lreland
derived no more practical benefit from the Emanci-
pation Act, which opened Parlisment and office to
the higher order of Catholics, than from the remis-
gsion of the duty upon French wine ; but they loat the
market value which they formeriy possessed, in the
estimation of their landlords, a3 elements of political
strengib, and opened, by their support of Emaseipa-
tiou, that war of clersses which stiil desolates buth
them and their advorsaries, The case stands, there-
fore, thus upon admitted facts: Had the Irish beea
the descendants of the Heraclids rather than of the
more or less debateable Phaenician ; had they united
in their chavacter all the viruea ihat have been
claiméd for them or are denied them—the result of
seven hundred years of British rule, as it bus pre-
vailed iz Ireland —ought to be what1t is,and what
Mr. Heron’s essay brings before us now. Fieding
them hervic, 83 it did, it onght to break them, as it
bag done; finding them. thrifty, it ought to wake
them ependtbrift ; finding them improvident, it oughs
to keep them so; finding them forgiviug, it ought o
make tbem cruei; finding them vindictive, it was
made to eternize their vengeance ; fading them de-.
graded, it conld not bnt debase them fartner; find-
.ing them docile, it ought to make them natractable ;
finding them virtuous, it ought to make them cor-
rupt ; finding them vicious, it should "have made
them irreclaimable. That it bas not done 8o to the
full extent of ita means and of its placs is the merit
of the Irish race, which has preserved its morals and
its existence by twin miracles agninst the rule,we do
not say of England but of Zoglish Guvernmenis. In
any event the rale iigelf that was well contrivad
10 work all this evil, onght, with liberal thiokers at.
least, to be 'tha object of denunciation, and not the
race, which was subject to it. We find, neverthe-
less, in the same organ of liberal opivioc’ which

Many Irish
names have refercnce to complexion — as Duffy,
which meaps ‘black'—Dunn, which has, 1 more
than une iostance beem translated into‘ Brown'—
and Fion, which means * fair,’ aud has been frequent-
ly trapsformed into White. One of the oddest trans-
formation we know of, i3 that of the Kerry name,
Caolite (or as 1t has been pronounced, Quilty :}
numbers ot persons bearing this name, have changed
it into Woods because of its resemblance in sound to
another but utterly different word, which means ‘a
word or grove. The name really signifies ‘Swift;
and that would be the proper equivalent tor those to
advpt who were ashamed of their nocient Irish ori-
gin.
vations, never criled a men from the place in which
he dwelt ; but tney. invariably calied the place after
the man, In England you hear such surnnmes as
Milton — that is Mill-town — Thorebury, Mayfield,
Middleto(w)n, and such like; but nothing of tkis
kind was found in Ireland. The case was quite the
reverse. Thus a vast track of Ulster was called
Tyrowen (kodie Tyrone)—that is the ferre or land
of Owen O'Neill. Then there was Tyrcoonel, the
land of Conal, or Conuell (the head of the O'Don-
nells ;) and Innishowen, or the island (or peninsula)
of Owen, Kiaran was a famous Irish saint : out the
word 'kiaran' signifies ‘a grey man.! Let us give
one pregoant example of thia peculiarity of the Irish.
Finn, the commander of the famous Irish Miliia,
was the son of Comhal (pronounced Cop-al.) Now,
Combal sigaifies ® bold, dering ;' and the whole name
and surname of Finn M'Comhsal may be trasslated
translated * the fair-haired son of the daring warrior”’
Ferrgal (proonnced Farrell} was a distinguisbed
Irish scholar and saint, and is reputed to have been
the first who guessed at the rotundity of the globe;
and Latin writers put down his pame Virgilius,
merely from simiiarity of souud ; but Feargal simply
means ¢ the handsome, or fair man.! What the root
zil (¢ always pronounced, hard, remember) mesnt to
the Romsans we cannot tell; bet undoubtledly vir
[Latin for man) and fear [Irish for mnan] are slightly
dilferent forms of the.same word ; it would be amus-
ing to discover that the Irish surname, now pro-
nounced Farrell, and the surname of the great Latin
Poet were one and the same, Undoubtedly Virgil
came from a very Celtic part of Northern Italy.
Poor, pitiable, recreant Irishmen, make sora ghifts
sometimes to hide their nationality., We once knew
a man whese name was M'Teague [or Tuige,]
and he changed it to the aristocratic name of Man-
tague! A Catholic clergyman of some distinetion
wus born to the good, hoaest old name of Canavan;
he literally traoslated it iaolo Eoglish, and made
himself known to the world, to the end of his life [if
he be not yet living,] as the Reverend Dr, White-
head, In the county Down in the barony of Saul,
there was, and is, and old clan of the O'Neills, for-
merly known as the M-Shanes, baving adopted the
name of their ancestor Shane, to distioguish them-
selves from the otber O'Neills. Of this clan the ma-
jority chauged their pame to Jackson aad Joboson,
6 literal traos!ation of M'Shane, arnd it is an undoubt-
ed fact that the celebrated Gen. Jackson of the United
States, whose father emigrated from the couaty
Down, was a scion of this stock of the great O'Neills.
In the northwest of Donegal, and in Torry Island,
there dwelt the clan of the M‘Rorys: the majority
bave changed their name into Crory [droppiag the
Ma,] or more strangely still into Rogers! A still
more curious trausformation 1s that which has oc-
curred io the cuse of the Cramsies, of the same dis-
trict ; the name signifies * greg bone,’ or ¢ fairy bone’
cramh-sidhe ;] and bas been changed into Boner
and Booner! But, oddest chanoge of ali, Donegal
people of the good old name of M'Gouigle, have
transformed it ioto Cuaniagham!! But what would
you have, when a respectable Mupster priest of the
oume of Dilouchry, got disgusted with the OCeltic
sound and suddenly changed it into Difworth?. In
the same way, certain. O'Donnells have puzzled
strangers to know whetber they are Jews or not, for
ther have convert d their name into Daniels. Every
body has heard of * Dod's Parliamentary Companion.
When the indeatrious compiler of that very lively
volume first lefl his native boga he bore the ancient
and historic nrme of U Dowd. In London he dropped
the Celtic prefix and became plain Mr. Dowd. This
was not enough however: by and by he struck out
the w and putin an extra d : and then he was Dodd.
But even that did not content him; for after pome
time he koocked away that zuperfluous d agein, and
finally settled down into simple Dod! Surely no
unfortunate name was ever before submitted to such
terture. A thriving lawyer in Dublin, named
O’Muldoon, became discontented with hisancient
patronymic, nod altered it to the more pleasing
sound of Meldon. He went to the office of the
Ulster King of Arms to get a © coat of arms' for his
‘sewly purchased earringe. The clerk after carry-
ing the message 1o _bis superior, asid Sir Beruard
Burke was searching for the name. Presestly old
Sir Bernard shouts out from within at the top of his
voice, o that the lawyer could distinctly hear bim,

