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Social Club Shakeup

Allyson Woodside, bar
manager, tendered her resigna-
tion at a regular meeting of the
College Hill Social Club Board
of Directors on Tuesday,
December 8, 1987. In an inter-
view with the Brunswickan,
she said “* ... my reasons
for leaving the club are purely
personal.”” Woodside did say
that she would stay on as
manager until the Board had
found a replacement and she
had time to train them.

Woodside said the club has no
plans to close in spite of the box-
ed advertising insert which ran
on the back page of the
Brunswickan’s last issue. Wood-
side was out of town when the
order for that advertising insert
was placed by Board of Director
Chairman Ernie O’Hara.
Although the decision to place
the ad was not done under the
auspices of a formal Board
meeting (which would have
allowed for informal discussion,
debate and perhaps, dissent), the

Chairman did obtain a majority
vote in favor of the ad from the
five member Board.

The controversial insert read
as follows: ‘‘Dear student, we
need your support! We must sell
an additional 1000 member-
ships before the end of the term
or the Social Club may be forc-
ed to close. Please help!
Memberships are now only $10.
Thank you for your support.
The CHSC.”” Even though
Woodside said that claim fis
false, she does maintain that
that particular wording of the
advertisement has done damage
to the club. ‘“Any rumour of that
sort has a negative effect on a
drinking or food establishment.’’

Woodside said that a new
manager is needed for the club
to “stir it up.”” Woodside has
been at it for almost two years
and says both she and the club
need a break. When asked who
she thought would make a good
replacement as bar manager,
Woodside replied ‘“There is little
chance that the Board will hire
an outsider. In order to do the

job of getting the bar back on its
feet, it is going to have to be so-
meone from within the universi-
ty community with experience.
| certainly intend to firmly
establish whomever it is they
choose to replace me."”’

After holding a series of inter-
views, all through volunteered
time effort, the Board of Direc-
tors hired Matt Harris and Paul
Richards as co-managers of the

Social Club for a four month
probationary period. The hiring
of the former club bar tenders as
co-managers came twelve days.
after Woodside tendered her
resignation. The Board of Direc-
tors consists of Paul Murray, Bill
lraer, Lynn Fraser, }im
Davis and Ernie O'Hara.

In an attempt to dispel
rumours about the club and to
outline their present position

Smokers Beware

‘‘Butt it out!””

That's the message from
SUB Director Kim Norris. Star-
ting on Monday, certain areas
in the Student Union Building
will be designated no-smoking
areas.

Despite the fact that Norris is
still waiting for official ap-
proval from Doug Smith, the
Chairman of UNB’s Safety
Committee, students can ex-
pect to see ““No Smoking’”
signs posted in the Blue
Lounge and other high traffic
areas after the weekend.

Norris is pleased with the in-
itiative. ““Most of us wouldn't
dream of working in a building
with an asbestos ceiling, yet
we surround ourselves with
cigarette smoke’’, he said.
“It’s a little crazy. We need to
put things in perspective.’’

Responding to a memo from
the University President’s of-
fice requesting Deans and
Department heads to
designate smoking and non-
smoking areas, Norris has
designated Room 203, Room
103, Room 26, the Blue
Lounge and an extended por-
tion of the cafeteria as smoke-
free.

Though he admits that the
policy may be difficult to im-
plement, he thinks it's a step

in the right direction. ‘’Some
students will undoubtedly ob-
ject to this initiative, but
they've got to think of the
health of those who don't
smoke’’, Norris said.

“Smokers who fail to comp-
ly with the new regulation will
be asked to either butt out or
leave the building. If they
refuse, they will be escorted
from the SUB by Campus
Police or Security."”

Jane Arnold, SU President,
was skeptical. ‘]l think it's a
good idea, but 1 don't think it'll
work’” she said. ‘‘Personally,
'd like to see the whole SUB
smoke free, but then 1 don't
smoke."”’

Norris has also sent a -ques-
tionnaire to SUB tenants in an
attempt to assess the reaction
on the part of both smokers
and non-smokers to the new
policy. Following recommen-
dations from the Building's
tenants, some offices may also
be smoke-free.

