SUCTION IJ.

S'Ti'iiary-Trfasurci:—Tho Secretary (as iSecrotary)

shall keep correct tainutes of all proceedings at meetings of

(as Treasurer) shall collect all

iiKjiiies due to, and pay all ac«:i)unts due liy the Company,

as authorized by the Board. He shall open an account in

a Bank of this City, in which all monies received shall be

deposited in the name of the Board, and his checks counter-

signed by the President, sliall be valid in all cases. He
shall have the privilege of keeping £10 in cash, in his

hamls, to meet the current expenses.

SECTION 4.

Bnai'iJ of Manaiji'iarid.—The I'oanl of MiUiagemeut

(live of which shall form a ipiorum) shall have complete

control in all civil matters. All assessments upon Members

voted by the Company, .«hall be levied by the Board.

On receiving a monthly statement of the absentees from

Meetings, handed in by the Color Sergeant, it shall have

l)ower to place the tines imposed, to the debit of each absen-

tee, in the books of the Secretary. A Memljcr wishing to

propose a gentleman, as candidate for membership, shall

address the President in writing, ami the Board having en-

tertained the application, shall report thereon ut the first

regular meeting, when the candidate shall be balloted for,

— three votes in the negative shall preclude admisHion.



Should a Coiirt Martial be at any lime deemed necessary,

U) try u sftfciid caw of deliiitjueucy, derelictiou of duty or

ungciitloiiumly condiict, a motion pas.sed h} two-thirds of

uny ni('(;tin;,% .sliuli deiej^'ate to the Board, ttie powers of a

Court Martial, to be presided over in thia case by the

Cajjtain.
