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MATTERS OF MOMENT
The Congress of Charities—Tribute 

to Catholic Students—Missions 
for the Colored Race.

The Canadian Conference of Chari­
ties atld Corrections is holding its 
sessions yesterday and to-day, with­
in the historic walls of our Normal 
School. While the greater number of 
those in attendance are directly in­
terested, their discussions and judg­
ments will be far-reaching, and many 
doubtless will profit by tb~ results of 
the gathering. Some of the ques­
tions discussed are the care of the 
feeble-minded, the question of prison 
reform, the cause of poverty, how to 
prevent poverty and how to relieve 
it — all are beiiig treated. The 
last phase, that is how poverty may 
be succored, is to be the subject of 
to-night’s session, and among the 
principal speakers will be Rev. Fa­
ther Minehan. Perhaps nothing that 
could be brought under notice would 
be of more moment than this. Al­
though the pinch of poverty has not 
yet been felt this season with the 
same grip as that of last year, it 
would be optimism gone mad to sup­
pose its presence will not be felt ere 
long. All the big cities are feeling 
it. London already has an unem­
ployed population of 750,bCO, the oth­
er centres of the world have a lesser 
proportion, and Toronto has a suffi­
cient number to act as a warning to­
wards preparation. For these rea­
sons the work of the Congress of 
Charities as a whole and the subject 
of Father Minehan’s address, are mat­
ters of most timely interest.

Through the means of the very 
small medium of a one-cent stamp, 
the National Sanitarium Association 
of the Muskoka Free Hospital for 
Consumptives are trying to extend 
their influence in the way of sertir 
ing maintenance for poor patients ani 
in carrying on to a successful fin­
ish, the light they are waging against 
the dreaded White Plague. 1 he idea 
of the stamps comes from away-ofl 
Denmark, where their annual sale has 
built and financed an hospital for con­
sumptives and all this in the space of 
four years. The idea was 
tried in Delew are, and in less 
than three weeks over 400,000 
were circulated. The stamps are 
sold in books costing from ten cents 
up, and every stamp whrn placed on 
a letter next to the regulation post­
age stamp, signifies that the sender is 
helping on the good work of assist­
ing the victims of the White Hague, 
and is also carrying the message for 
assistance to others. The records of 
the work show that since the in 
ception of the Hospital, over seven­
ty Catholics have been treated. Thus 
for both general and special reasons 
the little one-cent medium ought to 
be popular in our mail bags during 
the Christmas season.

The last issue of the Dominion 
Presbyterian, takes in hand to com­
ment upon things of which it is en­
tirely ignorant, and in doing this it 
puts" itself in the same category 
with thousands of others, who rush in 
where “angels fear to tread"; it 
simply makes itself ridiculous. Com­
menting on an item of news sup­
plied them by one of the same ilk, 1 
our Presbyterian neighbor speaks of 
the devotion to the Sacred Heart in 
this wise: “A contemporary notes 
that Pope Pius X. has put a check 
to that ‘adoration of the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus,' which has become 
little less than a gross form of idola­
try among a vast multitude jpf Eu­
ropean Roman Catholics. So this 
is what the Dominion Presbyterian 
thinks about us' We must acknow­
ledge that the information comes to 
us in the way of a surprise, for we 
had given our Presbyterian contem­
porary eredit for possessing more 
acumen and dignity than is evidenced 
bv the above. We had somehow 
formed the idea that the Dominion 
Presbyterian was free from the ignor­
ance that would accuse the largest 
body of Christians that the world 
contains of being addicted to “a 
gross form of idolatry.1’ Life, how­
ever, is full of surprises and this is 
only one of the many that daily 
confront us. Needless to say that 
any story that would accuse His 
Holiness, Pope Pius X., of doing 
anything to lessen the now world- 
spread devotion to the Sacred Heart, 
has its origin only in the minds of 
those to whom fabrications against 
the Church come easily.

Commenting upon certain disgrace­

ful riots indulged in by freshmen and 
sophomores of Worcester Polytechnic 
Institute, the editor of Dumb Abîmais 
asks, “Why do we never hear or read 
of these doings in Catholic colleges 
or schools’” This is a tribute to 
our education and teaching, and it is 
a tribute well deserved Escapades, 
such as seem to be part of- the men­
tal and manual equipment of almost 
every non-Catholic institution of 
standing as amongst those of higher 
education, are altogether unknown to 
our Catholic educational centres. The 
answer to the question asked by 
Dumb Animals, would seem to be 
that in Catholic schools the mean­
ing of discipline is properly un­
derstood Our students conduct 
themselves as gentlemen because they , 
appreciate the fact that the only 
true training is that which places 
self-government first. The man or 
youth yho is a stranger to self-con­
trol will never make a leade- of oth­
ers. Above all the Catholic stu­
dent is taught that certain things are : 
to he observed because there is a mat­
ter of right and wrong involved. The 
person, property or character of an- ! 
other are to be regarded as sarred 
things, and to injure any one of these 
even in the p; Jcess of what some 
might deem a joke, is considered out­
side of propriety and decorum. In i

short, the answer to the question 
is found in the differences in tiaining. 
The Catholic college gives an all­
round education. The non-Catholic 
college gives a one-sided development. 
In the pursuit of the material, the 
religious aud aesthetic are forgotten. 
The results are what we see.

With the horrors of the late wreck 
in our eyes and ears as described by 
the daily press, it is hard to think 
of anything save the pain and grief 
of the living and the unspeakable 
agony of those now dead. Dut 
midst all the appalling sights and 
sounds with which the recital is 
filled, one lesson seems to overwhelm 
the rest and that is the iudifierence 
to human life, an indifference which 
every day grows more and more pro­
nounced. Scarcely a day passes 
without a warning that for the mo­
ment seem to paralyze the very blood 
in our veins. A few hours more and 
the accident is forgotten. The effects 
of the lesson are passed and the care­
lessness and indifference to life, for 
which Canada as part of America, is 
now noted, reasserts themselves, 
and something appalling again 
occurs. People take chances. 
Time is too precious to wait 
to find out that things ate 
safe. We take a risk and death, de­
struction and desolation follow. Valu­
able property is destroyed, brave men 
are done to death and the women and 
the little children are left to mourn 
and weep, and all because we have 
no time to investigate. There should 
he always time when human life is at 
stake, but this is something which 
as a people we do not as yet realize.

