ANDREW CARRUTHERS AND HIS TIME

Bishop Paterson was succeeded in the
Eastern vicariate by the Right Reverend
Andrew Carruthers. This Prelate was
born at Glenmillan near New Abbey in
the Stewartry of Kirkcudbright on the
7th of February, 1770. He wss of a
highly respectable ancient family that
had persevered in the Catholic faith
amidst all the trials and persecutions of
the last and preceding century, His
eerly education was acquired in the
quiet and retired village near whick he
first saw the light—a village famed for the
romantic scenery around it, and for its
time bonored abbey which still remains
in its ruins & noble monument of the
glories of a bygone age. As if catching
inspiration from the mouldering pile,
young Carruthers was wont in b boy-
hood to wander up and down the
shattered aisles and to explore
every hidden nook of the sacred
place. This remarkable taste, to-
gether with the thoughtful and serious
turn of mind which he so early displayed,
won for him among his playmates the
name of the “youny priest.” The grace
of Heaven crowning his natural diepesi.
tion, his future destiny way be eaid to
have been then determined on ; and g0,
his devout psrents consenting, he made
his choice and dedicatecd bimself to the
gervice of God in the ecclesiastical state.

With & view to carrying out his laud
able purpose and after having acquired
some knowledge of the Latin and Greek
classics he entered in the sixteenth year
of his age the Scotch college of Dousi,
In the couree of the six years that he
remained there he gave proof in the
public schools of the university of that
place astorishing progress in every
branch of literature and ecience, He
was already well advanced in his theo.
logical studies when the terrible revolu

tion, which broke out in France in 1792, Lon the subject of his favorite study, He | the bishop gave his countenance, and

obliged him to abandon them for & time,
and to make his escape along with others
of his fellow-students to his native land.
He arrived there, at length, in safety,
after having encountered great difficul.
ties and incurred much danger. On his
return to Scotland he was appointed
Prefect of studies at Scalan, He was
poted there for the perfect order and
discipline which be maintained, and
after a short term of office he went to
complete his theological studies at Aber.
deen, undgr the guidence of the Rev.
John Farquarson, formerly Rector of
Douai College. In due time he was
advanced to the priesthood by Bishop
Hay. His ordination took place on the
festival of the Annunciation, 25th March,
1795,

Mr. Carruthers, immediately after his
ordination, was placed in charge of the
laborious mission of Balloch, Within the
range of this miesion were Drummond
Oastle, o long the residence of the
Dukes of Perth, and the town of Crief,
together with the Highlands of Perth-
shire. The Catholics, although few in
number, were widely scattered through.
out these mountainous regions ; and, not-
withetanding the difficuliies they had to
contend with in fulfilling the duties of
their religion, had faithfully adhered to
it during the most trying times, The
young priest was most zealous in the
discharge of his duties towards this
devoted remnant of his fellow-Catholics.
He aftorded them the oonsolation of
pumerous visits and frequent administra.
tion of the sacraments of the Church,
travelling on foot from house to house,
through the beautiful glens and moun-
tain passes of the country. i

rible crimes. In an editorial article of the
15th inetant we are told that they were
expelled from France “‘after the attempt
of John Chastel to assaseinate Henry 1V.,”
and that “De Thon expressly states that
they bad been the chief agents in kind.
ling the fire of rebellion and civil war.”
The Mall docs not aseert poeitively that
Chastel was {ucited by the Jecuits to com-
mwit the murder, but it attempts to con-
nect thewn with it by sayicg that be was a
pupil of the Jesuite, “imobued with their
sentimente,” acd that the attempt was
made in pursuance of “‘the regicidal doc.
trine of hie macters,” The Mall adds: “He
avowed on his trisl that it was in pursu.
ance of that doctrine that he had scted;”
and “there appesrs to be no doubt that he
was, 88 the Parliament and the public took
him at the time to be,in the fullest and
most eignificant sense & Jesult sssaesin,”

The inference which the Mail diaws
from all this is that the Jesults having
orce taught such a doctrine, they must
teach it atfll ; for “Jecunitiom Is the same
through all the centurles :” and again :
“a Jeeult will be what he is and has
always been, til], to the rellef of tumenity,
he cesses to be,”

Let us aek, therefore, what is a Jesnit
to-day ? All who know the Order will
anewer that & Jesult ia a Catholle priest,
faithful in the discharge of his priestly
duties, unss:un ing and emlable in char.
acter, z>alous, Indeed, for rel'glon and for
the interests of the Catholie Church, but
eminently charltable towards all, Pro-
testants as well as Cathol'cs, Add to this
that he is ueually & ripe echolar and a
perfect gentlemen in bis demesanor, and
you will have the Jeeult s he is known
i be by all who have m:t him in Cavada,
or the Uwited States, or Great Britain.
May we not, therefore, reason on the
Mail's principles that the Jesuit has al.
ways been just what we have described
him to be to-day, and that the evil ac:
cusatiors which have been brought
agsinet him are bnt calumniee? We are
told that the Jesuits tcach that Protestant
kings msy be lawfully murdered. There

are plenty of woiks on lheolof’y in exiet.
euce which have been written by Jesulte,
These works elmp'y eet forth the ordinary
and well-known doctrines of the Catholic
Church—uothiog more, nothieg less ; for
Jesuita have no epecial doctrines of vheir
order. Thelr doctrines are slmply those
which the Cathollc Church has always
taught, One of these Jesult theologlane,
wheee work {8 In common use as a text.
book in Oathelic seminsries, thus teaches
in reference even to tyrannical kirgs and
ueurpers, Helsdealing with the question
whether it 1s lawful to kill a tyrann'cal
king, and he takes up the snbj et under
svery aspect. He says:

“It 1o mot lawful to kill an unjust

usurper who has alresdy nbtained pomes:
vion of the kingdem ” Further on we
are told: “It is mot lawful to kill o
tyrent or an upjust usurper who bas not
yet galned poesestion of the kirgdom, ex-
cept by the authority of the lawtul prirc:
or as ap sct of just defence, or in act
warfare of the State sgainst bim, for it fa
never lawful to kill & man by private
sathority,” (Guryon the 5th command-

ent),

With this Jesult tesching before our eyes,
how can it be aserted that the Jesults
teach that it fs lawful to kill Protestant
kirgs? No euch teaching fs to be found
in any Jesuit book.

There is not a particle of
evidence to cobnect a single Jesult with
the deed, aud even the Mail can only
make out a comstructive case sgalnst
them, The ouly proof he attempts to
advance fa that a certaln “abominable
pampblet,” which the Jesuits repudiated,
was l{;rlut«l, in which the writer msin
talned that the attempt was an act of
herolem,

The Mail uil that Jean Chastel avowed

on his trls] that it was in pursusnce of
Jesuit docirine that he acted. De Tron,
whom the Mall quotes to prove that the
Jesuits were the chief egents “In kindling
the fire of rebe'lion and clvil war,” is a
bitter foe to the Jesult order, nevertheless
he and other bistorlane, equally enemles of
the Jesults, acknowledged that Ctastel,
when under tortune ard in presence of
death, solemniy declared tbat the Jesuits
were perfectly innocent, of any knowl.
edge of the crime. He did say, urder
pressure of torture, that he hud heard
some {n the Jesult college say that till the
king was recognlzed by the Pope obedi
ence wes not due to him. He did not
sy, however, that such was the Jecults’
teachiog. It is very poseible that in the
discuselons which always take place among
the students, some one maintsined this as
an opinlon, for we are all aware that the
most ultra oplnions are sometimes main.
talned by such disputants. But surely
the Jesults as & body are not to be held
responeible for all the conversations which
may be held within the walls of one of its
colleges,
When Chastel was confronted with
Father Gueret and asked whether he hed
ever hoard & word In his clase or from the
Jesuits suggesting such a crime, Chastel
burst lnto tears and ¢xpreesed his sorrow
that Fatber Gueret should suffer for &
crime of which he was entlrely innocent
As a wattor of fact, Father Gueret was
acquitted, as no evidence could be got
sgainst him, He was, hcwever, exiled by
the general sentence which exrelled the
Jesvita from France, The College of
Clermont was searched for payers which
would compromise the Jeeuit Fathere, as
the Mallstates. But there were no papers
found of this character, though there was
one document of which Father Guignard
was accused of being the wiiter, which was
directed againet the king, and was eaid to
be seditlous, but Father Guignard pro-
tested that the wiiting was not his, It
was merely one of the documents written
by the Leaguers, ard which wae preserved
in the library for historical purposes,
Father Gulgnard was the librarlan of the
college, and it was therefore in his custody ;
though probably he wes not even aware
of its character, There was no other
proof to counect bim with Chastel’s crime,
Lestolle, an enemy to the Jesuits, states
that before bis execution Father Gulgnard
declared that he always prayed for the
kirg at Mase, and that now, in his last
hour, he prayed Ged to bless his majesty,
He aleo acked the people to pray for the
Jeauits, who are not “‘assacelns of kings,”’
as their enemies pretend. His last words
were like those of Christ on the cross,
a prayer for those who had Injured
bim, The Jesults could not have had
any molive for wishing the death
or dethror ement of the kivg, even if they
were guilty of teaching what their enemies
pretend, in regard to Protestant kirgs, for
Henry the Fourth had become a Oatholic
before hiaacceesion to the throne, Henry
did not bimaelf joln in the pereccution to
which the Jesuits Were subjected, but his
power was not yet a0 consolidated that he
could oppose the mott powerful body in
bis dominlons. He may, even, have re.
tained some of the Caivinistic prejudices of
his early education sgalnst that learned
and zealous Cathelic order cf prieats, But,
at ell events, it is certain that Jesults were
the most ardect friende of Henry in
bringing about the consolidation of hisau-
thority by effecting his reconciliation with
the Pope, Certalnly they would not have
done thia If the Order were plotting for
his death, and it was mainly through the
lntercesslon of Father Aquaviva, Cardinal
Toletus, Father Alexancer Georges and
other Jesuits that the recomeiliation was
effected in 1505, the very time when,
accordirg to tne Mail, the whole Order
were engrged in a plot to bave the king
assastinated.

