THE PRESS AND THE PRIEST-

Recent events have shown Catho-
lies how small a measure of justice
and truth—or, rather, how large a
measure of injustice and untruth—
they may expect from the Protes-
tant press of the country in any
matter where the latter can, by
any manner, drag down the name of
a Catholic priest to infamy. The
licentious scribes who do the work
of editing, corresponding, and inter-
viewing, all of whom, with very fow
exceptions, belong to some one or
other of the secret societies so hostile
to Catholicism—many of whom are
devoid of education, but sustained by
brazen-faced audacity—fairly gloat
over any incident wherein they can
in their own estimation connect the
Catholic church with a clerical
scandal,  Such scandals are fortun-
ately very rare in the Catholic
church, but whenever they occur
Catholics do not make beroes of the
offending ones.  The church deals
summarily and severely with such
offenders. ~ Catholics deeply regret
the human infirmities which genar
ate such oftences, but will not on any
account intervene to prevent the
ends of justice being reached in any
such case. It is not,indeed, in cases
wherein offences of a grave nature
are established-—and we are, we must
say—and gladly do we say it—
ignorant of any such offences being
fastened on members of the Catholic
clergy in this country—that Catho-
lics complain of a display of vulgar
fanaticism on the part of the infidel
and Protestant press of the country.

BIGOTED EVERYWHERE.

A Presbyterian paper published in
Toronto recently made the assertion
that to Ireland’s Catholicity was
mainly due the present distress
among the people of that country.
The Toronto National, a secular
paper, administered a scathing re-
buke to this narrow-minded bigot,
which should serve to teach him a
lesson long to be remembered. It is
a remarkable fact in connection with
this Irish question that members of
the Presbyterian church, both lay
and clerical, have been the first and
almost the only persons who have
brought religion into the question.

I observe, from time to time, some
evere strictures on Canada and Canadians
in the columns of the [Milet. Without
entering into any discussion upon the
merits of your views, 1 would venture to
say that, had you a practical experience
of our form of Government and its opera-
tion, you would modify your opinions
and deal more leniently with the Dominion
and its belongings, There, are in Canada
upwards of three hundred thousand Irish
Catholies and their endents, who, I as-
sureyou,are perfect ontented and happy.
They highly appreciate the Government
under which they live, and would not be
willing to exchange it for that of any
other country that I know of.  And where-
fore should they 7 Here we enjoy com-
plete civil and religious liberty: we have
our separate schools, supported, in ‘lnr(.
from the public funds; Catholic chaplains
are appointed and salaried in such of onr
pu\nlirin~|ilu!iun~nqwluin'tlu-irmn~1nn
ministration; while from none are they ex-
cuded or prevented from discharging their
clerical functions; we ereate and expend
our own revenue, moke our own Iu\h‘,
and control our own affairs, with absolute
exemption from interference, it may be
fairly said, on the part of the Imperial
Government.

What more could a reasonable man
want? There is not an intelligent Ivish-
man living, who loves Ireland, that should
not be satisfied and delighted with the
same government forthat sorely oppressed
and afflicted country.
