Tte heads of the Church
are conecious of the difference; the letter in
which the Pope gently iavited the Protestants to
return to the oue Church of Christ, is very dif-
ferent from the langusge used with regard to
them by the popes and bishope of the sixteenth
centusy. In the sixteenth century, Rome was
still able toindulge tkte bope that, by scme
favorsble circumstances, Protestactism; might
shortly be destroyed ; now it mustrecognize Pio-
tentism as a great power, which may sbe ivfla-
enced by arguments, bat cansot be ovcrcome
by force.

But there is an even gerater proof of the de-
oline of Rome, during tbe last three ceaturies,
than its impotence to irjure Protestantism. In
the sixicenth century it hed to deal almost ex-
clusively with monarchs. As long ssit was sure
of the monarch, it could hope to retain the con-
trol of the people. Ounly thus a large portion
of Europe was retaioed by Rome. Now itis
different.  Almost everywhere the people either
govern themaselvee, or, through their representa-
tives, bave at least a share in legiclaticn. And
the legislative aseemblies of the world are almost
8 uuit in ot recognizing many of the clsims of
tbe Pope. Rome still bas everywhere a vast
army of priests, and through them exercises a
considerable icflueace upon a large portion of
the people ; but representative assemblies neaily
everywhere have emancipated themselves frcm
tbe dictation of Rome. Tbe Church of Rome
#till is a creed accepted by many milliors; but
the last three centuries bave destroyed its char-
acter as the moast ir fluential among tte divisions
of Cbristisnity.— Methodist.

The Coming Protestant Council.

Our readers are scquainted with the prepara-
tions which for wome time bave been made for
convening, in the fall of the year 1870, in the
city of New York, an sssembly of representa-
tives of the Evangelical Churches all over the
world, Properly spesking, it is a religious so-
ciety—tbe Evangelical Alliance—which will
meet ; but this Aliiance is noibiog but the ex-
pression of the common ideas, priociples, and
interest of all those bodies which are commonly
comprised under the collective name of Evan-
gelical Protestantism. The meeting, in fact,
will represent the whole Protestant world, with
the exc-ption of the High Church Anglicavs,
the ultra-cocfessional Lutherans, and the Ra-
tionalists, and thus, like the preceding General
Assemblies, this may be truly called a Protest-
aot Courcil.

As the meaeting is to be beld in tte ocity of
New York, it was bighly proper thst a prowi-
nect representative of the American Churches

In the
evening a Home Missionary Meeting was held
when several missionaries and laymen address-
ed the mreting. The weather was unfavorable
for the evening service, and msny huodreds
were prevented getting to the chapel on account
of the iccessant rain. Meetings of a similar na-
ture were beld at Bedford acd Kingston the two
following nights. The collections at all the ser-
vices amounted to the sum of one thcusand
three hurdred dollars, or £370 16s. 8d.

The meetings have proved highly beneficial in

a variety of ways. Our people bave been stirred
up to pray and labor for the salvation of sinners.
A great smount of information has been brought
to light by the laymen with reference to the re-
ligious and moral condition of the colony. We
bave discovered that we bave a great deal more
native talent in the Church than we expected to
bave found, and our people have cheered our
bearts by tneir expressions of hearty attachment
to Methodism, and they have manifested an
esrnest desire 10 ccOperate with the Missiona-
ries in carryiog oo the work of God:” Many of
the speakers spoke in glowing terms sbout heart-
felt religion, what it had done for them, and how,
under Gud, they were indebted to Methodism.
A spirit of liberality has been manifested. {Ooe
brother eaid, ¢ Brethren, by all we besr, and
read, snd feel, we are just beginning to get our
eyes opened, to see that we are only in our in-
famcy in liberality ; and we must show in tbe
future that we intend to take the full responsi-
bility, and do the work of a Chureb.’

On the recommendation of the Honorable the
Minister of Finance acting for the Minister of In-
land Revenue, and under and in virtue of the au-
thority given by the 17th Section of the Act. 31,
Vic, Cap. 8, intituled: ‘“ An Act respecting the
Inland Kcveuue." His Exeellency in Council has
been pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that
the  following additional Regulations respecting
Manufacture in Bond of the goods th-rein enume-
rated shall be and they are hereby made and estab-

lished.
REGULATIONS.

1st. With every application for a License to
manufacture in Bond, there shall be submitted a
specification of all the asticles to be manufactured
thereunder, which specification shall set forth in
detail the quantity and proportion of every ingre-
dient to be used in the manufacture of each article.
2nd. Tinctures, Essences and other Alcoholic
reparations such as are commonly kept for sale by
hemists or Druggists shall, when made in Bond,
be prepared in accordance with the formulas as
found in the British or American Pharmacopceias
and when application is made for license to manu-
facture any Alcoholic preparation for which there is
found no formula in either of the above mention-
ed Pharmacopceias, such license shall not be granted
unless the Commissioner of Inland Revenue is first
satisfied by reasonable and sufficient proof that such
article is about to be manufactured for the purpose
of gvading the Revenue, and that it cannot be used
for the compounding of any portable mixture, nor
in lieu of Alcohol in the manufacture of any article
that would otherwise be liable to pay a higher rate
of duty.
3rd.” No license shall be issned for the manufac
tare of any article which in the opinion of the Com-
missioner of Inland Revenue may be used as a
rinciple ingredient in the preparation of Liquors,
itters or other Alcoholic compounds that may be
used as a beve: ;
4th. All articles manufactured in Bond shall be
compounded or made in accordance with the for-
mula submitted with the application for the license,
and approved by the Commissioner.
5¢h. Officers in charge of bended manufactories
shall be, and they are required, to see that the pro-
portions set forth in the above mentioned specifica-
tion are closely adhered to, but it should be ascer-
tained by any experiment, or by any test of any of
the articles made, that a greater proportion of alco-
hol has been used in the preparation thereof than is
set forth in the specification, the duty of 63 cents
(63) per gallon (rroof) shall be collected upon the
excess of alcohol so ascertained, which excess shall
be computed upon the whole quantity of that article
made during the currency of the license then in
force, and the manufacturer shall also be liable to
