Destrocyers and
submarines have been sent to pur-
sue them.” A subsequent despatch
from Petrograd said a submarine
of the new German type had ex-
changed shots with the Russian
coast on the Kerch peninsula in
the Crimea. The size and type of
this bcat and the interruption of
lend communication between Ger-
many and Turkey made it appear
that the underwater flotilla had
been sent from Germany to Tur-
key by sea.

FRENCH TROOPS TRIUMPH
“The trial was too severe for
Senegalese Tirailleurs. They recoiled;
they rallied. Another rush forward;
another repulse. Then a small sup-
porting column of French soldiers
were silhouetted against the sky as

| they charged upwards along the crest

of Kereves Dere.

“Not until next morning did any
reliable details come of what had hap-
pened. The net result of the three
days fighting had been a gain of 600
vards on the right of the British and
400 on the left and in the centre. The
French captured all the ground in
front of Farm Sjimmerman, as well
as the redoubt.” :

The German leaders of the Turks
were quick to realize the advantage
the attackers had gained, General
Hamilton ccntinues, and by counter-
attaclr after counter-attack tried to
wrest away thc trenches they had
lost.

“Everywhere our assailants were
repulsed ” says the account, ‘“‘and now
for the first time I felt that we had
planted a fairly firm foothold upon the
point of Gallipoli Peninsula.” This
was on May 10, and General Hamil-
ton was able to relieve some of the
exhausted men on the firing line atfer
eighteen days and nights of uninter-
rupted fighting.

SIEGE WARFARE NECESSARY.

“During this breathing spell,” says
Gen. Hamilton, “I realized that we
had now nearly reached the limit of
what could be attained, mingling ini-
tiative with surprise. The enemy was
as much in possession of my numbers
and dispositions as I was of his first
line of defence. The opposing fronts
stretched parallel from the sea to the
strait, and now there was little scope
loft for tactics which would bring
frezh battalions against the lines of
unbroken barbed wire. Siege warfare
was snon beund to superseds manoeu-
vre battles in the open.”

3000 TURKS DEAD,

In preparation for this the British
commander tells of how he divided
the front into four sections; then de-
scribes the fitful fighting up to May
18, when the Turks made a most vio.-
lent assauit on the British positions
with forces estimated at 30,000, under
command of the German Field Mar
shal Liman von Sanders himself. But
the Rritish held firm, leaving upwards
of 3.000 Turks dead within open view
of the trenches.

“The next four days,” the account

says, “were chiefly remarkable for
carrying through trunions for the
suspension of guns, which actually
took place’on May 24.”

That Hesperian Was Torpe-
doed and Sunk by the
Germans.

Montreal, Sept. 21.—To prove his
contention that the Hesperian, sunk
Allan liner, was torpedoed, and did
not hit a mine, Major Hercule Barre,
a survivor, this morning exhibited a
piece of steel which he contended dis-
proved the German contention that
the ship was not a submarine victim.
The piece of steel was picked up by
the Major on the deck of the steamer
on which he was returning to Canada
after service in the Flanders trenches.
The Major helped to close the bulk-
heads of the sinking liner.

Major Barre stated that while Cap-
tain Main and the officers of the Hes-
perian acted with coolness and cour-
age after the ship was struck, the crew
was not very competent, because so
many regular sailors have been taken
over by the navy.

It is known that around Premier
Asquith are men who have continu-
ally and persistently represented to
the prime minister that his displace-
ment is the real purpose which certain
of his collcagues have always had n
view, and it has suited the friends of
some persons to attempt to persuade
the prime minister that this is the
case.

Back again to the saluting-point, and
the march past begins. Up strikes
one of ‘the bands, and the battalions
swing off.

THE ROYAL CHARGER.

.What a beautiful steed the King is

riding! Everyone remarks on it.
What a graceful, arched neck, and
delicate head! Its coat shines like
rich satin. Its soft eyes fairly radi-
ate intelligence. Thoroughbred and
perfectly trained, it betrays not the
slightest nervousness, standing meek-
ly there as the music crashes and
the armed thousands sweep past. Yet
a touch from the King’s spurred heel
suffices to send it off at a springy
canter. Not even Sir Henry Pel-
latt’s Arab steed, which carried his
Majesty in Toronto, could compare.

Young Captain Steel’s—son of the
general—horse rears up for a mo-
ment, but its rider persuades the
courser that it has no right to stand
as it wishes to do beside that of
Royalty. Captain Wilbur Cochrane’s
mount also skips a bit among the
ropes about the flag pole.

The Napoleonic steed of Lord
Kitchener, cavalry onlookers whisper
to one another, is a plug. But the
big soldier, appears in excellent
spirits. His bushy, grenadier’'s mous-
tache often covers an expansive grin.
He has just heard good news irom
Aki Baba.

A SIGHT TO INSPIRE,

And he might well be in good
humor with such a sight of Canadian
manhood as confronts him. For a
mile the whole park is a moving mass
of troops from the Dominion, com-
prising the 18th, 19th, 20th, 21st,
22nd, 24th, 25th, 26th.
