In very high
winds it does not behave quite
so well as some of the other
sorts as it shows a tendeéncy for
the heads to break off at the
base, and for the kernels to
thresh out on the ground. How-
ever these objections, though
worth considering in wind-
swept prairie districts, are of no
importance in most localities.
The foliage is good and the
plants are not particularly
liable to attacks of rust. They
will withstand a reasonable
amount of drought and will
grow well on a great variety of
soils. It should be remembered,
however, that, as a rule, barley
does not succeed om soils which
are badly in' need of lime. While
it is early in ripening—like
nearly all barleys of its class—
it does not mature exceptional-
ly early, being perhaps a triffle
later than the average. _
The awns of this barley ad-
here somewhat firmly, so that,
for best results, it should be in
thoroughly dry condition when
threshed. The grain is of a very,
good yellowish color, and quite
free from the objectionable
greenish or bluish shade which
lessens the value of some bar-
leys for exhibition purposes.
Considering all its charac-
teristics, Manchurian Ottawa 50
is recommended by the Domin-
ion Cerealist as the best variet;
of six-row barley for nearly all
parts of Canada, except those
