Mr. Dewdney had only vacated 
Government House at Regina when 
lie wras called by Sir John A. Mac- 
lonald to his cabinet to succeed Hon- 
fhomas White as Minister of the In- 
:erior and superintendent of Indian 
tflairs. In the bve-election he was 
>pposed by J. G. Turiff, now the 
itting member for East Assiniboia, 
vho at that time was badly defeat-

:cussion writh regard to Regina—its 
past, present abd future. Having 
made this the capital of the Terri­
tories, and seeing his early prophecy 
fulfilled, his opinion is well worth 
canvassing and his words carry 
w-eight. After nine years in the In­
dian department he succeeded the 
Hon. David Laird* as Lieut.-Gover­
nor of the Territories, but still re­
tained the Indian tommissionership.
