. end, which were in a bad condition. In
fact he dido’t believe there was one in
the town that was not more or less of.
fensive. There waa 10,000 galions of
pollated water dumped into our streets
daily through the medium of cesspits-
This sewage matter was a deadly poison’
and a prolific generator of disensé, An
epidemio which is very lisble to oceur
under the existing conditions would be
dissstrous -from even a business stand-
point. He would advise, so long as no
change was made that the eitizens be
allowed the wse of the water for kitchen
purposes only. As regards the cesepool
system mo less than 100 pits would be
required, and the cost of these would be
at Jeast $25 each, making a total cost
of $2500. 1t would be necessary to have
them cleaned out at least once a year,
which could not be done less than §8
ench. As regards sewersge, the only
plan they had was one made by Mr
Price, whose estimate was $18,000. Ic
order that the diseussion might be con-
tinued to some purpose, Mr Sawyer sug-
gested a system by which the town would
be divided into two sewerage districts,
one district being east of College Hollow
the other west, They estimated the cosg
of seweraging the eastern district ab
$20,000, half of which would be borne
by the cicizens living within the distriet
while the town as a whole would be as-
gessed for the other balf. Mr Sawyer
said he was not wedded to sewerage, he
bad simply stated the facts as they exist-
ed.

Dr. DeWitt at this juncture said that
he at least had a cesspool that was above
reproach, Still he did not want the
meeting to understand that he was op
posed to sewerage.

Dr. D. F. Higglns thought it would be
hardly just to expect the west end to
pay for the east end sewerage.

Ex-Mayor J, W. Bigelow then pre-
sented g petition addressed to the Mayor
and Town Counctl, which be sid was
signed by 193 ratepayers and represented
nine-tenths of the taxable progerty of
the town. Bewerage, said Mr Bigelows
was very desirable, but the town was
net in a position to stand sny addition
to its taxes. Two-thirde of the people
could not psy what they were taxed
now. An effective system of sewerage
would cost anywheres from $40,000 to
