Since the facts of this attempt 
to sell a package of ballot papers have 
been made public the police have come in 
for a lot of unfavorable criticism b°- 
causc a Up was given to the Returning 
Officer who collected the papsi s, and 
told the men they were liable to three 
years imprisonment if they were ar 
rested. The two men have kept well 
under cover, although a number of uni­
formed officers have been working on 
the case. Wednesday afternoon the po­
lice received information that the two 
were at Bay View and Detectives Coul 
ter and Sayers drove over, but arrived 
there some time after the men had left 
in a steam launch. The police followed 
this clue up and while they could not 
locate the steam launch or the men, they 
satisfied themselves that the pair were 
spending a great deal of their time in 
cruising around the hay in the launch.
1 hey have neither of them been away 
from the city any farther than points 
on the bay, but covered their tracks 
well, and the police were unable to lo- ! 

Yesterday afternoon Con- j probability 
stable Cameron received information 
that the two men were in the city ami 
that Dillabough had been seen going 
into tlie house. He immediately went to 
the police office and Detectives Sayers 
and Coulter were detailed to make the 
arrest and Constables Cameron and Hill 
" ere sent with them. Arriving at Dilla- 
iNiugh's house on Gore street about 3 
o'clock, the four men surrounded the 
house and Detective .Coulter went in­
side. He asked to be allowed to speak 
to Harry Dillabough, but was told he 
had been in but was not in at that time.

THE COUNTRY PROFITED.
Rricfly stated the occasion of the 

persecution to which Mr. Burrows has 
been subjected by slander-monger Ames 
and his gang in the House may lie put in 
this form. Mr. Burrows is a lumberman, 
and has been in the business of lea-sing 
limits and manufacturing lumber all his 
life. He has had no transactions with the 
Government since becoming a- member 
of Parliament. His holdings of timber 
berths amount to 534 square miles, not 
to three times that area, as Mr. Ames 
ha# alleged. The limits are not granted 
under deed; they are leased, and the 
holder must pay annual dues and the re­
gular charges for all timber cut. The 
leases were awarded by tender, by open 
competetion after advertising the lim­
its according to the regulations in force 
since 1884. Mr. Burrows' tenders were 
the highest whenever he secured a berth. 
His payments in bonuses (which are in 
addition to the annual dues and cutting 
charges) amounted to .$59,000. or $112 
per square mile. The average amount of 
bonus received for all the timber berths 
disposed of was $00 |ier mile. Viewed 
in the light of- the facts, it does not ap­
pear that the country lost anything by 
Mr. Burrows’ competition for timber

he sees no possibility of so amending it 
as to effect its purpose, consistently 
with modern notions of liberty.

Winnipeg, June 11.—By working vig­
orously until the approach of midnight, 
the thirty-fourth General Assembly of 
the Presbyterian Church came to a con­
clusion to-night. An immense amount 
of business was transacted during the 
day, and many heavy topics were pass­
ed iin review, including the temperance 
issue. The report on it favored pro­
hibition wherever possible, and where 
it could not be secured, the elimination 
of the element of private gain from the 
liquor traffic.

The report of the special committee 
appointed to consult Dr. Wilbur Chap­
man on the subject of evangelism was 
received. It was suggested that a com­
mittee be appointed to consider the 
question of evanvgelism at length and 
report at the next Assembly; that a 
letter of thunks for the offers of co­
operation and assistance* be sent to the 
Evangelistic Committee of the Presby­
terian Church of the United States, and 
these recommendations were approved. 
The committee wiil be divided into 
three sections, representing, western, 
central and eastern Canada. Dr. D. 
Me l avish, Toronto, is Convener of the 
central section. A recommendation 
that the Assembly approve officially 
simultaneous campaigns to be under­
taken in Vancouver, Hamilton and 
Halifax was voted down.

Ministers From Other Countries.
The committee to consider applica­

tions of ministers from other churches

which was unanimously adopted, was 
as follows: “The General Assembly
gratefully acknowledges the fearless 
stand for purity and righteousness of 
life taken by our missionaries on the 
frontier, and especially Drs. Pringle and 
Grant in the Yukon, and expresses its 
continued confidence and esteeem for 
the brethren who are thus rendering 
nobla service to the Church and coun­
try for their fearless denunciation of 
vice and fight for righteous govern­
ment. Further, the Assembly re­
joices at the improved conditions ol 
the Yukon as revealed by the report of 
the committee.”

