(Liyerpool Times, October 21 )

The pilgrimage to Westminster
Abbey, oo Octobér 13th, is wow one
of the fixed events in the Catholic
world of . Many thoughts
and emotions are awakened by this
event, of a character at once in con-
trast 10 and agreement with the
’;mnt bustling time in which our
ot is cast. “ In memoria aterna erint
justi.,” ~ Here is a saint remembered,
venerated, visited, eight hundred
years after his death, while the
modern monuments and tombs
around him in the old abbey are
forgotten and neglected, or, at the
best, guzed at with a proud and re-
gretful curiosity. St Edward, in
his dim and dusty shrine, draws to
himself hundrcds of visitors who
brave ridicule and kneel down by
Lis side, before an unbelieving gen-
eration, imploring him to be to ow
England what he was to the Saxon
kngland, of which he was the glory
and the crown. This annual visi
bas come 0 be known and talked ot
in all London. Itisas well known a
Primrose Day. It is Aghtly called
the Pilgrimage, and finds & record
in the daily papers as a usaal and
accustomed thing.
It cannot be denied that such ¢
fact is & very striking ove. Surely
it is'something out of the common
No oue visits, in this way, the tomb
of Pitt, the statue of Palmerston
The nearest approach to it is ke
tribute offered to the Beaconsfield
statue, but there are manifold differ-
ences between the two.

I will conclude with a short ae
count of the history attaching to
the sacred relies of 81, Edward. In
numerable miracles vcey ring at L
tomb after bis dewth, William the
Conqueror adorned his resting place
with a shrine of gold and silver, unu
placed the hold body within it
raised from the ground. This took
place 36 years afler the Confessor’s
death. Then the cause of his canon-
izatiou began to be agitated before
ho Pope, and the supreme honm
was de reed by P pe Alexander L1,
in the reign of Henry 11, who, ae
ubove related, celebraied the solemn
translation. It is wachiog and sig-
nificant to recall that St. Thomas o1
Canterbury officiated at this feast,
0 perfect amity and concord with
the king who was to persecule anu
slay him, and that this very king
was 80 signally 10 betray and violate
the tradifions of the good King Ea-
ward, whom on that occusion he
strove 10 honor before the whole
kingdom. These are strange con-
trasts, We are reminded ol Heary
VIIIL. writing on the Seven Sacra-
ments,

It is related that when the Bull
of Canonization arrived, it was read
publicly before an assembiage of
bishcps and abbots in the Abbey
church of Westminster, and then
Muss was solemnly celebrated wni-
versis applaudentibus, assentientibus
et Deum magna voce laudantibus.
The translation, by desire of the
King detained in Normandy, was
deferred for two years, and then
took place with great splendor, a~
above stated. Before this event,
however, the Abboy made an ex-
amination of the shrine and sacred
relies, It is narrated that, feeling
his own unwortbiness he more than
once approached and retired from
the ehrine. At length, taking cour-
age, the brethren ufter matins hav-
ing retired, he clased the doors, and
with the prior and a few of the
monks, who had prepared - them-
selves by fasting and prayers pro-
ceeded to the holy work, vested in
white albs and with bave feet. Hav
ing sung tho Litany and some
psalms before she altar, the Abbot
and Prior with two of the brethren,
the rest remaining before the altar
in prayer and tears, removed the
stone over the cgffin. Bringing the
light wear they“beheld the body ly-
ing in a vesture of gold, “calceatum
castigis purpureis et calceamentis pre-
tiosis capvt st waa jaciem corpestra
mitra rotunda auro satis operose in-
texta ; cliam nineam et pro-
tixam.” The other brethren being
called, great joy was shown between
them all. Their pious devotion wa~
wanderfully increased when they
foand on examination, that the body
rotained al] its pristine integrity
They I¢ft all as they %ud found it,
excepy’the g1 ring on the finger,
which, we are told, “Abhas propter
devotionem retinuit et ad hujus memo-
riam satis provide reservare decrevit.”

From that day (o thisSt. Edward's
body has rested in its noble shrine
Why it was spared at the time when
all things sacred wero profaned can-
not be told, but the fact remain-
that alone among the great shrine~
of Catholic Eogland, the present
generation of Eunglish Catholies
kneel before and venerate the very
shrine of tha Oonfessor, erected and
raised by our fathers to the good
King Edward, to the most Just,
merciful and popular of Eaglish
Kings.

%of the Chief Magistrate of the
United States has caused for
some time. It is brief and to the
pomnt. It deals with a single ques-
tion of national interest, but one
which is of the very greatest import-
ance to the people of the country,
viz., the fariff question. The Presi-
dent urgently recommends the re-
vision of.the present tariffl laws, -in
order that the accumulation of sur-
plus revenue in the Treasury may be
prevented, and that the taxation of
the people may be lessened.

The financial condition of the
United States is, just at present,
somewhat peculiar; the Government
find themselves possessed of many
millions of dollars, which are locked
up in the Treasury vaults, and which
they are unable to put in circulation.
These large amounts of the nation’s
money, being thus withheld. from the
Banks and withdrawn from the ordin-
ary channels of circulation, necessar-
ily cause a stringency in the money
markets and threaten a financial crisis
of no mean proportions. This con-
dition of affairs has been brought
about by the inability of the Gov-

ernment to retire any of their bonds |5

for some years to come. In July
last they called in all the bonds
which they could redeem at pleasure,
and it appears that no more will mature
before the year 1891. Up to the
month of July there was no trouble
in finding an outlet for the money in
the Treasury, as the amounts re-
ceived in one month for customs
and excise were, the next month,
paid out in the redemption of bonds,
thus gradually reducing the national
| debt. In August, the danger which
now threatens the country became
apparent, and the Secretary of the
Treasyry issued a circular setting
forth that the outstanding unmatured
bonds would be redeemed at a
stipulated premium. This plan was
not productive of very beneficial
results, as the amounts forth
coming were quite §all, the hold-
ers of the bonds, doubtless, con-
sidering that no better investment

of their money could be made were

they to dispose of the bonds at the

premium offered. It “was, . conse

quently, evident that this arrangement
was wholly inadequate to the exist-
ing emergency. It is clear, therefore,
that the oaly way out of the difficulty
is a revision of the tariff laws. The
