Rome, July.—Here is summer 
UDon us with its sirocco and its heat. 
King, ministers, deputies, ambassa 
dors and the foreign colony are 
about to flee from Rome and scatter 
to the beaches of the Adriatic or the 
resorts of the North. The H- ly city 
W’ll resemble the Arab town, striA- 
en with sleep and death. Leo X1IT. 
alone remains at his post. The 
brave old man, the tireless worker, 
liden with glory and infinite labors, 
is the oaplive of his rights and of 
the triple crown. Afar off he sees 
gleaming the roof of his beautiful 
white villa of Oastle Gondolfo, but 
duty holds him Bound within the 
threshold of the Vatywr^ Leo 
XIII. rarely oompftl8M't>r6£5‘.dl'- 
tude. At times, with a smile in the 
corner of his great thin lips, h 
says: “These young men all take 
their vacation, I, the oldest, can 
take none. ” H# transforms bis iso­
lation into a period of fr itfulness 
At no other time does his genius 
produce more beautiful works. It 
is during these long, dragging her. vy 
hours of the South, that he com­
pletes his inimitable enoy licsls. 
And when he is tired he writes 
verses and, like Gothe, finds relaxa­
tion jin that labor. Though Leo 
XIII. does not leave Rome, he, too, 
migrates. In summer he leaves his 
little apartment in the white corner 
of the second story, from which he 
looks down on hie dear city of Rome, 
and takes his abode in the Ca-ino 
of Pius IV., on the southeastern ele­
vation of the Vatican gardens. This 
summer outing has caused violent 
discussions. One doctor advised 
against ft on account of the fevers, 
another insisted on a complete 
change of air. Smiling at their 
ardor, Leo XIII. out the knot by 
staying in his room at night and 
pending the day in his little v'Ua 

put in order for his use. After say­
ing Mass and prayers, he starts at 

o’clock in the morning, his ser 
vants bear him in the little white 
sedia gestatoria tbrongh the long

)ent corridors of the Vatican, and 
place him in hia carriage at the gar­
den door. Prom 8 till seven o’clock 

the evening he works in the 
Casino, drives or walks about. His 
doctor, Signor Lspponi, is very 
strict, but Leo XIII., laughs at his 
terrors and does qs he pleases.

little glass of claret, a bit of meat 
and a salad. Lat-r he walks about, 
talks to the gardener, counts bis 
oranges and fruits and drives away 
the birds. He superintendence ad 
ministration of the gardens, knows 
what each plot should bring in, the 
number of the fruits, which should 
be kept and which svld.

His economy in little things is 
beyond belief. It is this that en­
ables him to be generous for great 
werks. He saves in order to give. 
It is the most opprehensive form of 
generosity, and yet perhaps the 
most fruitful. In this respect Leo 
XIII is not modern. Like Sixtus 
V. be knows the value of money, 
t.ud makes money an instrument by 
which to rule. On returning to hie 
rooms Leo XIII prays. He recites 
the rosary every evening with Mgr. 
Mazzolini, his chaplain, whom he 
brought with him frem Perugia. 
After 9 o’clock he dismisses every­
one and gives himself up to hie 
favorite tasks. R.guUrly this work 
lasts till 2 in the morning ; some­
times it is prolonged until dawn. 
What is astonishing in the Pope is 
his good humor and elasticity of 
mind, in the midst of so much busi­
ness, under such a burden of work, 
in a heat that exhausts even young 
men. Slranger slid, Lx> XIII. 
never suffers in summer, is never 
indisposed, while in February he 
always has a rather serious attack 
of illness and in winter catches cold 
from time to time. Heat appar­
ently has no hdi on this shadow of 
a body, this mere semblance of 
human organs. He wears, even in 
the hottest days, hie great fur robe. 
He takes plenty of warm clothing. 
When Dr. Kneipp tried to put him 
through his treatment, the honest 
Bavarian was frightened at how 
little body theio was under 111 those 
covering*. He expressed his inno­
cent amazement in my presence. 
Here is summer. We can look on 
the year with confidence. Out of 
the solitude of the pontifical gar­
dens will proceed new masterpieces 
and great ideas. ftjay God preserve 
Leo XIII. to us ! —Innominate ip 
New York Sun.

At 9 Cardinal Rampolla, with his 
long, smooth face and tragic look, 
reminding one of a stage confidant’ 

Fidus Achates or squire, devoting 
birr self to the glory of s master or 
great idea. Cardinal Rampclla comes 
down into the garden with his big 
bundle of papers. If you happen 
to meet him as he hurries alontr, you 
will see in bis arms a piji of news­
papers, of pamrh)ats and jetters, and 
above all, the mysterious book in 
which the clerk or secretary of state 
puts down the news and the eub- 
staneo of the newspaper articles, 
dealing with the questions that in­
terest the watohfnl Pontiff. When 
Loo XIII. sees him enter he smiles 
as he would to a.beloved child, for 
he loves Cardinal Rampo’h as Rich 
t-lieu loved Father Joseph, as Mgr. 
Dupanloup loved Lagrange, as Fene 
Ion loved Chevreuse. This business 
audience usually lasts an hour and 

