The address which the li ght Rev 
George Montgomery, D. £> , bishop 
of Los Ange 1-8 and Monterr, de­
livered before the National Educa­
tional Association, daring its recent 
convention at Los Angeles, was a 
notable one from various points of 
view. It is not often that a Oath- 
olio bishop in this country has an 
opportunity afforded him of address­
ing, on the educational question, 
such an audience as listened to the 
southern Cilifornian prelate on this 
occasion. Bishop Montgomery ap­
parently, recognized that fact, and 
he, consequently, took advantage of 
hie opportunity to treat, in bis ad- 
dewA, one of the most vital phases 
of the educational question, to wit, 
the all-important influence which 
religion wields in the formation of 
character. Inasmuch as he, in 
common with all intelligent men 

Ijancl true educators, holds that the 
formation of character is the most 
important part of edooation ; and 
sinoe he knows that no influence 
can mould character more effective­
ly than religion, Bishop Montgom­
ery is convinced that religious in- 
sir notion should have its proper 
place in the education of youth. On 
the other band, he believes, to use 
his own words, 11 that a system of 
public instruction such as ours 
should be absolutely non-seotarian .”
The reaeon why he holds this latter 
belief seems to be his conviction 
that only on a non-seotarian basis, 
as our public schools are now con­
st ilnUd, can the religious rights of 
all elements of our population be re- 
spected. But Bishop Montgomery 
does not wish to be understood as 
holding that our present non-sect- 
arian educational system is in any 
sense a perfect one. He regards it 
simply as a compromise. He main­
tains that it labors under certain de­
fects, the chief of which is that it 
forbids the giving of any religious 
instruction in the schorl < For 
“ the moment," he says, “ that re­
ligious instruction is attempted (in 
the schools), that moment they 
cease to be non-sectarian, for there 
is no such thing as a nen-seotarian 
religion." To remedy that defect, 
the inability of the public schools to 
impart religious instruction, the 
Bishop bolds that private schools, 
in which the giving of such instruc 
tion is not forbidden, are absolutely 
necessary. And he, furthermore, 
claims that the right to establish 
and maintain them—which right 
certain fanatics periodically x im 
pdgn—was "recognized by the foqn 
ders of our con-sectarian schools,
On this point Bishop Montgomery 
said:—

“The non-seotarian school was 
never intended by its originators as 
a protest against private schools, or 
to undervalue religious instruction 
in education. Like the freedom of 
speech and freedom of the preep„ 
religions freedom is one of the cor 
ner-stones of the republic. Our re­
volutionary forefatbois, the. framers 
of our Constitution and the huiliers 
of the republic, -weie almost iuvari 
ably men of strong religious con 
violions; and they prized religion 
as they ought for themselves and for 
others. But realizing that acme of 
their fellow citizms set less store 
than they did upon dogmatic train­
ing, and that among believers tbetp- 
selves there were many honest dif­
ferences, they felt it. necessary to 
make this compromise upon a seou 
lar and non-sedtarian system of pub­
lic instruction, leaving it optional 
with those who might wish to do so, 
to establish and maintain private 
schools, in which along with identi­
cally the same secular training as 
that given in the public schools, re­
ligious instruction might bè impart­
ed, according to their respective be­
liefs."

Neither does Biebop Montgymery 
believe that the wisest pc 
choice was madp when, in deference 
to the differing opinions of various 
elements of our population, the pre 
sent non-sectarian system of public 
education was adopted. As long as 
it is in force the Los Angeles bishop 
believes in upholding it for the pub 
lie schools, leaving it to the private 
school to supply the great defect of 
the public schools, which lies in 
their inherent inability to impart 
religious instruction. Bu1, argoedl> 
he, before the National Educational ti 
Association ;—

It is a pity that instead of ex­
acting that sort of compromise, they 
did not make éducation open to free 
competition ; exacting that al)child 
ren should he educated, and educat­
ed .up to a given standard of secular 
training, pitying for education ao 
cording to rrsul e. This would in 
sure the very beet secular training, 
and at the game time enable this 
several denominations to have that 
religious instruction imparted which 
each might desire, without coeoeut 
pf copt to the government.

