Fulconio as head of the
Catholic Cauarch in Canada, and as
Apostolic D.1agate of the Holy Ro=
man See, reaghed Ottawa on Satur-
day, January 3rd, Hearrived from
Washington by the11.30 C. A. R.

The recent competition inaugu~—
ated by the general passenger agent
of a Western railroad, offering a
substantial prize for the best name
for a new fast train between Chic-
ago and 8t Paal and Minneapolis,
has just been decided by the divie~
ion of the prize among five persons
who suggested the name of the
“ North Star Limited.”

The adoption of this name may
become tbe subjact of a case in the
courts, another line between the
same cities claiming that it has used
g similar name for some years.
This calls attention fo the value
of snch a nama to a railroad for ad-
vertising purposes, and the trouble
to which its cfficors go to secare s
terse, oatochy designation of their
fastest and most laxurious express-
s,

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The Liberal-Conservative con-
ference to be held in this city on
the 30th inst., notice of which
appears in this issue should be
largely attended. This yis a most
opportune time for con§olidating
the ranks of our party ‘and per-
tecting the work of organization.
We know not when our friends,
the enemy, may sound the tocsin
of battle and it behooves us to be
prepared. Even should no elee-
tions be brought on before the
general call to drms by efflux of
time, the period is none too long
for the purpose of organization.
We should not allow the ememy
to catch us napping; but should
have our armor on and be up and
doing. To make a proper start
in the work of organization the
coming conference should be larg-
ely attended, and all questions
tending tawards improvement in
organization should be thorough-
ly threshed out. Let every elec-
toral district then see to it that it
sends a good representation to the
conference on the 30th. Let the
work of this conference be char-
acterized by thoroughness and
enthusiasm.

IN the trial at St John, N. B,
of Goodspeed as an accessory in
the Doherty murder, of which
Higgins was found guilty, the
jury disagreed.

of which he confessed. For this
crime he was sentenced to three
years and three months in the
Reformatory. It is said this in-
stitution is so loosely managed
that there is no difficulty for
those detained there to make their
escape whenever they feel inclin-
ed. This is the last act in the
Doherty murder which so shocked
the community a few montbs ago.
Higgins, found guilty of murder
and sentenced to be hanged, had
his sentence commuted and laugh
ingly proceeded to the Penitenti-

_ 8ry, agd now $i eom;)mion in

' erime i simply sked t0 spend as
wmuch of his brief sentence as he
may feel disposed to at a so called

. reformatory. No doubt Higgins

expects to gain his liberty in a
few years and then these two
hardened youthful criminals will
be free to enter anew on a career
of crime and depravity.

IN the House of Representa-
tives, Washington, on the 14th,
the bill reported from the ways
and means committee providing
for a rebate on the duties on for-
eign coal for one year, passed by
& practically unanimous vote,
Only five members voted against
it. They were all Republicans
and represented coal States. The
Senate passed the bill by unanim-
ous'vote, without debate a few
minutes after it was brought in
from the House of Repressnta-
tives. This shows how quickly
our United States friends can le-
gislate when a matter of vital self
interest comes before them. Those
who opposed the bill expressed
their doubts as to whether or not
it would relieve the situation, and
right on the heels of its passage
comes the intelligence from Bos-
ton that some local politicians de-
nounce the move as meaning
practically a free gift by the Uni-
ted States Government of 67 cents
a ton to Canadian producers, in
addition to whatever profits they
now receive on coal shipments to
the New England States. It is
claimed that the retail price of
Cape Breton coal will remain un-
changed in Boston despite the
tariff rebate, and it is figured out
that the Dominion Coal Company
will save about $10,000 on its
contracts with the New England
Gas and Coke Co., alone, as a re-
sult of the rebate of fifteen cents
a ton duty. In any case the
Washington legislation has direc-
ted renewed interest towards the
Dominion Coal Company as a
possible source of supply for the
New England States.

The matter of despatching
and receiving the foreign mails,
so far as the train service is eon-
cerned, continues in the same un-
certain and unsatisfactory condi-
tion. The. mail that reached
Georgetown on Thursday, the first
foreign mail for almost a week,
came near remaining there till the
following day. A number of
commercial travellers, who had
arrived on the Minto, hired a
special train to bring them to
Charlottetown. It was desired
here that a car for the mails
should be attached to this train;

