had no reason to espoaee one cause 
more than another. I conceived 
however, the highest admiration for 
Sir Henry Stanley, personally, and 
for the work he wae doing, I con­
vinced myself over again by cross- 
examination of the natives of the 
Congo and Zsnzibaris and Somalis, 
that Sir Henry Stanley was always 
just and never cruel, and that the 
first interests he had at heart were 
those of the natives of Africa. Hie 
memory still lingers in all the reg. 
ions from the mouth of the Congo to 
Zanzibar, and any one who doobts 
the justice of my opinion has only 
to do as I have done throngh many 
years—question the natives as to 
their impressions of Bala Matadi.” 
(The Breaker of Stqnes.)

“Nor did I at that date see any­
thing to object to in the condnot of 
the Belgian officials. The work of 
such men as Nilis, Gele, Haussons, 
Coquilhat, Braooonnier. Janssen 
and Roger, not to mention many 
others, wae suoh as no missionary 
oould or did find fault with.

“Subsequently, when I returned 
to the vicinity of those regions as 
sommisioner for British Central 
Africa, I came a good deal into con­
tact with the Belgian officials sent 
to control those countries. I never 
reoived any complaints from natives 
or Europeans at that time which 
tended to show that the natives 
were ilk-treated by the Belgians.1!

“In 1900, while at work in Ug­
anda, I had occasion to visit the 
adjoining regions of the Congo Fee 

ate along and across the Stm ll$i 
River, In this portion of the Con­
go (into which I penetrated 30 
miles) I questioned many Inatives— 
Pygmies, Babira, Bambnba, Lende, 
Bakomo and Baaonrora. From 
none of them did I receive the 
slighest complaints as regards the 
treatmet they receive from the Bel­
gians, and, indeed, of their villages, 

lactations and settlements, the fact 
that they so freely came and talked 
with the whiteman, were sufficient 

show that they were perfectly 
content with their present l"ot. Tbe 
Belgian and Swedish officers whom 

met on this portion of the territ­
ory of the Congo Free State were 
men of the beet character. In short 
his portion of Congo territory left 

little to be desired, ande in some rov 
specie was better organized than 
be adjoining districts of the British 

Protectorate . One Maocgora chief 
complained to me that the native 
soldieta in Belgian employ had 
taken away some of hie wives. H 
expiessed himeelf so dissatisfied 
with this treatment that he asked 
permission to crossover into British 
territory (where he though he could 
have as many as he pleased). Tnat 
permission was given him, but 
when be found that he had to pay 
the hut tax on Uganda soil, he re­
turned to bis old quarters. I took 
into my employ about this lime 
natives ol many districts of Upper 
Congo, from the country of Bangala 
on the west, to the mouth of tbe 
Aruwini on tbe east. I did this 
with the idea of making studies of 
their languages, and they lived with 
me about a year. I questioned 
these natives of villages all along 
the great northern head of the C - 
go. No one of them had any com­
plaint to make against the Belgians. 
When I was preparing to return to 
England I offered these men, who 
were aocompanied by their wives, 
plots of land in the Uganda Pro­
tectorate, but they were quite de­
cided in wishing to return to their 
home in the Upper Congo. It 
strikes me that if these people were 
living under a reign of terror they 
would hardly have been so eag-r to 
return to their homes with tbe 
wages they had earned.

'•There are, no doubt, bad Bel­
gians, as there have been bad, cruel 
and wicked Englishmen anl among 
African pioneers. In the early 
days of African enterprise I have 
seen too many misdeeds of my 
countrymen in Africa to be very 
keen about denouncing other nations 
for similar faults."

What does It matter whether Mi 
Jupiter makes a charming host at 
his own table or not, if he sit silent 
a few minutes after some of his 
guests ire gone, and listen to the 
horrors that one who [stays behind 
tells of them?

Aod who values a 
friend less because his peculiarities 
make ns smile ?

But by and by there comes into 
the very corner of the fireside a 
guest who [disregards tbe crown ol 
roses which every man likes to 
hang above his door. The rose» 
mean silence—or, at least that all 
things that pass under them shall 
be sweetened by the breath of hos­
pitality ; and he adds a little to the 
smile of kindly tolerance, and he 
paints it aa a sneer, “¥uU mu-t 
forgive me for telling you." he 
whispers, when he is safely shelter­
ed beneath your friend’» garland of 
roses; “but Tneseus spoke of you 
the other night in s way that made 
my blood boil,”

French Episcopate

Fhom “ A Gentleman."

