Beyond the Onondaga hills for a long dis-
tance, there. are. no mountains lifting their
black and rugged summits to the clouds to

It was long believed by men of science that
| plants possessed the power of exuding oxy-
gen, and so formed a prime agent for restor-
Ing vitiated air to purity. Later investiga-
i tions, chiefly by French chemists, have
made it evident that plants have no such
! power, unless when placed under the influ-
| ence of the suu's rays, or, in other words,
that solar light is the grand cleanser of the
atmosphore, and without which both plants
{and ani nals languish and die.  With re-
| spect to plants in particular, it is ascer-
| tained, that while inhaling oxygen and ex-
| piring carbonic acid, *their leaves posscss
| the rewarkable property, in conjunctign
with the sun’s light, of re-transforning the
carbonic into oxygen. At night, when the
light of day has departed, the expired car-

tion of the seed as the growth of the plant,
and is all that is reqnired for germination;
but the plant requires something more, for,
if light be excluded, vegetation procceds
imperfectly, and the plants does not then
acquire its proper colour, and other active
properties which it ought to have. The
chiei organs by which the consumption of
oxygen gas is effected, arc the leaves, and
its purpose, in great part at least, seews to
be that of producing some necessary change
in the sap during its transwission through
those organs, on its way from the vessels
of the wood 10 those of the inner bark,
whereby it may be rendered fit for the pur-
poses of nutrition and growth. In'its na-
ture and object, thercfore, as well as in the
specific change which it produces in the air,
this process closely resembles the function
of respiration in ammale, and may thus with
propriety be deemed a physziological process.
The sccond, or purifying process, in which
oxygen gas is evclved, differs in all re-
spects from that which has just been de-
ecribed. It isin a great measure indepen-
dent of temperature ; at least it proceeds in |-
temperatures too low to support vegeta-
tion, provided light be present, an agent not
required for germination, nor essential to
vegetable developement. The organs by
which this process acts on the air are, a8
before, the leaves ; not, however, by chang-
ing the qualities of the sap in the vessels of
those organs, but by producing changes in
the chromule, or colourable matter, in their
cells, to which it imparts colour an other
active properties. In doing this, it does
not convert the oxygen gas of the air in-
to carbonic acid, but, by decomposing that
acid gas, restores to the air the identical
portion of oxygen of which the former pro-
cess had deprived it. The former process,
carried off by the sgency of the oxygen
gas of the air, was essential to living ac- |
