The Crops.—We are pleased to find 
that the crop report gathered by the G. T. 
Railway concerning the state of the crops 
in the districts through which its lines 
pass, confirm the opinion that for once 
the yield is going to exceed the ex­
pectations formed during the growing 
season. The reports themselves are not 
numerous, nor is the system pursued 
calculated to give a precise idea of the 
meaning of the reports. Only a general 
impression can be gained. A synopsis 
of the reports gives the following result:

As respects 
the fall wheat, this is undoubtedly too 
sanguine an estimate; but, as to spring 
grains, there is a concurrence of testi­
mony to the effect that the yield ia far 
above the average in quantity, and 
quality, too. From all appearances our 
farmers will be blessed with good prices 
as well as good crops.

“When I left there on Thursday last 
it looked worse than it did when I first 
entered the district just after the tire."

The speaker was a little man, with a 
light colored chin .whisker. His eyes 
were blood-shot, and he looked like a 
man who had been “roughing it" for a 
few weeks.

It was Mr. E. M. Cady, of Port 
Huron, relief agent to the Michigan suf­
ferers, who spoke in reply to a question 
asked by the writer as to how the burnt 
district looked when he left it

“It’s a mighty eight worse than people 
imagine," he continued, at tto seated 
himself in the sanctum chair. “Twenty 
one township# are pretty cleanly swept 
Here and there a house has escaped, 
but the destruction has been terrible. "

Mr. Cady, who was introduced to the 
writer by Hon. John Hibbard, had been 
sent by the Relief Committee with sup­
plie# to sufferers by fire, and has traver­
sed the entire region devastated by the 
flames in his good work. He spoke 
freely and with terrible earnestness, of 
the sad sights he had witnessed, and the 
stories of sorrow which had been told 

We have room only for some of 
the more striking things told us by the 
narrator, whose appearance gave evi­
dence that he must have spent many 
weary days in the noble work of re­
lief.

“The fire made a pretty clean sweep 
for about 65 miles north and end south, 
and 30 to 35 miles east and west. There 
were small tires burning at various points 
in the district, but a tornado came along 
and swept the entire range in about two 
hours. Many houses and treée, I obser­
ved as I travelled through the desolated 
region, gave evidence of having been 
blown down before the fire touched 
them. The air in some places was 
of roofs of houses, planks, etc., 
were lifted up and borne for a consider 
able distance, sometimes all ablaze.

“It travelled very fast, didn't itr 
Cady ?” asked the Hon. Mr. Hibbard.

“It went awfully quick,” was the re­
sponse. “You know Jenks, of Sand 
Beach ?”

The Consul nodded affirmatively. 
“Well, he was in Bad Axe, and there 

was no sign of fire very near; thirty 
minutes sifter he left the whole place 
was in a blaze and only the Court House 
escaped. Twenty minutes after he left 
Verona that place was all destroyed, 
save the big hotel, in which over seventy 
people assembled, almost scared out of 
their life. That mill owner at Verona 
and his wife had a narrow escape. They 
were lifted off theit feet and planted in 
a com field. Although midday, it was 
as dark as night. He had been through 
the fire of 1871, and crept back for a 
blanket and a pail of water. He and 
the hired man covered his wife and her 
sister with the blanket, and wet it by 
sprinkling water over it every little 
while. The men took turn:; in caring 
for the women, and rested by placing 
their faces to the ground and inhaling 
the fresh air. He lost all his lumber, 
houses, sawmill and seventeen horses.”

“Were there many lives lost ?” asked 
the writer.

“Some 273, I saw where twenty 
were buried in one day. Many persons 
are bearing the marks of their burns yet, 
and there are a number still in Miuden 
Hospital. ”

At this juncture Mr. Samuel Pollock, 
who was in Bad Axe during the con­
flagration, put in an appearance, and 
confirmed Mr. Cady’s description of the 
desolated tract.

“There have been about 2,000 farms 
destroyed,” said Mr. Cady “and per­
haps 6,000 buildings. The timber has 
been utterly ruined, ard lumber is scarce 
People are living almost anywhere now, 
and I tell you there were some fine farms 
and splendid houses there. Now there 
is not even a bit of green timber growing; 
not one fruittree in a hundred, certainly, 
gives evidence of life. There has been a 
pretty clean wipe out. In three weeks 
travel I didn’t see in the burnt region a 
chair, a table or any article of household 
furniture except one cupboard. We 
sent in a stove, pbw, harrows and har­
ness to every farmer, and are giving 
seed wheat to each one. The area of fall 
wheat sown there is larger than ever. ” 

“Are all the people in houses yet ?”
“No, but as fast as shanties can be 

built and lumber supplied they are get­
ting under their own roof again. In one 
school house 104 people were huddled 
together for days, and they hadn't a dish 
amongst them. The number had 
dwindled down to 30 when I left. It 
was a splendid timber country, but 1 
don’t think there’s much stuff for lumber 
left in it.”

