The People’s Party has achieved
fame as a Picnic Party, and its lead-
er stands out head and shoulders as
the leading Picnicker of his party.
Indeed, so ardently has he sought
fame as a Picnicker that the Capital
has seen little of its Premier since
the spring. Immediately the House
closed he lent the light of his coun-
tenance to the Burin District, and in
his party organs he did not hide his
light under a bushel.” He struck next
Picnic of his life in London and the
British Islés, and of the limelight of
publicity he did not fail to find a full
Then came his return home,
his wait for an interview with his
colleague, Mr. Emerson, his rush to
Placentia by a special train, and his
well advertised stunts in Burin Dis-
trict. During this second visit his
fame as a bhog-trotter was noised
throughout the length and breadth of
the land. But too much publicity
jades even a Picnic Party. The
Daily News failed to take neote of his
last picnie, viz., that over the Bona-
vista branch with the President of
the Construction Company, and main-
tained an unwonted silence about it.

Indeed, we believe his visit #of in-
spection would have remained wholly
unchronicled had we not briefly ad-
verted to it ourselves. Spurred'on by
the exclusive merits of this signal
service, which has remained so far
unacknowledged by the recipient, we
purpose to tender him another meri-
torious service.

And this was
evidently the sequence of the Bona-
vista picnic.

Our correspondent informs us that
there is a rumor in Trinity that the
site of the station in Jenkins's Farm
was selected during that visit, and
that the Premier was a party to the
selection.

Notified contractors to-day that work
undertaken without authority is at
their own risk.”

tary’'s message to Mr. Grant of Mon-
day last, we want to know in clear
and categorical terms what the Situ-
ation between the Government and

Is the Contractor submitting de-
signs, specifications and estimates of
stations, piers, &c., and obtaining the
approval of the Government before
commencing work on them?

In other words, is the Government
enforcing the clause to which we have
referred?

In'the Waters of British Columbia.

On August 1th a message was re-
ceived from British Columbia by Rev,
Fr. Renouf, of Trepassey, stating that
Joseph Halleran, son of Joseph, Dan-
iel’s Point, Trepasséy, was drowned
on August 4th., that his body had been
recovered and laid to rest in the Ro-

man Catholic burying ground, but no
particulars were given as to how the
accident occurred. The good, kind
Priest broke the news to the aged
father in a gentle manner. The latter
bore his troubl and sorrow with per-
fect submission to the Will of the Most
High.

On Friday, August, 4th, the whaler
“Vadso” was lying at Prince Rupert
Dock waiting for the fog to clear, the
crew were all on board and had retir-
€d at 9 p.m., the quarter master being
the only one on deck. At two o'clock
in the morning he heard a splash over
the ship’s side. The crew were imme-
diately called, and young Halleran was
found missing. Life buoys were
speedily thrown overboard, but  the
drowning youth made no motion to
save himself, and did not make the
slightest noise when going over save
for the splash when he met the
water. Every possible effort was
made to rescue him while still alive,
but still in vain, and after an interval
of two hours his lifeless body was
drawn up. A silver mounted coffin
was procured for him by his comrade,
R. Pennell, also a Newfoundlander,
and on Sunday, August 6th., he was
laid to rest. Young Pennell, who was
with him, is also a native of Danlel's
Point, and feels the loss of his dear
friend very much, being in a foreign
land among strangers with no one to
comfort him makes his burden doubly
hard to bear.

Halleran was a young man of 33
vears of age, and leaves a father, 2
brothers, 3 sisters and a large circle
of relatives and friends to mourn the
loss of a kind, dutiful son and a loving
and affectionate brother. One of his
brothers left his home 17 years ‘ago
and settled down in Chicago; no doubt
he will be greatly troubled over Joe's
untimely end, and as he had lived with
him in Chicago for 3 years, and only
returned 20 months ago, remaining
home for only five short months when
the notion of travelling entered his
mind and with his cousin, R. Pennell,
made for British Columbia, in ‘October
1910. They had been working hard
and were saving the greater part of
their earnings, intending to spend the
coming winter among their friends in
Trepassey. To his sorrowing rela-
tives we extend our sympathy.
