When seeding raisins, try soaking 
them» in boiling .water, letting them 
i-enmln in’ it for two minutes. Pass 
the/water off and open the raisins, and 
the q^Seds can be removed easily.

To have your clothes clean and 
beautifully,,- white, place a slice of 
lemon with the rind cut off in the 
bciler. The result is surprising, and 
will not in any way hurt or injure the 
Slothes.

A large, clean marble boile.d .in milk, 
porridge, custards, sauces or stews
wilhoiutornatically (io the stirring 
jvhirst the 'fiquid cooks. Any chance 
if burning is prevented, therefore the 
weariness of constant stirring ig 
avoided and time is saved.

Time and labor are Saved, if before 
preparing vegetables you first spread 
a piece of frown paper on the table. 
The refuse and dirt can be rolled up 
in the ;>apfa- and burned, leaving the 
table as clean-as it was before.

If the alarm-clock rings too loudly 
(oi the peace of the household, slip an 
tlasLiai band around • the hell to di- 
|iinish the noise: the wider the band, 
the stronger the suppression, and a 
few experiments will demonstrate just 
what width is most desirable.

Dissolve one handful of salt in a 
pint of vinegar and wash the stove 
with this solution. Wipe dry with a 
flannel cloth and put a few drops of 
turpentine in the blacking with which 
you finish’ it off- This will put the 
rustiest stove in good condition.

Croutons for soup can be made 
easily in a corn-popper. They will 
crisp in a moment, and a quantity 
may be made at a time. Cut the bread 
into squares of. the desired size, place 
in the long-handled popper and thrust 
into a glowing furnace.

To bleach clothes that have turned 
yellow from long use, or from wear­
ing in the dust, put them to soak fqt 
about five days In buttermilk. Use 9 
stone jar or a wooden bucket for thts 
purpose. At the end of that tiqm 
rinse thoroughly and boil in a( lighl 
suds.

.Before dyeing a garment mark each 
right-hand or left-hand piece, so there

will be np uncertainty about' which 
is the right or wrong side after dye­
ing. A thread fastened at one edge 
of each piece, and left an inch or two 
In length, will answer the purpose.

If the baby is afraid of the water 
and cries and screams when taking 
fits hath, buy several prettily colored 
cork "bobbers.'’ such as fishermen use. 
Throw these in the bathtub- and baby 
will get so busy trying to catch them 
that he will forget to be afraid of his 
morning bath, and even learn to like 
it.

If at any time you find your lamp-

venr dismay that there is no oi! in 
the house, replenish the well with 
water. The presence of the latt=r 
causes the oil to rise to the top, thus 
enabling tfie wick lo be saturated 

I thoroughly with it. You will be sur­
prised to find your light just as bright 
and as clear as ever.

In making cookies, do not roll and 
cut them out in the old way, but take 
tfie whole batch of dough, form it in 
a long roll about ?n inch ip diameter 
pd cpt ip ope-inch slices with a 
sharp knife. Plgce them in the pan 
two inches apart, flattening each slice 
slightly with the hand. The heat from 
the baking melts the slices to the re­
quired thickness, and the cookies are 
absolutely round.

Fish Drags a Man

—Physician Drowned in Ktniggle
With Giant Pike in Upper Saranac.
Saranac Lake. N.Y.. Aug. 22.—After 

a long and trying struggle with a 
giant Great Northern pike in Upper 
Saranac Lake, the'feet of Dr. J. Van 
Riempst, of Hudson, N.Y., became en- 
"angled in the line and the fish drag­
ged him to the bottom of the lake, 
drowning him. ,

Dr. Van Riempst was the guest of 
iis bmtber-iu-law. W- J. Hoyaradt, at 
his camp on Deer Island, in the lake. 
They went fishing last evening in the 
ynall boat of Harry Baldwin, a guide, 
■sihile, Baldwin remained on spore. It 
was not long before Dr. Vair Riempst 
$pt p terrific strike, his line’butting 
trough the water and his reel whist­

