Empire Has N^ore 
Than Enough Zmc 

For Its Own Use.
The large amount of zinc required 

for war purposes and the resulting 
enormously increased demand for the 
metal, known commercially as spel­
ter, lend special interest to an article 
in the current number of tile Bulletin 
of the Imperial Institute. The chief 
zinc minerals are described, and a 
brief account given of the more im­
portant occurrences jn the United 
Kingdom, the colonies, and India.

Zinc ores have been mined in many 
parts of the United. Kingdom, notably 
in Cumberland, Northumberland, Dur­
ham, Derbyshire, Shropshire and the 
Isle of Man, but a very large propor­
tion of. the production has for several 
years past been shipped to the Contin­
ent for smelting.

By far the most important zinc de­
posits in the British ’ Empire are 
those of Broken Hill Mines, New 
South Wales, the output oi which 
alone is sufficient to supply the en­
tire demands of the United Kingdom 
for metallic zinc.

The Broken Hill ore before the war 
went mainly to Germany for smelt­
ing, but the Australian Government 
had adopted measures which will 
prevent this in the future. Zinc is 
also found in South Australia, 
Queensland, Tasmania, New Zealand 
and Newfoundland.

.Canada contains, a number of work ­
able zinc deposits, particularly in 
British Columbia, and there is every 
prospect of Burma becoming an im­
portant producer.

* The qualification is that 
of a member of the House of Assem­
bly, with a year’s residence in the 
City and liability to assessment for 
City Tax.

The Mayor and. the three Council­
lors receiving the highest number of 
votes shall hold office until Dec. 31st, 
192(1. and the three Councillors re­
ceiving the lowest number of votes 
shall hold office" until December 31st. 
1918. As tile vacancies are made ev­
ery two years an election is to be held.

The Mayor and Councillors shall 
receive no remuneration.

Six months’ absence from the Col­
ony, conviction for felony or misde­
meanor, or declaration of insolvency 
shall operate to vacate the scat of 
absentee, felon or insolvent.

No member is to take office of 
emolument, or profit from his connec­
tion with Council, under penalty of 
vacating, his seat and a penalty of 
$200.00.

There is to be a Deputy Mayor, who 
is to be elected by the Council.

Contracts must be made in the name 
of the City and signed by the Mayor, 
or a member of the Council in his ab­
sence.

Leave of absence to any employee 
may be granted bv the Mayor, but for 
a longer period by the Council.

The Council shall have power , to 
make bye-laws to put the Act more 
fully into effect. These bye-laws shall 
be published in the Royal Gazette. 
The Council shall also have power to 
prescribe fines and penalties for 
breach or uon-obscrvancc of any pro­
vision of tliis Act or bye-law passed 
by the Council. These 'shall be re­
coverable in the Magistrate’s Court at 
the suit of the City.

Every meeting of the Council shall 
he held in public, unless it be‘a special 
or privileged meeting.

No member of the Council shall bo 
permitted to vote or speak upon any 
question before the Council or before 
any Committee where his private in­
terest is ’immediately concerned, dis­
tinct from his public interest, or 
where he is personally interested, di­
rectly or indirectly, or where he is 
agent for any person or company in­
terested in such question.

The Council shall have power of 
themselves, or through their employ­
ees, to enter upon all lands and into 
any buildings for the purpose of car­
rying out any of the provisions of 
this Act or. the bye-laws of the Coun­
cil in relation thereto.

marks. There is meat enough, but as 
it is roasted in sugar and water it 
docs not strengthen the constitution. 
In a Danish journal, the Guds Denske- 
magazinc, March number, Dr. Edward 
Lehman, lately returned from Berlin, 
says everybody stays at home, it 
saves money and it saves strength. It 
is curious to see how slowly they 
move their feet, at first I thought 
there, was depression, ijut I soon 
learned to walk slowly myself on ac­
count of the small rations of bread 
and especially of butter. I had just 
finished a book where I had learned 
it is by the help of hydrates and car­
bonates that we are able to read, now 
I have learned that they are also ne­
cessary to walking.

BERLIN OFFICIAL.
BERLIN, April 2.

An official sttaement issued to-day 
annonces that Teutonic troops clear­
ed one thousand yards of French 
trenches northeast of- TaucOurt, in 
addition to positions taken on March 
30th. The only mention of fighting 
around Verdun yesterday tells of the 
repulse of a French counter-attack, 
after a terrific artillery bombardment, 
near Vaux. The Germans took 731 
prisoners in this battle.

KING GEORGE’S GIFT.
LONDON, April 2.

King George has placed one hun­
dred thousand pounds at the disposal 
of the TreasufT The letter accom­
panying the donation says it is the 
King’s wish that this sum, which he 
gives in consequence of the war, 
should be applied in whatever man­
ner is deemed best in’ the opinion of 
His Majesty’s Government.

KILLED AND INJURED BY AIR 
RAID.

LONDON, April 2.
At least sixteen persons were kill­

ed, and about two hundred others in­
jured by the explosion of bombs 
dropped in another raid by Zeppelins 
and dirigible balloons over the north­
east coast of England on Saturday 
night. The official version says: Two 
airships i approached the northeast 
coast on Saturday night. Only one 
crossed the coast. The other turned 
back. For the present we know of 18 
persons killed and about a hundred 
injured. Eight dwelling houses were 
demolished. Serious fire was caused 
In a French polishing shop.

SERBIAN PRISONERS RELEASED.
BERLIN, April 2.

In conformity with a recommenda­
tion made by the Governor General 
of Serbia, It has been decided to per­
mit Serbians interned in Austria and

Hungary to return 'to their homes. *

500.

BRITISH LINER SUNK.
LONDON, April 2.

.The British liner Achilles was sunk 
on Friday. Four members of the 
crew are missing. The captain and 
sixty-two other persons from the 
steamer have landed. The Achilles 
was in the trade between Australia 
aijd England. The vessel was 7,042 
tons gross, and owned by the Ocean 
S. S. Co., of Liverpool. She sailed 
from Sydney, N.S.W., on January 19, 
for London and Liverpool. The last 
report of the Achilles shows she 
left Cape Town on March 6.

Bismark continued to superintend 
the country for many years, being fin­
ally ejected from the driver’s seat by 
young Wilhelm II., the Roosevelt of 
Germany. lie then retired to his es­
tate and died full of years and hon­
ors in 1S9S. He was a thick, heavy 
man. with a copious neck, a stern, for 
bidding forehead,.eyebrows like hedge 
fences and an implacable mustache. 
Iiis mission in life was to prop up 
wabbly and inefficient royalty and he 
did it so well that he will always be 
known as the foster father of Ger­
many.
