Wilson’s Ultimatuns.

Germany has not yet replied in anfy

form to President Wilson’s last note, :

which was practically an ultimatum,
if we except the short announcement
contained in yesterday’s despatches
that the Imperial German Govern-

. ment pleads for time in which to pre-

pare its answer. The Hun is now
firmly impaled on the horns of a dip-
lomatic dilemma. Should he accept
the terms and principles enunciated
by Mr. Wilson, such acceptance will
mean unqualified and unconditional
surrender. On the other hand if he
rejects them entirely, the war will
continue until Germany is complete-
1y sul%ugated. The President leaves
no hole through which the wily Ger-
man can crawl. He has met the new
“peace offensive” squarely and puts
the onus of continuing the war on
the German Government. There is
no way of escape, because to -once
again quote this famous document,
“the only armistice he (the Presi-
dent) would feel justified in submit-
ting for consideration would be one
which should leave the United States
and the Powers associated with her
in 'a position to enforce any arrange-
ments-that may be entered into, and
to make a renewal of hostilities on
the part of Germany impossible.” The
Allies .also must be assured of “un-
restricted power to safeguard and en-
force the dotalls, of the peace to
which the Germm Government has
agreed.”

In these words, pregnant with im-
port, the German Government is told
that the conditions demanded by the]
Allles are such as will make the
*gresslve power of the enemy arm-
f¢s impotent for future evil, and that
luch guarantees will be exacted as
will ensure the keeping of the agree-
tent, should Germany accept the

. térms laid “down. These guarantees

may be either by the occupation of
German territory or the demand for
the handing over of the German Grand
¥leet. In any case there is abject
humiliation for the proud and arro-
gant German.

The transparent deception of the
German Chanecellor’s talk of a Gov-
ernment of the people is at once chal-
lenged by the United States Presi-
dent who goes straight to the kernel
of the matter, by addressing his note
to the German Government, but mak-
ing the appeal directly to the German
people. The President repudiates the
claim that responsible government
has been established in Germany, and
plainly points out that the Kaiser and
his military swashbucklers are the
real masters of that country, and
their word cannot be trusted. While
they control the country and Govern-

ment and dictate the policies of the

latter, and continue to stifle public
opinion, there will not be any con-
gideration of or arrangement for
peace negotiations. Only in terms of
absolute surrender will there be any
treating with autocracy and militar-
ism.

There is no latent ambiguity about
the President’s utterance, It is an
ultimatum in every sense of the word,
and one which is unexampled in its
lwrnly and plainly outspoken lan-
guage. The choice for Germany is
between the Kaiser and all that he
stands for, and peace, and the answer

must come, not from the present rul-
ers who are merely the puppets and
mouthpieces of Kaiserism, but from
the lips of the German people them-
selves through their popularly  elect-
ed representativés. No need to won-
der that the German Government re-
quests an extension of time.

In the neantime, it is understood
that the Allies haye given their ap-
proval to this Jatest note, which re-
presents, in a general sense, their
view of the gituation. Press comment,
particularly in the United States, is
80 far scanty, the whole of newspaper-
dom realising that - the matter
{§ now in the competent hands of
the Allied War Council, and their de-
cision will be the last word.

" VACCINE TREATMENT.

The Health Bureau of New York re-
plies that they cannot furnish influ-
enza vaccine outside of New York city.
Probably the answer from Toronto
will be ‘similar. Meanwhile it is in-
teresting to note the conclusions ar-
rived at by a committee of medical
men who considered, carefully, all the
evidence available as to the value of
the vaccine. The committee . finds
that: 1. The evidence at hand . af-
fords no trustworthy basis for regard-
ing prophylactic vaccination against
influenza as of value in preventing the
spread of the disease or of reducing
its severity. 2. The evidence at hand
convinces‘the Board that the yaccines
we have considered have no .specific
value in the treatment of influensa.
While the committee is therefore non-
committal in its findings as to the
value of the vaccine, they are of opin-
jon that it is not harmful, and advise
its ‘'use in an experimental way.

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Judicial Inquiry in
Railway Accident.

- (Continued.)

William Leggo, sworn and examined
by Mr. Mews, B.L.—I am a section
man on the Reid Newfoundland Com-
pany’s Railway. Joshua Sheppard is
my foreman. Joseph Kfeee is the road
master on that division. . I live at Cur-
ling. I have been working with the
Reld Newfoundnland Company since
June, 1918. I remember the run-off
which occurred on September the 24th
three miles west of Curling. We were
working about two miles east of where
the accident happened. We were re-
pairing the road. We were working
vest. The  foreman and the other
Petion men were working with me.
Xepairing the road would mean tak-
#hg out old ties and putting in n>w
@®nes, lining the road up, gauging, driv-
ing spikes where required. We often
have to take out spikes and drive
them again or put in new spikes. We
did not have to lay down new rails
sinee I have been working on the
road. Upon getting instructions to go
tg the wreck, we went up, that is the
t@i;eman. Mr. Sheppard, myself and
a?other man. We got instructions to
g0.to the ‘wreck shortly after the ac-
cident happened, and we went right
away. When we got there we saw the
five cars off the track. Besides the
engine and baggage car, there was
one truck on the road bed. The truck
was not on the rails, it was on the
road bed. The first thing we did was
to go around to see if we could render
any assistance to the passengers.
When we went around, we found that
all the passengers had been taken
out of the cars, some being in a house
close by and others were around the
scene of the wreck. The injured ones
“were removed to the house and those
who were uninjured were around the
scene of the wreck. T examined the
rail where the truck left it; that is the
truck of the second class car. I could
see where she left the rail, she cut the
first tie she came to. I did not look
to see what distance the wheels had
gone over the ties. I looked to see if

