British Museum is to be seen a won-
derful collection of Plant Mosaics, the
work of Mrs. Dr. Delaney.

“The Delaney Plant Maosaics were
made by painting fine paper one pice2

upon another and are the work of

Mary Granville, who was horn in
1700, and who r:arried Dr. Delaney,
one-time Dean of Down. She died
in 1788. During her life she gained
some reputation as a portrait paintor.
But it is for her Plant Mosaics, .nade
for amusement during her leisvre
hours, that she is famous.

“Mrs, Delaney attempted

to paint

'flowers, but was dissatisfied with Ler
i efforts and set ahout to copy Nature

more accurately hy posting colour:d
tissue paper on rough black sheets. To
obtain the best results she often made
use of paper of many delicate shades,
covering the one with the other, until
the desired shade was obtained. In
the petals of some of the flowers in
ithe British Museum collection hun-
dreds of pieces of paper are used. The
work is a wonderful imitation of Na~-
ture—every petal, every leaf i{s form-
ed with an accuracy, a skill, which
goes to show that Mrs. Delaney was a
hotanist as well ag an artist.

“The Plant Mosaics include ~nrt
only specimensg of well-known British
nlants and flowers; rare blooms fron
overseas are also represented, It 18
said that Mrs. Delaney got the models
for these latter from ghips’ enntaine
friends of her hushand. whn hwnrht
hack specimens of rare plants from
distant lands for her to copy. To ob-
tain paper for her work the artisgt coj-
lected every bit of coloured paper she
could lay hands on, and employed Rer
friends to do the seme.

“The British Museum Collection
consists of ten books, all carefully
indexed in Mrs, Delaney’'s own hand-
writing. In one volume several
lpecimens are missing, and in the
blank spaces the artist explains that
the missing mosaics were present~d
to Queen Charlotte, wife of King
George III., who was a great admirer
of the Mosaic wor®™ Mrs. Del.my
was a favourite at the Court of '(lnz
George III, and was counted among
Queen Charlotte's best friends.”

That is the unfosunate posi-
tion in Ireland to-day. Three
separate and distinct parties,
possessing separate and distinet
ideas, and neither one of which
will agree with the other, each
clamoring for its portion of the
unhappy island, made more so

now by the recentsplittingupthe

Nationalists. So far there has
been little bloodletting, but it
may not always be so. The sup-
porters of De Valera are deter-
mined on a Republic: the follow-
ers of Griffith and Collins are
satisfied with an Irish Free
‘State, which shall be absolutely
autonomous, while the Ulsterites
will have neither the one nor the
other, but demand that they be
permitted to remain within the
United Kingdom, and govern
themselves under the British
Constitution. Yesterday’s des-
patches from Dublin and Lon-
don indicate serious and grave
conditions. Mr. De Valera has
opened an exceedingly strong
compaign no less against the
Provisional Government of the
Irish Free State than against
the Empire itself. That the Free
Staters are ready to abide by
their agreement is undebateable.
Thus will bad feeling grow be-
tween those who are satisfied
with the Treaty as it 1is, and
those who will not accept its
terms and provisions in any way
shape or form.

The New Telephone
System.

(CONNECTION WITH CAPES.

Negotiations are now in progress
between the Government and the Ava-
lon Telephone Company in reference
fo the lines to Cape Spear, Cape St.
Francis and other points. The lines
to the points mentioned are owned by
the Government, and within the past 4
yeasr they have been rebuilt at a
cost of $5000. By an agreement with
the Anglo-Telephone Co., the Govern-
ment paid $40 per year rental each
for their operatiom The Government
zlso agreeing to keep the lines in re-
pair. Two men are being paid for this
service by the Marine and Fisheries
Department. The general public or all

Should the
Avalon Telephone Co. take over these
lines, it is evident that a toll will
have to be paid, as is the rule in other
sections outside the limit. Toll lines
are handled by a special operator.!
They include all ’'phones outside =2
three mile radius from the Ge € |
Post Office. Toll rates are charged ac-
cording to distance, and length of con- |
verstation. An ingenious machine op-i
erated by the toll clerk automaticallyl
records the number of minutes the
’phone is in use. This record, with
other particulars is designed to pre-;
vent disputes by the 'phone user upon '
receiving his bill. The long distance
'phone is being extensively used, and
the calls are increasing daily. In this
connection the Company has under
consideration the establishment of an
exchange at Torbay. At the city ex-
change an additional 620 line. section
is now being installed by Mr. C. D.
Farman. This section will take about
2 months to install akd when com-
pleted will be capable of handling
twenty five hundred 'phones, on party
wires. Tuned so delicately is this
switchboard that when a call is made
only the particular ’phone of the four
on the wire will respond.
