She died 
in 1788. During her life she gained 
some reputation as a portrait painter. 
But it is for her Plant Mosaics, marie 
for amusement during her leisure 
hours, that she is famous.

“Mrs. Delaney attempted to paint 
flowers, but was dissatisfied with her 
efforts and set about to copy Nature 
more accurately by posting colouri d 
tissue paper on rough black sheets. To 
obtain the best results she often made 
use of paper of many delicate shades, 
covering the one with the other, until 
the desired shade was obtained. In 
the petals of some of the flowers in 
the British Museum collection hun­
dreds of pieces of paper are used. The 
work is a wonderful imitation of Na­
ture—every petal, every leaf is form­
ed with an accuracy, a skill, which 
goes to show that Mrs. Delaney was a 
botanist as well as an artist.

“The Plant Mosaics include m t 
only specimens of well-known British 
plants and flowers ; rare blooms Iron 
overseas are also represented. It is 
said that Mrs. Delaney got the models 
for these latter from shins’ contain., 
friends of her husband, who hun-cht, 
hack specimens of rare plants from 
distant lands for her to copy. To ob­
tain paper tor her work the artist col­
lected every bit of coloured paper she 
could lay hands on, and employed her 
friends to do the seme.

“The British Museum Collection 
consists of ten books, all carefully 
indexed In Mrs, Delaney's own hand­
writing. In one volume several 
specimens are missing, and in ihe 
blank spaces the artist explains that 
the missing mosaics were presented 
to Queen Charlotte, wife of King 
George III., who was a great adm'rer 
of the Mosaic woiTR Mrs. DeUny 
was a favourite at the Court of King 
George III. and was counted among 
Queen Charlotte’s best friends.”

Rasputin, it seems, was induced— 
not without some difficulty, as he was 
growing apprehensive about the at­
titude of the Grand Ducal party to­
ward him—to pay an evening visit to 
the house of Prince Yusupoff, the 
husband of one of the Grand Duchess­
es. The party included Grand Duke 
Dmitri; Puriskevich, a member of the 
Duma; an officer named Sukotii, a 
doctor and Yusupoff himself. They had 
already made careful preparations to 
poison their guest after the most ap­
proved Italian medieval methods per- ! 
petuated in melodrama.

“They had prepared port,” the Prin­
cess' story goes, “a poisoned bottle on 
a side table, and an unpoisoned bot­
tle, some poisoned pink cakes and 
some unpoisoned chocolate cakes.

At a late hour last night wireless 
messages were picked up from the 
high powered Wireless Station at 
Naun, Germany, by the new Wireless 
and Electrical Engineering College at 
the C.L.B. Armoury. In an interview 
this morning Mr. Southgate stated 
that their wireless aerial, which tow­
ers above everything in the city, was 
only erected on Sat rday, and that 
the messages from Germany were not 
picked up on their commercial receiv­
ing set, which is only designed for 
short wave lengths, but by means of 
an assembly of coils of wire and con­
densers assembled by himself as an 
experiment. These signals being de­
tected by a small electric light bulb 
called a “Vacuum Tube.” As soon as 
the supersensitive receiving set which 
ts on its way from New York arrives, 
Mr. Southgate states that they should 
be able to receive musical - concerts 
from the larger Canadian and Ameri­
can cities. We hope that the motto of 
the Collège “a wireless set in every 
town, village and Island in Newfound­
land" will soon be realized ; thereby 
enabling the boys In our outports to 
keep in touch with the city irrespec­
tive of atmospheric conditions.

Explains Itself.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—The second section of 
your editorial this evening is rather 
too big a strain on the intelligence of 
those of your readers who participab­
ed in the Prohibition Campaign of 
1916. You made use of the following 
words in describing the 1916 plebiscite 
“let it be impressed upon the Govern­
ment, that the kind of plebiscite taken 
in the year 1916 will not serve in the 
present case. Nothing less than a 
clear voting majority for or against 
should be accepted as the desire of the 
people.”

Whatever can you mean by the 
phrase “clear voting majority for or 
against?” You certainly know that the 
Prohibition Bill was passed by our 
Legislature subject to ratification by 
the people on the following conditions, 
viz: at least 40% of the 1913 electoral 
voters list; and a’so a clear majority 
of those voting on the plebiscite.

You also must know that as a result 
of these terms, life long prohibition­
ists who died between the period of 
the taking of the 1913 lists and voting 
day were automatically registered 
against the bill on the percentage 
clause. Furthermore, all elck voters 
(not those afflicted with the kind of 
Illness which very frequently attacks 
most of the Controller's customers) 
were registered against the bill on the 
same basts as well ae all the soldiers 
overseas.

