Vacuum Process.

The Lunenburg fishing fleet sailed 
on their first fishing trip for 1923 the 
latter part of April. The total num­
ber of vessels is 72 as compared with 
about 100 last year. The departure for 
the banks was two weeks behind last 
year’s date and the spirit of hope and 
enthusiasm that then existed is now 
not in evidence owing to the poor 
prospects £8 regards price. Last April 
the price was $7.00, to-day it is only 
$5.00 per jnintal, so that it is easily 
seen why the fishermen of Lunenburg 
are discouraged.

At the time of the fleet’s departure 
there were estimated to be 70,000 
quintals of Lunenburg catch of last 
year yet unsold and about half of this 
is still in the hands ot the fishermen. 
Their principal market, Porto Rico, is 
just now in a poor condition and is 
overstocked with fish sent there on 
consignment the past winter.

The Nova Scotia fishermen are to 
many cases dropping out of the busi­
ness this spring and seeking other 
employment in the United States and 
fully one-third of the schooners that 
were at the Bank and Shore fisheries 
last year have been sold. They say 
that they cannot catch fish and make 
a decent living out of their work at 
less than $6.00 per quintal and to-day 
the price at Lunenburg is only $5.00 
per quintal which after paying ex­
penses, would this season, leave noth­
ing for the fishermen.—Canadian

Old Water-Wheel

RKLICT OF ELIZABETHAN DATS, 
IS DISCOYEBED.

A water-wheel driven by mee- 
power has come to- light in an old 
house at Burham, in the Medway 
Valley. The villagers believe it is the 
last surviving link of its kind with 
Elizabethan days.

None of the passengers on the 
Motor bus that runs out from Maid- 
ston* to Burham would ever have 
dreamed that the Qreat (Inland 
farmhouse, which stands near the 
brink of a vast cement quarry, con­
tained so rare a relic of country life.

Stoutly made of oak, the water­
wheel can be made to revolve over a 
deep well In an outhouse built against 
the farm. It is some IB ft. in cir- 
iumference. and is beautifully pois­
ed, the least touch moving it on its 
thick wooden axle. It Is believed to 
he at least 300 years old.

Way to Work It
The water-drawer steps Inside the 

wheel through the spokes and he 
walks round it like a mouse in a re­
volving cage. The water is drawn 
up in a bucket By means of a rope. 
The bucket Is the size of a small 
barrel.

"A family that lived here before 
us used to put their retriever dog on 
to work the wheel,” said Mrs. Twort, 
who. with her hnsband, lives in one; 
part of the house.

“When We 6rst came the children 
used to play about and work it, but 
it is so delicately balanced that you 
have to be careful that you don’t 
have a fall. We often say it must he 
very like working the old treadmill.

Another Big Drive Foi The death of Mr. Toleon RendeU, of 

Heart's Content, occurred yesterday 
morning at the Lunatic Asylum un­
der very sad circumstances. The de­
ceased visited the city about two 
weeks ago to attend to some business 
and it was while he was returning to 
hie home from Carbonear to Heart’s 
Content that he met with an accident 
which brought fatal results. It ap­
pears that the deceased was driving 
home by horse and carriage early 
Sunday morning last, when he stopped 
the horse to alight from the car­
riage, near Victoria Village, and in 
doing so his foot got caught in the 
dasher and precipitated him to the 
ground. In the fall his head came in 
contact with a large stone, and he was 
rendered unconscious. The driver, a 
boy of ,16 years rushed to his aid, 
and having secured assistance from 
the neighbors in the vicinity, the in­
jured man was removed to the Half­
way House, a short distance away, 
where everything possible was done 
for him. A few hours later the in • 
jured man was brought on to Heart’s 
Content where he 'was attended by 
Dr. A. Anderson. Mr. Rendell re­
ceived k severe head wound in his 
fall, the bone crushing the brain, 
later developing into meningitis. 
The patient hovered between life and 
death for several days and never re­
gained consciousness up to the time 
of his death. It was only on Mon­
day morning last that he wàs removed 
to the city for treatment but without 
avail, the final summons came yester­
day morning at 6 o’clock. The body 
was coffined and prepared for bur­
ial, and went out by the 8.45 train 
this morning. Mr. E. J, Warren, a 
brother-in-law, accompanied the re­
mains. The late Mr. Toison Rendell 
was a life long resident of Heart’s 
Content. For a number of years he 
conducted a successful provision and 
meat business, and was held in the 
highest esteem by those who had 
close dealings with him. His un­
timely end comes as a great shock to 
Ills many friends, and there will be 
universal sorrow expressed for the 
grief-striken family.

Most of the passengers 
had lost most of the money and per­
sonal effects.

Steaming all night 
in complete darkness they reached 
the small creek that was their rendez­
vous .about 100 miles frem Swatow 
Sunday morning.

Hiawathi
Marie, Ont., May.—SaultSault Ste.

