Niagara in the Limelight

“Nature’s greatest spectacle” is to
be made still more spectacular by
Art. Otherwise stated, Niagara is to be
made optically glorious at night by
searchlight illumination—twenty-four
searchhghts, having an aggregate of
one billion three hundred and twenty
million candle-power. The idea, it
appears, is not new. As long ago as
11884, a primitive attempt to illuminate
{the Falls at night was made by Albert
Bierstadt, by exploding a quantity of
gun-powder on the rocky ledge ben-
eath the American Falls, for the en-
tertainment of a party of English
railroad men. That was a small be-
ginning. But in 1907 a large-scale
temporary demonstration of illuminat-
ing possibilities was made by the di-
rector of the Illuminating Engineering
Laboratory of the General Electric
Company, W. D'A. Ryan, whoge ac-
count of that experiment, together
with a description of the new project
of permanent illumination, appears in
the current issue of Light (Cleveland).
The present plan, indeéd, Mr. Ryan
tells us, is in effect the culmination of
his earlier experiment. Mechanical
progress, in particular the work on
military searchlights,- ha8 made more
powerful and efficient apparatus avail-
able, and the permanent Niagara in-
stallation will supply 30 per cent.
more light than was used in the tem-
porary demonstration of 1907.. The
flux of light will be adequate to light
the Canadian and the American Falls

{“The Niagara Falls Chamber of
Commerce is planning a rather exten-
sive exposition which will 'feature
electricify for a period of ten days
and nights. On the night of June 8,
there will be an electrical parade with
illuminated floats, which will ter-
minate in the official dedication of the
new lighting.

Bells, gongs or siren horns
shall not be used thereon except on
fire ar police apparatus, and with the
permission of the commission.”

French Foreign Trade

France's overseas trade during the
first quarter of this year. has not been
quite as brisk as during the corres-
ponding period last year, according to
official figures received by the Bank-
ers Trust Company of New York from
its French Information Service, which
show that the totdl tonnage of goods
loaded in French ports between Jan-
uary 1 and April 1 totalled 10,650.100
tons this year as against 11,405,600
tons last year. The number of ships

in February and 3,924 in March  as-
compared with an average of 3,926 for
any month last year.

As regards the actual volume of
traffic, Rouen still heads the list of
French ports with total imports and
exports at 603,000 tons and is follow-
ed by Marseilles with 443,700 tons and
Bordeaux with 295,800 tons.  ‘Le
Havre, which generally ranks tHird
in importance among the French

PREPAYMENT OF IMPORT DUTY BY CUSTOMS
STAMPS ON ADVERTISING MATTER, ETC.

The Honourable the Minister of Finance and Cus-
toms, under thé provisions of Item 306 (f) of the
“Revenue Act, 1925,” has been pleased to approve of
the following regulations respecting prepayment of
Import Duty by Customs Stamps on Advertising mat-
ter, ete., viz:—

1. Customs Duty Stamps, for the payment of im-
port duties on advertising matter, price ‘lists “and
catalogues, ican be obtained in one, three and five cents
each on application to the Deputy Minister of Customs,
St. John’s, Newfoundland, or to the Secretary, High
Commissioner for Newfoundland, 58 Victoria Street,
London, or to His Majesty’s Semor Trade Commls-

g smner 285 Beaver Hall Hill, Montreal, Canada.

2. The duty stamps are to be affixed on each pack-
age for the amounts of duty payable on the same, and
should be affixed to the reveérse side of the packages.

3. Packets bearing Customs duty stamps on ar-
rival at any port irr Newfoiindland, shall be transfer-
red to the Customs, to be checked for proper payment
of duty and to have the Customs duty stamps thereon

_cancelled by marking same with the Customs dating

stamp, or other.cancellation stamp.

4. Ttem 306 (f) of the Revenue Act 1925 provides
“that on the goods specified in the foregoing item and
imported by mail on and after July 1s, 1925, dtuties
may be paid by Customs Revenue Stamps, under regu-
lations made by the Minister of Finance and Customs,
at the rates specified in the said item, except that on
each separaté package weighing not more than-one
ounce the duty shall be one cent.” ‘

5. The articles specified in Item 306 (e) of the
Revenue Act are:—

“Advertising Pamphlets, Advertising Show Cards,
Illustrated Advertising Periodicals; Price~ Books,
Catalogues and - Price Lists; Advertising Almanacs
and Calendars; Patent Medicine or other Advertising
Circulars, Fly Sheets or Pamphlets; Advertising
Chromos, Chromotypes, Oleographs or like works pro-
duced by any process other than hand painting or
drawing, and having any advertising or advertising
matter printed, lithographéd or stamped thereon, or
attached thereto, including Advertising Bills, Folders,
and Posers or other similar artistic work, lithographed,
printed or stamped on paper or cardboard for business
or advertising purposes, N.O.P.”
