As the
effect of its acceptance would be to the
banks an immediate contraction of their
line of discount.to the extent of from ten
to eleven millions of dollars, besides pre-

venting them from expanding at certain
seasons of the year to meet the require-
ments of the large produce and lumbering
interests, the unanimous opinion was
they could not. It was also agreed by
all that if driven to surrender their circu-
lation, they would be obliged to close up
their institutions, or confine their opera-
tions solely to large commercial centres,

thereby depriving country towns and
villages of local banking privileges.

from the Toronto Board of Trade waited | g,

on Hon. Messrs. Rose, Howland and Tilly,
at Ottawa on Wednesd-y when they
brought up the subject of the duties on
sugar, and other wmtters in which the
ocery trade is interested. It was nrged
the deputation that under the existing
tariff, the refiners have an undue monopo-
ly of the sugar trade. ‘The dniy on the
low grades which the refiners import for |
refining purposes is &0 very low as com~
pared with the duty on the higher grades
which the consumers require, that the
general wholesale dealer is unable to
compete with the refiner, and the result
is that the consumers pay more for the
refined article at present than they would
for raw sugar of superior quality if a
more equitable tanff were in operation.
The deputation do not ask for a reduction
of revenue, or for protection, but only for
such an alternti-n as will plage the im-
rter and refiner on a strictly equal foot-
2, and thersby promote & healthy com-

' of Commons has been prepared, praying
that Sir Morton may be reduced to private
life; and it is understood that this peti-
tion will be followed up by a direct mo-
tion that shall open the way for a new
election, It israther an interesting ques-
tion, whether bankruptcy incapacitates a
man from legislating.
