York Tribwne, writing on the 13th of
March, says :—It was known that, down
to Monaay of this week, Mr. Gladstone
believed that fhe second rcading could
be carried by a narrow wmajority, and that
enough of" the original bill ¢ould be saved
in Commit'ee to cover the hono: of the
Government. He knew before Monday
that ho had not the remotest chance of
carrying the bill throngh hoth Ifouses in
its original shape, or anything like it.
