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Confederation of the Colonies,

The dratt of a bill to unite the
North American Colonies of Upper
and Lower Canada, New Brunswick,
and Nova Scotia in one great com-
' monwealth, appears in our columns
_ this morning. The plan submitted is
the result of long and serious con~
sideration by the ablest and best men
of the Provinces, who, after many
years of deliberation, have at last the
... proud satisfaction of sesing their toil
- rewarded by a successful consummation

~ of the great and glorious work. The'

bill was to be prepared by the Secretary
of the Colonies; and doubtless ere
this ‘has been laid before Parlinment
for approval or rejection. The heart
of every true British American will
tollow with anxious beating the bill
through the Imperial Legislature, and
the announcement of its passage will
be received with enthusiasm throughs
out the -length and breadth of the
mighty empire of whieh we shall
soon, we hope, have the happiness to
know we form & parc. The opposition
to the measure has been - severe,
especially in some of the Eastern Pro-
vinces. Nova Scotia sent two sets of
delegates—one in * favor, the other
opposed to the scheme. The latter
deputation was headed by Hon Mr
Howe—one of the ablest of Nova
Scotia’s sons; and the former by Dr
Tupper, a leading politician of the
same province. Mr Howe, in op~
posing the scheme proposed for Cons
foderation, urged that he was pre~
pared for an “organization of the
Empire,” which Confcderation would
defeat or delay. He believes that
security for peace is to be sought in
such an organization and armament
of the whole empire as will make the
certainty of defeat a foregone con-
clusion to any foreign power that may
attempt to break it;” aad he pro-
posed to treat all the Colonies which
have legislatures, and where the
system of respoosible government is
in operation, as having achieved a
higher political status than Crowa
Colonies or foreign dependencies,
and to permit. them to send
to the House of Commons one,
two or three members of the Cabinets,
according to their size, population
and relative importance,” This bold
scheme met with many supporters
among the English statesmen. Re-

cognizing them as integral parts o('I

the British Empire, the question at
once arose, Why are not the Colonies
as much entitled to be rspresented in
the Imperial Parliament as Ireland or
Scotland, or even England hersel(?
Why should not every Colony send its
delegates to the House of Commons,
and London become, like Washington
city, the centre of Government, with
the Colonies of New Brunswick,
Canada, Australia, East and West In~
dies—and 8o on down the long list of
Colonies that have added to the great.
ness and the glory of the mother
country—sending their delegates.to
the national legislature ; each Colony
governed by the same laws and
entitled to the same privileges as the
residents of the mother country—yet
each enjoying a separate government
_ot its own choice for the conservation
of its local interests, similar to that of
the State Governments of the United
States. Tho sun would never set upon
& people united, happy and free—all

contributing a quota to the support of

the general Goernment, and receiv.

ing in return ihat protection and

assistance it would have a right to

expect. If, coniinued the supporters

of Mr Howe’s scheme, England is not

utterly to fall from her present posi-

tion in the world—if she is not to be~

come 88 insignifcant a speck in the

fatare history ot the earth as she is

now upon its map—nay, if she is not

some day to be overwhelmed and

swept clean of heraccumulated treas—

ures of wealth, industry, art and

benificence by some wave of irresisii«

ble invasion, she must give to each

Colony aund Province a representation

in.the House of Commons; .she must
give to an honorable member for Van-

c ouver ustralia; or India

the same voiceand vote in the national
council as are now enjoyed by the hon.
members for Westminster or Scot-
land. Such were a few of the argus
ments advanced by Mr Howe and his
friendsin favor of an ¢ organization ot
the Empire,” and in opposition to Con-
federation. On the other hand, it was
not denied that the scheme of * organ=
ization” was feasible, but it was urged
that the Confederation of the Colonies
was the first great step toward the
accomplishment of the end that Mr
Howeso devotedly pressed as a reason
why Confederation should not take
place. It was shown that the pro-
posed North American Confederacy is,
in prinoiple, an organization of a group

