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SUDDEN CONVERSIONS.

It is amusing to see how free traders
can become, when the exigencies of an
election require it, the most rabid of
protectionists.  Although there is a
high duty on fresh and canned meat
some of our free traders of the other day
object to the subsidy given to the
Australian line of steamers because they
have brought to Canada, purely as an
experiment, a few carcasses of
frozen mutton and a small quan-
tity of canned meats. We did not
think that ardent free traders like Dr.
Milne and Mr. Marchant would be so
quickly and so easily transformed into
ultra-protectionists. The suddenness of
their conversion_must lead those who
hear them to sugpect that either their
professions of attachment to free trade
were false and insincere or their present
zeal in the cause of protection is put on
for- election purposes. There are very
few protectionists in the country who

. would sacrifice th¢ prospect of a profit-
able trade with Australia and New Zeal-
and merely because a little frozen and
canned meat might now-and then form
part of the cargo of one of the steamers.
It seems to us that these new converts
to.the doctrines of protection are a little
too loud and too extreme in their pro-
fessions.

ONE OF THE MYSTERIES.

Is there any one im Victoria, Liberal
or Conservative, who can, to adopt the
language of Mr. Bodwell, expound
the policy of the Opposition on the
school question wupon convincing
grounds? Has apy Liberal yet said—
and in this inquiry we include Mr. Bod-
well- himself—in clear, distinet and
definite terms, what <he Opposition
would do in the matter if power were
placed in their hands? We hear a.good
deal about the iniquity of coercing Mani-
toba, and weare toldin thrilling tones to
keep our hands off Manitoba, but beyond
a few indefinite and ambiguous-general-

ities we have not been told how the
Opposition propose to settle the ques-

tion. Mr, Laurier has talked about re-
sorting to the sunny and soothing
ways of diplomacy, and he has de-
clared that he would inquire into the
facts, This is all very fine, but suppose
that the stubborn Manitobans should
turn a deaf.ear to Mr. Laurier’s honeyed
accents, which they certainly would if
' he agked them to give the minority
schools of their own, orthat the commis-
sioners of inquiry. give a report as un-
meaning; asindefiniteand asinconclusive

as.one.of Mr: Laurier’s own speeches— | nie

which we are sorry to say commissions
qf inquiry are wont to do—what course
would the Qpposition tr.en pursue? No
answer has as yet been given to this
question, and the leading Liberals one
and all avoid answering it.

As we all know the Government of
Manitoba have definitely and distinctly
refused to redress the grievance of the
minority. They say that there is no
grievance to redress, In taking
this ~ position it 1is believed that
they are backed up by the great major-
ity of the people of Manitoba. It has
been said that if Mr. Greenway and his
-colleagues showed the slightest disposi-
tion to come to a compromise with the
minority on this school question
they would be immediately repudiated
by the men who have placed them in
power.

Has Mr. Laurier, we ask, any means

at his disposal by which he can change
the minds and soften the hearts of the
majority of the Manitoba electors? If
he has, why does he keep it a
profound secret. Will the people of
Manitoba grant to Mr. Laurier, because
he is such a very nice, sweet-spoken
man, what they have refused to Mr.
Bowell and his colleagues in thg Govern-
ment? Does- Mr. Laurier propose to
abandon the question? Will he leave
the Manitobans to settle the school ques-
tion among themselves, regardless of the
petitions and appeals of the minority?
If he does it would be the easiest thing
in‘the world to say so. If he did this
there would be a distinet and a
fair issue between him and the Gov-
ernments, He would then have
a policy. But he has said nothing of the
kind. We are surprised that the
zehlous anti-coercionists, the sincere
advacates of non-interferenece, have not
put this question to him squarely
before now. It seems to us that
if they were in earnest they
would have done so, and would have re-
quired of him a gimple and definite
answer—yes or no.

Mr. Laurier has been beating about
the bush ever since this Manitoba school
question was raised. He has not taken
a ‘decided. stand upon it. .= He has
talked in such a way’as to lead confid-
ing foilowers to believe that he hasa
policy up his sleeve, which, when it
suits his purpose to shake out, will
settle the whole difficulty in no time.
Then again, he has given his hearers to
believe that he  expecte some
time or other to appeal to the
Protestants of the Dominion to interpose
in behalf of the Manitoba minority.
This does not look like non-interference,
but points to a policy the very reverse
of non-1nte1ference.

We are not surprised that Mr. Lau-
rier’s uncertain attitude and indefinite
mtterances satisfy the Grits, for their
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main object is to get into power, as the
Dutchman advised his son to get money
—honestly if he could, but any way to
get money. But surely conscientious
Conservatives who believe that Manitoba
should not be interfered with will not
consent to be led by a man who will not
tell them where he is going. They
should get from the Liberal Leader a
clear and convincing exposition of his
policy. Théy should find out from him
whether or not he intends to pursue a
policy of strict non-interference. If he
will not givethem a plain and definite
answer it is safe for them to conclude
that the cry ‘ Hands off Manitoba,”’
which some of his Western followers
have taken up, is adopted for the pur-
pose of deceiving and misleading them.
P S P P

AN INDEPENDENT VIEW.

The Toronto Week, which is perfectly
independent with respect to politics, and
is admitted to be conducted with great
ability, takes a common sense view of
the Manitoba school question. It isevi-
dently not partial to separate schools,
but it puts itself in the place of those
who conscientiously object to a school
gystem which is purely secular. It says:
| While Protestants, as a general rule,
deplore the determination of their Ro-
man Catholic fellow-subjects to insist
upon separate schools, the larger major-
ity feel that it would be impolitic, as
well as unjust, to coerce them into at-
tending schools to which theyobject, and
we doubt very much whether the fana-
tical denunciations of the extreme ultra-
Protestants find sympathy with the
large majority of electors. It does seem
unfair to-insist upon the members of
that creed being compelled to pay double
rates, that is, in support of public
schools, which they do not anprove of,
and at the same time support schools
which their church requires them to at-
tend. It is a serious concession for the
countr{eto be obliged to make, and if it
could avoided the large majority
would gladly not have to make it; but
‘ag it is a question of faith and not mere-
ly of practice, we must bow to the situa-
tion.”

The Week is decidedly of opinion that
it would be unwise for the people of any
province of the Dominion to attach un-
due prominence to this Manitoba school
question which, after all, is of minor im-
portance and directly affects a com-
paratively small number of the inhabi-
tants of the Dominion. It asks:

Are the people prepared to allow those
trade relations questions to be decided or
disposed of by a side issue? We believe
not, and we hope to see yet a sense of
justice and of moderation and fair play
exert arstrong effort to put this vexed
question of ‘separate sohools into the
limbo of dead and forgotten issues.
There are so many much more serious
matters to unite about that we must not
allow our national strength and national
good feeling to be dissipated in ungener-
ous secaarian ldisputesf If the enelr-

ieg. and abilities . of our e
7 eed &%xerc e let our poplggirc)al
leaders'take up the question of the de-
velopment of the Northwest. How shall
our millions of acres be brought into the
market?

A CUTTING REPLY.

