The office of the Nicbi-Niobi Shinbpn, a
Japanese newspaper, is thus described: The
feature of the Shinbun office was its type
case—for there was only one of body type.

It is divided for
utility into two sections sloping toward an
alley five feet wide, - Each section is four
feet wide by thirty feet long—four by sixty
feet ., There's & new case for you! This is
divided into small- compartments or boxes,
inte which the type is laid in regular piles,
several piles in & box—wi' h faces all toward
the compogitors, mostly boys, big and little,
Each holds & wooden “‘stick” with brass
rule, The type are sll of a s1z¢; the *‘stick”
is not set to the measure of the colamn,

Mr. W, A, Foster, Q.C., ably answered
the attacks made on Mr. He first
submitted an analysis made by Prof, Chap~
man, Profestor of Mineralogy and Geology
in University College and goyhool of Prao-
tical . Solence, Toromto, The Professor
analyzed a large sampleof anthracite coal,
collécted from the coal shed, engine house,
and cars, personslly, at the Waterworks,
April 24, 1886. His report was as follows :

This eample weighed about 80 1bs, It
consisted of 83 separate pieces of coal,
weighing each from three-fonrths of a
pound to over two pounde. Fragments
were broken from each piece, and reduced
to powder. An analysis was made of this,
(see No. 1 below), and a rate. analysis
was made from three other pieces of the coal
taken out of the eample at random (see
analysis No, 2). The average specific
gravity of the coal equals 1.44,

From these analyses and my examination
of the coal generally, I regard it as an
anthracite coal of very good quality.

-Mr. Foster then went on to show from
the report of Charles A, Ashburner, M, S,
Geol in charge, Aathracite Survey,
Philadelphia, that the analyses of coal from
the Northern coal fisld, from which the ocoal
for this market is taken, in three testa made
from large samples, gave an av per-
centage of fixed carbon of 83.26. The report

of Dr, Ellis, which was made frem a sample-

& Co. from samples taken from
fiity tons showed 86.5 per cemt. of fixed
carbon, so that the result of these analyses
proved conolusively that the coal which has
been supplied by Rogers & Co. to this city
is of the very highest quality, Bas he
would take a still more practical teet. In
the 150 days from Jan. 1 to June 1, 1885,
uvnder the former contractor, 4520 tons of
coal were used, while in the succeeding 150
days, from June 1 to Oct. 1, under Rogers
& Co.’s contract, enly 3612 tons were nsed,

ten  tons,

showing a saviog of 908 tons in the first 150

days of Mr, Rogers’ contract while the old
engines were working, and under exactly
the same oconditions as in the former con~
tract. In March, April and May, 1885, the
old engines pumped an average of 358,459
gallons of water for every ton of coal burned.
In June, July and August, under Rogers’
contract, the average was 396,387 gallons, or
nearly 40,000 gallons more water per ton than
under the preceding contract. Mr. Foster
showed further that in March, 1886, 76,520
more gallons were pumped per ton of coal
than in the same month the previous year
under the old ocontract. He aleo read
the following ocertificates from men in
Toronto :

John Hugleman, of Hugleman & Co.,
(limited) Buffalo: As a disinterested party
at your request I examined a quality of coal
at thé pumping house, Ihave no hesitation
in giving it my approval as standard
anthracite. Having lived for years in the
Penneylvania coal fields T am competent to
judge, end know that it ia betier than i»
demanded as standard anthracite,

Mr. Foster rzad certificates commending
Rogers’ conl from Mason & Risch, Rev,
Principal Bherraton, of Wysliffe College,
Rev, Principal Castle, of McMaster Hall,
Osler & Hammond, and others,

Mr. Foster conoluded by showing that in
othar matters the conditions exacted from
Rogers & Co, were strained and onerouns
compared with the former state of things,
and shat the complaints were all of a quers
ulous nature, He hoped the Board would
deal fairly with them—that was all they
wanted.

Ald, Hall was instancing proof that the
contract terms had.been strained when the
Chairman remarked that the discussion
would have to be limited to the quality of
