Employes of Three Roads Go Out—Griev-
ances of the Men, i

Burraro, N.Y., Ang. 14,—The switch-
men em%lvoyod on the New York, Lake
Erie and Western, the Lehigh Valley, or
Reading, and the Buffalo Creek Rajlroad
are on strike. Their object is virtually to
obtain higher wages, although the guestion
of the 10-nour day is involved. The| deci-
sive action was taken at & meeting4f the
local orgamization of the ' Switchmen’s
Mutual Aid Association of North America,
held last evening. The\outcome was that
the union men employed upon the
three. roads menti decided to go
out on strike at 12 o’clock midpight.
The switchmen are those employed to
coupls cars, make up and send - out trains
and in a gen perform the work
d are not those who
The strike was fully

otioned by Grand Master Swéeney.
About 200 men thus far are out. The men
demand that their pay be $65 a -month
for night switchmen, $70 a month for night
conductors, $60 a month for day switch-
men and $65 for day conductors; 26 days of
10 hours esch to constitute a month’s work.
They also demand that all time over 10
hours be paid for at the rate of 25 cents an
hour for night switchmen, 27 ceats for
night conductors, 23 cents for day switch-
men and 25 cents for day conductors. It is
claimed that the roads against which the
strike was ordered were only paying 21
and 22} and 19 and 21 cents for night and
day work respectively. -

Seizures in Behring Sea.

Vicroria, B.C., Aug. 14.—The following
seizures have been made by United States
men-of-war in Behring Sea: The Adams
seized the British schooner Mountain Chief
of Viictoria, the crew of which killed seals
and violated the modus vivendi. The
vessel was delivered in charge of & British
man-of-war. The whaling bark Lydia was
intercepted by the Rush while taking newly
killed seals from aboard the whaling bark
Northern Light in Behring Sea. A prize
-crew was placed aboard and she was sent
to Sitka. The whaling schooner Jane Grey
was seized by the Mohican for not leaving
Behring Sea after being warned. The
British steamer Winfred of Victoria, one of
the vessels which transferred their cargo of
sealskins to the British steamer Coquitlan
at Port Elches, was seized by the Rush
with fresh-killed seals aboard. The United
States Fishery Commission steamer Albat-
ross took the Winfred in tow and sailed
for Sitka on Aug. 3.

not in our endeavor to show that they bad
no cause for protesting agsinst our rebate.
The rebate in question is madv in the inter-
.est of the port of Monwreal, 4nd we mustcon-
fess while it treats American and Canedian
vessels equally, it still bas a flavor about it
if not of sharp practice at least of unfair
desling, Aswe before said, we do not think
Canpada ought to rest her case on such an
issue as this, but rather on the more import-
ant charges that the Government of the
United States flagrantly violated the treaty.

‘We do ot think it wise at the present
time to suggest retaliation, but rather that
the Canadian Governiuent concern itself how
best to make ourselves independent of the
United States, We must also remember
that if the Americans are so foolish as to at-
tempt to make political capital in the heat
of a presidential eampaign out of  inter-
national questions they must ultimately be|Y
the losers and that gradually they will come
to be a discredited Government in the eyes of
other countries,

Furthermore Canadians ought not to forget
that less than a yesr ago -ox? very promi-
bent politicians snd two very prominent
newspapers 1o thisicity did allin their power
to induce the American Government to en-
deavor to coerce Canada., It was this dis-
loyal conduct of men and newspapers who
profess to be Canadian which first set the
Harrison Government on the track of hostile
legislation against this country,
