SEE VALUE OF MOTOR TRUCK

French Business Men Realize That
Their System of Freight Transpor-
tation ls Obsolete, A
That the war brought to France an
object lesson in the utility of the
motortruck as a means of freight
transportation appears in plans now
under way to develop a long haul
system, It is hoped thereby to quicken
the movement of goods and lessen
the impatience of various business
interests with the slowness of rail-
way and waterway traffic. The prac-
ticability of the motortruck as a
freight carrier was a revelation to
Frenchmen of business who had de-
pended in normal times on what would
be held an abnormally slow service.
From Havre to Paris by boat means
often a journey of at least three,
months, and at the quickest, which
requires special arrangement with the
government, takes about four weeks.
Commenting on railroad transporta-
tion between Paris and the seaports,
a Paris business man is reported as
saying that from Havre one must ex-
pect a delay of one or two months,
from Bordeaux a delay of two or
three months, and that “when goods
for Paris reach Marseilles they stay
there.” The humorous exaggeration
illustrates the condition which is
turnirgg .

Retrieving Barbed Wire.

The problem of retrieving the buried
and broken barbed wire on the bat-
tlefields of Flanders and northern
France is being tackled by the British
war office salvage committee, and a
machine for the purpose has been in-
vented and built which is thus do-
scribed :

One truck and trailer carries the
whole of the plant, which can work
on the most uneven ground. A stout
wire rope with a number of hooks is
worked by a winch. As the barbed
wire is drawn up it passes through
two sets of rollers, and the salved met-
al appears in blocks from one foot to
18 inches square, and weighing from
70 to 80 pounds. For smelting it sells
for about $25 a ton. The staff in
charge of the scheme thinks that there
are 100,000 tons that can be removed,
and if that is the aggregate weight the

ordered shuold be amply justified.

Dangers In Dairying.

Prof. Musbach of Wisconsin Agri-
cultural College, writing in Hoard’s
Dairyman, contends that dairy
farming does not necessarily in-
crease the all-round fertility of the
soil. Fertility may even decrease.
For example, he says that the milk
from an average cow removes as
much phosphorus annually as =z
twenty-bushel wheat crop, provid-
ing also that the straw is returmed
without loss. A survey of 250 Wis-
consin farms sho+ws that 54 per cent.
of the dairy farn.ers on their farms
reduced the supply of phosphorus
on their holdings; 12 per cent. are
probably maintaining the supply
while 34 per cent. are adding to the
sum total of the phosphorus supply.

The nitrogen supply can be in-
creased or at least maintained
through the growing of legume
crops. The = phosphorus  supply,
however, cannot be  increased
through the growing of any crop,
but can come to the farm from omly
two sources. One is through the
use of concentrates and the other

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SPRAYING CROPS. ~

Applications Made Early In the Sea~
son Are Most Important,

If the fruit grower, vegetable
grower, or flower grower does not
spray nowadays, he is almost certain
to have inferior products in his or-
chard, small fruit plantation and
garden. There are 80 many injurious
ingects ‘and diseases which affect a
large proportion of the plants he
grows that if they are uncontrolled
there will either be no crop left or
else the value of the crop will be very
much reduced.

There are few of these insects and
diseases which cannot be well con-
trolled by using some of the reme-
dies which have been discovered dur-
ing the past 25 or 30 years, and
which have been well tested by many
experiments.

Spraying must, however, be thor-
oughly done if good results are to be
obtained. Materials are expensive,
and the cost of labor is high, and
money will be wasted if -the work is
improperly done or not done at the
right time.

The early sprayings are, as a rule,
the most important, and those who
contemplate spraying, as all should
who have orchards or gardens, should
get everything in readiness to.begin
at the right time, as delay may mean
much loss. Spray Calendars are is-
sued by the Dominion and Provineial
Departments of Agriculture, in which
several sprayings are recommended
to be applied at certain stages in the
development of the leaves, flowers
and fruit. In the case of fruit trees,
the spray should be applied so that

every ieai, ouu, anu Iruit will, i1r pos-
sible, receive some of the material,
not only one part of it, but as
nearly all over as possible, | Every
leaf, flower and bud or young fruit
missed means a possible starting
point for disease or insect pests. In
the case of vegetables promptness in
the application of a good gpray is just
as important as with fruits. One does
not need to be convinced of the value
of promptness in using poison in con-
trolling the Colorado potato beetle,
as the results of the spray are imme-
diately apparent in the death of the
“bugs,” but more faith is required
when dealing with diseases and in-
sests which are not so readily seen
but which do much harm, and usually

! the grower is well rewarded for such

faith.

