That when a measure i¢ considered onmly
partially defective, or where ebjectionablo as
‘being prejudicial to the general interests of
the Dominion, or as c'ashing with its legis-
lation, comm unication should be had with the
Provincial Government with respect to such
measure, and that in such eases the Actehould
not be disallowed, if the general interests permit
such a course, until the Lecal Government has
an opportunity of considering and discussing the
objections taken, and the Local Legislature has
also an apportunity of remedying the defect found
to exist.”
