He has yielded up his private es­
tate, his houses, lands, etc., and all the 
public property is henceforth to be under 
public control. Mr.. Rivers Wilson, an 
eminent English financier is to be the 
Khedive’s finance minister. This is an 
important revolution which bids fair for 
the future of Egypt—Witness.

Co., was the scene of a lamentable 
tragedy on the night of Thursday last 
Two men named NcNeil—Hector aged 
twenty-eight the victim and Peter the 
murderer. The particulars are pretty 
much as follows :—

“ A dispute arose between the two 
brothers of the above men, and In or­
der to fully settle it they doffed jackets 
and made preparations for a free fight. 
Hector and Peter McNeil acted as se­
conds, but finally felt constrained to 
follow the example of their brothers. 
After a good deal of scuffling Peter Mc­
Neil finding himself getting badly used, 
Hector having him in a rather tight 
place, then used his knife on hie assail­
ant. The first cut with the knife was 
made below the left side near the lower 
rib, making a ghastly wound. Not car­
ing what he now did, and being most 
likely under the influence of liquor, he 
next drew the knife across the breast of 
the unfortunate man. A third gash was 
made on the right shoulder. The fourth 
cut wim made in the right breast, goug­
ing out a corner shaped piece, while 
the fifth and most fatal slash was made 
between the shoulder and elbow of the 
murdered man’s right arm, revealing 
the bone three quarters round, severing 
the artery, from which, of course as 
sisted by the other wounds to a cer­
tain extent, he soon bled to death.

Meanwhile the brothers of the mur­
dered and the murderer were engaged 
in a most brutal struggle, and 
only parted on being informed of the 
horrible result of the fight in which the 
others were engaged. Peter McNeil 
then gave himself up to custody, satisfi 
od to all appearances with the fearful 
work of sending a human soul unwarn­
ed to the judgment seat of his Maker. 
He appears quite cool and collected in 
jail, and has been visited by many, 
among them our reporter. The pris­
oner is a perfect specimen of a man of 
violent nature. His face and head 
show signs of a severe struggle, while 
his cloths are much torn. His manner 
of speech is coarse and brutal, and he 
is said to have declared that he is “sorry 
he had not the chance to kill his man 
two or three times over.”

EDUCATIONAL.THE FISHERY AWARD. tFrederick C. Harris, Pltff.

1Cause.From a horse jockey or a professed 
gambler we may expect evasion, trick­
ery, and everL barefaced knavery : but 
from an elevated statesman, who occu­
pies the highest diplomatic position of 
a great nation, we should look for 
nothing but unclouded honor, fair play, 
and a religious adherence to national 
bargains and treaties, solemnly made, 
and authoritively signed by contracting 
parties and powers. We are not sur­
prised when a sharper attempts to ig­
nore a note of hand, and seeks to avoid 
its honest payment ; but when the 
chief secretary of a national ruler un­
dertakes a shuffling policy with refer­
ence to a well-deiined bargain made 
with the usual solemnities in such im­
portant cases, the civilized world is 
astounded. Chicanery and fraud in 
the lower strata of traffic create but a 
trifling and limited sensation in the 
public mind, because occurrences of the 
kind are unfortunately too common. 
The other day, however, when the ne­
farious doings in the management of 
the Glasgow Bank were disclosed, the 
whole British public were appalled at 
the magnitude of the frauds that had 
been perpetrated by its directors. It 
was almost a national shock. From 
some quarters in social communities, 
crimes of every grade are expected ; 
but in higher circles, and especially in 
national cabinets, the observing world 
looks for honesty, and adherence to 
bargains or agreements made in good 
faith.

The reader has already seen that the 
foregoing remarks have been suggested 
by Mr. Secretary Evarts’ attempt to 
virtually nullify the Fishery award by 
disingenuous diplomacy. Thebe were 
matters in dispute exclusively pertain­
ing to the vexed fishery question be 
tween Great Britain and the United 
States. Those matters by mutual 
agreement were submitted to the adju- 
dication of arbitrators, who constituted 
a legitimate tribunal to settle the dis­
pute in question. The decision or 
award of that tribunal was necessarily 
final. There could he no evasive ap­
peal from it; and both parties, both by 
honor and agreement, were bound by 
it. The fishery dispute, and none other. 
was submitted to the arbitrators for 
decision—and that decision was to be 
ultimate—final. Appeal from it was 
never dreamed of—much less contem­
plated as a possibility.

