FANCY PRINTSThe Late Mrs. Miner Tupper.

XVe last week announced the decease of 
a well-known and estimable lady. Mrs. 
Tupper w-as derived from pre-loyalist stock 
on both her father’s and mother's side. 
Her father, the late James XX’inchester, 
was a grandson of Nathan Winchester, 
who was one of the grantees of the town­
ship of Annapolis in i759. One of his sons 
married Abigail, one of the three daugh­
ters of John Howard XVinslow, also a gran 
tee in the same township. Her grand­
mother was therefore of good family— of a 

-family w hose name has been distinguished 
in colonial history. Her mother,—Anne 
\\Titherspoon,—was a grand-daughter of 
John Witherspoon, who was a prisoner in 
Quebec when XV’olf attacked it in 1758, 
and was by him released from his captivity 
in that year, when he returned to Anna 
polis, where l.is family had been some time 
domiciled before his capture by the Indians.

A very destructive fire occurred at Nic­
taux Fails last Friday morning about one 
o’clock, a.m., completely destroying the 
buildings of two of the general merchandise 
dealers, together with almost the entire 
stock.

Pour it over corn-starch pudding or put be­
tween layers of cake.

Coffee Cake.—One cup of sugar, one 
cup of melted butter, one cup of New Or­
leans molasses, one cup of strong coffee, one 
egg, one teaspoonful of ground cinnamon, 
one-half pound each of raisins and currants, 
four cups of sifted flour.

Molasses Cookies.—One cup of butter 
two cups of molasses, one teaspoonful of 
cloves, one tablespoonful of ginger, sufficient 
flour to make a stiff batter, not dough. 
Mold with the hands into small cake and 
bake in a steady rather than quick oven 
in which they are apt to burn.

Triples.—One quart flour, one cup sugar, 
tvyo tablespoon fuis melted butter, two teas­
poonfuls Cleveland’s Superior Baking Pow­
der, sifted with the flour, and enough sweet 
milk to make stiff as crullers. Roll into 
thin sheets and cut in pieces about two by 
four inches.
