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That a well organised system of political 
corruption is being developed in the Hawa­
iian Islands, is the observation of Professor 
George H. Meade, of the department of 
philosophy at the University of Chicago. 
Professor Meade has just returned to the 
university after spending a vacation of three 
months in the new possessions. His sole 
object was to enjoy the pleasures of travel 
in an interesting new part of the country, 
and there was arhple opportunity for obser­
vation. Professor Meade told of hie impres­
sions as follows:

“ The great thing which characterises the 
«ituatlon in Hawaii is the political machine. 
The natives have become conscious of their 
power. They realize that among their pos­
sessions now is the vote. They are able to 
read and write, are intelligent, bright and 
thrifty. They have leaders, who are as con­
scious of the power of numbers as the indi­
viduals are of their new power as voters. 
Some of these leaders are natives, some half- 
breeds, and some whites. They are natural­
ly shrewd, and use the natives to precure 
personal benefits. Hence corruption is 
creeping in. President McKinley put a 
check to one move of this kind by refus! 
to appoint Harold Sewell as governor 
Hawaii.

“But the leaders have considerable success 
as tbe natives are easily led. There are SO,- 
000 of the latter, and they are entirely in­
different to the new relation. In Honolulu, 
2,000 out of 2,800 have registered as the re­
sult of the efforts of the manipulators.

“The next thing that has to be solved ia 
Hawaii is tbe labor problem. Heretofore 
there has been a complete supply 
uese, Japanese and Portuguese laborers, 
whose pay was §15 per month. Sinoe annex­
ation, the Chinese, of course, are excluded. 
The Japanese have been kept from coming 
by legislation in their own country. Those 
already in Hawaii began striking, and tbe 
wages were raised to $18 a month. The in­
vestors have considered two er three meth­
ods of meeting the difficulty, one was the 
importation of negroes and another the 
bringing in of Porto Ricans. But neither 
plan could be carried out.

“A co operàte system has been adopted to 
secure white laborers. The laborers are 
given two or three acres of corn and a field 
of cane. All of the agricultural work is 
done by most approved methods. They use 
steam plows and have admirable systems of 
irrigation.”

A Vancouver despatch intimating that • 
dispute has arisen as to whether Mount 
Baker mines are in Britibh Columbia or the 
Statejof Washington elicits the interesting in­
formation that the Dominion government in- 
June last, made a proposal to the United 
ed States for the appointment of an Inter­
national commission to remark the 49th 
parallel, the international boundary. This 
work was originally done by twojeommis- 
sioners, Colonel Hawkers, R. E.Represent­
ing Britain and Arch Campbell,
At different points through the mountain 
the 49th parallel was indicated by means of 
iron pillars, or poles or pyramids of stones. 
In the forty years which have elapsed since 
the boundary was first defined it is likely 
that some of these distinguishing marks have 
been cast down, and In view of the fact 
that mining is being actively prosecuted 
along the boundary the Dominion govern­
ment four months ago, suggested the appoint­
ment of another commission. So far the 
answer has not been received.

Bat since then there has been a decided out­
break of warlike epirit, and it is evident 
that in the school of strategy and diplomacy 
the peace lessons will not be readily learned. 
Still the representatives of the nations may 
by prolonged efforts teach their people to 
mould their swords into plow shares. A 
single failure does not brand the project as 
futile, though there is reason to doubt the 
wisdom of some teachings of even so représ­
entative a body. At Paris a few day. ago 
the Congress argued to make international 
arbitration obligatory. In the interest, of 
peace, each a policy would surely be disas­
trous; more apt to produce war than promote 
peace. The Paris Congress had under con­
sidération many more problems of national 
import, and its teports on the Chins and 
South Africa situations, are worthy of more 
than passing notice. Dealing with China it 
was resolved, that the action of the mission­
aries was often intolerant; that their religi 

propaganda should not be backed up by 
diplomatic or military force; that they 
should go into China at their own risks and 
perils; that Europe should abandon any 
religious protectorate in China; that forcible 
annexation of territory, especially tharheld 
sacred by the Chinese, should cease; that 
the Powers should attempt to establish a 
stable native government, capable of under­
taking international reforms; and that the 
open door for the honest commercs of the 
world on equal terms is the only policy that 
gives any guarantee for the country’s future

