Hannah aiterwards liveti in Croton,
Connecticut, and tiiere, an Decembor
31st, 1876, euhe dieti, aged only thirty-
eight. She hati becamo a Ohristian,
anti having livet the Cliristian lif.
died in the Christian's faitlilher last
words being, IlCaine, Lard Jesus, atd
tae thy poar creature home." This
shows what goat tIsere is in thie
Eskimo, and how they might b. ia-
provet if they were taught by mission-
aries tho wayB of Christ and lis holy
religion.
