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OVER LAND AND SEA.

The religious progress of Japan could hardly be
better indicated than by the report of the Rev. Mr.
Loomis, agent of the American Bible Society. His
report shows that the officials of Tokio now permit the
distribution of Bihles among the police force and the
prison guards. LCopies of the Old and New Testament
Scriptures were distributed among the rank and file of
the army and navy and in the hospitals of Japan soon
after the outbreak of the recent war, and this with the
approval of the commander-in-chief of the Japanese
army. During the war some 130,000 copies were dis-
tributed in this way. It is only when we have gone
back over the history of Japan for a score of years and
compared its present condition with the conditiontwenty
years ago, that we can form any adequate estimate of
the importance of these facts. The war between Japan
and China will, in the end, teand to the progress of
Christianity in both couantries, and we trust to the speedy
evangelization of both.

A ruling elder, a deacon, or a private member of the
church, who desires to do something in the service of
his Master, and yet fears that his motives may be mis-
understood, or that he may make a mistake that would
result In harm if he should attempt it, or thinks he has
neither time nor fituess for services which he knows
Christians ought to perform, may safely try to do such
things as these, namely, attend Sabbath school, church,
and prayer-meetings regularly; greet in 2 kind and
Christian spirit the brethren and strangers at these
meetings ; help to support according to his ability the
work of the congregation and the benevolent work of
whole Church ; keep constantly in view the interests of
his own congregation, strive to precmote its unity and
peace, to reclaim the backslider, to instruct the ignor-
ant, to strengthen the weak, to cheer the despondent,
and comfort the sorrowing. If he works humbly and
faithfully in these ways, he will soon find his field of
usecfulpess widening, his faith and courage increasing,
and his desire aud will to wark for the Master growing
stronger and stronger.

Bishop Potter assumes {or the summer the guise of
asimple pastor.

The Bishop has taken up his abode in Mr. Bateman's
apartments, which are plairly firnished rooms on the
top floor of the mission building. He will have a
busy summer, for in addition to the daily and Sunday
services, there are the Boys' Club, the Sewing School,
the Fresh Air Work, the Rclief Departinent, the
Girls' Friendly Socicty, the Helping Hand, and other
organizations to look after and supervise. He will
alsc make pastoral visits, calls on the sick, and conduct
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funeral services, if there be a necessity forthem. For
a bishop to undertake ordinary pastoral work at any
time is uncommon, and for him to do so in the hot
summer months is surely most unique. Bishop Potter
should be rewarded with large results from his sum-
mer's work, which may he have the satisfaction of
recalizing.

“Going to Church won't save aman” No one
said it wonld. Butit will be a great help. It is infi-
nitely better than staying away. No sane man can
expect to be saved by disodeying God’s command in
regard to “ assembling ourselves together.”  Goingto
church opens the way for going to Heaven. Itis a
means of grace appointed by God Himself. No reas-
oning man can hope to accomplish anything without
using means. Food will not of itsclf prolong i'fe. A
man must go to the table and cat the food in order to
live. Merely formal attendance at church will not
save anyone, but wilful absence from church will
finally destroy one. The Church isthe divinely estab-
lished channel of all blessings. Men who think they
can cstablish some other better way of securing the
blessing of salvation must think they are wiser than
the Almighty Himselif.

Professor Flinders Petric, the cminent Egvpto-
logzist, has becn conducting excavations in Egypt at
the cost of Mr. Jessic Haworth, of Bowdon, and Mr.
Martyn Kennard, who is well-known along the Welsh
border. Dr. Petric has achieved a brilliant success,
for he has at length bridged over the unknown cea-
turies between the age of the pyramid builders and
the age of Abraham. His discoveries are of the ut-
most importance, and prove the existence of a race
of people in Egypt cntirely unsuspected up to this
moment. It may be diverting to state that the
Edwards Professor has brought back with him a char-
coal foot-warmer, a thousand ycars older than the
time of Abraham, and also a perfect set of ninepins of
the identical shape of the American bowls of modem
timc. These, together witha huge jar of scent, which
still preserves itsfragrance, and a host of other objects
of equal interest, are all attributed to a date at least
five thousand ycars ago.

A Parliamentary return has beea issued “ giving the
number of 2rrests for drunkenness within the Metropol-
itan Police districk of Dublin and the cities of Belfast,
Cork, Limerick and Waterford on Sunday~ between the
1% day of May, 1894, and the 3oth day of April, 1853,
* th days inclusive, the arrests being given from S a.m.
on Sundays till X a.m. on Mondays.” The return also
applics to the Irish counties. The total of such arrests
for the five cities are :—Dublin, 60 ; Belast, 337 Cork,
191 ; Limerick, 141 ; Waterford, 147. In the countics
there were 2,707 such arrests.  In Cork the number was
350, in Kerry 167, in Limerick 165, in Aotrim 157, and
in Down 152. In only seven counties is the number
above one hundred.
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The Conversion of England.

HE above caption may possibly startle many of our
readers, who have long been wont to regard
England as a Christian country, and her people as a
Christian people. And the first question in the minds
of all will be; whatdocs it mean? The answer is con-
tained in the order issued recently by the Pope, to the
entire membership of the Roman Catholic Church,
throughout the world, to pray that England may be
onverted. The conversion prayed for, however, is
not a conversion to the gospel, in which England
believes, and trusts, being acknowledged by a Christian
nation, but to the Roman Catholic Church, no doubt,
with all its unscriptural dogmas. The paternal heart
of many a Pope has yearned over the English people,
longing for their restoration to the Roman fold. The
command to his people to pray for this end, is nothing
new Years ago the writer was told by a French
pastor, that the month of May, in Paris, if not through-
out France, was set apart specially as a season of
prayer to the Virgin Mary, for the conversion of
England. Hitherto their prayers have met with bat
little result, for England, notwithstanding the numbers
of High Church ministers in the dominant Church,
who are popularly supposed to be desirous of leading
the Church Romeward, was never more Protestant
and Evangelical than at the present time. \We have
no fear that the prayers of the Church of Rome will be
answered. Itis too true, indeed, that England nceds
to be converted, not however from her Reformed faith,
but tfrom her intemperance, and her mammonism, in
common with other lands. And for this, all devout
souls should earncstly pray, and labor.

