OPENING OF A NEW CHURCU AT HASTINGS. .

Dran Sin,—Tho following Church news is at your segvics, if you think it worthy
a place in your paper, which, by the bye, I am glad to see so muoh improved.

Peterboro’, Oct. 6, 1863.

Sunday 27th ult., will bo memorablo to all churchmen residing in and near this
ospiring und protty village, being the day of opening their plico of worship, a dny
long and hopefully nuticipated. Tho weather wasall that could bo desired—benutiful
a8 tho most beautiful of Canadian autumn days, and tho people of the ncighbouring
townships did not fail to avail themselves of it, and flocked to the village i great
numbers.

Thoe Church is n vory neat and appropriate edifico. The seats are open, and the
lancet windows, filled with stained glass, aro remarkably clegant. Thero is also a
small but powerful organ, st which Mrs. Nield kindly presides. In the morning tho
Rev. Mark Burnham, of Peterboro’, preached ; and in the afternoon the Rev. V.
Clementi, also of Peterboro’. On both oocasions ull the available space in the church
was crowdedly occupied.

THE BAZAAR.

The bazaar, held on the following Wednesday, on behalf of the buildiag fund, waus
a most gratifying success. This day also was charming, rendering a drive to the
village a treat in itself, which o great many took ndvantage of, thero being parties
present from Peterboro, Norwood, and all the neighboring villnges. The bazaar
opened early, and from first to last the interest was well kept up ; the tables, which
showed great fulness in the morning, having scarcely anything on them in tho
evening. Tho ladies vied with each other on the production of the useful and
ornamental, resulting in a very fine and tempting display; and the tactics shown is
their disposal prove that the ladies fully understood the charm of reaching the
purses of the visitors. An excellent dinner and tea were provided by the kindness
of neighbours and others, and from the number of times the tables were filled, they
must have netted hanlsomely to the finances.

Mr. Templeton Brown, of Peterboro, sang some favourite sorgs during the even-
ing, at close of which tho Rev. Mr. Farrar thanked the audience for their liberal
support.  The people then dispersed, some to onc house of hospitality and sowme to
apother, and muny say they never spent a more pleasant duy, closed with a more joy-
ful evening. The ladies took the balance of their goods to Norwood next day, and
bad a table at the Agricultural Exhibition, where they quickly disposed of every-
thing left. The bazaar realized about $325, being a little more that half the debt
on the church. This new church at Hastings is tho second built near Petcrboro’
this year.—Can. Churchman.

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RE-OPENING OF BT. JAMES' CHURCH, PARIS, C. W.

On Sondsy Iast this Charch was re-opened for divine service, upon tho complotion
of the Chancel and Sunday School room, which hinve just been ndded to it of rubble
stone. Tho Chanoel is nvery gond specimen of tasto and workmanship, nnd doos

at credit to thoso who suggested tho plan, ns also to tho architect, Mr. Turner,
of this town, and to the contractors, Mossrs. Turnbull and Thompson, of Paris. Lia
dimensions nre 25 feet in depth by 20 feot in width., Itopens into tho church by n
very fairly proportioned arch, and is reached from the church floor by n fiight of
four ateps oxtending tho whole width, Just inside the arch there is on one side n
suitable prayer-desk, and on the othor n very well designed and exccuted leotern
for reading tho lessons nad for proacbing. There is also on oach side of tho
chancel amplo necommodation for the clergy and the choir. Tho organ is placed on
the north side of the chancol fronting intoit, the roof opening into that of tho
chance!, nnil being in the snme style, and the room bohind the organ is used nsa
vestry. A largoe ciroular opening in the cast wall of the church admits the sound
with greater fulness trom tho orgaa into the body of the church. Below tho organ
chamber is n sinall voom also intended as o vestry, and ante-reom to tho Sunday
School. The school-room is under the chancel, very neatly furnished and swell
lighted ; it will afford accommodation for abont 70 or 80 scholars, and can bo
enlarged if necessary at a futurd timo by carrying it under tho church—tho floor
of which in the rear is several feet rbove the ground.

