IlIn the election of a Bishop to a vacant See, or to a new See, the Clergy and
Laity shall vote separately by baillot; the Clergy t'y individuals, and tlue Laity by
parishes. A mnajority of votes in eachi order shai! determine the choice, provided
that two-thirds of the Ciergy entitied to vote ho present auîd vote, and that tNço-
thirds of the parishes entitled to vote bc reprcsented and vote; otherNwise two-
thirds of the votes of ench order shalh be necessary to determine the choice.

It will be seen from the above-

(1> That in the case of the Cierical Vote there ivere no( at the tiae two-tbirdns
of the Clergy entit[ed to vote present and voting, but that mnore (han two-tMirds of
those present and voting voted for Archdeticon Whitaker.

(2) That in the case of the Lay Vote there tcere at the time two-thirds of the
Parishes entitled to vote prescrit and vohing, and thàat ln this case more than a
majcrity of the Parishles so represerîted anîd voting, voted for Archdeacon Whiraker.
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Taken separately, therefore, the conditions of the Canon were fully complied
iriti,, and thie Archdeacon recceivèd the requirod vote of each order.

The latter part of the Canon, (whicli to say the least is ambiguously worded)
seoms to require that, if in.either case there are not tivo-thirds present and voting,
then a tivo-tbirds vote of eacb ordcr shall be uecessary; and under this latter pro-
vi8ion4 -the Lay vote, fully sufficicut when cnnsidered separntely as above, wbon con-
trolled, under the circuimstanice8, by the Clerical vote, fully sufficient under ai cir-
cumstanceRy must be lield ta require ta reacb, like the Clerical, two-tbirds of those
entitled te vote an~d voting.

The words entitied ta vote and voling, are important in the consideration of the
case, as several clergymen, including the Bishiop. the Dean, Archdeacoa Wbitaker,
aud üthers were present withoiit voting, and inay have brouglit up the number of
Clergymen present ta the nunber of twn-tbirds of those entitled ta vote, if the words
present ba tiken apart trorm the additional %vords and voling.