be found anywhere ns Meldon, bus if he will be con-
tented with the name of O’Muldoon, the name of an
anci-nt and distioguished Irish family in Wexford, I
can furnish bim with a besutiful coat-of-arms.

Porice ReporT ExTnaoRDINARY.—Two ruffianly-
locking personages of foreign appearance, and speak-
ing broken Hoglish, who gave their numes as Fre-
derick William Louis Hohenzollern, and Frapcis
Joseph Hapsburg, were charged before Mr. Huli, the
gitling magisirate, with an aggravated agsanlt and
highway rovbery accompanied by brutal and unne.
cessary violence, on a poor little Dane, Christian
Gtucksbourg.

The compluinant presested a fiightfal spectacte.
His head was enveloped in surgieal bandages, one of
bis armsin a sling, the hand of the other strapped
with adhesive plaster, and he seemed unable to crawl
except with the support of two sticks. When of-
fered a-seat on the bench by the worthy magistrate
he seemed so effected by the brutal treatment he bad
so evidently received as at firat to diatrust even the
wortlly magistrate's kiodness, declariog io broken
Eoglish, with a stroug North Goerman accent and
much angry vehemeace, that Kogland was a ver-
dammter deceiving place--that be ha¢ suffered from
trusting Englishmen ; how did ke know the officers
might oot puli uway the chair from under him, and
let him down suddenly ; bhe'had been let down ouce
too often already ; how did he know they weren't
ull in lesgue with those wretches, pointing to the
pritoners; ard a great deal more to the same effect;
shuwing great obstinacy in his asseverations, aud
resisling every attempt of the worthy magistrate to
stop him, or to oblain explagation of the particulars
of the nssanlt, The worthy magistrate at last inter-
posed, and begged the complainsnt to compose bim-
self. He was awmong friends there, and nved not be
afraid either of being tnken in or made the subject
of practical jokes or ill-treatment, He [Mr, B.]sat
there in the Court of Public Opinion to administer
the law. anod infliet summary punishment, and he
would take care the compluinapt had full justice.