Some students think that the
initiative is a good idea. “It's
about time smoking was bann-
2d in the Blue Lounge’’, said
ne. But others feel that the
policy is an infringement on
their rights as smokers.
“They're trying to dictate our
behaviour’’, said a disgruntled
student.
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Funding Formula Free For all

Students and faculty in Saint
John are voicing their anger
over the method used to divide
government funds between the
two campuses of the University
of New Brunswick.

Their target is a new report
prepared by the ad hoc commit-
tee of the Board of Governors on
the Inter-Campus Allocation of
Provincial Government
Operating Grants. The commit-
tee is comprised of UNB Presi-
dent, Dr. James Downey; Ed
Graham, President of Bruncor
Inc. of Saint John; and A. ).
O’Connor, General Manager of
the NB Electric Power Commis-
sion. 1t has recommended the
continuation of a policy of
allocation, adopted by the
Board in 1985, which will cut a
total of 3.2 million dollars from
UNBS)’s operating budget by
1991.

Under this system, 25 percent
of the available funds are allot-
ted on the basis of enrolment
figures. The remaining 75 per-
cent is a base grant, determined

chiefly by historical funding

patterns. Previous to 1985,
money was awarded strictly on

the basis of enrolment. This
scheme allowed the rapidly ex-
panding Saint John campus to
recefve corresponding increases
in funding. Now, according to
student union president Tony
Jogan, UNBS) is ‘‘being penaliz-
ed for growing”’.

He foresees the university
ultimately having to take one or
more of the following steps as a

consequence of the continued.

use of this formula:

- cut back academic program-
mes

- limit enrolment

- reduce non-academic
services.

Gogan fears that the final
result will be that fewer people
will have an opportunity to get
an education. Most UNBS)
students are from the Saint John
area. Over half are part-time,
and many work full-time and/or
support a family. They cannot
afford to go elsewhere.

Dr. Downey admits that it is
possible that programs and
enrolment may have to be

limited in Saint John in the
future, but notes that this has
already happened in Frederic-
ton. Enrolment in Engineering,
Law, Education, and Nursing
has been restricted due to insuf-
ficient funding. He defends the
committee’s position as the only
fair means to distribute severely

limited resources between the
two campuses. He claims that
for seven years (previous to
1985), the method used by the
Board of Governors favoured
Saint John. It amounted to a
transfer of funds from Frederic-
ton to Saint John - a subsidy.
Dr. Downey says that the
consequences of reinstating the
enrolment based formula that
the students desire would pro-
vide the university with no pro-
tection against predicted decline
in enrolments (and subsequent
drops in funding). In addition,
the report cites intense inter-
university competition for
students and a drop in educa-
tional standards in the region as
a likely result of such a move.

Maritime Higher Education

budget cut. Gogan sums up the
situation by saying, ““The 3.2
million that we are losing will go
to Fredericton. We have an an-
nual grant of 6 million from the
government. Fredericton gets 48
million. 3 million is nothing to
UNB Fredericton. Losing it will
be catastrophic to UNBS).””
The Board of Governors will
reach a decision on the matter
when they meet )January 18.

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Big Bucks For Far Out Research

Five UNB professors will
recefve over a million dollars
to conduct satellite research,
and could move Canada to the
forefront of GPS satellite
technology.

The UNB team consists of
electrical engineering pro-
fessor James Tranquilla and
surveying engineering pro-
fessors Richard Langley, David
Wells, Alfred Kleusberg and
Petr Vanicek.

UNB Geologist Confirms

For the last six years, the
team has been researching
how satellites in the NAVSTAR
Global Positioning System
(GPS) can be used commercial-
ly for surveying and
navigating. The United States

Earthquake Today!

Using techniques that enable
him to recreate earthquakes at
will, John Spray is able to
study how energy is dissipated
during a quake.

The behavior of the earth’s
plates as they move against
one another, can be simulated
with a friction welding
machine. The machine rotates
one core sample of rock
against another producing first
rock powder then a melt.

The movement of the plates
along faults can produce
sound, vibration and frictional
heat. ““The plates don’t always
move smoothly,”” explained
Dr. Spray, ‘‘sometimes, they

may build up stress and then
slip. This behaviour, which is
called slip-stick fault move-
ment, can cause localized fric-
tional melting along the plate
walls.”