In line with the missionary move­
ment. which at present is making it­
self everywhere felt, is that of spe­
cial provision for the people of the 
colored rate, the movement having its 
centre in Baltimore, the home of Am­
erica's Cardinal. The project as 
now set forth, is, to stimulate in­
terest in the work of providing color­
ed priests for the colored people. An 
organization for this special work, 
to which the name St. Benedict’s In­
dustrial and Missionary Association 
has been given, is now launched on 
the line of this particular missionary j 
activity, and m its circular k er 
detailing its aims and needs, it savs: 
“In all countries and among all peo­
ple for ag.s, the Church has followed 
the practice of ordaining native 
priests for the natives of each par­
ticular country and each particular 
people, and in the United States each 
race of the vast aggregation of races 
which help to form this nat ion, has 
priests of its own except the colored 
people.” At present there are hut 
four colored priests on the American 
continent, and remembering the manv 
thousands oi this susceptible race, 
found in different parts of the coun­
try, it is easy to see that the work 
of the St. Benedict Association is 
somewhat colossal in its nature

The question of special provision 
for the children of the colored race as 
a question of wavs and means, is ope 
that touches Canada only remotely, 
but for the reason that the salvation 
of souls is always and everywhere 
matter for serious thought, the news 
of the Baltimore movement is oi gen­
eral interest Viewing the question 
of the wholesale gathering in of those 
once unfortanates of the South, from 
the point of probabilities, it would 

l seem that no more encouraging field 
offers than that of colored missions. 
With the faculty for veneration and 
worship a prominent factor of their 
constitutional make-up and possessing 
a nature at once impressionable and 
emotional, it would seem that the 
colored race are by their very na- 

! ture, receptive soil for the doctrines 
and artistic setting of the Catholic 
Church. Their well-known and in­
herent love for music, is of itself a 
vehicle that will serve as a powerful 
level to attract them to our holy- 
religion and wherever this is effected, 
education and general progress will 
follow.

Iu a letter to the .Jesuit Fathers, 
at Cauisius College, Buffalo, Father 
Rockliff, who lately set out for Ja­
pan, tells of his arrival at Yokoha­
ma, where the American fleet was 
already in port and where the Arch­
bishop had come to pontificate for the 
American sailors. This recalls an­
other sphere in which missionary ac­
tivity has lately taken renewed root, 
ami the vision of the Catholic Univer­
sity for Japan planned by Boston's 
far-seeing Prelate, comes before one 
through a most delightful vista Com­
paring the Japanese movement with 
that for the colored people, success 

i seems equally as certain, but from 
causes altogether different. The peo­
ple of Japan are, seemingly, neither 
emotional nor inherently religious, 
but they are progressive and intellec­
tual. Their love for education and 
being abreast of the times, will take 
them to our University, and an 
awakened intelligence with opportuni­
ties for right direction, cannot even­
tually but bring them to accept the 
only religion that has infallability 
emblazoned on its pennant by a 
Divine Founder. All these different 

: movements will be watched with 
world-wide interest, for they are all 
part of the great upheaval which in 
its course promises to bring about 
the time, desired by all who have the 
Christian spirit at heart, the time 
when all shall be brought into one 
fold and under one Shepherd, to rest 
in its pasture throughout the re­
maining ages of time.

It has been definitely decided that 
the consecration of Mgr. l.atulippe, 
newly appointed Bishop of the Tcm- 
iskaming District, will take place 
at Pembroke on November 30th. His 
Grace, Archbishop Duhamel, will of­
ficiate and his assistants will be 
Archbishop Scollard of Sault Ste.

Fergus Patrick McEvay.

Pray ye, therefore, 
the Lord of the Harvest, that He 
send laborers into His harvest.” St. 
Luke, Chap, x., v. 2.

Your Excellency, Most Rev. Arch­
bishops and Bishops; Very Rev. „ad 
Rev. Fathers, and l tear Brethren:

The Missionary spirit in the Ca­
tholic Church began with the Divine 
Founder oi that Church, the Son of 

. God Himself, whose life was summed 
up by the inspired Evangelist in these 
words: “He went about doing good.’’ 
To continue the good work our Bless­
ed Lord selected the twelve Apostles 
and commanded them to go forth and 
preach the Gospel to every creature. 
He sent the Holy Ghost—the Spirit 
of Truth—not to the world, hut to 
the Church, for He loved the Church 
and delivered Himself up for it, that 
it may be holy and without blemish. 
To assist the Apostles lie appointed 
the seventy-two Disciples and “He 
sent them two and two betore His 
Face into every city and place whi- 

1 ther He Himself was to come." St. 
Paul, the great Apostle of the Gen­
tiles, in his Epistle to the Romans, 
says, “Faith comes by hearing and 
hearing by the Word of Christ”; and 
again “Without Faith it is impossible 
to please God.” And he further in­
sists that preachers must be sent by 
the proper authority to preach this 
Word of God. "How, then, shall they 
call on Him, in Whom they have not 
believed, or how shall they believe 
Him of Whom they have not heard, 
and how shall they heal without a 
preacher?”

From the days of Pentecost until 
the present time, the Catholic Church 
has ever obeyed the Divine Command 
to go forth and teach all nations, and 
all the nations that have been con­
verted must trace that conversion to 
the missionaries sent forth by the 

' Head of the Church in the See of 
Rome. We read about St. Dionysius 
being sent to France, St. Boniface to 
Germany; St. Augustine to England; 
St. Columbkille to Scotland; St. 
Patrick to Ireland; St. Francis Xa­
vier to Japan, Mlacca and Dundstan.

The first churches, schools and 
charitable institutions in America 
were erected by the Catholic mission­
aries, who, in their poverty and pri­
vations did wonderful things for God. 
To convert the savage tribes, those 

1 missionaries left their homes and 
country and plunged into the wild 
and vast forests of the New World.

, Some, like Father Breboeuf and Lale- 
mant, were put to death by the 

; fierce redmen and died martyrs for 
the Faith, and others, like Pere Mar- 

i quette, died in the lonely forest 
where no brother priest was present 

| to give a parting absolution to his 
; soul, and no Requiem Mass was sung 
| over him, and no relations present 
to mourn and pray around his tomh. 
Brave souls were these early mission­
aries, and their example should not 
be forgotten, for they brought honor 
anil glorv to the Church of God by 
their zealous and heroic lives. And, 
thank God, the heroes and saints 
have not all passed away. They can 
alwa\ s he seen in the Church of God. 
They can he found in all nations and 
in all centuries, for the charity of 
Christ urges them on and they fight 
with weapons that are not carnal, 
and they conquer in the Sign of the 
Cross. Even in the material age in 
which we live, there are many priests 
preaching the Gospel in isolated and 
difficult places—in the deserts of Af'.i-j

v* and the cold regions of Alaska and 
Yukon. Many still have to travel on 
foot or horseback, in canoes or sleds, 
and spend the long, dark nights as 
best they can in the lonely forests 
filled with wild beasts. They have 
not the ordinary necessaries of life, 
and suffer untoid hardships in the 
long and dangerous journeys. Such 
a one is the Venerable Father La- 
come, now attending this Congress. 
He has spent his life in the great 
lone land of the Northwest, and ever 
has been the true friend of the Indian 
and the Half-breed, loving and defend­
ing these tribes, whether Pagan or 
Christian, savage or civilized. These 
missionaries are surrounded generally 
by many enemies and by lew friends, 
but having in their hearts the Spirit 
of Christ, they fear not, for the Mas­
ter whispers to them in ‘.he darkness 
and gloom, as He did long ago to 
the Apostles, “It is I; be not afraid 
lie of good heart.”