Father Georges was the rector of
the college in which the plot s
pretended to have heen hateched, The

Kiog bimself became, eoon after, one
of the warment friends of the Jesult O: der,

snd in 1603 they were recalled boporsbly
to the kingdom from which they had been
oxpeilcd olght yearsbefore, Kirg Henry
chose & Jesuit, Father Cotop, for bis con
fessor and g vate edvieer, which he cer-
talnly wou!

the vile charges which were brought
sgeinet the whole Order.

When the decree for the restoration of
the Jesvits was promulgated the Govern.
ment officials presented to the kipg a long
ltet of cbarges against the Jesuits, but 1he
kirg bimself refuted these accusations in
detail. Among these charges it was stated
that they were a band of rebele, tcols of
Kiog Pbilip of Brsln, and that it was
lawful to kill kings whom they call
tyrants, ss was proved at the trial of
Chastel. The king said in reply, amongst
other things: “I admire them no less for
being strict observers of their rules; it is
this that ineures their existence ; and far
from desiriug to cbange them, I wish to
malatain them. As for the priests who
attack them, at all times Ignorance hse
attacked science ; and I noticed when I
was about to restore them, two
c'ases of  persons oppomf the
messure—the  Protcstants apd  the
bad priests, and their opposition made
me esteem them the more. I am aware
that they have great respect for the Pope,
and o have I, Those Who attack their
opinions might as well attack the cpintons
of the whole Catholic Church ”

In refererce to the accueation of
regiclde the king wes very positive, He
said that “in the effairs of Barriere and
Chestel the Jceults were perfectly
innocent, and thet out of the busdred
thousand echolars of every rauk and con-
dition, educated in their colleges, not one
could be found who ever hemid them
use the seditious langusge attributed to
them.” He acknowlidgzed nlso that a
Spavish Jesult, viz. Cardinal Toletus, had
been the chief promoter of his reconcilia
tion with the Holy See. Henry was
ever after a etaunch friend of the much.
maligned Jesuits: maligoed just because
they were earnest and euccessful defend-
ers of the Pope ard the Catholic Courch,

Here it is but proper to remark that
the doctrine of regicide wes really main-
talned by & Protestant body in Englavd.
Read Lord Macaulay’s deecription of the
Puritans ard 1t will be seen that regicide,
Instead of beleg a Jusult doctrine, is
peculiatly Protestant, ard in the case of
Kiog Charles I. it was put into practical
operation, too,

BALFOURS BRUTALITY.

The Daily Telegraph sald operly
the other day tkat Mr. Balfour is “giving
s handle to his enemies and helping the
return of & Gladetonian majority, It fe
eald, too, that with the exception of Lord
Sallsbury, who backs up his nephew, the
whole Cabinet strongly condemn Mr,
Bsifour’s tyranny. The instabces in
which thls savagery has been eXeicised
are &0 numerous that it has become
absolutely monotencus to recount them.
Mr. Blunt 1evealed Balfour’s intention
to counteract the force of the Natlonalist
movement by Imprisoning such Irish
leadeis as would be unable to bear six
monthe’ imprisonment. When they
were cut off, he expected that the
Natiorallst movement would be killed
too, The cruel plan wasa cunnirg one,
though it did not succeed. That it
falled so completely s due to the indigna-
tion which was aroused through the
length and breadth of the land by the
attempt to put it into execution, But
scme of the Natlonalist leaders have
certainly been eerlously Injured in con.
stitution by the attempted carrying cut
of Mr. Balfour’s plan.
The treatment to which M: William
O’Brien wae sutjacted would bave sufficed
to bave made him the victim of Balfour's
murderous deslgns, only that the latter
was compelled by the force of public
opinion to modify bis conduct. In fact,
Wm O'Brien,stripped naked by Balfour’s
orders and confined in a cold cell, was able
to gain a victory over the ruler of Ireland,
who has at bls beck all the forces of the
Empire, for it was ucdoubtedly a victory
that he s allowed even now to retain bis
ordinary clothirg, But this victory was
goned not from the bumanity of Me.
Balfour, for this quality he does not
possees, but from his cowaidice, It was
not until Father Thomas Ryan defied the
prison cfliclals who ordered him to put off
his clothing, that Balfour discovered that
he could dispense prisoners from the
indignity of weaiicg prison drees ; axd in
this cace the excuees he put forward were
as frivolous es they were mendacloue.
He at first pretended that Caron
law, for which he entertained
great respect, required this coneceseicn
in favor of imprisoned priests, and when
it was shown that Canon law required
nothlog of the kind, hls excuse was tnat his
respect for the priesthood restraloed him
from trealing them as ordinary criminals.
The truth 1s that he feared the outburst
of indiguation which would bresk out
from the whole natlon, and, indeed, fromn
the whole world, if the pricsthocd were
degraded by euch treatment as he was
quite willing to lxflict upon them if he
dared.

But Mr, O'Brien has been visibly weak-
ened in bealth by the indignities and
barshness to which he has been subjected
while serving out his present term of im
priconment, It s stated that the cruelty
of removing him In his weakened condi-
tion from Tralee jail to Galway, he being
on the way subjected to the harshest
treatment, has contributed greatly towards
breaking down his coustitution, 'The
Government will, undoubtediy, be held
respontible to Parliament and to the pub-
lic for all this,

Father Kennedy, who {s in jail merely
for attending & Natlonal Lergue meeting,
has also been rubjicted to treatment
which has brought bim to death’s door,
and he ls now serfously sick from no other
cause than this,

allst prisoners, who bave been really
guilty of no crime, is contrasted
with "the trestment sccorded by the
Government to actusl c'imioals, A com:
vany of wealthy awindlers in Belfast had
y & regular system of fraudulent insar-
ence and forgery swindled sn {nsurance
company out of £20,000. Oae of the
garg who was the most gullty was
released.on his own recognizances, thongh
he pleaded guilty to a nunmber of f.rgerles,
He bad been the chief organizer of the
demonstration In Belfast in favor of the
Government snd this was his reward.
The reet of the swindlers were condomned
to imprisonment for slx months, bat
Aldermon Bell who visited them found
tbat they were placed in cells which were
excellently furnlshed and more than
ordinmily comfortable, They themselves
ssid that there was nothing but thelr
lberty that they could desire, and the
prison officlals were both courteous and
attentive.

That the policy of bratality is still to
be observed towards the Natlomallsts is
evident from the treatment of Mr Carew,
M. P, This gentleman is one of the most
popular members in the Houee of Com-
mons owing to bls amiable and npassum.
ing mazner, and he {s as much beloved on
the Copservative as on the Liberal tide
where he is personally known. Yet he,
too, bas been sutjocted to treatment quite
similar to that which hes impaired Mr.
O'Brlen’s health, He was thrown down
and stripped of bls clothing, his ankle and
shoulder were sprained in the struggle,
and, like Mr. Hanington, be too, was
thorn avd shaved, his hair beiog cut and
his moustache shaved cff, as if he had been
a common criminal, Naturally the love
of the Irlsh people for English rule will
not be ircreased by these barbarittes. It
is just such trea'ment of Irish patriots In
the past which made Englard and every
thing Eoglish odfous to Irishmen. It is
this which has 8o leavened the people of
the United States that there too tho legls
lators who are most loud in their denun.
clstions of England, are the most popular
with their people, and it s by pureuing
thelr present course that the rulers of
England not only sbut themselves out
from their best recruiting ground, but also
render themselves an object of detestati. n
to the natlons whose good will they are
most anxfous to secare.

It must ke to the Chlef Secretary’s vic:
tlws e great corsslation to know tbat at
least they bave the heafielt sympathy of
those of their countrymen whose good-
will 1s worth kaving, "That thiscympathy
is fe!t has been especially manifested
towards Mr, O'Brien, who bas specially
earned it by tte extraordinary eacrifices
he bas made for his country’seake. There
fs not held a Natlonalist meeting in Ire-
land which does not express heartfelt
sympathy with him ia bis sufferings. but
the strong protest of the four Catholic
Archbishops and twenty-two Bishops of
Ireland must have been peculiarly sgree-
able to bim, The Blshopa declare that:
“In the Interest alike of humanity and
order we deem it our duty to declare that
Her Majesty’s Government shou'd mnot
suffer a moment to be lost In eecuring the
discontinuance of maltreatment, which s
shocking to adherents of all political
parties and opposed to the usages of civill:
zstion.”

Dr. Kidd, one of the mcst eminent
physicians of Dublin thusg!ves expression
to the putl'c indignation wh'ch s felt on
account of Me. O'Brien’s treatment :

“] very much regret [ was unable to
attend the meeting beld in Plcaix Park
yeeterday to protest againat the petty tor
ments snd cruel and outrageous treatment
to which Mr. W 1/iam O'Brien has been sub
jected in Clonmel jall. Every man to
whom I have spoken on the subject, be he
Unlonist or Nationallst, cordemns them
as unworthy of a clvilized nstion, It is
to me imposible to bslleve that the
framers of the prison rules ever meant
them to apply to auch a caze as that of Mr.
O’Brien. 1f the Government feel bound
to carry out theee ruler, irrespective of
pereons, why this new-born energy—why
have they only now enforced the cuttirg
of the hair and beard, and the depriving
of a near sighted man of his spectscles?
Either they have been negligent of their
duty hitherto, or there is some ulterior
object in view.”