The report of the Sabbath Observ­
ance Committee were received and 
cordially approved

Rev. Alfred Gaudier made an excel­
lent address in presenting the report of 
the Committee on Systematic Giving.

A large number of reports were M- 
sidered rapidly during the evening 
sederunt.

ALL OVER THE WORLD

A large audience listened to an ad­
dress delivered by Dr. Magnes, at Syra­
cuse. Zionism, the speaker declared, is 
not intended for prosperous American 
Jews, hut for the unfortunates in Rus­
sia. Roumania, and Galicia, who crave 
for Zion. Zionism, for the first time in 
two thousand years, has created a Jew­
ish conference, created a literature, 
founded twenty-seven agricultural colon­
ies in Palestine, and the Jewish Colonial 
Trust, all within ten years. It is a 
movement of revival, of religious and 
spiritual freedom. With it young men 
and women re-enter Judaism with zeal. 
One becoming a Zionist, his Judaism is 
not questioned.

Herr Nahoum, head of the mission 
that has been sent to the Falashas. in 
Abyssinia, by the Alliance Israelite, was 
cordially received by Emperor Menelik.

Board Hait Pau Upon Diimiiia 
of Teachers.

Proposed lacrease of Collegiate 
Salaries Defeated.

Caa Canadiaa Teachers Leara Any­
thing In England ?.

The trustees lost themselves in a mist 
of words at the Board of Eduçation 
meeting lust night* Trustee Booker 
starting the flow of oratory with, a de­
fence of the school teachers, whom some 
of the members propose weeding out. 
He moved that tbs clause which author­
ised the chairman of the board, the 
chairman of the Internal ^Ianagement 
Committee and Messrs. Howell and Carr 
a committee to consider and deal with 
the report of the inspector on the effi­
ciency of teachers be expunged ; charg­
ing that as a result of the remarks 

made at the committee meeting in con­
nection with the matter the teaching 
staff had been branded throughout the 
length and breadth of the land as in­
competent. Mr. Booker declared he had 
diagnosed and dissected the report for 
two hours, and found nothing to justi­
fy the statement. . The report showed 
that out of all teachers 23 were classed 
as very good, 64 as good and 34 fair, 
while only four were named as from 
fair to poor.

"1 object to the autocratic and C'zar- 
like methods that have been adopted,” 
added Trustee Booker, who vigorously 
objected to this small committee dealing 
wall the matter unless a report was 
made to the board. "Dr. Carr,'* he sail, 
"is a doctor and doctors have no senti­
ment, but we old trustees who have 
gone to school with the old teachers ab­
solutely refuse to have them pitched 
out on the street after thirty years’ 
service.”

Dr. Carr declared that all he wanted ' 
was an efficient staff, lie relied on 
Inspector Ballard's report and that 
showed a need of investigation.

The trustees who defended the ap­
pointing of the small committee to deal 
with the matter explained that they 
did so in justice to any of the teachers 
who might be incompetent, so that no 
injury would be done in making the 
matter public.

An amendment by Trustee Bell, sec­
onded by Trustee La moreaux, that the 
committee, instead of dealing finally 
with the matter, report to the Internal 
Management Committee, carried on a 
division of nine to three, as follows:

Yeas Lamoreaux, Bell, Lazier, Wil­
son. Cordon, Clark, Allan. Booker, Wat­
kins.

Nays—Carr, Wodell, Holden.
Trustee Carr prompted another dis­

cussion when, seconded by Trustee Mc­
Cullough, he moved that the scale of 
salaries for thd three new teachers to 
be engaged for the Collegiate Institute 
be made $1,200 to $1.800. providing for 
an annual increase of $100. The scale 
now is <pl,000 to $1,600. Trustee Can- 
pointed out that another male teacher 
was leaving the Collegiate, and he want­
ed to know if the reason for this was 
l>ocaus«‘ Hamilton did not pay as high 
salaries as in Toronto.