•alf, sometimes till noon, and 
then the ambassadors, the Cardinals 
and the prelates who are awaiting 
their turn ask themselves what im­
portant news can have come to the 
Holy Father ? At this audience ell 
personal, religious, political and in­
ternational matters are considered. 
Formerly, when the three First 
Secretaries, Franchi, Nina and Ja- 
cobini, were in office, Leo XIII. 
concealed the greater part of his 
negotiations and labors from his 
ministers. Cardinal Rimpolla has 
been the first to gain his whrle oon- 
fidenoe. The department of what 

the seventeenth century was 
called “ The King’s Secret ” has 
almost disappeared. His submissive 
sagacity, his incorruptible honesty, 
hie tender and watohfnl attachment 
have brought about this miracle. 
The Romans are amazed at the 
change and at the never diminished 
influence of the minister. From 
half-past 10 to half-past 1 the Pope 
receives. It is pot every ope that 
likes these audiences In the open 
air; some feel intimidated, others 
feel like foci". A Cardinal said to 
me : “ When I am in the round in- 
olosure of the summer casino all 
my ideas danoe about in my head I 
and talte the strangest forms.” 
Often the Pope suspends the audi­
ence. There is no business in the 
congregations. The foreigners have 
left; the Romans have gone to the 
country, Thoge are the momentg 
most pleasing and dear to the Popp 
He then d< lights in delicate work 
or lets bimsilf ont to his confidants 
in long familiar chats about men 
and things. These unrestrained 
hours have given birth to the best 
schemes of the Holy Father, though, 
once and again, on his return to .he 
Vatican, he has given up ideas ex­
pressed too freely and accepted too 
generously. At 2 he breakfasts ; a

It is a Let not sufficiently known 
to people living outside of Italy 
that the Italian Catholics take no 
part in the political elections. The 
practice of this abstention goes 
b’ck as far as the era of spoliation, 18I0D- 
when the Piedmontese kingdom be­
gan to attack the other States of 
Italy, including that of the Papacy.
It has since been frequently con­
firmed by the authority of the Sov­
ereign Pontiff and of the hffiy office, 
and was the subject of a letter from 
the Pope to Cardinal Paroccbi, 
vicar of tho Roman Diocese, on the 
eve of the recent elections. This 
abstention is a grand popular pro­
test against the spoliation of the 
Papacy. That is its theoretic as­
pect, but it has a practical aspect 
also. It is more or less generally 
a'Jiwed that the abstention is en­
joined upon Catholics partly because 

| of their weakness and want of or. 
"anization and partly also because 
of the immense difficulties and 
temptations which would surround 

Catholic party. The weakness 
and want of organization of the 
Catholics do not proceed from few­
ness of numbers or want of good 
will, bnt from the fact that they 
are unaccustomed to constitutional 
and popular government and have 
never yet entered the political 
arena, The difficulties and tempta-* 
tions of their position if they en­
tered Parliament are evident. 
Everything would be done both to 
oppose them and to hoodwink them. 
Theirs would be the most petted 
and at the same time the most hated 
party. They would stand outside 
all the other parties, and all the 
other parties—Right, Left- and Cen­
tre—^would unite tg orgsh them by 
fair means, if and as far as it would 
be possible to get them to betray 
the Pope, whose cause they had 
undertaken to defend ; by foul 
means, if and as far as they would 
prove impervious to honeyed worfis 
and ways. Thus, unless they were 
very strong they oonl I scarcely re­
sist, No doubt, when they become 
strong enough they will be ca led 
upon to enter Parliament. One of 
the best ways of learning is to try 
and to do, fur practice makes per­
fect. Therefore and for far greater 
reasons of actually attainable good, 
they are being continually exhorted 
to take part in the administrative

A recent great event in Rome, 
sax a the correspondent of the Pbila. 
Catholic Times, was the celebration 
of his stiver jubilee of priesthood by j
CardiutL Ledochowski, Prefect of 
the Congregation of Propaganda. 
Everything conspired to make it a 
notalle occasion. The Cardinal Pre 
feet of Propaganda holds so impor­
tant a position that he bas the tra­
ditional name of the red Pope, the 
white Pope being the Sovereign 
Pontiff and the Hack Pope the gen* 
eral of the Jesuits. This last title 
is only vulgar fiction, a piece of 
badinage and very small talk, bnt 
the position of the Cardinal Prefect 
of Propaganda is really so impor­
tant as to set him apart from all his 
fellow-cardinals. The Congregation 
of Propaganda embraces : 11 the 
countries not having a full obser­
vance of the canons of Trent, 
namely, all such countries as the 
United States, Conada, Central and 
South America, England, Scotland, 
Hr Hand, Norway, Sweder, etc. Its 
Cardinal Prefect is chiefly respon­
sible for the progress of the faith in 
those countries, and in his powers 
is subjiot only to the Pope him«elf. 
From all these countries and frem 
many others came innumerable 
congratulations on this occasion as 
well as from alt the riVgious orders 
and congregations who labor on the 
missions and from tho various Ri- 
man colleges, including the Prcpa- 
ganda College itself, the. Nortl 
American and Sinth American eg, 
leges, the English, Irisffi Scotch, 
GrecoRuthenian, Armenian and 
Maronite colleges. At 9 in the 
morning the employes both of the 
Congregation and University of 
Propaganda were presented to the 
Cardinal by Mgr- Ciasoa and Mgr. 
Veocia. The Cardinal received 
them in the throne hall of his 
apartment. Mgr. Ciasos, in the 
name of the reel, presented a medal 
which had been struck for the oooa- 