Some day or otjber—and the grow­
ing popular récognition of the fact 
that jrreligioee éducation, must nec­
essarily tie- attended witfc dire re­
sults promisee to hasten materially

the coming of that day—the intel­
ligent American people will aban­
don the unsatisfactory compromise 
they accepted when the present non 
sectarian system was adopted. Tuen 
they will substitute in its place 
some such a system as Bishop 
Montgomery mentions in the above 
extract, and u der which religion 
will have its proper place in the ed­
noation of onr youth. S.H. Review.

In oui> tyain we bring all 
the shocking vices which render 
our claim to a superior level in the 
ethical scale a hideous and grotesque 
pretense. Our columns last week 
gave some lurid pictures of this 
dark and shameful side of the 
American invasion in the Philip­
pines—things to make the soul 
shudder and the flesh creep. Pos­
sibly some may think that it is be­
cause we are Catholic we find such 
blots on our escutcheon, but if any 
one imagine that we are looking for 
atrocities simply for such reason, 
we would direct his attention to the 
fact that honest men of different 
communions are just as outspoken 
in indignant denunciation as we 
have been—rand with God’s help 
will be so long as there is a wrong 
to be rectified and an (equity to be 
denounced, no matter by whom per­
petrated.

Grit Political Purity i> anufactory

From week to week during the 
latter part of the session of the 
Dominion Parliament just closed, 
we have laid before our readers 
some account of how the Grit ma­
chine was manufacturing political 
purity in West Huron. Now that 
the session is closed the following 
summary of what the committee 
on privileges and elections learned, 
despite the obstruction of the Gov- 
ernment, as published by the St. 
John Sun, may be of interest to 
our readers.

ing West Huron was not complet­
ed, and that respecting Brockville 
was not commenced.

Five polls only have been in­
vestigated, and the principal evi 
dence has been with respect to 
No. 4 in the Township of Col- 
borne, and No. 3 in the town of 
Goderich.

He told all 
these fcur witnesses that he was in 
trouble over the West Huron election 
and was hiding on that account. 
While in hiding, he was visited by 
Mr. James Vance, the assistant liberal 
organizer for the province of Ontario, 
who had a private conversation with 
Mr. Farr in his bedroom. On a sub­
sequent occasion, Vance called to see 
Farr, who wss absent, and left word 
for Farr to call at his house, No. 95 
Howard Street. Farr shortly after­
wards did call at Vance’s house and 
had *a private conference of some 
twenty minutes duration with that 
gentleman. The young man who 
accompanied Farr to the house was 
told to remain outside. Subsequently 
Farr told the same witness that Vance 
had a telegram from Ottawa to “ keep 
him (Farr) low.” Farr also stated to 
one of the witnesses that he was bid­
ing at the instance of Vance.

but the foregoing are some 
.most important.

Daniel Cummings was the de­
puty returning officer at No. 4, 
Colborne. He received from the 
returning officer a pad containing 
125 ballots. Ninety-eight electors 
voted, and there were no spoiled 
ballots. Twenty-seven ballots re­
mained unused. Of the 98 ballots 
which were used, 68 were found 
marked for Holmes, and 30 were 
found marked for McLean. This 
gave Holmes a majority of 38, the 
normal majority being from 8 to 
12. Of the 68 ballots marked for 
Holmes, 14 were proved to be 
bogus. Not only were these bogus 
ballots different in appearance 
from the remaining 84 marked 
ballots and from the 27 unused 
ballots, (all of which were of an 
exactly similar appearance), but 
they were printed on entirely dif­
ferent paper. The 54 good ballots 
marked for Holmes, and the 30 
ballots marked for Maclean, and 
the 98 stubs from which all the 
ballots delivered to the voters 
should have been taken were of 
one quality of paper. An expert 
was called, who conclusively prov­
ed this, and stated on oath that 

» the 14 bogus ballots never could 
have come from any of the 98 
stubs which were returned by Mr. 
Cummings to the returning officer 
with the 27 unused ballots. The 
14 bogus ballots bore the initials 
of the deputy returning officer, 
made in ink, while the remaining 
84 ballots, with one or two excep 
tions, bore the initials of the de 
puty returning officer in pencil.