but the Superintendent of the
road would not consent to this
unless the money necessary to
cover the cost of such car should
be provided. Mr Farquharson,
M. P., then came down with the
necessary cash, some $16, and the
mails were allowed to come. On
Friday evening a special also
brought in the mails. This time
Mr&cKinnon, M. P, is said to
have furnished the necessary eash.
Another special brought the mails
on Saturday, arriving here about
9 o'clock. It is not generally
known who put up the cash for
this train. The Minto crossed to
Picton on Monday but did not re-
turn till yesterday afternoon; con-
sequently the price of a special
train for Monday evening was
saved to some friend of the gov-
ernment. Fortunately for the
Government, and the public.a spe-
cial train had gone from Charlot-
tetown to Geefgetown ygsterday
conveying a mnumber of people
to attend the funeral of the late
James Easton. This train was
utilized on ite return to convey
the two days’ mail to the city.
This was quite a scoop for the
Government. This is the manner
sf subterfuges taken advantage of
by the great Grit Government
and its friends to smuggle the
mails into Charlottetown. Yet
we are told this is the growing
time and that the Dominion
treasury is filled to overflowing.
The latest report from Ottawa,
ic reply to a message from the
two influential members, Farqu-
harson and McKinnon, is that Mr
Armstrong an official of the Pos-
tal Department is coming down
to look into the matter. Mr
Stumbles “a marine official was
down for a couple of weeks look-
ing into the matter; but little good
seems to have resulted from his
wisit.

After the President and Vice-
President had been duly installed
in office the following Board of
Arbitrators were moved and elec-
ted.

Jas Aitken, Montague; George S
Inman, Montague; John G Scrim-
geour, Cardigan; Temple Macdon-
ald, Georgetown; Hon Daniel Gor-
don, Georgetown; Daniel McGre-
gor, Montague; D J McLean, Mon-
tague; A P Prowse, M H South; F
G Bovyer, Georgetown, Horatio
Nelson, Montague.

The Winter Steamers.
o

The Stanley is still hard and fast in
the ice off Sea Cow Head, about eight

{miles from Summerside. She is well

into the board ice and thus in a
position to communicate with the shore.
On Wednesday forencon the Captain
signalled for teams and the mails and
passengers were sent ashore. Since
that date she has scarcely changed her
position and is not very likely to until
there is a shift of wind. Meantime the
Minto is making trips between
Georgetown and Picton. The mails
were sent to the Minto by the regular
afternoon train on Taesday, and each
afternoon since then. Wednesday was
the first day on which the mails were
taken from Georgetown to Picton, and
the first mail to leave tke Island fromw
the previous Friday, and no foreign
mail had reached the Island since Sat-
urday the 10th. It was therefore quite
natural that a mail should be expected
Wednesday evening. This, however,
was not the case. A cause of further
delay presented itself at this junecture.
The captain of the Minto received or-
ders on Tuesday to proceed to the light
house on Amet Island off the const of
Pictou County, from which signals of
distress had been flying for a couple of
days. He started Tuesday sfternoon
from Pictou; but was unable to get be-
vond Cape John, seven miles from the
Light bouse. He then found it would
be impossible to reach the place before
dark; consequently he started for Geo-
rgetown intending to proceed to the
scene of the tronble Wednesday morn-
ing. In view of this undertaking the
Minto left Georgetown at 6 o’clock Wed-
nesday morning and proceeded directly
to Amet Island. In cobsequencs of the
beavy ice the steamer was unable to
get nearer than three_or four miles of
the Island. A boat and crew, in charge
of Captain McPherson, first officer,were
despatched with provisions to the Light
house. They found there the keeper,
his wife and ten months’ oid child. The
woman and child were very sick. They
left what provisions they had and re-
turned to thke steamer, which left at
once for P.ctou. The case was reported
and medical aid was sent to the suffer-
ers. It was now toc late to return to
Georgetown that evening, and as a con-
sequence po foreign mails were receiv-
ed on that day. The Miunto arrived at
Georgetown about i0 o’clock on Thars-
day forenoon bringing a large mail, the
first from the mainland since the prev-
ions Saturday. It was bronght to
Charlottetown by a special train reach-
ing here about 2 o’clock. A mail was al-
80 received on Friday and on Saturday.
On Monday the Minto left Georgetown
at the usual time, tut did not reach
Pictou until late in the afternoon; con-
requently she did not return to George-
town till yesterday. She encountered
beavy ice in the vicinity of Pic'ou Is-
land and did not reach Georgatown til-
about eix o’clock, being all day on the
passage. The mail reached here by
special train about 10 o’clock last night.

Souris Board of Trade.

At the clcse cf the meeting of the
Souris Board of Trade, held on Monday
night of last week, the following resoln-
tion was unanimously passed: 2

Whereas, 8 meeting of this Board
wag held on the 13th of February last
for the purpose of procuring better
train service for Souris and vicinity,
Superintendent Sharp being present by
invitation:

“And whereas, the said Superinten-
dént stated: that as the winter time
table had then been in force for some
time, it would be very difficult and ex-
pensgive to make any change at that
time, but that if the mattar was left
with him he would try to amend the
time table for this year”and make it
more satisfactory to the people of
King’s County (but this Board regrets
to learn that no improvement whatever
has been made in this matter;)

‘“‘And whereas that owing to the in-
crease of freight and passenger traffic
east of Charlottetown the present ar
rangements are entirely inadequate and
unsatisfactory since on account of the
lateness and irregularity of the arrival
of the train, much inconvenience and
annoyance is caused to the business
people of Souris as well as to the mail
carriers from the country districts:

“Therefpre Resolved, that this Board

deem it neceesary and advisable that
the following changes be made:—That
an express frain leave Sotiris every
morning ard return in the evening; 2nd
that a fraight train leave Charlottetown
in the morning for the east and return
in the evening: &
‘It is further resolved, that our re-
presentative, Mr Hugtes, be requested
by this Board of Trade to press this
matter upon the Minister of Railways
and if farther necessary a delegate be
sent by this Board to act in ‘conjunc-
tion with a delegate to be appointed by
the Board vt Trade of Sonthin King’s
County to assist Mr Hughes in urging
upon the Minister the necessity of
making the proposed changes.”