Eighty prelates pf the French 
episcopate entered on a third pie 
nary council on Tuesday, January 
15, iu the Chateau de la Muette, near 
Pari». Prior to.tbe organization ol 
the gathering there issued Irom the 
chateau a magnificent chorus of 
religions devotion aa the prelates 
chanted the “Veni Creator.” A 
crowd of carious people assembled 
outside weie impressed by this tra­
ditions! song of devotion.

The fjrst act of tbe a sembly was 
to send a telegram to tbe Pope 
aasnring the Pontiff of the fidelity 
and obedience of the French Church 
Then the prelates entered upon the 
gigantic problems that had brought 
them together. (Four committees 
were appoioted to deal with th 
chief questions—means to OQtitjnue 
publie worship, the support off the 
clergy and_the continuance of the 
seminat ies. Nothing of an 
authoritative nature ooneerning the 
deliberations of the assembly has 
been given to the world, nor is any 
communication to bs expected until 
tbe council has reached a final de 
clsion and hay had it approved by 
tbe Pontiff.

NEW LAW CONDEMNED.
In the meantime the Church’s 

enemies have the opportunity to 
ponder Pine X’e latest encyclical 
unqualifledly condemning the new 
separation law. This measure, 
says the Pontiff, “is a law of spolia­
tion and confiscation, aod has cor» 
snmmated tbe pillage of the Church 

* * From the point of view
of exereise of religion, the new law 
has organized anarchy."

Victoria, B C., Dec. 5.—The 
new city which the Grand Trunk 
Pfwsific Railway Company propose»
esfablishing it ii western terminus 
on Kaien Island Is already taking 
shape. The city has been named 
Prince Rupert, after the cousin of 
King Charles II. of England, who 
was first Governor of the Hudson’s 
Bay Company,

A trip to Piince Rupert fills the 
visitor with the enthusiasm and optim 
ism which the head officials of the 
road are displaying. Imagine a wide 
channel leading Into a land-locked 
harbor a mile in width, whose waters 
extedd far inland beyond the expan 
sive basin which forms the harbor 
itself, and some idea can be formed 
of the greqt port which, it may be 
said without exaggeradon, will be 
capable of accommodating all the 
fleets of tbe Pacific. The spacious 
harbor of Vancouver is frequency re­
ferred to as one of tbe finest on the 
Pacific coast. It might be lost in 
that of Prince Rupert,

Fringing the shores of this great 
bay, Kaien Island and the adjacent 
mainland presents a panorama of 
almost unbroken forest, while Digby 
Island stretches itself across the. en- 
rance to the city to protect it from 
the swells of tbe Pacific. Mountains 
towering two thousand feet above the 
water perform a similar office in 
shielding the town from the winds 
blowing off land. The green mass of 
fir and cedar is scarred here and there 
by the location camps of the survey 
parties, while a small wharf provides 
anding accommodation for the coast- 
ug steamers. Apart from these all 

is as yet virgin wilderness,
Toe site is picturesque. The land 

dopes back gently for distances rang­
ing Irom half a mile to two or three 
miles. Here and there the ground 
rises abruptly, providing the necessary 
fall for drainage and sewerage, while 
a short line five or six miles in extent 
sweeps around t£e front of the future 
city. The view from these elevated 
stations and from the beach is charm- 
og. On the opposite shore moun­
tains slope down to the water.

To the northwest, through a 
channel studded with islands, is to be 
syen the famous Indian village of 
Metlakhatla, knpwn on the coast as 
“The Holy City, ’’ This village was 
laid out by the missionary Duncan 
Here he taught his copper colored 
disciples to embrace the arts and 
trades ol the white man and founded 

hat was intended to be a model 
settlement. Liper trouble arose be­
tween Duncan and bis Bishop and tbe 
Indians migrated to a settlement on 
the Alaskan coast. Opposite Prince 
Rupert rises Mount Hays, named 
after the President of the line. It is 
more than three thousand fact high.