Mr. Cady is at present purchasing hay 
and other fodder for the sufferers. The 
hay will be packed, and forwarded in 
bales. He says that the people are still 
badly in need of bedding, blankets, etc 
and that much suffering still exists. He 
says that many of the settlers are Can­
adians who have gone to Michigan since 
the fire of 1871.

WEST HURON PALL SHOW.
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THE REFORM MEETINGS.
At stated in The Signal last week, 

a series of meetings will bo held 
in this section by prominent members 
of the Reform petty during the coming 
week. The member for Centre Huron 
will arrive in Goderich on Saturday, 
October 8th, and be the guest of IL 0. 
Cameron, Esq,, M. P. for South Huron. 
On Monday, October 10th, the first 
meeting of the series will be held at 
Carlow~-{Smith’s Hill), at 2 p. m., and 
will be addressed by Sir Richard Cart­
wright, M. P., M. C. Cameron, M. R, 
and other prominent members of the 
Reform party. On Wednesday, the 
12th, a meeting will be held at Bruoe- 
field in the afternoon, which will be ad-' 
dressed by the members for South and 
Centre Huron, and others. Thursday, 
t)le 13th, will be a red-letter day for the 
Reformers of Lucknow, and it is expect­
ed that Hon. Edward Blake, the distin­
guished leader of the Liberal party, 
Sir Richard Cartwright, M. P., M. C. 
Cameren, M. P., Hon. R M. Wells, 
M. P. P., and CoL A. M. Ross, M. 
P. P., will address the electors in the 
Lome Gymnasium. On Friday after­
noon, Sir Richard Cartwright, assisted 
by other prominent Reformers, will 
hold a meeting in Cranbrook, township 
of Grey, and on the evening of the same 
day a grand rally will take place in the 
Town Hall, Brussels. An opportunity 
will "be thus afforded the residents of 
every section of Huron, and the south­
ern part of Bruce, to hear the principlés 
of Liberalism expounded by a number 
of the chiefs of the Reform party, and 
no one should miss the opportunity of 
attending one or more of the contem­
plated meetings.

GODERICH TO LONDON.
The idea of a railway from London to 

Goderich has taken a firm hold of the 
London papers. The Free Fret» is par­
ticularly taken up with the scheme, and 
is advocating it in a vigorous and, we 
trust, effective manner. With more rail­
ways there is a bright future before Gode­
rich; as it is we are ’threatening to 
shrivel up for lack of nutriment. The 
following article from the Free Press is 
encouraging:—“Leading business men of 
Goderich say that a branch railway con­
necting that town with the London, 
Huron & Bruce at Cliitton or Rrucefield, 
s i as to run straight into London, is a 
necessity of the continued progress of 
their town. Goderich is already the 
seat of large lumbering interest. One 
firm alone, that of Secord & Cozzens, 
handles about 1,500 car-loads of pine 
from Georgian Bay annually. A great 
deal of this comes to London, for general 
distribution. This has to be sent round 
by the Grand Trunk ria Stratford and 
St. Mary's, or by Sarnia and Ridgetown. 
We understand that the firm in question 
complain that they cannot get enough 
cars this year to carry on their business. 
There is no doubt that if carrying facili­
ties were provided this trade could be 
vastly expanded, and Goderich become 
a lumber entrepot of great importance. 
The interests of London and Goderich 
are identical. The business men of both 
places require a closer method of inter­
course, and should join hands in the 
matter. The present route is awkward 
and inconvenient. It is in accordance 
with the prevailing ideas that it should 
be as quickly as possible put on a better 
footing. ”

By Thursday's mail we received a 
communication on the railway question 
from a prominent outside railway agita­
tor, which we reproduce in another 
column. In it the writer throws out 
the suggestion that with earnest work 
on the part of the people of Huron, the 
Credit Valley can be brought west. 
Cogent reasons are given in support of 
the scheme, and a feasible proposition is 
laid down The action of The Signal 
on the railway question has been viewed 
with favor from outside, and we feel 
inspired to keep on in the good work 
until the end which we set out to attain 
—the in bringing of increased railway ac­
commodation to Goderich—has been ac­
complished. Our correspondent prophe­
sies, provided the matter be taken hold 
of properly, that inside of eighteen 
months, or two years at the outside, the 
Credit Valley R R to Goderich will be 
» consummated fact. So may it be. 
We give the letter of “Development,” to 
fihow that even if we are not successful 
with the G. W. R. or the Northern R. 
R. there are other lines to hear from.