ling as the line sped out.
"It was apparent to both men that 

this Was no Ordinary fish. When all 
tfie lime was out and the fish began to 
tow the boat Dr. Riempst rose and be- 
gàn to play his prize, reeling in a 
HJtle and paying Out a little. The 
fish in His excitement and anger shot 
through the water at lightning speed, 
zig-zagging back and forth. , To the 
tyo sportsmen this was" the acme of 
fpn. Certainly the fish had every bit 
tfie best of the argument, consdering 
tfie light rod and- tackle with which 
tfie physician was trying to get him 
nçar to the boat.
'It required the nicest kind of 

manipulation to reel the monster in, 
little by little getting him nearer to 
the craft. He did not seep to tire a 
b$t. He would shoot under the boat 
and try his best to snag the line. He 
did tie it in knots several times, but 
.the physician was an expert fisherman 
and he. gave his prize all the time he 
wanted, figuring to tire fiim out. The 
only thing lie fepred was that under 
tfie snapptngs and Diggings the line 
would part. The vod bent double 
BMW time#.

.lust as the physician nursed the fish
near*to the boat, when both men saw 
that it Was a giant pike and one of the 
most vicious fighters that inhabit the 
cold waters, Mr. Moysradt leaned over
to gaff hint, as he was too 1 big and 
lively tor a (landing net. Just then 
the wash from a small steamer pass­
ing Up the lake racked the rowboat. 
Dr. Van Rempst slipped and toppled 
overboard into the lalee. Mr. Hoysradt 
Jollowig ,-him as the boat capsized.

The pike dashed wildly back and 
forth, and thus wrapped the line about 
the feet of the physician, who had 
not dropped his hold on the rod. Be­
fore Dr. Van Riempst knew it the pike 
had bound his feet together, and thbs. 
as his captor, the pike started off to­
ward the bottom of the lake, dragging 
the flshermah after him.

Baldwin, the guide, ran out into the 
water, but he was too late to save Dr. 
Van Riempst. He carried Mr. Hoys- 
îadt ashore safely. The physician's 
body was not found for several hours, 
and then it showed how the pike 
whom he had tantalized for half an 
hour had made him a prisoner and 
then dfowned him. The pike was

SIR ROBERT BOND
The Statesman Who Saved the

Savings Bank and Who is Ma­
ligned Now by McGrath ; But 
the People Trust Him as They 
Did After the Crash.

On Saturday we dealt with two hein­
ous charges: one that Sir Robert Bond ! 
had bought the Union and the other : 
that under Sir Robert Bond the Gov- I 
ernment Savings Bank would be im­
perilled. We need hardly state that 
both charges are false, wicked and ma­
licious. We go further and say that 
no sensible man in the community be­
lieves either of the /barges, for the 
object with whicl/lhey are circulated 
is plainly to foot- the people into re­
turning the Government of Sir Ed­
ward Morris. As to the co-operation 
of Liberal and Union forces under the 
leadership of Sir Robert Bond, the 
President of the Fishermen's Protec­
tive Union was empowered to make 
such an arrangement, should it be 
found feasible, by the Supreme 
Council at the annual session at Bon- 
avista last session. The association 
of the Union with the Liberal Party 

Can Excite No Surprise.
It is manifest that any
arrangement mtist rest mainly * 
on common policy, and when
the policy of the Liberal Party
and of the F.P.U. was examined it 
.was found that for practical purpos­
es they were largely identical. That, 
indeed, was the real basis which
brought the two forces together and 
tfr$t common policy will be set forth 
authoritatively at the proper time and 
by. the proper person, viz., Sir Robert 
BOnd, the leader of the Liberal Party, 
in, bis Manifesto. As the 'principle 
which vivifies the policy common to 
both forces is the purity of pub­
lic life, it would be absolutely impos­
sible to find a leader more imbued 
With that spirit than the Right Honor­
able Sir Robert Bond. The whole 
community has

Saving the Savings Bank
at that time. We gave it as a full and 
sufficient answer to the charges now 
being made by McGrath that the Sav­
ings Bank would not be safe under his 
administration. The sacrifice Sir 
Robert made then, the extraordinary 
efforts he put forth to surmount al­
most insurmountable difficulties and 
to overcome the devilish machinations 
of his political enemies are almost in­
credible. Yet he faced them and won 
out brilliantly and earned in full 
measure the plaudits of the thousands 
who assembled on his return “to hon­
our and exalt him as Newfoundland's 
patriot and Terra Nova's plucky, 
shrewd and brilliant statesman.”