found the rails in perfect condition.
I examined the spikes for a distance;
of three rails back, that is east. The |
spikes were all right. I examined the
joints of the rails and I found them
all right. I really carefully examined
the track and rails in the neighbour-.
hood of the accident and could dis-
cover nothing whatever that would
cause a train to run off the track. I
saw one of the rails turned over on
the lower gide opposite one of the
My opinion is that that was
caused by the sleeper when it turned
over on its gide. About three rails
west of the point where the truck left
the rails, I found about 10 sleepers
bunched. They ‘were ‘just pushed
together flat. My idea of the bunch-¢
ing is, when the truck left'the rails,
she got caught in the sleepers and
pushed them ahead. I shculd say this
was a two per cent. grade. The outer
rail on the curve is elevated. As to
the elevation, that is done by the fore-
man, still I know the elevation on
this curve. I would say it was two
and a half inches at this curve where
the accident happened. In my opinion
the elevation was all right. It was not
a sharp curve, and in my opinion it
was an eight or ten degree curve.
After my inspection of the track the!
foreman and we two section men
started to put the track in repair so
as to allow other trains to pass along.
The first thing we did was to remove
the truck from the road bed. There
was a relief train came up about an
hour after we got there with a wreck-
ing crew aboard with doctors, priests,
ministers and all to succor the wound-
ed. They brought everything with
them for the wounded: passengers.
Other men from other sections who
came up on the wrecking train went
to work with wus.

All mouth washes, bath water, ex-
creta, and uneaten liquid food should
be thrown into the tollet by the at-
tendant.

All bags, napkins, scraps of -un-
caten food, mouth swabs, etc., should
be wrapped in clean newspaper  be-
fore being carried from the sickroom
to be destroyed by burning.

All linen—sheets, masks, - towels,
etc.—~should be submerged in a large
kettle of cold water in the sickroom.
This can be safely carried to the
kitchen stove, and when contents
have been boiled five minutes any one
may finish caring for the linen.

When attendant cannot stop to wash
her own hands, door knobs, faucets,
etc.,, should be protected by scraps
of newspaper which may be destroy-
ed after each using.

Attendants must be constantly
masked, must wear big all over apron
in sickroom, changing it to a different
one always before entering any other
part .of the house.

Attendant must keep facllities for
washing her own hands-—soap, nail
brush and paper towels—in clean
place and never touch the patient or
patient’s utensils without afterward
cleansing her own hands thoroughly.
Running water is better and safer
than & basin of weak disinfectant
kept for the hands alone.

Everything used for the patient
should be kept separate from the sup-
plies for the rest of the household.
This means dishes, bed linen, bath
wrappers, towels, face cloths, rocking
chair, ete.

Families can help visiting nurses
and aids by having hot water, towels
and newspapers ready - whenever
nurse is expected.—Montreal Star,

‘Washington, Oet. 16.——81:111511 in-
fuenza, Public Health Service sciss-
tists belleve, is very similar to the
epidemic of grippe which .swept the
country during the winter of 1889 and
1890. :

Very probably, the infection, resur-
rected in Europe, and aftéer sweeping
the war-torn gountries, now has -ap-
peared in thé United States, has &
very ancient history,: taking it back
to the day of Hippdcrates and Livius
more than 400 years before Christ.

The best means of treatment of in-
fluenza cases were communicated t»
the country a few days ago by Sur-
geon General Blue 'through the Asso-
ciated Press. Now General Blue has
issued a leaflet which tells something
about the strange malady.

“Jt seems probable 'that in 1918, as
in 1889-90, the earliest appearance wus
in }!h.st.ern Europe,” it says. “By April '
gﬂt were occurring on the Western
'h'ont In Spain, according to re-
ports, 30 per cent. of the population
were attacked in May. The 1899 epi-
demic starting in northern Europe,
also fell heavily on §pain; the present
ruler, then threée years old, being one
of the first attacked in Madrid. The
King of Spain is said also to have

been attacked in the present epiiom-
The . epidemic of 1918 was at ltl«I

ic-
height iﬁ Germany in June and July.
It has uppeared in practically every
section of Europe. In England the
epidemic prevailed in -May, June and
July. 250

“Outbreaks have been reported from
various sections of the United Sta‘es,
but the spread has been by no meaks
as:rapid as in 1899, when the disease
occurred in America almost simul-
taneously with its appearance in West«
ern Europe.

“The symptoms in the present per-
demic have been an acute onset, vf‘An
very sudden, with bodily weakncss
and pains in the head, eyes, back and
elsewhere in the body. Vomiting may
be a symptom of onset and dizzinese is
frequent. Chilly sensations are usual,
and the temperature is from 100 to 104
degrees, the pulse remaining com-
paratively low. Sweating is not in-
trequent. The appetite is lost, ard
prosptration is marked. Constipation
ig the rule. Drowsiness and photo-
phobig are common. The fever usual-
ly laéts from three to five days; btut
relapses are not uncom§mon, and o~
plications, particularly pulmonary, aré
to be feared. The death rate is usual-
ly given as extremely low; but in the
latter periods of an outbreak an ifi-
erdased number of deaths, presuma®'y
due to complications, has been report-
ed in Spain and in the United Status.
Besides bronchitis and pneamonia,
inflammation of the midle ear and car-
diac weakness may follow the dise
ease.

“The short course of the fever {al-
ways less than seven days), in uncom-
plicated influenza is an aid in diagn<9e-
{s. All ages are attacked, young at-
tive adults being especially suscent-
ible. In Germany there has been such
a preponderance of cases among thd
young that it is supposed that the
1899 epidemic conferred an immunity
on most of those at present over 30
years of age. This has not been ob-
mved elsewhere.”