The prohibitionists obtained 40% of 
the voters’ lists, and an overwhelming 
majority of t!y>se who voted. In the 
face of these inoontrovertahle facts, 
how do you expect intelligent people 
to take your editorial seriously? Pos­
sibly. you intended it as a joke; but I 
submit that dealing with an Issue hav­
ing such direct bearing on the moral 
and physical well being of our people, 

’the press should handle this matter 
very seriously.

It has recently been stated by a 
very high placed man in the political 
life of England, Jihat one of the lead­
ing London newspapers has never 
suffered much for its opinions on 
moral Issues, having developed re­
markable methods of discovering the 
trend of public opinion along moral 
progressive lines, and knowing Just 
when to Jump the fence. I fear that 
this statement has some local ap­
plication, as unless there Is a distinct 
change of heart on the part of. some 
of our local editors, their publica­
tions will hardly ever be classed as 
Reform Journals.

It is very easy for observant folk 
to draw conclusions as to the difficulty 
with regard to the enforcement of thq 
Prohibition Law. Permit me lust 
to remind you of one fact which must 
be quite familiar to one with your 
grasp of current events.

St. Valentine’s Day.
It is not quite clear who St. Valen­

tine was. There were probably more 
than one of the name among the early 
martyrs, and it Is possible that both 
a priest and a bishop so called died 

I for their faith’s sake in Rome, one un- 
der Claudius II., and the other under 

1 Aurelius, on February 14, in the third 
century. This latter is said to have 
met his death by being beaten with 
clubs, and then beheaded. Why one of 
the city gates at Rome was named 

. Porta Valentine, presumably after the 
| saint is not known, nor why his re­
mains should be invested with pecu­
liar sanctity in the Roman Church of 
St. Praxedes. The modern usages con­
nected with the day have so far as can 
be learned, no connection with the 
saint or his martyrdom. There was 
an old custom in ancient Rome of 
drawing the names of young women 
from a lottery box at the feast of Lu- 
percalia in February, the season when 
birds were accustomed to mate in 
that latitude. The name drawn by a 
young man was that of the one who 
should be his partner in the dance, 
etc., and led to betrothals in some 
cases. Probably the Christian church 
by attaching this or similar features 
to the middle day of the month only 
strove ‘,o work a needed reform in the 
observance of the festival, which had 
bcccme degraded, and to enforce the 
then new Idea t ? the sanctity of mar­
riage, and the sacrednesa of all en­
gagements, Including betrothals. The 
old writers refer for the origin of the 
observances of St. Valentine's day to 
the birds, as for Instance the poet 
Gray says:

“Last Valentine, the day when birds

The New Telephone
System.

CONNECTION WITH CAPES.
Negotiations are now in progress 

between the Government and the Ava­
lon Telephone Company in reference 
lb the lines to Cape Spear, Cape St. 
Francis and other points. The lines 
to the points mentioned are owned by 
the Government, and within the past 4 
yeasr they have been rebuilt at a 
cost of $5000. By an agreement with 
the Anglo-Telephone Co., the Govern­
ment paid $40 per year rental each 
for their operationv The Government 
also agreeing to keep the lines in re­
pair. Two men are being paid for this 
service by the Marine and Fisheries 
Department. The general public or all 
’phone users had the use of this ser­
vice without extra cost. Should the 
Avalon Telephone Co. take over these 
lines, it is evident that a toll will 
have to be paid, as is the rule in other 
sections outside the limit. Toll lines 
are handled by a special operator. 
They include all ’phones outside a 
three mile radius from the Ge * 1 
Post Office. Toll rates are charged ac­
cording to distance, and length of con- i 
verstation. An ingenious machine op­
erated by the toll clerk automatically 
records the number of minutes the 
’phone is in use. This record, with 
other particulars is designed to pre­
vent disputes by the ’phone user upon 
receiving his bill. The long distance 
’phone is being extensively used, and 
the calls are increasing daily. In this 
connection the Company has under 
consideration the establishment of an 
exchange at Torbay. At the city ex­
change an additional 620 line, section 
is now being installed by Mr. C. D. 
Farman. This section will take about 
2 months to install ahd when com­
pleted will be capable of handling 
tw'enty five hundred ’phones, on party 
wires. Tuned so delicately is this 
switchboard that when a call is made 
only the particular ’phone of the four 
on the wire will respond.