Ste. Marie is to attempt something 
unusual this summer. Alongside the 
city is an Ojlbway tribe, the original 
Saulteaux (pronounced Soto) or in­
habitants of the Sault. At the cele­
bration at the Sault in August of the 
300th anniversary of the discovery of 
the Sault and Lake ■ Superior, these 
Ojibways are to produce an elabor­
ate presentation on two afternoons 
of Longfellow’s “Hiawatha.” All the 
actors will be Ojibways and they will 
speak their parts in their own lan­
guage. The play will be produced at 
the river front at the east end of the 
city. Thirteen years ago a dozen of 
the relatives of the poet Longfellow 
visited the Reserve, to see in person 
the country referred to in the poem. 
The Sault is in the heart of the 
Hiawatha country, and the old Indian 
name of the city “Pawiting” appears 
several times in the poem. The 
poet’s daughter was greatly interest­
ed in her hosts, and in her two 
weeks’ visit formed a high opinion 
of the chief men and women of the 
tribe. She discovered to her sur­
prise that the Indians had a fair 
knoweldge of the poem, which they 
discussed with her, eulogizing its 
fidelity to detail. Mr. Longfellow 
had never visited the Sault, but had 
received his information as to the 
ways of the Ojibways and their le­
gends from an old chief who was 
temporarily a resident on Long Is­
land where the poet met him. It is 
interesting to noté that the ancient 
home of the Ojibways according to 
the “Handbook of the Indians of 
Canada” issued by the Dominion 
Government, was Algoma. It is a 
curious fact that the Sault appears 
constantly in recorded history for a 
longer period, and more continuous­
ly than any other community in On­
tario. For this reason, the Sault In­
dians, their customs, manner of 
living, their wars and migrations are 
pretty faithfully chronicled over a 
long period of time. Sagard, the 
Hecollect historian, the old French 
Relations, Nicholas Perrot, Pere 
Marquette, La Hon tan, Galinee and a 
host of other writers of the 17th cen­
tury, deal with the Sault and its in­
habitants. It is recorded that there 
were 2,000 people there in 1641, and 
when £t. Lusson proclaimed French 
sovereignty over the Great Lakes in 
1671, the same number of people were 
assembled there. The Ojlbway band 
on the Garden River Reserve along­
side the Sault, numbers nearly 600, 
there are 1,200 of the tribe in the 
district. These still refer to the 
Sault as Pawiting, which means 
“The Rapids." Champlain’s map of 
1632 shows eleven cabins there, seven 
on the Canadian side and four on the

Payne, Ottawa, vice-president ^of the 
Labrador gold hunting company that 
is outfitting the steamer ’ Petrel for 
a prospecting voyage to Stag Bay, 
announced on Tuesday, May 22nd, 
that the sailing would be postponed 
owing to the unfavorable reports of 
ice conditions.

Riddled Body Puzzles Paltee.

KENT, Connecticut — Litchfield 
County is more mystified than ever 
over the death of Fred Carter, the 
18 year old hoy, whose shot-gun rid­
dled body was found against the pll. 
ing of the Housatonic River Bridge 
three weeks after his sudden disap­
pearance from the hous» where he 
had made his home with Miss Jennie 
Barker, a thirty-two year old spin­
ster.

Whether the boy committed suicide 
or was murdered is to be determined.

There are those who believe he 
took his own life.- and some who be­
lieve that the wound was such that 
it. would have be<n impossible f»r 
win-, to have 'uflieted It o.i himself, 
fl I* it to be determined at the in­
quest, If one is held, and ofie 
of the first persons to be ex­
amined will be Miss Barker, who 
was an adopted daughter of the Rev. 
and Mrs. W. M. Goodwin, with whom 
Fred Carter had made his home since 
he was a small boy. Meanwhile Mias 
Barker is remaining in seclusion at 
the home of Miss Marv Hatch, who 
is guarding her from curious visit­
ors.’

She did not go to the young man's 
funeral. Rumours freely passed about 
the village and apparently accepted 
by all had it that she w as told not 
to go. But when a villager was ask­
ed by whom she was told not to go, he 
merely raised his eyebrows and lap­
sed into silence.

The body was examined before bur­
ial by Coroner S. A. Herman of 
Litchfield and Medical Examiner H. 
B. Hanchett of Torrtogton, who found 
that it had been shot with a 12-gauge

With all the modern improvement 
in breeds of lire stock it may be 
doubted whether there is living to­
day a steer or ox equal In Sise to some 
of the fat cattle of olden times.

In 1845 there was disposed Of by 
raffle at Pratt’s Old London inn, in 
Taunton, England, a giant ox of the 
Devon breed that stood 19 hands high 
and weighed 3,700 pounds. But this 
one was not in it with the Durham 
ox which earned a modest fortune for 
its owner, John Day, and brought the 
now famous Shorthorn cattle into 
high repute a little more than a cen­
tury ago. A writer in the Mark Lane 
Express described the extraordinary 
animal as having weighed when two 
years old 3,620 pounds, and when 
slaughtered at eight years old his 
carcass dressed 2,478 pounds, while 
his live weight at that time was stat­
ed to have been 4,340 pounds. He 
girthed 11 feet 1 inch just behind the 
shoulders. His owner exhibited him 
six years through England and Scot­
land, having a van for his convey­
ance about the' country. It was in 
1807 that Day’s ox dislocated his hip 
and had to be killled.

Favorite, the sire of this bovine 
wonder, was made famous by the pro­
digious sise and remarkably fine form 
of the steer. When Charles Colling 
of Darlington, who is regarded as the 
founder of the Shorthorn breed, sold 
all his cattle at auction in 1810, 
Comet, a six-year-old bull by Favor­
ite, brought 15,000, and six cows by 
him, some of them eleVen years old, 
made an average of $720, which was 
unheard of in those days and tor 
many years afterward.

The old tag—"Six hours’ sleep fer a 
man, seven for a woman, eight for a 
fool”—has been the bane of my ex­
istence for years. I have always tried 
to persuade myself that I must be 
very foolish, because the more sleep 
I can get the better I am pleased.

One man known to me gives ap­
preciative backing to this standpoint, 
for he says:

So far as one can judge, the hours 
of sleep required by each individual 
are peculiar to that Individual. Yet 
certain sections of the community 
have, willynilly, to ration themselves 
as to their periods of dreamless of 
nightmarish insensibility.

Sailors, for instance, learn very soon 
that four hours at a time is their 
customary ration, though, thanks to 
the dog-watch, they get automatical­
ly eight hours off after the shorter 
spell.