of Colonies' having for “its ultidate/

aim the same intimate relationship
with the mother country desired by
the opponents ot the scheme; that if
the Colonies are ever to rise from
the position of ¢ dependencies” to that
of equals; that if they are ever to
exchange the relationship of child
for that of partner with the mother
country, it will be by first con-
solidating the at ‘present conflicting
interests of British North America
by adopting the proposed plan of
Contederation, and gradually extend~
ing and applying the principle to
other groups of Colonie8 at present
divided in every interest and senti~
ment save ouwe—that of common
allogiance to the British Crown. It
was shown—and successfully—that
the tendency of Confederation was
unmistakably toward the general
* organizing of the Empire”—that the
adoption of the first would be cer-
tain to hasten the adoptioa of
the second scheme, and that it
would be the fault of British states-
men alone :f the plan was suffered to
take such a shape as, instead ot
strengthening the empire, should tend
to its ultimate dissolution. The
scheme is now before Parliament.
The extension of its provisions so as
to include the Colony of British
Columbia in the Confederation 'is
merely a question ef time. We shall
expect 'a determined opposition from
the official members ot our Council,
secare and snug in their
berths, will object to being disturbed

by the adoption of a scheme that will |

compel them to seek positions in
some other quarter of the globe.

The accounts furnished
of her adventures and eccentricities remind
us of the * wild buntress.”—the heroine of
one of Mayne Reid's romances.

was of real value to the colony (bear, bear).
To revise the tariff to a great extent was not
his intention ; it was bigh enough in tke main,
and to increase it on many articles would be
a loss 1o the coluony snd only encourage
smuggling. The Council generally could be
of only- one opinion if the tariff was to be car
ried to a legitimate extent and wo further, If

a system was to be followed there must be a |

policy, and that must be cootinued. We
capnot mix free trade and tariff together,
When a policy is established, particularly as
to promoting agriculture and home industry,
it might draw many people who would not
otherwise come to the colony.

Hon Robson seconded the motion, though
he was at a loss to understand the course
pursued, since be bad Limeself proposed a
measure io a different way. The sooner,
however, the tariff was attended to the better.
In bis own district tbere were many men
watching it with anxiety, ready to go on an
extended scale into industrial pursuits. The
same could probably be said of the Island

-districts. Nothing, baniing the Estimates,
was of greater importance than atiending to
our agricultaral and industrial 1nterests.

Hon Helmcken in explanaticn said he had
enquired it the Government intended to
bring in such a measure, and was answered
in the negative, being told at the same time
that the appointment of a Committee would

* be a relief to the Government.

Hon Pemberton sustained the hon member
for New Westminster, He Lkoew on the
Island tbat parties were ready to break up
and leave the country if their interests were
not protected 80 as to give them some in-
duceuent to remain in the couotry, and he
would remark that although we were snowed
up here others erjoyed a milder climate
(laughter.) ;

The motion was agreed to, acd the Presi~
-dent appointed the following Committee ;

Hon Birch said be wou d be too glad to
reduce, but he had gooe through the estimates
which were framed with the utmost econcmy
coosistent with efficiency. - He beliaved the
Colony could pay $701,000, though hon
members lost sight of the fact that over $200,-
000 was to pay off debte. IHe bad gone
through the estimates with the intention of
econowmising, bhut if the hon geotleman
would show where a saviog could be pro-
perly observed he would be glad to accept
it.

Hon Helmcken said the expenditure must
be reduced, it was disagreeable but there was
no use talking—it had to he done, we shoula
rather suffer inconvenience than go into
debt. We might be poor, bat let us be
honest, and: there was no use in voting
money we could not pay.

Hoo Macdonald remarked that the estimates
were pearly all for salaries and loaos, and
nothing for public work. He fully endorsed

wember and wonld vote for one of the clerks
being struck out, us the office was going te
be amalgamated.
Hoo Southgate
thould be concentrated - a
most of the money
staff reduced.