Mr. Lecky’s Answer to Those Who Objected
to Him on Account of His
Religious Views,

Mr. W. E. H. Lecky, one of the can-
didates for the representation of Dublin
University, was objected to by some of
the electors on account of what were
supposed to be his religious opinions.
Some of his opponents declared that he
was an Agnostic and a Materialist.
Some of the electors had, it appears,
asked of Mr. Lecky’s committee a state-
ment of that gentleman’s religious be-
lief. To those who thus attempted to
give the election a religious complexion
in his speech on nomination day he gave
the following reply:

« There is one other subject to which
I am obliged to allude, though I confess
I should gladly have passed it by with
the silence of contempt. I mean the
persistent .and systematic attempts
which have been made to give this elec-
tion a religious character, to raise a re-
ligious cry, to gain votes by circulating
in every form attacks on the personal
religious belief of one of the candidates.
T confess that since Macaulay’s scathing
denunciation on the hustings of Leeds,
of the intrusion of such matters into an
election contest, I had hoped that they
had entirely disappeared. WereI to be
asked on this platform any such ques-
tion as to my personal beliefs as was
asked of Macaulay, I should give the
same answer that he gave—‘I am a
Christian’—and I would refuse to
answer one word more. In England,
indeed, such topics are very rarely in-
troduced into a political election, and if
they are introduced they are speedily
resented and suppressed. Here it ap-
pears that this 1s not the case. If a
stranger who knew nothing of what was
going on had come to Dublin within the
last few days, he might easily have
imagined that vou are electing not a
‘members of parligment, but a member
for an ecclesiastical council at a time
when religious intolerance run pecu-
liarly high. Very rarely, I suppose, of
late years has there been an election in
which the -odium theologicum has
played so great a part, and I am teld
that it is notorious that a large propor-

‘tion of the votes that will be given

against me will be @ue to the employ-
ment of this weapon, and-that it is
upon it that mﬂ opponents ‘are chiefly
basing their hopes of success. I

do not think that this will reflect honor
either on those who haveemployed these
means or on those who have silently ac-
quiesced in and profited by them. I
have myself no fear that this method
will succeed. The long array of distin-
guished clergymen representing all that
is most eminent in learning, piety and
influence in the Irish church whe have
been good enough to support me is suffi-
cient to show how little its best and
purest elements svmpathize with these
attacks, and I have little doubt that the
disgust and reprobation which several
distingushed clergymen have expressed
to me at the means that have been em-

loyed in this election are fully shared
in countless humble personages through-
out Ireland. Some votes no doubt will
be gained, but they will be purchased by
a deep and lasting discredit.”’

The distinguished historian’s oppon-
ents were weil answered. Nothing can
be more contemptible, than to atiempt
to raise a prejudice against a candidate
f~r a polftical position on account of his
.o opOséd religious belief. The intro-
duction of the religious element so-
called is in ninety-nine ecases out of a
hundred as unnecessary as it is unfair.
There can be no doubt that the great
majority of those who cavilled at Mr.
Lecky’s candidature because in their
opinion he was not orthodox in religion,
were not fit from an intellectual point of
view to blacken his boots.

AGAINST THE CONTRACTORS.

New York Tailors Have Determined to
Establish Co-Operative Shobps.

New York, Dec. 30.—The executive
committee of the Brotherhood of Tailors
has not yet decided as to the location of
the two co-operative shops which they
propose opening in a few days, and for
which $1,000 has been appropriated
from the funds of the brotherhood,
at the suggestion of Meyer Schoen-
feld. Leader Schoenfeld 1s sanguine
that the proposed plan will prove
successful, and will eventually lead
to the total extinction of the con-
tractors. He claims a large number of
manufacturers have already asked for es-
timates of the tailors, and at the same
same have given assurances of dealing
directly with the tailors in preference to
the contractors. Schoenfeld has engag-

'ed sewing machines and otherapparatus

for the equipment of the new shops,
which he expects to be running by Wed-
mesday next. A mass meeting of the
locked-out tailors took place to-day.

Demonstration of Loyalists in Cuba
—The Captain General En-
thusiastically Feted.

General Campos Says His Mind Is
No Longer Gloomy as to
the Future.

Havana, Dec. 30. — Sunday night’s
demonstration of political parties in
honor of Campos proved the grandest
popular outburst of sympathy toward
the Spanish cause that has ever taken
place in Havana. Conservatives, Au-
tonomists, Reformists, Spaniards, Cu-
bans, men, women and everybody united
in & great brotherhood. Abont 40,000
people in all took part in the détionstra-
tion. The procession started at Central
park, and took its course up Obisto to
the Plaza de Armas. In front of . the
palace of Gen. Campos a committee
went up.te give the general greeting,
and Senor Santes Guzman, of the Union
Constitutional, spoke on behalf of the
Conservatives as follows:

“ Qur party reassure you of their un-
conditional support when itisnecessary.
The entire country is represented here
in the palace to-night. We protest
against the revolution backed by many
o% the foreigners and by many Cuban
bandits, and we are not disposed to be
ruined by a tendency toward the rule of
barbarism.”’ .

Gen. Campos answered as follows:
““What can I reply to the noble wordsof
Senor Guzman in behalf of the three
parties ? I congratulated myself upon
the unity of the political parties, and I
entreat you not to forget at this moment
what should be the standard of our fu-
ture doings. The danger that threatens
us is more show than real, because the
genuine Cubans will forever remain un-
der the glorious banner of the civilized
discoverer of America.

«Ido not deny that my mind was
gloomy a few days ago at Matanzas,
when I saw the flames come even to our
horses’ hoofs. I do not deny my great
sorrow when towns perish. I confess
that if the enemy had attempted to re-
sist there would have been a cruel
punishment meted out for theirexecrable
crimes.

i« In view of the behaviorof the rebels,
I decided to return to Havana to con-
duct operations from here. But, gentle-
men, 1 was disheartened at the thought
that I had fallen under your displeasure.
But upon arriving here I saw that I was
assured of your unconditional quport,
which brought me ease of mind. am,
therefore, compelled to persevere, as I
have always done, in the love of my
country.”’

Gen. Campos was acclaimed in and
outside of the palace, and had to make
his appearance on the balconies while
the spectators were franctically shouting
¢ Viva Espana; viva Campos.”’” In re-
turning his thanks to the people, Gen.
Campos said: *‘ Your demonstration in
my honor is a proof of your love to-
wards Spain, and I protest against the
vandal deeds of these who, in the name
of liberty and independence, desolate
this beautiful and wealthy island, which
is not even the land where they were
born. In the presence of this glorious
demonstration, I feel proud that I was
president of the council by which liberty
to the negroes was sanctioned, because
that law equalizes all who are brought
upunder the glorious Castilian banners.
Thanks to you in the name of Spain, of
our virtuous queen and of the king."”

The different
party leaders all signed a message,
which was sent to Senor Canovas del
Castillo, the Spanish premier, yiving a
description of the successful meeting
and demonstration.

It is the aim of the Association to be
of the utmost practical benefit to the
young men of this city ; and not, only to
the young men but to the boys as weli—
the coming young men. One of the
means by which we have been endeavor-
ing to help young men is our education-
al  classes. In reading, writ-
ing and arithmetic, bookkeeping,
stenography, mechgnical drawing and

our earnest young men to better fit
themselves for the practical work of life,
and in the punctuality and zeal shown
by the students attending our classes we
have abundant evidence of their appre-
ciation of their opportunities. We are
now anxious to extend similar advant-
ages to the boys by organizing and con-
ducting classes in manual training, such
as carpentry, wood carving and turning,
blacksmith work and agriculture., We
Eropose to begin with practical carpentry

y organizing classes for boys of twelve

ears of age and upwards, and instruct-
ing them In the care and use of tools
and in the elements of construction,
with abundance of practical work.

For, the necessary equipment of tools,
etc., for this class, the sum of $200 is re-
Quired, and it is for this that we appeal
to the friends of the association whoare
interested in this feature of its work.
The above amount will enable us to
organize classes in which we can ‘accom-
modate a total of from thirty to forty
boys.

MR. PRIOR AT COLQUITZ.