The formulae for the mixtures ans
solutions recommended should be fol-
lowed as closely as possible. If a
man knows the chemical composition
of the materials he uses, and has
made a study of spraying, he may
alter them slightly to meet certain
circumstances, but if he knows little
about them he should follow closely
the instructions given on the Spray
Calendar. He should also, spray as
nearly as possible at the time sug-
gested. A delay of a few days may
mean practically the loss of the mix-
ture or solution used as there might
be no return for the labor and ex-
pense. Write to either the Dominion
or Provincial Departments of Agri-
culture for a Spray Calendar.—W, T,

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GROWING TOMATOES.

Five Methods Tested and the Results
Compared.

Tomatoes should be kept growing
from the time the seed germinates
until the fruit is ripe. If sown in the
hot-bed very early they are likely to
receive an injurious check when held
back until it is safe to plant them
out,

Any good garden soil is suitnble
for tomatoes, It is usually best to
delay manuring the plants until afsip
the first fruit has set. Most ani.-
teurs make the mistake of planting in
soll that is too rich in nitrogenous
manures which produces great vines
with late fruit or a very large per-
centage of green fruit, Once the fruit
has set, then liquid or other forms
of manure may be applied gen-
erously.

A series of experiments were con-
ducted with two varieties, ‘‘Bonny
Best” and *“Sparks Earliana,” for
several years at the Charlottetown
Experimental Station, to determine
the best method of growing tomatoes.
Five methods were used with each
variety as follows: No, 1—The plants
were set four feet apart each way
and the plants allowed to spread over
the ground, They were unpruned and
left lying on the ground.

No. 2. Planted two feet by four
feet apart. The tomatoes were pruns
ed to two stems and tied to wires,

No. 3. Planted two feet by fous
feet apart. The tomato plants were
pruned to one stem and tied to
stakes. 5

No. 4. Planted two feet by four
feet apart, pruned to one stem and
tied to wires,

No. 5. Planted two feet by four
feet apart, pruned to one stem, tied
to stakes and one half of the foliage
removed during the ripening period.

The first method produced the
greatest quantify of frult each year

w oih verieties. The tomatoes
were later

ripening than with the
othér methods and the total quantity
of ripe fruit from the plot was lessa
than on the plots grown by the sec-
ond method, where the plants were
pruned to two stems’'and fastened up
with wires. The second method gave
the largest returns of ripe fruit. This
was glosely followed by method No. 3,
which produced the most early ripe
fruit though not the greatest quafi-
tity. The removal of the foliage in
method No. 5, decreased the quantity
of both ripe and green fruit, but
greatly increased the percentage of
ripe fruit on the plants. b

A “Borely Tried Citizen” writes to
the Petrolia Advertiser-Topic about
the blackbird nuisance. His remarks
are equally applicable to Watford.
He says :— “What is to be done
about the blackbird nuisanee ? Who
among us has not had his peaceful
glumbers disturbed at 4 a.m. by their
incessant shrieks, and his evenings
made horrible by their return from the
fields. Those of us who are trying to
have a garden have becomie almost
discouraged by having our corn root-
ed up and our green peas devoured.
No one among us doubts that the
filthy condition of the tree-lined
sidewalk is a disgrace to the commur.-
ity as well as being a public nuisance.
Either the beautiful shade trees must
go or the blackbirds. Which shall it
be ? But this is not all. Does every-
one know that the blackbirds destroy
the eggs of smaller birds ? Soon the
song sparrows, chippies and other
useful and attractive birds will ke
extinet if these marauders are allow-
ed to continue their depredations.
We see that in other places drastic
methods have been adopted to rid
the cImmunity of such pests. Should
not, Petrolia take similar measures ?
Will not the Council give permits to
responsible persons for shooting these
most desiructive and annoying
birds ?"”