Nevertheless, the chief Secretary of 
State at Washington has covered whole 
quires of foolscap in endeavoring to 
impress upon the minds of British 
statesmen,—and upon the legislative 
Congress and people of the United 
States—and upon the world that the 
Government whiçh he diplomatically 
represents, is not bound by the award 
of the arbitrators referred to. In doing 
so, he elaborately argues that the fish 
ery question, (already finally settled by 
a tribunal that was mutually chosen) 
should be opened de novo, mixing up 
with his arguments extraneous matters 
and side issues. He indeed resorts to 
undignified subterfuges to virtually set 
aside the award which may hear lieavi 
Iv on the treasury of the United States.- 
He seems willing to perpetrate a seri­
ous breach of diplomatic faith, and 
compromise the national honor, rather 
than liquidate a claim which the arbi 
trators. chosen by his Government ,n\\eges 
to be fair and equitable.

Mr. Evarts is a lawyer by profession, 
and a statesman by present official oc­
cupancy of position. Such tricks,quib­
bles and evasions as legal gentlemen 
sometimes resort to at nisi prius, are 
wholly inappropriate—in fact, utterly 
unallowable—in matters of grave di 
plomacy. We remember that Mr. 
Evarts wue the leading counsel on the 
notorious trial of the Rev. Henry Ward 
Beecher. In that case, he was profess 
ionaUy justifiable in the practice of 
tortuous and evasive lines of argu­
ment ; but in a Secretary of State, his 
utterances should be straight-forward, 
and out spoken, and luminous with ve 
racity.

Some of Mr. Evarts’ official predeces­
sors would have scorned the course and 
policy which he has adopted in the af 
fair which we have been considering. 
Daniel Webster would as soon have un­
dertaken to overthrow the Bunker Hill 
Monument as to have denied the valid­
ity of the Fishery Award.

Ed. Monitor,—
Dear Sir .—Agreeable to suggestion, 

I submit the following notes of a re­
cent visit to the public schools of our 
metropolis. Having recently graded, 
they appeared at greatest possible dis­
advantage, half the pupils being new to 
their preceptors. This, however, afford­
ed the best condition for observing the 
instructor’s tact and professional dex­
terity. With most liberal provisions 
for education we look up to this “city 
set on an hill” for a display of the best 
equipped, best-officered institutions in 
the land. Well-furnished they are,and 
though from occult and inscrutable 
reasons the Board keep in employ a 
few misnomered teachers who could 
not retain service for a month in the 
average Annapolis County school sec­
tion yet hitherward has gravitated an 
amount of educational talent cheap at 
any pecuniary cost, a band of noble 
men and women tired with all the zeal 
necessary for success in the greatest 
human enterprise, the fashioning of hu 
man mind and sonl. Teachers are they 
touched with the spirit of the Teacher 
of Nazareth, surveying their work in all 
its momentous relations to time and 
eternity—abidingly faithful in the my­
riad little things of school room life, 
which no Public Examination can ex 
hibit, of which no earthly record is 
kept. I would fain mention names,but 
the roll of honor is long. Suffice to say, 
that intercourse and communication 
with them must ever prove a source of 
reinspiration to all dispirited brethren.

Among the distinctive features of the 
city school is the strict government in 
and out of class rooms. The orders of 
the Board are most explicit on this 
point, recognising it as & sine qua non 
of which the pupils military-like 
promptness and simple, implicit obedi 
ence are gratifying results. The social 
standing of the teachers, their secure 
tenure of office and lengthened terms 
of service constrained by annual in­
crease of salary give their work a ring 
of decision and independence unknown 
where the teacher changes his situation 
and often his occupation semi-annually, 
stamping his pupils with reflex insta­
bility and a feverish unrest subversive 
of true advancement.