Packing Apples for Export.That Memorial Fund.
So much has been said and written about 

the importance of packing apples carefully 
and honestly that it might almost seem like 
a useless repetition to refer to the subject 
again. Yet the conditions this year are 
somewhat unusual and it is therefore worth 
while to study them with unusual care. 
The facts are about as follow: The world’s 
crop of apples is an exceptionally large one, 
perhaps the largest in the history of the in 
dustry, and this in spite of the large quanti­
ties that were blown from the trees during 
the recent high wind. On the other hand 
the ciop of Nova Scotia is probably not so 
large as last year and certainly not of as 
high quality. The black spot has been 
usually prevalent the past season, and apple- 
are spotted and cracked as they have not 
been tor some years, and everyone who has 

had the least experience in packing 
such fruit knows that it is well nigh impos 
aible, even with the best of intentions, to 
exclude all unsound fruit. As a result ot all 
this our Nova Scotian growers will have 
more rivals against whom they must 
pete in the English markets, yet the goods 
which they offer will not be up to the usual 
standard in quality.

In view of this fact it behooves every 
orchardist to sort and pack bis apples with 
unusual care and to send forward only the 
best. It is quite probable that he will re­
ceive as much money for his crop if he ships 
only those that are sound and unblemished, 
packing them as No. l’s and 2’e (it is 
take to send unsound fruit or “drops” as No.

If these trial shipments shall open in attrac­
tive condition there will, be a demand for 
more, and this demat d will continue another 

though prices may be somewhat 
higher. But if these first shipments of 
fruit shall prove poor, dinhonestly packed 
and generally unsatisfactory, the result will 
be that we bhall have no further demand 
from that quarter either this year or in future 
years, at least till this first impression has 
been removed.

What is to be tbe result of this year’s 
sales? Fair prices for our fruit, an enlarging 
of our markets, and bright prospects for the 
future, or a demoralized market this year 
and a prejudice against our fruit which it 
will take years to overcome? It is the fruit 
growers themselves who must answer this 
question!

Losses In Apples by the Storm.

The serious damage to apples in many 
larts ot the commercial orchard belt in the 
Jnited States, as a result of the furious and 
persistent gale of early September, is, says 
the American Ayriculturist, not yet fully 
measured. While first reports were in some 
instances exaggerated, latest advices still 
show beyond question that enormous quan­
tities of apple# were blown from the trees, 
returns coming in from apple sections uni­
versally pointing out heavy losses. While 
sheltered orchards and those on the eastern 
slopesof hills escaped serious damage, advices 
indicate that all the way from 10 per cent, 
up to 60 and 7b and occasionally mere of the 
apples are on the ground. Reports as a rule 
indicate 25 to 50 per cent, blown off the 
in the territory from Lake Erie eastward.

“We would recommend that this 
tion accept the ten per cent advance, pro­
vided the operators will continue its pay­
ment until April 1, 1901, and will abolish 
the sliding scale in Lehigh and Schuylkill 
regions. The scale of wages in the two last 
named districts to remain stationary at ten 
per cent above the present basis prize, and 
that the compiniea agree to adjust other 
grievances complained of with committees of 
their own employes. Should this proposition 
be unacceptable to the operators, we recom­
end that the convention propose that all ques­
tions at issue be submitted to a fair and im­
partial board of arbitration.

Breaking Horses.

TUB PROPER AND HÜMANK WAY OF BRIDL­
ING AND BITTING.