But we should take this kindly interest of the Pope
of Rome in good part, and, in turn, pray very ardently
and continually for the conversion of the Roman
Catholic people-—not to Protestantism, but to the
gospel of the Grace of God. For it cannot be intelli-
gently denied that this is the vital need of the Roman
Catholic peoples. The gospel of **justification by
faith ™" is not the gospel which they hear. The Eccles-
iastics do not preach: ** Repent and believe the
gonpel,” but believe in the Church, its sacraments and
dogmas. Christis hid behind the saints. Salvation
is dispensed by the Church, bothin this world and in
the next, for she claims to detain souls in purgatory at
her will. There is an awful famine of the Word and of
the Gospel among them, and it is the duty as it is the
privilege of Evangelical Churches to evangelize the
Roman Catholic peoples.

This is what the Preshyterian Church in Canada is
striving in an humble way to do for the Roman
Catholics of Canada. She sends out her missionaries,
who are quite theequa of the average English mission-
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ary, and whose work will compars in every respect
favorably with that of the latter ; also her teachers and
colporteurs, Bible in hand, and the Gospel upon their
lips, to guide their compatriots into the light. She is
thus fulfilling the golden rule, laid down by the
Saviour. And for this there should be surely nothing
but commendations, by all right thinking men, who
are at all imbued with the spint of the Gospel, In the
early days of the New Testament Church, our Lord
commanded His disciples to begin at Jerusalem and
preach the Gospel among all nations. They were to
preach to the Jews, who had the Word of God, but
did not understand its Gospel. In like manner,
though our Romaa Catholic fellow-citizens have Christ
in their written creed still they do not understand the
Gospel of salvation by Christ a.loge, and therefore
must be told it. More than this, the blessing of God
has attended the work; and it would take many a
chapter to describe the results so far, though they
cannot be yet discerned by some political writers.

The Law of Relativity.

The doctrine of relativity plays an important part in
the philosophy of our time. That doctrine 1s, that the
impression made upon us by any circumstance or com-
bination af circumstances depends upon our previous
state. No one will question the soundness of this
position. It 1s experienced in every department of the
life of thought and feeling. \We are often heard say-
ing as ordinary, everyday philosophers, things are
very much what we make them. Our attitude toward
events determines what color they will carry to our
eye, and what meaning they will have for our mind
and how they will affect our heart. Purpose will
shape the loveliness of the picture, and createto alarge
extent the pleasure it may give. Our state of mind in
reference to what we read or hear will render the
communication agrecable or disagreeable, savory or
unsavory ; and therefore this is part of our moral duty
and also of our spiritual privilege to cultivate a con-
dition of heart and mind fitted in every way to make
the best cfthings, The comprehensive precept to the
pcople of God is; keep yourselves in the love of God.
That is the best preparation for the right reception of
every event whatever its character may be. Love is
patient, humble, thoughtful, lowly and wise. And so
whatever comes to it is not hastily misjudged. It is
loyally accepted as being all for the best: as coming
from One who is making all things work together for
good to them that love Him.

We require to make special preparation for parti-
cular duties. Entering on the work of the new day
that sheds its sweet morning light on us, how shall we
begin? It may be for us a day of sore trial, or of
great joy. It may be charged with elements that
shall change entirely our course. It may build up our
character or may put it to a severe test. Do we not
therefore need a fitness in ourselves to receive what-
ever the day may give us? It carries in its hands a
casket filled with hid treasure, shall we be in such
mood that we will thank God as we open it, even
though distasteful things are there?

Captain Hedly Vicars, in the Crimea before Sebas-
tapol with a hungry heart for news from home, would
not open letters the Orderly delivered to him till he
had a season of reading of God’s Word, and prayer.
He held strongly to the position, that fellowship with
God must precede fellowship with even the dearest
earthly friends. So has it been with the noblest of the
sons of men,  And then nothing came amiss to them.

They waited for God and found him first, and so were
ready for all that he might send them. They came
into line with God's thought and were more than con-
querors in the conflicts of the day. The Hebrew
Psalmist crics out of an experience both large and
varied : My voice shalt thou hear in the morning,
O Lord, in the morning will 1 di-ect my prayer unto
thee, and will jook up, for hou ait not a God that
hast pleasure in wickedness neither will evil dwell with
thee.” The morning prayer was to him as a cleansing
bath, removing all moral filth and imparting spiritual
refreshing and strength. That girded him for the
duties of the day. We should never enter on the en-
gagements of the day, without taking hold of God and
having Him on our side.

Such should be our attitude toward all the events
of life which come to us sought or unsought. Well
may we sing :

Oh! for s closer walk with God,
A calm a2d heavenly frame,

A light to shine apon the roag,
That leads me to the Lamb.

But there is one day full of sacred action, for whose
coming we should prepare ourselves as we do for no
other event. That day is the Sabvath ; which is to be
sanctified by a holy resting all that day from such
works as are lawful on other days and a devoting the
whole time to the worship of God—except so much as
1s taken up in works of necessity and mercy. And
these are no exception. They are as much worship as
singing and praying.