The communion tablo stands on o platform raised one step above the chancel,
and about cight feet in depth: tho whole of this space is handsomely carpeted.
The altar railing is of onk, supported by three or four iron decorated uprights,
which are to be colonred blue and gold. The chancel window is a very fine and bold
triple lancett, which is to be filled with stained gluss of good design by Mr. Bullock,
of Toronto, ns are all the windows in the chancel and vestry, The glass is expected
to arrive this week. The ceiling of the chanzel is of bonrds dingonally arranged,
well matched and stained in good onk colour, as is all the church furniture,

The cost of all theso vory desirable and well-exccuted improvements will bo about
$1000, or less ; including the windows nnd furnishing, of which a large portion was
collected by the Rev. Dr. Townley during his visit to Eoglund two years ago, nnd
sinco that timo in various parts, chiefly in’ parts near to his own parish. The
Socioty for Promoting Christinn Knowledge algo gavo £40 sterling, and the Church
Society of the diocese of Huron contributed $100, and the ladies of the congrogntion
bave mado preat exertions by menns of two ealos of work, &e., amountiug to $800,
to procure the amount necessary ; especially for the winduws and the furnishing of
both the Chancel aud Sunday School.

At the opening services on Sunday morning Inst the church was filled by a largo
sod respectablo congregation, especially the gallery, which, by the removal of the
organ to its proper place in the chancel, has been made available for free sittings, in
addition to those previously appropriated for that purpose bulow.

The morning prayer was read by the Rev. W. S. Darling, of the Holy Trinity,
Tqronto, who also said the ante-communion service, the litany being read by tho
Rev. C. E. Thomson, of Elora, and the lessons by the Incumbent—n most excellent
and earnest sermon from the text, Col. iii. 11, ¢¢ Christ isall,” was preached
by the Rev. Mr. Darling. The Revs. Mr. Darling and Thomson administered the
Holy Communion. The number of communicants was 49.

In the evening there were present two more olergymen, the Rov. Dr. Lett, of Blen-
heim, and the Rev. Dr. Boomer of Galt.—Mr. Darling, as before, read the preyer,
?;'51‘0“ the lessons, sud Dr. Boomer preached an earnest sermon from 1st Peter,

T!_xe collections at both services nmounted to over twenty dollars.  Altogether the
fervices were very pieasant and must have been extremely gratifying to the Rev.
the Incumbent of the parish, who had worked hard ard taken much pains to attain
asatisfactory result. The alteration in the appearance of the church is exceedingly
striking, and cannot but be most gratifying to those who have any taste for what is
geemly, and must be suggestive to those who are thoughtful of the many excollent
trutbs alluded to by tho Lev. Mr. Darling in his sermon. Thbo only thing needed
ow is an increase of the choir and perhaps some remodelling of the musical portion

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of tho morvices, which, thoagh manifosting earnestness and comprising somo superier
volaes, would ba improved by the incorporation of moro childron’s aml men's vojces,
nod a stendfast sidharence to simple melody and full harmony in the chants and
hymn tuncs. This, with gaod measurcd aud moro goneral responding on tho part
of the congrogation, would make tho services ot St. James', Paris, a model for
correctaess, lifo nnd enrnestness.

REV. MR. CHANCE'S JOURNAL.

May 20.—Aftor visiting soveral of my people [ set out, at noon, with tho Chief and
twoother Indians, on my missionary tour nlapg the north shove of LakeSuperior This
wrening we pitched our tent at the Sault 8t. Marie, whero wo had to complote our
srangeraénts and procure the necessary su Yly of food, &c. I onlled at tho
Hudson's Bay Fort to borrow a * tarpaulin,” which was kindly lent to mo by W. M.
Simpson, Erq., who likewiso gave mo letters of introduotion to gentlemon at tho
different ¢* Posts’ or establishments along the north shor-,