The complainant on this became calmer, and, as
well as bis feurful inguiries and imperfect knowledge
of the English laaguage would allow him, went ovn
to state Lhat he had recently succeeded to a consi-
derable, tbough rather embarrassed, estate in Copen-
hagen, ivcluding some outlying land in Jutland,
Schleswig, and Holstein, as to the ownership of
some parcels of which, more particularly the lasy,
there bad been long disputes and much livigation in
the time of the former owner. The prisoners at the
bar appear in the first instance to have gone to this
land, of which the complainant had just taken pos
session, under cover of a regular writ of ejectment,
which they insisted on serving, a3 agents of certain
claimants, But whether this claim rested on an al-
leged title as heirs-at-law, or as mortgagees, by vir-
tue of a fusinre of covenant, or what it3 exuct cha-
racter was, we found it impossible to make our,
from the very coufused accoant of the compleinant,
the constant interruption of the prisoners, and the
extremely imperfect efforta of several volunieer in-
terpreters, who intruded their services with rather
suspicious eagerness. At last the worthy magistrate
got & little impatient, and said he waa not sitting
there to try a nice questjon of titlé ; a bratal assault
bad evidcnily been committed. Yon had only to
look at the unfortunate ghject in the witness box to
see that. R

Here the older and more pleusible prisoner, Ho-
benzollern ioterrupted with great vebemonce —
Glucksbourg was a bully and a tyrant; he had be
haved shamefuily to bis [vrisoner'a] reldtions, and
all he[prisoner]had done was ta protect his relations
from the complaineant’s violence. This gentleman
[pointing to the other prisoaner] had gone with him
to help him,

The wortby *nagistrate said, surely, it did not re-
quire two great hulkiog fellows, like tbe prisoners,
ta deal with one small acd weakly person like the
cow plainant, even if they bad any legal rightor good
ground ot grievaoce ngainst him.

The complainant protested he had never ill-used
prizoners’ relations ; he only wanted his rights; of
which the,prisonera nod 1heir relations had onsied
him. He then sinted that, on going down to tuke
possession of his property, prisoners, who had col-
lected 2n armed posse of followers just outeide the
gute, declared, with very bad language, that they
would be the death of hiw if he dared to set foot on
the land. Complaicant remonstrated, sod Gffeved
to go iato the papers with them, aud to make an
appuintment for the earliest. day possible with his
men of buginess for the purpose, The prigoners said
‘that was all stulf and nonsenss; that they’'d Leen
bumbugged loog enough; they'd be —— if they'd
stand uny more palaver; thoy meant to bave the
land then and there; they were 20 to his one; if he
resisted, it would be the worse for him.! Cumplain-
ant told tbew he wasa't 1o be bullied, and warped
qhem off at theic peril. If he was weak, he'd frienda
whe wouldn't see him illtreated and robbed, [Here
the complainant became much affected.] Hethought
he wmight say that; had had friends swhe bad pro-
miged 1o siand vy him and see him throupgh it—they
badz’t kept their word; he would rather pot say
who those friends were, The prisoners replied that
‘he and his friends mightbe ——' Was it necessary
to repeat the exact language ? :

The worthy magiatrate said it was pot necessary.

Prisoners then advapced threateningly tothe gate.
He tried to hold i1, with the help of two furm ser-
vants and & woman who was weediog, and a small
boy who had been fetched from crow  keeping in the
neighbouring fields, but the prisoners and their fol-
lowers, who carried freasms, bad foreced the gate,
nearly —if not quite—~murdered the compluinsnts
servants—he saw Lhe en on-the grouod,a huge
fellow runving nfier the boy with a juck knife, and
geveral men kicking the wowman before he loat his
own senges—then knocked down complaionat, best
and cut him fearfully, Gring several shois into bim
a3 he lay on the grouad, jumpeéd on bim with beavy
boots, \ied his hands and feet, tore the clothes off his
bnck, took atl his money and papers, and would no
doubt bave ficished him outright, but for the arrival
of & strong body of the European - police-force, wha
bad been drawn to the spot by the disturbance.