From the comfort of his
laboratory, Dr. Spray can pur-
sue his interest in fault
energetics. By doing so, he can
avoid the dangers and dif-
ficulties of taking samples
from active or dormant faulits.

Dr. Spray also added that
““melting on fault planes has
been documented in every
continent, and the melts can
be used as an indication of
past fault behavior and, in the

case of dormant faults, for
helping to assess future
seismic risk.””

His method is simple and
relatively inexpensive. Dr.
Spray commented ‘At the mo-
ment, no one else in the world
is using a friction welder to
study earthquakes.”” He ex-
pects that other researchers
will begin to use his technique
when it becomes more widely
known.

The inspiration for this new
method came to Dr. Spray two
years ago during lunch with a
metallurgist colleague who
had been doing research on
aluminum welding.

‘Department of Defence will
have launched the complete
24-satellite system by the
1990s.

““In certain areas of GPS, our
research team, in concert with
its industrial partners, could be
the first developers of com-
mercial differential GPS ap-
plications in the world,”” Dr.
Tranquilla said. GPS satellites
broadcast signals on their
positions to receivers on the
ground. Differential GPS, in
which the relative positions of
two or more GPS receivers are
determined, is accurate to the
subcentimetre level.

The UNB team will use the
NSERC grants to purchase
state-of-the art equipment and
carry out five strategic projects
in hydrography, geodesy and
engineering surveys, arctic
positioning, spacecraft posi-
tioning, and foresty and
agriculture.

In the hydrography project,
the team will develop techni-
ques for mapping and survey-
ing coastal regions, locating
shoals, reefs and harbor en-
trances as well as positioning
equipment such as buoys and
ofl rigs.

The team will study how
antennas affect the accuracy of

GPS measurements in geodesy
and engineering surveys. This
technology will be used to
monitor land deformations
such as earthquakes, move-
ment of the earth’s plates and
sinking of the ground caused
by mining ofl or coal.

In arctic positioning, GPS can
be used to situate ofil rigs and
other resource-related facilities
in the north. Achieving the
necessary accuracy is difficult
because some communica-
tions ‘equipment does not
work in the high latitude.

The UNB team will also ex-
amine the use of GPS packages
as standard equipment on
most spacecraft launched by
the United States; on RADAR-
SAT, Canada’s first satellite
which will assist in arctic
navigation and will be launch-
ed in 1990; and on the inter-
national space platform, to
which Canada will contribute a
service module, including
Canadarm.

The fifth project is the com-
mercial development of GPS

technology in agriculture and _
forestry. In aerial spray opera-

tions, GPS satellites can guide
sprayers, preventing them
from missing areas or overlap-
ping spray lines.

““Free Canada, Trade
Mulroney”” read the signs atop
Parliament Hill last Monday as
protesters voiced their disap-
proval to the signing of the
Canada - U.S. Free Trade Pact
last Saturday afternoon.

The signing of the Treaty is
but a milestone as both the
Canadian Parliament and U.S.
Congress must ratify the
legislation to take effect
January 1, 1989.

Liberal leader John Turner
has vowed to tear up the
agreement should he win the
next election, saying that the
agreement ‘‘is a Sale of
Canada Act”” and NDP leader
Ed Broadbent maintains that
the Federal government has
no mandate to proceed
because Free Trade was not an
issue in the last election.

Unfortunately, while hearing
numerous reports of support
and opposition to the Agree-
ment, the average Canadian
has heard little of substance
with regards to the actual con-
tents of the pact. Here, then,

trade:

summary of the main points of
the agreement. It must be
noted, however, that this in-
formation was taken from a
government publication.

Tariffs between the two
countries will be eliminated by
the time the agreement is fully
implemented in 1998. Depen-
ding on the sensitivity of the
sector affected, tariffs will be
eliminated in three different
ways:

- immediately (Jan. 1, 1989)

- five equal steps to Jan. 1,
1993

- ten equal steps to Jan 1,
1998

Securing and improving ac-
cess to the U.S. Market - The
Agreement contains measures
to restore the rule of law in
commerce between the U.S.
and Canada. 1t will prevent
either country from adopting
protectionist policies against
the other when the particular
imports are not an important
cause of injury.

New Trade Opportunities
-The Free Trade Agreement
will give Canadian and
American Service Industries
the right to do business on
either side -of the border.