But the harvest is so great, anil 
the laborers so few. The Indians, 
the half-breeds, the colored people in 
many places; the careless Catholics , 
the thousands of people coming to 
the New World; the millions of peo­
ple who are non-Catholies, all wait­
ing for some one to preach to them 
the Gospel and to break to them the 
Bread of Life. How true are the 
words of tin* Master to His disciples: 
“Behold, i s..\ to jrov, lift up poor 
eyes and see the countries for they 
are white to harvest. (John, 4 
chap.)

The harvest is givat! The harvest 
is the vast multitude of people hav­
ing immortal souls to be saved—men, 
women and children made in the im­
age and likeness of God, and redeem­
ed by the Blood of Christ, and no one 
to announce to them the joyful tid­
ings of their redemption' Behold,
I say to you, lift up your eyes and 
see the countries. See these vast 
countries of the United States and 
Canada; see the people of all tribes 
and nations and tongues pour into 
the countries. See the tremendous 
material wealth and progress and 
freedom they offer! See the people, 
leaving the old lands to make in the 
New World a home for themselves 
and their children, people who say to 
us, like Ruth of old, “Thy people 
shall be my people, and thy God, 
my God.” Lift up your eyes and see 
these countries. No wonder people 
from all parts come to them. They 
are magnificent countries, those in 
which we live. There are no other 
countries in the world to-day in 
»vhich people have grander oppor­
tunities of doing good than in the 
United States aud Canada. The Ca­
tholic Church is practically free to 
do her work in her own way. The 
children of the Church enjoy liberty, 
which is denied in manv other coun­
tries. God has favored us in many | 
and wonderful ways. He has en­
trusted us with the greatest and 
most glorious of all works, the work 
of extending His kingdom on earth, 
the work of saving immortal souls, 
the work of securing Heaven for the 
children of God.

Not only has lie entrusted us with 
this work, but He has given us the 
means of doing it, and the question 
we shound ask oui selves to-night is 
“shall we rise to the occasion? Shall 
we respond to the will and call of 
God? Shall we prove oui selves at 
once faithful children of Mother 
Church’ Some good People may say 
that thev are not called to be mis-

SUBJECT OF THE HOUR
Opening of the Great Congress— 

Its Work and Scope—Address of 
Boston's Archbishop.

(The Boston Pilot.)
The past week has witnessed in 

Chicago the beginning of a movement 
which is destined to achieve incom­
parable results for the Church in this 
country. The first Missionary Con­
gress held under Catholic auspices in 
this country was opened at Chicago 
last Sunday in the presence of Arch­
bishops, Bishops, mitred abbots and 
priante ,.nd a great number of lay­
men from all parts of the country.

The initiative m tins movement 
was taken by the Church Extension 
Society, a young and flourishing or­
ganization primarily intended to help 
the struggling missions especially in 
the West and South, but which is 
now broadening its scope and inter­
esting as never before Catholics of 
the United States in general mission­
ary work.

The formal opening of the Con­
gress took place in the Cathedral of 
the Holy Name, Chicago, on last 
Sunday with celebration of Pontifical 
High Mass in the presence of the dis­
tinguished visiting prelates and dele­
gates. Archbishop Blenk of New Or­
leans preached the sermon. His Ex­
cellency, the Most Reverend Dio­
mede Falconio, was present to con­
vey the blessing of Pope Pius X. up­
on all those who participated in the 
Congress.

The sessions of the Congress pro­
per began on Sunday in the First 
Regiment Armory. Archbishop Quig­
ley of Chicago presided and delivered 
the address of welcome. He out­
lined the object of the Missionary 
Congress and declared that the event 
marks the change in the Church in 
America from the missionary condi­
tions which had heretofore obtained 
to a full share in the activities of 
the Church. He paid a high tribute 
to the work of the Congrégation of 
the Propaganda, affirming that what­
ever the Catholic Church is in Am­
erica to-day it owes to the Sacred 
Congregation de Propaganda Fide.

Archbishop Falconio also made an 
address at this opening session, in 
which he told of the great interest 
which the Holy Father takes in this 
new phase of work undertaken by the 
Church in America. Hr stirred 
the delegates to a high pitch of en­
thusiasm hv predicting the ultimate 
triumph of Catholicity over her 
enemies.

The follow ing papers were read at 
the morning session: "The Holy 
Childhood Association for the Re­
demption of the Children of infidels,” 
by Rev. John Williams; "The Propa­
gation of the Faith,” by Mous Jos­
eph Freri, of New York; “The Estab­
lishment of Missionary Colleges,” by 
Rev. A. E. Burke, president of the 
Church Extension Society of Canada.

The afternoon session was devoted 
to the discussion of,home missions.

The Very Reverend Francis C. Kel­
ley, president of the Catholic Church 
Extension Society, read a paper on 
Church Extension William H. Ket- 
chum of the Bureau of Indian Mis­
sions, had for his subject “The Cause

SPEECH OF ARCHBISHOP 0 CORNELL
This Catholic Missionary Congress 

called together by the Yo-ing and 
vigorous Church Extension Society, 
marks the opening up of a new era 
in the history of the Church in Am­
erica. It is the concentration of the 
forces of a young giant, no ,* grown 
ro man's estate and conscious of 
power, to meet th; tasks which lie 
at the threshold of another period of 
life.

The spirit behind this movement is 
nothing new, but is as old as the 
Church itself, tracing its root back to 
the historic day when the Pentecostal 
fires generated in human hearts an 
ardent, unquenchable love for the 
truth of Christ and its spread over 
the earth which gradually transform­
ed the ages of unbelief and idolatry 
into the ages of faith and worship.

The record of missionary zeal which 
dates back to Apostolic times, is the 
most lominous in the pages of his­
tory. That consuming tu which was 
caught from Heaven, has been en­
kindled in the breasts of A postlee in 
all ages of the Church and warming 
and inflaming the nations with its 
sacred flame has changed the face of 
the earth No human obstacle was 
able to withstand it. The imperial 
power of Rome, the barbaric hordes 
which rushed down to overwhelm her,

1 whom Christ sent forth to preach His 
gospel. Stronger than death, uncon­
querable in the face of every priva­
tion and persecution, however bitter 

, and cruel, the love for heavenly truth 
and zeal for the spread of the faith of 

! Christ have descended down through

of the Indians,” and the Rev. John E. 
Bure read a paper on "The Work for 
the Negro.” The subject, ‘‘Home 
Missions in Cities,” was given to 
Gannon of Chicago.