Mr. Balfour’s object is evidently to goad
the Irish into acts of open rebellion, in
order that the tide of Eoglish opinicn
may be so tured sgainst them that
the day may be deferred when Home Rule
will be obtained ; for present indications
are to the effect that the overwhelming
vote of the English people equaliy with
those of Scotland and Wales will be for
Home Rule as eoon as they have an
opvortunity to give expreesion to their
decires at a general election. The only
thing which can now put off this result is
that the Irish may not bear patiently the
sufferings they are now enduring until the
verdict of the people be given at the polls.

ORANGE LOYALTY.

The lip loyalty of the Orangemen of
the North {s well illuatrated by the follow-
iog passege of Colonel Saunderson’s epeech
at Portadown on Feb. 18:h.

“'As to a Home Rule Parliament, noth.
Ing under heaven would make them re-
cognize it or obey its laws. The moment
there was a chance of Home Rule belng
passed they would arm and drill, and in a
tortnight they could have 50,000 men
under arms, He had the authority of the
lerding men in the army that ~Britich
noldiers ehould never be used against Irich
loyalists.” (Prolonged cheering. )

The men who can utter and appland
such lnngmge are called the Loyalists of
Ircland, and are commended by Lord
Hartington, Mr. Balfour, and Mr, Cham
berlain as the bulwarks of law and
order in Ircland, We are quite aware
that euch talk is merely buncombe,
for the Orange bravery of these braggado.
clos is limited to the firlng of uvglven
and the clubbing of unarmed men and
defenceless women and children, But
they would carry out thelr threats if they
dared While this specles of talk is
quite pardonable in an Otange M, P., and
18 quite in order, Nationalists ave sent to
priton aud tortured to death, meraly for
advocating the restoration of an Irish
Patliament, and the Government move
heaven and earth to find false witneeses
to testify that Nationalists had nsed lan-
guage one. tez.th as violent. Yet Irlshmen

are expected to be superabundantly loyal
to the Crown which treats them so.

ST, PATRICK'S DAY CELE.
BRATION,

It is now a little over onme hundred
yeurs since Henry Grattan, backed by the
srme of the Irlsh volunteers, schieved
Parllamentary independerce for Ireland,
Unwonted prosperity, universal content,
and goneral happiness were the glorlous
results that epsued. But, in the opinion
of the great merchants and commercial
firms of England, prosperity for Irelsnd
foreboded rival industries, a declension of
ptices for Erglish goods, ecarclty of cheap
manual labor, and probable collspses and
bankruptey among the merchant million-
slres of Eogland, Therefore shonld
every effort be stralved to cripple
Irlsh manufactures, To attain this
desirable end it would be mneces-
sary to dostroy the work of
Henry Grattsn, To brivg ruln upon the
industries of Ireland it would be necessary
to rob her of her parliament and force the
moneyed men of Ireland, her land owners,
rich lords and M, P.%, to reslde most of
thelr time in London. Therefore should
titles and gold be distributed with a lavich
hand in bribing the weaklings of the Irish
House of Commons sittlvg in College
Green. It le true no Catholice, at that
time, were allowed a voice in the coun:
clls of State—no Oatholic had even a vots,
But it required several milllon pounds
sterllog, many baronetcles acd knight
hoods to debauch the hearts of & msjority
of the Irlsh parlleament ae it was then
constituted.

Ireland was robbed of her legislative
Independence on the lst Janvary, 1801,
The result has been elghty-eight yeas of
national misery and deeolation, several
famines, pericdical rebellione, eighty nine
Coerclon Acts, millions of people starved
to death, and yet many more millions
driven Into forced exile beyond the seas,
It 1a utterly impoeeible for any mind to
grasp or apy tongue to tell the woeful tale
of Irelard’s wretchedness, humiliations
and eufferings during that long perfod of
cighty. efght years, during which O'Con
nell’s heart was broken, and every offort
to stop her tleeding wounds by peaceable
mears, or by a recourse to arme, was
utterly erushed and b flled,

The bright day of Ireland’s rescue from
utter despalr bas dawned at last—the
gilded dreams of her most imaginative
poets are being realized. For the glant
bas bitten the dust; the Gollath, who
struck terror into the army of Gcd, bas
fallen with a crash ; the Tory Thunderer
has been sllenced, ard his power for evil ls
utterly smashed into atoms, his perverse
ebility to destroy charscter and ruin
bopes, and blindfold his fellow country-
men, {s at an end avd forever—I[reland’s
chosen leader bas trlumphed ; her mar
tyred chemplons who had been cllpped
and degraded 1in prison cells ghall
now come forth from  their
dungeons to recelve the plaudite
ard ovations of a grateful country, and
naught can further arrecet the onward
march of Parnell and his tried and devoted
followsra to the grand cobsimmation—
the re insuguration of Ireland’s national
senate in College Green.

Nor are theee asseverations of ours mere
idle talk or faneciful xh.?lcdln to be
laughed at or Epooh poobed by the Tory
unbellever. very political fact that has
occurred, every public speech that hss
been delivered, in or out of the House of
Commons, since the bursting of the great
fabrication of iniquity by the disclosures
and death of Rlchard Pigott, all unite in
showing the genersl tendemey of the
Foglish mind end the comviction
of universal Christendom. Parnell
is  recelving ovatlons in all parts
of England and smong all classes.
Letters of congratulation are being, as it
were, showered upon him, and from
hands hitherto hostlle, All the bye:
elections in Eopgland are in favor of
Home Rule for Ireland. The
plous prayers of thousards of pure

souls have reached the thkrome
of a merclful God. We kbnow
for a certainty that for several
years have most earnest suppli

cations been wafted from hesarts that know
no gulle, to the fountain of eli love, in be-
half of suffering Ireland. And now it is
evident the prayer of the just and the
rightecus availeth much. The hearts of
the English people have been reached,
their souls are ttirred with pity and com-
miseration for the much maligued, out.
raged and ill-treated children of the
Emerald Isle,

About three years sgo it was averred,
and Mr. Gladst publicly boasted of it,
that all Scotland, all Wales and one.ha!f
of England, were favorably disposed
towards Ireland. But now it may be
clalmed that the other balf of England
has been captured, Truly, this is a St.
Patrick’s day on which Irfshmen can
afford to rejoice and be gratefal. Never
since the fatal hour that u-hered in New
Year’s day In 1801, hae Ireland had such
just cause for self congratylation.

accertained, and In overy case where they
are established they have the respect of
the whole cemmunity, Protestant as well
as Catholle. In Oatario, Jesnits are
established in the important patleh of
Guelph end in the Irdian missiors of
Algoma. The high esteem In which they
are held in Guelph is attested by the
spentaveity with which Protestants as
well as Catholics testified thelr respect for
the members of the Order on a recent
occasion, when the most prominent cfti-
zens assdsted them {n the completion of
their magnificent new church, encouraged
them by kindly words snd attended a
friendly barquetto celebrate the occasion,
If the vices of the Jesuit Farhers were
one hundrcdth part of what thelr enemies
represent them to be, would the Protes-
tants of that city, where they have been
#0 lor g eatablished, snd where they muat
be thorougbly known, entertain for them
20 much respect? In Algoms they are
equally reverenced, not only for their
qualities as earncst ard faithful priests,
such &s they prove to be fn more eulti-
vated pazishes, but aleo for their eplrit of
self sacrifice which makes them ready on
commind of thelr superior to devote
themselves to the thankless and difficu/t
tack of attending to the spiritual needs of
the red men of the forest.

But the Isgos of Oastario habltualiy
misrepresent and bespatter with dirt theee
exemplary priests. It is not long since
one of the most prominent Presbyterian

treal Witness, that' the Jesuits are the
sworn enemies of liberty,, civil and
religious, and the subverters of all moral
principles on which the well being of
eociety is founded. They have taught
that “it is right to lie and deceive if it
will serve the interests of Jesuitism.”
Lt is stated that they have accomplished
“scarcely anything” for the interests of
“‘pure Coristianity.” Their work among
the Indiaue of Canada alone, which
they are eiill accomplishing, sufficiently
relutes the latter statement, while
their pure lives and their doc.
trinal books, which are quite within
reach of every one, refutes the former,
These falsehoods are quite on a par with
thestatement that the Jesuits teach that
‘the end justifies the meane,” refuted in
another column,

The maligners of the Jesuits are
worthy of the punishment invoked by
Ingo’s wife on the liars described by
Shakespeare :

And put in every honest hand a whip,
To jash the raccals naked through the world,
Even from the East to the West."

We must, in justice to our Protestant
fellow.citizona generally, say that only a
fraction of the Protestants of Ontario
give encouregement to these maligners,
but for that iraction no terms of con.

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LORD SPENCER AND PAR-
NELL.