Some of the trustees pointed out that 
1 hi* board bad already fixed the salar­
ies. and that Hamilton could not lie 
expected to pay as high salaries as To­
ronto because the cost of living was not 
a- high here.

It is bad enough/' said Trustee Bell, 
"to have the teachers running here for 
an increase of salary at every other 
meeting, but when the tnemhers of the 
board do so it is ridiculous.”

The motion was overwhelmingly de­
feated, only the mover and seconder 
voting for it.

Kxception was taken to still another 
I ;;,use ill the Internal Management Com­
muter's report, that the matter of the 
: '•.v. her-i visiting England on a tour of 
i‘ -nection be left to a small special 
i i-mmittce, with power to act. Trustee 
I'.i-ll thought this might be taken to 
mean that the lroard was to pay the ex- 
vrimcs of the trip. Trustee Lazier ex­
plained that the teachers were to go at 
l heir "own expense.

Why should we send them on a wild 
goose chase all over the earth, and for 
mi purpose whatever?” asked 1rustee 
Bell, who declared that the Canadian 
V acliers had nothing to learn in the old 
country, as the systems were entirely 
different.

The clause was amended to read that 
the committee should arrange for leave 
of absence for teachers who w'ished to go.

A. E. Manning, principal of the Ryer- 
son School, asked to be promoted to the 
position of principal of the Sophia Street 
School, in connection with which the new 
Normal School will he conducted. Y\. 
A. Lees, principal of Stinson Street 
School, who claimed to he in line for 
promotion, also applied for the position. 
l\ E. Kelly asked that, if any changes 
were made in appointing a new princi­
pal to the Sophia Street School, that he 
lie given a promotion if any vacancies 
were made in the shift.

Trustee Holden called attention to the 
fact that about twenty windows had 
been broken in the Victoria Avenue 
School by boys playing ball after school 
hours, and that complaints had also lieen 
received about two or three windows in 
a house near the school being broken.

Trustee Carr said He doubted very 
much if the boys playing ball had broken 
the windows in the house, as stones had 
been found in the kitchen. He said the 
children were ordered off the street by 
the police, and they had^o have a place 
to play.

No action was taken.

Statistical Report Presented by Rev. Mr. 
Price Shows Gain in Ontario 
Churches, as Well as Throughout the 
Rest of the Field Covered by the 
Union.

Montreal, June 11.—At the annual 
meeting of the Congregational Vnioq 
held here, Rev. Hugh Pedley, pastor of 
Emmanuel Church, Montreal, was elect­
ed Chairman. The ChainnaS during 
the past year was Mr. Charles Cushing, 
B. C. L., Montreal.

Rev. Mr. Price, Statistical Secretary, 
reported that during the past year 
there had been a gain in the member­
ship of the churches comprised in the 
C ongregational Union of Canada of 647. 
In Ontario the number under pastoral 
care was 13,968, 497 having been receiv­
ed into the Church last year. The total 
raised was $76,737, a gain of nearly 
$8,000, and the present value of church 
property is $581,300, a gain of $16,100.

The Church of the United Brethren, 
now amalgamated, with the Union, 
showed a membership of 1,166, or a 
slight decrease. In Quebec the total 
received into membership during the 
year was 240; the total amount raised 
was $53,971, and the value of church 
property was $322,400, the latter show­
ing a gain of $7,700.

Rev. .1. K. Vnsworth outlined the 
system for the better carrying on of the1 
finances of the Cfiurch. The weekly of­
ferings system was specially recom­
mended, using duplex envelopes, which 
were a constant reminder of the con­
tributor’s responsibility in supporting 
the Church. By the systematic carry­
ing out of this scheme contributions 
could easily be doubled, it was claimed.

MEDICAL COUNCIL.
MR. I. H. CAMERON CRITICISES WAY 

OF LICENSING DOCTORS.

His

Retiring President Suggests Faculty of 
Law and Faculty of Fine Art: 
Would Have Medical Diploma Equal 
to a License to Practise— Medical 
Council.