The ushers who serve the 
offices of the Congregation of Pro­
paganda made an offering of a bas­
ket of flowers, as did also various 
convents of Rome. On the Sunday 
following, July 14, the Cardinal 
sang Mass in the Propaganda cha­
pel, which was filled with ten 
bishops and numerous students of 
the Roman o<lieges. After the 
Mass there was a rinfreseo ( refresh­
ments ) and the students of Propa­
ganda College presented him with 
an album containing addresses in 
almost every living and dead lan­
guage. A banquet took place at 
midday.

The many notices of the death of 
James Constantine Pilling, the well- 
known ethnologist, while detailing 
the events of his scientific career,says 
the Catholic Standard, and doing 
full justice to his learning, his per­
severance and their results, natural­
ly failed to note one important fact.

There are 143 distinct de­
nominations, besides independent 
churches and miscellaneous congre­
gations. The totel of communicants 
of all denominations is 20, 612, 800, 
who belong to 165,177 organizations 
or congregations. The census re­
port states :—“These congregations 
have 142,521 edificesj which have 
sittings for 43, 564,863 persons. 
The value of all church property 
used explosively for purposes cf 
worship is 8679,630,139- There are 
111,036 regular ministers, not in- 
rlndirg lay preachers. There are 
five bodies which have more than 
1,000,000 communicants each, and 
ten more than 500,000. The leading 
denominations have these communi- 
oantp, in round numbers : Catholic, 
6 250,000; Methodist, 4,600,000; 
Bap'ist, 3,725,000 ; Presbyterian, 
1,280,332; Lutheran, 1,230,000 ; 
Protestant Episcopal, 540,000. 
—True Witness.

The annual rumpns of the Social­
ists of Germany lu congress assembl­
ed is set down to take place only on 
October 8th at Breslau, but yet they 
have already begun squabbling. 
Last year ap.d until quite recently 
the two leading opponents were Herr 
Bebel, the Norths German Socialist 
for revenue only, arid Herr von Voll- 
mar, the Bavarian Cmrietain Socialist 
and landlord ; but now they seem to 
be agreed on the programme to be 
discussed at the coming congress 
It is the publication of this pro­
gramme that has caused the fuss, 
fhe majority cf the Social Democrats 
being reported, after having thoro­
ughly studied it, to be so displeased 
with its provisions as to demand a 
new one. The cause of the trouble 
seems to be certain proposals of ag­
rarian reform that are not radical 
enough for the oompl duant", in 
whose organ the scheme is violently 
denounced, the editor declaring it to 
have “originated with parasites up­
on the Social Demooratio organiz­
ation"; and in this opinion several 
writers in various revolutionary 
sheets that voice the views of the 
extremes concur. But Herr Bebel 
stands by the plan as published hold­
ing it to be “the only logical one that 
can be carried out in the present 
state of affairs," resents the allega­
tion that Herr von Vollmar or any 
other Moderate inspired it, and 
warmly defends this departure from 
long-cherished Socialist ideals. Are 
we, then, to witness a three-oordered 
fight at the coming congress ?— 
Catholic Standard.

A collection of editions of the 
„Imitation of Christ,” by Thomas a 
Keropi", containing six manuscripts 
and 1,199 printed editions in thirty- 
seven languages and disleot", collect­
ed by the R >v. Mr. Waterdon, was 
sold in London for 8720. The 
British Museum have just obtained 
the ~eo11 lotion from the purchaser 
for the same price. The Museum 
had a'ready five hundred editions of 
the book, so its collection mu»t bo 
the most complete in existence. 
Father Da Rsoker calculates that 
there are about three thourand ed­
itions and translations of the“ Imi­
tation” in that collection. A 
wonderful collection, but a still 
more wonderful book.

Although Prussia is considered to 
be one of the great Protestant 
powers, we find that the Catholic 
Church holds its own in that country. 
In 1872 the kingdom contained 914 
conventuel establishments, with a 
membership of 8,795 ; in 1875, on 
account of the repressive legislation 
of the “May laws," a third of these 
institutions were dissolved. Despite 
these facts and the oppression that 
threatened to destroy all Catholic 
institutions in the land, we find, in 
1883, that 1,215 establishments have 
sprang oat of the ruins and that the 
monks and nuns numbered 14,044.

highly profitable. The fact that 
they are profitable, however, indi­
cates that even in this branch of 
industry’ Canadians can, if they 
like; finish ahead of all competi­
tors.