Instead of destroying the conn 
terfoils, as directed by his printed 
instructions, and as the law re 
quires, Mr. Cummings put the 
counterfoils in his pocket. This 
gave him an opportunity of putt 
ing his hand in bis pocket in every 
instance before putting the ballot 
in the box. -In addition to these 
significant facts, forty-one men 
appeared before the committee and 
positively swore that they had 
marked their ballots for Maclean 
at this poll, and had handed them 
to the deputy returning officer. 
Two other men who were ill and 
unable to attend the committee 
made oath to the same effect be 
fore the county judge of Huron.

It thus appears that the real 
vote at this poll was 54 for Holmes 
and 44 for Maclean, and that 14 
votes had been stolen from Mac- 
lean and given to Holmes by some 
person or persons. Is it posi 
that this could have been done 
without the assistance or eonniy- 
ance of the deputy returning of­
ficer, who admits that the initials 
on these bogus ballots are in his 
writing.

At No. 7 polling sub-diviaion in 
the town of Goderich, James Farr 
was deputy returning officer. He 
also put the counterfoils in his 
pocket instead of destroying them. 
This gentleman was a liberal in 
politics, although he made a pre­
tence of voting for Maclean in 
order to deceive the conservative 
scrutineers. One hundred and 
eighteen men voted, and 123 bal­
lots came out of the box. Of 
these 123, 72 were marked for 
Holmes, 40 were marked for Mac- 
lean, 10 bore no marks at all, and 
one was rejected. This ballot box 

< was therefore stuffed to the extent 
of five ballots at least. All the 
ballots marked for Maclean were 

. initialed. Several of those mark­
ed for Holmes were not initialed, 
and 22 were of an entirely differ­
ent appearance from the remain­
ing ballots marked for Holmes, 
and from the unused ballots. These 

• 22 ballots were obviously bogus.

It was also proved that on election 
day Farr told the poll clerk that be 
knew of thirteen damned good ballots 
in the box for Holmes. To another 
witness Farr stated that he had re­
ceived seven ballots to work out for 
Holmes, and that he had worked them 
out.

What has been the attitude of the 
liberal party towards the rascality 
which has been so distinctly proved? 

udgingfrom the remarks of the prime 
minister in the house when the 
motion was made for the inquiry, 
would naturally expect that a desire to 
probe the matter to the bottom would 
have been evinced by the liberal mem 
bers of the committee. On the con­
trary, every disposition was manifested 
on their part to suppress the truth. 
Witnesses were bullied by prominent 
liberal lawyers in a manner seldom 
seen in a police court. The investi­
gation was taken completely out of 
the hands of Mr. Borden whenever it 
was thought politically advantageous 

do so, and he was forced to call 
witnesses in such order as the liberal 
majority of the committee thought 
best suited to their political interest 
The time of the committee was scan 
dalously wasted from day to day in 
trivial and irrelevant cross examina­
tion, with the result that nine wit­
nesses brought Irom Goderich at an 
expense of $400, were sent back with­
out being examined at all, against the 
protest of the conservative me\nbers 
of the committee.

On the afternoon of election day, 
one of the conservative scrutineers, 
while standing near Farr, picked up a 
ballot initialed by Farr and marked 
for Maclean. He asked what it meant 
whereupon Farr snatched the ballot 
out of his hand, tore it in pieces, 
threw it on the floor, and said, “ Ob 
hell, that’s nothing.” Two witnesses, 
one of whom was the poll clerk, swore 
that during the same afternoon Farr 
went away from his table to the win 
dow, took ballots out of his pocket and 
examined them. The inference 
irresistible tbat not only counterfoils 
but conservative ballots went into his 
pocket on election day.