The Charlottetown
Hospital.

The great work done by the Charlotte-
town Hospital, within this diocese, en-
titles it to the good will and geuerosity
of all well disposed citizens. The attend-
ance at the hospital of late bas been so
large as to overtax the capacity of the
institation. The accommodations have
now become wholly inadequate Yo
the demands mad e npon them, and no
alternative is left b ut to erect an addi-
tion to the building, We may therefore
expect to see & new wing to the hespital
in course of erection during the coming
summer.

As the hospital has no endowment or
State aid,the good Bisters in charge are
obliged to depend largely upon the con-
trib utions of the generously disposed in
order to make ends meet. Certainly
no more deserving object could be re-
commended to the liberality of those
who bave to spare of this world’s goods.

From the great grain centres of the
West comes the oft repeated cry for
better transportation facilities, and.the
complaint that millions of bushels of
grain are awaiting shipment to the
coast. The Canadian Pacific Railway
bas been blamed for its failure to rupply
a service cqual to the demands, although
the officials of that great carrier have
proved beyond question that they have
left no stone unturned to provide every
piece of purchasable rolling stock. Lib-
eral organs delight in the chorus of de-
nuncistion harled at the railways, and
the objact of the criticism can only be
explained as a most deliberate attempt
lo divert censure from the real culprits,
to those who are most prominent iw
public eye. ’

Transportation is, next to the tarif],
the greatest question before the Cana-
dian public to day. Itis moreover the
most neglected of all national issues.
Session after session since 1896, the Lib-
eral cabinet have been asked to devote
their epergies to its solution, but upart
from the attention 1t may have received
at the hands of Hon. J. Israel Tarte, it
has played the part of a forlorn orphan.
In no single act of the Liberal party has
intelligence been displayed in its treat-
ment. And if any blame is to attach
itself to the persons responsible for delay
in affording relief to the West, it must
be laid at the threshold of the govern-
ment.

Pariiament has proved its willingness
to lassist any feasible scheme of relicf.
Year after year millions of dollars have
been voted for public works, and the
hetter lighting of our harbors and rivers.

FAMINE IN SWEEDEN.

Telegrams from Stockholm, Sweeden
of the 18th, to London, confirm the dis
tressing accounts of famine in northern
Sweeden.

Fishermen have re-
turned from their expeditions empty
banded. Even the grouse in the nor-
“hern regions which used to be found
in the stricken dlstricts have abont dis-
appeared.

KILLED BY EXPLOSION. -

Three distinct explosions occurred in
the gun cotton room of the building of
the Hamilton Powder Company, at
North Field, about three and a balf
miles from Nanaimo, B. C., on the 15th,
which killed twelve and injured every
other employee in the establishment.
Many windows in Nanaimo were broken
by the force of the explosion, three onlv
of the dead were white men. The oth-
ers also injured were Chinese.

ANOTHER BENATOR DEAD.

Senator McTallum Liberal Conserva-
tive died at Duonville, Opt., on ihe
14th. Hon Lachlan ™~ McCallam was
born in the Island of Tiree, Argyleshire
Scotland, ia 1823 and came to Canads
in 1842. He was a prominent contrsc-
tor, shipbuilder and ship owner. Hc
was ¢aptain of the Duaville Naval Co.,
which force he commanded at Fort
Erie in the Fenian Raid in Juns 1866.
He sat in the House of Commons from
the general election in 1867 until
the general election in 1872 when he
was defeated. From 1871-72 he was s
member of the Oatario Legislative As-
sembly. He was re-elected to the
House of Commons at the general elec-
tion of 1874, unseated May I2th. and
re-elected June 22nd, 1875, aud sat un-
til 1887 when he was called to the Sen-
ate on February 4:th of that year.

lighted upon was the draft, in French
in the Queen’s own handwriting, of
ber letter to Babington. I was as
fully resolved as ever to prevent, as
far as lay in my power, the falsifica=
tion of the Queen’s letters which
would be done, 1 strongly suspected,
if not by my uncle, at lcast by bhis
emissaries. [ therefore read this
draft all throngh with the greatest
care; the copy 1 had made in the tav-
ern in Barton was, through frequent
perusal, so impressed on my memory
that I bad no difficully- in recogniz
ing it to be word for word the same.