The railway men are proceeding 
upon somewhat novel lines in found­
ing the city. Before an acre of land 
is put on the market the best expert 
advice is lo be obtained in planning 
the çity on the most up to date lines. 
When the official party of the railroad 
were last on the Coast they saw in 

attle houses, hotels and business 
blocks being torn down in order to 
permit the lowering ol tbe street grades 
and correcting other defects in the 
laying out of that city. This is to be 
obviated in Prince Rupert, whiçh is 
ntended to be the city beautiful of 

the Coast. Five parties are now en­
gaged in a careful topographical sur­
vey of tbe whole towasite. When 
this is complete Aeir plans will g 
before a board of engineers and land­
scape gardeners, and they will decide 
upon the best lines to adopt in build 
ing the city proper.

The city itself Is in a trade sense 
born to the purple. Not only will it 
be the Pacific terminus of tbe short­
est transcontinental system in Amer- 
ita with the lowest grades of any line 
traversing North America,but through 
its gates will pour the vast westbound 
trade of that line to the opulent 
Orient. Immediately behind it lies 
1 virgin territory of immense poten 
liality, quite equal in coal, gold, 
imbwr and agricultural ! .nd to the 
southern portion of the province. 
Already preparations are being made 
to open up the great coal deposits ol 
the Telqua, on the main line of the 
ail way.

Immediately in front of the city e 
rich harvest lies waiting. Tbe riches: 
halibut banks in the world, those of 
the Queen Ohailoite Island, lie within 
five hours steaming of the docks of 
the new city. It is to those bank» 
hat the New England Fish Company 

ol Boston sends its fleet of steamers, 
ind loads from their catch the halibut 
specials which earrv the frozen fish to 
he tables of New York, Philadephia 

and the New England States. Sal­
mon, Cams, herring, and other food 
fish abound in the neighborhood 
The railway company is fostering new 
organizations to exploit this wealth.

The climate is ex'remely mild, 
snow seldom falls and work is carried 
on in the open the year around. 
Within the past few weeks the work 
of surveying the aqtual line of the 
railwa yfrom Prince Rupert east has 
beguu. Several preliminary surveys 
were made last summer but tbe line 
is now being defin tely located.—N. 
Y. Sun, Dec. 9,1906.

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A Lost Opportunity. Parliament Does Little.

In our article of laat week, re­
viewing the proceedings of the 
Provincial Conference held at 
Ottawa in December last, we 
pointed out that the official re­
port of the proceedings showed 
that Premier Peters and Hon. Mr. 
Hughes, the delegates from this 
Province, presented no claims for 
special treatment for Prince Ed­
ward Island in consequence of 
our special condition. This as 
we pointed ont, was all the more 
remarkable in view of the fact 
that the first; resolution of the 
Conference afforded the oppor­
tunity for the presentation of 
such claims. This resolution, 
which we published last week, 
reserved “ the right of any pro- 
invce to now submit to such gov­
ernment memoranda in writing 
concerning any claims it may 
have to larger sums than those 
set out in the said resolutions, or 
to additional consideration or re­
cognition.”

In line with this resolution, Mr. 
A. A McLean, M. P., for Queen’s, 
on the 18th, asked the following 
question :

1. Did the delegates from 
Prince Edward Island, at the con­
ference between the Members of 
the Government of Canada and 
the Provincial Governments, held 
at Ottawa in October, 1906, sub­
mit to the Government of Canada 
any memorandum in writing con­
cerning any claims of Prince Ed­
ward Island to larger sums than 
that set out in the resolution 
adopted by the Conference of re­
presentatives held in Quebec in 
1902 ? 2. If so, what were the 
amounts, and the nature of such 
claims ? 3. Has the Govern­
ment of Canada received any 
communications from the Gov­
ernment of Prince Edward Island 
since the date of the Ottawa Con­
ference, with reference to such 
further claims ? 4. If so, when 
were they recceived, and what is 
the nature of such claims ?