Editor Huron Signal.
Dear Sir,—I have noticed in your 

last two issues of The Signal, reference 
to the necessity for additional railway 
facilities at Goderich. I have also no­
ticed from tiiqe to time, (before and 
since your advent there,) a sort of spas­
modic attempt to agitate railway matters, 
which quietly subsides again m a few 
months, the people of Goderich evident, 
ly not manifesting that interest in a 
matter of this kind that might be ex­
pected from a place situated ns it is

The reason of this lack at interest nr sy 
be accounted for, to s greet extent, from 
toe feet that no definite scheme 
been laid before the people,—it 
rather been a matter of speculation as to 
what road would be the meet likely to 
terminate at Goderich. The only way 
to attain suoram, is to first bring forward 
s good practical scheme, that circum­
stances would warrant the people in 
placing confidence in, and then take hold 
of the matter with a will It taken hold 
of by the proper kind of men and fol­
lowed up tenaciously, success would 
crown your efforts.

Thebe is a scheme such as indicated, 
that I believe only requires taking hold 
of in the proper spirit to have it carried 
through to Goderich, within a very abort 
time. I mean the Credit Valley Rail­
way. The time was when the Credit 
Valley was looked on with a good deal of 
disfavor in this section, but at present it 
is the most likely road, from every point 
of view. First—It would be easy to 
construct, having no engineering diffi­
culties to contend with. Second—It 
it would run through s first-class section 
of country—no better in Ontario. 
Third—The widest section of country 
west of Toronto unserved by a railway 
running east and west, lies between the 
Grand Trunk and Great Western sys­
tems. Fourth—It would tap the centre 
of the salt district at Brussels, Blyth and 
Goderich; and lastly would terminate at 
a good harbour of refuge, where a huge 
amount of Government money has al 
ready been spent, and more is likely to be 
spent.

The Credit Valley charter does not at 
present extend farther than Elora, but it 
would be an easy matter for them to get 
it extended to Goderich at the first 
sion of the Ontario Legislature, and if 
the present unjust “clear majority vote' 
law was repealed, or the terms extended 
so that every freeholder would be forced 
to vote under a penalty, a good bonus 
could be got all along the line. I am in­
formed that the township of Wellesley 
alone would give $75,000 or $80,000. 
Waterloo andWellesley are working now, 
and have been for some time, for an ex­
tension of that road, but their financial 
position until recently has been a barrier 
in the way of extension, and even now,
I do not think the Credit Valley arc 
likely to do.anything themselves, that is, 
under the present organization, the pro­
bability being that as soon as the ex­
tension from Ingersoll to St. Thomas is 
finished and passeh the Government in­
spector, the whole road will change 
hands, and it is said that either Van­
derbilt or the Syndicate will become the 
owners, when it would at once become a 
trunk line, the connection west of To­
ronto being with the Toronto A" Otta­
wa—a popular road, in every respect.

The writer has been in correspondence 
with the C. V. R. officials for some time, 
and also with influential parties on the 
eastern part of the line indicated ; and I 
have no doubt, whatever, that if the 
matter is taken hold of unitedly, at the 
proper time, Goderich, within eighteen 
months, or two years at most, will have 
another railway. Development.

The Clinton New Em has a crank. 
Week in and week out it pounds at 
Goderich. The people in the county 
town are, in the opinion of the New 
Era, a slow set. Nothing is to be seen 
by the editor of the New Era when he 
comes to our town but graves, tomb­
stones and epitaphs. Clinton is the 
centre of the universe; two railroads 
pass through the town; the horizon is 
equi-distant on all sides of it; and the 
New Era is published there. Then why 
are you not'happy, brother? We seek 
no quarrel with thy hamlet - we admit 
that it is a right smart little place. But 
if thou art great, be merciful likewise. 
Do not push us too strongly, else our 
portion will assuredly be in the Lake, 
for there is no land on our immediate 
west. Be magnanimous in the day of 
thy strength, and it will be duly accre­
dited unto thee at the proper time. But 
beware lest bombast, and puff, and brag 
prove a stumbling-block to thy feet, and 
a snare to thy path. In plain Anglo 
Sixon: “Give us a rest,” and don’t be 
everlastingly exhibiting your petty 
jealousy.

The Town Council, at the meeting on 
Friday evening, decided to submit a By. 
law to raise $60,000 for the construction 
of Water works.