Sif William Whiteway said: —

“I rise to extend a hearty wel­
come to our able, plucky and 
shrewd statesman.”
Sir William also said:—

“The last ray of hope seemed to 
have died in our hearts, we dared 
not think of what the result 
would be, should Mr. Bond fall in 
his mission to get the financial aid 
required. I have been on mis­
sions myself and'I know what dif­
ficulties I liad to contend with; 
and Mr. Bond wMl tell yon to­
night how be was shadowed and 
belied at every step he took in 
the direction of raising the re­
quired loan.”
As to the difficulties which Sir 

Robert had to face and overcome and 
that he surmounted them brilliantly 
wa have the testimony of Sir Edward 
Mc-rris, on whose behalf McGrath in 
the Evening Herald is raising a scare 
against the very institution Sir Robert 
saved. Here is what Edward Mor­
ris said on the ocasion we are refer­
ring to: —

“When Mr. Bond left here, two 
months ago, a dark clond hung 
over Newfoundland, and few could 
be found to believe In the ultimate 
success of bis mission; but to­
night they knew 4ttot that mission 
had been crowned with success ; 
that by the successful raising of a 
loan an advantageous terms for 
the Colony, he has removed that

dark elond, or, at least, given it 
a silver lining. He had convert­
ed despair into hope, and wafted 
that hope all over the land. In a 
word, Mr. Bond has eut the Gor­
dian knot of our difficulties and 
Newfoundland is once more out 
of danger."

A Forlorn Hope.
In his reply, Sir Robert said in pari, 

as follows:—
“When I left here on the 11th 

May last, it was as the leader of 
a forlorn hope, The country had 
been brought to the verge of ruin 
by the self-seking of some, by the 
apathy of others, and by.the de­
liberate planning of a knavish 
few. The credit of the Colony 
was gone, its finances were ap. 
parently hopelessly involved, and 
to many tile only avenue of escape 
from niter ruin lay in the direc­
tion of Confederation or Crown 
Colony.”

An Abominable Campaign
As to the difficulties Sir Robert had 

tc encounter and which he fought 
manfully, here they are described in 
his own words : —

“They could only wish me good 
luck and hojte for the best. My 
political opponents predicted fail­
ure. As subsequent events prov­
ed, with a pertinacity worthier 
of a holier cause, they dogged my 
footsteps and flashed their miss­
ies to the money markets of the 
world..

I regret to say that there 
are in our midst a few mdividutls 
so lost to all sense of honesty or 
decency, so utterly abandined 
that they are prepared not only 
to blast personal character, but 
to bring wreck and min upon 
the country that is affording them 
an asylum and a living, if only 
they may succeed in injuring 
those whose only crime is that 
they possess your confidence and 
respect.”

Sir Robert Saved the Savings Bank.
To-day history is repeating itself 

and we find attacks are being made 
on the Savings Bank, just as they 
were made by Sir Robert’s political 
opponents eighteen years ago. His 
opponents stop at nothing, and there 
is nothing low enough to which they 
do not stoop in order to obtain politi­
cal power for themselves. It is in­
credible but it is true that the Govern­
ment Savings Bank, in which the peo­
ple have deposited their money is be­
ing made a political football by the 
Herald to-day, just as it was in 1895, 
and the man who has done more than 
any man living or dead to safeguard 
that institution is attacked as one un­
der whose care the institution would 
not be safe.

The Savings 
Bank has been placed in a posi­
tion to withstand all the winds 
and storms of the future. If there 
are many in this multitude who 
have been frightened into with­
drawing their money from the 
Savings Bank, I pledge yon my 
word most solemnly to-night that 
what I have told you is tme, and 
I would, as a friend, advise yon 
to return to the Savings Bank 
and deposit again yonr savings of 
a lifetime beyond the reach of the 
thief or of the fire. There are 
hundreds in the city who to-night 
have all their savings hidden 
away in their homes, through 
fear created by writers in onr 
local papers.”