Hon Ball sdid this wasa Crowa Colony
and hon members must bear in micd that
there was a good deal of red tape required
in the system, the estimates, he ' believed
were framed with economy. The cleiks in
the service were always employed and if
idle would be discharged; he did not see that
they could be reduced.

Hon Helmcken said red tape was the
evil, bat it was the duty of the Goveroment
il not of the Legislature to imform Her
Majesty’s Government tbat it was entirely
unsuited to the Colony. Ifred tape was in-
sisted oo let H M. Government pay for it, but
the Governor should take upon himself’ the
respousibility ot chaoging the infernal
system.

Hon Robson said the Colony was ground
down by tazaticn io order that duties might
be performed in a red tape way. It was the
duty of the Government to have the system
changed, but that was not the subject
nov before the C.uncil.

Hoo Pcmberton—We are to pay some
$100 a head taxation without remonstrance or
expostulation. It is four times greater than
Australia, and len times greater than Eng-
land.

Hon Birch—Where does the hon gentle-
man take his figures from.

Hon De¢Cosmos—From the estimates.

Hon Birco—He does not include Indiaos;
I do.

Hon Helmcken said Iodians could not
consume what they did not buy, strike” out
the clerks, and the Governwent must depart
from the red tape system while they would
bave a good pretext to offor to the Home
Guvernment,

Hoo DeCormos eaid if the country was to
be anything ut all it must bave cootrol over
its own aflairs. In England the taxation was
equivalentto $10 a head. If the population
ot Canada wag ihree million it would not ex-
ceed $3 50. In New Brunswick it was
about $3 10 with a population of from two to
three hundred thousand. In Nova Scotia it
was about $2 50 or $3, yet this colony was
called upon to pay $1 00.  He would admit
that so long as they were called upon to sup-
port the torm of Government here, the tax
must be high, but not uovecessarily light,
Io picneer commaunities, if we get the Gov-
ernment to preserve our property and land, it
is teally all we require, Here we have &
staff capabie of governing 500,000 peopls.
Without going into details, in looking car~
sorily over the estimates, -he could strike off
$75,0.0 which was equivalent to doing away
with the road tolls, and yet the country would
be as safe and commerce not affected.
There was a general feeling up ahove and in
his constitutency that the road tolls should be
stru k off. But the representative of the
government tells us that we ‘must submit to
be bound hand and foot, and our life blood
taken from us because we are Englishmeo.
What was the position of our neighbors cen-
trasted with ours, and yet there was no in-
security on the other side. The Governor
was atraid to take upon himself the respon-
ponsibility of amalgamation and was, there-
tore, unfit to be Her Majesty’s represen-
tative. He was fully prepared to give
a geoerous support to prudential measures,
but the course they were pursuing was
cruching the life out of the place. We heard
it from San Francieco, Portland and elsewhere
that we were a tax-ridden lot of serfs. How
bad a reduction been made? When we look
to the baok account and fiod $170,000 deficit,
is that a gentleman fit vo administer the
Goveroment? Where is the information on
this point, and why was it not supplied ?
With this overdraft due to the bank, the hon
geotleman tells us he is going on reduciog.
The thing was past comprehension. Then
the hon gentleman calls to his and the Ia-
dian population, Never was such a mistake,
The number of Indians from the Island to
‘the Rocky Mountalns might be estimated af
a mazimom of 18,000 (be obtained his facts
from an experienced authority, who got it
by regular census.)

Then the Collector’s office, what have they
to do? Nothing ; a little eplurge once a
week oo the arrival of a steamer, and it is
over; busy one day doing nothing six; a
glaring instance of extravagance. The office
ought to go to Victoria where the revenue is
raised ; the magistrate and one officer could
do all the dati:s bere as well as the Collector
and his staff. But it was po use alter what
bad been said ; the Government were de-
termined to push the estimates through, snd
through they must go. A serious lesson
would, however, yet be taught them; there
wouid be a deficit at the end of the ygar,
and it the country is asked to make up the
deficiency it will force the people into re-
bellion. ~ Hon gentlemen might thick the
community was too small and widely scat-
tered, aud that the presence of the navy and
80 on would prevent such a thing, but the
pe'ple will first appeal to Her Majesty’s
Government, aod if Jjustice is pot done, the
consequeoces will be serions. It was not
until blood was spilt in Australia that exces-
sive taxation was done away with. There
tie Government thought they could seize
upon a man, and if be did not pay their ex-
bitant demands, tbey could cram’ him in
prison. Here a similar process of wringing
money from the pockets of the people was