Hon. Mr. Prior was enthusiastically
received at a public meeting held at
Colquitz hall last evening of the resi-
dents of that vicinity, who turned out
in large numbers with patriotic disre-
gard of the. rain dnd slush, Mr.J. B,
Chandler was voted to ‘the chair, and
after he had explained the object of the
meeting he called upon Hon, E. G.

of the Esquimalt meeting, in which it
wags. stated that there were less than ten
people in the hall at 8:30, and that the
few Conservatives who went from town
had torgo into the highways and byways
and saloons to gather in all and sundry
to the number of six or seven. He de-
clared that was a gross calumny on the
electors of Esquimalt, and was totally at
variance with the facts as there was a
well attended  meeting of sixty-
one, comprising many of the lead-
ing citizens of “Esquimalt. He

-That showed that
Mr. Laurier really was in favor of
redressing the grievance of the Catholic
minority just as much as the Bowell
government is. He then dwelt
on - the assertion made by _the
opposition that passing a reme-
dial order meant separate schools for
British Columbia. He showed the fal-
lacy of this argument, and defied the
Opposition -to . prove that in any way
whatever, except by the will of the local
legislature, could. separate schools be
obtained in British Columbia, and that
under no existing conditions could the
Dominion, Government have any power
to interfere with our educational system
here. He was strongly opposed to inter-
fering with the existing educational sys-
tem in British Columbia. The trade
question was next taken up, Hon.
Mr. Prior showing how foolish
it would be for the electors of
Victoria district to support a man
pledged to free trade and direct taxa-
tion. He had heard that the opposition
were importing a gentleman to aid them
in this Manitoba question.

SCHOOL BOARD.

At a meeting of the public school
board yesterday afternoon the rules gov-
erning the duties of the school attend-
ance officer were considered and adopt-
ed. His hours of duty are to be from 9
a.m. to 5 p.m. on every school day and
on Saturdays from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.
Under the direction of the: board the
officer shall visit every house in the city
for the purpose of tabulating the school
population. He must keep a record for
each district, showing the name and age
of each child of school age, name: of
parent and reason, if any, for absence or
non-attendance.  The  attendance of

upils must. be verified -by weekly con-
?d:ence with the principal of -the school
district in which the officer has been
working ; all cases of continued non-at-
tendance or truancy shall be specially
reported to the board who are to decide
what action shall be taken to enforee at-
tendance. A report must be furnished
at every monthly meeting of the
board by the school attendance
officer. The - principals of all
the schools shall be notified of the ap-
pointment and duties of the school at-
tendance officer and instructed to report
to him all cases of absence exceeding
twodays. The school attendanee officer
will be sworn in as a special constable.

Hostility to Victoria’s Shipping In-
terests Again Expressed to
Tickle the Farmers’ Ears.

A Curious Mixture of Misrepresen-
tation Which Does Not Tell
Against Col. Prior.

Cedar Hill electors last evening heard
several explanations from the Opposi-
tion-Liberal spokesmen as to why they
advecate the interests of their faction in
opposition to the provincial rights of
British Golumbia, and though the ban-
ner they hung upon the wall bore the
red-letter legend ‘ No Juggling With
Provincial Rights’’ those of the speakers
who mentioned this text gave a
rare exhibition of jugglery. The
meeting was called in the interest
of Mr.William Templeman, whoattend-
ed with a numerous body of supporters
from the city to show cause why he
should be awarded a back bench on the
opposition side. at Ottawa while some

gentleman from one of the Eastern pro-
vinces occupies the geat in the cabinet row
which Premier Bowell has reserved for
Hon. E. G. Prior pending his re-election
ag one of the members from Victoria.

The first speaker was the can-
didate, Mr. Templeman. Notwith-
standing his plea at the theafre meeting
that he was not responsible for the
invention of the Times that Col. Prior is
‘‘no cabinet minister,”” he assured his
audience that he believed the fairy tales
which have been worked off upon his
newspaper ; but added that if they would
call at the Times office he would show
them some letters from Mr. Laurier to
the effect that some day when he climbs
back into power he will choose a col-
league from somewhere in this province.
The audience laughed, and one gentle-
man said something about ‘‘ a birdin the
hand,”’ etc.

Mr. Marchant next explained to the
farmers present that the Liberal party
would so fix matters that everything the
farmers have to sell will be dear, and
everything they have to buy from the
cities will be cheap.. (There were no city
people present except the solid Liberals
who had gone out with him.) He
next repeated the expressions of hostil-
ity to the Australian steamship subsidies
which is one of the adjustable planks of
the opposition platform, and in his
mind’s eye saw cans of Awustralian mut-
ton rolling by thousands down the hill-
sides of this province to the danger of
the lives and limbs of native sheep whose

rovincial rights would be jeopardised.

The Sealer * Mascot” Returns to
Port -A Fatality of the
Recent Storm.

Arrival Home of the * Danube "—The
Indians Threaten Serious Mis-
chief at Sitka.

Fears for the Safety of the Steamer
* ¢ Mischief”—The “ Kingston "-
‘ Rosalie ” Combipation.

The schooner Mascot returned to port
about noon yesterday, bringing the sad
news of the death of one of her crew, of
a painful accident to another and of
damage done to both vessel and freight.
All this happened about 5:20 o’clock on
Sunday morning, when the staunch lit-
tle craft was about ten miles west-south-
westof Cape Flattery, shaping her course
for Masset, Queen Charlotte Island,
where she was to discharge supplies and
complete her crew preparatory to going
to the Japan coast. She, however, ran
into a severe gale and was soon laboring

in a tremendous sea. Cap$. Lorenz was
at the wheel while the hands were reef-
ing sail. It was pitch dark when a big
wave crashed over the little schooner
and the deadly results were not known
for an hour afterwards. Capt.
Lorenz at once called out to ascer-
tain if all was well after the
decks had been swept, but the men
not hearing his voice did not respond.
Later, however, the mate came aft and
Captain Lorenz repeated his inquiry. A
hurried investigation ensued. It was
then ascertained that H. Green had
fallen from aloft upon a small boat, and
had sustained injuries which were at
first believed to be serious, but were: yes-
terday ascertained after his removal to
the hospital as being comparatively un-
important. No one knew that Isaac
Brewster was missing until the roll was
called, when it was found that he had
been swept away. Owing to the gale
the Mascot could not change her
¢ourse Until between 7 and 8 o’clock
when the wind veering ‘allowed her
1o retrace her course for Victoria.
On the way home two schoeners, pre-
sumably the Sea Lion and Ocean Belle,
were seén to enter Port San Juan, while-
two other sealers were sighted in the

altogether escape,. Her skylights-w

smashed in and her load of supplies was
partially damaged. She will refit for
the voyage as soon as possible. Brew-
ster is a young man of about twenty
years or more and had been engaged as
a boat steerer. He came from Portland:
to Vietoria and is believed to have
relatives in the former city.

THE ‘‘ DANUBE 7’ RETURNS.

On Sunday morning the C.P.N. steam~
ship Danube, Captain Myers, which left
here on the 8th instant to search for the
Strathnevis, returned to port after an
unsnceessful cruise. The Danube- got
the first news of the safety of the Strath-~
nevis from the Alaska steamer Willapa,
' which she spoke on Saturday in the
Gulf of Georgia. She had heard also
'through the steamer Coquitlam of the:
return of H.M.S. Royal Arthur without
finding any traces of the disabled
steamer. The Danube steamed as far
north as Lat. 58 N., Long. 137 W., in
'her search and made a careful examin-
ation of the Queen Charlotte island
coast. On the 16th instant she went  to
Sitka, where considerable. excitement
had been caused over the arrest of two
of the crew of the U.S. revenue cutter
Woleott, two miners and over a dozen
Indians. Theentire company were be-
ing held in custody in cannection with a
murder committed on one of the younger
braves of the Killisnoo trive. The
whole tribe are determined to wreak
vengeance on the guilty ones. They are
‘“ fighting mad’’ over the tragedy and
have decorated themselves with war
paint. On the day of thg Danube’s ar-
rival at Sitka three large Indian war
canoes put into port, the occupants ery-
ing out for vengeance on the perpetra-
tors of the murder.

to carry them out.?