At 7 o'clock, p. m. when his 
body was reached, it was still warm, 
his clothes almost dry, and his watch 
still going. No inquest was held ; as 
there is no coroner on the Island. It

Railway.Washington, Nov. 14.—The following is 
Lord Salisbury’s reply to the despatch of 
Secretary Evarts, concerning injuries sus­
tained by the American fishermen in For­
tune Bay, and the attitude of the Home 
Government in regard to colonial legisla­
tion effecting American rights under the 
Treaty of Washington

“Sir,—Her Majesty’s Government has 
had under consideration a despatch from 
Secretary Evarts, dated 28th Sept. This de­
spatch is in reply to my letter of 23rd Aug., 
in which I forwarded copy of report fur­
nished by Captain Sullivan, of H. M. S. 
“ Sirius,” on the occurence in question. 
Evarts now remarks that the United States 
Government have not been put in posses­
sion ot depositions which form the basis 
of that report, and are unable, therefore, 
to say whether, upon their consideration, 
the vtew„whtch the government of the 
United States takes of these transactions 
upon the sworn statement of their own 
citizens would be at all modified. Her 
Majesty’s Government have not had the 
opportunity of considering the statements 
in question, but the depositions which ac­
companied Captain Sullivan’s report, and 
which I have now the honor to forward, 
appealed to them, in the absence ot other 
testimony, to bo conclusive as regards the 
facts of the case. Apart, however from 
facts in respect to which there appears 
to be no material divergence between the 
evidence collected by the United States 
Government, and that collected by the 
Colonial authorities, Evarts takes excep­
tion to my letter of the 23rd, on the ground 
of my statement, that the United States 
fisherman concerned had been guilty 6f 
breaches of the law. From this he infers 
an opinion, on my part, that it is compe­
tent for British authority to pass laws in 
suppression of the treaty binding Ameri­
can fishermen within the three mile limit. 
In pointing out that American fisherman 
had broken the law within territorial lim­
its in Her Majesty’s Dominions, I had no 
intention of inferentially laying down any 
principles of international law and no ad­
vantage would, I think, be gained by do­
ing so to greater extent than the facts, 
in the question absolutely require. I 
hardly believe, however, Evarts would in 
discussion adhere to the broad doctrine, 
which some portion of his language would 
appear to convey, that no British authority 
has any right to pass any kind of law 
binding Americans, who are fishing in 
British waters ; for if that contention be 
just, the same disability applies a fortoiri 
to any other power and waters, and must 
be delivered over to anarcy. On the other 
band, Her Majesty’s Government will 
readily admit, what is indeed self-evident, 
that British sovereignty, as regards these 
matters is limited in its scope by engage­
ments of the Treaty of Washington which 
cannot be modified or affected by any mu­
nicipal legislation. e I cannot anticipate 
that, with regard to these principles, that 
any difference will be found to exist be­
tween views of the two Governments. If, 
however, it bo admitted that Newfound­
land legislators have a right of binding 
Americans who fish within their waters by 
any laws which do not contravene exist­
ing treaties, it must further be conceded 
that duty determining existence, any such 
contravention must be undertaken by gov­
ernments, and cannot be remitted to the 
discretion of each individual fisherman. 
For such discretion, if exercised on one 
oide, can nardly be refused on .the other. 
If any American fisherman may violently 
break the law which he believes Contrary 
to the treaty, .Newfoundland fisherman 
may violently maintain if be believes it to 
be in accordance with the treaty. As 
points in issue frequently entitle and re­
quire considerable legal knowledge, noth­
ing but confusion and disorder could re­
sult from such a mode of deciding inter­
pretation of treaty. Her Majesty’s Gov-

That in order to avoid the under-valua­
tion on importations the number of ports 
of entry should be reduced, efficient and 
thoroughly reliable appraisers -should be 
appointed and the penalty of confiscation 
should be rigidly enforced.

That the Government bo again urged to 
create a bureau of statistics. That, in or­
der to encourage trade with the West In­
dies and other tropical countries, a lino of 
steamers be subsidized to ply between 
Canada and those countries. That the 
meeting express its cordial sympathy with 
the people of Halifax in their efforts to 
make their city the winter port, and that 
every facility be given them to secure 
freights each way over the Intercolonial.

That the Government be urged to pro­
ceed with the Pacific Railway and deepen­
ing and enlarging of the St. Lawrence 
canals as rapidly as the circumstances of 
the country will permit, and that it will be 
to the advantage of the producers and 
manufacturers of Canada to exhibit largely 
at the exhibition to be held at Sydney, 
New South Wales, in 1880, and that the 
association urge upon the Dominion and 
Local Governments the advisability of aid­
ing as far as possible those who may de­
sire tc exhibit