A writer in the London Live Stock Jour­
nal describes what he calls the proper and 
humane method of breakingoolts. The break - 
er should undo the near bit strap, slip the 
bridle gently ever his head, stand exactly 
opposite his near shoulder and fondle him 
gently with the band and encourage him Ly 
kind words. This is the only position close 
to a horse of absolute safety. No colt can 
strike the breaker either from before or be­
hind, no matter how hard he tries, nor oan 
he run away if hie neck is bent and the 
position maintained. He must fasten all 
the bridle straps properly, then slip the two 
first fingers of the right hand into the colt's 
mouth at the side behind his front teeth. 
At 3 years of age he has no tushes and can­
not possibly bite the fingers in this position. 
He must place the fingers over the colt’s 
tongue, then Insert the thumb and press it 
gently on the nerve centers of his lower jaw. 
In nearly all cases he will yield at once and 
will suffer his mouth to be opened quite 
wide. The breaker should take the bit in 
the left hand, still keeping the right fingers 
in the colt's mouth, attach it to the side ring, 
theu withdraw the fingers, and the whole 
matter is accomplished without a strug-

Blshop Potter’s Warning.Kthles of Amusement.

At this season of the year, when the daily 
routine becomes the daily.grind, and recrea­
tive pursuits are the business of the house, 
says the New York Tribune, Lady Battersea’s 
views on amusements, proper and Improper, 
and their Influence on the social community 
come with special interest. She says:

Amusement, properly understood, is the 
relaxation from the daily grind, and only 
when it is taken in that sense, and not as the 
main object of existence, can it be considered 
en moral grounds. It should be the broid 
•red hem to the robe, not the robe itself. 
The moment that amusement, in the shape 
•f games, sport, society even, departs from 
Its rightful kingdom, it becomes an usurper, 
and as such cannot claim ethical power. Its 
true purpose is as a relaxation either to the 
mind or the body, and this it ceases to be 
when it occupies an undue amount of time, 
brain power or physical energy.

It seems to me that if amusement is to be 
healthful and pure it should depend, first, 
upon the exercise and use, but not abuse, of 
•ur physical and mental powers; second, 
upon sympathetic companionship ; third, 
upon the certainty that in the pursuit of our 
own pleasure we are not injuring others; 
fourth, upon the fact that we are giving 
pleasure to others.

Now, the more we cultivate our faculties 
the greater will be our possibilities of enjoy­
ment. To some a walk between budding 
hedgerows or through green fields may lead 
to a paradise of delight, while to others it 
may simply mean an excursion into the king 
dom of boredom.

The amusement gained in learning to ob­
serve Nature closely is infinite; it is a stim­
ulus from without and in every sense a 
healthful one, leading to many of the pleas­
ures of art as well as to those of sport.

When combined with a love of research 
and reading, these interests are yet more 
valuable. It seems almost trite to dwell 
upon the ethical aspect of the amusement 
gained from our most precious friends— 
bsoka. How they feed pur imagination, 
turn the dull hour into a bright one, widen 
the limits of our little world, giving us, as it 
were, a new family to love and care for, 
bringing us into contact with noble lives and 
great minds.

Novels, which if they do not amuse, are 
unworthy of their name, do not prevent 
their authors from being among the beat 
preachers and teachers that the world bas 
ever known. What thank offerings would 
we gladly raise to the magicians who enrich 
our lives by their creations.

Second to the amusements derived from 
all forms of literature, or perhaps equal to it, 
Is that connected with (music. Music has 
Its own particular atmosphere of sunshine 
and brightness, and is inseparable from our 
conception of festivity, of great public and 
private rejoicings, of solemn festivals and 
great celebrations.

With music dancing is, of course, intim­
ately associated. The popular dictum has 
now given to the rhythmical movements so 
dear to the young, a very honored place in 
the scale of amusements. Dancing is taught 
in primary schools; it has found open doors 
into the modern working girls’ clubs; it 
is sanctioned by many excellent clergy as a 
wholesome recreation in their parishes, and 
the young of all classes would count social 
pleasures as insipid if they did not include a 
dancing party or a ball. The ethical value 
of the dance must depend uppn the whole­
some exercise it entails, upon the fine spirits 
that it engenders and upon the healthy 
social tone that it imparts.

For all games that do not pamper merely 
to excitement, and that do not depend upon 
gambling for an attraction, I have a pro­
found respect. Games such as cricket, foot­
ball, tennis, and golf are simply invaluable. 
They bring their votaries into the open air, 
bracing their nerves, making them active in 
body, agile and supple of limb, keen of sight, 
enduring, patient, good tempered, unselfish, 
and public spirited. I regret that the ele­
ments of gambling should ever have intrud­
ed itself upon these open air pastimes, and 
beyond this there is a further danger result­
ing from the hero worship so freely bestow­
ed upon all who show an exceptional pro­
ficiency in the national games. It must 
often require great force of character to set­
tle down to the steady routine of everyday 
life after the fictitious excitement of injudi­
cious and universal adultation.