Our Lord’s life was worshipful and he went about
doing good. True spiritual goadness is true worship.
Many a Sabbath is lost because it is not preparcd for
aright. How many business men press up to the
dividing line, working till twelve o'clock on Saturday
night, so that it is twelve o'clock ou the Lord's Day
e'er they feel like leaving their beds.

We think highly of the Saturday half-holiday as it
breaks 1n upon the strain and drive of the week releas-
ing the men, and giving them time to unbend and to
think and to read. They can go into the cool country
ways and see the green uplands, admire the wild flowers,
and rise through nature unto nature’s God. The old
Hebrews often used nature’s ladder torisc to the unseen.
¢ Ah, Lord God, behold thou hast made the heavens and
the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and
there is nothing too hard for thee.”” A bath in nature
refreshes and revives.  But more than this is nceded.
There is pressingly required a time of reading and
meditation in the Holy \Word. That will take the taste
of a godless world out of the mouth. That will divert
the thoughts from earthborn things and lift them on
high. We nced this 2s a preparation for the services
of God's house ; as fitting us to enjoy them ; as bring-
ing us into tune, with what is thought and done there.
We, unless we have been keeping very close to the
cross all the week, require to get into harmony
with the thought and the themes of the Sanctury to re-
ceive from them all that they are calculated to impart.
Often the preacher is blamed as a poor preacher when
the fault lies with a poor because unprepared, hearer.
The Sabbath and its services become heavenly when
the heart and mind are in tune. When the violinist
wishes to play on his instrument, he does not try to do
so while it is unstrung. No! He screws up the strings
until they sound the true notes, which give him the
scales he would employ, and then he makes it speak

with bewitchment of all those who listen.  What the
violin must have—all Christians should haveto live
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well, and to worship wel}, and to work well. The law
of relativity holds here too. Bless tne Lord O my Soul,
and all that is within me bless his Holy name.

Statistics show a wonderful decrease,
says the Philadelphia Presbyterian, in
theological students in attendance upon the lectures at
the University of Berlin  During the winter semcster
of 1891-92 they numberad as high as six hundred and
cighty-cight, but during the past summer semester
they had decreased to three hundred and eighty-nine.
This is a notable falling off. To what is it traceable?
The chief cause assigned for it is the heterodox
character of the Faculty, nearly all of the muembers
being of the Ritcshlian school of theology. Durning
the recent sitting of the Evangelical Congress some
very severe strictures were passed upon the theo-
{ogical teaching of this famous institution, and indeed
they have had a telling c¢iT2ct. The professors have
winced under them, and have sent a protest against
them to the Cultus Minister. 1t is time the Evangeli-
cals took a decided stand against tne destructive,
Rationalistic and unevangelical tendencics in the theo-
logical departments at the Germzn Universities.

personal contribution thereto one’s sell. It is impos.
sible to obtain from any institution, the up-building of
high moral character when the homes of its students
are built on moral sand.

Wherefore, let it be
the aim of the Church 1o all her several brauches to chimiaste the
uoscnptural,  \When this 1s done (ond woe believe 1t 18 1o progress)
wo thall see that beautiful thing we long for and are as yet to
blind to soe.

It1s not reasonable to expect that 4.0 will ever think precise-

matters religious, aay more than 1o the field of literature or of
science. Thero are difforencer of temperament among men, differ-

Ino this
cas® the term cannot be ulutllﬁl‘a. Bnt the details of Church
government, ay practised by one branch or another of the Church,
are not nocessarily unsciiptural because they do not find cxplicit
authority in the Scriptures. Thereis room, and let us not be
impationt with those who think there isgood reason too, for variety
in form of servico and in detail of government. This variety does
not in itself interfere with real unity, at least not necessarily.

The occupetion of territory, as the Christiar world isnow con
stituted, if wisely regulated might casily bo made a very valuable
means to the coveted end. The uncharity of intiuding and tho sin
of overcrowding communities with churches tas long been one of
the chicl causes of deaominational animositics. The Congrega-
tional Church was the first to oocupy the ground in the New Eng-
land Stetes, tho Methodist Church in Japan, and tho Eoglish
Church in British Columbia. In countries such as these, reapec-
tively, the several Churches should have precedence. In districts
aund localitics that aro already fully occupied and whero peaco
prevailt among the people in the Church, although formerly they
belonged to different communions, it has over and over again
proven detrimental to the cause of truth and thespirit of brotherly
love that other denominations have sought a foothold. When the
population has srown so that thers are Yresbyterisus ecough to
form a fair'y strong congregation in a locality where the Metho-
dist Charch, let us say, hasbeen thefester Church, letit be formed
«f this can be done without material hurt to the Church hitherto
sopported. Many a thriving mission has been destroyed for sears
to como 1n localities where this Church or that found the peoplo
at the first hupgry for tho Gospei to bo preached to them, all by
the reckless intrusion of a representative of some other Church.
The saddest part of tho story, 100, bas oftcn been that theistruder
has retired after finding his canso a very weak onc, leaviog discord
and Jdivision where he found peace and barmopy. There was
ugity before. It isa question now whetker there will be unity
again for generations. Much less will *here be union. A self-
aygrandiung epirit defeats the good end in view, by blocking the
way 30 that ood can not be accomplished.

Tho person who thus habitually
breaks the third commandmnt has not the spirie of Christ,  Tho
person who spoaks ligntly o1 God, or treats s word, ordinances,
works, or servauts with dishounor, cau netther have true love to
Christ nor thefreedom of Gud’achudren, but must beaslaveto Satan.