May 21st.—The men prepared breakfnst at six o'clock, out before wo hiad finished
brenkfast the tug with six vessals in tow camo in sight, 80 that we had to paock up
our things hnstily to bo ready to pass through the canal with tho tug, to save
expense, and to bo towed up the river as far on our way as tho tug could take us,
The passago tL-ough tho canal wns rather tedious, and owing to a hiend wind, s
strong current, und to tho towing of so many vessels, the tug made but very slow
progress up the river. Tho chief thought that wo could go much faster by rowing,
s0 thauking the captain to whose vessel we had becn attached, for tho uso of tho
rope, wo let it go, and wo soon left tho vesscls and the tug far behind, In the
couree of an hour or so we reached a point of land, and after wo had **rounded” it
w¢ bad o side wind, which plensed tho Indians much, the sails wero speedily hoisted
sod we sailed along at n rapid rate. Several places of painful interest wore pointed
out to me by the chief; one, where a fierce, sanguinary and deadly conflict occurred
batween the Iroquois and Ojibwaye; tho former were nearly anvihilated, and this
place is called Nahluhwnwcekuning, tho placo of the Iroquois’ bones; another placo
was pointed out where nn Indian and his wife and children were murdered, because
they refused to share the whiskey which they bad in their possession with somo other
dissipated Indinns, who called at their lodge, and a third place of interest tas
alled “tho placo for offering,” where the heathen Indians made offerings of
assumah (tobnceo) to the presiding spirit of that loeality, to obtain favour and protec-
tion woilst they were sailing on tho Qjibway-Kechegumemee, Lake Superfor. Wo
spent the night at Gonlais Bay. The Indian men had been away for somo timo
hunting, and bad not returned when we arrived there.

May 22n0d.—Tho bey was very beautiful this morning, its broad surface was calm
sud smooth as glass, and reflected the splendour of the rising sun. At an early
hour the Indinn women were in their canoes, and gracefully dipping their paddlea
in (what pocts would have cnlled) o sen of glory, they swiftly glided to different
parts of the bry to examine their nets for beautiful white fish, to provide a dolicious
repast for their ¢ lordy,” who had returned during the night from their hunting
expedition.  One, bowever, wos an old womsan, s widow, and ehe bad been in soarch
of fish for herself nnd two grandchildren; when returaing to her wigwaum she came
close to the shore in front of our tent, and tho chief ynde his morning salutation
sud enquired if she had any fish to spare; she answered in the affirmative, and
Instantly by a dexterous stroko of the paddle she brought the forepart of the canoe
on to the shore, and then handed ont a very fine white fish, for which she received
8 piece of pork and some tobacco ; she was very communicativo to the chief, but as
toon as I went to speak to her she, by a slight effort, relensed her canoe from the
thore and glided nway. After brenkfast I went to visit the chief of Gonlais Bay
Viliage, ho had returned with his men from hunting during the night, and he was
very glad that he bad the opportunity of seeing me.  He spoke to me at some length
of the sad state of the henthen in the village, and represented his deep regret that I
¥3 unnble to visit them during the winter. The Romish priest visited them, but he
hus‘not the slightest influenco with the heathen ; they sot him at defiance and beat
their drums and go through their henthen ceremonics in his presence. When I wag
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thoro tho winter before last all the heathens attended my services and were vory
attentive to the preaching of tho gospel, and I began to be very hopeful concerning
them. The chief snid ho wished they could be made christians, a very good wish;
but the Holy Spirit alone can make them so; being anxious to proceed furthey
north without delay, I did not prolong my visit to tho village, but left before noon,
and with n fnir wind we reached Montreal River about 9 o'clock in the evening,
here we found o solitary family consisting of & man nnd his wife and six children;
{ sprke to them concerning the things which pertnin to thew eternal welfare.

May 23rd.—After partaking of an early breakfast myself, I left tho men to their
breakfast and went n short distance up the river to seo the beautiful falls of which
I hind heard the previous evening; I had considerable difficulty in climbing the loty
rocks, but I was well repaid for my efforts ; the foaming waters came thundering
down from an ‘nland lake through o narrow and deep chasm in the rocks, the chasm
extending several hundred yards, and presented n view altogether beyond my powers
of description ; turning around [ had a splendid view of Lake Superior, with several
rocky and wood clad islands in the distance. I felt disposed to linger and feast to
my mind’s content on tho surpassing grandeur and beauties of the scenes there
presented, but looking towards the mouth of the river, I saw the men were ready,
and I descended the rocks nnd embarked. The wind was fair, and wo started for an
encampment of Indians at the head of a deep bay; as we neared the shove several
Indians cnme out of their wigwaums, anxious apparently to know all about us before
we landed ; I sappose there was something peaceable and friendly in our looks and
manners, for as soon as we went ashore they came up to us and shook hands. I
proceeded to their wigwaums, but before I could enter one I was surrounded bys
dozen dogs in all sorts of attitudes, and making all sorts of ncises from a savage
growl to n more lively and pleasant yelp; I tried to make myself as agreeableas]
could under the circumstances ; but an attempt on the part of rome to makean
acqueintance with my lower extremities set me on the defence, and serious would
have been the consequences to me but for the friendly and timely interposition of
tho Indians. 1 found many woemen and children in the wigwaums; in one there
was & very old woman, old enough to be the great grandmother of same of them;