The worthy magistrate said it was very extraor-
dinacy there never scemed to be any lack of police-
men after an outrage. He only wished they were as
aclive in preventing rows and assaulis a3 they were
ready to make their appearance in thai court, sod
talk abont them nfter they were over.

Inspector Russell hoped the. worthy magistrate
didn't mean the police nezlected their daty ;- because
if such a statement was published - by the renorteis
with the worthy magietrate’s nama to give it weight—

Mr. B. could only say that he Wisheéd the police

The worthy megistrate seid he would remand the |
case for 8 month, and the prisoners had better try Lo
settle matters with the complajnant in the meautime,
It was one of the most brutal outrages he ever re-
membered ; and if u sutisfactory arrangement were
oot made, with ample compensation to the com-
pluinant for his suferings and losses, be [the magis
trate] would promise the prizoners tho heaviest
punishment he was empowered to inflict.

‘These observations were followed by applause
from the bystanders, which was instantly suppressed
by the magistrate. [t was stated in the court that
the complainant is « most quiet and inoffensive per-
son, and that he lss a dnughter very -espectably
married in this country. We condols with ber sin-
cerely on the abomiiunble usage which her futher hns
experienced.— Punch.

We cannot pravent the emigration sod peac-
tical enlistment of men, or the sale of instruments of
destroction of all kinds, great and small, ar of 1le
sale of fast ships easily convertible into cruisers. All
that we con prevent is the ssle of ships meaut to act
ouly on the defensive for- the protection of ports.
The Federals, it appears, may have procured from ua
overy ship, every man, every gun, every shot and
sheli, every ousce of powder, every cutinss employed
in blockading & Confederate port; but if the Confe-
derates want the weans of sallying forth pod sink-
ing the foe at their gates they must not come to thig
country. The Ram isonly o foating fortification.
It is incapable of a long voyage, or even of blockade
duty. It can ouly just do, as it were, militin work,
and make an occasional sully ageinsl u beleanguer-
iog host. Yet this comparatively hnrmless ongine,
which canuot take the initiative, and which meets
the active operations of wnr with a simple negalive,
i3 the only thing that wé succecd in withbolding
from the belligerents. With the state of the law we
quarrol oot.  We can only submit, But it is, to say
the least, paradoxical, and wo look lo time to read-
juat the law to common sense.— Zimes. .

Arrenrren SmiemeNt of Hoxax Bones.—Captain

What, in such a conhingency, will be the action
of the Briush Government e are not informed,
but we do not think that it will draw the sword

. for Denmark.

The state of the Pope’s health continues to be
the subject of lively discussion in the European
jyouraals ; but our readers will be glad 1o learn
that a great improvement therein has taken place,
as 1s adimtted by the Témes correspondent ; who
bowever seeks to cansele himself, and the Pro-
testant public whom he addresses, by the reflec-
tien that the * lamp of life will one of these days
go out ucexpectedly.” By this hopeful prospect
he is buoyed up, and he and the Liberals of Eu-
rope comfort one another with these words.

In the Kingdom of Naples the work of pacifi-
cation or subjugation goes on but slowly, and
fresh Piedmoutese troops have been sent south
to subdue the refractory Neapolitans. Deporta-
tiops and fusiliations are the order of the day,
and the Kingdom of Naples is 1n short a second
La Vendee, in which in the name of Italan
Uuily, the worst horrors of the French Revolu-
tion are being repeated by the mercesary ruffians
of Vicior Enmanvel. Oue good tking however,
one encouraging symptom presentstself,  Gari-
baldi and the Kung are daily assvwming mare hos-
tile atiitudes fowards ooe another, and, as the
groverb says, when rogues or Louges (all out, hao-
est men have a chance of coming by their own.

/ CANADA AND THE UNITED STATES.—The

most superficial observer must Ye struck with
the close, we may say the perfect analogy sub-
asting betwixt the state of aflairs in these two
countries. In the former, thavk (God, we have
not as yet had resource to material arms; and if
there be aught of honesty or wisdom—aught of
€apacily to profit by the example of our South-
ern neighbors—we may entertain the hope that,
in time, even the wordy warfare now waged may
be stilled ; and that peace and harmony betwixt
{be two Provinces, and the two distinct races by
whom they are severally inhabited wmay be re-
stored.