What’s The Deal?

Specifically covered by the
agreement are tourism,
telecommunications, com-
puter services, and transporta-
tion services.

Investment - Both countries
will maintain existing sectoral
investment restrictions but
Canada will phase out review-
ing indirect acquisitions of
Canadian owned businesses,
and Canada will also retain
restrictions in key-sectors such
as energy, air transport, and
““cultural industries’’.

Agriculture - All agricultural
tariffs will be eliminated over
ten years, and no export sub-

sidies will be permitted by
either government, although
Canada will retain the right to
cushion domestic producers in
times of depressed prices.
Canada’s right to have farm
marketing boards will not be
affected.

Energy - ‘’Canada will be a
reliable supplier if the U.S. is a
reliable customer and both
countries will share their
energy supplies in the event of
an energy shortage.”

Wine and Liguor - ‘‘The
agreement will phase out
seven years of discriminatory

pricing.”

Dispute Settlement - The
Agreement calls for a panel of
Canadian and American
representatives in the case of a
dispute.

1t soon may be a phrase found within our libraries if proposed Bills, C-54
and C-60 are put into effect. .

Bill C-54, which is proposed anti-pornography legislation that would
make it a crime to circulate material that ‘‘incites, promotes, éncourages
or advocates certain types of sexual behavior, including sexually violent
conduct, beastiality, incest and a degrading act in sexual context.”’

The Bill is well intentional as its purpose is to eliminate pornography, but
the politicians seem to have become over zealous in their efforts. In their
haste the members of Parliament will prevent YOU from reading books
such as Marion Engel’s Bear, Sylvia Fraser's My Father’s House, Boccac-
cio’s The Decameron, Plato’s Symposium and.Safe Sex in the Age of
A.LD.s by the Institute for Advanced Study of Human'Sexuality, because
the Bill fails to account for material of an artistic, educational or medical
nature.

Bill C-60, copyright legislation, follows in the wake of the pornography
bill, and will further restrict material. Under the act a person who makes a
photo copy of copyrighted material will be required to pay the author

royalties. Thus only those who can afford the royality will be able to do

research or carry on with their studies.

““Theft is theft. And theft of intellectual property is theft,”” so said com-
munications minister Flora MacDonald, but knowledge is power and Bill
C-60 will limit that power to those who can pay the price. ~

Books and unfettered access to them are a symbol of a progressive and
open minded society. Do we want Canada to join the list of infamous coun-
tries and their regimes that have banned or burned books in the past? 1
hope not. :

January, 1988. The first month of yet another new year. That first page of the bright
new calendar, with its refreshing wintry scene, gives us the feeling of a new beginning.
Everyone likes, and needs, new beginnings, large or small. New beginnings mean new

chances: new semester, new challenges, new relationships, new job possibilities. These
are real, and they are important.

Onémight have the feeling, however, that the sense of a new beginning is, to a large ex-
tent, merely psychological. When the final remnants of the past festive season have been

shoved out the door, are we not again faced with the same concerns of who we are and
what we are doing? :

Life all too quickly begins to take its normal course. The stark reality of day-to-day ex-
istences does not cease to stare us in the face.'Those New Year's resolutions, concocted
with new found fervour and diligence, quickly prove impossible to keep. Our best inten-
tions fall victim to an all too patterned way of life. It becomes difficult to give up familiar
vices we know we would do much better without. Our basic habit remain virtually un-

changed. Our personal committments and relationships continue to reflect the amount of
energy we put into them.

Does this mean that 1988 will, after all, simply repeat the past? Will it leave us locked

into a pattern we have adopted, one to which we have grown accustomed or enslaved? Is
the outlook then really pessimistic?

Developments in the recent past certainly leave this impression. The stock market crash
continues to uncover the personal and corporate crises of those who over-speculated.
Skirmishes in North Africa and South Africa, clashes in the Middle East and the Far East
reveal all too clearly that the ‘‘Peace on Earth’” many sang about is still far from being ac-
complished. Instant television communication not only brings to our very living rooms the
disasters of the world, but also numbs us to their severity. Air, water and noise pollution,
waster and over-industrialization, alarming by-products of our ““advanced’” way of life,
continue to exact their toll on our lush green planet.