The Very Rev. Francis C. Kelley, 
in speaking of the work of Catholic 
Church Extension Society, said:

"In three years it has built 200 
chapels; it has circulated 1,000,000 
pieces of Catholic literature; it has 
established the largest circulated 
Catholic magazine in the world, per­
haps one reaching 300,000 readers 

ievery month; it has placed 25 stu 
dents for the missionary priesthood 
in college under the pledge that tlfy 
will labor in poor dioceses; it has 
inspired the establishment of a col­
lege and a seminary for the educa­
tion of Italian-Americans for the 
Italian priesthood of America, it has 
over $100,000 now on hand in securi­
ties, most of which represents loans 
free of interest to poor parishes which 
would without these be forced to pay 
exorbitant rates, it has placed the 
chapel car on the road to inspire 
more buildings, and the Bishop who 

I gave it its first test is here to tell 
you what it is worth.”

During the following days paners 
were read by Rev. James B. Curry 
of New Yora on “Settlement Work," 
by Bishop Paul Rhode of Chicago on 
"Colonization ‘tr Immigrants.” 
Manv other papers wore also read 
touching upon every phase of mission­
ary work.

The Congress was brought to a 
close by a great mass meeting on 
Wednesday evening, at which were 
present the fifteen hundred delegates 
and a vast audience. Archbishop 
O'Connell, who was unable to be 
present because of the press of work 
at home, sent on the address which 
he had in’ended to deliver and which

age of the Church and as a treasure 
to be guarded beyond all price.

The vigor of faith and staunch loy­
alty to Christ have ever been com­
mensurate with the love wlich fos- 

| tered this Apostolic missionary spirit 
and in every age the strength of the 

| Church and the measure of devotion 
which inflames her followers depends 

; upon the more or less zealous care 
with which they fence round from the 
indifference and carelessness of an un­
believing world this hallowed birth­
right.

The spirit of religion, like virtue, 
must grow; it cannot stand still or 
rest tn complacency upon its laurels 
without dealing a deadly blow to the 
very core of its life and progress. 
To rest self-satisfied with what has 
been accomplished is to stagnate, and 
stagnation is the beginning of death. 
So vital to the very life of religion 
is the fostering of the Apostolic spir­
it of zeal for the spread of Christ’s 
faith that it must be nurtured at the 
cost of any sacrifice. The luxuries 
of religion we may well dispense 
with. Too often they have brought 
only harm to the Church and have 
been the enemies within the gates.

Magnificent buildings, splendid cere­
monials, superb appurtenances, are 
all good in their place, tor the wor­
ship of Christ can nc\er be too ade­
quately expressed even by all that 
the noblest endeavor and most bril­
liant genius of man may bring to its 
expression, but if these things arc to 
breed a selfish content and rob the 
Catholics of any generation of that 
primitive Apostolic zeal which in­
flamed the breasts of their first 
teachers, then is it far better to dis­
pense wi’h these external embellish­
ments and in poverty and hardship 
cultivate the gift which made the first

Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section of Do-
ntinion Lands Is Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan and Albarta, excepting • aid 
14, not reserved, may be homestead 
ed by any person who Is tbs sole head 
of a family, or any male over II 
rears of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section <A 111 acres, more or

Application for entry must be mnde 
in person by the applicant st a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the lend is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made st any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, moth­
er, eon, daughter, brother or sister 
ef sn intending homesteader.

Tbs homesteader is required to per­
form the homes lean curies under one 
of the following plans:

(1) At least six months residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(1) A homesteader may, I, he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on faming land own­
ed solely by him, sot less than eighty 
(10) scree Is extent, in the vicinity 
of his homestead. Joint ownership 
is land will not meet this require- 
mest.

(S) If the father (or mother, 1, the 
father is deceased) of s homesteader 
has permanent residence on faming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up- 
os s homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader may 
perform his own residence duties by 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The tern “vicinity" Is the two 
preceding paragraphs le defined as 
meaning not more than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive ot the width 
of rosd allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteader Intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on farming land own­
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice In writing must 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion Lands st Ottawa, of tntentios 
to apply for patent.

FIRST AMERICAN MISSIONARY 
CONGRESS.

The First Catholic Missionary Con­
gress is now a thing of the past and 
certainly no other gathering in the 
Catholic Church of America—or any 
other Church for that matter—ever 
excelled it, in the interest and enthu­
siasm aroused for the great mission­
ary cause which has ever been the 
glory and the pride of our Holy 
Faith. It was certainly to be ex­
pected that the Congress would be a 
success; that a number of bishops 
would attend the opening; that per­
haps the laity could be induced to 
play some considerable part in its 
deliberations; but when uioie bish­
ops than ever were seen together be­
fore in America, swept by in their 
purple; when the Apostolic Delegate 
was at their head; when thousands 
upon thousands of priests, and thou- : 
sands upon thousands of prominent 
laymen attended them, all were free 
to exclaim, “The missionary spirit in 
God’s Church is at last thoroughly 
awakened, and in this great, earnest 
gathering the finger of God is surely ; 
discernible.”

The magnificence of the ecclesiastic­
al procession from the Chancery to 
the Cathedral on Sunday will never 
be forgotten. Seventy bishops in 
their purple, twelve mitred abbots, 
prelates without number, thousands 
of black robed priests and a whole 
line of surplived clerks defiling
through ranks of accoutred Knights 
of Columbus, made a picture in the 
massed streets of Chicago which im­
pressed unto awe even the most cas­
ual observer. On the personages in 
its rear all eyes were centred. There 
walked the Archbishop of Chicago, 
with his chaplains, clothed in his 
great cape, ermined end training 
through the hands of many bearers; 
there after him and closing up the I 
long defile, too, was the Apostolic 
Delegate, Mgr. Falconio, in the Cap- 
pa Magna of his Augustinian Order 
—a dull grey with fur trimmings—at­
tended by two clerics, in vestments ' 
of gold, Very Revs, A. P. Doyle of 1 
Washington and Dr. A. F. Burke of 
Toronto.