Lord Spencer was Lord Lieuterant of
Ireland in 1881, Hs arrived in Dublin
immediately after the horrible meesacre
of Lord Cavendish end Under.Szcrotary
Burke, with instructions from Glad-
stone)s Government to put down lawlees-
ness with a heavy hand, A reign of
terror existed at that time in Ireland,
The Invincibles, led by Carey the In.
former, who enticed innocent men to the
perpetration of most horrible crimes,
epread terror throughout the length and
breadth ot Great Britain, As the most
mysterious assassinations were perpe-
trated, and the most unlooked for explo-
sions by dynamite occurred, no city or
individusl felt secure from some sudden
and awful catastrophe. It is no wonder
that, under the circumstances, the Giov-
ernment, though ever go liberal and
apxious for & peaceable solution of all
difficulties, should make up its mind to
keep down lawlessnese at all hszarde,
No wonder tbat Lord Spencer should, in
obedience to instructions from the Prime
Minister, show no mercy where crime
was proved, or even strongly fuspecied,
The English people should feel confi-
dence in the willipgness and ability of its
trusted statesmen to pregerve the peace

ever found to exist, When young
Hynes was tried m Dublin for
the murder of a policeman who
bad been thot dead in a riot near Ennle,
{n the County Ciare, many suspected that
ke was not the man who fired the deadly
sbot, cor, If he were, that there was no
malice aforethought, or sny premedi-
tated attempt at murder. Petitions were
zent to the viceroy, slgned by clergymen,
gentty and M, Ps, to vo purpose. The
jury who sat on the case, were confined a
whole week to the jury rooms, Belrg
allowed out for one night’s reet at the Im-
perlal Hotel, they gave way to dissipations
ard were guilty of some boylsh pranks,
These were commented on mnext day in
the Dublin Freeman’s Journal aud doubts
expressed as to the competency of such men
to elt on a jury, when a yourg man’s life
bung in the balence, Judge Lawson, who
presided at the court, bad the proprietor
of the Freemen’s Journal anaigaed before
hiny for contempt of court. The proprle
tor was the late Edmuod Dwyer Gray,
then aciing as High Sheriff of Dubiin.
His high position did not save him from
<ondign punfshment. He weae sentenced
to #x months’ {mpriconmest end to a
fine of £500 'Then, indeed, began a
relgn  of terrcr asmong toe cfficials
aud repreeentatives of the people
in Dublin and throughout Ireland.
No man could tell or foresee when his
turn thould come. No man, Lord Mayor
or M, P., was eure of his liberty one day
or moment. Yet the people were uot
diskesrtened. On the very evenizg of the
High Sheriff’s arrest and imprisonment a
barquet was held in the Marslon Houee,
the cfficial residence of Dublin’s Lord
Mayor ; the latter precided and propoeed
the health of the Pope first, then of the
Queen of Ireland and England. Speeches
were made in which the arbitrary conduct
of Judge Laweon was condemned and the
venerable O'Gorman Makon, then white
with the sccumulated enow of eighty
winters, burled defiance at Lawson and
dared him “to send his myrmidons to L.y
viclent bands on him (the epeaker).” Lord
Spencer was next day waited upon ty the
Lord Mavor and the city councll with a
request for the liberation of O'Dwyer
Gray. It was all to no purpose. Tre
Lord Lieutenart gave the cliy cfficlals to
ucderstand that there was no hope for
Ireland but to settle down quietly and
leave itzelf to the tender mercies of Eng-
land.

About sfx months afterward Lord
Spencer left Ireland amid the hisser and
the curses of the citizens of Dublin avd
Kingstou, He artlved in Eog'and a
changed man, He came to Eogland thor-
oughly convinced of the utter fallure of a
coercive policy for the Inlsh people.
With Buckebot Forster he drove Coercion
to ite last limits, Hls noble mind and
generons heart grew utterly eick of the
whole nefarlous business, He sought
ladstone, and, afier a lorg interview,
& milder policy was adopted. Hcme Rule
for Irelacd was declared an absolute
neceseity for the pesce and stabllity of the
Emplire, and the gentle, good natured
Lord Aberdeen was eppolnted Lord-Lieu-
tenent of Ireland.

After Gladstone, there s not a more
thoroughly convinced Home Ruler in
Ergland to-day than Earl Spencer.
He left Ireland in 1883 amid the outerles
and maledictions of the people whom he
governed ; were he to return there to-mor-
row there would be an ovation to greet hira
second only to the triomph that ehould
await the Grand Old Man himself,

Last Saturday a banquet was tendered
to Lord Spencer by the Eighty Ciub in
London, at which Loid Roseberry, Sir W.
V. Harcourt, Mr. Parnell and Mr. Morley
were present. When Lord Spencer arose
to respond to the toast of the evening,
instead of confining bimeelf to what bad
been sald of his own past career as a Lib.
eral member, he launched out into un.
atinted praise of thc hero of the hour,
Charles Steward Parnell. The noble earl
congratulated Parnell on bisgreat triumph
over the London bully, the ignominious
co-partner of the arch-forger Pigott.  All
through the trial, he eaid, England ad.
mbred the forbearance, the diguity aund
the patience of Mr. Parnell, qualities, he
continued, 8o worthy of a great leader,
and he and his friends promised that Mr.
Parpell should not go unavenged but
that full and entire compeneation ehould
be made him for all his loeses, for all his
trials and humilitations, These expres-
eions of sympathy, coming from the lips
and the heart of & moble character and a
great man, excitsd loud bursts of ap-

e,

Mr. Parnell, when cilled upon, replied

DOES THE END JUSTIFY
THE MEANS?

Notwithstanding the fact that it has been
over and over sgain rpointed out that the
Jesuits do not and mever did teach that
“tke end justifies the means,” the Mall
continues to publieh letters from corres-
pondents who maintsin that this fs
peculiarly a Jesuit doctrine, The mean-
ing which {s attached to the sayirg is that
evll may be done provided a good object
may be attained thereby, Sach a doc-
trine I8 not taught by any Catholic
theologian, whether Jesult or otherwise,
and it s not to be found in any Jeanit’s
bock whatever. This doctrine wae« like.
wise falsely attributed to the early Chuis-
tlans, but was repudlated by St Paul :
#“Wae are slendered, and as some effirm
that we sav, let us do evil that there may
come good.” (Rom. i), 8,) 'The great
apostls says of these slanderers, their
“damnation {& just ”

A writer in a late fssae of tha Mail hes
trivmpbantly produced s pasage from
Buasenbaum which, translated luto English,
means : “where the end is lawful the
means to atialn it are also lawful,” and
he states that this is to eigolfy that any
means, lawful or unlawful, msy be em
ployed. Laymann uses eimilar langusga.
These passages have aleo been quoted by
Blshop Coxe as proving that the Jesuits
maintained the objactionable doctrine, but
such is not at ell the meaning of the
writers, as the context shows In every
case,

Busenbaum is examinipg the speclal
case: “Is it lawful for a prisoner who fs
condemned to death to escape from jail
and thus save his life ?””  The answer to
this ls in the affirmative, and the writer
concludes that he may employ such law-
ful means to effect his escape, ae do not
fufringe upon the rights of others, euch as
breaking his chaine, climbing the prison
walls, and ¢loding the vigilance of bis
keepers. He has no intention of ssying
that evil means may be employed when a
good object {s in view. Onthe contrary,
he plainly states that there must be no
ivjustice or lojury to others, and no vin-
lence in the means empleyed. *‘Precisa
vi et tnjuria.”

The question Is not whether Busen
baum be right or wrong In his declslon of
the cse in point, but whether he permits
evil to de done that good may come from
ft. This he certninly does mnot allow.
We may further remark that the Pro-
testant Bishop Jeremy Taylor decides the
ca%e in the same way as Busenbaum.

Laymann employs the words in ex
actly the same senee as Busenbaum. He
fs treating even the very same case,
whether & men condemned to death may
lawfully make his escape. He anewers
in the same way as Busenbaum, *ffirm
atively. There is no Catholic theologian,
Jesult or otherwise, who does mot lay it
down clearly as & universal maxim that
evil means must never be ewployed even
when the end is gocd.

But sre Protestant teachers rigid in
holding this maxim of Christian theology 1
Far from it. It s only a few weeks since
ove of the newly-elected Methodist
bishops, while denouncing dancing asa
sin, stated that President Harmison might
allow it at the inauguration ball owing to
the necessities of hie position, and kistory
informs us that the Protestant Bishops of
Eogland ‘told Charles L. that in the bhard
circumstances in which he was placed he
could lawfully sign Lozd Strafford’s death
warrant, though knowlng that ke d'd not
deeerve the punishment. It {ll hecomes
Protestants to accuse the Jesults of teach:
ing that ‘‘the end justifies the means ”

This {s purely a Protestant doctrine.

ANOTHER GLORIOUS VIC-
TORY.

The election in Kennington division of
Lambeth resulted in a magnificent victory
for the Gladstonian candidate, Mr, Beau.
foy. This seat was made vacant by the
resignation of Mr. R. Gent-Davie, Con-
gervative, who was compelled to resign
owlng to embezzlement in the adminlstra-
tion of a will. Mr. Gent-Davis was
elected In 1886 by the handsome mejority
of 430, receiving 3,222 voter, while bis
opponent, Mr. Beaufoy, received 2,792,
On Mr. Gent-Davis’ resignation, both
parties felt that much depended on the
success of either party, as the election was
in an important section of the metropolls
and would therefore be a very good indl
catlon of the popular sentiment regarding
the Salisbury-Balfour policy of Coercion.
The Coercionists left no ttone unturned
to secure the victory, as they could not
but feel that defeat would be a terrible
disaster—nothing less, indeed, than a fore-
cast of thelr impending doom.

The Liberals, on the other hand, were
resolved, if poesible, to win so important
a seat, or at least to reduce the Tory
majority, It was reasoned that if it be
true that a re.action is setting in through-
out the country, an important election in
the metropolis should show it.  Both
parties, therefore, strained every nerve to
geln the seat, snd the result has been the
most eJguificant victory which has been
tcored yet. Not only has the Copscrva.
tive majority been wiped out, but Mr.
Beaufoy has gained the sest by a mejority
of 630 votes, The completeness of the
victory is enbanced by the fact that
almest every vote must have been polled.
The Conservative cacdldate, Mr. Hope,
recelved 3 439 votes, being 217 more than
Mr. Gent Davis obtained in 1886, while
Mr. Beaufoy received 4069 votes, or
1,277 more than he polled at the previous
contest. The result ¢xceeded the most
sanguine hopen of the Liberals, and it
dispels the last fizlorn hope of the Coer-
cionstathat they can hold on to office much
longer.

Such is the headleg of a senseless
although very blitter ard bigoted leadizg
article in the Loxdon Free Prers of
Monday last. No one bu! a ninny could
be found capsble of eerlously asking such
a silly question. Neither Mr, Mercler
nor the Jesuite ever contemplated such en
fssue. Buat will the Free Press endeavor
to prevent Oatholics from recogniziog the
Pope as the supreme head of the Catholic
Cburch? It would sppear so from the
tencr eod drift of the leader just referred
to. What the British Government, what
the United States, and all free Christlan
governments sccord freely to their Cathollc

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THE JESUITS.