Toronto. June 12.—To abolish the 
Ontario Medical Council, to make a 
graduating diploma from an pntario 
school of medicine equal to a license 
to practice, and so to alter the pres­
ent system of medical education that 
Ontario might enter into a reciprocal 
agreement with the British Medical 
Council so that an Ontario graduate 
might practise in Great Britain or 
Ireland without having, as at present, 
to pass a special examination—these, 
in effect, were the proposals mad.- 
by Mr 1. H. Cameron. F.R.C.S., 
LL.D.. the retiring President of the 
University of Toronto Alumni Assoc! 
iation, in addressing that body at its 
annual meeting in the east hall of 
the university yesterday afternoon. 
Mr. Cameron dealt with several ques­
tions which he claimed needed early 
attention from the men who were 
interested in the educational system 
of the Province, and in the University 
of Toronto in particular, but he advo­
cated as more important than any 
of the other matters a speedy change 
in our system of licensing doctors.

The: regular annual reports of the 
alumni were read and passed upon by 
the meeting, and as a result of the 
report of the special committee a|>- 
pointed to look into the matter it was 
decided to go on with the erection of 
a $1.500 memorial window in honor of 
the university men who were killed 
at Ridgeway in the Fenian Raul. 
This window would, replace the one 
destroyed when the old Convocation 
Hall was burned. His Honor the 
Lieutenant-Governor was made patron 
of the alumni after a proper amend­
ment of the constitution had been 
passed upon. In the election of of­
ficers Mr. Cameron was made Hon. 
President after having filled the Pre.— 
ident’s chair for one year.

In order to create an official con­
nection between the Crown and the 
Alumni Association the meeting 
amended the constitution so as to 
provide for the appointment of the 
Lieutenant-Governor of the Province 
as Patron Sir William Mortimer 
Clark was then formally appointed to 
this relationship. Hon. Dr. Pyne. 
Minister of Education ; President Fal­
coner of the university, and Chancel­
lor Sir William Meredith were nomin­
ated ex-officio members of the coun­
cil.

The books had a good inning yester­
day at the Hamilton .Jockey Club track, 
wiien seven favorites were knocked 
down.

The attendance yesterday was larger 
than on the opening day and the spec­
tators enjoyed the racing, although only 
two of the finishes were close.

Wilton Laekie and True Boy 
running neck and eck through the 
stretch. Millstone won by a neck from 
Wilton i^ackie. but if the jockeys had 
been exchanged, the latter would have 
won. Fair hr other’s ride came in for much 
praise from the judges.

1 he feature race of the card was the 
Gibson handicap at seven furlongs. Seven

horses faced the starter, Polly Prim be­
ing an odds-on favorite. Hawkama and 
Bertha E were heavily played and a few 
wise ones had St. Jeanne, who was quot­
ed as high ae 25. St. Jeanne jumped to 
the front when the barrier went up and 
made a runaway race of it. winning by 
three -lengths and breaking the mile 
record. The favorite was second all the 
way ami finished three lengths in front 
of Raleigh, a 30 to 1 shot.

TTie steeplechase, for the Hiram Wal­
ker Cup. was a very pretty raoe through 
the field. Bill berry, ridden Tommy 
Kae. set a killing pace and Nut Ray, on 
Spencer Reiff. the even money favorite, 
raced along with him.

At the stone wall Bilberry wheeled 
and refused, after having vainly tried 
to run out at several of the earlier 
jumps.

May Adopt the
Eng. Betting System.

Effect of Governor 
Hughes’ Bill in New 
State.

New York, June 12.—Racing will con­
tinue on the Metropolitan track regard­
less of the speculative end of the game 
for some time to come. That was the 
opinion expressed by several members of 
the Jockey Club after they had received 
the news from Albany at Gravesend yes­
terday. P. J. Dwyer, president of the 
Brooklyn Jockey Club, said that the 
present meeting at Gravesend would be 
carried out to the letter, while 8. L. 
Parsons, representing the Coney Island 
Jockey Club, speaking from a personal 
point of view, declared that the comieg 
meeting at Sheepshead Bay, which is 
scheduled to open with the Suburban 
Handicap on June 19th, would go on as

It is possible that the over-night 
purses may Ik* reduced, but the stakes 
will be run off at their full value. In 
spite of the fact that the provision of 
the Agnew Hart bills affords a chance 
to the various racing associations to 
ante I their stakes forthwith, the con­

tracts with the horsemen will be ful­
filled. As a falling off in the attend­
ance is expected, it was rumored to­
night that the rates of admission to the 
tracks would be reduced, while the gen­
eral running expenses would receive a 
wholesale cut. But it was also stated 
on excellent authority that the tracks 
would remain open as long as there was 
any sort of patronage.