Speaking of the Irish situation 
and the new Government, the 
Speaker, an English journal, says 
that the Government has an un­
exampled opportunity to settle the 
state of Ireland. “ They are strong 
enough, ” it says, “ as no Conser­
vative Government has been since 
the Reform Bill, to neglect the 
more unreasonable demands both 
of the Irish landlords and the 
Irish Orangemen. The hint in the 
Times about a * central authority ’ 
in Dublin may have been accident­
al. but if the Unionists choose— 
recognizing the unalterable opin­
ion of Ireland—to go back to the 
policy of Lord Salisbury’s speech 
at Newport or Mr. Chamberlain’s 
speech at Warrington, the Liberal 
party will give them no' factious 
opposition. Wo should prefer to 
make a clean job of the Irish ques­
tion, as Mr. Gladstone would have 
done, but it would be infinitely 
better that Ireland should get sett 
government by degrees rather 
than that’there should be any re­
crudescence of the old bitter 
struggle between the British and 
the Irish peoples, "

The opinions of Canadian enter­
prise, expressed in the columns of 
United States newspapers are, 
generally speaking, not very com­
plimentary. That such is the 
case, is attributable to ignorance 
and prejudice. It is satisfactory 
to observe, however, that the most 
enlightened and influential jour­
nals in the Republic are awaking 
to the seriousness of their past 
offences in this respect, and now 
take a different and more accurate 
view of matters Canadian. The 
Pittsburg Despatch is among the 
most notable of this latter class of 
newspapers. In the course of an 
editorial on the proposed Hudson 
Bay Railway, recently it said ; 
"It is not likely that any route 
can ever be found to offer as good 
facilities for the transportation 
business of the North-West as 
that afforded by the lakes when 
fully connected with the ocean by 
modern canals. But the spirit of 
the Canadians which makes them 
susceptable to such projects as 
these is a good one for the United 
States to study. It is that spirit 
that has furnished Canada with 
waterways far in advance of those 
possessed by the United States. 
The Canadian example also indi­
cates the duty of a Government 
to furnish its own territory with 
the best transportation facilities 
before going some thousands of 
miles abroad to construct in a 
foreign country the waterways 
denied to its own citizens, ”

By a collision ol the British steamer 
Prince Oscar with what is believed to be 
the British ship Hollhill, San Francisco, 
for Queenstown, off the coast of Brazil, on 
the 13th. July, forty men were lost. Both 
vessels went to the bottom. On the 9th. 
Inst., the steamer Chattertum, from Syd­
ney, N. 8. W. for Hong gong, ran on the 
seal rocks between Sydney and pris^ane, 
and became a total wreck. Over seventy 
passengers were lost, The steamer Ar- 
onaute, from Halifax for Port Morant, 

Jamaica, with a cargo of fish, foundered 
near the latter place, pn Friday last. All 
on board were saved.

After some time in con­
sultation, the Grit Leaders shout­
ed, “ Eureka “ we have found 
it” “ The Manitoba Schools is 
the question on which we must 
embarrass the Tories,” say they. 
But the Manitoba Schools is not 
a question of party politics ; it is 
a question regarding which the 
opposition should join with the 
Government in elevating above 
party, and settling in a just 
and amicable manner. All this is 
true, and no one knows it better 
than our Grit friends ; but then 
if they could only break the Gov­
ernment on it, what difference 
whether it is true or false ! All 
the old fads ; commercial union, 
unrestricted reciprocity, and even 
free-trade as it is in England, 
must be relegated to oblivion in 
presence of this new found pana­
cea for the ills of Gritism.

Premier Greenway is the chief 
actor in the farce. If he will 
only hold out and persist in his 
refusal to obey the mandate of 
the highest court in the Empire ; 
if he will only persist in his re­
fusal to restore, in some measure 
at least, to the minority in Mani­
toba, the rights of which he has 
so flagrantly wronged them, our 
Grit ifriends will feel happy in 
the thought that the Government 
jnay be at least embarrassed.

These are jfchq tactics pursued 
by her Majesty's loyal opposition ; 
these are the high and statesman­
like principles upon which they 
hope to attain power. Any con­
sideration of the merits of the 
case, is altogether beneath them.

Solicitor General Curran’s Address.