Goderich polling booth No. 2 was 
on the same street, and immediately 
opposite No. 3, where Farr psesided, 
According to the memorandum on the 
back of the pads, 200 ballots were 
sent out to Goderich No. but only 
178 were returned. The ballots used 
at this poll corresponded in appear­
ance with the bogus ballots found at 
the poll at which Farr presided,'and 
the number missing corresponds with 
the number of bogus ballots found at 
Farr's poll.

At No. 2, Colborne, two ballots for 
Holmes were put in the box, on both 
of which the name of the deputy- re­
turning officer had been forged. One 
of these ballots was counted by the 
deputy returning officer for Holmes, 
and the other was rejected.

Besides the fraudulent acts above 
referred to, many grave .irrégularité 
were proved. At 3$o. *, Colborne 
neither the deputy returning officer 
nor the poll clerk was sworn. At No, 
3, Colborne, neither the poll clerk nor 
any of the grit scrutineers were sworn, 
Four grit scrutineer» fferp gljowed at 
this poll, although the law permits 
only two. - One of the grit scrutineers 
acted as poll clerk without being 
sworn, while ijS voteg were received, 
The grit scrutineers were permitted to 
go in and ont of the polling booth 
pleasure, and the grit workers outside 
were permitted 10 examine the poll 
book for the purpose of ascertaining 
who had voted, although the law for­
bids the giving of such information to 
persons outside the poking booth.

This attitude will convinc the pub 
lie that the men who committed these 
offences are not misguided enthusiasts 
who have no connection with the lib­
eral organization, but are men working 
and acting under the direction of lib­
eral organizers. The liberal mem­
bers of the committee have proved 
their sympathy with this rascality in 
their endeavors to burke this invest 
gation and shield the offenders. Let 
there be no mistake upon this point.

The efforts of the liberal organiza 
tion in this direction are also shown 
by the feet that Mr. James Vance, the 
assistant chief organizer for Ontario, 
who was in charge of the campaign in 
West Huron, has been chiefly instru 
mental, according to the evidence, in 
inducing, and assisting the deputy re 
turning officer, James Farr, to evade 
service of the summons issued by the 
committee. Whenever any statement 
affecting a liberal worker or organizer 
could be contradicted, it was promptly 
done by calling such worker or or­
ganizer as a witness before the com 
mittee. Mr. Vance was not, however 
called to contradict the evidence with 
respect to his connection with Farr 
The conclusion from this is too obvious 
to be mentioned. Moreover, all the 
well known liberal organizers were at 
work in West Huron—Cap. Sullivan 
Dan Ferguson, Tom Lewis, Wm 
Mulloy, John Gorman and the rest qf 
them- MrrVance, who was in charge 
of the campaign, was afterwards in 
charge of Farr when the latter was 
wanted.

SIB WILFBID’S SECOND YEAR.

The government got the exiension 
of time, and in July, 1898 had closed 
the second fiscal vear of reform ad­
ministration. But instead of a 
smaller expenditure than 1896 the re 
turn showed larger spendings than 
even in 1897. There was a further 
addition of nearly half a million, fer 
the total expenditure was <38,832,525. 
SIR WILFRID’S THIRD YEAR.

But worse was to come. When 
Mr. Fielding asked for supply for his 
third fiscal year he called for more 
than forty millions. Even that was 
not enough for him, for he has had to 
get a large supplementary vote to 
help him through. The full returns 
of the expenditure for the fiscal year 
ending six weeks ago are not yet pub­
lished, but in May the finance minis­
ter estimated the amount at $42,026,. 
028, and the monthly returns issued 
since indicate that he was a few 
hundred thousands short of the mark. 
If we give him the benefit of all doubt 
and take his own figures we find that 
the expenditure of the third year of 
this administration is $3,194,000 
more than the expenditure of its 
second year, $$,675,000 more than 
the expenditure for its first year, and 
$5,077,000 in excess of the expendi­
ture during the last year of liberal 
conservative rule.
SIR WILFRID’S FOURTH YEAR 

For the year now well begun par-; 
liament has already voted $1,500,000 
more than the forty-two millions paid 
in iSgS-’gp. - As the sum spent last 
year exceeded by over a million the 
amounts voted in the previous ses­
sion we may look for another gain 
of two and a half millions when this 
year is out.