In answer to this question Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier said that “ all the 
claims of the province of Prince 
Edward Island presented at the 
conference which took place in 
October last are fully set forth 
in the report of the conference 
which has been laid on the table 
of the House ” and that “ the 
government of Prince Edward 
Island have not since presented 
any further claims. ”

As we pointed out last week the 
Report of the Conference ” 

alluded to by the Prime Minister, 
contains not one word to indicate 
that the Island delegates made the 
slightest move to secure improved 
terms for this Province. The re­
turn contains lengthy reports of 
the arguments put forth by the 
representatives of Ontario and 
British Columbia in behalf ot 
their respective Provinces ; but 
not a line about any claim for 
special treatment for our Island 
Province. We have, therefore, to 
reiterate our conviction that the 
delegates from this Province did 
nothing towards securing a meas­
ure of fair play for us, while the 
Provinces of Quebec, Ontario and 
the West were accorded immense 
increases to which we must con­
tribute our share. Do our people 
approve of such conduct ?

Ik the House of Commons on 
the 23rd Mr. Martin, M. P. for 
Queen’s asked.

1. Was any arrangement made, 
and if so, what, between the gov­
ernments of Prince Eld ward Is­
land and Canada, in the year 
1900 or 1901, with respect to non- 
fulfilment of the terms of union, 
as regards winter communica­
tion ? 2 Has any demand been
made on the Dominion govern­
ment by the government of Prince 
Edward Island, for like breach of 
contract, subsequent to such ar­
rangement ? 3 If so, what is
the amount of such claim, and has 
the government decided to pay 
it ? Hen. W. S. Fielding (Minister 
of Finance). There is no arrange­
ment between the Dominion and 
Prince Edward Island beyond 
what we have already placed be­
fore the House and no correspon­
dence beyond what has been 
brought down.

Of this amount $2,100 were paid 
to Captain Joseph Fraser for tog 
service or at the rate of $30 per day 
for each of the two tags employed 00 
different days.

ONCE MORE THE “REP-

Public Accounts Committee 
Will Investigate Many 
Deals.

In reply to Mr. A A. McLean,

Ottawa, Jan. 19th, 1907.
This has not been a fruitful 

week in legislation. Mr. Fisher’s 
Bill to Provide for the inspection 
of factories preparing meats and 
other foods for export has been 
dragging its laborious way 
through committee, [impeded by 
the Minister’s tedious explana­
tions. It is still provided that 
inspection shall be limited to con­
cerns, engaged in export or mter- 
provincinl trade. Home con­
sumers of canned goods have no 
protection from this measure, 
which takes ths English and 
foreign purchaser under its kind 
care. It is not yet ascertained 
how large an army of inspectors 
is to he railed and maintained by 
this measure. There will be two 
or three for each large factory, 
one for each smaller concern, 
while still smaller factories will 
have no inspector for several 
establishments, Altogether 
fair number of political workers 
may be thus provided with a re­
ward for their activity, and an 
occupation between campaigns.
INTERCOLONIAL PROVID­

ENT FUND.
Mr. Emmerson has introduced 

his Bill to provide retiring allow­
ances for employees on the Gov­
ernment railways. By this Bill 
the Minister collecta one and a 
half per cent of the salary of each 
employe and provides that at the 
age of seventy, after a certain 
period of service, and at an earlier 
period if the service is longer, 
a monthly allowance shall be 
made to those who are aet aside. 
The Government contributes a 
sum equal to that paid in by the 
men. Mr. Emmerson explained 
that a great number of elderly 
and ineffective men had been re 
tained in the service because it 
would be cruel to discharge them 
and leave them without means of 
support. In many cases the work 
they were supposed to do is per­
formed by younger men and they 
will not now need to be replaced 
on their retirement
SUPPORTED BY CONSERVA, 

TIVES.
Mr. Haggart former minister of 

railways, welcomed the measure.
Mr. Foster made the criticism 

that it was not fair to charge the 
provident fund, to which effective 
employees are henceforward pay­
ing, with the maintenance of these 
aged men now to be set aside on a 
pension, He considers that the 
system ought to start fair, with­
out these charges upon it, and 
that the retiring allowances re­
quired to put the railway in pro­
per shape would be otherwise 
provided.