On Wednesday and Thursday last the 
fall exhibition, under the auspice* of the 
West Riding of Huron Agricultural 
Society and the Goderich Horticultural 
Society, was held on the grounds of the 
latter, Victoria Street, and was emin­
ently successful. The weather was all 
that oould be desired, the display of the 
beet, and the officers of the Society were 
in good spirits

ON WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON
the judging in the inside department 
was proceeded with, and it is not necess­
ary to add that the decisions arrived at 
were subjected to the usual criticisms at 
the hands of the exhibitors and the gen 
etui public. At no show yet has it been 
found possible to give prizes to all ex­
hibitors, and until some plan is Adopted 
which will tend to overturn the old or­
der of things, and place cards on every 
exhibit, general satisfaction will not re­
sult As such a happy consummation is 
not liksly to come about in our time, 
the better plan is to bow to the inevit­
able, and lake our prizes and our blanks 
at the exhibitions as calmly and philoeo- 
phisally as we do our chances in life’s 
lottery. The judges in the majority of 
cases act conecientously, and if they fail 
to give satisfaction, it is generally from 
lack of judgment, and not from unjust 
intent There was a good interior dis­
play, and in fruit, flowers, vegetables 
and grain it would have been difficult to 
have gotten a better exhibit at some of 
the more pretenaicus exhibitions We 
will briefly refer to some of the classes si 
follows:

VBOSTABLES AND ROOTS

In this department there was an ex 
cellent display, and the appearance of 
the articles shown did not look as if 
much shrivelling had been their portion 
on account of the drought. The 
golds were of monstrous size, while 
turnips, parsnips, potatoes, cabbages, 
marrows, etc. etc., were equally ample 
in proportion. The principal exhibi­
tors in this class were Messrs. E. Bing­
ham, Geo. H. Clark and Wm. Rum- 
ball.

FLOWERS AND PLANTS.

The annuals were more scarce than on 
previous occasions, but geraniums and 
foliage plants were in profusion. There 
was also a good show of cut flowers, 
principally from the gardens of John 
Stewart, E. Bingham, A. Watson, 
M. C. Cameron and W. McLean. In 
this department there were also 
beautiful floral designs, and among 
them a cross by Misa Bingham 'which 
was much admired. A handsome be­
gonia rex was also shown by E. Bing­
ham. In greenhouse plants Messrs. A. 
Watson and M. C. Cameron were the 
chief exhibitors.

FRUIT.
There was a splendid exhibit of ap­

ples, and fine varieties were shown by 
Messrs John Stewart, Jas Stewart, Jas. 
Torrance, John Hunter, Geo. Thomp­
son, A. McD. Allan and others.

Excellent plums were also shown by 
John McIntyre, and others.

Peaches were exhibited by Messrs 
Geo. Cox, Fred Seegmiller and A. McD. 
Allan, and were of excellent appear 
ance.

Quinces were shown by Mr. D. Me 
Ilwain and Col. A. M. Ross, and were 
among the best we have ever seen.

In grapes the display was large, and 
the fruit presented so luscious an ap 
pearance that the temptation to lay on 
hands was very strong. Messrs. Bing­
ham, Cameron, Ross and W. Knight 
kept up the reputation of this table.

Indoor grapes were also shown by 
M. C. Cameron and A. M. Ross.

LADIES WORK.
While there have been larger displays 

in this department, there has never been 
better work exhibited. The quality of 
many of the articles shown proved that 
fancy work is not a lost art with our 
ladies. The needle work, leather work, 
spatter-work and wool-work was ahead 
of previous shows in quality, and the 
drawings, etc., were an improvement on 
past years. The gorgeous quilts were 
not to be missed, and hung in all their 
glory before the gaze of the admiring 
throng. The names of the ladies ex­
hibiting who were successful in winning 
prizes will appear next week.

An admirable collection of photographs 
by E. L Johnson drew forth much ad 
miration, and bore a red ticket, to the 
delight of Mr. Geo. B. Robson, his affa­
ble manager, who had the arrangement 
of the pictures.

CARRIAGES, BTC.

There was considerable competition in 
this department, the exhibitors being 
Morton & Cress man, T. À J. Story, 
Dungannon Carriage Works, and Bruns- 
don, of Lonesboro’. A novelty was 
shown by the first named firm in the 
way of a cutter which can be changed at 
pleasure to a single or double seat 
It is an ingenious contrivance, and at­
tracted considerable attention.

C. L Reeve exhibited specimens of 
scroll work in the form of a centre table, 
a flower stand and mirror frame. The 
workmanship was good, and we under­
stand that Mr. Reeve received a number 
of orders on the head of his attractive 
exhibit.

Mr. E. Dojening had on exhibition a 
large collection of boots "and shoes. He 
was successful in taking the three first 
prize* in hie class, an award which seem­
ed to give general etisfaetion.