- $OKIO. To-day.
The assassination of Mortiaro Abe, 

Director of the political bureau of 
the Japanese-' Foreign Office inflam­
ed the masses to-day and a dramatic 
chapter in the history of the new 
Japan, written. Fifteen thousand 
persons gathered at a mass meeting 
in Hibiyapark, calling for military 
action against China. The Majority 
of these marched to the Foreign Of­
fice and clamored for admission. They 
demanded the despatch of troops to 
China to take such measures as were ! e 
necessary to get satisfaction for the 
killing of the Japanese at Nanking, 
or failing this, the .resignation of thé 
Minister of Foreign Affaires. Baron 
Xobauki Makino. The speakers de­
nounced the emptiness of Japanese 
diplomacy in connection with Cali­
fornia and China, and insisted that the 

■Hnsult to the Japanese flag of Nank­
ing should be wiped tun. The Man­
ifestation is clearly an explosion of 
popular resentment against the Min­
istry in its treatment erf California 
and Chinese questions. Profiting by 
the lesson of the riots which followed 
the conclusion of peace between the 
Russian and Japanese Government it 
reduced the risk of violence by refus­
ing to allow a single soldier or police­
man at the scene of manifestatins 
many of whom were students and 
were ordêrlv. During the early part 
of the proceedings, a score of agita­
tors, including a girl, decried Japan­
ese diplomacy, and decleared it had 
never contributed to the upholding of 
the Empire, and had ended in failure 
The incidqjyts, in China were unbear­
able. Suddenly a cry to march on 
the Foreign Office was raised. There 
was a general ■ stampede, and many 
pefSuns barely escaped being crush-1

War on Ragwort 
Senecio Jacobaca.

The Halifax Agricultural Society 
lias been engaged during the past 
few weeks in a laudable effort to rid 
the section of coupftry from Bedford 
to Richmond of that most undeslr- 
•ble exotic popularly known as 
“Stinking Willie," which has cost the 
farmers of portions of Pictou and 
Antigonish Counties the loss of many 
hundreds of cattle, sheep and horses. 
Farm after farm has been abandon­
ed because the presence of ragwort 
has made it impossible to keep 
stock. On some farms all that w'as 
left was a solitary pig. Animals 
once attacked by hepatic cirrhosis— 
the disease induced by the ingestion 
of ragwort-infected hay—never re­
cover.

Men have been employed during 
the past fortnight to cut, pull and 
destroy* the ragwort while in bloom, 
throughout the district above nam­
ed. From a small patch at Bedford 
a few years ago ragwort has spread 
until it has become general along 
the western side of the Basin to 
Dutch Village; and unless systematic 
and continuous efforts are made to 
clestroy thq blooms the country* will 
soon be overspread with this nox­
ious plant from Hubbard’s to Ecum 
Sec urn.

Ragwort is a biennial, coining up 
one year and flowering the next, and 
in consequence, it will take about 
three years to thoroughly subdue it 
in any infested district.

The plant was introduced into 
Halifax County chiefly through the 
Importation of infested hay. The 
seed may be carried in the wool of 
sheep and is borne down the streams 
in time of flood. The Stewiacke 
River on the confines of Pictou Coun­
ty Senecio luxuriates in undisturbed 
vigor and thus the seed is carried 
down stream and passes by stages 
over the divide to the Valley of the 
Musquodohoit.

The Halifax County Municipal 
Council recently placed posters and 
colored plates of Senecio in many 
public places throughout the County, 
so that everyone may be able to re­
cognize the plant.—Halifax Record, 
Sept. 3.

LONDON, Sept. 7.
. The unanimous protest of the press 

against holding the Board of Trade 
enquiry into the Aisglll disaster, be­
hind closed doors, had effect, and the 
investigation yesterday re-opened in 
public session.

A series of tables compiled 
from reports of the Regieter-General and covering 
seventy years shows that for males between five and 
ten years of age the death rate has declined sixty-four 
per cent, while for those between forty-five and fifty- 
five years of age it has declined only three per cent— 
and fpr (he next decade there is an actual increase of 
mortality. For both men and women between the ages 
of forty-five and sixty-five there is no decrease in the 
deathrate. Doctor Newsholme finds that for both men 
and women it) this period of middle life diseases of the 
heart and blood-vessels were registered as the causes 
■of about one-third of the total deaths.

“Apparently, then, for those who reach middle life in 
fairly good physical condition the heart is the chief 
source of danger.