Hon Pemberton hoped the representative’

He was always talking
about America and American ipstitutions
Tbe boo member, when he tatked of security
there, had not perhaps seen what he bad on
Amelican soil, a’ whole string of corpses ?
Perhaps ‘he liked Lynch Law; he (the
speaker) did not. Puget Sonnd was quoted
io support of his. arguments, but the bon
geotleman went on further, aod possibly did
not koow the condition of affairs further in~
land. No good and much barm might be
occasioned by the statements so frequently
made io this House, for which there was no
toundation. He bad been amorg the mipers
and they did nct say that they were overtaxeg,
and he did oot believe that the taxation was
$100 per head. There were many Indians
in the interior who owped their horses ang
cattle, and he regarded ‘six Indians as
equivalent to every white man in the coun-
try.

yHon Cox remarked that the winers of
Cariboo said they did not wish to live under
a more liberal Government.

Hon Pemberton #aid the Indians used to
number 75,000 this side of the Rocky Moun-
tains. He estimated the population of Van-
couver Island at'4000 and the mainland at
3000 (ob!)

Hon Robson said the population of Cari-
boo alone was 1200, and he fully believed
that of the Island was 5000, and the main-
land the same ; an entirely ioside view.
The Indian population of the united Colony
was 60,000, according tothe Rev Father

: Fouguet, who knew more about the question

than any liviog man, red, whits, or black.
Say. teo Indians are equal to a white man
under the present system of import duty, the
Indian pays in the same proportion for the
articles he consumes, and that will give a
population of 16 000, which divided by the
amount asked for would give a resalt of
$43 75 per head. He adwitted that this
was far too mueh, snd that we ought to be
governed for half that amount, but there was
this to be considered, that in makiog up the
total $700000 there were large arrears to
pay - which Vancouver Island could pot.
There was even the celebrated telegraphic
dispateh 10 pay for ; these sums swelled ap
the amount 1o a larger sum, (laughter) and
baving merried a wite over head and ears in
debt in ber maidenhood they were obliged
oow to put their hands in their pockets. It
was, to say the least, bad taste for hop
members from Victoria to talk about op-
pression, texation, bloodshed, treason and
rebellion. These demagogues might how!
and rant and roar from every pine tree and
slump between this and Cariboo, but they
could not raise such a feeling; they would be
ooly sowing to the wind and reapiog the
whirlwind. The less said in the House and in
the newspaper abou! credit being gone,
about rebellion, taxation to death, ete., the
betters: Those representations going forth
from the legislature and press brought about
what was said in the.next territory about
the people being serfs.

It was a luxury we could not
afford, and so far as New Westminster is
concerned was entirely useless. Such wag
the opinion of experienced men. It was
only to vessels passing up the gulf to Nanai-
mo or Burrard Inlet that she was of any ser-
vice, and the number passing during the yeat
was 100 small to compensate for the expendin
tare. This institution might, in fact, withe
out any stretch of imagination, be classed
with the dredger. One Colony built a
light-ship, the other a dredger; which was
the most useful of the two he was not pre-
pared to say, but the latter would yet be of
use, though we were not in a position to sups
portit now. In moving that this item be
erased he could oot be taunted with local
jealousy, since it did not direct ships here,

Hon Fraoklyo said, without eutering upon
the question of finance, he considered the
light-ship of the greatest benefit to Nanaimo,
and consequently to the Colony at large. It
was of the greatest assistancesto ships pasging
tbrough Stenart’s Channel, and vessels would
brave; no-doubt, come to griet had there been
oo light ship. The bhon gentleman alluded
to theimportance of the Nanaimo coal trade.
There were 10000 tons now lying thére
awaiting shipmeut, and if a ship was Jost/in
the trade it would throw discredit on-the
Colony.