What are provincial rights, and where
are they defined? Y

Provincial rights are the rights ex-
tended to the province by the federal
eompact and they are defined im the
British North America Act and in the
case of Manitoba in the Manitoba Aet.

Have the denominatignal minority of
Manitoba a right to appeal to the Gov-
ernor-General-in-Council againstan act
of the legislature of the prevince?

They have that right.

Can action taken on such an appeal
by the Dominion government be proper-
‘ty dalled interference with provincial

ere

~"No.: It is the duty .of the: .Dominion.
government to hear that appeal and to
take such action with reference to it as
the constitution prescribes.

Would it be right for the Dominion
government, if it found that the Mani-
toba minority had a grievance, to take
measures prescribed by the constitution
to redress that grievance?

Yes; it would do wrong if it did any-
thing else.

How is that?

The parliament of the Dominion is
the only tribunal according to. the-con-
stitution of Manitoba to which the min-
ority can apIply for redress if they are
‘aggrieved. If the Federal government
refuses to submit their grievance to. par-
lament the minority, whether Protest-
ant or Catholic, have no other way of
gewuing reliet.

Is asking parliament to grant the
Manitoba minority relief an encroach-
ment on the constitutional rightsof the
people of Manitoba?

How could it be when Manitoba by
the act of her own legislature confirmed
by both the parliament of Canada and
the Imperial parliament has solemnly
agreed that the Dominion parliament
shall have power to interpose 1n disputes
between the denominational majority
and the denominational minority when
its interposition is invoked by the right
parties in the proper way?

THE SCHOUL QUESTION.

The Government's Policy Plainly and
Openly Declared More Than
Six Months Ago.

Toleration and Compromise Can Alone
Maintain the Existing Canadian
Confederation.

Speaking recently in Montreal on the
Manitoba school question,Hon. Mr. Fos=
ter said: ¢‘ My position is simply this:
Whatever my prejudices are, whatever
my feelings are regarding public schools,
as compared with separate schools,
whatever my training and my bringing-
up may have led me to think or con-
clude was best, as one of Her Majesty’s
executive, entrusted with a share in
the government of this country, and
sworn to abide by and interpret the con-
stitution, I say my simple duty is to set
my prejudices and my preconceptions
on one, side, and simply ask myself,
What was' the intent of that constitu-
tion? How am'I to interpret it? And
when I arrive at that, I arrive
at standing ground that I am bound
to take, whether I am  sup-

ported in public or whether I am not.
(Loud and prolonged applause.) People
have faced me in an audience and have
said, ¢ You are doing this because you are
pledged to the Roman Catholic hierar-
chy.” My answer is simply this: The
only pledge that either I or the Govern-
ment have given in this matter at all, is
the pledge we gave when we came to our
conclusions at the last session of Parlia-
ment, a pledge to the people’s represen-
tatives and the country atlarge—a pledge
definite and clear of what we conceived
our policy to be and what we intended
to carry out. That is all the pledge that
has been given. (Applause.). I must
remember that that constitution arose
out of peculiar circumstances, and when
I read back into history I find that men
with sturdy opinions on either side of
this school question—Fathers of Confed-
eration, and worthy of the name—sank
their personal differences in the broad
light of that toleration and compromise
which alone made the Canadian con-
federacy possible, and which can alone
keep it existing. (Loud applause.) As
a successor and humble follower cf those
men ia the building up of this country,
and living according to my light and my
knowledge, I must take account of this
circumstance, and be as tolerant as were
the Fathers of Confederation, who form-
ed this compact under which we live to-
day. ' (Applause.) That is simply my
position ; that is simply the position of
the government.
GOVERN;\[E.\'T’N POLICY CLEARLY DEFINED.
Mr. Laurier said in this city, the other
night, that nobody to this day could tell
what the policy of- the government was
upon this question. More than six
months ago, in black and white, and as
plain as English language could put it,
it was given, not to a caucus, not on a
isustings, not in a back schoolhouse, and
not in Windsor hall, but to the whole
country, before the face and in the hear-
ing of the representatives of thedifferent
constituencies of Canada. (Applauce.)
My last word to you is, don’t let us,
Liberal-Conservatives, be divided by the
tactics of the enemy, and don’t let us
be divided by little troubles that we
may have inside the party. If, to-mor-
row, the tocsin of war were to sound
that called Canadian and British people
to battle for their hearths and homes,
would not every petty difference be-
tween a man and his neighbor, and be-
tiveen section and section of the com-
munity, be burned out in the white,
ure heat of patriotism and a feeling of
oyalty to one’s country? (Hear, hear,
and loud applause.) And are not the
bettles of peace more important and
more honorable than those of war and
destruction? And is it not just asin-
cumbent upon the members of the
party, when the call for battle comes
and the princigle for honor is to be
fought out at_the polls, to forget their
little differences, however great they
may appear in their own eyes, and give
their allegiance to their party’s inter-
ests, becanse their party’s interests con-
gerve - the best and dearest interests of
the country.” (Loud applause, during

BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

The Fire Chief Cannot by Law Be
Elected by the Rate-
payers.

It Is Beyond the Council’s Power
to Pass a Curfew By-
Law.

Ald. Hall was the only member of-the
board absent at the city council meeting
last evening.

McPhillips, Wootton & Barnard wrote
on behalf of C. W. Ross, that if the city
again entered his property on Beacon
Hill to dig a ditch for draining off the
water from the park legal proceedings
would be taken, This was referred to
the city solicitor and the streets com-
mittee.

T. C. Sorby once more asked the coun-
cil to do justice in regard to the compe-
tition for the James Bay causeway, and
asked that as his plans were considered

the best he be awarded the first prize.

Ald. Bragg, though his sympathy had
been with Mr. Sorby, " moved that Mr,
Sorby be informed that the council had
no funds to devote to the purpose.

After some discussion the motion was
carried.

Rev. Mr. Ellison entered a vigorous
protest against the shelving of his letter
sent to the council last week in regard
to Craigflower road. It was filed with-
out discussion.

A number of applications were re-
ceived for the position of foremen for the
additional clearing in connection with
the waterworks improvements at the
lake. The Water Commissioner recom-
mended that H. Williscroft be appoint-
ed, also enclosed a letter from Mr.
Steinberger, offering to settle all claims
for land damages at the lake for $1750.

In the discussion that arose, Alk. Wil-
liams opposed the whole scheme of im-
provement as adopted at last week’s
meeting. It meant, not work for the
laborers, but was simply spending most
of the money on land. For instance,
Steinberger’s land in the offer really
meant about $150 an acre—much more
than the value of the land.

Ald. McLellan was in favor of ‘settling
this matter with Steinberger. It
meant a law suit if they did not.

Ald. Williams did not see what good
there was in raising money for such an
appropriation at the end of the year. It
would do no harm to let it remain over
for a few weeks.

Ald. Wilson said if the council did not
agree to the price arbitrators would have
to be appointed. Ald. Wilson in this
connection stated that remarks were at-
tributed to him last week that were
really made by Ald. Williams.

Ald. Humphrey moved that the Water
Commissioner proceed to expropriate
the land in the ordinary way and report
to the council before purchasing.

Ald. Williams in amendment moved
that the work of building the dam at the
lake and the building of the outflow be
proceeded with, but no land be pur-
chased at present.

’%shis‘**amendment was not seconded
and the motion of Ald. Humphrey was
cartried.

On motion of Ald. Partridge the Water
Commissioner was authorized to appoint
a foreman.

Chief Deasy reported the suspension
of hoseman W. Duncan for absence from
fires, and driver McNeill and truckman
Rendall for misconduct in the fire hall.
He recommended the reinstatement of
Duncan after fourteen days as the cause
of his guspension should he taken in
connection with his services at fires and
there was no complaint ‘against him
while on duty. With reference to the
other two, theirs was a breach of dis-
cipline which if overlooked would tend
to demoralize the department.