I would add that the ethics of those coun- 
tres are in the ascendant where national 
games are innocent of cruelty. Who does 
not owe also a meed of gratitude to the 
sedentary games, such as the learned and 
dignified game of chess; whist, so useful 
when conversation flags; draughts, dominos, 
even patience, all of which have helped men 
and woman through many a tedious hour ? 
But here again their ethical value is at a 
discount if they are played for high stakes 
or gambling purposes.

And then the bicycle. What avenues of 
fresh delight it opens up ! What possibili­
ties to those who have lived their lives with 
in city walls ! It promotes companionship 
between men and women, so valuable to 
both, and in a way realizes the aspirations of 
the poet :

Ye gods annihilate but time and space 
And make two lovers happy.

Travelling, an unfailing delight and amuse­
ment, is now happily brought within the 
reach of slender purses owing to half philan­
thropic, half business arrangements of poly­
technics, working men’s clubs, settlements,

Let her 
bo punished for them as she deserves. But 
let not the mad act of ignorant and inflamed 
revolutionists be made the pretext for pulling 
down a venerable and historic civilization, 
whose younger and worthier sons are just 
turning toward the light. Hands off, gen­
tlemen, kings, emperors and presidents, 
until a people, stirred at length by the vis­
ion of nobler ideals, shall show us what they 
oan do for their own generation.

Scolding Mothers.

It seems to me that I never knew a scold­
ing woman who had any influence over her 
children after they grew up. While they 
are young she prevails over them by dint of 
much speaking ; as soon as they get a little 
older her opinions and protests and scolding 
are either ignored or resented, and her child­
ren order their lives to their own liking.

I don’t know that the children of a scold­
ing mother have very much to be grateful 
for. I should think she would scold all the 
mother-love out of her heart. I am sure she 
effectually banishes love and respect from 
her children’s hearts. True it is necessary 
to give ‘line upon line and precept upon pre­
cept,’ but that is very different from the 
eternal nagging that many mothers indulge 
in. Think a moment ! Would you like to 
be always reproved, your short-commings 
kept always before you, your sins of omis­
sions and commissions kept constantly in 
mind ? Does it not irritate you to heve 
cross and impatient words addressed to you? 
Are you fond of people who are always tell­
ing you of your faults ? Think then what 
effect continual reproof must have upon 
children, whose sensibilities are more tender 
aud whose feelings are more easily wounded 
than thqse of older persons.

The scolding mother may think because 
her words apparently fall upon unheeded 
ears that they have no effect. Very likely 
they fail to bring about the result desired, 
but they have their power upon character. 
They destroy the mother's influence, they 
harden the children's hearts eventually and 
make them harder to control and make a last­
ing impression upon character. The child 
almost unconsciously imitates the acts, the 
words and ways of those with whom he as­
sociates. You may hear the little girl scold­
ing her dolls in her mother’s manner toward 
herself ; and the little lad treats his pets 
much as he sees his father treat the farm 
animals. Habits that art to shape a life­
time of thought and activity are being form­
ed, their inspiration caught from those of 
the parents.

Then don’t scold ! It spoils your child­
ren’s disposition and your own. Ic makes 
you unloveable, and it doesen’t do an atom 
of good. On the contrary, it does an incal­
culable amount of harm.