(3) By uswg abuave langungo 1n & tiv ol passton—languago
that would not be ussd in sober moments. ‘I'iiv licentious person,
the drunkard, tho thief and the murderer aro carricd away with
their lusts and psssions which rale them. Tho passtonatoe person,
who hurls durls and potsonous arcows 1n words to the right and
left, is also & slave. 1fe does not liridlo the tongue, and the tongue
runs away with him, .

{4} By lying—declaring what is known to be not truo for the
purposo of decetving. Lhisis practiced daily o business. Some
professing Christiacs will give a looss rein to their tougues, and
lic for five cents, and then try and soothe _heir conscyences with
the thought that it is a common thing, or that Lusiness cannot bo
carried on wi.hout 1t.  Such persons might be answered with the
words, heavon caunot be reached with it. God’s word that declares,
6 that the drunkards shall novinherit the kingdom of God, plainly
says: 7 ** All liars shall have their part in the lake which buraeth
with firs and brimatone.”

(5) By flattering. Fuols relish flattery as a aweet morael but
it is a poiscnous and very dangerous morsel. 8. ““A:man that
flattercth his neighbour spreadeth a act for his feet.,” 9. A
flattering mouth worketh ruin.” Whitefield when tlattered was
woat to say, ** Tako care of fire: I carcy powder about me.”
Flattery is a greater evil than many imagine Wo are plainly
told that: 10 *‘the Lord shall cut off all flattering lips.”

(6) By railing and slandering. Tho tlatterer, who knowingly
gives ucdue praise, will just as readily givo uamenited blame, and
thus rail and slander. By lying in business, parties may bo robbed
of money; but through slanderouslying, people arc robbe * of what
13 far more valuable. The reviler or slandereris, 11. classed with
tho idolators, xdulterers and thieves, who st all not inherit the
kingdom of (iod. DBat this leads us to consider,

{. The evils of an unbridled tongue.

Our words may seem to us to be of small importance. Wo may
regard them 28 trifling ; but they arc oot 30 in God’s sight. Ho
mekes our words a condition of us having a blessed Iifo here. 12
*\Wkat man is ho that desircth Life and loveth suany daya that he

‘may se¢ good? Keep thy tonguc from evil and thy lips from

speaking gule.” He also makes them a condition of happiness
bereafter. 13 *“Who shall dwell in thy holy lili? He that walketh
uprightly, and worketh rightoousncss, and speaketh the truthin
hiv hnart. 1o that back®iteth not with his tangue, nor doeth evil
to his neighbor,” 14 **Deathand lifo arein tho power of the tongue”
and 15 for every idlo word wo must give an account.

Buot in chap. 3: 3-1, let us seomoro particularly the evila of an
uabridled tongaue.

(1) The unbridled tongue injares the person who has it, and
also his companions. **Tt defileth tho whole body.” An unbridled
tongue mey foad a whole body into sin, just as the bit may bo
mado to turo out of tho way, the horse and buggy with all in it.
The rudder on the ship may bo usod to turn the whole company on
board upon the sands or rocks; 8o ono nabridled tongoc may lead
a great company astray. We bave scen magoificent bodics thus
led into tho mire, and moat fouly defiled. 16 *The wicked is
saarod by the traosgression of his lips.” In the snaré which ho
set for others he and his companiors are caught. 17 Tho enemics
of Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego were themselves slain by the
fire which they kiodled for others. 18 Daniel's caemies suffered
death by what they desigaed to bo the means of Daniel’s death.
19 The malicious words of unbridled tongues, which araas sharp
awords drawn out against others, will come back and picrce their
own hearts. 20 Ged protects his own people from lying lips, and
21 takes hold of the wickod words of the ungodly topunish them-
selves ; so thero is much wisdom in the Persian proverb. **Take
care lest your tongue should cat off your head.”

2) An unbridled tongue is injurious to others.

**It setson fire the course (or whoel) of natare.’”” Unospark
may seta great city on flames.  Vac word may sect a large congre-
gation ontire. Toe slanderer injures othera by robbing them of
what is more procious than mouney. The man who robsanother ofa
cow or a horse would probably if discovercd be sent to prison : but
the slanderer may do a hundred times worso thao that. and yet
oscape the law of the land. To rob a man of his character, or
{cionds, ia surely worso than robbing a man of his cows or horses,
or aven burning his house. Shakespearo represents a character as
drgppmg poison into an ear. That is the work of the sianderer.
His tongao is full of deadly poison. He drops it into the cars of
others, in tho form of lying or insinuating words. Ia drops it
into their ayes, in the form of iniinusting looks or actions. ~ We
are told that the deadlicat poisons in naturo are those for which
no tost is kaown. Oae drop of theso insinuated into the veios pro-
daces death in threo seconds : and yet.no chemical acience can
separate the poison from the blood, and say—thir is the poison.
So the most hurtfal slander may be that of which no hola can be
takea. It may be produced by aahrugof the shoulder, anod of
the head. a glance of the eye, cr by silenco when daty demands
apeech. In such and other ways, the nnbridled toogne may rob of
character, and in a ahort time poison dear {riends, thus making
them as if they wero dead to oach other. It thus tranagressea the
sixth, the eighth, aad tho ninth commandments. If the thief, the
barglar, tho inoendiary, or the murdorer iswicked, neod wo hesitate
in saving, that choslanderer with hic unbridied tongao is a wicked
and dangerous character.