~ghe was an abject looking creature, whose dark mind had never been penctrated by
tho smallest ray of gospel light : I felt deeply interested in her, and offering up o
earnest prayer for the blessed influence of the Holy Spirit, I had a long conversation
with her, In the meantime all the Indians at the encampment had assembled in
front of the old woman’s lodge ; I stood at the door or rather at the entrance (the
Indinns have mats for doors) and sang e hymn, in which I was joined by my own
Indians and onc or two others; then I read the third chapter of St. John's Gospel,
expounded and prayed. The old woman and some others scemed willing to reccive
the gospel message. [ invited them to the next encampment, where on the morrow
SSunday) I proposed holding full services. At the next point, counsisting of perpen.
icular rocks, I saw some Indian bieroglyphicsif I may so call them—-the sun, moon,
stars, lions, men in canoes, &e., &e. We reached Mindemooga-seuvbe, old woman's
river, early in the afternoon, and the Indians, chiefly our own from Garden River,
who had been winteriug there, gave us a very hearty reception.

24th, Whit Sunday.—A most delightful morning, the Ojibway Kechegumee was
as smooth as glass and all nature as calm and bright as one could wish on this vice
holy day. Ifelt this morning a deeper sense of ny rvesponsibility than ever I felt
before, and with increased earnestness I sought for grace to enable me faithfully to
discharge my duiies, and for a blessing upon the Indians, Oualy those who have
laboured among such people have any adequate idea of the difticulties of the work,
arising from the utter carelessness of the Indiung, their obduracy, dulpess and
blinduess of heart, which would make one despair of accomplishing any good among
them, if he did not bear in mind the blessed promises and assurances of God’s holy
word. I felt strengthened and encouraged by prayer, and in that solitary and
secluded placg I experienced the fulfilment of the Saviour’s promise, ¢ Lo, I am
with you always to the end of the world.” In recording trials and grievances inci-
dent to missionary tours, it may seem trivial to mention musquitoes and flies, but to
say the least they are a great trial of patience; before I had breakfasted, 1nany
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tlack flies, I know not how many, bad extracted their morning's meal from my poor
tody, but there were thousands which had not apparently broken their fast for o
long time and were savago for a menl. I feared their interruptions during the ser-
vica 1 was about to hold, but with the excoption of one or two rather ludicrous in.
ddents, the services morning and cvemng were performed with all due solemnity,
considering our peouliar circumstances. The Indians wnde & sort of awning with
our sails for & church, and arranged a trunk neatly covered with a musquito-net at
the door of my tent for a reading-desk. At the usual time for holding service the

tople were called togother by the sound of a sea shell, which an Indinn blew vigour-
ously three different times. It was nmovel but & very pleasing sight to witness that
congregation (on the banks of Medemooya-seebe) of men, womeu and ohildren,
christian and heothen, the former devoutly joining in the beautiful services of our
church which they love so much, and offering to Kesha Muhnedro acceptable prayer
and praise, the heathens wero very reverent during the services, and listened very
attentively te the reading and preaching of God’s word. I ‘preached in the ruorn-
ing from John, 8, 6, and in the evening from Acts, 2, 17.