This however cannot be expected from the
proposed Federation, or from any probable mo-
dification thereof: and be ndeed must be ex-
eeedingly deficient in pohtical foresight who does
mot perceive that the scheme lately anpounced
it the Legislature for allaying * sectional diller-
ences” can but have the effect of intensifying
and perpetuating them. As rationally might the
sack man expect a quiet night’s rest from the ap-
plication of a blister, or a dose of salts, as the

- Capadian publicist anticipate a cessation of
sigectional diffsrences” from a Federation, either
of the two Canadas, or of all the British North
Americen Provioces,

The «essation of * sectional differences,” for-
sooth, {om a Federal Union! Are men mad
or do they believe therr listeners to be lools:
that they assail our ears with such trash. Let
ns but turn our eyes for a moment to the south-
ward, 1o the battle-fields of the Army of the
FPoromac ; and then ask ourselves how far has a
Federal Union tended to allay, or prevent the
growth of ‘sectional differences™ belwixt the

- snembers of that Federation? Never wasa
Federal Umon mauguraled, never can a Federal
Wmen again be inaugurated, under such favorable
auspices, aad such fortunate condiions, as those

“woder which was inaugurated the Federal Union
of the North American Republic. DBetwixt ns
component parls, there Were no essential difftr-
ences of race or creed. Heirs 1o the same sncial
_system, wnberitors of the same “common law"” of

Fagland, of -1he same traditions, the same litera-
fure, the same mother tongue, aud the same re-
ligion, with no bitter memories of the past to

" Jook back upon, flushed with recent triumph over

'® common enerny, and newly conquered mdepen-

dleace, comrades on many. a bard faught field— of

" #me blood; of one lineage, and of - one failh—the

people of tle young American Republic might.

‘mell beliere their puhtcal fabrie to be destioed

to an immortality and a prosperity not accorded
to the systems under which other men lived.—
If ever, we say, there was a form of Govern-

ment devised by the wit of man calculated to

ensure its own stability, the designs of its origma-
tors, to maintain peace amongst its members, and
to do away with all possibily of {uture discord,
or “sectional diflerences,” that form of Govern-
ment was that of whose birth our grandfathers
were the witnesses, and of which we have beleld
the overihrow in the storm of civil war. And
yet there are men mad encugh, or, shall we say
unpudent enough, 1o prate to us of a Federal
Usion of these Provinces as a specific against
“ sectional differences ! -

Why ! already the two Canadas stand to one
agother 1n the hostile relations of South to
North. What the Yankees are to the people
of Virginia, Georgra and the Carolinas, that are
the great wass of the Upper Canadians to us of
Lower Canada., They are our Yankees ; and
for the last quarter of a century, the history of
this portion of North America is but the record
of thergallant struggles of the French Canadian
race agamst that Yankee dominion. Aliea to
one another, as we lave often said, m blood, in
language, and religion, with no community of m-
terests or traditions, of literature, or of social
usages, with no bond to unite them, except their
comton allegiance to Queen Victoria—the pev-
ple of the two Canadas present in their respeclive
positions a contrast the most siriking Lo the peo-
ple of the thirteen Colonies when the latter in-
augurated that Federal Uaion of whose bloody
consequences we are (he spectators, And with
this esample before our eyes, with this instance
of the inefficiency of any form of Federal Union
to prevent Lhe grosvth of * sectional differences”
and their development into internecine war, We
prate about a Federal Union as a means to allay
already existing, and deep seated differences ;
differences baving their roots deep down in the
soil of our social being, andl springing from the
weradicable diferences of race and creed which
distinguish the pecple of one Province {rom those
of the other! Is this sunply folly 7 or must it
be set down to the account of something worse
{han madness, and more disgraceflul than folly ?
We allude, of course, to the language of the
Lvening Telegraph and other journals favor-
able 1o the scheme of Federation.

We are told that the Federal system in the
United States bas failed, not from its mirinsic
delects, but because of the disturbing mfluence
of sluvery ; because of the astagonism betwixt
Slave States and Free States. 'I'iis we do not
adrmit j for though the existence of the slavery
element may bave slightly precipitated the rup-
ture, it is in no sense ils cause. But let this
pass, For the sake of argument let us grant all
that can be attributed to slavery as the cause of
the civil war ; and what then? Have we not
Popery 10 Canada? aud are not Popery and
Protestantism as mutvally antagonistic as slave
labor and [ree labor? Rave we not ethaologi-
cal differences, as well as religious diferences?
and are not these fully equivalent to those differ-
ences betwixt North and South whiel, accord-
\ng to one set of theorists, have caused the break
up of the Federal Uoton ?