How do we avoid slipping into a pessimism when we survey the global scene? What do

“we do in this new year to stave off a ‘“doom and gloom’’ attitude? Do we look to free

trade, with its promises of increased material wealth, to bring a better tomorrow? Do we
continue to resort to military force or the courts of law, to enhance our security and pro-
tect our way of life, never mind that of the other? Do we further assert our individuality, in

hopes of securing our uncompromised, individual rights and choices, as the only way to
personal freedom?

To implement this seems only to bring more of the same cancerous growth that is slow-
ly dehumanizing and destroying our world. The corporate, military, economic and in-

dividualistic trends continue to dominate. But, their toll on human suffering, misery and
bloodshed is heart-rendering.

The festive Christmas season has just passed. Has its meaning, like all the Christmas
trimmings, been put into a box for another year? Must we quickly recover from the sen-
timentality of that event? After all, does it really fit into our fast paced 20th Century ex-
istence?

“Of course, simple solutions for complex problems gets us nowhere. But neither does
the all too common ‘‘me first’" strategy. There is something in the actions of the 1979
Nobel Peace prize winner which the world can fll afford to ignore much longer. From the
horrifying slums of Calcutta, Mother Theresa’s message to the world was to trade in our
““get what we can’’ self-centredness for a ‘‘give what we can’’ outlook.

That essentially may mean no more than extending that ‘‘good feeling’’ of the
Christmas season to the entire year. Now, to appropriate that on a permanent basis
would surely be a new beginning for a lot of things. 1 wonder what it would do for 1988?

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Suicide: A Taboo Subjec

For some students, the most
traumatic moments of the
term have been associated
with midterm papers and ex-
ams. But for a woman 1 met
recently who prefers to remain
anonymous, trauma consists
of watching another jump to
her death from the
Westmorland Street bridge.
The shock of the experience
has lingered with her, just as it
does with the friends anc
families of this and other vic
tims of suicide - so much that it
remains a taboo subject.

In the first eleven months of
the year, Fredericton City
Police have eight suicide on
record. In 1986, there were
ten. Eighteen self-inflicted
deaths in two years in

Fredericton alone is far too -

many, especially when a
greater proportion of these are
in the age group from the teens
to early twenties.

Sergeant Timothy Cane of
the Fredericton City Police at-
tributes these youthful
suicides to peer pressure,
school troubles, and despair
over broken relationships.
Others, he feels, are the resuit
of Christmas depressions, and
after-Christmas bills, the
things most of us take for
granted. '

The Fredericton police work
closely with Chimo, providing
them with workshops and lec-
tures. In return, Chimo reports
all emergency calls to the
police, who respond to a
suicide in progress.

Section 10 of the Mental

Health Act allows police to de-
tain any individual who ap-
pears to be a threat to
themselves and to take them
to the hospital for treatment
and assessment. The police
may also call their chaplain,
Father Peter O’Hanley, and
the Victim Witness Unit, a
group of volunteers available
day and night, to assist them
in the care of victims and their

families.
At the Doctor Everett

Chalmers Hospital, the suicidal
person is given physical treat-
ment as necessary, as well as
a psychiatric assessment.
Although there is no
psychiatrist on the emergency
ward, one is always on call. A
general practitioner cannot on
his refer a patient to the

the limited number of beds,
the doctors are faced with the
responsibility of deciding
which suicide threats are
serious and which are merely
a bid for attention or an at-
tempt to get in out of the cold.

The DECH psychiatric ward
consists of thirty acute care

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nurses on the floor agree is too
few. Diane Morrison, Service
Coordinator at the hospital
says they are looking for
twelve to fifteen additional
acute care beds.

Chronic patients are sent to
Centracare in Saint John. Nan-
cy Curtis of the NB chapter of <
the Canadian Mental Health
Association does not agree
with this policy. She feels that
psychiatric patients benefit
from being near their families,
and that chronic care beds are
needed in our own area as
well.

Suicide, however, is a topic
that few people will discuss. In
some households, even the
word is taboo. Information
about actual suicide cases are
a matter of confidentiality to
both the police and the
medical profession. Sergeant
Cane stateg, the 8 suicide is
downplayedu even in the media
for the sake of the families in-
volved.