The grand ceremony in the Cathe­
dral with all these dignitaries in pur­
ple and gold, moving in one harmoni­
ous, religious action, will never fade 
from memory. The Archbishop and 
the Delegate occupied thrones on eith­
er side of the sanctuary, the latter 
being the celebrant of the Mass,which 
he went through with great dignity 
and exactness. Of the former it was 
freely averred that never Roman Pre­
late on his throne made a more com­
plete apotheosis of all we idolize in 
model churchman. The sermon — a 
solemn utterance indeed in that pres­
ence—was given by the Archbishop of 
New Orleans, Mgr. Blenk—a master­
ful call to arms in the missionary 
way, inspired now, as he said, by 
High Heaven. He made special al­
lusion to Canada in it, too, and sol­
emnly addressing himself to its lead­
ers in the sanctuary, bade them god­
speed in the glorious cause they had 
undertaken. At the evening service— 
Vespers by the Archbishop of Chicago 
and Benediction by the Delegate—Mgr. 
McEvay, Archbishop of Toronto, 
made a strong, earnest, unctuous and 
highly practical appeal for priests, 
to the edification of everybody in the 
vast congregation that heard it. This 
splendid discourse we arc glad to re­
produce in another plarr At this 
service, too, our Holy Father’s spe­
cial Letter to the Congress was read 
and the Papal Blessing conferred by 
his Legate.

It can safely be said that Canada 
had her share in the honors on Surt- 
day. In the afternoon the Knights 
of Columbus gave a dinner in the 
Auditorium Annex—Chicago’s best 
hotel—to Rt. Hon. Sir Charles Fitz­
patrick, Chief Justice of Canada, a.td 
the visiting bishops. About l,2fiO

sat to table. Sir Charles’ speech, 
replying to the toast, “Church Ex­
tension," was a masterful effort and 
roused the great gathering to the 
highest degree of enthusiasm. He 
clearly traced the duty of the laity 
in this grand movement, pledged 
anew his own support and announced 
that Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, Pre­
sident of the Canadian Pacific, “the 
cleverest of all Irish Americans,” 
had also thrown himself into it with 
his well-known enthusiasm and sure­
ty of direction. This announcement 
was cheered to the echo. At the 
close the illustrious Chief Justice 
railed upon all to stand by the old 
Church, as the safety of the nation 
and the individual, and evoked a most 
hearty response.

The sessions of the week were all 
filled up with important work. On 
Monday morning the Archbishop made 
his masterly charge. He was fol­
lowed by His Excellency, Mgr. Fal­
conio, who vigorously and authori­
tatively struck the Papal note and by 
the Hon. Mr. Hynes, a prominent 
jurist of Chicago, who gave the lay­
men’s welcome. The great auditor­
ium was filled to the doors; indeed, 
it was always filled with earnest peo­
ple. The afternoon meeting heard 
the valuable papers of Very Rev. 
Mgr. Freri, on “the Propagation of 
the Faith"; the Very Rev. Father 
Willims, New York, on “The Holy 
Childhood," and the Very Rev. A. E. 
Burke, Toronto, on “The Need of a 
Missionary College." Then all 
through the other days were address­
es and papers on missionary matters 
and other cognate subjects delivered, 
the interest never for a moment flag­
ging and no discordant note marring 
the grand symphony of devotion to 
duty afforded. The most remarkable 
discourse of the Congress was per­
haps that of the President of Ameri­
can Church Extension, Very Rev. Dr. 
Kelley, himself the promoter and 
mainspring of the whole missionary 
movement. It was certainly a bold 
but singularly opportune utterance, 
pillorying the defects noticeable in the 
missionary training of to-day, and 
calling in no uncertain terms upon 
the so-called fraternal societies to put 
aside fuss and feathers and parochial 
narrowness and launch out into deep 
and satiating national charitable en­
deavor. This speech has been cri­
ticized; it was expected that it 
should; but considered in the con­
text, it is surely a timely and pro­
per pronouncement and one that has 
met with the approbation of the great 
college of bishops present.

The closing mass meeting of the 
great Congress was phenomenal. Long 
before seven o’clock—fifteen minutes 
after the doors were thrown 
open — not a seat remained un­
filled in the immense Armory, 
and thousands stood in the 
aisles, while outside clamoring for 
admission, and jostling the police 
like playthings, were more people 
than were in,—some say fully fifteen 
thousand persons. Bishop Donahue, 
of Wheeling, made a vonderfully elo­
quent and powerful speed, of an hour, 
summing up the results of the Con­
gress and foretelling its beneficent ef­
fects. His picture of Catholic Am­
erica one hundred years to come, 
eariied the great audience unto a ver­
itable frenzy of enthusiasm. Then 
came the extraordinary oratory of 
Burke-Corcoran of New York, in a 
speach of nearly two hours, in which 
he took up the exceptions of the Lu­
therans to the Roosevelt doctrine of 
a few weeks ago about creed disabili­
ties and the presidency. He showed 

. those misguided men that the safety | 
| of the American Constitution was in 
direct ratio to the ascendency of true 
Catholic principles. Upon them all 
moral, social and political stability i 
depended. He cited laws and bulls 
and historical facts to confirm every 
argument and succeeded in making a 
case so strong as to win the unstint- j 
ed applause and admiration of friend 
and foe alike. This speech we shall 
reproduce later. Then, after a few 

! complimentary words by Archbishop 
i Quigley, came the legislation of the 
I Congress in the follow ing Resolutions 
which were unanimously and enthu­
siastically adopted, as follows'

Resolved. That this “First Ameri- 
| can Missionary Congress” approves 
and does hereby approve and ratify 
the action of His Grace, Most Rev. 
Archbishop Quigley, and the Catholic 
Church Extension Society, in convok- 

i ing this Congress for the purpose of 
considering the great missionary pro- 

i blems of the Church in America.
We congratulate them on its suc­

cessful organization, intelligent deli­
berations, and important results.

We further express the earnest wish 
that it become a permanent institu­
tion in the Church, to be convoked at 
regular intervals and in different cen­
ters, through the medium of the Ca­
tholic Church Extension Society.

We desire here and now to express 
1 our deep gratitude to our Holy Fath­
er, Pope Pius X., for this latest evi­
dence of fatherly solicitude in advance- 
ing the Church to full participation 

| in the advantages enjoyed by the old­
er Catholic countries, under complete 
ecclesiastical organization. We renew 
our obedience to the See of Peter,and 
proclaim our reverence for the illus- 

j trious Pontiff so gloriously reigning.
We acknowledge with sentiments of 

i lasting gratitude the debt we owe 
to the Congregation De Propaganda 
Fide, for the manner in which it has 
administered our ecclesiastical affairs 
up to the present hour. We pledge 
our sympathy and support to the 
great missi^parv work which it is 
carrying on in every part of the 
world.

We recognize the immense amount 
of good accomplished in the past by 
the societies for the Propagation of
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the Faith and the Holy Childhood, 
and earnestly urge upon our people 
the need of increased support for 
these excellent institutions.