Their Apologists and
Their Enemies.

A Lecture Delivered In St. Patrick’s
Church, Ottawa, Sunday Evening,
February 24th, 1889,

WHAT RELIGIOUS ORDERS ARE.

Religlous oxders, or sssoclations of men
or women in the Catbolis Church, were
first established in the easly part of the
third century. The common bond of
union smong all the religious orders, and
which dlstivguishes them from other
aseociations, s sbandonment of purely
secalar pursulte, celibacy, and thelr organ-
{zation %’ means of religlous vows into
commwuuities of sn entitely eccleeinstical
charact cr.

They are divided into two classes—the
contemplative and the active, The con-
templative orders, few in number in
modern times, spend thelr whole lives in
praying and festing, in vigils and medita:
tlene, and continued efforts to attain to
the bighest Chrietlan perfection, The
active orders, which are far more numer
ous with a larger membership, are engaged
in teaching and preachipg, in nuriiog the
sick, in taking care of the poor and infirm,
or in epreadiog the Gospel in heathen
lands, Yet they devote a conelderable
portion of the time to retirement, recol
lection, meditatlon, prayer and ascetic
discipline, without which they would soon
lose their robust virtue, neglect or slight
thelr active dutice, and be distinguiehab'e
only by the habit they wear from people
of the world, They are etrengtbened for
thelr corporal works of mercy only by
prayer and meditation. Lot these dutles
be neglected, and discipline will be re-
laxed, the spirit of a religious order will

depart, its usefulness cease, the manners
of its members become dissolute, and
grave icandals ensune, St. Avgaetine's
words are both pointed and trathtul: *I
have not,” says he, ‘found anywhere
better men than good monks and neither
bave I found worse than bad monks.”
PROTESBTANT TRIBUIES.

Although the real worth and ser:ices
rendered to religion and civilizatlon by
the monastic orders have not always baen

Mr‘lly or fully appreciatel, they have eli-
cited eloquent tributes of admiration
from many dietinguished Protestant his-
torians and eseayists.

“I confees,” enys Von Lelbnilz (systema
Theologicum), “that 1 have ardently
admired thereligious orders, and the plous
assoclations, and the other elmilar admir-
able institutions ; for they are a sort of
celestial soldiery upon earth, provided
they are governed according to the fosti-
tutes of their founders, and regulated by
the Supreme Pontiff for the use of the
Unlvereal Church, For what can be more
glorlous than to carry the light of truth
10 dlstant nations, through sess and fires,
and swords—to traflic in the salvation of
souls alone—to forego the allurements of
pleasure, a1d even tne enjoyment of con-
versstion and of soclal intercourse, in
order to pursue, undisturbed, the contem-
plation of abstruse truths aud divine
meditation—to dedicate oneself to the
education of youth in eclence and in vir-
tue—to assist and console the wretched,
the despairing, the lost, the cap.
tive, the condemned, the sick,—
in squalor, in chains, in distant
lande—undeterred even by the fear of
pestilence from the lavish exercise of these
heavenly offices of charity. The man who
koowa not, or despises these thing, bhas
but a vulgar and plebelan conception cf
virtue ; he foollahly measures the obliga.
tions of men toward their God by the
perfunctory discharge of ordinary dutles,
and by that frozan habit of life, devoid of
z3sl, which prevalls commonly among
men.”

Maitland, in his “Dark Ages,” tells us
that : “It is quite imposeible to touch the
subject of Monasticism without rabbing off
some of the dirt which has been heaped
upon it, It ls impossible to get even a
superficlel knowledge of tke mediwval
history of Europe without seelng how
greatly the world of that perlod was
indebted to the monastic orders; as a
quiet and religlous refuge for helpless in-
fancy and old age, a shelter of respectful
sympatby for the orphan maiden and the
desolate widow—aa central points whence
agriculture was spread over bleak hills,
and barren downs, and marshy plains,
and dealt its bread to milllons periahing
with hunger and ite pestilential traln—ae
repositories of the learning which then
was, and the well springs for the
learnirg which has yet to be—as nurseries
of art and sclence, viving the stimulus, the
means, and the reward to invention, and
aggregating around them every head that
could devise, and every hand that could
execute—as the nucleus of the city which
in after days of pride should crown its

palaces and bulwarks with the towering
cross of ite cathedral. This, I think, no
man can deny. I belleve it is true, and I
love to think of it, I hopethat I see the
good hand of God in it, and the vislble
teace of Hls mercy that is over all His
works, But if it is only a dream, however
grateful, I shall be glad to be awakened
from it ; not indeed by the yelling of iliit.
erate agitators, but by a quiet and sober
El'of,)'f that 1 have mlsunderstood the mat
er,

ABOUT THE JESUITS SPECIALLY,

And now, as an introductory to the
particular religlous order which is to
engage our atientlon this evening, I should
like to quote some words showlng Sir
James Macintosh’s appreciation of the
Jesults, They are to be found in his
“Review of the Causes of the Revolu.
tion” (1688), and are as follows :

“Having arlsen in the age of the Refor.
mation, they naturally became the cham.
plons of the Church against her enemies.
They cultivat:d polite lterature with
splendld success ; they were the earliest
and perhaps the most extensive reformers
of Europesn educatlon, which in thelr
schools made a larger etride than it bas
done at any succeedlng moment ; and by
the just reputation of thelr learning, as
well as by the weapons with which it
armed them, they were enabled to carry
on & vigorous contest against the mosi
learned impugners of the authority of the

Church. * * * In Indisthey suffered
martyrdom with berolc constancy. Thl:l
ated through the barriers whi
Chinese policy opposed to the entrance of
stzangers, cultivatiog the moet difficult of
langasges with such success as to compose
bundreds of volumes in it ; snd, by tae
public utllity of tbelr ecien'ific acquire-
ments, obtained toleration, patronsge and
personal honors from that jeslous govern-
ment. Fhe natives of Americs, who
generally felt the comparative euperiority
of the European 1ace only in a more
rapid or s more gradual destruction, and
to whom even the Qaakers dealt out little
more than penurious justice, were, under
the fraternal rule of ths Jesults, reclaimed
from savege manners, and iostructed in
the arts snd dutles of clvillzd life, * * *
No other asssociation ever sent firth so
mapy dlsciples who reached such eminence
in departments so various and unlike,
# » % The most famous constitution-
allste, the most ckillful casuits, the ablest
school masters, the most celebrated pro:
fessors, the best teachers of the humblest
mechanical arts, the missionaries who
could most bravely encounter martyrdom,
or who with the most patient akill could
infuse the rudiments of religion into the
minds of ignorsnt tribes or prejadiced
nations, were the growth of their fertile
tchools,”
THEIR INSTITUTION.

Catholic Church bietorians agree that
the religlous ordere, whose members were
more numerous than the secular clergy,
showed themselves utterly unequal to the
task of grappling with the dsngers that
menaced the Church in the sixteenth cen:
tury. A committee appointed by Pope
Paul 111, In 1537, to examine and report
upon the condition of the monks, gave it
as thelr opinfor, that the communities of
those religious houses, in which disclpline
bad become relaxed and manners di:solute,
should be allowed to die out, when others
more zeslous and honest might take their
place, There arose at once, providentlally,
s new order, which apparently grow-
ing out of the circumstances of the age,
was for this very resson pecullarly fitted
to minister to it needs.  Speclally
designed to revel the advances of Protes.
tantlsm, this order has at ali times filled
the Protestant mind with vague and un-
defined terrors, From their origin the
Jesults have had numerons enemfes;
never have they been free from them,
either in thelr proeperity and greatness,
or in their fall, or even after it. Since
their re-appesiarcs they have been the
constant object of bitter animonity, cdlous
calumoy, and virulent abuse. (See
Balmes’ “European Civilization.”) This
s the best demonstration that can be
iven of the emlnent merit of the Jesuits
t must be the same with classes and cor
porations as withindividuel:—very extra
ordinary merit neceesarily excites numeg
ous enemles, for the simple reseon that
such merit is alwaye envied, and very
often dreaded.

THE FOURTH VOW AND II'S BIGNIFI-

CANCE.

To the three ordinary religious vows of
poverty, obedlence, and chsstity—which
are a protest against the three prominent
and most dangerous vices of every age
and country—the Jesulits added a fourtb,
that of strict obedience to the orders of the
Holy Father. In the early ages of the
Church, and especially in what are called
the middle ages, there was no call for a
vow of special obedlence to the Pope.
There was always, it is true, in those days
enough of disobedlence to the Holy Father
on tne part of profersediy 5hrlni|n
soverelgns, princes, nobles, and eveun
bishops, but there was at the same time
the reeognition in principle of the Papal
Supremacy, The Reformation, on the
other hand, was the attempt of the dis-
obedient to erect their disobzdience into
a grlnclplo. As Brownson (“Religious
Orders”) clearly puts it, the Reformers
bad no intentlon of warring against the
Church ; educated under feudalism in the
State, they Imsgined they could throw off
the suzeralnty of the Pope withoutinjary,
nay with positive benefit to the Church,
as a feudatory of the monarch might in
some cases throw off the suzeralnty of the
Emperor or King, with positivead vantages
to their estates. The event has proved,
what should have been foreseen and
understood, that in casting off the Papacy,
the Reformers cast off the Oburch herself,
because the Pope is not merely suzerain,
but under God the Sovereign of the
Church, Our Lord buflt the Church on
Peter, and Peter, the Rock, removed, it
had no foundation, There was a divine
ipspiration, than, in the thought of St.
Ignatius, and a special propriety in en-
joining on the members of the Company
he organized this fourth vow, or vow of
speclal obedience to the Pope. It wasa
solemn protest eagainst the very principle
of the Reformation, and made the Society
of Jesus a standing assertion of the Papacy,
and a living monument of devotion to the
Holy See. The Council of Trent con-
demned the particular or special heresies
of the Reformation, but it did not ex-
plicitly condemn {ts principle, for its
principle was not then fully disengaged,
and rendered apparent to the whole
world. It{sonly latterly that even Pro-
testants themselves have understood ft,
and were able to formulate it. Nobady
saw from the firet, that Protestantism was
wholly concentrated in the rejection of
the Papal constitution of the Church;
hardly did anybody see it before the
present century. Protestants have shown
themselves willing to fraternizs with the
eastern churches separated from Rome,
and which differ from the Catholic Church
in no important points but in rejecting the
Supremacy or Primacy of jurlsdiction of
the Pope, without asking any chauge of
doctrine of worsbip on the part of those
chuiches, We have seen and we see now
multitudes of Protestants, like the
Puseyites and Ritualists, who accept and
defend all Oatholic doctrine, except the
Papal Supremacy and Infallibllity, and
nearly the whole Protestant world would
cease to oppose the Church, if she would
only glve up the Pope. They would
accept willlngly the play of Hamlet with
the part of the Prince of Denmark left
out, The fourth vow of the Jesults
pledged them to & direct and necessary
warfare on the essentlal principle of the
Reformation, and for the essentlal prin.
ciple of the Constitution of the Church,
BT, IGNATIUS AND HIS COMPANIONS,
On the dawn of the day, in the year
1534, on which the Church celebrated the
Assumption of our Blessed Lady, the 15th
August, a little band of men, clad with