The passage of the anti-betting bills 
was fo entirely unexpected by the race 
track men that all of them were in the 
air. Nobody was willing to be quoted 
as to the method of procedure in the fu­
ture. except that racing would go oil. 
But there were numerous statements as 
to the method of betting. Several mem­
bers of the Metropolitan Turf Associa­
tion. the bookmakers’ organization, said 
that in all probability they would resort 
to the bullish credit system : that is to 
say. they would accept wag?rs with 
known patrons without the passing of 
money and with no token of a wager in 
the shape of a ticket. These men have 
consulted with leading attorneys, who 
said that in their opinion it would be a 
hard matter to secure legal proof that

a wager had been made when no actual 
money had been placed on a horse.

"As I understand it." said one of the 
governors of the Metropolitan, who ask­
ed to have his name kept out of the 
newspapers for obvious reasons, “the 
new law says that a man who receives 
a wager on the race track is guilty of a 
misdemeanor and can be sect to prison 
for one year.

"In the event of test eases, which will 
be made without delay, we are informed 
that it will be a difficult matter to 
prove what a wager really is. Under 
the new law it is plain that a man who 
bets on a horse to win is not commit­
ting a crime while a so-called bookmak 
er who bets that the same horse will 
lose and so records the so-called wager 
in a notebook or on his cuff, is guilty 
of a felony. If no money is posted by 
the bettor, we have been informed that 
legal proof of the making of a wager is 
lacking. Furthermore, it is our belief 
that no jury in the world will send a 
man to the penitentiary for one year 
because he accepts a one dollar wager on 
a horse and makes a record of it.

"Under the English credit system bet­
ting is simply a business transaction 
between two' individuals. The new law 
does not prohibit the display of odds 
on h card or programme so that a layer 
cannot be handicapped in that way. A 
bettor who is not known can establish 
credit with a layer away from the track 
so that he can wager all he wants at 
the track without showing the color of a 
dollar. Wagers van be settled away 
from the track, over in New Jersey, 
where a clearing house could be estab­
lished if necessary, so that in our opin­
ion it will Ik* a difficult task to prove 
that there is betting in the first place, 
and afterward secure a conviction. There 
will Ik* no betting ring in future and 
layers who care to do business with 
patrons will mingle with the crowd on 
the lawn or in the grand stand. There 
will Ik* practically no business for some 
tim£ but after a while we believe the 
problem, with the help of race-goers, 
will work out all right.”

I <>ther members of the Metropolitan 
differed with this view. One said the 
law was so drastic that personal wagers 
would be impossible.

James B. Haggin. the noted turf man. 
said he thought that the death knell 
of horse racing in this State had been 
sounded.

“I think the bill will kill horse racing 
in New York State." he said, “and I 
am surprised at its passage. I don’t see
how purses cgn now be ^*id.”

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SHOT WIFE, 
THEN HIMSELF.

Merder aid Suicide Near New 
Liskeird.

1 Shelter’» Wife Died Ii Her Father’s 
Aras.

She Had Decided to Part From 
Her Husband.

Earlton, June 11.—A shocking trage­
dy occurred in this vicinity when a man 
named Jas. Marshall ehot his wife 
through the heart and then put a bullet 
through hie own brain. The murdered 
woman fell dying into the arms of her 
aged father. The details are harrowing. 
The victim was the daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Absalom Gray, who lived with their 
son, Mr. Nathan Gray, on his farm in 
Armstrong Township, about a mile from 
the town of Earlton. Mr. Gray is M 
years of age. He is prostrated with 
grief. Mrs. Gray, who is 67 years of 
age, is visiting in Niagara Falls. Other 
members of the murdered woman's fain- 