On the occasion of the B. I. S. pic­
nic. at Emeralo on Tuesday the 6th. 
inet. the anniversary of O’Connell's 
birthday, Hon. J. J. Cnrran, having 
been presented with an address by the 
A. O. H. of this city, replied in part ae 
follows, according to the Examiner’s 
report : He gave a splendid account of 
the doings of men of different races and 
creeds in Canada, and amidst great 
enthusiasm stated that the only hope of 
true greatness of this country was in the 
nnion of hearts and hands of the men 
from England, Ireland, and Scotland 
with the descendants of old Francs- 
We do not repudiate the glories and 
traditions of the past. We revive at 
dn« intervals all that is inspiring in the 
history of oar ancestors. We look to 
them lor examples of heroism ; and 
amongst the intellectual gis ts of the 
recent past no name stood higher as the 
friei.d of mankind as well as of his 
na ive land than Daniel O’Connell. He 
was a great liberator, a great emanci­
pator, the friend of the serf at home and 
the slaver-abroad. His motto was : 
“Nothing is politically right which is 
morally wrong.” His praise had been 
spoken, written and song in every 
language in every civilized land. 
(Cheers.) Phillips the great American 
orator, speaking of O’Connell in Boston 
on the occasion of his centennial cele­
bration has stated : “We of other 
races may well join yon m that tribute 
since the cause of constitutional govern­
ment owes more to O’Connell than to 
any other political leader in the last 
two centuries." Lacordaire, the great­
est of French preachers, had exhaSsted 
his eloquence in a magnificent eulogy 
of Ireland’s great son. Hon. D’Arcy 
McGee in the course of one of his 
speeches in the old Parliament of Cana­
da answering a charge of former difier- 
ences with the great leader, spoke of 
O'Connell in the following terms ; “Sir, 
I had the honor to know him slightly 
in his latter days, and the misfortune 
to differ from that illustrious man to 
whose memory I may be permitted to 
render the homage of my more mature 
judgment. It baa been my lot, sir, to 
have seen many and to have known » 
few, a very few historical persons, but 
I can truly say that, apart from the ex­
aggeration of Dative patriotism, I never 
approached a person who seemed more 
truly deserving the title of “great” than 
Mr. O’Connell. When I consider his 
exclusively Gaelic origin, his provincial 
birth, his proscribed creed, his foreign 
education, when I consider that the 
English tongue, destined to be his sole 
arsenal, equipment and resource, was 
neither the language of his childhood 
in Kerry, nor of his studies in France, 
when I consider all the foes he over­
came within and without, when I re­
member that he entered the Imperial 
Parliament for the first time at the age 
of 54, and the position he made and 
held to the last in that fastidious as­
sembly,—I feel that I do not place him 
too highly, when I claim that he should 
be ranked among the moat original 
politicians ol modem times ” O’connell 
had appeared on the scene of hie native 
country like the rainbow after the 
terrible deluge. His genius flashed 
through the dark elands that had hung 
over the land for centuries. He had 
made possible the later efforts of other 
patriots and he had taught his people 
the futility of armed resistance and the 
safe and sure course of constitutional 
agitation. He said* in their address, 
they had referred to Home Rule the 
natural sequence of O.Conndl's teach, 
ing. The cause was still bright despite 
the faults of its leaders, the people of 
Ireland were a unit in their desire and 
aspiration. Nothing could damp their 
ardor or destroy their hope for a glori­
ous future. Vestal Virgins ages ego 
kept alive the sacred fires on the altars 
of the Roman gods. Ministering angels 
would keep alive in the hearts of milli­
ons yet unborn the sacred fires of 
patriotism until Ireland holds the 
proudest position in the mighty empire 
of which she forms part. Then will a 
nnion exist that mav be prayed for in 
the words of Grattan, “Esto perpétua,” 
a nnion not reeking with bribery, bnt 
a nnion dear to every Englishman, 
Irishman and Scotchman—a onion of 
hearts, a nnion based upon justice, 
within the four cornera of which each 
great branch of the Imperial family will 
be enabled to make their own domestic 
laws noon their own soil, and m the 
great councils of the empire legislate 
for the peace and progress of the realm 
upon which the sun never sets, and for 
the benefit of the whole jmman race. 
In closing, the speaker again referred to 
our own Dominion, He said it was a 
land in which all races should strive to 
eliminate every grievance. The rights 
of the Dominion were sacred, the rights 
of provinces were sacred, bnt no rights 
were more sacred than those of minor­
ities. Their voice, however weak, 
should be not only heard, bnt respected 
to the .fqll extent of their rights. Let 
the constitution be oar guide, let as be 
a people to whom parliamentary com­
pacts will always remain Inviolable. 
Thus respecting the rights and privile­
ges of every see tien of the community, 
our people, with their religions training 
leading them to do ^n^o others as they 
would wish others to do unto them, 
with the great edncational. advantages 
possessed, and the limitless natural n~ 
sources at their command, would 
achieve a place in the world’s history 
unrivalled in the past, and in that 
glorious future he hoped and felt that 
the children and grand children of his 
fatherland would perform a part worthy 
of the ancient race from which they 
sprang.