The main and supplementary esti­
mates vo’ed during the session just 
closed, for current expenses alone, 
amount to $43,430,000. The like 
estimates voted last year were $40,- 
965,000. But, as remarked above, 
Mr. Fielding had to come to the 
house this session and ask for $1,993- 
000 to help him out with last year’s 
accounts. A small part of the vote 
was allowed to lapse, but the finance 
minister admi.s having spent over 
$42,000,00. Making a similar allow­
ance for the current year we find it a 
safe estimate that the current expen­
diture will be $44,500,000.

The present population of Canada

This means that the party 
which promised to reduce the cost ol 
government has so far increased it 
that every family has to pay over five 
dollass a year more to keep up the 
public services than was necessary 
four years ago. In other words a re 
turn to the less extravagant outlay, 
which was found sufficient before tbe 
present government came into power, 
would save every head of a family a; 
much as he would get from a deposi 
of one hundred and sixty-six dollars 
in the savings bank. If this parlia 
ment serves out its term and tbe in 
crease goes on at the same rate as 
last year, we shall have in the Iasi 
year,of this parliament,and the fifth o 
this government an outlay for current 
expenses of over 848,000,000, whicl 
will be $11,000,000, or two dollar 
per head more than the current ex 
penses of 1896. Then it will requin 
a.savings bank deposit of three hund 
red and thirty three dollars tq foot thi 
extra bills for each family.

Wild Time* In Paris.

Paria wag on Sunday the scene of 
serious disturbances, recalling the as­
pects of the Commnne. At the word 
of their commander, » crowd of an­
archists made a charge and moved to­
wards the church of St. Ambrose, where 
the rioters smashed the windows. 
Proceeding thence to Fooburg da 
Temple, they formed ap into a compact 
body. Hatchets were suddenly pro­
duced, with long knives stolen from the 
counters of shops, and a concerted rash 
was made upon the church of St Joseph. 
The aged sacristan, seeing the mob ap­
proaching, hastily closed the outer 
gate, bat this was soon forced with 
hatchets and bars of Don. The mas­
sive oaken doors were then attacked. 
The wild mob then burst into the 
church which instantly became the 
scene of-pillage and sacrilege. The 
altars and statn‘98 were hurled to the 
floor and smashed. Pictnres were rent* 
the candlesticks and posts of the high 
altar were thrown ont and trampled 
under foot. The crucifix above was 
made the target of missels and the 
figure of the Saviour was fractured in 
several places. Chairs were carried 
outside, piled up end set on fire in the 
entrance to the church. When this 
stsge was reached the crucifix was 
palled down and thrown into the flames. 
Suddenly the cry was raised that the 
statoe of the Virgin Mary had been for­
gotten and the crowd returned and tore 
it down also. The sacristan escaped 
and called lor the police. A body of re­
publican guards promptly arrived with 
constables and the rioters were com- 
elled to fall bsck in order to form into 
a line of defence as the police attacked 
them. At length the officers began to 
gain the maatry. A score of anarch­
ists took refuge in the adjacent houses, 
others escaped to the belfry and fiercely 
defended themselves by throwing mie- 

8 on republican gnards, bat finally 
these were dislodged. Twenty anarch­
ists were arrested, searched and found 
to be carrying revolvers, loaded sticks, 
and knives. When the police enteied 
the church the anarchists had just set 
fire to the pnlpit. The interior of the 
edifice is a complete wreck. Seven 
valuable old pictnres that can never be 
replaced were mined. After the mob 
had been driven away Abbe Lacon col­
lected the fragments of Sacrament and 
replaced them in the Ciborium, and as 
he did so he was heard bitterly lament­
ing. People living iu bouses near by 
extinguished the bonfire, At the 
burning two cafes were wrecked.