A QUEER ARGUMENT.
The Minister of Railways un­

dertook to show that the Inter­
colonial was not overmanned, 
though last year an ardent 
Liberal Senator gave out the 
statement that the Intercolonial 
employees were simply falling 
over each other all along the line.

a list of about thirty railways in 
the United States and Canada 
with a larger number. The 
Canadian Pacific has one man per 
mile lees, the Bangor b Aroostook 
has three men per mile, and four 
per mile satisfied the Chicago & 
Northweetern, The Chicago, Bur­
lington & Quincy and tome other 
extensive Systems On the other 
hand Mr. Emmerson claimed that 
the Grand Trunk had six and a 
half men per mile, the Boston & 
Maine, ten, the Pennsylvania sys­
tem fifteen, while the Deleware 
& Lackawanna employed no less 
than thirty-four per mile. Of 
course this argument refutes it­
self. The last mentioned railroad 
does not employ seven times as 
many men as it needs, nor is the 
0. P. R. terribly short handed. 
As Mr. Borden and other members 
pointed out the question of the 
number of men required does not 
depend upon the mileage but 
upon the nature and extent of the 
traffic and the amount of work to 
be done. Mr. Emmerson's elabor­
ate calculations are therefore 
worthless. The provident fund 
scheme however, has the support 
of the Opposition Members, who 
will assist the Minister in perfect­
ing the system.
HOW TO REFORM A SENATE 

Five Senators have been ap­
pointed this week. The Ontario 
men are Honourable George W. 
Ross, former Premier of Ontario, 
and Mr. Beith, former Member for 
Durham, whose county is now re­
presented by a Conservative. Mr 
Rosa seems to have outlived his 
usefulness as a Provincial politic­
ian. His administration went to 
wreck and disgrace under an ac­
cumulation of scandals such as 
has never before recorded in any 
British colony. It remains to be 
seen how successful he may be in 
reforming the Canadian Senate. 
For New Brunswick one new 
Senator is Hon. John Costigan, 
for fourteen years a Minister in 
the Conservative Government, 
who remained in the Tupper 
Ministry until its resignation. Mr. 
Costigan thereupon transferred 
his support to the Laurier Gov­
ernment and has been a Liberal 
for ten years and six months.

The former had his 
house in Ottawa and only went to 
New Brunswick for hunting and 
fishing trips. He was a citizen 
and an elector of Ottawa, and was 
not qualified as an elector of New 
Brunswick. Likewise Mr. Gill­
mor has resided fifteen years in 
Montreal, where was his house 
and place of business. He was on 
the voter's list in Quebec, and was 
merely a summer visitor in New 
Brunswick. Mr. Stockton and 
Mr. Daniel, New Brunswick Mem­
bers, joined in the protest against 
this loss of two New Brunswick 
Senate rships, which they pro­
nounced to be a desti notion of the 
one safe guard which the constitu­
tion provides for smaller members 
of the Confederation. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and Mr. Emmerson de­
fended the appointments, claiming 
that both Senators had become 
residents, the Premier urging that 
the Senate itself was the proper 
body to consider any protest 
against the qualification of ite 
Members. Against this it was 
declared that the Government was 
responsible not to the Senate but 
to the Commons, that neither Mr. 
Costigan nor Mr. Gillmor would be 
declared residents by any court of 
law. As a matter of fact Mr. 
Costigan is recorded in the official 
list of Members with Ottawa as 
his post office address. Though 
he usually takes all that is coming 
to him he has not claimed travel­
ling expenses from New Bruns­
wick, and could not do so because 
he does not travel to the House 
from there.

So far as ascertain­
ed only three of the Nor worth’s Castle 
crew of twenty were missing.

The trial of Collins for the murder of 
Maryann MoAulay, Father MoAulay’s 
housekeeper at New Ireland, N. B. in 
August last was concluded on Thursday 
last at Hopewell Cape Albert County, 
Collins was found guilty and sentenced to 
be hanged on the 25ch of April.

Mr. Ewing of Montreal who has return- 
from Kingston says that Governor Swet- 
tenham has been basely miarep-e-tm ed in 
regard to his alleged insult to the Ameri­
cans. He says that yellow despatches had 
been wired to the American press, and 
that nothing had been mentioned regard­
ing the swagger and blowing of the Ameri­
can sailors.