TOUCHING TRIBUTE.
LateTo

There was a keen compétition in grain, 
some splendid samples of the cereals be­
ing shown. The wheat exhibited was of 
splendid quality, and the whole exhibit 
refleeted credit upon West Huron as a 
grain growing district.

HOUSES.
The number of horns shown was very 
large, and the judges had hard work in 
making their decisions. The competi­
tion was close in the team class, the 
judges being almost bewildered by the 
entries. The reputation of this section 
for first class horses will not suffer by 
yesterday's diplay. There were many 
tip-top horses shown whose names will 
not appear in the prize list.

CATOS.
There were some excellent thorough­
breds shown, Mr. Snell bearing the 
palm in this class. He appears to have 
learnt the art of feeding to perfection, 
all his animals being as fat as oould be 
desired. He was closely pressed by Mr. 
James Dickson, who had a half dozen 
•hort-homs, three calves especially com 
ingin for admiration. Hon. R. Hawley 
also showed some fine thoroughbreds, his 
year-old bull, Beoonifield H, receiving 
much attention. The number of grades 
shown was unusually large, and occupied 
much of the space between the the gate 
and the door of the hall It is a great 
pity that a monthly cattle fair cannot be 
arranged here and along the railway line, 
for yesterday’s display would lead us to 
believe that there weald be an attraction 
for buyer» in the prime stock of this part 
of the country.

SHRRP AND SWINR 
were not so numerous as usual, and 
many of the former seemed to be behind 
former years in quality. However there 
were some splendid animals shown, as 
doubtless would be expected when 
Messrs. Dickson, Snell, Marquis and 
similar names were among the exhibit­
ors.

There was a good show of fowl, as in­
deed there always is at this exhibition.

A NECESSITY
One thing brought out by Thursday’s 

show was the need of a larger ground. 
The sooner the directors face the ques­
tion the better. The present ground is 
too small for a satisfactory exhibition.

THB PRIZE LIST, 
which is a very large one, will appear in 
our next issue.

the Character of the 
President Garfield.

Bev. ter­ m's Mrlkls* Mseeanr sslss- 
daj lirslsi,

On Sunday evening last, in Knox 
Church, Rev. Dr. Ure, in the course of 
his sermon, paid a glowing tribute to 
the late President Garfield. We are 
pleased to be able to give the reference 
to Garfield almost in full.

The text was Genesis xxii—1. Th» sub­
ject temptation by God—temptation not 
in the sense of solicitation to aim but in 
that of trial or probation. God’s deal­
ings with Abraham,aa here narrated,sug­
gested two lessons; First, That the holi­
est of men may be subjected to the 
severest of trials. And secondly, That 
the severest of trials may be successfully 
overcome, and transformed into sources 
of good, through faith in God.

These points having been illustrated 
and confirmed, the closing part of the 
discourse was devoted to special refer­
ence to the late President Garfield. 
The circumstances connected with hi* 
death formed a severe trial to his own 
faith, but the trial was not hit only. 
Hit death, together with its sinister 
cause and melancholy incidents, was 
peculiarly fitted to test the faith of all 
interested in hie fate; aud these compris­
ed, not his own countrymen merely, 
but multitudes of men in all Christian 
lands, and very specially the millions of 
our own wide Empire, and all classes in 
it from our beloved Queen down to the 
humblest son of toil. The trial involv 
ed in this man's death, so far as he and 
others are concerned in it, may be esti­
mated, on the one hand by the high value 
put upon his life; and on the other, by 
the apparent rejection of the prayers so 
widely and earnestly presented to Gid 
for his recovery. The evidence of the 
high and general estimation in which 
he was held need not be farther referred 
to; at present, rather let us ask for our 
own profitting how it was, that this man 
succeeded in winning, to the extent he 
did,the admiration and love of so large a 
number of hie fellow-men. Was it that 
he occupied what is probably the highest 
elective office in theiyorld, and possess­
ed at the same time «admirable abilities, 
great will power, and high gifts of 
statesmanship ? No doubt these things 
had their due weight, but there were 
other things by which , he was 
distinguished, and without which, 
the blow that prostrated him, and 
finally carried him off, would not 
have moved men’s hearts as it did. 
Others as high in station, and as great 
in natural gifts and acquired attainments 
as he was, or even very much greater in 
these respects, have pasted away unre­
gretted, the world meanwhile judging, 
and judging truly, that by their death it 
had “gained a loss.” Why was it to 
much otherwise in the case of Mr. Gar­
field ? We do not pretend to be able to 
give an exhaustive answer to this ques­
tion, but some of the things clearly en­
tering into the answer are apparent 
enough. For one thing Garfield was