Hon Robson said he preferred a good naus
tical authority to a medical. one. Captain
Richards repeatedly referred to a lightship on
the sandheads as necessary and important,
Admiral Kingcombe had also, in the strongest
terms, pointed out to the Governor the same
necessity, and if hon members: were not
warped and blinded by local jealousy, they
would say that the light ought to be there.

He concluded by saying that did he not
look forwarl to the time when this was .to
be the great highway of eastern commerce,
when shipping and passengers would flow in
from China and Japan giving the go by to the
Venice of the Pacific, he should not consider
the country worth remaining in.

[This burst of eloquence produced a marked
sensation in the House,

Hon Walkem supported the item as he had
learned from bis hon friend, Capt Stamp, that
it was desirable. :

Hon Stamp said the lightship was usefal to
vessels proceeding to Nanaimo and the Inlet,
but for all the serviceshe was to New West-
minster she might as well be on the dome of
St Paul’s. ;

~addition has just been made to the
8tatistical works at preseut in exist-
ence on the British North American
provinces. We refer to the “Year
Book and Almanac of British North
America,” which has just been issued
.at Montreal. The volume isfilled with

Insurance ‘Tax.—The Insurance Agents
have not made returns of their transactions
as required by the Municipal by-law. The
tax of one-half per cent is deemed to high,
and as it will really fall on the iasurer, its
effect will be to narrow the insurance busi-
ness down to a very small compass. To the
other taxes levied by the Corporation, we
can offer no reasonable objection ; but we do
tbiok that if the tax is levied in full upon the
insurance companies that it will be hanging
an additional and very heavy burthen about
the necks of the people, which they are not
at present, prepared to carry. However, the
agents should make their returns as required
by the by-law, and accompany the retura
by a full statement of the fact’s of the
case. The Councillors as reasenable men
would, we thiok, readily adjust the tax, so
that it would fall lightly upon the class par-
ticularly affected by its operation.

DErECTION OoF . SMUGeLING—The passage
of the ferry between Windsor and Detroit is
now attended with a great deal of annoyance.

CONFEDERATION.

(From the “ Canadian News.”)
LonNpoN, January 3rd, 1867.

The British North American delegates,
who have been in session here for the past
three weeks, have now settled the revision of
the Quebec scheme in a memorandum which
bas received the unanimous assent ot all the
provinces represented. This document has
been forwarded to Lord Carnarvon fof con-
sideration, who will, we understand, give
instructions that a draught bill be prepared
forthwith on the basis of the memorandum,
go that it may be in readiness to be submit-
ted to Parliament as soon after its re-as»
sembling on the 5:h of pext month as prac-
ticable. Newfoundland and Prioce Ed
ward’s lIsland, having not yet decided to
come into the confederation, the Quebec
scheme as regards these I:lands is modified ;

but with this ‘exception and the necessary )

provisions made for the North-West Terri~
tory and British Columbia to enter the con«
federation on equitable terms bereafter, the
resolutions agreed upon in October, 1864, at
the Quabec conference, remain pretty much
the same. These resolutions, it will be re~
membered, dealt generally with the execu«
tive authority—the constitution of the new
Parliament—the powers of Parliment—the
local Government—the local Legislatures—
and the finances of the several provinces;
aod in view of the great importance whick
now attaches to this ‘national question, it
may be well to summarise them.

In framing a constitution for the General
Goveroment (commenced the Quebec mem-
orandum) the conference, with a view to the
perpetuation of our connection with the
mother-country and to the rromotion of the
best interests of the peoplg, of these prov-
inces, desire 1o follow the model of the Brit-
ish Constitution so far as our circumst:nces
will permit: .