Ald. Macmillan wanted the report
laid ovér to give the men a chance of
reply.

Ald. Wilson had the written charges
and offered to read them.

Ald. Partridge said Chief Deasy’s let-
ter was in accord with the procedure.
It should now be referred to the fire-
wardens, and not laid over. He twitted
Ald. Macmillan with first agreeing with
the finding in the Ledingham case and
then changing afterwards and wanting
Ledingham taken back.

This Ald. Macmillan denied.

Ald. Partridge and Ald. Wilson both
insisted that Ald. Macmillan bad acted
as Ald. Partridge had charged, and
some hot words followed.

Finally Ald. Macmillan’s amendment
was lost and the motion to refer the
matter to the fire wardens was carried.
The fire wardens Wwill report to the coun-
¢il,

The market superintendent reported
receipts for the month of $73.40.

Tenders for printing by-laws and an-
nual reports were referred to the print-
ing committee.

The following opinion from the city
solicitor was read:

“T have the honor to inform you that
you have no power whatever to carry
out the wishes of the persons signing

[the two petitions as to the election of

the fire chief or to appoint any officer in
any manner but that inted out in

! municipal act 1892. Sub-section 41 of

section 104 of that act gives power to
frame by-laws for appointing fire en-
gineers and firemen, and sub-section 84
of same section gives power to make by-
laws for regulating the appointment and
removal of officers and servants, but these
powers xre limited by section 99, which
states you may appoint by resolution or
elect by written ballot a water commis-
sioner or such other municipal officers
as may by the eouncil be deemed neces-
sary, who shall hold gffice during the
pleasure of the Mayof and council, and
further states that the council shall not
appoint any officer for a longer period
than their own term of office, orata
salary for which a yearly hiring may be
inferred. Section 101 declares that in
every election by the council for a muni-
cipal offceor officers the voting shall
be by ballot.”’

The petition asking that the fire chief
be not appointed by the council but
elected by the ratepavers, was therefore
filed on motion of Ald. Cameron.

J. G. Elliott, secretary of the Board of
Fire Underwriters, wrote as follows:

‘“ Gentlemen :—It having been brought
to the notice of this association that you
are about to consider a petition, the
object of which is to make the office of

fire chief elective, I am instructed on
behalf. of the board to enter a protest
againgt any such petition, and to
state that-the underwriters are fully
satisfied with the present existing
condition of the management of this
department of the public service. Con-
sidering that the fire underwriters’ con-
tribute about one half the expense of
this department, it will be readily con-
ceded that they are fully entitled to ask
your honorable body to consider this
protest when the matter come up before
you. (Sd.) J. G. ELvioTT,
Secretary.

Dr. Duncan, medical health officer, in
reply to the eouncil wrote that he had
hired the Alert for a trip to Darcey
island, as he was unaware that there was
any agreement with the Sadie.

The City Solicitor brietly reported
that the city council had no power to
pass a eurfew by-law.

A further report of the City Solicitor
stated that the lots of St. John’s church
encroached three feet on Herald street.
The city had a right to order the fences
put back.

It was decided to carry this out.

The City Solicitor reported that the
corporation have never taken over the
portion of the street from which the
sidewalk on Craigflower road was re-
moved, and until they do so they have
no power to interfere with Mr. Ellison,
and it will be better to leave some rate-
payer to proceed against him on behalf
of those interested.

AN INDEPENDENT OPINION.

To raE Epitor :(—The city of Vicforia
is at the present time the scene of a
political tempest in a teapot, got up by
the Liberal party, not for the good of the
country but for the purpose of returning
their man. The man they want to re-
turn is no doubt a good. man, but is he
the right man in the right place at the
present time? We shall see. Under
the pretext of a consuming interest in
the welfare of Manitoba—which is, by
the way, a dishonest political farce—the
so-called Liberal party have succeeded
so far in diverting public attention from
the actual wants of the province, and
lest their iniquity in doing so should be
laid bare before the public they have
chosen to make an unimportant side
isdue their political platform, exhibiting
a hypocritical interest in the welfare of

solely as a means to an end.

What do the city of Victoria and the
province of British Columbia require
most at the present time? To look
after their own interests or to protect
those of Manitoba?—the latter province
having already a minister in the cabinet.
If the Liberal party succeeded in re-
turning their man, and provided the
Dominion elections were cast in favor of
the Liberal party, granted the Liberal
candidate might do the most good for the
province. But what probability is there
that the Liberal party will be returned?
Will the Eastern manufacturers vote
for them, or will the Eastern tarmiers
support them? Obviously not, for both
parties remember their only attempt at
government once in thirty years as a
signal failure disastrous to every inter-
est in Canada.

It is well enough to talk about party
government, but, after all, governments
aré more personal than partisan in exer-
ciging the functions of office. It is the
few who lead and the many who follow
the leader. The Liberal party was
found by the country to ,be notoriously
'incapable. Why? Because they had
not governed and were, therefore, out of
ractice. Any individual or party can
come a critic, a fault finder, or actin
opposition to the work of others, but it
requires not only ability but practice
(and long practice also) to guide the ship
of state successfully in the time of dan-
ger. But the Liberals have had no prac-
tice in governing since they made the
notorious failure between the years 1872
and 1878. And what kind of government
had they then?
Ontario Grits-(give them credit for
good intentions) allied with the Rouges
of Quebec, who vexed the righteous
soul of Alexander Mackenzie from day
to day, and finally distinguished them-
selves by the stuffing of ballot boxes.
They are there to-day, and Mr. Laurier
must accept them or fail to find a min-
istry. Could they govern if elected?
No—because they have neither the
practice nor experience.
‘Will the manufacturers and the farm-
ers'of Canada entrust their interests to
those incapables? Not likely—and if
not, what would Victoria gain by elect-
ing a goed citizen, who would not be in
a position to do as much good in Ottawa
as he does at home?
British Columbia wants a cabinet
minister at the present time, who can
command the good-will of his colleagues
in office when the proper time comes for
action and that time nothing can delay
or irapede but the action of the Victoria
electorate.
There is a tide in the affairs of men
and of provinces as well which taken at
the flood leads to victory. That time has
come now not only for the city of Vic-
toria, but for the province of British
Columbia, and nothing can stem that
tide but want of judgment amongst the
voters of Victoria.

So far as public policy is concerned,
notwithstanging the talk about tariffs,
it is no more than playing to the gallery
because either party must adopt a
revenue tariff. There is no difference in
this respect, but there is a ponderous
difference to Victoria in returning a
‘Liberal instead of a Conservative mem-
ber; which is that in the former alter-
native the voter will be voting against

The man who votes
for a Liberal candidate will vote for the
refusal of Dominion aid to every pro-
ject 'of provincial interest.