As soon as the colt is bridled and bitted 

the surcinglé should be strapped lightly 
around him. The breaker should avoid 
drawing suddenly at first, or the pressure 
may startle him and cause him to kick and 
throw himself down. The next thing is to 
place the crupper beneath his tail. This is 
accomplished by standing well forward at 
the near side of the colt and pushing hie tail 
quietly through. The breaker should be 
sure that all the loose hair is through the 
loop. Nothing will make a colt kick sooner 
than by leaving some of the hair at the root 
of the tail outside the crupper, for when the 
pressure comes upon it it will nip his dock 
and induce him to kick and throw himself 
about in all directions. The crupper should 
be fixed to the surcingle, taking care not to 
draw it too tightly. After this the breaker 
should take the end of the halter, which 
should always be left on the head of the 
oolt beneath the bridle, and bring it 
through bet wen his fore legs and tie it 
not too lightly to the surcingle. After 
a little practice in this manner the side reins 
should be placed upon him very loosely, the 
near rein being fired to the off ring of the 
surcingle, and vice versa.

It is a good plan to turn the colt in a large 
open court, where he cannot get fast in any 
way, and allow him to roam about of hie 
own accord. In this way he will soon begin 
to champ and work the bit, and the more he 
works it his mouth will be the more evenly 
made. The bit should be slightly bent, 
with three small keys suspended from the 
center. The bend in the bit prevents the 
oolt making his mouth unequal, as it is Im­
possible for him to pull entirely on one side 
of it, while the loose action of the knees in­
duces him to work the bit more freely. The 
keys should not be too longer they will come 
between his front teeth, which may give him 
a bad habit of tossing op his head in fu-

Some colts are inclined to sulk on the bit 
at first, but in time they will generally work 
it quite fieely. The breaking tackle should 
not remain upon the colt more than a couple 
of hours at first, and the lima should grad­
ually be increased as the breaking proceeds.

—Breathing exercises are sure to be of 

great benefit to every girl. A simple and 
very beneficial one is to stand before a mir­
ror, .drop the hands naturally to the sides, 
without attempt to square the shoulders, 
close the mouth aud take a long, deep breath 
through the nose, hold it in the lungs for a 
few seconds, then slowly expel.

Saving Scorched Food.

Every housekeeper should know that when 
an article of food scorches in cooking, if the 
vessel containing it be immediately uncover­
ed and set into a pan of cold water for a few 
minutes, carefully removing from the ves. 
eel without stirring the food which has been 
scorched, it will not taste of the scorch. I 
have rescued delicate custards by this treat­
ment. Vegetables that have actually burn­
ed to the kettle may be redeemed if one is 
careful to remove no part of that which is 
damaged.

When food boils over on the stove,, if it is 
at once covered with salt the disagreeable 
odor arising is immediately arrested and the 
stove can be more easily cleaned than when 
the article is allowed to burn off.

If boiled or mashed potatoes must stand 
over a little while before serving, they may 
be kept palatable by laying three or four 
thicknesses of a clean soft cloth directly over 
them, theu covering the kettle closely and 
setting it where it will keep warm, but cot 
scorch, says a writer in the Housekeeper. 
Setting into a pan of hot water is the best 
method and is employed by hotels and restau­
rants that must keep potatoes ready for 
serving for two or three hours at a time. 
The cloth absorbs the steam and prevents 
the potatoes from becoming heavy and sog-

The Farm.

It is said that during the middle ages 
when man was not so humane, no greater 
punishment could be inflicted up -n his vic­
tims of cruelty than to imprison them and 
deny them salt in any form, which would in­
sure a slow and excruciating death by rea­
son of the digestive system becoming infest­
ed with worms and parasites and the skin 
becoming spotted with eruptions. The do­
mestic animals that are denied salt will 
certainly become . diseased and stunted, 
especially so during the season of the year 
when they have no green food. The neglect 
of regular rations of sail for hogs will sooner 
or later beget a condition that invites germs 
of swine plague and cholera. Rock salt con­
veniently placed for the hogs and sheep it 
better than pulverized salt for the purpose. 
Lumps of ten or fifteen pounds placed in the 
manger answer as well for the horses as pul­
verized salt. Where it is constantly before 
them there is no danger of them eating too 
much. Cattle seem to require more than 
other stock and should have it in the pow­
dered state, as they spend too much time 
licking from the lump. Plenty of salt and 
all the water stock need dilate the food and 
hasten better assimilation, making the stock 
thrive and (increasing milk secretion. In 
mixing salt in slops of food care should be 
taken not to overdose, as too much thus 
given is very injurious.