{3) The evil of an_anbridied fongao is also seen in its uncon-
trollable nature. ¢ For avery kind of beasts, and of birds, snd of
serpeats, and of thiings in the ses, is 1amed, avg hath boen tamed
of mankind. DBat the tongne cr no maa tame” The anbridisd
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slunderous tonguo may be punished ; but no mortal power cah keep
it from its work of delight 1n acting as the devil's servant. £2 As
tho sow returns to wallow in thomire, 8o theslaudirer returns with
relishito s thiovish, apiteful, murderous attacks, i injusinig joreen
1mto ears, thrusting vencmous daggers iuto hesrts, and robbing
wdividuals of their i st valuablo poaseasions.  It)s very difheult
to arrest a dlanderous repert.  ‘Thealandered perscn may disgrove
tho calumny. To therightecus his character muy alino forth ten.
fold more brightly, through the reproaches cast upon him; yet
there aro always fools who will give forth the princ.ple, that woen
two quarrel there is often fault on both sides, and will persist in
adding tho illogtcal conclusion— ho muat have done some wrong.
Such weuld hardly dure interpret scripture in this fashion, and
argue, that: 23 John the Baptist tnust havedone some wmnf in
telling Herod that hoshould not have his brother's wife— 24 2f Paul
had only conducted himself aright, he would not have had to
enduro such persecutions: 25 it John tho loving Apostle had only
acted in a right manncr, Diotrephes would not turn so bitter
against him,—26 yea, if Christ had treated Judas rightly ho would
not havobetrayed him, 27and if he had conducted himself properly
smong Joews and Gentiles they would not have united in crucifyin
him. So fur from both {uruea being always in the fuult, one o
the partics may beslandered in that very point in which he most
resembles the Lord Jesus, as Rutherford teaches,—
¢ Where God His geal set fairest,
Thoey've stamped their foulest brand."

Of tho 28 great John the Baptist they said: 29 **He hatha
devil 3 whilo of tho 30 ** Spotless Som of God, 3) who ever did
not his own will but tho will of the Father, thes zaiu, 32 Behold a
gluttopous wine-bibber, and it is atill true tbat*alying tongue
hateth those that are afllicted byit.”

{4) The unbridled tongue manifcsts that tho heart is false, jast
us bad fruit declaces that the tree 18 bad.

Tho fig tree canuct bear olive bessses, or the vine figs. A
fountain cannot scad forth at the same place aweet water and
lutter ; no moro can faoslanderous tonguo havo a loving heart.
The person who persis 3 in apitting his venom, and bespattering
the fairost characters with his vile shime, may profera to have tho
spirit of Christ, but it is all a delusion. A spring that sends
forth such bitter foul water cannot be pure. The slanderer carnot
have a pure beart,

31 Tho evil of snunbridled tonguois furtherseenin itsdevilish
character. ' It is sot on fire of hell.” It 1s tho devilisinstrument,
and dues the devil'swork. The meaning of diabolus, the Greek
word for devil, is calumaiater or slanderer. Ho began his work
very carly. It was through slandering that he made the great
vreach between t:0od and man in the fsll of our first parents.
He apoke falsely of Giod to Eve. Ho maligned his character.
He mado Evo believe that it was through cnvy that God com-
maunded them not to cat of the forbidden fruit, when it was
through love. So Eve distrasted God, and was aliepated from
Him. The devil isstill at this inic..a: work through everv un-
bridled tongue, causing pevplo to distrust the good and tke true,
acattering discord among brethren, barling firebrands from hell
into peaccalle homes and zocieties, and allaring ailly soula frem
following their true guides, to become bis own dupesand followers
of the blind. Tollok's words set forth more clearly than arv]
can use, the terrible evals and the devilih natore of an untndled
tongue:

1 >Twas slander flled her mouth with lying werds ;
Slander the foulest whelp of #in : the man
In whoin this spirit entered was undone.
His tonguc was sct on firo of hell; his heart
Wiaa black as death s his legs wero faint with haste,
To propagate the lic bis soul had framed; -~
His pillow was the peace of families
Destroyad, the sigh of innocence reproached
Broken frieadship. and the atrifc of brotherhocds ;
Yet did he spara his aleep, and hear the clock
Number the midoight watches on his bed
Devising mischief more; and early rose,
And madc hellish mealsof good men names,
From deor to door you might have scen him, speed,
Or placed amid a group of gaping fools,
And whispering in their ears with foul ligx
Teace fled the neighborhood in which ho made
His haunts, and, likc a moral pestilence,
Before his broath the healthy ahoots and bleom
Of social] joy and happiness decayed.
Foals only in biscompany wero soen,
And those forsaken of God, snd to themselves,
Given up: the pradent shonned him and his house,
As cne who had a deadly moral plague.”

In conclusion, let mo give scme words of warning and adrice,

{1) I would most solemly warn any one who may bave an un.
bridled tongue. Cry 1o God for mercy. Ask him for a new hesrt
that vour tongue n'ay hecome an instrument of righteousness.

(2} A fow words th anyeno who may be the alanderer’svictim.
Keep Cocl—kEEr o !~ Bein no hurry to clear voursell. Itis
not well to hrash off fresh mud from you rlothes; let it first dry.
Persevere in the patn of duty. Trust in God, and sooner or later,
He will bring forth your rightcousncss as tho light and your jodg-
mcatas the noonday. As youshuna person with & contagious dis-
cxse, keep aloof from the vils slanderer with his unbridled tongue.