25th.—The Indians are very loyal, and faithfully observe’the Queen’s birth-day,

by hoisting flags, firing off guus, feasting &c.; the 24th being yesterday, they could
pot observe it in the usual manuer, but I thiuk all of us joined heartily in the beau-
tful prayers of our Liturgy for the temporal and spiritual welfare of our beloved
govereign and all the royal family. This morning, all the guns available were fired
off repeatedly in honour of the Queen, and then again at our departure, (with the
Usion Jack fluttering in the breeze from tho mast head,) in honour of the Chief
apd myself, which we duly acknowledged. A short time before noon we passed a
huge rock which rose up perpendicularly out of the water to a great height and which
the Indians called Nanabooshoo, one of their inferior gods whom they formerly
vorshipped. At noon we arrived at an encampument of Indiang; we went ashore and
held a sbort service which we commenced by singing a hymn, then I read, expound-
ed and offered up prayer. The Indinns seemed much pleased to see e, and I bope
my short visit was not in vain.  Afternoon we passed some very formidable rocks,
in which I discovered an opening large enough to admit the boat; we went in but
almost regretted our temerity, for the overhanging rocks somewhat appalled us, and
we were glad to get out again. In the course of the afternoon we had a race after
some ducks, four of which we shot. The Chief in re-loading his gun very narrowly
escaped the fate of the ducks. It is seldom that the Indians are careless in
suich matters as loading their guns, but owing to awkwardness, the whole con-
tents of his gun were very near being discharged into his face. Towards evening,
dark and numerous clouds appeared in the west, and loud peals of thunder warsed
us to prepare for o storm.  We were in the middle of & deep bay, wo could not
turn back to the rocky shore which we had left, but must reach the point ahead of
us, where the chief said we should find a very good harbour. The tarpauline kind-
Iy lent by Mr. Simpson was put over our provisions, &c., and then the Chief would
insist upon covering me too as the most important of the valuables not to be wet,
[ felt little ashamed to accept the shelter while the men were exposed to the pour-
ing rain, plying their oars againsta head wind. Happily it was only a heavy shower,
and ceased before we reached the point. At the point we found & beautiful and safe
barbour where we encamped for the night. 3

26th.—We reasched Michipicoton at noon; the gentlemen at the establishment
hoisted their flag, came down to the shore and gave me a very cordial reception. One
of the clerks was an old acquaintance, and by him I was introduced to the chief
trader and others, and by them to their respective wives, who were delighted to see
3 minister of the gospel among them. I dined at the establishment, and what with
the conversation of the amiable and intelligent ladies, and their equally kind and
intelligent husbands, and the good substantial things supplied for dinner, I enjoyed
the repast very much: After dinner I left the good people to peruse their papers
and letters which I had brought with me, and went out to sec the Indians; I had
the pleasure of seeing six canoces fitled with Indians coming down the river from
their bunting expedition, the men were fine looking fellows and were well dressed,
bot I suppose they had new clothes when they leftlast ¢ fall,” and kept them
carefully to make & respectable appearance this spring; the women, however, seemed
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to share the snme fate as other beathen women in all parts of the world, except
thoso very fortunate Jadies discovered by Dr. Livingstone in Afrien. The children
scemed as happy as they were dirty, and with their unwashed faces and uncomhed
hair, they romped and frolicked about like the animals of their native forest, The
Indians brought a large quantity of furs which were transforred from the canoes by
the H. B. Companys’ servants to the store, where tho furs were examined, counted,
and their value determined. The most successful hinter reccives a fine blnck cloth
cont with shining buttons as o present. Une small pack of furs belonged to an
Indian boy, the result of his first hunting expedition ; when he heard the value of his
furs aunouuced, s cunning looking face beamed with sntisfaction, but I was sorry
to hear him say that he wanted in exchango a pipe and tobacco.  As soon as the
boys are successful in hunting. they fancy themselves men, and must smoke like the
rest of the men. I had service this evening in one of the Company’s large rooms,
Mr. McKenzie offered me n bed in his house, but having to continue teat life for
some time, I deolined his kind offer and slept in my tent.

27th.—Michipicoton is a most beautiful place, the Company’s establishment is
some distance from the mouth of the river and nicely sheltered from the wind; the
dwelling houses, stores and shops, are all built very near together, and with their
different sizes, shapes and colours, they form a very picturesque appearancoe  The
Chief Factor’s house is & very commodious one, with a small but well cultivated
garden in front. A short distance from the establishment two other streams empty
themselves into Michipicoton river, one about & hundred yards from the confluence
comes rushing down precipitous rocks, and for some distance nothing is seen but the
white foam of infurinted waters, I visited the Indians again this morning and was
iistened to very attentively whilst I delivered the Gospel message, I longed for their
salvation, and wished I could bave them and their children under my immediate
care, but in & short time taey will return to the bush, and some of them, perhaps,
will nover hear the sound of the gospel again. God grant that what they heard may
be blessed to the salvation of their souls. The Indians were not acquainted with
the const further than Michipicoton, and Mr. McKenzie advised me to take o guide,
for the coast is very 10:ky and dangerous, he said, and he added, I never pass
one part of it without dread;” but I thought of the extra expense and trusting in
Providence and the natural instinct of the lndians in discerning danger and sngacity
in avoiding it, we proceeded without a guide. For several miles the coast was very
dangerous, or rather would have been in stormy weather, therocks are perpendicular,
the weather fortunately was very fine and calm in the evening, and with a little trou-
ble we found a harbour with good camping grounds, but the harbour is not accessi-
ble in n storm, the entrance being so narrow and shallow.