Because we say lbese lhings, we are nat 1a-
sensible to, not willing to prolong, the evils which
spring .from ¢ sectional differences,” betwixt
subjects of one Sovereign, and to whom we of
the Lower Province are profoundly attached,and
sincerely Joyal.  'We are for umon, but for
morul, ot political union ; and we kaow that the
more closely the people of Upper and Lower
Canada are politically united, the less will they
be morally united.  'We aim at uaion, we say,
but a moral uuion, by the means, and as-1he con-
stquence, of a political geverance. Polutically
separated, each Province uncer ils own legisla-
ture 1n the enjoymeut of full autosomy, Upper
and Lower Canada would be tlie closest and the
most steacfast of friends. Politically united,
they are, and ever must be, mutually provoking
one another to wrath, and inspiring one another
with fears and jealousies, Upper Canada wiil
still be to the Lower Province what Massa-
chusetts 1s to Virginia, and Mr. George Brown
must stand towards the French Canadians as
the bated Butler. Tue only chance for a
thorough cordial union hetwizt the two Pro-
vinces hes in their political separation,

To those who labor under 1be delusion that
in mere political union there is strengih,and that a
political separation of the two Canadas would
leave the Provioces weak, and uaable, if at-
tacked, 10 cope wilh an enemy in time of war—
we would respectfuliy offer one suggestion.
Woere the thirteen colonies, because each was
governed according to its own form of Counstilu-
tion, Patent or Chartfer, the less able, because of
therr political severance, to make head against
the formidable military power of France oo this
Continent? Were they, because of their poliii-
tical diflereoce, the less morally united 1w the
hour of danger, or less formidable to their foes,
then they would have been bad ail their peculiar
forms of government been merged into one, ana
a complete political unity established betwixt
them? Certanty not. For all purposes of of-.
fence or delence, the thirteen colonies were one ;

l

and they were one as towards the enemy, because
as towards one another they were several and
distinct ; because in short, they were morally
and oot politically umited. So teo would it be
with us, and all the Briish North American
Provinces,were our relations towards one another
as were those of the thirteen colomes ; were each
Province left free to govern itself without inter-
ference of any kind from its neighbors.

Bui this moral union, of which the basis must
be the perfect autonomy of the several Pro-
vinces, and ot which the results would be peace
and good wull at ail times, and 1 the hour of
danger a combined front against the common foe—
is not at all the kind of union after which Pro-
testant Reformers, Clear Grits, Rouges and
Laberals do baoker. It is only as a means to
an end, the triumph of democraey, of the prin-
ciples of ’89, and the spoliation of the Catholic
Church in Lower Canada, that our political op-
ponents value Umon. Tiook at their writings:
search (he columus of the Witness—or of ils twin
brother the ‘Toronto Globe, the organ of Mr.
George Brown—and what shall we find ? "Al-
ways the most extravagant laudations of Italian
Uaily ; and because thereby the great and good
work of secularising the propersty of the Church,
of putting down DMonkery, and subjecting all
ranks and coaditions of the clergy—acd ulti-
mately it 15 hoped the Pope himseli—to the cinil
poswer bas been signally promoted. Tlus s the
great worl, the crowning mercy of Italian Uni-
fication: and this is the work which Protestant
Reformers and the friends of Mr. George Browo
hope to carry through wn Capada by the same
agencies. We do our enemies no wrong tu this,
for they make no secret of their ultimate designs.
In that they approve of the robbery and perse-
cution of the Cnuccl: in Italy, how can it be be-
lieved that they would shrink from the carrying
out 1n a Urited Canada,of measures of which they
approve ina United Italy ?

But without entering at the present into any
detalls, or urging to day the innumerable objec-
tions, moral and malerial, that paturally present
themselves to the sclhieme of a Federation of all,
or any of the British North Amwmerican Pro-
vinces, let us content ourselves with the coosi-
deration how [ar such an arrangement would be
Lkely to smooth down asperities, aud allay ¢ sec-
tional d.fferences.” Here we quit the domain of
theory, for the domain of facts. Inletters,mnde-
hb'e letters of blood, is the solulion of this pro-
biem 'writlen, so that to all ages it 13 given to
know how vain il is to expect tbat a Federal
Union shall prevent the growth of mutual jea-
lousies and hitred.

The several States of the American Republic
were united in Federal Umion, and under the
most favorable cipcumstances conceivable,
Circumstances, so favorable, that never can we
expect Lhem 10 be repeated.