Discussion of suicide seems
to be an admission of defeat
and failure. To say a family
member passed away sudden-
ly is acceptable. But to say that
this person took his own life is
to open oneself to guilt .,

When  Sergei Morozov
returned from his short stint in
Afghanistan as a member of
the Soviet Military Reserve, he
discovered to his dismay that
the Soviet press did not give
fair and accurate coverage of
the war which he had just left
behind.

““l don’t think our media pro-
vides complete and absolutely
objective coverage of the
developments in
Afghanistan,”” he said in a re-
cent interview conducted vis-
a-vis the Soviet Embassy in Ot-
tawa for the Brunswickan.
“Those who returned from
Afghanistan in the first years
our limited contingent was
there, were especially vexed
by the lack of trustworthy in-
formation.”

Nevertheless, Morozov and
Skumatenko, who both agree
on the one-sided picture of
events in Afghanistan,
volunteered that ‘‘positive
changes’’ in Soviet media
coverage of that war have
taken place due to
Gorbachev’'s new policies of
Glasnost (openness) and
Perestroika (restructuring). In-
deed, such candidness on the
part of Soviet citizens to
Western journalists could

- never have taken place

without Glasnost, and critical
evaluations of the Soviet
media such as that
represented by Morozov and
Skumatenko was unthinkable
only two years ago. -

his comrade’s analysis. “‘l do
not see such an opportunity,”’
he commented, ‘‘at least for
the near future: There is

. nothing you can agree on with

a person who hates peoples’
rule fanatically.”” He believes
that the rebel Mujhadin leaders
who are presently
spearheading the fight against
the Soviet backed Afghan
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government hold the ordinary
Afghans in ‘‘fear and make
them fight.”

Despite this conflict of opi-
nion on a political solution to
the Afghan war, both men
believe that morale among the
lower and upper echelons of
the Soviet military contingent
in Afghanistan is “‘O.K.”
Skumatenko says dryly: ““On-
ly volunteers go to (that coun-
try). They are aware of what
they undertake.”” And

Morozov elaborates: “‘l1 recall
how they lined us up and read
the appeal by the Afghan
government to our govern-
ment to send in troops.
Volunteers were asked to step
forward. All of us did ... I'm
sure of that, if need be, about
90 percent of my fellow
Afghanistan veterans would go
back there. Some of them
have even applied to the
Defense Ministry to be sent
back.”

But that was not the case last
winter when 5 of their fellow
soldiers who had been held by
Afghan rebels were spirited
away by Canadian authorities
and brought to Canada to live.
When asked about these
former Soviet soldiers,
Morozov quickly made
reference to patriotism and
their apparent lack of it. "1
don’t know their reasons. But
1 don’t think a patriot would
have done so.”” “‘Further,”” he
adds, ‘‘if you don't like things
in your own country, try and
change them."”

What is life like for veterans
of the Afghanistan war? Are
they respected by their fellow
citizens in much the same way
that veterans of The Great
Patriotic War (WWI1I) are, and
in what way are they
remunerated for their services
in the Soviet contingent to
Afghanistan?

Skumatenko, for example,
was awarded the Red -Star
medal for wounds sustained in
action. Although he is partially
impaired he is able to work at
a subway construction site,
and because of his impairment
receives many privileges. “l
for one,”” he remarks, “‘get a
money  pension, am exempt
from all taxes, can travel on all
kirids of public transport free,
pay lower rent, and so on. The
benefits for us are the same as

for Second World War
veterans. ‘‘But,”” he adds bit-
terly, “‘no privileges will
replace human tact and
warmth. There - are still in-
stances of callow official at-
titudes to former (Afghan
veterans).”” The press, he
assures us, ‘‘writes about
these cases.”’

Straying from the topic of
Afghanistan, both men see a
positive realignment of Soviet
soclety found in Mikhail Gor-
bachev's new policies of
Glasnost and Perestroika.
Morozov, for example likes
both Gorbachev’'s domestic

and external policies as well as
his ‘““personality’’.
Skumatenko also believes that
the election of Gorbachev to
the post of General Secretary
has ‘‘raised hopes for
(positive) changes. . . in the
domestic and foreign life of our
country. . . hopes (which are
presently) being justified.’