We are strongly of opinion that the 
time is not far distant when the 
Church in America, desirous of dis­
charging her duty in a way commen­
surate with her opportunities and 
greatness, must inaugurate some dis­
tinct, adequate, national organization 
of its own, through which America’s 
foreign missionaries may go forth to 
the world in America’s name.

We recognize it as our first duty 
to support all those mission agencies 
which at present are operating with 
such signal success in the Américain 
field; notably, the Bureaus of Indian 
and Negro Missions, the Apos­
tolic Mission House for the 
training of Missionary priests, 
the various Truth Societies engaged 
in the distribution af Catholic litera­
ture; and we bespeak the continued 
support of our Catholic people for the 
same.

We acknowledge the pressing neces­
sity of a Catholic Missionary Col­
lege to supply priests for our new- 
arid needy dioceses.

We take pride in the growth and 
progress of the Catholic Church Ex­
tension Society and hope to see its 
organization speedily extended to 
every diocese and parish in the coun­
try.

We return sincere and heartfelt 
thanks to all the agencies, civil as 
well as religious, in the city of Chi­
cago, which have contributed to the 
complete success of this First Mis­
sionary Congress.

These marvellous missionary meet­
ings cannot be considered otherwise 
than providential. From them will 
flow countless spiritual blessings for 
the United States and Canada. By 
them the missionary spirit has been 
re-enkindled and from its flame, as in 
the past, the Church of God will be 
lighted to new and lasting triumphs 
on this blessed continent and else­
where. Only let everyone prepare to 
do his duty now.

NO ANGLICAN POPE WANTED
YET. 1

The last scenes of the great Pan- 
Anglican Congress have been describ­
ed as having been highly dramatic 
and impressive, and in fact, as a 
merely human organization it cannot 
be denied that it left an impression 
which no other Protestant denomina­
tion could have made upon the public 
mind.

The number of Bishops who assisted 
was remarkably large. Of course, 
even in numb» r, they could not com­
pare with the Episcopal hod> of the 
Catholic Church, who number, as 
nearly as we can ascertain at the 
present moment, about 1,500 of ev-1 
cry nationality and language through­
out the world, whereas these Bishops 
of the Anglican Church all told num­
bered, as we arc informed, 241,there 
being very few absentees on account 
of ill health and other causes. Every 
effort was made to have a full rtt- 
presentation of all so-called Anglican 
chinches, an»' the efforts were as suc­
cess ful as could he expected.

On the concluding day, the Ameri­
can Bishops, by the hands of Bishop 
Tuttle, the presiding Bishop of the 
American Protestant Episcopal 
Church, presented the Archbishop of 
Canterbury with a “loving cup,” and

you from the Father, the Spirit of 
Truth who proceedeth from the Fa­
ther, He shall give testimony of Me, 
and you shall give testimony because 
you are with Me from ne beginning” 
and “abide in Me, and I in you. As 
the branch cannot bear fruit of itself 
unless it abide in the vine, so neither 
can you unless you abide in Me ” 
(St. John xv. 4-26.)

How were these precepts to be obey­
ed if the Apostles were not one body, 
teaching the same truths, and obey­
ing one central authority?

The English Bishops at the Con­
gress brought up this question with 
great pertinacity, showing that re­
spectable as the Congress was in the 
number of participants from all parts 
of the English-speaking world, it was 
but a body without coherence, in 
fact a headless trunk, and so all 
future Pan-Anglican Congresses must 
continue to be until a head be ap­
pointed with a real authority extend­
ing over all the so-called Anglican 
churches throughout the world. That 
authority need not and ought not, 
indeed, to be so absolute as that of 
the Pope over the Roman Catholic 
Church, but it should be real and 
universal so far as the application 
of the laws passed by the universal 
Congress of the Church is concerned.

These Bishops argued on the ground 
that the Church of Christ should be 
truly one, both in doctrine and 
church government. But the Angli­
can Church must become divergent if 
there be not one head such as there 
was in the Jewish Church under the 
Old Law, and such as Christ intended 
should be the case under the New 
Law. Naturally, also, these Bish­
ops held that the only head who 
could be appointed over the whole 
Church, is the Archbishop of Canter­
bury. Thev praised to an immense 
degree the wisdom of the holy Pope 
Gregory who had conferred primatial 
authority on St. Augustine, and urg­
ed on the Congress the necessity of 
restoring this authority if the Angli­
can Church is destined to become a 
real power in Christendom.

The Bishops of the British Colonial 
churches might have been persuaded 
by the energy and eloquence of the 
English Bishops to adopt the course 
so strongly urged upon them, but the 
United States Bishops would not list­
en to the proposition. The latter 
Bishops pointed out that the Angli­
can Church is based upon national in­
dependence, and with one accord stat­
ed their determination to stand upon 
this basis, and so the effort to Insti­
tute an Anglican Pope came to 
naught, notwithstanding that the 
London times declared while the mat­
ter was being discussed, that “some 
authority must be created in the 
Chuich of England to decide contro- 
versities, or it cannot survive, how­
ever great may be its growth and 
wealth."

This discussion has made it clear 
that there ran be no universal unity 
of faith and government outside of 
the Catholic and Roman Church, 
wherein such unity exists bv Divine 
appointment.

a wider measure of personal liberty is 
enjoyed.

The logical sense of the French na­
tion would be shocked with such a 
contradictory and unworkable thing 
as the British Constitution. Every­
thing must be elaborately and con­
sistently worth: 1 out on paper. Ev­
ery regulation concerning bill post­
ing or conduct in railway cars spe­
cifies the precise article of the Code 
forbiding such practices. But it is 
only on paper that logic and liberty 
are observed; both are ignored in the 
practical administratio* of affairs.
This will come our clearly enough in 

a brief acquaintance with France’s cap­
ital, particularly its most noted su­
burb, Versailles. The journey by rail 
trom Paris to this most attractive of 
royal abodes is charming. The 
eleven miles of the route pass through 
a succession of towns composed chief­
ly of the villas of the wealthy, of 
parks and pleasure resorts, and of 
gardens such as are to be seen only 
on the outskirts of Paris, where cul­
tivation is brought to its highest 
point of perfection. At several 
points a considerable elevation is 
reached, and splendid views of Paris, 
stretched away beneath, with its 
spires and domes and columns, and 
the web-like structure of its Eiffel 
tower, and the magnificent church of 
the Sacred Heart on Montmartre do­
minating all, are obtained. The ab­
sence of smoke (for all fartories are 
forced outside the city limits) per­
mits these objects to be seen with a 
clearness altogether unusual in a city 
of its vast size. The railway cars 
on the Versailles line are also admir­
ably adapted for sight-seeing, being 
of what is known as the two-story 
variety, the upper story being open 
at the sides and protected with a 
roof from sun or rain.