the clerical habit, aecended the hill called

Montmartre, in Parls, and entered the
crypt of the chapel of St. Danys, which
then marked tho spot where the Apostle
of France bad won the crown of martyr-
dom, Thelr leader was Ignatiasof Loyola,
who, descended from s noble Spsinlsh
family, bad in bis youth been a courtier
acd & eoldler, snd was wounded at the
slege of Pampeluna in 1521, where he dis-
tinguished himeelf by his ‘qlllmtry
Reside him, in the sanctuary, knelt Francie
Xavler, by bittha grandee of Spain, Jsmes
Laynez, Alpboneus Salmeron and Nicholas
Bobadille, slso Spauiards, and Alphoneus
Rodriguez, a Portuguese. At the altsr
ministered Peter Faber or Lefevre, once a
shepherd in the mountains of Savoy, but
now a prieet in holy orders. By his hands
—for be was the only priest as yet smong
them—the bread of life was distributed
to his aseoclates, and then were lifted up
their united volces, uttering their vow,
to renounce the world, and to labor
for the conversion of souls in the
Holy Land; or, if unatls to execute
this project, to offer themeelves to
the Pope, to be disposed of by bim for the
greater glory of God.  Subsequently
Igoatius found it necessary to visit his
pative couaty ; so, having given his dis-
ciples a rale of life and special instructions
regarding thelr practices of devotion, he
Jeft them in Paris under the care of Peter
Fabar, and directed that they should meet
him in Venice, on the 25th January, 1537,
nearly two years lJater. Meanwhile their
wi slon to the Holy Land was rendered
impoeeible by war, and so, on his return,
Ignatius deepatched them to preach in
different towns of Italy, B:fure dispers-
ing, be bade them, when they were ques
tioned as to what congregation they ba-
longed, to reply that they were of “The
Soclety of Jesus.” In 1539 Jgnatius,
accompanied by Faber and Layuez re
paired to Rome, snd submitted the Rale
of the propceed new order to Popa Paul
IIL. Three Cardinals were appointed to
report upon it ; and, although at first
they were opposed, their opinions changed
tuldenly and remarkably, and ke ap-
proved ‘‘The Society of Jesus"’ in a Ball,
which bhears that title, dated 27th Septem
ber, 1540, Ignatius entered upon his
duties as General on Easter Sunday, 1541,
The number of “professed’’ members to
be admitted was at first limited sixty ;
bat, learning the beneficial results of
their early labors, Paul 111 removed the re
striction, March 14, 1543, snd bis snc-
cessors granted them mavy important
privileges,

CONSTITUTIONS AND GOVERNMENT.

Ignatins of Loyola was a great leyisla-
tor, and we find a proof of this fact in his
Conetitutions or Rales for the Soclety.
The sanctification of the souls of his
spiritual children, by the union of a con-
templative and active life, is in the first
instance lald down as absolutely neceeary ;
then comes laboring for the salvation and
perfection of our neighbor, by catechising
the ignorant, Inetructicg youth in plety
and learning, upon which the reformation
of ths world really depends. The direc:
tion of coneciences, missions, and the
general work of an evangellst form the
third great divislon of labor. No other
habit than that generally used by the
clergy was to be worn, Before anyone
was to be admiited to the @rder he was to
employ an entire month in spiritual
exercises and making a general confession.
Then comes two years of novitlate,
followed by elmple vows of poverty,
chastity and obedience—the Ozder reserv
ing to fteelf the right of dismlecicg the
subject at any time, Subsequently,
ueually aiter all studies had been com-
pleted, second or solemn vows were made,
binding both eldes, so that a professed
Jesult cannot be discharged by the Order
from the obligations incurred by him to
it. On this occaelon the fourth vow is
pronounced, of undertaking any miesion
enjoined by the Pope. A class of Jusuits
who do not take this vow are styled
epiritual coadjutors ard temporal co-
adjutors, Several conditionsare requisite
for those who asplre to enter the Soclety ;
one is that they shonld not have be-
longed, even for a day, to any other
rveliglous order. The Rule also excludes
apoetates, public einners, great criminals,
and men of weak Intellect or sabject to
insanity. “Weak intellect or subject to
insanity”—Alas! 1 fear some journal.
fsts and preachers that we wot of are
hopeleesly excluded.

The General is the head of the Soclety ;
but while investing him with clearly de-
fined and supreme authority, Ignatine
multiplies precautions to prevent this
power from degenerating into despotism.

The Soclety is dlvided into provinces,
each comprisiog & certaln number of
houses, and governed by a Provincial,
who is assisted by Comu{tou and by an
Admonitor, named by the General ; and
each house is governed by a Superior or
Rector, who aleo has his Consultors and
an Admonltor. On the election of a new
General, the professed Fathers and the
Rectors in each province assemble, and
select two of thelr number, who ac.
company the Provincial to the gemeral
congregation, by which the head of the
Soctety is chosen, Several Asslstants, be-
longing to different nationalities, and,
like himself appointed by election, are
asigned to the Father General; and
these he consults on matters regarding
the administration of the Order. An Ad.
montitor is likewise elected ; and his duty
Is to be a prudent counsellor, ever at
hand, to advise on all that concerns the
General's private conduct, In an ex
treme case, which has never occurred,
the provinces of the Soclety might elect
deputies to depose the head of the Order.
The *Monita Secreta,” or “Secret Instruc
tlons” which, it 1s sald; were meant to be
reserved solely for the professed Fathers,
and with whose odious and monstrous
principles the Soclety has has been
80  perslstently and s0 unjustly
accused, are calummnious and apoch-
ryphbal productions, published against
the Jesuits by their enemies, Another
calumpy ls the lnterpretation which some
have put upon a certaln passage in the
Conatitutions, which, it 1s claimed, gives
a Superlor the power to oblige the mem-
bers to do evil under certaln clrcum.
stancer. No one acquainted .with the
Latin language can attach such a mean-
Ing to the pussage in question without
Intentionally misapprehending its true
sense. Obedience 1s required and pro-
mised in all things, where there is no eln,
and this conditlon is repeated over and
over again,

FIRST MISSIONS,

endeavored to resign the dignity of Gen.
eral, until the Pope forbade him to do so,
As 8000 s he was appointed be went into
the kitchen aud served in a mentsl cffice
under the orders of the cook.

wonderful unction and fervor as to bring
back the time the first Apostles, when
malititudes weze converted by hearlog the
word of Qod, Novlces multiplied, and
Ignatius  bimself watched over them,
strengthening thelr virtue, and subjecting
them to severe teits, s0 88 to train up
wortby warriors for the truth, Portugal,
Spain, Italy, Germany acd the Low
Countries began to aek for the assistance
of the members of the Bociety. Francls
Xavier was despstched to 1ddis, there to
gain pations to Christ. Jobn Nuncz and
Louis Gonzalez were sent to the North of
Africa, to comfort, teach, and assist Chrle-
tiso elaves among the Moore. Four other
missionaries were sent to Congo on the
torrld comst of Western Africs. In 1550
Abyseinis was supplied with thirteen
Jesult misslonaries, one of whom was
appointed by Pope Julins III. to be
Patrlarch of Ethiops, About the same
time, South America received the firat of
that devoted band who succeeded in con.
vertiog nations, and in bringing tens of
thoussuds of souls to the knowledge of
the truth. As a mark cf favor and appre
clstion, the Viear of Cbrist sppointed
Fathers James Lsynez, Alphonsns Sal
meron, and Claude Le Jay, to asslst, as his
theologlans, at the Council of Trent,
where the three fathers proved that, by
their erudition, eloquence s.ad prudence,
they were fally equal to their important
misdon, Ireland was ome of the first
countries to which Jesuits were sent.
That {sland, in which the greatest darger
aud the greatest sffllction existed, was
epeclally the land for the soms of St.
Igoatiue, Robert, Archbishop of Armagh,
felt compelled to lay before the Holy
Father, an account of the cruel and iu-
human persccutions suffered by Cstholics
under the rule of Henry VILL. His Holi-
nees, deeply affected, requested that
Fathers of the Soclety shoun!d be sent, and
Tgnatius lost no time in despatching them.
These z2alons men, Salmeron and Brouet,
set out in 1542, and traversed the whole
{sland. Wherever they passed hearts
were strengthened, coneclences set at rest,
doubts solved, fearsdispelled, and fainting
spirits fortified to bear the Cross. But
thelr presence was made a pretext for
fresh persecution, and they were con-
sequently compelled to retire. It wasnot
until 1580 that the Jeeuits “invaded”
Eagland.
TWO PICTURES.