1 ily are: Jas.. H. Gray, a brother, who 
lives some three miles distant from the 
scene of the shooting in Beauchamp 
Township: Edwin J. Gray, of Niagara 
Falls; Mrs. M. E. Meaney, of Tillson- 
hurg; Mrs. Silverthorne, who lives in 

i Beauchamp Township, two miles away, 
and Nathan M. Gray, who owns the 
farm upon' which the deed was com-

The late Mrs. Marshall was only 24 
years of age. The couple were married 

1 in Lewfston five years ago next August, 
The engagement was not a happy one. 
however. Marshall was attached to an 
American regiment at Ix-wiston, and he 
has never had a home really of hig own. 
They came to this country something 
over a year ago. and the man did pros­
pecting work or farmed in the neighbor­
hood. The wife lived with her relatives, 
the Grays. Then they went to the 
Falls, returning on Dec-ember 17th last. 
Marshall worked with his brother-in-law, 
••as. Gray, and the old people, Absalom 
Gray and Mrs. Gray. Quarrels were fre­
quent. Marshall told -las. Gray not to 
be surprised if there was murder com­
mitted some time at Nathan's place, and 

. frequently talked of taking his own life. 
There was little importance attached to 

i his words, however, for he was a ner­
vous, irritable man.

About a week ago the trouble reached 
a crisis, and the late Mrs. Marshall told 
her husband to J**ave. that she. would 
have nothing more to do wtih him. Mar 
shall went to the Falls. It was there 
that he evidently planned the desperate i 
deed. He wrote his wife from North 
Bay that he would turn over a new 
leaf, and that if she would take him 
back lie would be a better man. On Tues, 
day Mrs. Marshall received a second let­
ter, in which her husband stated that 
he would not be back for a year. Al­
ready he was on the train, with a loaded 
revolver in his pocket. Marshall arrived 
in Earlton on tne Cobalt special at 10.30 
o’clock, and loitered about till after 
noon. He was evidently waiting till the 
men would have left the house.

About 1 o’clock when Absalom Gary 
was working in the field logging he no 
ticed Marshall stealing along the bush 
line towards the house. The old man 
was convinced that Marshall's return 
was for no good purpose. He left his 
work and followed him to the house. 
When he was within a few feet of the 
house four shots rang out in quick suc­
cession. The old man rushed into the 
house to find his son-in-law dead on the 
floor, and to receive his dying daughter 
in his arms. “He's killed me, father,” 
she cried. "No, no,” answered the poor 

. old man, “you are not killed.” “Yes,
! I’m killed. Kiss me, father; I'm dying. ' 

said the daughter, and she sank to the 
floor as the aged father imprinted his 
farewell on her forehead.

Just then men arrived from the mill 
nearby to find the two stretched on the 
floor dead, and the father distracted 
over the body of his daughter. The Cor­
oner decided that the facts of the case 
were so obvious that an. inquest was un­
necessary. hi the pockets of the dead 
man were discovered letters to his moth- 
er in the United States and to his broth­
er-in-law in this country. In his letter 
to his wife's relative he mentioned his 
jealousy; he professed a great affection 
for his wife, and declared that he could 
not live separated from her.

The murderer expressed his sorrow 
for the deed, which lie referred to in the 
past tense, but said that it was neces­
sary and that he felt he must do it. To 
his mother he wrote an affectionate 
good-bye. and expressed the deepest sor-

SUSPECT ARRESTED.
DID CHESTER BUTLER SET FIRE TO 

TILLSONBURG HOTEL ?

Terrible Charge Brought Against a Man 
Who is Asserted to Have Declared 
He Would Get Even With John Mer,o.

I il Ison burg, June 11. Chester’ But­
ler, a man about thirty years of age, 
and well known about town, was ar­
rested by Provincial Detective Miller 
shortly after 2 o'clock this afternoon 
on suspicion of being concerned in tlie 
burning of the Queen's Hotel on May 
20 last, when three persons lost their 
lives and five others were seriously 
injured.

Detective Miller and Chief of Police 
John Thilton have been quietly work­
ing on the ease ever since the fire, and 
believe they have a strong ease against 
the prisoner. They have established a 
motive and possess evidence that points 
very strongly toward Butler. Last 
February, utter Butler had been placed 
on t he "list ns a person to « hum liquor 
must not be served," John Mero, pro­
prietor of the burned hotel, had him 
arrested for trespass. It is said that 
the man nursed a passionate desire for 
vengeance and was heard by several 
persons u> assert that he would one 
day “get even with Mero." At the 
time of the fatal fire But 1er was ob­
served hanging around the local i; y 
shortly after the alarm was given.