Government for justice. It is only fair 
to say that this is not known to be Mr. 
Tarte’e policy, nor yet Mr. Liorier’s 
policy, hot it appears to be the policy 
of the Toronto Globe. And in go far ae 
it implies that the beat settlement of 
this question is probably a compromise, 
it is a good policy. But just why the 
“remedial order” most be withdrawn 
and the minority must take a formal 
appeal before the Manitoba Government 
can do “justice” is not clear. As a 
matter of fact the Manitoba Govern­
ment feared that condition of things 
several years ago. There was no “re­
medial order.” The minority was then 
appealing for justice. They then re­
ceived the present law which the Privy 
Council declares to be unjust. “Exact­
ly,” the Globe might reply. “That was 
the result then ; bnt a new condition 
has been created to-day by this very 
decision of the Privy Council. Let the 
Manitoba Government see what it can 
do now.” By all means 1 And who 
hinders them ? What, pray, is the re­
medial order but a declaration on the 
part of the Dominion Government that 
it practically accepts the decision of the 
Privy Council, and then, passes the 
whole thing on to the Manitoba’ Govern­
ment ? There they have it—the new 
condition in its entirety. There is, first 
the statement of the Privy Council that 
an in justice exists ; and there is 
secondly, the statement of the Domini­
on Government that if no one else will 
do justice in the matter, it will. The 
Manitoba Gavernment could not be 
better informed of the conditions that 
snrronnd it. The remedial order gives 
its sole excuse for re-opening the ques­
tion. For the Dominion Government 
to withdraw the remedial order would 
be, for itself, a declaration, that it pro 
posed to let an injustice continue, and, 
for Mr. Greenway, the loss of the best 
reason he can give hie people fer 
amending the law. It is easy to see 
why Sir NcICenzie B.'.weU might object 
to carrying the odinm attaching in 
some parts of the country to the re­
medial order ; bat why Mr. Greenway 
shonld ohj’Ct to having this odium 
borne by someone else is a mystery 
Mr. Greenway,s opportunity is a mag­
nificent one. He can propose a reason­
able compiomise which will very 
probably please the extremists on 
neither side, but which will take the 
wind ont of the sails of popular agit ition 
on both sides, will remove this exceed­
ingly dangerous question from oar 
politics, and will disappoint the whole 
crew of scheming politicians, coofeder 
ation-emaehers and Annexationists 
who hope to make capital out of the 
country’s peril.

One Result of The Derby Election

One evidence of how big and boun­
tiful is Manitoba's crop is furnished 
by the fact that the demand for binder 
twine this year is fifty per cent, greater 
than last.

Reports received at the state de­
partment Washington, from the 
United States consul at Victoria, are 
to the effect that the seals in Behring 
Sea are practically exterminated. This 
intelligence sustains the contention of 
successive secretaries of state that» 
more stringent regulations were neces­
sary to prevent the entire destruction 
of seal life in Behring sea.

The cable report from London in 
regard to pleuro-pneumonia in Cana­
dian cattle at Deptford is discredited 
at the department of agriculture,
Ottawa.

In years of scarcity in Eng­
land the best Nova Scotia fruit is sold 
there, and nearly all that is offered 
here is smal or of inferior quality.

It is not generally known that 
just before the declaration of the armi­
stice which preceded the signature of the 
treaty of peace an issue had grown up be­
tween the United States and Japan that 
threatened to lead to actual hostilities be­
tween the two countries, and that a hos­
tile crash was perhaps only averted by the 
conclusion of the Chinese war. This issue 
arose through the assertion by the Japan­
ese authorities of the right of search of 
American vessels. They insisted that 
they had the right to board an American 
vessel and if they choose to take from her 
any Chinese or enemy they might find, 
even though they were but passengers. 
Minister Dun very promptly denied the 
existence of any such right on the part of 
a combine and a correspondence ensued. 
The Japanese insisted on their right and 
even when Mr. Dun reminded them that 
the United States had gone to war with 
Great Britain on just this issue and had 
forced the abandonment of any claim to 
such a right, they refused to abate their 
pretensions one job, though the minister 
intimated that the first assertion of such a 
right would be regarded by the United 
States as an unfriendly act.

The town of North Bay, Ont., \ was 
visited on the 6th inst. by one of the most 
severe thunderstorms that ever struck 
that locality.

The light­
ning struck the chimney and completely 
demolished it, sending the bricks and 
mortar in pieces weighing from ten to 
twenty pounds all over the bed, and not 
six inohes from the heads of the occu­
pants. Everything in the room in the 
shape of bric-a-brac was broken, and some 
clothing caught fire. A motto hanging 
on the chimney-piece was shattered and 
lodged on a nail across the room. After 
leaving the bed room, the lightning seems 
to have descended to the parlor under­
neath, completely demolishing pictures, 
ornaments, etc., and breaking a hole in 
the front of the house fully six feet square. 
The fluid followed the gilt moulding 
around the parlor and dining-room, and 
burned every portion of it, breaking into 
small pieces a huge plate-glass mirror in 
the side board, and also most of the glass­
ware and ornaments in the room. The 
front wall of the house was forced out 
from the joists and partition about four 
inches, and the whole structure was 
shaken and loosened from end to end.

The 
appreciation of the value of history 
has brought out a variety of new tex1 
books which commend themselves to 
the student because of their attractive 
style and the graphic manner in which 
events are treated. But it must be 
borne .in mind that truth in history 
must not be sacrificed at any price, 
ttid that writers who, under the charm 
of style, would suppress truth in ont 
instance and make it prominent in 
another to serve the ends of party 
or 1 icslity, prostitute the end of his 
tory and blast their own reputation as 
historians. Persons intending to 
make a serious study of history desire 
to know what really constitutes its 
education 1 value. In times gone by, 
history was regarded as a sort ol 
chronological and biographical table 