I 
suppose the world is going on somewhere, 
and even ’buses running; here nothing but 

, mow, enow. Since Christmas Day 
no malls have reached ne til! today. A 
brave poet got through on foot from New- 
tinmore, seven miles. The oldest native 
never remembers snoh a sudden fall ; the 
drifts are level with the roofs of the cot­
tages, in some places 12 feet deep. Last 
night (Saturday) the glass registered 21 
degrees of frost 2£ feet from the ground 
the night before 24 degrees. Soon we shall 
have to go on half rations; today the 
nearest loaf is eight miles away, through 
impassible drifts. The losses among sheep 
on the hills will be very great. And the 
usually timid deer are said to be flocking 
in droves to the lower groqnde to be 
handled. The present winter by many is 
likely to be long remembered.”

They asked the con 
doctor tor part of a car of coal and 
offered the payment thereof and on 
being refused nine men armt-d them­
selves with ehovels and picks, which 
had been hidden in the snow, boarded 
the car and shovelled ont the eoaj, 
leaving enough to run the train to the 
next station and return, while nine 
others threw a rail across the track in 
front of the engine and fastened it 
down with chains and dsepite the 
curses and threats of shooting, pre­
vented the crew from moving the traie. 
They gave their names to the conductor 
and one of them drove to Grenfell and 
sent a report to C. P. R headquarters 
by mail, leaving a list of names and 
the amount of coal each one got, and 
offering payment thereof. They are 
now awRiting developments, bat will 
be able to keep themgelves wqrm 
while doing so.

At the Royal Institute, London, 
Mr. J, E, C. Bodley recently deliv­
ered a course of lecture* on the 
Church in France. Mr. Bodley 
traced the history of the relations 
between Church and State till the 
establishment of tbe Third Republic, 
When Marshal McMahon became 
president, Catholics had, said Mr. 
Bodley, all the cards in their bands.

CAUSE OF TROUBLE.
Unhappily for the Church, they 

identified themselves with the most 
inept political party that ever 
wrecked a powerful cause. Allied 
with the Monarchist* they shared 
their failure end unpopularity. 
Sauvez la France et Rome an nom 
du Sacre Coeur, was a melodious re­
frain chanted all over France at that 
period ; but it provoked another 
phase les* lyrical but more incisive 
—that Clericalism was the enemy— 
which, unfortunately for the Church, 
went deep into" tbe heart of tbe 
people. Tbe democratic leader who 
uttered it was be whom the mistakes 
of the Monarchists enabled to estab­
lish effectively the republic.

At a later data the Church might 
have suffered serions retribution for 
its association with tbe Boulanger 
adventure but for the wisdom of it* 
head. The penetrating old diplo­
matist enjoined the feithfal to sooept 
the existing} order of government, 
and so successful was hie policy that 
a period of comparative peace ensued 
in the relatione of Chut oh and State. 
But tbe Dreyfus affair was about to 
disarray the nation.

When the French people discov­
ered it had gone mad over it, the 
clergy became, in a measure, the 
ecapi voat lor tbe infatuation which 
it shared with nine-tenth* of the 
nation. No doubt many clergy in 
the religious orders threw themselves 
with unbecoming ardor into the 
strife from which they would have 
done belter to have kept eloof. M. 
Waldeck-Ron»seau, who had come 
back to politics at great pecuniary 
eaorifio to rid tbe nation of the night, 
mare of the Dreyfus case, having 
done that, eut to work to regulate 
definitely the irritating question of 
associations. This he essayed to do 
by the law relating to the contract 
of association of July 1st, 1901. 
When the electorate by a great ma­
jority confirmed this policy in 1902, 
M. Waldeck Rosseau resigned tbe 
premiership owing to ill health. 
The elections bad largely increased 
tbe socialist party in tbe chamber, 
and they acted primarily as an ex­
treme left wing of tbe anti,clerical 
radicals. This anti religious zesl 
might have been restrained under 
ths direction of M Vÿ4<Jeok-Rou-.

«eau ; but under his successor, M. 
Combes, the Association Law was 
applied in s manner not anticipated 
by its author, and was supplemented 
by other legislation, which included 
the law of July 5th, 1904, suppress­
ing teaching orders. Amid all this 
Leo XIII. died.