self-made man, and the world getting 
wiser a* it grows older, is becoming more 
able and more willing than it once was 
to recognize at their true value the worth 
and grandeur of men of this class. In 
beginning the race of life, this man had 
nine of the advantages, such as they are, 
of rank or wealth. "He was not, to use 
an old saying, bom with a silver spoon 
in hit mocth. He came,indeed,of noble 
stock, for he was the son of honest, God­
fearing parents. We do not hear much 
of his father, who died about half a cen­
tury ago, but all the world knows by 
this time, Garfield's mother—the gentle, 
loving old mother in Israel, who fears 
God and knows no other fear. The son 
of such a mother might well thank God 
for his pedigree, even although accom­
panied, as it was in bis case, with world­
ly circumstances of so straitened a sort 
is to oblige him at the early age of 14 
years to face the task of earning his own 
bread, and of doing so, at the outset of 
his self-dependent career, as a common 
labourer. And when under the stirrings 
of noble aims lie, by anil-bye, resolved 
on securing fur himself the benefits of a 
liberal education, he had, like many 
other admirable but penniless students, 
to earn by his own industry, the money 
needed to carry him through his course 
of studies, working one half the year in 
harvest field and elsewhere to enable 
him to meet the expenses of the other 
half, devoted to school and college work, 
and glad even to act as janitor of his 
college to pay part of his fees. He con­
formed to the stern facts of his position, 
in attempting, by God s help, to equip 
himself for the higher work to which he 
believed himself called,and he succeeded, 
and his succeesses, achieved in the face 
of hindrances so formidable, had doubt­
less something to do in awakening our 
deep interest in his life and career, and 
our deep sadness over the merciless act 
that ended in his premature death.

The chief thing, however, on account 
of which good men loved and valued 
him was his goodness. He was above 
everything else a good man. His hap­
piness lay in the beatitudes which Christ 
has associated exclusively with spiritual 
and moral qualities, and his greatness 
consisted mainly m the possession uf 
these qualities. He was a man, obvious­
ly, whose main ambition it was to excel 
in the things that are just and honour- 
aide and true, pure and lovely and of 
good renort ; and one at the basis of 
whose character lay the cherished graces 
of habitual repentance towards God and 
faith in our Lord Jesus Christ. He 
was—the enemies of our faith being 
themselves the judges—a ‘profoundly 
religious man,” and one who carried hie 
religion with him as the spring and guide 
of his moral activities into all the duties 
and relations of life. He was a man of 
numerous and widely various occupa­
tions, but in all of them ho was the man 
of God. The piety that marked him as 
a common labourer, lie took with 
him from the harvest field and tow 
path of the canal, to the student’s 
class room and professor’s clair; 
thence to the lawyer’s office, thence to 
the camp and battle field, and thence to 
the senatorial chamber and to the 
chair of the chief magistrate.

There are those who tell us that ac­
tive and strenuous occupation in political 
life is incompatible with consecration to 
God. Men like Garfield demonstrate 
by their lives the falsity of this idea, 
and, thank God, we are not with­

out, either in the mother land or in 
this country, men of a similar spirit on 
both sides of politics. Let ns hope and 
pray that the number of such may rap­
idly increase. So far as the means of 

ing ere accessible to us, Qsrfield’sy 
public record is without » blot. He 
seems as politican, senator end Presi­
dent to have acted habitually in the spirit 
of the sentiment to which he gave utter­
ance in addressing his townsmen in 
Clevelmd, “I am afraid to do a mean 
thing!” and in his vocabulary, as in ours 
I trust, all immoral things were mean, 
and all toleration of immoral things. He 
was afraid to do a mean thing, and 
therefore afraid to abstain from using the 
power he possessed to unearth the mean 
and evil things done by others in public 
office, and “to set right the wrong.” 
Aud this leads me to note aa other causes 
of our sympathies and prayers on hit 
behalf—the motive that led to his assas­
sination, and his long and heroic strug­
gle for life. Of the assassin, I have 
nothing to say May God have mercy 
upon his soul. Of the assassination it 
may truthfully be said that it was a mar­
tyrdom—a martyrdom in the interest of 
pure government; of the martyr it is 
enough to say that he bore hit fate as 
a martyr should, enduring as seeing Him 
who is invisible. Throughout the 
whole of hit long conflict with pain 
and prostration, he manifested the same 
meekness, gentleness, courage and un­
murmuring submission to the will of 
hit heavenly Father which he showed 
when first stricken down, and to which 
he gave expression in the far-reaching 
words, “The will of .the Lord be done.” 
He wished to live, for he loved his 
aged mother, hit wife, his children, 
his friends and his country, but he was 
not afraid to die, because he could say, 
“I know whom I have believed, and am 
persuaded that He it able to keep that 
which I have committed to Hit#*against 
that day. ”