The Executive authoiity or Goveroment
shall be vested in the Sqgvereign of the Uni-
ted Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,
and be administered, a¢cording to the well
understood principles of the British Consti-
tution, by the Representative of the Sover-
ign daty authorised.

The Sovereign or Rapresentative of the
Sovereign shall be Commander-in~Chief of
the land and paval militia forces.

A Geoneral Legislatire or Parliament is
provided for the federasted provinces, com-
posed of a Legislative Council and a House
of Commone,

For the purposes of forming the Legis-
lative Council, the federated provinces are
to be considered as consisting of three divi-
sions—1s1, Upper Catada ; 20d, Lower Can-
ada ; 3rd, Acadia or Npova Scotia and New
Brunswick, each divisioo with an equal re-
presentaiion in the Legislative Council.

UpperCanada_is 1o be represented in the
T.egislative by 24 members, Lower Canada
by 24 members, and the three maritime pro:
vinces by 24 members, Lower Canada by
24 members, and the three maritime provins
ces by 24 members, of whom Nova Scotia
shall have 10, New Branswick 10.”

The members of the Legislative Council
are to be appointed by the Crown under the
great seal of the Geoeral Government, and
shall bold office during life; if any Legis~
lative Councillor shall, for two consecutive
gassions of Parliament, fail to give bis attend-
ance in the said Council, his seat shall there-
by become vacant

Members of the Legislative Council to be
British subjects by birth or naturalisation,
of the full age of thirty years, to possess a
continuous real property qualification of four
thousand dollars over and above all incum-
brances, and to be and contioue worth tbhat
sum over and above their debts and liabili-
ties.

If any question shall arise as to the qualie
fication of a Legisla ive Councillor, the same
i to-be determined by the Council.

The. ficst selection of ;the members of the
Legislative  Couneil .to. be made  from  the

lative Councils’of the various provinces
so far as a sofficient pumber be lound - quali-
fied and willicg to serve; such members
‘shall be appointed by the Crown at the res
commendation of the General Execulive
Guvernment, upea the pominations of the
Local Goyeroments, and in such nomination
due regard is to be had to the claims of the
members of the Legislative Couocil of the
Opposition in each province, so that all po-
litcal parties may, as nearly as possible, be
fairly be represented.

The speaker of the Legislative Council
(until otherwise provided by Paaliament) is
to be appointed by the Crown from among
the members of the Legislative Couocil and
to hold office during pleasure, and shall
only be entitled to a casting vote on an
equality of votes.

The basis of represen.ation in the House of
Commons is to be population, as determined
by the official census every ten years; and
the pumber of the members at first shall be
194, distributed as follows : —

Until provisions are made by the General
Parliament, all the laws whicb, at the date
of the proclamsation constituting the union,
are in force in the provinces respectively, re-
lating to the qualification and disqualification
ot any person to be elected or to sit or vote
asa member of the Assembly in the said
provinces respeciively—and relating to the
gualification or disqualification of voters and
to the oaths to be taken by voters and to
returnipg officer and their powers and duties
—and relating to the proceedings at elections
—and to the period during which such elec~
tions may be contivued, and relating to the
trial of controverted elections and the pro-
ceedings iocident thereto, and relating to the
vacating of seats of members and to the issu-
ing and execution of new writs in case of
aby seat being vacated otherwise than by dis-
solutiop=—suall lespectively anply 1o elections
of members to serve in the House of Com-
mons for places situate in those provinces
respectively.

Every House of Commons is to continue for
five years from the day of -the return of the
writs choosing the same and no longer, subs
ject, o®vertheless, to be sooner prorogued or
Gissolved by the Governor.

There shall be a session of the General
Parliament once at least in every year, 80
that a period of iwelve calendar months shal
not intervene between the last sitting of Par-
liament in one session and the first sitting 0
Parliawent io the pext session.

That the General Parliament will havef
power to make laws for the peace, welfare and
good government of the felerated provioces
(saving the sovereigoty of the mother-coun-

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EXTRAORDINARY MESSAGE FROM THE
GOVERNOR.