If any one were to ask, ‘““What is the
fashion?”’ it would be a very difficult
question to answex. While there are so
many different things fashionable there
ig really no possible way of classing
them all under the one head of fashion.
There was a time when every lady wore
a shawl. Another year every one wore
& dolman, but this- year every woman

wears just what she likes best and is
happy in the consciousness that no cne
can take exception to it on the ground
that it is not fashion. There are the
cutest little ripple capes made of very
fine cloth or velvet, with mites of muifs
and often a hat to match, and these are
to be worn with plain tailor suits.
There are widely flaring velvet capes
lined with rich silk brocade and gor-
geously trimmed with sparkling jet and
with bands jof soft ostrich feathers
around the neck and often all around
the cape. And there was a cape shown
entirely covered with rich black ostrich
plumes. This was short and not so very
full. There are stylish plaid capes,
single and double, with a plastron front
edged with rough wool or chenille
fringe. These are very stylish and suit-
able for the young. Capes intended for
warmth to go with'late fall and winter
suits are long, reaching to and often
below the hips, and they are not nearly
as full as they have been. They are
about two-thirds of a full circle. Some
of these are made of rough boucle wools
and are very handsome. A few have far
trimmings, but more are made quite
plain. There is practically no limit to
the variety of capes. There are cozy
little sleeveless quilted or chamois
vests to wear with them under the cor-
gage, which button high at the neck as
a protection from the cold. )

Asa general rule jaclkets are intended
for rordinary use, for shopping and the
brisk walks now considered so necessary,
but this season the jacket has advanced
to the position of an elegant garment
quite fit for any occasion, the only dif-
ference being the material of which it is
made. We find rough cheviot, melton,
chinchilla cloth, astrakhan, covert and
a long list, in_fact, of woolen stuffs.
These are for the runabouts. They are
cut in so many shapes that it would -be
impossible to mention half. The flaring
box coat is of fine broadcloth, kersey,
melton or covert cloth, always smooth
surfaced and tailor finished. The jacket
combines every shape. Some fit snugly
to the waist all around, some have reef-
er fronts, with full backs. N orfolk
plaits are sometimes seen, and any num-
ber of quaint Louis XVI designs are
shown. Some of the jackets are made of
superb brocade or velvet, terry or velour
du nord, lined with silken stuffs rich
enough for a_grand reception gown. I
fancy that the material used in these
jackets is governed only by the rotun-
dity or slimness of the lady’s purse.

In the finish of the jackets one may
make a few genmeral remarks. All of
those made of woolen, rough or smooth
stuff, depend mpon the cut, and the two
three or four immense buttons for their
style. The smooth faced goods depend
upon cut, the strap seams and tailor fin-
ish for theirs, also the buttons. Those
made of velvet or other rich material
may be as lavishly trimmed as the wear-
er wishes. The strap seam is very popu-
lar just now. The seams are overlaid
and double stitched in wool goods. If
the jacket is of velvet, the seams are
strapped with fine silk braid; or fine. jet
galloon. There is quite a fancy for hav-
ing the straps extend up the sleeves to
the shoulders. The effect is to add ap-
parent length. Fur collar and stole
bands are also frequently seen on the

velvet or brocade jackets. These are
lined very warmly, and will be consid-
ered quite eufficient for everything but
the very coldest weather.

As to the opera wraps and ball mantles,
they are long circulars, made this season
of the new woolen imitation of ermine
or velutina, lined with brocade and bor-
dered with fur of a suitable tint to har-
monize with the garment. A fluffy fur
is always preferred for these long wraps.

Mrs. C. Emma Cheney does literary
work of an excellent quality. A. C.
McClurg is soon to publish a book from
her pen. Mrs. Cheney is the wife of
Bishop Cheney of Chicago and is well
known in social and literary circles.

It may be said of Miss Lillian Bell
not that she is a rising star, but that
she has already risen and is diffusing a
very gemerous light in the literary
heavens. In ‘‘The Love Affairs of ‘an
Old Maid,”’ published about three years
ago, Miss Bell made her first litérary
venture of importance.

A Soap Bubble Party.

When you wish to please thechildren,
have a soap bubble party. The fluid
that is recommended as producing best
results is made from an ounce of white
castile soap cut into small pieces and
boiled three or four minutes in three-
fourths of a pint of water. When. the
‘liquid is cool, add three-fourths of an
ounce of glycerin. Make this prepara-
tion the day before your party and put
it in a tightly corked bottle. The bub-
bles made in this way are very brilliant.
A long table covered with an old blanket
is a very good place for showing off the
bubbles. . Clay pipes should be used.
They should'be new for best results and
are very cheap if bought by the dozen.

How to Make Custard For Invalids.

A delicate invalid custard is made as
follows: Beat up 2 eggs, mix in half
pint of milk, sugar to taste and some
vanilla, lemon or nutmeg flavoring.
When well stirred, pour the mixture in-
to a buttered bowl, cover with buttered
paper and steam in a saucepan of boil-
ing water, which should come about
half way up the sides of the bowl, for
half an hour. A savory custard is made
in the same way, substituting cold beef
tea, free from all fat, for the milk, and
of course leaving eut the sugar.

Starch In the Bath Water.

ABOUT ELEPHANTS,

.
BELIEF THAT THEY ARE ENDOWED
WITH SUPCRIOR INTELLIGENCE.

They Have Mental Qualities Not Possessed
by Other Animals—Interesting Stories
About Them—The First One Brouxpt to
This Country.

Elephants never go to sleep without
leaving one of the herd awake to keep
watch and give warning in case of in-
trusion. Go into the big menagerie tent
of the show any night after the ele-
phants have gone to sleep, or go into
one of the elephant ears on a night run,
and youn will find that, no matter bow
quietly and stealthily you have entered,
the eye of one member of the herd is
upon you.
Conklin believes, as do most all ele-
phant keepers, that the animal can un-
derstand what is said to it. Indeed,
trainers assert that it has more intelli-
gence than any other animal, and that
it is the only one that can be taught to
mind by word of mouth, without other
cues. That it is endowed to a limited
extent with reasoning powers is certain.
One German philpsopher thinks he has
discovered that this mental development
is due to' the fact that in the fruhk the
elephant possesses a prehensile organ
similar to the hand of man. The hand,
he asserts, has played a more important
part in the development of the human
intellect than any other agency, since it
brings its possessor into more intimate
relations with the external world than
any other organ. Some menagerie man,
with more practical observation than
the German professor and a smaller
bump of theorizing, has pointed out that
the only flaw in this reasoning is that
if it is correct the gorillas and chimpan-
zees ought to have a higher mental de-
velopment than man, because they have
four good hands instead of two, and any
one of the four is stronger than the
eight hands of four men.
Well authenticated stories of the
sagacity of elephants are so numerous
that it is never necessary to resort to ex-
aggeration to say something interesting
about them. In their wild state the
leader of a herd has been seen when ap-
proaching swampy ground to extend one
foot to try its solidity before trusting
his weight to it. When satisfied of its
firmness, he would go confidently on,
and the wnole herd would follow in
single file, cautiously stepping in the
footprints of the leader, so that when
the entire herd had thus passed the
ground would look as if a single animal
had gone that way. The same trait of
caution is preserved in the domesticated
animal. The action is not the result of
training, but a brute instinct always dis-
played and bearing a striking resem-
blance to reason.
When Jumbo tried to butt a fast
freight off from the Grand Trunk tracks
in an effort to save the baby of the Bar-
pum herd, Tom Thumb, and ‘lost his
life in the attempt, it was said’thit his
action gave unmistakable evidence of
reason, though it was poor testﬁnony to
his judgment that he so greatly under-
estimated the force of the locomotive.
In the matter of the food value of dif-
ferent materials the reasoning power of
the elephant is very faulty, however.
He will eat almost anything that comes
his way. If a canvasman leaves a coat
or vest hanging on a quarter pole with-
in reach of an elephant, the big brute
will edge over toward it and watch an
opportunity when unobserved ;to touch
it with his trunk. Then he will begin
to haul it teward him, putting in rolls
of hay and chewing them between times.
As soon as the garment is at his feet the
elephant will put one of his ponderous
five hoofed pedals on it and begin to
tear it up, rolling the pieces in his
trunk and stuffing them into his mouth.
The sole of a shoe is just as good for
him to chew on as a wisp of hay, and
his natural instinct of mischief inclines
him to prefer that which he knows is
forbidden him.
The first elephant brought to America
for exhibiticm purposes was Old Bet,
and it has often been remarked that the
American circus was built on her shoul-
ders. Different accounts fail to agree in
regard to the date of her importation,
which is placed all the way from 1776
to 1833 by different writers of old time
reminiscences. Old Bet was brought
over in the ship America, of which Cap-
tain Crowningshield was master, and
she landed, according to the harbor rec-
ords, in Philadelphia in April, 1798.
She was but 5 feet high, and the sum
of $10,000 was paid for her, the largest
price that had been paid up to that time
for any animal, either here or in Eu-
rope. She was first exhibited in Phila-
delphia and astonished the public daily
by drawing the corks from 30 bottles
of beer and drinking the contents. On
the 20th of June, 1799, she passed
through New York on the way to Bos-
ton.