Lire 1N THE LAND, v. 3-9.—The Israelites were now
on the border of their inheritance.  Across Jordan lay
the land of milk and honey, which God had promsed
first to their father Abraham, and which aiter forly
years of wilderness wandering they at last saw within
reach. Moses, the aged leader, having passed by o
score of years the century land mark, with the voice
and vigor of an inspired servant of God, declared to
the people those conditions which would make the life
in the new home most fruitful with blessing and happi-
ness Three simple but comprehensive rules are lii
down in the ficst verse. Hear, become cunscious of
God’s voice ; vbserve, pay intellygent attention ; do, put
into execution the teaching and commandments ot God.
These obeyed would be productive of a prosperous hife
and a growing populatton.  But beyond these, and
fundamental to these, the ancient sage laid down a
principle that should underlie and permeate the whole
national life. Love to God, with heart and soul aml
might was to be the motive power, the great control-
ling influence of each individual member of that
theocratic commumty, as an aid to this happy con-
dition of life, these truths and lessons were 10 form
their chief topics of conversation at all times and in all
places, aud to be taught diligently to the children.
The command to bind them upon the hands and
between the cyes, while abeyed literally in the use of
phylacteries, was really intended to impress the iden
that every thought and deed should be actuated and
controlled by the one great motive of love to Goul.
Thus also were they to be written on the posts and
gates of the house, significant of its being dedicated to
the service and love of God.

LovaLty 1o THE Loko, v. 10-15.—There was one
great danger to be feared on taking up their abods in
the new home, against which Moses is careful tu warn
them in clear and forcible language. In the midst of
prosperity, ** when thou shalt have eaten and be ull,"
there is apt to come a fuilure of memory, a forget-
fulness of the past. So [srael was cantioned, lest, as
actually came to pass, in the flight of prosperous years
they should farget God, and go after the false gods of
the surrounding peoples.  Against them then would
the anger of the Lord be kindled, and their continued
existence upon the earth be endangered. Three safe
yuards against such apostasy are mentiened however.
1. Fear of Ged ; the reverence and worship of Hin, the
devout study and contemplation of Mis work aml
character. 2. Nerviee of God 5 His authority constantly
brought to mind and recogrnized by active work in His
service. 3 St arly Mfim ; acknowledge and vonfess
Him at every opportunity.

Presbytery of Honan. .

Tho Presbytery of Honan met at Chu Wang, Honan, on May
2ad and 3rd, immediately after thaarrival of our brethren, Messrs.
Goforth, Slimmon and Malcolm, from Canada; the Moderator,
Rev. M. McKentzio, in the chair. ‘T'wo new members, viz., Mesars.
Kenneth MacLennan, and James A. Slimmon were welcomed with
the right hand of fcllowship, and enrolled as membors of
Presbytery.

A lotter was read from Rev. R. . MacKay anuouncing that
tho Y.D1.S.C.E. of Souris, Manitoba, wished to support a uptivo
helper ; Presbytury thanked the Souris Y..S.C.E., and allotted
them a helper.

Roports were presented from our thres stations, Hsin Chen,
Ch'u Wang and Chang Te Fu,— showirg all to be quiet and the
work of the Mission in a prosperous condition. At a small villego
near Hsin Chen, where wo have several carncst enquirers, the
Roman Catholics are interfering, but thusfar bavo donelittloharm.

Great want is expericenced by many of our enquirersand Church
members in all parts of the field. Tbis has been a very hard year
for many. One of the members of Presbytery calledontwo ** Fu ™
and nine ¢ Hsien™ magistrates and presented them with copies of
¢« Dr, Faber's Civilization'* which were cordially received. Two
members of Prosbytery, assisted by a large band of natives,
attended tho anoual religious fair at Hsun Hsien, and met with
mauch moro encouraging results there, than in any provious year.

Presbytery after long discussion, resolved that in view of the
varied obligations and circumstances of unmarried malo mission.
arics, their salaries could not wisely be reduced.

Prastytery discussed at length the wiscst method of dealing
with polygamous enquirers, and resclved that, after having heard
the diverso methcds adopted by many of the older Miszions in
China, a digest of our correspondence with other Missions be for-
warded to the Foreign Mission Committee, and the whole matter
left to the General Assembly of our Church for decision.

Cop iderable routine business was disposed of through Com-
mittees.

Presbytery discassed tho outlook for Mission work in Chins,
resulting from peace between Japan and China, but felt that it
was yet too carly to forecast the real results.

It was resolved to re-rent the premises at Hsin Chen, on the
beat possible terms for another term of five years, with additional
premises for medical work, if possible.

The Miasion Staff were arranged for the summer as follows:—
Mr. Goforth =t Chang Te Fu ; Messrs. Slimmon and Grantat Hsin
Chen ; Messrs. MacGillivray, McKenzie, Melcolm and MacLennan
at Ch'u Wang. .

Presbytery unanimously resolved to ask the Forcign Mission
Committee to urgo atrongly upon single men the advisability of
coming out unmarried, and remaining so for at least two years,
sctting forth numerous and weighty reasons for the same.

Having heard of Mr. John Penman’s generous offer to support
a physician in Honan, Presbytery expressed their hearty appre-
ciation, and took measures to make satisfactory arrangements for
accepting the same.

Presbytery then adjourncd sine dic to meet at the call of the
Moderstor. 1Sgd.) W. HarRVEY GRAXT,

Letter from China.

The following extracts from a letter received by Mra. Goforth
from Mr. Goforth, will be found interesting :—

He says, in apeaking of the new place, Chang Te Fu,—** I havo
never felt 2o rested in any place in China, it scems as if thia is the
place GGod has allotted for us to fix our dwelling place. 1 am
pleased with the houses. Tho onc I am preparing for ourselves is
1arge coough to allow for two bodrooms, and a good large living
room. The roof is {ar higher and the houss wider than any at
Ch'a Wang,—therc is alsoa verandah. In thesame court yard
thero are buildings enough for kitchen, storeroom and coalroom.
To havs the open fields all abont us, and the mountains to the
West is surely all we could hope for, and strgnge to say the street
is named ** Chu Churg Chich,” Bell Smith Stroet. Ten converts
from Tsai Yoan'h have come in to-day to welcome mo back, one of
whom has brought the deed of a house which ho wants to give the
Mission for & mestiog place in bis native town. This has indced
been a happy, blesscd day.”