28th.—The weather has been very fine hitherto and we have made good progress.
The cogst from Michipicoton is very rocky and the country very mountainous, the
mountains and rocks ever varyiog in their configuration. As we proceed the Indians
were frequently otscrving some strange figures on the rocks, the Chief drew my
attention to the figure of a lion’s head formed by the top of a lofty rock, and I
must confess it bore n very striking resemblance (except in size) to the head of the
o king of the forest.” It is very strange, that along the north shore of that im-
mense Inke there are so few rivers, and those very smell comparatively, and nesrly
all discharge themselves into the lake over precipitous rocks,

We have seea no Inflians since we left Michipicoton, the red men are fast disap-
pearing, and their entire extinction seems inevitable, but it is our duty, thoughat
much expense, to muke kuown to the few who remain the way of salvation, so thata
remnant at least may be suved. To relieve the tedium of the voyage nud to have
a change in our diet from salt pork, we bad a race after some ducks with some suc-
cess, and n search after gull’s eggs we found enough for sup-er. The cook exercised
all his culinary art in making the best of the ducks and eggs. Qur camping place
was a very delightful one, a smail creek where our boat could lie securely ; a short
distance from the shore there was a net work of bushes, with an opening sufficient-
Iy wide for us to pass throngh; in the rear of the bushes there was an open space
among the trees large enough for us to pitch our tent The bright silvery moon
and a few brillinnt stars peeped at us through the branches of the trees, and remind-
ed me as they did Addison of the power, wisdom and love of the Creator.

. 29th,—We had & long anq tedious voyago to-day, and I was quite unwell. We
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reached the Peck in the evening, and received ajhearty welcomo from the gentlemen
incharge of the ¢Post.”” The establishment hero is much inferior to that at
Michipicoton, but the substantial buildings form o striking contrast to the miserable
and wrotched wigwams of the Indians.

30th.—Went out this moreping and visited the Indians, some of whom are chris-
tians, and I spoke to them chiefly of tho things which pertain to their everlasting

eace, and invited them to service on the morrow. In the evening there wero some
pew arrivals from the interior. Among them wasa murderer who had shot his fellow
Indinnin the bush, and seemed to haveno more compunction of conseience than if he
bad shot a deer, 8o callous, 8o blind and ignorant are the henthen, they resist the occa-
siona! efforts to christianise them, and after a short visit to the establishment, they
return to the bush to live more like tho lower animals, on which they subsist, than
like rational, responsible and immorta} beings.

31st, Sunday.—Mr. Bepg kindly offered tho uso of his large room for service,
and after the sea shell had sounded for some time, the room was crowded with
Indians in all sorts of costumes; they werc very roverent and attentive howerver,
end soemed much imoressed. I preached in the morning from Joha 8, 16, and in
tho evening from 1 Jobn 4, 19. I told the people in the morning to send their
children in the afternoon for Sunday school, a large number came, and I was glad
to seo them, but their utter ignorance was painful to me; T conld wish we had them
st Garden River ; the chief wanted me to take his daughter into our mission house,
but at present it is full.