T'lie several States of the Union are now en-
gaged 10 the most deadly, the most cruel war re-
corded in history. Outhe one side the Norih
lavishes its blood and treasure Lo enforce its hated
yoke upon the seceded South @ on the other side
the Southerners with a beroism and devotion
without parallel, submt cheerlully to the bitterest
of privations, to bave their hoines devastated, and
thewr fields lad waste,1n the hopes of thereby
bemg able to escape from the odious connexion
with their Yankee oerghbors,

Therefore a Federal Union does not afford any
guarantee whatever against the development to
the most dangerous proportions, of what are
euphuistically termed * sectional differences.”

In short, to dispose of the whole question as
to the efficacy of a Federal Union to promote
concord, we have but ts ask ourselves—what are
the Southerners lighting for 2 For wuat cause are
they shedding their heart’s blood on the field of
batle? We reply—to throw off a yoke which
long years of bilter experieace has proved to be
too grievous to be borne; a yolte alas! wlich
sorae amongst us it seems are wtent upon impos-
ing on Canada. We are, and we are not
ashamed to own it, Secessionists at heart, sym-
pathisers with the South: nol because we do not
detest slavery—but because heart and soul we
would uphold the pricciple of State-Rights
against Federal Sovereignty, or in other words
Centrahsation. Sympathising therefore as we
do with the South in its efforts to throw off
the yoke of Federal Centralisation—we cannot,
in common consistency, but be beart and soul
opposed to the Federal Uanion of such hetero-
geneous elements as the Provinces of British
North America.

Not by
word of mouth alone, or by precept, do these eur
gpiritual guides nculcate loyalty, but by their
lives and 10 the example wiich they daily set us.
Models are they of every civic as well as of
every Christian virtue ; and the people, who lis-
{en to their teachiogs, and put those teachings in
practice, must (hemselves be loyal to their Queen
as well as to their God—good subjects, as we!l as
perfect Clristians. -

And hence it is thatf in the Upper Province
the suspicion of disloyalty attach to any members
of our Church, it 13 to those who set at naught
ber admounitions agamst ¢ Secret Societies,” ac-
cursed of God and man, the enemies of socidl
order, as well as of religion. Hence it is that il
in Lower Canada, disloyalty, and Yankee pro-
chvities find barbor in the bosoms of Irench
Canadians, itis so with those only who are rebels
to the Church, who despise ihe teachings of her
Ministers, and wiolate their precepts. Thank
God ! however, Lhese pestiferous Rouges are as
yet as contemptible iu pomnt of numbers, as they
are destitute of wnfluence ; for ther compatriots
know them to be anti-nationsl as well as anti-
Catholic, and therelare despise them.

.Apd hence too anotber noteworthy moral
phenomenon—to wit, the hatred of Upper Can-
ada Clear Grits to French Cavadian Catholies ;
hence too the sympathy betwist the Rouges of
Lower Canada, and the enemes of Lower Cuna-
dian nationality in the Upper Proviace. The
heart’s desire of the latter is to mould, or re-cast
our political and social system after the Yaukee
pattern ; and to force on us the demoralising cus-
toms of our Yankee neighbors. To the realisa-
tion of these aspirations the loyalty of French Ca-
padians, which (0yalty 18 the result of their Catho-
lieity, presents on wnsuperable obstacle.

England annually consumes, at the rate of 4s.
6J. pe. head. Ireland at the rate of Ss 11d. ;
and Scotland at the rate of 20s. 64.

‘Che smaller consumption of spirits in England,
is explained by the fact that in England and
Wales the value of the beer annually consumed
is put down at sixty millions ; whilst in Ireland,
as yet, beer is not generally used by the people.
But what must we tkink of the driaking babits of
puritanical Scotland whose people drink at the
rate of about five dollars per head ner annumn !