Whilst the 'natural beauty and rich­
ness, improved in the highest degree 
by taste and cultivation, of the scen­
ery through which your correspon­
dent passed on the way to Versailles, 
were delightfui, there were features 
of the journey far from pleasant. Me­
chanics were plying their respective 
trades in the towns, and gardeners 
were working in the fields, so that at 
times it demanded an effort to realize 

! that the day was Sunday. Happily 
the Sunday work was not general, 
and is, from what your correspondent 
was told, decreasing. But the whole 
spirit of the day was that of our Do­
minion Day or some such holiday, and 
very far from the Sabbath quiet to 
which we are accustomed in Ontario. 
Your correspondent is aware that 
there may he something Puritanical 
in our Ontario Sunday observation, 
but he says most heartily that it is 
far better so than to have the unre­
strained holiday spirit of a Parisian 
Sunday. At the same time justice 

i demands the admission that there 
was neither boisterousness nor inde- 
corum in the conduct of the pleasure- 
seekers who dropped off at the vari­
ous pleasure resorts on the road to 
Versailles.

On entering the massive, sentry- 
guarded gates in front of the famous 
palace of Louis XIV., one finds him- 

! self in a vast paved court-yard, sur- 
i rounded on three sides by an immense 
pile of stately buildings, more re-

Eighty-six subjects, we arc told, 
were dealt with by the Conference in 
as many resolutions, most of which 
were passed with remarkable unani­
mity. But what will these resolu­
tions amount to whereas we were 
made aware from the beginning that 
there is no claim that any of these 
are of binding effect? It was indeed 
set forth with no effort at conceal­
ment that the resolutions which might 
be adapted would express merely 
the opinions of the Pan-Anglican di­
vines in regard to what is desirable 
in the Christian Church, while they 
had no commission from God or man 

I to enforce any decrees.
1 In fact it was found to be a serious 
drawback to the usefulness of the 
Council at all that it could not speak 
with authority and command obedi­
ence.

It was pointed out in the Confer­
ence that Christ had given to His 
Apostles a commission which involved 
a real authority. "All power is 
given to Me in heaven and on earth," 
and it was bv virtue of this power 
that Jesus said to His Apostles when 
He entered the room in which they 
were assembled after his resurrection: 
“As the Father hath sent me, I also 
send you.” (St. John 11. 21.)

And how were the Apostles to obey 
the command of Christ, “when tht 
Paraclete cometh whom I will send

After apologizing to your readers 
for last week’s interruption, your cor­
respondent will try by way of com­
pensation to condu t them In Imagin­
ation to one of the most famous 
spots of the world—Versailles. ’er- 
sa 1 lies' that name calls up visions of 
the stately grandeur of the court of 
Louis XIV., of silken gallants whose 
powdered hair fell in profusion on 
their shoulders, and of brocaded 
dames all bespangled with jewels, 
bowing to one another with all the 
elaborate grace of the minuet, whilst 
hcvering over this scene of glitter, 
and gaiety, and outward decorum, 
which concealed the most thorough­
going irreverence and immorality, 
looms retribution in the awful form 
of the Revolution. Perhaps there is 
no other place which so thoroughly 
mirrors the French character, its vir­
tues and its defects, as does Versail­
les. If vour correspondent were ask­
ed to point out the line of demarca­
tion between English and French char­
acter he would say that the la*ter is 
strong on theory but fails in practice 
whilst the Briton is not particular 
about theorizing, but shines in prac­
tical wisdom. Let me illustrate and 
confirm this by a well-known exam­
ple. The British Constitution in the­
ory seems unworkable and absurd. 
The House of Lords can block any 
legislation unfavorable to its class 
interests. The king ran prevent any 
bill from becoming law bv refusing to 
sign it. Yet the British Empire 
gets along excellently with this seem­
ingly unworkable Constitution. The 
king is careful not to do what ab­
solutely speaking, he can do; whilst 
the Lords have invariably been wise 
enough not to antagonize public opin­
ion too far. Thus under this theore­
tically illogical British Constitu­
tion the government is more respon­
sive to the will of the people than in 
any other country in tbe world, and
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markable for their extent than their 
architectural beauty. There are 
many public edifices in Paris which 
far excel the palace of Versailles in 
exterior beauty. Its immense size 
is what most impresses the spectator | 
from the outside. However, when 
the visitor enters and spends, hour 
after hour in surveying the succession ; 
of splendid galleries, adorned with 
busts of Fiance’s most famous gener- ' 
als whose victories are portrayed , 
with wonderful skill upon the walls, j 
he begins to understand why Versailles 
is the synonym for all that Is most 
magnificent in royal display Proba­
bly the golden palace of Nero was 
the only regal palace which excelled 
that of Versailles in extent and cost­
liness. The wealth of the Roman 
Empire was sunk by Nero in his mo­
nument of extravagance, and some 
two hundred million dollars were 
spent by Louis XIV. alone upon the 
palace of Versailles. This immense 
Sum of monev, together with the cost 
of his many wars, wrung from his 
subjects in taxes, was one of the 
principal causes of the terrible Revo- I 
lution, during which, less than a cen­
tury after his death, his tomb was . 
rifled and his ashes scattered to the ■ 

winds. Extravagance ih his case led 
to consequences as fatal to his line as 
the excesses of Nero were to himself.

There is more than one point of re­
semblance between the king who was 
styled the “Oranu Monarch,” and the 
Roman despot whose name is synony­
mous with lust and cruelty and pro­
digality. Both were despotic, ex­
travagant, immoral, yet both had 
highly cultivated artistic tastes. 
Nero gathered into his golden palace 
the master-pieces of Grecian and Ro­
man art. The halls of Versailles are 
adorned with some of the noblest bat­
tle-paintings in the world. Some of 
art’s most inspiring achievements 
there appeal to the best in man. And 
yet through these splendid halls 
swept a tide of the grossest immor­
ality. This is one of those contra­
dictions of the Latin character,which 
seem so strange to others. Apprecia­
tion of what is refined and noble is 
not usually found amongst us in 
conjunction with the lowest depths 
of moral foulness. We can hardly 
imagine a man of our race, confront­
ed daily, as Nero was, with the mas­
ter-pieces of intellectual beauty and 
with taste to admire these, yet wal­
lowing in the most repulsive depths 
of immorality. And we find it hard 
to conceive how the magnificent halls 
of Versailles should cave harbored the 
most corrupt and frivolous court of 
modern times. This is true particu­
larly of Louis XV., who inherited in 
an exaggerated form the vices of his 
great grandfather, Loins XU with­
out any of his good qualities. When 
we compare the former with Nero, we 
must not for a moment tie under­
stood to attribute to the “i.rand 
Monarch” the sensuality, cruelty and 
nameless depravity of the Roman 
monster. But we are railing atten­
tion to that practical contradiction 
in character which one meets at ev­
ery turn in France in common with 
other Iaitin countries, namely, artistic 
refinement united to moral baseness. 
There is no intention of conveying 
the idea that this conjunction is gen­
erally prevalent in these lands, but 
it is quite common; whereas one would 
expect it to be exceedingly rare. The 
subject, bowver, is too much for one 
communication, and must be continu­
ed in our next. L. M1NEHAN.