“Before the Order had existed s hun-
dred years,” say Macaulay in “bistory of
Englacd,” “it had filled the whole world
with memorials of the great things doue
and euffared for the falth, No religious
commuyity could produce a list of men so
variously dlstinguished ; none had ex-
tended its operations over so vast a space ;
yet in none had there been such perfec.
unity of feeling acd actlon. There was
no region of the globe, no walk of specu.
lative or active life, in which Jesnits were
not to be found, They galded the Coun-
clls of Kings, They deciphered Latin
inscriptions. They observed the motions
of Jupiter’s satellitee, They published
whole librarles, controversy, casulstry,
history, treatises on optlce, alcalc odes,
editions of the fathers, madrigale, cate.
chisms and lampoons. The liberal educa.
tion of youth paesed almost entirely into
their bands, and was conducted by them
with conspicuous ability, They appear to
have discovered the precise point to which
{ntellectual culture can be carried without
the riek of intellectusl emancipation.
Enmity itself was compelled to own that,
in the art of managing and forming the
tender mind, they bhad no equals. Mean.
while they assiduously ana succesifully
cultivated the eloquence of the pulpit.
With etlll greater assiduity and
still greater success they applted
themselves to the ministry of the con
fessional. * * * They wandered
to countrles which neither mercantile
avidity nor liberai curlosity had ever im-
pelled any strapger to explore, They
were to be found in the garb of mandar-
ine, superintending the observatory at
Pekin, They were to be found, spade in
hand, teaching the rudiments of agrical-
ture to the eavages of Paragusy. Yet,
whatever might be thelr residence, what.
ever might be thelr employment, their
epirit was the same, entire devotlon to
the c)mmon cause, unreasoning obedience
to the central anthority, None of them
had chosen his dwelling place or his vo:a.
tion for himeelf, Whether the Jesuit
thould live under the artic clrcle or under
the equator, whether he should pass his
life in arrangiug gems and collating manu-
scripts at the Vatican, or in persuading
naked barbarians under the Southern Cross
not to eat each other, were matters which
he left with profound submission to the
decision of others. If he was wanted at
Lime he was on the Atlantic in the next
fleet. 1f he was wanted at Bagdad, he was
tolling through the desert with the mext
caravan, If his miolstry was needed in
some country where his life was more in-
secure than that of & wolf, where it was a
crime to harbor him, where the heads and
quarters of his bretkren, fixed in the pub-
lic places, showed him what he had to ex:
pect, he went without remonstrance or
hesitation to his doom, Noris this herolc
splrit yet extinct.”

A critlcal reader will, perhaps, find this
picture too highly colored, and some of
its subjects over-drawn, for omne of
Macaulay’s faults, as an historian, Is ex:
sgeeration. With stlll greater reason,
objection may be taken to the following
from the same pen :

“With the admirable energy, disinter-
estedness, and self-devotion which were
characteristic of the Society, great vices
were mingled. It was alleged, and not
without foundation, that the ardent public
spirit which made the Jesult regardlees of
his ease, of his liberty, and of his life,
made him also regardless of truth and of
mercy ; that no means which could pro.
mote the Intereste of his religion scemed
to him unlawful, ard that by the interest
of his religion he too often meant the
interest of his Soclety, It was alleged
that, in the most atroclous plots recorded
in history, bis agency counld be dletinctly
traced ; that constant only In attachment
to the fraternity to which he belonged,
he wae income countries the most danger-
ous enemy of freedom, and in others the

Igoatius frequently and strenuously

most dangerous enemy of order, * * *
So strangely were good and evil mixed

in the character of these celebrated
bretbren ; and the intermixture was the
secret of their glgntlc power. That
ower could never have belonged to mere
ypocrites, It was to be attaioed only by
men siucerely enthusiastic in the pursuit
of n great end, and at the same time
unecrupul:us as t) the cholce ol means »
In ehort, sccording to Macaulay, the
Societv of Jesus is a sort of “Dr. Jekyll
end Mr, Hyde” combination, So it is
—in fistion !
“WORTHY OF HEARTY ADMIRATION
AND RESPECT.”
The Reviewer in the An-yclopedia Brit:
annica ; (9:h editlon, 1881, vol, xili) of
the Jesuits—their Organization, History
sud Teaching, is the well known Dr. Lit:
tledale. Lot ue hear what he has to eay :
#S9 constituted, with ekilifal combina-
tion of strictness and laxity, of complex
organization with the minimum of fric-
tlon fu working, the Society was admir-
sb'y deviced for its purpose of introdue-
ing a new power into the Church and the
world, snd for carrying out effectively
every part of its vast programme, Thus
equipped, its services to Roman Ostholic-
fem gsvo been incaleulable. The Jesults
alone rolled back the tide of Protestant
advance, when that balf of Europe which
bad not slrendy sbaken off its allegiaccs
to the Papacy was threatening to do so,
and the whole honors of the counter-
Reformation are theirsslngly, They bad
the ssgacity to eee, and to admit 1n their
correspondence with their superiors, that
the Reformation, as & popular movement,
was fully justified by the groes ignorance,
negligence and open vice ot the Cathollc
clergy, whether secular or monastic ; and
they were shrewd enough to dlscern the
only possible remedies. At a time when
primary and even srcondary education
had in most places become s mere effete
and pedantic adherence to obsolete meth-
ods, they were bold enough to innovate
lees in system than in moterials, snd,
put iog fresh epirit and devotlon into the
w.rk, Dot mereiy taught snd catechized
in a new, fresh and attractive manner,
besides establishing free ecbools of good
quality, but provided new manuals and
school books for thelr pupils, which were
an enormous advance on those they found
in use, so that for neatly three centurles
the Jesnits were accounted the best school.
masters in Europe, as they were, till thelr
forcible suppreesion the cther day, con-
feseedly the best in France—beeides hav-
ipg always conciliated the good will of
thelr pupils by miagled firmness and
gentleness as teachers. Acd, although
their own methods have in time given
way to further improvements, yet they
revolutionizad Instruction as completely
as Frederick the Great did modern war-
fare, and have thus acted, whether they
meant It or not, as ploneers of human
progress. Again, when the regular clergy
had eunk into the morsl and intellectual
glough which is pictured for ue in the
writings of E+asmus and in the powerful
satire, Epistole Obscurorum Virorum, while
there was little of a better kind visible in
the lives ot the parochial priesthood, the
Jesuits won back respect for the clerical
calling by their personsl calture and the
unimpeachable purity of thelr lives. These
are qualities Which they have all along
carefully maintained, aud probably no
body of men in the world bas been eo free
from the reproach of discreditable mem-
bers, or ha# kept up an equally high
average level of iutelligence and conduct.
As preachers, too, they delivered the pul-
pit from the bondage of an effete acholas.
ticlam, and reached at once a clearneesard
simpliclty of treatment such as the Erng.
lish pulpit scarcely begins to exhibit till
after the days of Tillotson ; while In liter.
ature and theology they count a fer larger
number of respectable writers than any
other religious eociety can bomst, It is
in the miesion field, however, that their
achievement: have been most remarkable,
which might fuily jaetify their taking ae
their motto :

“Quae reilo in terris nostrl non plena
laboris ?”

“Whether tolllng amongst the teeming
mililons of Hindustan and Chinas, labour-
ing amongst the Hurons and Iroquols of
North America, governing and civilizing
the natives of Brezll and Paraguay, in the
misions and ‘reductions,” or ministering,
at the hourly rizk of his life, to his co-
religionists in England under Elizabeth
and James I., the Jesuit appears alike
devoted, Indefatigable, cheerful, and
worthy of hearty admiration and respect.”

ACCUSED OF CONSPIRACIES AND

ASSASSINATIONS,

“Nevertheless, two most startling and
indisputable facts meet the student who
pursues the history of this unique Socisty,
The first is the universal suspicion and
hoetility it has incurred—not, as might
reasonably be expected, merely from thoee
Protestants whoze avowed and most suc-
cesaful foe it has been, nor yet from the
enemies of all clericalism and religlouns
dogma, to whom it is naturally the em.
bodiment of all they moat detest, but from
every Roman Catholic state and ration in
the world, with perbapes the insignificant
exception of Belgium. Next {s the brand
of ultimate failure which has {nvariably
been stamped on all its most promising
schemes and efforts, * * °* These two
phenomena demand some Inquiry and
analysls. As regards the former of them ;
the hostility which the Jesults have en.
countered has been twofold, political, and
moral or religious. There has been, from
a very early date in thelr annals, a strong
conviction prevalent that the famous
motto of the Soclety, ‘A. M. D. G
(Ad Majorem Des Gloriam—To the (ireater
Glory of God), did not adequately represent
its policy and motives, that ite first and
last aim was its own aggrandizement in
power and wealth, and that it spared no
effort to compass this end, even to the
extent of embrolling cabinets, concocting
conspiracles, kindling wars, and procuring
assaesinations. In several of these cases,
notably as regards the charges which led
to tholr first expulsion from France and
Portugal, inclusive in the latter instance
of their exile from Paraguay, the Jesuits
are able to make one very telling reply,
pleading that motives of state craft alone,
of an unworthy kind, and the evidence of
untrustworthy and disreputable agents of
thelr enemies, were suffered to declde the
matter. In other cases, ae for example
the as:assination of Henry IV. by Ravall.
Inc, they deny all compllicity, and no suffi.
clent proof has ever been adduced against
them, Bat, when full allowance hss
been made for such rejoinders,

80 with Chatel and Ravaillec, the unsuc-
cessful and successful assaesins of Heury
IV.; so with Jaureguay end Balthasar

NO JESUITS TO PROVOKE ELIZA-

BETH'S PENAL LAWS.