The- prisoner was taken before Jus­
tices of the Peace Hills aud Stinson 
and remanded for a week. He was 
then removed to Woodstock jail. and 
will be lodged there until Thursday 
next, when he will be brought back to 
"I’ll Ison burg for preliminary hearing on 
a charge of arson.

Butler at the time of his arrest, was 
working as a blacksmith, but is not 
noted about town for any regularity 
of occupation, and hotelkeepers were 
not allowed to supply him with liquor, 
lie is married, but for some time has 
been separated from his wife.

Crop For the Farmer

tPress Bulletin.)
~ As was predicted a year ago, there has 
been a decided stortage of clover seed 
this spring. A little crop in Europe, the 
United States and Canada caused the 
stocks for this spring's trade to be ab­
normally low, and this resulted in unus­
ually high prices for good seed.

At present the indications are that the 
foreign exporting countries will not pro­
duce more than an average crop of clov­
er seed, and the Dntario supply is likely 
to be short. In some sections of Dntario 
the clover crop was seriously affected 
by draught last season, and fhe amount 
available this year for seed production 
may be limited. Much the same condi­
tions prevail over a considerable portion 
of the clover seed producing area of the 
United Slates; so that unless the yield 
from the areas which were not seriously 
affected by the adverse weather condi­
tions last season is except loyally heavy, 
a shortage of seed for frrot spring’s 
trade is more than probable.

In view of the conditions cited, the 
advisability of utilizing every available,, 
clean field, or part of field, for clover 
seed purposes is urged.

In growing clover and grass seed for 
the market, it is important to bear in 
mind that, the standard of purity de­
manded in the Canmlian trade is higher 
than it was a few years ago. The de­
mand for seed of first quality has sub­
stantially increased. The result of this 
demand for seed of good quality has 
been that the seed grower finds impure 
seed au almost unmarketable commod­
ity. while the production of good, clean 
seed has grown to be a remunerative 
industry. Hence the necessity of taking 
every possible precaution against the 
presence of noxious weed seeds.

The first step in the production of 
good clover and grass seed is to procure 
the cleanest possible sped. If this is 
used oil clean land and is followed by a 
thorough system of weeding in the field, 
the product will be clean. The field 
weeding is of prime importance, al­
though it is often overlooked. When we 
remember that every growing weed, if 
allowed to mature, will produce from 
10,000 to 30.000 seeds, it will be readily 
understood that the removal of these 
plants must make n great difference in 
the market value of the seed.

With red clover the best results are 
obtained by pasturing or cutting 1 he 
first crop -early. This allows a stronger 
second growth for the seed crop and also 
lessens the danger of damage from the 
clover seed midge. If the clover is pas 
lured, the stock should be turned off 
early in the season and the field mowed, 
in order to eut. down the weeds and pro­
duce an even second growth.

Alsike and red clover may be harvest­
ed with a reaper or a mower, with or 
without a table attachment. If no table 
attachment is used and the clover is 
well ripened, it should he cut and rak­
ed when the dew is on, in order to pre­
vent shelling.

The clover huiler is the best machine 
for threshing aUike and red clover, but 
the ordinary grain separator will do the 
work fairly well, if properly regulated. 
The grain separator will not hull the 
sped as thoroughly, and in consequence 
t here is more waste of good seed, unless

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD RFILIATIONS.

VNY EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF 
Dominion Lands in Manitoba. Saskal • 

Lbewan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, nor 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who is sole bead of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of age. to the extent of 
ono-quarter section of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made In 
verson by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Apency or Sub-agency for the district in 
which the land Is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
roc. daughter, brother or sister of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—til At least six months' resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2i A homesteader may. if he so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty (801 acres in extent, 
in the vicinity of his homestead. He may 
also do so by living with father or mother, 
ou certain conditions. Joint ownership In 
land will not meet with this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to perform 
his residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
agent for the district of such intention.