lifeless and analytic; 1—a process 
of teaching which freezes while it in­
structs, if it instructs at all. The ruler 
of a country, his pedigree, his generals, 
and his state officers and what they 
did, seemed to be all it was necessary 
to detail. To-day, we have gone a 
step further. We look rather at the 
welfare and progress of nations than 
at those ol their rulers. Or, if we con 
sider the rulers, we regard them 
simply from the standpoint ol the 
philosophy of history, and seek to 
understand the cause and effect ol 
their actions upon the progress of the 
human race. Historians are coming 
to recognize the importance of the 
study of the phenomena of social 
progress. Today, we want to know 
what is celled the natural history ol 
society ; how nations have formed 
themselves and developed. We are 
more anxious to know about thi 
forms of government than about the 
rulers themselves. We want to ex­
amine into the structure, principles, 
methods, prejudices, corruptions, etc., 
which it demonstrates, and to accom­
plish this we must have an insight into 
the nature and actions of the central 
as well as of the local governments, 
and this even to their minutest details 
Tnèo, too, we want to have pretty de­
finite ideas of the influence exercised 
by “class over class,” as evidenced in 
all social observations ; we want to 
study popular life, both public and 
private ; the changes in the relations 
of man to woman, and the influence 
exerted by parents over children. 
Nor should the industrial system be 
forgotten. The questions of the 
division of hbor, the regulations of 
trades and industries, whether by 
castes, guilds, or otherwise ; the rela­
tion between capital and labor ; the 
means for the distribution of commo­
dities ; means of travel and the mone 
tary system. We also desire to make 
a very careful study of the intellectual 
condition in its onward march from 
mere civilization to enlightenment ; 
the extent and manner ojf education 
it provides, the advancement made in 
science, and the predominant ten. 
dency of its people..' We want to 
fo 1 iw a nation in its ænhetic culture, 
as evinced in its fine arts, its dress ; 
the daily life of its people ; and in 
what we may gather from their food, 
their homes and their amusements.

The great importance of the study 
of history is becoming recognized 
more and more every day.

called Descriptive Sociology ” His­
tory has become a science, and must 
be treated as such. Then, again. 
History to be valuable, must above fll 
things be true. In our day. inttlli- 
gence has overcome prejudice, and 
men are now forced to write history 
as it is, and not as they would have it 
to be. The man who, to-day, attetppts 
to write history tinted with his pre­
judices or preferences loses caste as a 
historian. It is his business to nar 
rate the facts of history, not to color
them. No country has been more 
rent asunder, in its time, by civil and 
religious strifes than Switzerland, and 
yet, that little government has been 
the first to appropriate a certain amount 
of money lor the accurate ci na­
tion of facts concerning the history of 
that ancient republ c, no matter what 
shade of pclitical or religious opinion 
may suffer by it. Pope Leo XIII.. 
when he appointed the late Cardinal 
Hergenrother, Prefect of the Ponti 
fical Archives, distinctly stipulated 
that all works of historical or scien­
tific value in that world renowned 
library should -be classified and cata 
logued and placed at the disposal of 
every scholar seeking information, be 
his faith or nationality what it might 
When it was suggested to His Holi­
ness that some events might be 
brought out which might not be of 
edification, he simply said: “Are 
they true or not ? If true, they are 
history, and we must abide by them. 
They will brii.g out more clearly the 
onward march of civilization. ’ Truth,
then, is an essential to history. In 
conclusion, if we would study his 
tory aright, we must have such books 
as show' us the nations that have 
really influenced one anotner, so that 
their story from the beginning down 
to our own day, forms one tale, 
which, if we wholjy leave out any 
part, we cannot rightly understand 
what follows. The main idea is to 
trace out the general n 1 liions of 
different periods and different coun­
tries to one another. This is ol 
paramount importance, for withou’ 
correct notions of genera) history, the 
history ,of particular countries can 
never be thoroughly understood.

Beautiful St. Peter’s.

We next come to the consideration 
of the morals, practical and theoretical 
of the people, as seen in their laws, 
their habits, their proverbs and their 
deeds. All these facts should be so 
arranged that the student may be able 
to see them as mutually dependent 
parts of a great whole. The bare fact 
that a certain king reigned in a certain 
year and conquered or was defeated 
in battle with a neighbor, is, perhaps, 
chronologically valuable, but it is not 
history. Let us not be understood 
as undervaluing the chronology of his­
tory, because it is an essential to ac­
curate history ; indeed, it has justly 
been called “ one of the tvo eyes of 
history,” but a blind adherence to it 
in teaching history, is neither neces­
sary or wise. History only attains 
its full development when it not only 
records but describes in considerable 
fullness social events and evolutions | 
when it points out changes and 
growths ( the advancement of society 
from one phase to another. The 
Bible, the greatest of all histories, in 
its very first chapter illustrates the 
true idea of what the scope of history 
really is. It tells us that the son of 
the first man “builded a city" (Gen. 
iv., 17), not a Ninevah or a Babylon, 
perhaps, but still a city—a collection 
of habitations, permanent and fixed, 
fitted together by human skijl ; a 
sufficient protection against the ex­
tremes of beat and cold, or against 
wind or rgip • Later on the tent was 
invented (Hen. iv., ?o), and then, 
while the first man was still alive, in­
strumental music comes into exist­
ence ; the harp and the organ are 
framed by skillful hands (Gen. iv., 
21), and the pastoral life is enlivened 
by the charms of melody. Copper 
and iron are smelted at the same 
period (Gen. iv., 22.), and a race of 
artificers grows up, which produce 
tools and weapons of defence, and, 
perhaps, also works of more or less 
artistic beauty. Then comes the de­
generation of the race, the punishment 
that degeneration entailed, and the 
building of the ark of “ gopherwood” 
(Gen. vi., 14). Here we have at 
once a record of growth and evolution 
and the movement of society from 
one stage to another.