Tbe new Pope, a prelate of exem­
plary piety, was inexperienced in 
politioe end diplomeoy. He found 
himstlf face to fade with is' French 
Prime Minister of unoonoiliatory 
attitude toward the Church of which 
he bad once been a minister. The 
result of tbe combination, too re­
cently to be treated as history, was 
that the visit of tbe President of the 
republic to Rome, which caused the 
rupture of diplomatic relations be­
tween France and the Vatican, took 
place at the most nnfortunate mo­
ment it was possible to conceive. 
The abrogation of the Concordat and 
the separation of the Chnroh from 
the State which followed were 
brought about not by any irresistible 
wave of opinion in France, but by a 
series of accidents. Had sickness 

nd death not removed Leo XLII. 
and M. Waldeck-Rousseau, it was 
humanly impossible that the Oburoh 

France would not be disestab­
lished.

Had not Austria at the Conclave, 
by its right of veto, prevented the 
election of the old Pope's pupil in 
diplomacy, Cardinal Rampolla, and 
bad M. Rouvier, an opportunist of 
tbe school of Gambetta, like Wal- 

ok Rousseau, become Prime Min­
ister earlier, the Concordat might 
have been preserved. Rarely in the 
history of free peoples bad there 
been a similar case of legislation, so 
revolutionary end so wide-reaching 
in character, without a strong popu* 
lar demand tor it. No such demand 
was made by the French pstion, 
which looked on with indifference 
while the great change was being 
tffeoted. At the time it in no sense 
disapproved of it, for when one-third 
of the Senate submitted to its trien­
nial election some days ggo the elec­
toral colleges sent back to tbe Lux­
emburg, almost without exception» 
the Senators who voted the Separa­
tion Law, and that week the two 
Chambers, united in Congress, nom- 
inated a new President of the repub- 

who had clearly expressed his 
approval of the act.

Another view is presented by a 
correspondent of tbe London Cath­
olic Times, who writes :

If there was one work more than 
another which the Catholic clergy 
and laity of France should have en­
couraged and supported, it was the 
work of la Bonne Press ; and yet, 
through their supineness—nay, their 
culpable indifference—it it just tbe 
work which they most neglected. 
Catholic newspapers are relatively 
few ; their existence is oftep pre­
carious, sod they have but the slen­
derest influence upon public notice.
In Paris there are, it is true, some 
journals that have ably and actively 
championed the interests of the 
Chnroh, but they are papers with a 
very limited influence. They preach 
to the converted ; they never reach 
the masses that need conversion. 
The Univers, the Verlto, the Qaulois 
and most of the other Catholic or­
gans are dear ; they appeal to the 
cultivated few rather than to the 
less educated many. The Croix is 
popular, and enjoys a fairly large 
circulation amongst certain sections 
of the working classes | ths nqmber 
of its readers is, however, f*r below 
that of many of the more aggressive 
organs of maaonry. Of the 174 
daily papers published ten years ago 
at Paria, no fewer than 136 were 
distinctly hostile to Christianity.

He then quotes the argument of 
Pere Coube, ti. J., who addressed a 
C‘thcl'0 congress at Li le a few Wjeks 
ago, saying :

Toward the oloee of his eloquent 
address, the distinguished Jesuit, re­
ferring to the lavish generosity with 
which various aeurree had been sup 
ported, expi eased a view that some 
may be disposed to regard as ad­
vanced, but the propriety of which 
will be recognized by those who 
give serious thought to the Object, 
During the last thirty years, said 
Pare Cou be, jCatholio France has 
spent millions, hundreds of millions 
ever, on charitable and religious 
works, snob as hospitals, schools, 
churches, chapels, convents and mis­
sions. These works osrtsinly merit­
ed sll our sympathies, and they have 
undoubtedly done much good ; with­
out, however, wishing to injure them 
—on the contrary, in their interests 
even—let me say that there were 
two others to which we would have 
given still more abundantly, for it 
was these two which would have 
prevented all these pious founda­
tions from perishing. They were 
election work and the Oatholio press 

Of what avail is it to ereet and 
furnish at great expense bospitals| 
schools and churches, if the legis­
lator of tomorrow should confiscate 
and laisise them, drive out our 
nurses froiu ths hospitals, Our broth­
ers and sisters from the schools, and 
convert our churches to seoulsr uses ? 
Would it not have been wiser and 
better, .added Per* Ooube, to have 
given a little less during some time 
toward these pious objects, and with 
the money thus economized, aeaiet 
in the election of worthy deputies 
who would have passed good laws, 
snd thereby secured the liberty of 
religion and ths stability of these 
good works into the bargain 7