To-day we remember all these things 
in the honors we heap upon his memory. 
Yesterday, or while he vet fought with 
death, we remembered them all in plead­
ing for the continuance among us of a 
life so noble in aim, so rich in struggle 
and conquest, in beneficent service and 
exemplary influences for good,and to fer­
tile in lessons of encouragement and 
guidance to all young men of generous 
and aspiring impulses, and those par­
ticularly whose aspirations may be 
chastened by the discipline of poverty 
and toil. In the conclusion of the dis­
course reference was made to the trial 
of faith in the apparent fruitleesnees of 
the prayers offered for hit recovery. 
The question has been asked, “Have 
these prayers been heard with accept­
ance ?" who that knows what prayer is 
can doubt it? The rule applicable to all 
temporal blessings must be kept in mind. 
If the precise boon asked for it not 
granted it is withheld only that some­
thing better may be given. We are to 
learn from this and all similar disap­
pointments, the blessed art of trusting 
God in the dark, and encouraging our­
selves by the assurance that what we 
know not now we shall knew hereafter.

Household Hints.
Apples in Jelly.—Pare and core 

small -sized apples without cutting open ; 
then put them, with soqie lemons, in 
wafer to cover, let boil slowly, until 
lender, and take out carefully, without 
breaking; make a syrup of half a pound 
white sugar to » pound of apples; out 
lemon» in slices and put them and the 
apples into syrup; boil very slowly until 
the apples are clear, take them out in a 
deep glass dish; put to the syrup an 
ounce of isinglass dissolved, let it boil 
up, lay a slice of lenian on each apple, 
and strain the syrup over them.

Baked Apples.—Cut out the Mossoin 
and stem, in the stem end put some 
sugar, place in dish with a small quanti­
ty of water if apples are sweet; if sour 
the juice will be sufficient; bake till 
soft; serve either warm or cold For an 
extra nice dish, pare and core apples, 
place in pan, put butter and tugar in 
cavity, and sprinkle cinnamon over 
them, and serve warm wsth cream or 
milk. Or, pare and quarter tart applet, 
put a layer in earthen baking-dish, add 
lumps of butter, and sprinkle with cin- 
naman, then a layer of apples, etc., till 
dish is full; hake till soft.

Iced Arruts.—Pare and core one 
dozen large apples fill with sugar and a 
little butter and nutmeg; bake until 
nearly done, let cool, and remove to 
another plate, if it can be done without 
breaking them (if not, pour off the juice). 
Ice tops and sides with cake-icing, and 
brown lightly; serve with cream.

Apple Sacok—Pkrèj corap and cut in 
quarters apples that do not Cook to pieces 
easily, and put on to stew in cold wat§ 
with plenty of sugar. Cover close “an 
stew an hour or more. The addition of 
the sugar at first preserves the pieces 
whole. If they ere preferred finely 
mashed, and sugar after they are [done.

Majority Verdict*.

Ail «action involving a certain amount 
of money, in which Hon. .John O’Connor 
was defendant, was held in the city last 
week. The jury disagreed, and no ver­
dict was returned, but the Globe is auth­
ority for the statement that eleven of 
them were for giving a verdict one way, 
and the remaining man the opposite. 
This man’s objection was sufficient to 
break the whole case and send it for a 
new trial. Does it not seem absurd that 
such a state of things is allowed to exist? 
Is it not asking too much for unanimity 
in a jury when trying a civil case ? We 
submit that the time has come when ma­
jority verdicts should be recognized. We 
are convinced that more substantial jus­
tice would be done th?reunder th«an is 
the case at present.

The Eight of the Road.

If a farm deed is bounded by, on or 
upon £ road, it usually extends to the 
middle of the roadway. There are a few 
exceptional cases» imt ordinarily the 
farmer owns the soil of half the road, 
«and may use the grassy trees, stones, 
gravel, sand or anything of value to him 
either on the land or beneath the sur­
face, subject only to the superior rights 
of the public to travel over the road and 
that of the highway surveyor or other 
similar officer to use such materials for 
the repair of the road, yet he has no 
right to use them for hie own private 
purposes. No other man lias a right to 
feed his cattle there or to cut the grass 
or trees, much less to deposit his wood, 
old carts, wagons or other things there­
on. The owner of a drvye of cattle 
which stojis to feed in front of your land, 
or of a drove of pigs which root up the 
anil, is responsible to you by law «as if 
they did die same things inside the 
f^nce. No man has a legal right to pick 
up the apples under your trees, although 
the same stand wholly outside the fence. 
No traveller can hitch his horse to your 
trees on the'sidewalk without being lia­
ble, if it gnaws the bark or otherwise 
injures them. You may untie the horse 
and remove him some place. If vour 
well stands partly on your land and 
partly outside the fence, no neighbor 
can use it except by your permission 
No man has a right to stand in front of 
your land and whittle on deface your 
fence, throw stones at your dog or insult 
you with abusive language, without be­
ing liable to you for trespassing on your 
land. He has a right to pass and repass 
in an orderly and becoming manner—a 
right to use the road; but not to abuse 
it.