New WgesTMINSTER, Fsb! 28—1In
fulfiiment of a pledge given by the
Governor in the address with which
he had the honor to open the present
Legislative session, he now lays be~
fore the Ccuncil his views on the sub-
ject of education at the public ex~
pense. He has to refer to two d.ffer~
ent sections of the Colony in which
the question has been treated in
different ways. Ia Vaucouver Island
the attempt has been made to maks
the education of the youth in the
Colony a burden on the community.
The Governor lays before the Council
statements of the present condition of
the relations existing between the
Government and the public schools of
“the Island, and leaves the question as
.%o indebtedness on the one side or un-
-reasonable expectations on the other,
+to be freely- dealt with by the Conn~
-¢il, one from which the Governor
stands aloof. He will merely state
that in the opinion of his predecessor
the system was not successtul, and
that other objects besides the intel~
lectual advancement of the children
of the Colony were sometimes allow~
ed entrance into the consideration of
the Board of Education, On the
mainland the Governor has been com-
elled to acknowledge that the popu-
ation is yet too small and scattered
for any regular system of education
to be established. Where parents
have been willing to pay towards the
instruction of their children, he has,
with the consent of the Legislative
Coancil, assisted them from the publie
funds. The schools have not been
under the direction of the Govern-
ment, and pupils have been led or sent
from those that asked assistance from
the public to those easjoying the
dignity of independence or back again,
as the parents might elect. The Gov-
ernor is of opiuion that the Colony is
is not yet old enough for any regular
system of education to be established,
ror Would he wish, under the present
constitation, to press his own views
upon the Legislature, though he has
no desire to conceal them. He thinks
that any man who respects himself
would not desire to have his children
instructed without some pecuniary
sacrifice on his own part. The Staie
may aid the parent, but ought cot to

raeliova him of hisc own natunal :-A;l_\ﬂn'
sibility, else it may happen that the
promising mecbabnic may be marred,
and the country over-burdened with
half educated professional politicians,
or needy hangerson of the Govern-
ment. As the Governor is aware that
there is no suhject upon which more
words have been wasted than that ot
gratuitous.instruction, and the duty of
the governing authority towards the
people in the matter; he will at once
roceed (o consider the relations in
which the Governmeont may propeily
stand towards the parents. In his
opivion, all the State can do is to
enable the children 'to overcome the
almost mechanical difficulties which
seem to bar their passage over the
hreshhold of knowledge, and having
effected this, they leave the parental
affection and knowledge of individual
character the choice of the arms with
which the child sbhall at a future
period fight the battlo of life. It is
vain for the State to attempt to drive
on in an even line the idle and the
industrious, the boy of ready aptitude
and him whose brain becomes pained
and confused in endeavoring to master
the simplest problems. The Governor
conceives it to be the duty of the
governing power to assist in the give~
ing to all elementary iunstruction and
then to offer an inducement to those
who are able to come to the front in
the  intellectual struggle with their
fellow men. But he will not, while ad.
dressing the Council, conceal any por-
tion of his thoughts, He believes
that the commuaity in which he re-
sides Jis one where complete toleration
in religious opinion exists. It is not,
therefore, under these circumstances,
for the State and its sal:ried officers
to interfers with the belief of anyone,
The goverument has not undertaken
to pruve to the Jew that the Messiuh
has indeed arrived; to rob the Ro-
man Cathelic of bis belief in the
merciful intercession of the Blessed
Virgiu ; to given special support to
the Church of Eugland, to mitigate
the acidity of the Calvanistic doctrines
of some Protestant believers; or: to
determine authoriiatively the number
of the sacraments. -Whercfore the
government is opinion that when the
time comes for the esiablishment of g
large common scheol, religious teach-
ing ought not to be allowed tc intrude.
It is vain to say that there are ceriain
elementary matters in which all Chris.
tians (leaving out the Jews) mus:
agree. It is merely calling upon a
man picked up at random, allured by
atrifling salary, to do what the whoje
rel gious wisdom, feeling und affection
of'the world hus has not yet done,