0Old Bet had been bought on the com-
munity plan by a number of farmers of
Putnam county, N. Y., at the instance
of one Ludwig Bistadler, each mortgag-
ing his farm and putting $500 into the
venture. They exhibited her under wag-
on sheds at hotels by putting a piece of
side canvas up in front of the shed. The

-l admission was 25 cents for adults and

1214 cents, or a York shilling, for chil-
dren. This gigantic zoological institute,
as the caravan was called, traveled east
as far as Pawtucket, R. I, where the
elephant, in spite of its docile disposi-
tion, was shot and killed. As the ‘‘in-
stitute’’ contained no other attractions
tne show closed. The same proprietors
then imported a second elephant, which
they also called Old Bet, and they en-
larged their exhibition by adding to the
collection a lion and a two horse cage
and oue monkey in a box strapped on to
the hind end of the lion’s cage. The
second Old Bet landed in 1833. Follow-
ing her to these shores the next pachy-

EDUCATION OF WOMEN.

The Catholics Now Granting Superior In-
tellectual Advantages.

Where progress leads the way the
church follows. The history of the world
gshows that invention, discovery, art,
education and science have usually ante-
dated religions interests in those fields,
and in many notable instances they have
been met by- bitter opposition. The his-
tory of the higher education for women
in America, from the early struggles
of Mary Lyon and Emma Willard to the
present status of Wellesley, Vassar,
Radcliffe, Smith, Barnard and many
other noted institutions, presents an in-
teresting study and one which is mark-
ed nowhere by failure and everywhere
by success.

Not since the higher education for
women was first advoocated has it re-
ceived such a significant impetus as has
been given it by the recent action of the
Clatholic university at Washington. That
the charch of Rome thus removes its
barriers against granting superior intel-
lectual advantages to its women is a
step fraught with deepest meaning.
Rome has ever been noted for her dip-
lomats, her scholars, her profound think-
ers and her cultured and widely accom-
plished men. The present head of the
church is less a theologian than a diplo-
mat, and the scholarship and ability of
her leading men here in America are
beyond question. That these men have
decided that the time has come when
the church must follow the example set
by the state is of profound meaning, and
with the admission of the first woman
into the Catholic university at Washing-
ton the church of Rome practically con-
cedes that the spirit of progress is great-
er than the traditions of the faith of the
Seven Hilled City.

An enlightened mind and a cultivated
intellect are among the strongest bul-
warks of democratic institutions, and
when enlightenment and cultivation are
extended to all alike the nation which
enjoys snch conditions must inevitably
become the greatest on earth. We are a
long way from the savage. We are an
equally long way from the ideal civili-
zation of the future. ,The present era is
one of the most tremendous within the
world’s history, and prophetic signs are
everywhere visible. The success of wom-
op in the United States, their honors
won in England, their admission into
the great universities of Germany, their
advantages in France and the general
awakening in Russia, China and Japan,
with indications of interest even in In-
dia, Syria and Iceland, are all indicative
of a great thought wave which is rapid-
ly enveloping the world. Rome it wise

in time. The nations of the earth are
awakening.

She carved
cats, dogs, wolves, sheep, goats and ele-
phants. She has made those six animals
her whole life long, and she has no idea
of how to cut anything else. She makes
them in two sizes, and she turns out as
nearly as possible a thousand of them a
year.

She has no model or drawing of any
kind to work by, but goes on steadily,
unerringly, using gouges of different
sizes and shaping out her cats, dogs,
wolves, sheep, goats and elephants with
an ease and an amount of. truth to na-
ture that would be clever if it were not
utterly mechanical. Magdalena Paldauf
jearned from her mother how to carve
those six animals, and her mother had
learned, in like manner, from her grand-
mother. Magdalena has now taught the
art to her own granddaughter, and €o it
will go on being transmitted for gener-
ations.

In another house Miss Edwards found
the whole family carving skulls and
crossbones for fixing at the bases of
orucifixes, for the wood carving of Grod-
ner Thal is religious in its nature as
well as amusing. In other houses there
were families that carved rocking horses
or dolls or cther toys, and in still other
houses there were families of painters.

In one house we found about a doz-
en girls painting gray horses with black
points. In another house they painted
only red horses with white points. It is
a separate branch of the trade to paint
saddles and headgear. A good hand will
paint 12 dozen horses a day, each horse
being about a foot in length, and for
these she is paid 55 soldi, or about 2s. 3d.

No Reason Shown Why British Col-
umbia !'nterests Should Be Sae-
rificed for Manitoba.

Protection Even of the Salmon Op-
posed by Mr. Templeman
and His New Ally.

Plea that the Government Have Not
Power to Offer Parliament
a Compromise.

Mr. Joseph Martin, M.P., who when
Attorney-General of Manitoba for politi-
cal purposes precipitated the school
quarrel, and now as a member of the
House of Commons encourages his Lib-
eral friends in Manitoba and Quebec to
keep up the strife for their possible
political advantage, made his debut in
Victoria last night at a ‘““no cabinet
minister ’ meeting held in Semple’s
hall, Victoria West. As a speaker he
did not in matter or manner come up to
the expectations formed of him.

Dr. Lewis Hall presided, and there

were also on the platform Mr. Joseph
Martin, M. P. of Manitoba, Dr. Douglas,
of Assiniboia, and Messrs. E. V. Bodwell,
Hewitt Bostockand William Templeman.
The Chairman first called upon the oppo-
sition candidate.

Mr. Templeman told of his abhorence
of ““coercive’’ legislation and his devo-
tion to provincial rights, and said he
would endorse in advance all that those
to follow him would say on those points,
As he felt that the school question would
not capture every vote for him, he would
express such views on other matters as
would influence those who did not think
with him on that main plank in his
platform. Having done this he thought
that every Liberal-Conservative should
be able to find some reason for voting
for him rather than for the Hon. E. G.
Prior and cabinet representation. He
asked the electors of Victoria to express
indignation because of what he called
the iniquitous gerrymander of Ontario,
though he admitted that British Colum-
bia has not suffered because of that act.

The Manitoba M.P. continued that
because the government (without any
voice from British Cotumbia to be heard
in the Cabinet) has not attended as
well as it might have to the needs of this
province, they should not'take steps to
secure this great influence mnow, but
should wait a little longer until after the
general elections. Because the British
Columbia members did not go on
strike for this five yeats
ago, when the government majority
was only twenty, the boon he thought
should not be accepted now, ‘‘in order
that thev can get the six votes from this
province so as to coerce Manitoba.””

The Purpose of the Telegraphic Fakes
Which Have Recently Adorned
the Times.

The Times of March 6, 1891, contains
Mr. Templeman’s estimate of the aver-
age Victoria voter. Just now, when
compliments are the order of the day, it
will do the average elector no harm to
let him know what the managing editor
of the Times, when he is not seeking
votes, thinks of him. The picture that
he draws of him is not by any means
pretty and, as was said at the time, not
true to life. After the general election

Mr. Bodwell’s eloquent and elaborate
gpeech on the Manitoba school question
is published'in fall in Saturday’s issue of
the Tindes!’ Itisthe speech of a clever
advoedte, who is skilled- in the art of
making such a presentation of the case
in which he is engaged as in his judg-
ment suite the interests of his.clients.
1t is one-sided from almost the first word
to the last. ’

Néar the beginning of his address Mr.
Bodwellsaid:

It also_goes without saying that any
party who ask to be intrusted with the
admitnistration”of “affairs‘should be able
1o expounnd their policy upon substantial
and convincing grounds, and that if they
{ail’so to establish the wisdom and expe-]
diency of their plans then;sir, I say they
have no claim to exercise the powers
which they seek to obtain, and have no
right to the confidence of the people. It
is upon thie proposition that the Liberal
party take their stand to-day.