“The conntry looks its best just now. The wheat ficlds aro
promising an abundaot barvest. The view from oar compound is
lovely,—to the North and West tho mountsins can be scen, the
sun setting behind, . . Thad six of the neighbors id laat night
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to worship. The Lord is using Sir'rh (the young gate-keeper) to
bring them in.”

*‘ Tho Hsien magistrate (one of the highest cfficials) sent to ask
me to lot lum have the Wau Kua Kang Pau, (Chinese * Review of
our Times’). I sent it to him with the measago that I would send
it every month as it came 1 am glad to find he 1s takingan inter-
est in foreign nffairs, and that I can supply him with such an
oxzellent paper.  Every day I havo enyuirers in to seo me, that
shows tho advantage of a * Fu* centre.”

May 25th.—*“I am here now two weeks alone, everything is
going on pleasantly. I am getting my Chinese t rushed up again.
At Wang lin Chiao, thero scems to be a splendid work of graco
begun, a bright young inan of twonty-scven is the leader. He
heard us first at the great Hsun Hsien fair, the year I way taken
ill there. Ho had Leen searching for light among the Buddhiata.
He travelled 1800 1i (about 700 miles) to a famed Buddhiat resort,
but got no help. e then left wife and family and wenttoa noted
temple in tho mounteains, but still found no peace. When he first
heard us he could not accept what we said, but ho bought some
books,— has been led step by step to the true foundation, and has
found peaco at last. Tho beliovers at his home and district have
subscribed enough to buy a picco of land, and are going to build &
chapell 1t certainly 18 wonderful to see how the Spirit of God is
leading men to tho Lamb of God. In the morning we study Luke's
Gospel, and in the evening the Psalms with the Chinese. . . .
Sabbath. My subject forenoon and afternoon unto the Chinero
was the facrifice of Christ. Oh! how wond'rous! Agaip and
srgab.

To-day I start for Chang To Fu, and Donald goes
bick to Chu Wang. Tho roedsarc horrid,—tho barrows going
slonly—1 consequently had time to talk with pooplo by the way,

—1 have had several good ta'ks,—it is joyful work to serve the
Master. There is promise ¢ an abundant wheat harvest,—1 have
never seen such fine whea. in Ching, but there must bo a yureat
deal of suffering before the wheat is ripe.”

samo time came about twelve familics from the Highlands of
Scotland.

Buch an increase of poguh\tion let to measures for obtaining a
mimster of their own.  Meetings were seeerdingly held in the
summer of 1784 at which 10 was resolved to make an eflort for that
purpose. A committee was appointed and authonzed to takeo
necessary steps for that end. They accordingly forwarded a
potition to Scotland, the onigmal ol whicth 1 Leve in wy hand.
This camo betoro the generul sasoctate or Antilirgher Syned, as
it was commonly called, st its meeting on the il May, 1786, when
the Rev. James McGregor was apponted 10 proceta o Pictou,
He was ordamned by the Presbyiery of Glargew on the 301k May,
arrived in Pictou on tha 218t July, and immediately entered upon
his labore.

Dr. McGregor not only labored in Yictou county, but also
visited Cumberland, Colcherier, Kast Hunta and I, E. Ialand.
Ablo to gave them ouly occusivnsl vieats, and finding meny in
other places perishing for luck of knowledge, even enmreating a
visit, whoin be could not reach, he besought 1he Synod ot Scotland
in terms of the moat earnest entreaty 1o 6end men 10 help him to
occupy the ficlds that wero zlready whito unto the harvest. For
nine years his appeals were in vain, but at last two young men
then students, John Brown and Durcan Ross, offered their
services. They were hicensed and ordaited and sailed for New
York. Thence they reached Nova Scotia the beginning of July,
1703, just at the timo of the observance of the Lord’s Supper.
They assisted Dr. McGregor at the services connected with that
ordinance ana on the Tucsday following, Ly authority of the
Synod from which they cainc, tho three bietliren, with an elder
from tho congregation of Pictou, constituted themselves a Presby-
tery under the namo of tho Arsociate Prestiytery of Nova Scotia,
but commonly known as the Presbytery of Pictou. The place of
mecting was Robert Marshall’s barn, which stood a few yarda west
of the road leading from Middle River to New Glargow, on the
descent of the hill tuwards McCualloch’s Brook. The place wes
chosen as central for tho whole congregation. which then embraced
all Pictou. A barn was chosen doubtless 2s affording the largest
room, and, being summer, as many as chose could gather round.
Wo have not full particulars of their proctedines, and the minutes
for the firat few yecassarc notin cxistence. The most known is
that Dr. McGregor preached from Neh. ji : 20—*The God of
heaven, Ho wiil prosper us, therefore we, His servants, will ariso
and build.”

PR PATTXRSON'S ADDRESS.

Rev. Dr. Patterson, of New Glasgow, who has
Leen vlosely associated withthe Fresbytery of 'ictoy,
for nearly half a century, was the first speaker. The follow-
ing 18 & bricl summary of his address:

The first settlers in Picton were six families from the
barders of 'ennsylvania and Marsland 1n the year 1667, of whom
howover only four remaised. These were joined in subsequent
years by otliers from tho same quarter or by persons {rom other
scttloments. Thon in the year 1773 came the ship Hector with
3) families and about 200 souls, mostly higblanders, who wero
throwi upon our shores ina state of dostitution. Thoy gener-
ally removed to other scttlements to obtain the means of a sus-
umcqcc._bgl the most of them retorned in subiequent years.
Then in 1776 came abaut 15 families originally from Dumfrieshire,
who had come to P E. Island but who were driven off by famine
occasioned by a plague of mice.