June 1st.—I reeolved to return homeswards this morning. I found by enquiring
from Mr Begg, that it would take upwards of twenty days to accomplish the
journey from the Peek to Nimbekoong and back, and that 1 should have to hire a
canoe and & guide for the river and inland Inke, all of which would have cost more
{ban a8 much again as my voyage to the Peek, and I was not sure that I should be
justified in incurring the expense without further consulting the committee. There
are more than & hundred families of heathens at Nimbekovnyg, and they ought to be
visited, thoy should indeed have a missionary among them  The weather was very
threntening this morning, but the wind was fair and we left the Peek early and
sniled ten miles before breakfast About eleven o'clock it began to rain, but the
wiod continued fuir and blew quite fresh, so we ran before it with a heavy sea.
Having o slight headache I took off my hat, notwithstanding the rain, and presently
the white crest of an enormous wave came over me, cooling me considerably, and
causing me to grasp for breath, the Indians laughed, and so did I as soon as I
could. In o short time afterwards we shipped another sea ¢‘forward,” ordered
the Chief said by Nanaboshoo for the specinl benefit of the Indian who was sitting
there, and who, it was said, had not washed his face before we embarked, At noon
we reached a harbour, and as the rain continued we went ashore and pitched our
tent and remained there all day. After drying our clothes and partaking of some
food, the Tndians took their testamenrs and read Luke 23, and I expounded.

2nd.—We reached Michipicoten very late this evening.

3rd.~Not feeling at all well I remained ui! day at Michipicoton and visited the
Indions. A party of Crees, fine looking men, had arrived from Moose on the Com-
pany's business, some had their prayer books in their hands, and some their hymn
books, and they were singing very nicely when I entered their teat. I had some
very interesting conversation with them. In the eveaing I had service at the
establishment.  °

On my return from Michipicoton to Garden River, nothing worthy of recording
occurred. I must leave the result of my missionary tour in the hands of God and
rely on His blessed promises that my labours have not been in vaia.

ENGLAND.
In reference to the Colenso case, an address to the Bishop of Grahamstown has
been presented by the clergy of that diocese, in which they say—
Regarding these writings with the same painful fellings that have been largely
expressed in the various addresses from clergy to their bishops, both in South Africa
and in England, and especially in the great Synod of clergy in the province of
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Caaterbury, we further desire to nssure your lordship, nud through you to agsypy
our much-estcemed Metropolitan, of tho hearty sympathy wo entortain for the ve
trying difficultics in which tho Bishop of Natal's conduct has placed the hoads of thy
church in this land.

Wo learn with sorrow, but with every assuranco of the righteous necessity for
such n mensuro, that your Jordship is called to act as assessor to the Metropolitan
in examining the case of heresy for which the Bishop of Natal has been cited o
answer on tho 17th of November next. :

Wo are no judges of tho striotly legal bearings of this investignation; but ay g
spiritual mensure, we cannot doubt of the urgent demand which oxists for such s
course, and wo are glad to learn that ono of our own body is taking part in the
proceedings, which are intended to bring the matter in somo formal shape bofore
the spiritunl tribunal, to whose decision, under the ail and guidaacs of the Holy
Bpirit, wo cheerfully accord our entire confidence.

Trusting that this heavy trial and present scandal may te divinely overruled for
the ultimato furtherance of the truth, we are, your lordship’s faithful and attached

AFRICA.

At a meeting held lately in Salishury, the Bishop of Oxford said :—

* There was hardly a mission of late years which, on many accounts, gave greater
promise of usefulness than the Mission of the Universities to Central Africa, that
Mission which was first headed by Bishop Mackenzie, and which was now headed
with the sanme nobleness and spirit by Bishop Tozer. The tale which has just como
from the Mission was a very disheartening one.  Dr. Livingston (from whom he bad
received a letter by the last mail) attributed the first cauze of failure to the tremend-
ous increage of the slave trade in that part of Africa which, unawnres to those who
had pianned the undertaking, had sprung up. The people were willing to hear; and
upland hills did not greatly disagree with the Europenn constitution, and everything
was going on as had been predicted, when this horrible increase of the detestabls
slave traffic, carricd on by a few miscreants under the Portuguese name, though in
direct hostility to the Portuguese Goverment, filled the whole of the country with
such a state of inseourity, and war, and death, and famine, and misery, that it was
impossible for the missionaries to maintain their position. Still in this state of
things their hearts did not fuil them Mr. Sondamore, who scemed worthy of the
mantle which had fullen upon him from Bishop Mackenzie’s shoulders, was gathering
n body of men around him, when the unhoenlthiness of the low situation to which
they were driven by the siave trade brought Scudamore to the grave, which had been
opened ro shortly before for Mackenzie, and then, just when their spirits were most
depressed, there broke out this tremendous drought, which even in the civilized part
of South Africn bad brought famine and death in its train, and had, therefore,
brought it o thousand tines more to those uncivilized and barbarous parts to which
the Mission bad gone iu the fear of the Lord. Dr. Livingston, in a letter to which
lie had referred, snid, ¢ The dead bodies of the starving people float by me in such
numbers that even the alligators, which abound in the rivers, are so gorged which
human food that they can take no more ; and the dead bodies float by unattacked by
these monsters of the river.  When Captain Wilson thought we might export 80,000
pounds of cotton, I snw the few remains of the native tribes engerly gathering the grass
of the field to shake out its little seeds, if haply they might prolong life by that
miserable diet.’—Through the great care of the bishop of Cape Town, flour and other
things were sent up to them, and it was hoped that they would still be able toobtain
the animal food without wh.ch Furopean life could nnt be supported, but at last the
drought came and destroyed all their domestic animals