In the presext condition of - the Papal States it is
supposed that the choice of 'tke. Sacred College is
already made, and that the tuture Poatiff. will be
proolaimed instantly on the deash of Pius 1X, with-
out any meeting in Ooncluve or the usual forms. of
eiection. This would be contrary to all previous
usege ; but were Rome &t onca invaded by the troops
of Vietor Emmanuel, with or without the permission
of Prance, or were an insurrection 1o oceur, the Gar-
dinals would not be bouad to assemble in the Vati-
can ; for wherever they assemble there is the Coo-
clave, ’

There can be no donbt that the Governmenta of
Austria, France, Spain, and the other Catholic
States would cheerfully sllow the Pope a sum equi-
valent to the revenues of the Holy See belore the
Piedmontese robbery and usurpation if His Holiness
would accept jt. But as became the Hend of the
Church npon earth, Pius 1X declined the offers
which were pressed upon kim, being determined to
keep his sublime office free from all human restraint
snd clear of all entapglement in the iufluences and
actions of the Princes of tbis world, and to depend
upon the flork cf Cbrist for the pecuniary aid which
be may require until itshall plenss God o convert
or smite the robber and restore its Estates to the
Church. Though plundered, a8 we have said, of
nearly nine-tenths of his revenues by the King of
Sardinia, the demauds upon the Papal Treasury have
not been in the least diminished. Tbere ig still to
be paid the interest upon the debt which the Pounli-
fical Gorernment, both before and since the acces-
sion of His Holineas, was obliged to contract, and it
is paid punctually. Thero is still the never-ceasing
cali for aid to foreign DMissions, whick must be
promptly responded to if the first object and duty
of the Holy See—the propagation of the Faith—
are to be accomplished and discharged. For tbe
supply of these wants there is at present but one
fund —the charity of the Faithful. From no other
soarce will the Pope accept the pecunjary us-
gistance of which the Holy See stands in need,
through the sacrilegious crimes and impiety of
the Piedmontese Government. Nor will that
source fail him, Gratitude and duty make the
payment of Peter's Pence an obligation upon
every OCatholic on earth; and that obligation
they will cheerfully discharge. It is a tribute to
the Iloly Fatber the payment of which would
vever have been discontinued 1f the public feel-
iog bad been in a gound state; and, now that it has
been resumed, will not, we trust, bs ever again neg-
lected. The sum is so emall that it cannot be an
inconvenience to individuals, and yet its aggregate —
if all who bave the means do their duty— will be so
large that the means thus placed at the disposal of
the Holy See for the discharge of his primary duty
would amply suffice for the great end in view. Be-
eides, the regular payment payment of Peters Pence
is the recogaition of u great Catholic obligation, and
will be a bulwark to the Savereign Pontiff as evi-
deocing the unity of the Church, the reverence of
the great mass of the Christian world for she
Ubair of St. Peter, the fidelity of the flock to
the Supreme Pastor, and the devotion of all
Cutholics tv the Holy See 23 tho mother and
mistress of all Churches, Even the Piedmontese
kave retained grace emough to crush the attempt of
the recreant Passaglia and other revolutionary
agents in the Turin Parlisment to prevent the col-
leciion of Peters Pence in the territories subjected to
the sceptre of Victor Emmanuel. Of course the bit-
terest enemy of the Church on the occasion was the
Apostate Prieat. While soldiers and lagwmen with-
out acy special respect for religion were content

the deputy, Signor Cantu, whose speech ia support
of the national collection of Peter's Pence was so ef-
fective that the Government, well aware that thers
is a large preponderance of true Catholic feeling in
Itely, acd that the orator was but the esponent of
tbis tesling, shraak trom a vote in favor of the Pas-
segiian views and induced the House to pass to the
order of the day.— Weekly Register.

Kinapos ofF NarLes.—The debates in the French
and [tslian Ohnmbers have caused little sensation
bere, though the abuurd assertions of M. Jules
Favre and the Italinn Deputies on the protection
afforded by the Pontifical Court to the Nespolitan
Reaction have exciied the contempt of every ome
cognisaut of the facts. The accusation has been so
often refuted that it is now scarcely worth replying
to, the strict neutrality of the Government being
carried to the point of offending many of ita own
adherents rether than give ground for the baseleas
calumeies of the Revolution. The truth is, that
the Piedmontese army, finding its task of grinding
down the Neapolitan population utterly beyond its
capacity, acta like the wolf in the fable, who accused
tbe lamb of troubling the water, and is too ready to
geize any excuse for aggression on the Holy See.
Wiih regard to M. Favre’s epithet of brigands, the
term has lost its force by too frequent misapplication,
and it far better fits the hordes of Revolutionists who
awarm the territories of a friendly sovereign without
previous decluration of war, than men who, Neapo-
litans and Royalists, are Sghting on Neapolitan soil
for the independence of their country and the res-
toration of their King.—Cor. of Tablel.