Not only all Catholics should join in 
increasing the number of priests, but 
it is easy to show that all good citi­
zens would be justified in doing so, 
for the priest induces all to give to 
Caesar, or to the State, what be­
ltings to the State, as well as to 
God, the things that are God’s.

All good citizens know- that the 
safety of the State depends on the 
virtue of its citizens; the sanctity of 
the home; the protection of the mar­
riage bond; the Christian education 
of the rising generation; the guard­
ing of life and property; the rights 
of capital and labor; ti e upholding of 
the law and public officers; the ne­
cessity of honesty and decency and 
sobriety in private and public life 
are things that every good citizen 
must desire to see flourishing in the 
State. The priest upholds the 
rights of the Church; the rights of 
God and the rights of man, and is a 
power for good in whatever locality 
he is placed.

Take the city of Chicago, to which 
we arc brought, and remember its 
thousands of foreign-born citizens. 
What organization is able to deal 

i with the different nationalities; to 
speak their language; to understand 
their customs and to make them 
law-abiding citizens? Is it not the 

; members of the priesthood in the 
grand old Catholic Church'.' Even 
in a material way, who will deny 
the power of the priesthood in help­
ing to build up a city-? See the

magnificent churches, schools, educa­
tional and charitable institutions in 
this great city and all must admit 
that the priests have done their share 
in keeping pace with the r. pid growth 
of Chicago. What is true here is 
true all over the United States and 
Canada. Then, honor to whom hon­
or is due. Every fair-minded citi­
zen must admit the power of tne 
priesthood for good in the State, and 
hence can join, if be wishes, in its 
increase in this country.

How are we going to join in the 
great movement of Church Extension* 
We can help by prayer, by good ex­
ample and by giving financial aid ac­
cording to our means. God frequent­
ly selects His priests from poor fam­
ilies and very seldom from the rich, 
and, no doubt, many vocations are 
lost because the young men see no 
way to spend >ears in the college and 
seminary for training. They for­
get that if God calls them to Holy 
Orders, He will also provide the 
means to reach that end. We can al­
ways rely on the help and blessing 
of God if we do our part. In this 
great work of Extension, you need 
not go far for help. In this city 
you have the Church Extension So­
ciety, which in a short time has done 
wonders. Your zealous Archbishop 
and clergy have shown a splendid 
example to all by promoting this 
missionary work w ith so much zeal 
and success. In Canada we are 
showing our appreciation by start­
ing a society on the same lines, and 
we have reason to believe that by it 
great good will be done.

In both countries there are many 
things to be ef eted for religion, edu­
cation ami charity, but if once we 
had a sufficient number of zealous 
priests at hand, the churches, schools 
and homes for the orphan and infirm 
would soon follow. In any case, we 
must not get discouraged at the vast­
ness of the work. The Church in 
America has overcome many difficul­
ties in the past and will gain many 
victories in the future! For, while 
the Church suffers with her Divine 
Founder, she also shares in His 
glory and triumphs. All must ad­
mit that the work of extending the 
Kingdom of God is a glorious work, 
a work pleasing to our Blessed Lord, 
to His Holy Mother, and to the An-
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gels and Saints of God. We Lave- 
the approval and blessing of Our 
Holy Father, Pius X.—the Vicar of 
Christ on earth. We have present 
His Excellency—the Apostolic Dele­
gate—to represent the Holy See. We 
have the sanction of His Excellency. 
the Apostolic Delegate to Uaiiada, and 
we have the earnest endeavors of the 
archbishops, bishops and clergy and 
thousands of faithful laity to hel|> 
this great cause. Not merely the 
present generation, hut futme genera­
tions, will be influenced by the suc­
cess of this missionary movement, 
and hence all should help with zeal 
and generosity now.

We should show our gratitude for 
the gift of Faith and try to procure 
it for others. We should be loyal 
children of the grand old Catholic- 
Church, and bring all others into this, 
one true fold, so that there may be 
one fold and one Shepherd.

It It the inexorable 
law of self-preservation, and failure 
to comply with it can bring only dis­
aster and ruin.

We may well draw a lesson from 
the foresight and prudence displayed 
by the great nations of the world. 
There comes a time in their history 
when they must reach out to find an 
outlet for the national life and ac­
tivity. They well understand the 
folly of remaining quiescent and shut­
ting the door of opportunity to the 
surplus talent of their people. In­
stinctively and inevitably led on by 
this feeling of self-preservation, they 
reach out into other l?nds and find 
new fields for the unworked energies 
of the nation.

They recognize that to keep doing 
is the law of life and that the accu­
mulation of unused forces is the pre­
cursor to stagnation and death. The 
Church in the United States must 
avoid this peril at all costs. It must 
not rest on what has been already 
accomplished, but even in the face 
of sacrifice reach out in spreading the 
faith of Christ w here it is now either 
unknown or dormant for the very 
necessary reason that in this way 
alone may it conserve intact and un- 
diiniiicd the brightness of the faith 
which has already 'tone so much for 
the progress of th< lurch. In the 
isolated regions where there are scat- i 
tered populations of Catholics with­
out the ministrations of the priest 
the zeal of the more favored must 
assist actively to bring- the blessings 
of the faith to these neglected re­
gions.

In the Philippines, in Potto Rico 
and in all our outlying possessions, > 
the Church must go, heralded by the 
missionaries of the English-speaking 
race who are now called upon by 
providential design to perform the 
work which has long been so nobly 
done by others. It is the time set 
by divine Providence for this Apos­
tolic undertaking. In the first ages 
of the Church, when imperial Rome 
ruled the world and Latin was the 
universal language, it was the mis­
sionaries of the Latin tongue who 
went forth from Rome and for cen­
turies spread the faith in the coun­
tries of Europe. In a later day,when 
French was the diplomatic language 
of the nations, France became the 
missionary country and her sons and 
daughters have given an example of 
self-sacrifice and devotion in spread­
ing the faith in foreign lands that is 
worthy of all emulation.

Time inevitably brings changes. To­
day the language of the whole Ori'-ut 
is English.