I have not at hand the address of “The
Roman Catholles of England '’ referred to.
Very likely its originatora and slogers bad
a8 much right to speak for The Roman
Catholics of Eogla:d, as the famous
tailors or Tooley St. had, or another occa-
sion, to call themeelves “The People of
Eogland.” But how very chiidlsh, not to
say ridiculous, thelr sonduct appears in
the light that history has shed upon the
events of that blood-stained era. They
blamed the Jcsuits for having provoked
the penal laws by their conspiracies | AWhy,
the Jesuits d!d not come into the couutry
until 1580. This was the 22nd year of
Elizabeth’s reign, and she hed alresdy
acquired a reputation as a Coercionlst that
would put even Mr, Balfour to sheme.
She ascended the throne with a policy in
her own mind clearly marked—to crush
out the old Faith ; and forthwith she be-
gan to carry it into effect. What do we
read? “The funeral of Mary (her pre-
deceesor) was celebrated sccording to the
Catholic Ritusl. White, the Bishop of
Winchester, who preached on the occa-
slon, uttered something which gave offense
to Elizabeth. There seems, however, to
bhave been nothing in the sermon disre-
spectful towards her ; and if the law, on
such occasion, were at all applicable, there
was nothing sgainst thelaw, No matter ;
it had offended Elizabeth, and, therefore,
both the personal liberty of the subject
and the episcopal character must be
despised ; the Bishop wes ordered to re-
ma'n shut up in his own house; and,
after a month’s confinement, was sum-
moned before the Council, to recelve a
stern reprimand.” (Flanagan’s “History
of the Church in England.,”—Vol I()

In the followlng year, 1559, there was
a statute paseed, called a “Bill of Suprem-
acy,” which enacted that thoee who by
writirg or preachirg defended ‘‘the
power or jurisdiction, spiritual or ecclesi.
astical,” of what s termed “any foreign
prince, prelate, person, state or potentate,”
were doomed to forfeiture of all thelr
property and benefices, if they had any ;
and {f not worth £20 were to suffer a
year’s imprisonment. For a second
offence all such persons were to suffer the
penslties of & prwemunire; and a third
offence was declared to be high treason,

Next there was a “Bill of Ualformity,”
which enacted that “The Book of Com-
mon Prayer and Administration of Sacra-
ments, and other Rites and Ceremonials,”
suthorfzed in the fifth and sixth of
Edward VI., was to be “in full force and
effect, with very few alteratione,” end to
be everywhere used. Ministers refusing
to use it were, for the first offance, to
forfeit one year’s income, and to be im-
prisoned for six monthe; for a second,
were to be deprived, and to be imprisoned
for twelve months ; and for a third, were
doomed to perpetual imprieonment, as
well as a new deprivation, To use any
words la derogation of the eame book,
was made llable, for a first offence, to the
penalty of a hundred marks ; for a second,
to ove of four hundred ; and for a third,
to forfeiture and perpetual imprisonment.
As If these violent measures were not
enough ; people were to be forced to
attend the services thus schismatically
changed, by spiritual censures, and by a
fine of 13, for every case of ab.
sence on Sundays and holy-days. On
Whitsunday, May 8, began the new ser-
vice in Erglish, and the removsal of the
impges of the eaints, This was followed
by the publlc burning, fn many parts of
London, of “all the roods and other
imoges of the churches,” | After the
image of Christ and the reminiscences of
Calvary were thus given to the flames, it
fs but a trifie that “‘vestments, altar-cloths,
books, banners, sepulchres and rood-lofts

Were burned.’’ The exaction of the Oath
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of Supremacy was meantims prcceeding
in all parts of the country., Its effect
upon the univereities was brlefly but
offectively told by Jewell, the Protestant
Bishop: “There 13 a diemel solltude in
our universitice; the young men are
flyiog about in all direciions, rathor than
come tn an agreement in mattors of
religion” (Ibid),

In 1563, there wae another Act, which
requlzed all members of Paillament, all
persons taking degrees In the universities,
sll sberiffs, barrlaters, attorneye, school-
masters, private tutors, aud officers In
apy court whatever, and every other
pereon at the Lord Chancellor’s discretion,
1o take the Oath of Supremacy, under
the penalty of & prumunire for every
offender, and of £100 tor every conniving
or pegligent Justice, A second offence
was to be punished with “the same pains,
forfeiture, judgment and executlon, es is
used in cases of high treason,”

In Aprl), 15671, ic was by Act of Parlia-
ment wade high treason, even for a first
offence, to deciare in any work that the
Qaeen was & heretic cr rchlsmetic, ro less
thap to declare her a tyrant and usurper,
It was made treason to “bring from the
City of Rome to England,” or to use any
wiltlog or Inetrument from the Pope,
whatever “might be its contents.”” It wag
Do less treason to give or receive absolu.
tion, in virtue of any written jurisdictlon
from the Holy See, although 1t was the
general practice of the Church to glve
such powcr only ia wrlticg. Even the
mere fact of poesessing an Agous Del, or
beads, or crosss, or pictures blessed by
the Pope, or by the missionaiies sent by
him, was now eutjected to heavy
punishment of a premunire, Thoee
Vatholics who bed fled their country were
vot altogether out of the reach of these
tyrannical enaciments; unlees they re
turned within e!x months after proclama.
tion to that cffeci, even if they had pro-
cured a formal leave of absence, they
forfeited to the Crown for Hfe, their goods
ard chattels, and their landed revenues.

Needless to eay, that these and other
pensl laws, which were placed in the
Statute-book loug before the Jesuit *“in-
vaslon” of the country, were rigorously
enforced, the punistment for high treason
being death,

PIONEER JESUITS IN ENGLAND,

As I have already sald, it wasin 1580
that the Jeguits first entered Kogland as
anieeloners. Iguatius had long since gone
to Rkis reward, and Father Everard
Mercurian, the fourth General of the
Socicty, was in command, The Fathers
selected for this arduous and dangeroun
misslon were Robert Persons and Eimurd
Camplon, both Evglishmen and graduates
of Oxford University, Green relates in
his “History of the English People,” that,
“For the momeunt thelr success wes amez-
ing. The esgerness shown to hear Cam-
pion was so great, that, In spite of the
denunciations of the Government, ko was
able to preach with hardly a show of con.
cealment to a vast audience in Smitbfield,
From London the misslonaries wandered
in the diegulse of captaine or serving men,
or cometimes in the caesock of the English
clergy, through many of the counties ; and
whirever they went the zeal of the Catho
lic entry revived, The Iist of mnobles
recouciled to the o!d Faith by the wander-
ing apostles, was headed by the name of
Lozd Oxford, Burlelgh’s own son-in-law,
aud the proudest amorg English peers,
The euccess of the Jesults in undolog
El zabeth’s work of compromice wasshown
in a more public way by the unanimity
with which the Cathol'cs withdrew from
attendance at the nationsl worship. As
in the cese of the Seminary Priests, how.
ever, the panic of the Protestants and of the
Parliament far outran the greatness of the
danger, The little group of missionariee
was magnified by pepular fancy into a hott
of dleguieed Jesuils; ard the imagloary
invasion was met by statutes whica pro-
bibited the saying of Mais even la private
houses, locressed the fine on recusants to
twenty pound a montb, and enacted that,
“all persons pretending to any power of
absoiving sut jects from their allegiance, or
practicing to withdraw them to the Romish
religion, with all pezsona after the present
session willingly so absolved or reconciled
to the See of Rome shall be guilty of high
treason.’”

Evegywhere arrests and cocfizcations
followed, Camplon, after meny narrow
escapes, was captured in July, 1581, or lees
than thirteen monthe after his arrival, and
lodged in the Tower, where he was merc!
leesly tortored durirg four months, He
was then put on triel at the Queen’s
Bench, in company with fourteen others,
of whom twelve were priests, charged with
high treason. Their trial was a mockery
of justice, At the fiot of the gibbet,
Camplor, eddreselng the people, sait: “I[
am a Catholic and a priest: in that faith
have I lived, and in that faith I iatend to
die; and if you esteem my religlon treason,
then em I guilty. As for any other trea-
son, | never committed, God ls my judge,”

DISOBEDIENCE NCT TRI ASON.

Dr. Littledale, who cltes, as evidence
against the Jesults, an alleged address of
"%‘he English Roman Oathclics” to the
Pope, blaming the Jesuits for having pro-
voked, by their conspiracies, the penal
enactments of El'zabeth’s reign—a senze
less charge as 1 have shown—quletly
ignores the elaborate *Apology or Defence
of the Jesnits and Seminarists,” publishel
by Dr., afterwards Cardinal Allen, some
months subzequent to Campion’s execu.

possessed of great intellectual endowments, and
Javored by God with high preternatural powers,
no unprejudiced hiswrwal snquirer will deny
Whether the reproaches wnich have becn
made to many members of this order, of
baving exerted an undue political Infla.
ence, and displayed a sphit of ambitlon
and intrigue in the history of this perlod,
be well founded or not, I shall not stop to
enquire ; because such charges, at best, can
affect individuais only, and not the society
whose very name ludeed has become in
our times, the very watchward of party
strife and contention. The severest con-
demnation of the Jesults proceeds from a
quarter, whare we cleatly diccern the most
implacable hostility to Chrietianity, and
to all religion; and this circumstance
ought to furnish the Jesuits with addi.
tlonal claim to our good oplvion. Ifsome
members of the order adopted, at this
period, those absolute maxims and prin-
ciples of policy and government, which in
genersl characterizes that age ; and if the
writings of others were distiogulshed by
that rude polemic tone and spirit spoken
of above, and which was equally charac:
terfatic of those time ; 1t would be unjuast
to lay to the charge of the order, or even
of particular membere, failings and defects
which were common to the age, and a
perfect exemption from which is the most
rare of buman excellencles.”

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CHINIQUY AND HIS BOOK.

Father Chinlquy was lately lecturing
here.