From what has been said it will 
readily be conceived that all the facts 
of history should be so presented, that 
“ the consensus existing between them 
may be readily traced.” This will give 
us an insight into what social phen­
omena co-exist with others. The cor­
responding descriptions of succeeding 
periods should be so classified as to 
show bow-each belief, institution, cus­
tom and arrangement was modified, 
and bow the consensus of “ preceding 
structures and functions” was devel­
oped into the consensus of succeeding 
ones. This is, really, the only kind of 
knowledge regarding the past which 
will be of any use to the citizen as a 
guide for his conduct. Admitting 
this, we must agree with Herbert 
Spencer that “ the only history that is 
of practical value ig ybat may be

To those whose feeljngs are moved 
by the beautiful in Nature the sub­
ject of this sketch must offer a pecu­
liar charm. Visiting St. Peter's for 
the first time, the tourist is struck 
and amazed, as he contemplates the 
wonderous beauty of the scene pre­
sented to his ga?e. He imagines 
himself suddenly transported to some 
storied land, the beauty of whose 
woods and waters, hills and vales the 
enraptured poet loved to sing. And 
yet, ' for a moment it is difficult to 
discover in what precisely )ies the 
charm that rivets the attention and 
excites the admiration of the be' 
holder.

But iq this very fact lies the true 
explanation. So perfect is the bar 
mony with which Nature has dis­
posed and arranged the entire scene, 
that no one particular object more 
than another claims the spectator’s 
gaze. The encircling woods, of 
sombre hue from whose edges stretch 
the green expanse of upland lawn 
gently sjoping till bathed in the lap­
ping wave, malté a füting frame in 
which is set that loveliest sheet of 
crystal water called St. Peter's Bay 
This charming water sheet stretches, 
with many graceful windings, from 
the harbor, nine mil eg distant, until 
its head nestles calmly in the shadow 
of the little village of the same name. 
Ejo-dear and limpid are its waters, so 
lovely the setting in which it is laid 
that one almost fancies himself stand­
ing by the shore of some Alpine or 
Italian lake, where all is beauty, all 
harmony all tempting the paintet’s 
brush.

While Nature here wi;h munificent 
hand has shown the marvels of her 
wealth, there are yet other themes on 
which a few words, in passing, may 
be said.

On an eminence overlooking the 
Village stands the Catholic Church 
of St. Beter’s. Colossal in size, 
stately in proportions'and Gothic in 
style, it stands, a triumph of architec- 
tyral skill an ornament to the pro­
vince and an everlasting monument 
to the piety, zeal, and earnestness of 
the people of St. Peter’s Bay. While 
visiting this village the writer had the 
good fortune to be present at two 
yery imposing ceremonies—the ad­
ministering of the lefacrament of Con­
firmation, and the erecting of the 
“ Stations of the Cross "—both of 
which were performed by His Lord- 
ship the Bishop of Charlottetown. 
In reference to those paintings a few 
remarks may not be out of place. 
The writer, indeedj expected that the 
“ Stations " when erected wou)d be 
in keeping with the interior of this 
beautiful temple, but he was by no 
means prepared to see here sus­
pended paintings that would have 
been the pride of more noble Basil­
icas. These works of Art which now 
adorn the church at St. Peter’s were 
executed at Rome by the celebrated 
Artist Porta who is one of the fore­
most Italian painters of this century. 
The richness of colouring, the life­
like expression of the figures, to­
gether with delicacy of finish, all con­
spire to stamp each individual can­
vas a veritable ehqf d'ouvre. As 
these “Stations” are exact copies of the 
world-renowned paintings of Ovbr- 
bbck, and as already indicated were 
executed by one of Rome’s foremost 
Artists, it may safely be assumed that 
their peers may not be found not

only in this province but in the entire 
Dominion. Two other paintings— 
the Immaculate Conception and the 
Giving of the Keys to Peter—by the 
same artist may also be seen in the 
church. Those magnificent Stations 
were framed in the factory of Mark 
Wright & Co. and reflect great credit 
on those who performed the work; 
The frames are of massive oak and 
bronze and measure five feet in 
length by three feet four inches in 
width. From the pastor, Rev. R J. 
Gillis, I learned that the “ Stations ” 
were the gift of several geuerom 
friends mostly all residents of St 
Peter’s parish. Among the names, 
however, I was pleased to note that ol 
Very Rev, Mgr. Uillis, fqrraer pastor 
of St. Peter’s. It is to be regretted 
that those paintings are not in a more 
central part of the Province where 
they could be seen by those who are 
delighted by the beautiful in Art 
However, as I learned that on Au­
gust the 19th. a Tea .party will be 
held here, I would advise all who 
can to visit the Ohurch and person­
ally inspect what are without doubt 
the most elaborate “ Stations ” in the 
Dominion.