The vast utility of Catholic 
journals and of tbeir wide circula­
tion bas been frequetly urged by 
many Frenchmen of note, but tbeir 
counsel has apparently fallen on 
deaf ears. Msgr Pechenard, the 
present rector of tbe Catholic In­
stitute at Paris who presided over 
the ecclesiastical congress at Rheims 
ten years ago, addressing bis col­
leagues said t

“The press is a formidable power, 
a means of action, of which we have 
not yet known bow or even serious­
ly wished to avail oureelves.”

Cardinal Lavigerie remarked 
many years ago, that tbe foundation 
snd support of newspapers intended 
to enlighten the public mind, and 
lead back to faith snd virtue those 
who had gone astray, is as meritor­
ious as to build churches.

And not long sines another emin­
ent member of the Sacred College, 
Cardinal Laboure ^rohbisbop of 
Rennes, expressed a still stronger 
view. The hour is passed, said his 
Eminence, for building churches and 
decorating altars; there is but one 
thing that is urgent, and that is, to 
spread broadcast throughout the 
country newspapers that will teaob 
tbe truth. But if we need higher 
authority as to the supreme import­
ance of la Bonne Presse, lot us listen 
to the word» of the Sovereign Pon­
tiff, as Cardinal Newman observes, 
Pontiffs have a gift proper to them­
selves of understanding what is good 
for the Onuroh and ?.what Catholic 
interests require.

Tbe press, said Pius IX., is a 
doubla edged weapon, as invaluable 
for the diffusion of good as it is 
terrible for the propagation of evil 
A good journal, be added, is worn 
more than a good preacher Leo 
XIII. was equally emphatic. At the 
present day, said the illustrious 
Pontiff, the press is an instrument 
of corruption in,the hands of the 
Impious. Answer the presa through 
the press, establish newspapers, and 
reply to the calumnies and misrepre 
nation by arguments in support of 
the truth.

And Pius X , before bis slerktion 
to the chair of Peter, showed bis 
high appreciation of the services 
whiob the press can render to re 
iigion when he declared that ‘-to 
support a good jiurnal I would sell 
even my Pectoral Cross.”

These weighty words of successive 
Pontiff should bring borne to us tbe 
enormous influence which the press 
exeroises for good or for evil and 
the urgency of our duly to support 
those publication, which defend the 
highest and holiestof causes. The 
Catholios o| France arg pow, unfor­
tunately, paying the penalty of tbeir 
failure to recognize the mischief 
wiought on by the irreligious press 
and of their neglect to oppose the 
propagation of impiety by the found- 
atioo and wide diffusion of journals 

hioh, inferior in no respect to 
their rivals, would have as th eir 
especial aim the exposure of doctrin. 
al errors, the vindication of the 
Catholic truth and the social and 
moral enlightenment of the mases.

Archbishop Bourne Sees M.
Briand.

When the students were expelled 
from the Seminary of St. Solptoe, 
Paris, by order of the French Gov. 
ernment, the Abbe Garriquet in­
formed M. Mouquin, the police 
officer, that amongst them were 
young men from England, Ireland 
Scotland and tbe United States, 
who joined their fellow-students in 
protest against the expulsion. Tbe 
young English, Irish and Scotch 
clerics desired to make a ■ special 
protest because, in consequence of 
the appropriation of money belong­
ing to their countries at tbe Re­
volution, they received an annuel 
sum for their support in the semi­
nary, but now that was refused amj 
they were oast into the street with­
out funds. The fate of these 
students aroused the sympathy of 
his Grace the Archbishop of 
Westminster, England, who was 
himself educated at St. Sul pice, and 
proceeding to Paris, be bad an in­
terview with M. Briand on the sub­
ject. M Briand indulged in vague 
promises which were not at all 
satisfactory to the Archbishop, snd 
his Grace, before leaving the 
French capital, called at the British 
Embassy to invoke the aid of the 
British Government ou behalf of the 
British subjects.