A TIMER, Ont , Sept. 29 —The 9:25 a. 
m. excursion train from here to the Ex­
hibition at London collided with a 
freight train at Orwell, 2$ miles from 
here. There ii so much excitement and 
so many conflicting rumors are flying 
that it is impossible to get full particu­
lars. The following appear to be the 
facts:

The excursion train had orders to 
meet the freight here, but being ten 
minutes ahead of time the conductor 
wont on, intending to meet the freight 
at Orwell. e The collision occurred on a 
straight pièce of road where the view is 
uninterrupted for I wo or three miles. 
The driver of the freight appears to have 
seen the other train and was nearly stop­
ped, hut the driver of the excursion train 
did not see the freight and kept on at 
full speed. The passenger train con- 
aisled of nine coaches and five of them 
were completely wrecked. Five persona 
are known to be killed and several 
others are missing, who are thought to 
be buried in the wreck. About twenty 
are severely wounded and a great many 
slightly.

The count­
less pores of the skin are so many little 
drain-tiles for the refuse of the system. 
If they become clogged and so deadened 
in their action, we must expect to be­
come the prey of ill health in some one 
of its countless forme. Let us not be 
afra/d of a wet sponge and five minutes 
bris t exercise with a crash towel every 
night and morning.

2. Devote eight hours out of the 
twenty-four to sleep. If a mother is 
robbed of sleep by a wakeful baby, she 
must take a nap some time during the 
day. Even ton minutes of repose 
strengthens and does one good like “a 
medicine." Children should be allowed 
to sleep until they awake of their own 
free will.

3. Never go out to work in early 
morning in any locality subject to damps, 
fogs, and miasms, with an empty stom­
ach. If there is not time to wait for a 
cup of coffee, pour two-thirds of a cup of 
boiling water on two tablespoonfuls of 
cream or a beaten egg. Season it with 
salt and pepper and drink it while hot 
before going put. This will stimulate 
and comfort the stomach, and aid the 
system in resisting a poisonous and de 
bilitating atmosphere.

4. Avoid over-eating. To rise from 
the table able to eat a little more is a 
proverbially good rule for every one. 
There is nothing more idiotic than 
forcing dowtL-e few mouthfuls, because 
they happunf to remain on one s plate 
after hunges» satisfied and because they* 
may be “wasted" if left ! It is the most 
serious waste to over-tax the stomach 
with even half an ounce more than it 
can take care of.

5. Avoid foods and drinks that plainly 
“disagree" with the system. X igorous 
out-door workers should beware of 
heavy, indigestible suppers. Suppers 
should always consist of light, easily 
digested foods—being, in the country, 
so soon followed by sleep, and the 
stomach being as much entitled as the 
head to profound rest. The moral pluck 
and firmness to take such food and no 
other for this last meal of the day can be 
easily acquired and the reward of such 
virtue is sound sleep, a clear head, a 
strong hand, and a capital appetite for 
breakfast.

the flour from early cut wheat contains 
more starch in proportion to the gluten 
than the flour from wheat cut after it is 
fully ripe. The microscope shows that 
the starch and gluten are not formed in 
the graii(>t precisely the same period; 
the starch1 cells in the interior of the 
kernel are filled with starch granules 
some days before the gluten cells, next 
the bran, are quite full. Hence, wheat 
allowed to get as ripe as possible to 
avoid waste, makes, not whiter, but 
better, because more glutenous flour 
than that from wheat cut early. The 
rather common practice of allowing 
wheat to stand in the shock until time 
to thrash, has perhaps the advantage of 
saving once handling, but if it remains 
in the field until one kernel in a hundred 
gets sprouted, irreparable mischief is 
done to the flour. Wheat taken from 
the field and secured in the bam, or a 
well-made stack, as soon as it is dry, 
will pass through a process called 
“sweating in the straw," which leaves 
the grain sweeter and much freer from 
ntustmess, than if it passes through this 
sweating process in the granary.—Ameri­
can Agriculturist for October.

Newspaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the news] aper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does j 
not answer the law) when a subscriber1 
doe* not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster respousil le to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publislier may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or nut. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to nay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

6. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
front the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prima farm 
evidence of intentional fraud.