At this ‘point the eloquent spéaker
ghould have stopped, for he had in the
sentenices he had just uttered prosounced
a fall'and complete condemnation of the
Liberal party. On mo question that'is
beforé the people have the leaders of
that party “beex able to expound their
- poliey-on substantial and convineing
grounds.  They have on the contrary
conspicuously ' failed to establish the
wisdom and expediency of their plans.
On’ the 'school question particularly
theiri policy has -been a policy of con-
cealment, silence and delay. They have,
on ‘one ‘pretence and another, avoided
telling the people of the Dominion what
pourse they would pursue on the school
quéstionif ‘the direction of the affairs of
the Dominion were placed  in their
hands.’ They  havée gone mno further
thanto'say that they would institnte an
inquiry to ascertain  the factsconnected
with the question. ~As Mr. Bodwell
well knows an ingquiry isnot a policy.
It is‘’even when it is needed a mere pre-
liminary to action. But every.'one
knows what a commission of inquiry in
a political sense generally means. It is
a deyice to postpone the real considera-
tion - of .an ; inconvenient  question,  a
plausible way of silencing for a time the
enthusiastic = advocates. of a cause
which a  party or & Govern~
ment: find it embarrassing to deal
with immediately. There have been

Phe logical conclusion to be drawn from
Mr. Bodwell’s reasoning, is that the sep-
arate school “system is inberently bad,
and that it cannot produce good results,
no matter how itisadministered. Is this
a sound conclusion? The separate
school system has been in operation in
Ontario for many years. Does it pro-
duce the deplorable results described by
Mr. Bodwell. We have heard that the
people of Ontario are pleased with their
school system, and that they point with
pride to the results'which it has pro-
duced and is producing, There aresome
politicians; but surely Mr. Bodwell is
not -one .of ‘them; who ®ay ‘that
the remedial order required’ the peo-
ple .of Manitoba to reproduce .the
old - schools with ~all - their ‘defects.
Neither the judgmentof the Privy Coun-
cil nor the order which was intended to
give it effect proposedsuch an absurdity.
It must be admitted that the defects of
the old system were the results of inefii-
cient administration. Itis takingagreat
dealfor granted tosuppesethat extending
to the minority in Manitoba the power to
asséss’ themselyes for' the support of
schools in which the religign in which
they believe will be taught is to have
the effeet of recalling to life the bad ad-
ministration of a past' generation' and of
throwing the country back into the con-
dition in which it was twenty years ago
and more. This, however,isasspmingthat
the Governnient of Manitoba will consent
to redress the grievdnce of the minority.
This they have deelared they will never
do. Ifthe enactment of remedial legis--
lation is'left to the Parliament of the
Dominion, which now appears almost
certain, is it to be supposed that that
body will cause the old inéfficient Mani-
toba schools with all their faults to be
reprodiced? No one yet knows what the
remedial legislation to be submitted to
Parliament will be like, but it is reason-
able t6 conclude that every precaution
which experience —the experience of
Ontario—can suggest will be taken to
make the schools established under it
effective. It is not fo ‘be believed that
the Manitoba minoriéy wish to have their
¢Hildren badly educated or that they will
support a government. that will give
them 'schobls which have all’ the " faults
and” deficienicies of the schools under
the old inefficient Provincial adminis-
tration. It will have "to be: admitted
that in expatiating on the defects of the
old and badly administered system of
edueation in Manitoba Mr. Eodwell ex-
pended a great deal of eloquence to very
little purpose.

It is certainly not essential that the
statutes repealed by the Act of 1890
should be re-enacted, or that the pre-
cise provisions of these statutes should
be again made law.

WHY SUPPRESS THE TRUTH?

The Timeslast night, with reference to
the quotation from the judgment of the
Privy Council eontained in our article
on Mr. Bodwell’s speech, said: -‘Our
neighbor mighg as well abandon the
idea that it can becloud the issue by ap-
pealing to the second decision of
the Privy Council, for. that deci-
gion does not and cannot be made
to conflict with the broad principle of
provincial rights.” It is a little re-
markable that neither our contemporary
nor Mr. Bodwell cited -those very
gignificant passages ‘from the Privy
Council’s judgment in order that the
public. imight  judge for -themselves
whether or not they are in conflict with
the broad principle of  provincial
rights, By the way, the Times
has ' not yet told its readers
what provineial rights'are or where they
are defined, It is making such an out-
ery about “ provincial rights,” it ought
surely to know what they are. But we
are compelled to conclude from many of
its articlés that it 'does not 'know
much about the true nature 'of provin-
cial rights, apd that it does not
want to know. ‘However, it is  right
in this—the judgment of the Privy Coun-
il is not. directly or by implication in
conflict with provincial rights. Yet that
judgment, as our readers have. seen,
points out that the Legislature of Mani-
toba, on the subject of education, can be
constitutionally interfered with. We
advise the constitutional lawyers ‘of the
Times to study that judgment carefully;
it will well repay many perusals.

From the S8pokane Spokesman.

The new boat now building at Nelson
will'be 140 feet in length, tons ca-
pacity and somewhat larger than the
steamer Nelson, and it is" expected to
bé the fastest boat'on the lakes.” It is
now being finished and’ furnished at
Nélson and will be provided with all
that goes to make traveling comfortable.
Thé company with the mnew boats will
have afleet of six steamers, the Nakusp,
Lytton, Illicillewaet, and the new boat
on the Columbia, the Neleon and a new
boat on the Kootenay. With these boats
they will be fully prepared for the next
season’s work.

INTERESTING LETTER.

The Manitoba Schools Aet of 1890
Introdueed to Cover a Shady
Transaction.

Mr. Luxton Explains the Truth of
the Matter—A Nefarious
Coutract.

The following letter fromi Mr. W. F.
Luxton, once éditor of the Winnipeg
Free Press and a prominent and zealous
member of the Liberal party in that
province, throws light both on the poli-
tical record of Mr. Joseph Martin and
upon the true inwardness of the move-
ment which culminated.in the introduc-
tion and passing of the Manitoba school
act of 1890:

and the probity of Mr. Martin had been
‘made. The trial of this action was be-
fore a special jury of twelve men,
selacted for “their superior  business
abilities and-standing, and resulted in
the jury unanimously_finding a verdict
in favor of. the Eree Press, ' These two
findings surely determined the merits
and demierits of both the ¢ontractand
the conduct of Mr. Martin (attorney-
general) in being a party to making it!
It is to be said that later, upon appeal
to the supreme court, this latter verdict
was .set adide (not Teversed); but this
was upon technicalities, pure and simple,
and therefore, the merits were not
affected. = The people continued to de-
pounce the contract and the govern-
ment. The guestion would not down.
1t overshadowed every other public
question that came up; and the govern-
ment was put to its wits’ end to raise
something that should overshadow it;
and, finally, this desideratum was found
There was not even a whisper of popular
discontent with the dual system of pub-
lic schools that had prevailed from the
creation’ of the province. = How Mr.
Greenway and Mr. Martin suc-
ceeded to and reétained power through
the positive pledges of t emselves that
their party would never disturb the
Catholic schools is a matter of history, so,
familiar that it is unnecessary to repeat
it.  But something had to be done to
divert. attention from their Northern
Pacific contract; and as already stated,
it was found in abolition of separate
schools.