The Philadelphia Company, which had seat moat of the sot-
tlers made provision for and sent a mianister, tho Rev. James
Lyoa, who has given his name to Lyon's Brook, whoministured to
them for about two years from 1768 to 1750. A little Iater their
religious interests were partly attended to by a pious school-
mer'er, named James Davidson, who taught achoo during the
woex and gathered the children on the Sabbath for religious
listruction, before Raikes bepan the modern Sabbath schor)
mavem.nt.

In 1817 Picton academy was cstablished and the
first divinity class opened in 1321 with an attendance
of twelve young men. The first class with a few from
Halifax consisted of young men prepared for college
either in Dr. McCulloch’s grammer school, or by private
tuition on the part of tho others. During all its sub-
sequent career, and it wasa stormy one, the ministers
and congregations of tho Pictou Presbytery were its
msin support. The twelve young mnen who formed the
firat class in theolopyy were all from the Pictou Presby-
tery, and on the sth Juno, 1524, they hicensed four of
them to preach the Gospel, viz., Acssra. Angus McG1l-
livray, Johu L. Murdock, John McLean and Raoert S.
Patterson, tho first trained in a colony who received
that hopor.

Tae speaker then detailed tho progress made down
to 1860, when (Oct. 4th) a union took place betweenthe
old Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia and the Free
Church of Nova Scotia. The movement for union
originated in the two Presbyteries of Pictou.  Dr. Pat-
torson also referred to the Union of 1876.

He then took a view of the work of the Presbytery.
It was acen in the moral and religious condition of the
people of this sectiop of tho country, and oven in their
intellizence and worldly prosperity. It appearedinthe

resent state of churches in many places whero they
first preached the Goapel, in their support of the Bible
socicty, and other institutions for the advancement of
rehigion, and in the influence of the many who had gone
out into the wide world carrying the sound principles
in which they had been trained. particularly the large
number of ministers who had gone out from under their
instraction, who have been or are still doing the work
of the Lord at homo or abroad. Ho showed a list,
admittedly imperfe~', containing tho names of 150 souls
besides those belonging to the Kirk Presbytery number.
ing betwoen 30 and 40 more. Their influcuce was the
more notable from the distinguished position of seme of
them as profeasors, college presidents and inizsionaries.

of whom Pictou is proud.

Ix the Presbyterian Church of this
country, writes Dr. Mott in the New York
Evaugelist, aince it shaped itsell into
Presbyteries and Synods, there have been
two tendencies, ono to allow a latitude
within certain boands, the other to havo all
moulded after the samo old pattern.  These
tendencies have created questions whicia
sometimes were doctrinal, sometimes ecclesi-
astical, and axain these became srixed, and
fivally they were intensified into »tufc, and
the strife has ended in the expulsion of one

rt.

The first of this series of dissensions came
toa head in 1741. Forseveral years priorto
that dato there had been a controversy re.
specting tho examination of candidates for
the ministry who had been trained at Log
College, which institu.ion was the pet of the
Peestytery of New Bruoswick. The Synod,
which was then the higheat church wourt,
bad ordered that all candidates shuuld be
examined by the whole Synod, or by a com-
mission. This was regarded as aimed at the
students at Neshaminy, the great school of
the prophets, under the nurture of (he
Preabytery of New Brunswick. That Presby-
tery deliberately licensed John Rowland, a
student of that college, wir-~Lt regard to
the restriction of Synod. this role then
became ono of the burning queations ia
Synod. There was ‘‘an uncomfortable
debate,” but by vote the requirement of
Synod remained. The I'resbytery of New
Brunswick continved its former conrsc in
licensing. For thir, “in many quart~rsit
enjuyed a high degree of popularity, while
in others it was 2 synonym for mischief and
enthusiaam.”

This was the condition when Synod metin
1741, *Toadd to the difizulty, the enlire
Praabytery of New York, who mi§ht haro
acted as mediators, were abeeat.” ““The
moderate men mostly stood aloof from the
atrife.” ** No pecific measores, 0o offers of
compromise, wete pretentod” (Gillette).
The Presbyiery of New Brupawick being in
the minonity were compelled to Jeave, and
3o a division into two opposisg bodics took
place.  Really the differences were not anch
a3 to jomlify & division. So thought the
moderates,  For the very nest year, at
meeting of Synod, 2 conference with the
Trjected brethrea was proposed. Iz washeld,
but no satisfactory rault emued.  Mostof
the New York mea aigoed a proteat agaioat
the exclosion of the New Brurawick
Presbytesy.

At the next Synod, 1743, the Preabytery
of New York brought up the wubjoct by
orerturs.  Not meeting with favonrs in their
endravours to heip to heal the broach, fivally
in 1745, the Preaabytery of New York joined
the Iimbylery of New Branawick, and
foimcd the Syood of New York. These
7nods kept ajart wntil 1758, when they
vere reanited.

This outlineshows that the two tendencies
in the Presbyterian Charch alternate in the
power of expulsion and sttraction. Differ-
ences inczease in magnitude and iatemsity,
until they arzay themiclveson oppoaite sides,
and then the majosity expsls the minority.
Buat underneath those two curtents of ten-
deocy is the deep 3ea ¢f Prabyterian
affimty, wiich soon rises from its depth and
modines the currents wud Llemds them in &
harmonious flow. .