¢+ In the lnst letter which he received from Mr. Rowley, that gentlemnn stated that
he was going to try to get somo goats, but that if he could not get them they could
not keep the weaker of their party alive; and so, even at this time before Bishop
Tozer could reach them, they might have been compelled to drop down the river,
end for the time to abandon the work. Now this scemed to be a complete failure,
but did they think there had been auy thing lost or wasted ? Did any one of then
believe that the church of their fathers was not richer for every one of those noble-
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poarted men?  Did thoy not think that the ohurch’s beart had beon warmed by
tbese things, and that 1t would bo better far to have even o ropetition of fuiling
missions than that there should be a dead stagnation? (Cheers.) O yes, from that
lonely grave upon that distant river’s sido, depend upon it, there would stream into
many propared hearts whole volumes of desire, of love, and of the element of self-
gacrifice, creating for the church at home, cresting for the church abroad, moans of
support which in no other way could havo been obtained for those who must labour
in suffering, in loss, and in self denial, in order ta show their love to Christ and to
their brothren,  Ile had lately roceived o letter from Dr. Kraff, in which n desiro
was expressed that the man who had made this noble venture for Christ would not
be dismayed and abandon the work becauso of these troubles. Dr. Kraff snid that
bo biad had the samo triul before, and that he took it as & warning from God that he
must go to anothor placo where Lo would have greater success. Failures should
pot dishearten them, but should only incite them to fresh exertions aud draw down
fresh blessings from their God.” .

We aro glad to hear that o private letter had been received (i. ¢ not by the Com-
mittee of tho Universities Mission) from the Rev. H. Rowley, of the Central African
Mission, from Tette, of the same date as the last news from the Shire. Mr. Rowloy
bad succeeded in purchasing a considerable number of shecp and goats, and was
sbout to return with them to the mission station at Chibisa’s.— The John Bull.

PROCEEEINGS OF THE SYNOD OF THE DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

(Continued from our last.)

DR. BOVELL ON INRBRIATE ASYLUXM.

The committee appointed to consider the subject of the erection of an asylum foy
incbrintes, beg leave to report:

That since the last meeting of Synod the subject of alleviating the wrotchedness
of the incbriate has been very much discussced, and some active steps have been
taken with reference to the matter. A very large committee of citizens assembled
st the City Hall, Toronto, and were unanimous in the expression of their opinion
that the establishment of an asylum was a necessary work. Subsequently, on peti-
tion signed by a very large number of persons, the Corporation of Toronto was
pleased to stato that they would grant the use of the Ilouse of Refuge for the pur-
poses of an asylum. .

Thus far progress has been made in Toronto in furtherance of this object. The
cdty of Hamilton, again, has presented o petition to the legislatare in favour of the
Asplum; and the Hon. J. II. Cameron, ou behalf of a large number of persons from
various places, presected a petition to the same effect. Your committece would
venture to suggest that a resolution be introduced requesting the clergy of the seve-
ral parishes and missions to obtuin signatures to a petition to the legislature praying
that they would tuke such steps as to them may seem best ; either that they would
be pleased to make a grant tu ennble a trust committee of citizens to avail themselves
of the offer of the Corporation of Turonto, or to take measures for the erection and
eupport of the contemplated institution, in whatever part of the province it may be
thought best that it should be established. All of which, &o , &c.
