To let our light ehino befure men is a daty. It
cannot bo done on an uninhabited island ; a mon-
astery does not affurd s good oppor-
tuoity, neither dues a hermit's
cave. Even in our closot our light
doos not shine for the world. But
this world is very dark at times and in places.
Satan loves the darkness, and ho was a sadly dis-
appoiuted being when ho saw the Sup of Right-
oousnoss rising. Like the beasts of tho forest, he
prubably felt bke flecing to the depths of his deep-
st darkness, lest his deformity should bo scon and
his character bo revealed. But he concluded to
atay and fight againat tho hight, He hates a Chris-
tian as a shipwrecker hates a lighthouse, or as a
;thief hates the sound of coming steps. All the
.greater, then, is our need of letting our light shine ,
for what Satan hates God is sure to love, and we
.should work on the principle of finding out what
our onomy wants us to do and then doing the
:opposite. It is impurtant to ourselves that our
ilight should be burning brightly. Tho early settlers
jin a country have often to kindle large fires, even
lin the heat of summer, for the purpose of keeping
‘the wild animals away, 1t is only under a peculiar
‘complication of circumstances that the enemy of
souls will come near the Christian whoso lamp is
‘properly trimmed and burning brightly. But,
like the locomotive, wo should carry our light not
only for our vwn safety, but for the aafoty of others,
Wo never know when somo lost traveller’s oyo is
upon us, or when he is following in our steps. If
owing to a false light, or the absence of auy, he
should fall over a cliff, we would bo as culpablo as
those who lure ships to the rocks by falss lights, or
he who neglects to have the guiding rays coming
from the lighthouse which he is supposed to keep
That our lights may shine brilliantly and stoadily
we need to be in close connection with Christ, the
source of light.  As an eloctric light does not shine
of itsolf, but owing to its direct connection with
the gonerator, so the Christian, when united to
Christ by a living faith and an ubedient lifo, will,
as a mattor of course, gend ont Lis raysinto the dark-
ness.  Cut the connection in eicher case and dark-
ness will result. The world now nceds many
lights and many rays from each.

Shining as
Lights,

Whon the psalmist wps deprived of the privileges
of the Lord’s house, his soul longed and oven
fainted for the courts of the Lord.

The Shut-in His heart and his flesh cried out
Christians, for the days of old when, with his
follow worshippors, he came up to

pay his vows. These days wore radiant with
blessings e ioels that one thon outshono a
thousand now. Ho would be willing to bo oven a
door-keeper if again he could visit the place of
God's abode. To-day thero are many aged saints
of God who feol much as the psalmist did. Infir-
mities havo gathored thick upon them. Increasing
yoars have brought increasing weakness, and now
whon Christ's younger brethron aud sisters go
easily and cheerfully to the house of prayer, they
find themselves no lunger able to attend. It may
be that they are lying helpless upon their couches,
suffering sovere pain. Perhaps they are ablo to
sit by the windows, anc, secing tho church-goors
moving along, they sond their prayera with thom.

to go to a follow pilgrim’s tent and speak of thoe
meorcioa of Cod that have over followed them,
Aud, as thoy talk, their hearls are filled with
memories and their oyes overflow with tears.
How they do miss the songs of Zion! and the
swoot spirited prayers! and the warm-heartod
oxhortations! What would they not give to once
more unite their voices with those of (God’s child-
ven in praise and prayer! But on carth that may
never be their privilege again; but, having striven
to be faithful when health and strength were given,

Am reminded by the brautiful flowers bloss m-
g on all sides that summer wall aoon be with you,
With suminer comes the ** June meeting,” and the
thought fills my heart with gratitude and love to
the many dear frionds who wiil meot togother in
Christiav love and sympathy to discuss ways and
means of extonding the Lord’s kingdom. It hardly
seoms posaible that a year has passed sinco I was
speaking with you all faco to fice. Nover will I
forget the many expressions of love and sympathy
I mot from you all, and have since continued to
meet throughout the whole yoar, From the time
¥ reached Japan, and even before I started on my
journey, every mail brought me some kind letters
from friends ia my own dear eruntry and also from
frionds in the United States. Those of you who
have been far away from home can guess how I
sppreciate them. God has abundantly blessed me
in giving me 8o muny friends, for in Japan, too,
Ho has given me somo very near and dear ones.
Wo missivnaries find sweet companionship together.
There aro times, for instauce, after entertaining
Japanese classes nearly all day for a week or so,
when ono feels they must cot away from it 211, for
a little while, and enjsy the society of those of
their own conntry. Our mission has a monthly
prayer-meeting on the first Saturday of each month;
it is a dag looked forward to with a great deal of
pleasure by us all. it is now nearly six months
since wo sailed up the beuutiful bay of Yokohama.
Goud truly has been with me und blessed me above
all that I conld have asked or thuught. Though I
have seen the only dark days of my life in Japan,
yet there have been many, many traly happy ones,
and 1 have grown more and more to trust and love
Him who is our refuge and our strongth, and to
know that underneath are the overlasting arms to
sustain and keep meo feorr all harm, . My
Sunday-school is encouraging also, one sees the
same faces thero every Sunday. TLast month
thirty-five had attonded every Suaday in the month
and theorefore received a pretty picture card that
came from America. They place twice as much
valuo on theso cavds as on the ones made in Japan,
When I pass along in the neighborhood of the
school, am greeted by many little heads, bowing
almoat to tho ground, and sometimes they will run
a block to do so. Next month wo oxpect Miss
Harrison's girls. Also, we each take u charity
school of her's under our charge. . . . . Tho
poor peoplo among whom tho charity schools are

placed aro very thankful to us for giving their
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childron an oducation, and thoy stop us on the
atreot somotimes to thank us. The other day a
man stopped mo. . . ., Heo started to talk
quite quickly. I told him I did not understand,
8o then ho talked alowly, and I manaued to mako
out that ho was thankful to me for allowing his
littlo child o como to tho Sundays-school aud day
sohool, I told him in yood English we wero ouly
too pleased to have him attond the school, Ho
bowed deeply and proceeded on his way. I think
God lots littlo things like this como up to oncouraga
us, for we noed it sometimes so much. Just
bufore the man eamo up I had beon feoling a littlo
discouraged, and his word of thavks was like a
bright ray of sunshine to my heart, With much
love, and hoping that this Juno meeting may prove
to he oven, if it is possible, moto nappy and profit-
able than any preceding ones, I romain your loving
sistor in the work.

EDITORIAL.
THE ONENESS OF JESUS' DISCIPLES,
That they all may be vne, as thou IMather art in me, and

T in thee, that they alxo may be onoin us, that the world
may beliove that Thon hast sent me,  Jobn xvii. 21,

The prayer of Jesus opens up a field for intel-
leetual enjuyment.  Each subject ™o touches
in it is to the faithful student a wellspring of
life. 'The little flock He had guarded and fed
and kept in Iis Fuather’s name He was now
leaving in a world of temptation, and for thew
He most anxiously prays to Gud—prays thut
they should Lo kept from the evil in the world
and be sanctified or set apuart for their great
work and be one. He included in this prayor
all who should bLelieve in Iim through their
word., He prays directly, first, for Jhe eleven
whom He had chosen to presch His gospel to
all mankiud ; secondly, for all who would believe
His gospel ; then indirectly, for the world that
they wight believe in Hig divine mission through
the united efforts cf His peoplo. He who died
for the world aud sent His gospel to all men,
prayed for the uwnion of His people that the
world might beliovo on Iim. How blessed it
ia to labor and pray for that oneness so near the
Redeemer’s heart und so essential to the world’s
ralvation!

But it seems in place here to ask: What s
their oneness? and how is it obtained? Says
one, “It means tu have the same opinion on
religious matters—to hold the same interpreta-
tions— of seriptural passages.” DBut the Bible
nowhere says “ thero is one opinion.” Nay, it
communds Christians to be united to those of a
difforent opinion. This is fully set forth in
Romw. xiii, and in I, Cor, viil, So it does not
mean oneness of opinion,

Says annther, * 1t means one jfuith,” One
faith is but one of the seven truths mentioned
in this unity, and pot even the fiist of the seven.
(Eph. iv. 4). Faith works and grows, but it
must have a congeniul element in which to grow
- ~that element is love. So the apostle exhorts
those who would “endeavor to keep the unity
of the Spirit, to walk in all lowliness and meek-
ness with long suflering, forbearing one another
in love,” (Verse2). It my brother and I love
each other, we ave in a proper frame of wind to
exawine our points of difference and to become
of tho sawe mind and of the same judgment,
Where love abounds, differences cease. Faith
leads te Christiun unity, so do hope and love,
these three, but the greatest and most effectual
of these is love, It ig a grand mistake to
suppose that sectarianism arose from men’s
inability to see 1eligious things alike. It is
the heart and ot the head that leads off into
donominationalism, and the heart will lead the
van for Christian unity,

The Corinthians started carly in their Chris.
tian life on the 10ad to denominationslism.
One said, “I am of Paul.” Another, “ I am of
Apollos, and I sm of Cephas.” Why was this?
Did Paul preach & difterent doctrine from
Apollos? and Cephes different from both
Certainly not.  Would one of them say to the
other, “ I can’t seo that passage of seripuure as
you do?” Not at all, but “ I like Panl better
than Apollos,” Another said, « Apollos is my
preacher ;” and another says, “There is nono
of them like Peoter,” otc,, etc.; whilo another
said, ““I am of Christ, Ho is everything to me,
He was crucified for we, I was baptized in His
name.”  What wasleading to these splits in the
Corinthian church? A foolish partiality to men.
Paul's manner of presenting tho truth reached
the miuds of one class. Apollos' manner wet
the condition of other mindy, aud they contended

each for his favorite preacher, While they
admired and contended for their favorite men,
How well

whern that Paal and Apolios were uothing mives
than servants of God —to whom Ho had given
ability to rcach the different minds with the
gospol of their salvation, and that they had
nothing but what they had received from God,
no causo of glorying in themselves, much Jess
for others to glory in, (Read I. Cor, to the
close of Chapter 3rd).

When we read the remedy of the Holy Spirie
to bes] divisions and promote Christiun union,
it is obvious that these are heart troubles,
When faul writes to a church very near his
heart, wae nuclous of which he has gathered when
bo ** was shuwmetully entreated at Philippi,” he
says: “Fulfill yeny joy that yo be like minded,
linving the same duve, bring of vie accord, of one
wind.  Let nothing bo done thiough strife or
vain glory , but in lowliness of mind let each
esteein other Letter than thomselves,  Look not
every man ou his own things, but every wan
aiso on the things of others.”  Thus he goes on
till he tells them to let this ming be in them
which wag also in Christ Jesus; tells what
Jesus was, what He became till He reaches the
death of the cross, and how God .as exalted
Hiwm, and the glory and honor yet awaiting Him,
(Phil. ir.)  How encouraging are theso remedies
to beal the heart trouble and to gain and pro-
mote Christian unity, * Let this wind be in
you which was also in Clrist.” Asking these
brethren to accept und hold fust a union with
Jesus so that they might bo united to cach
other, sacriticing sclt to make others happy,
loving and doing as Christ has done,

At the 22nd verse Jesus tells what he had
given His disciples to unite them, as the Father
and He were one,  “The glory which thou gavest
wme 1 bave given them that they may be one,
even as we are one.” This glory which the
Father had given evidently is the union of the
human with tie divine nature, When the
word was made flesh His disciples beheld His
glury, tho glory as of the only begotten of vho
Father, full of grace and truth. Jobn i. 14
tells when His Futher gave Jesus that glory—
when the word was made Hesh; and the 12th
and 13th verses tell when Christ gives His
disciples the same glory. He gives them power
to become the sons of God when thoy believe in
His pame, He took with His own nature the
bumun and gives them power to take with their
nuture the divine, In that glory, peculiar to
Jesus and His redesmed followers, they will
shine forever. Jesus gives His disciples a
divine natere to usite them as He and His
Fuather are united. The moro they bave of the
divine nature the more they will love each
other, and the more anxious they will be to
cowe together. It hasoften been observed that
good meu near their end desire the society of
the pious in other chuiches, Although they
have not publicly worshipped together in the
past, they love to read the Bible and talk and
pray together then, They seem to regret, and
often they do deplore, the human barriers that
have separated them, and to love one another ag
they are passing on to take their pluce in the
“ glortous church.”

It it be asked : What are the prospects snow
of the union of God’s peoplel  Are tuney
more favorable than in the past? Wo think
they decidedly are, 1st. Thera is a very large,
it not a general, pleading for such union. In
the past it was not <o, but s determined centon-
tion for division on the plea that more good
would be accomplished by it thau by wunion,
There is wore hope when union is desired,
2nd, There is a kinder feeling umong religious
partics tor cach cther than in the pust. This
fact cannot be denied, and it is an important,
step in the right direction. ‘This leads to a
third fact. Men are more willing to talk kindly

together un their points of ditteronce and examine

tho best grounds of anion, L.
What is our duty in regaid te this union )

Huw blessed to know that Heids willing to guide
us by His counsel and afterward to receive ug
to glory! It Jesus gives His disciples o divine
nuture that they muy be united, it is our duty
above all thiugs to soek that nature and labor
and strive to be like hiw, 'This should be vur
first and great concorn, Then we would know
how to walk, then we would have power with
others and know how to answer ecvery man,
Truth is always besutifol, especiully when it is
spoken in love, The gospo! vs the power of God
unto salvatiou, let us try to get the people to
vnderstand and believe it.

Dear Christain—After a long stlence I proposo
sending you a few lines. I will not enter into
explanations of the causes of wy having beon so
long without sending you a word, it would be too
personal to be of geuneral intorest. However, I
have atways hailod with pleasure yomr monthly
advent, and cpjoyed reading what others have
written. I hope they will fiud as much pleasure
and profit reading what I write.

Viewed in any light Now Zealand is a country
abounding in interest, its snow capped mountaia
ranges, its volcanoes, its fortilo valleys, its noble
aburiginal inhabitants, and its history, growth, and
position as a colony all combine to mako it a region
worthy the attention of the most indifferent. [is
religivus history, when it comes to bo written, will
contain chapters of thrilling interest to every
follower of Jesus. Tho noble Maori, when tho-
first missionary came to Maoriland, was a cannibal
of a ferocious type, yot at the same timo possessing
many qualities both of the head and heart nbove
those of the average aboriginal inhabitants of other
countries. He is now a tolerably civilized, intelli-
gent and God-tearing mortal. Sime of their
aucient legends aro romarkable, Hero is one of
the deluge: **'Che most consecutive and valuablo
account of a deluge relates that evil being every-
where triumphant in the world, Psrawhenuameua
and Tupunuianta preached to wicked mortals in
vain, and the holy doctrines of Tane and the teach-
ngs as to the separation of Raugi (Heaven) and
Papa (Earth) were derided. The ovil men cursed
Para and Tuper, so these two with their disciples
took their stone-axes and felled trees which thoy
dragged to the source of the Tohinga River.
They then bound the logs together with ropes of
vines and supplejacks, muking a very wide raft, on
which thoy built a house aud stored it with pro-
visions, They repeated their incantations and
prayed for auch abundance of rain as to provo the
powor of Tuno and the necessity for ceremonial
worship. Para, Tuper, Tui, Reti, a woman named
Waipunaban, and somo other women ombarked
upon the raft. The staff for rain was sot up and
Tui, the priest, uttered an incantation. It rained
in floods for five days and nights until the mountains
were covered and then teased. Tho raft had
fioated down the River Tohinua and entored the
waste of walers wheren 2ll had perished who
denied the worship of Tane, They fleated about
on tho raft during soven moons, and on tho eighth
were told by Tui thut tho flood was abont to sub-
side, he knowing by the signs of the staff, and by
the altar which he orected on one side of the deck,
The rescued mortals landed on dry carth at
Hawaiki. Thoy thought at first to find some human
boings, but nono remained, the earth was changed,
it had cracked in parts, and had been turned upsido
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down.  On lauding they carofully performed their

religioun duties by offering sacrifices to Tane,

Rangi, Rehua, o0 all tho guds, seuweed was the

sacred offering, as thoy had no sacrificial victim to

slay. Theu thuy pocfurmed the sacmfice of thauk
offerings for the feinales, to tho guddessos of the |
Dark Spint-world (Po), of the day (Aw), of the

Yuid (Kore), ete. Thon other incantations and

ceromontes wero proceoded with, and looking up

they saw Kahukura (the Rainbow) and Rongonuia-

tan, (a god) standing in the sky, to thom also were

offerings made.” In a recently pubhshed work,

“The Ancient History of Maori,” this and other
accounts of a flood are given, Hawaiki, the place

where tho ark rested on dry ecartl, is the nmne

given by the Muories to the place, fromn which, in
the long apo, they migrated to lka Mani, Nuw
Zealand, ‘Tune and space will not permit me to
further pursue this subject at this time.

‘Lhe Disciples in those colopies have nearly all
been holding their aunual conforences. Easter is
the time mostly sel apart for this work. The
roports ag published in tho Australian Christian
Standard are encouraging, notwithstanding the
syvero commercial aud financial depression which
has visited most of the Australian colonies during
the past year. In New Zealand slow but steady
progress is being made by nearly all the churches.
Tho Aucklund conference was well attended aud
more than ordinary intorest manifested.  The
services of F. W. Greenwood have been rotained
fur auother yoar as Evangelist, IIv has done much
goud and faithful wurk., X. Exiy, who has beon
for many years a faithful laborer in the cause, has
been in poor health for many months and has had
to cease preaching for some time; he returned to
America by the last mail boat to San Francisco,
He had been laburing for the church at Qamaru,
New Zealand,

The church at Turua continues on its even way.
Our wmeativgs are held regularly worning and evou-
ing on the Lord's day, and the Sunday-Schoul
increases in numbers steadily and tho children take
much interest in the lessons,

YOUNG PEOPLE'S CHRISIIAN WONK.

CaN Youna PeorLe's CHRISTIAN WORK BE Success.
FULLY CONDUCTED WITHOUT FORMING A SoCIETY
HAvING A CuNSTITUTION AND PLEDGE DiIsTINCT
FROM THOSE OF THE CHUNCH ?

[n my article published in this column in the
May OnristiaN, I expressed in different Janguage
the reason popularly given for forming in our
churches a suciety having a constitution and pledge
distinct fromn those of the church. I szid: “ The
primary object of the society is to divide.” The
reason given by enthusiastic advncates of the
society is worded thus: Wo must have some way of
separating tho workers from the nun-workers; or,
wo must have some outward sign by which weo can
judgo of tho faith of those with whom we work,

These or similar expressions are so frequently
heard as to lead one to thiuk that, in the opinion
of the speaker, the primary objuct of the society is
to divide.

And the constitution and by-laws of the society
are ovidenco that the founder of the society con-
tempinted a separation of those who are in the
society fromn thoso who are not, else are the laws of
the aooiety. of no effect. Tosay that persons who
aro not members of the socioty have the same
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fellowahip and privileges as havo the membyrs, is
to say that the laws of the society are made void.

I very sty to sco that twoe oxpressions so
ucoupivd the attontion of the auther of *That Plea®
a8 Lo prevent him from cunsidering the latter part
of my articlo, 1n which I oxplained what I considor
to bo a better muthud of cundacting young peoplo’s
work in our churches,

To admit that the mothods of the Y, P. S. C. F.
are the best yot adopted, is not to say that betler
mothods aro not coi-ceivable. I hotd that thero is
a bettor mothad, because nearer to the ideal set
forth in tho scriptures. To prove that those
churchos iu which Endeavur Sociotiea are found
are in botter condition than thoso in which there
ale no societies, does not provethat a Y. P. S C. E.
must be fonad in order to train the young people
for active servico, All that js required is that the
training be systematic.  But my brother asks.
““ How can we have anything systematic without a
socioty 7' T amswor him with bis own words,
““I'he Church of Christ is a anciety with both a
pledgo and cousutution,” The Church of Christ is
a Christian Eudeavor Society, and only wheu these
two torms donote the same orpanization is either
properly applied.

Now the youny peoplo of this Christian Endeavor
Society can Lo systematically trained without
forming au inner society, having a constitution
and pledge distinct from these uf the general society
—the church,

TEvery Christiun has pledged himself ** to do all
that Christ would have him do,” and no multipli-
cation of pledges will be of effect in inducing him
to keep this great pledge nntil he knows what
Christ would have him dv, and when he knows his
duty, and is withng to do it, he needs no second
pledge. What we want, then, for the young
punple’s departnient of the church is a inethod of
systematic training which can be applied withrut
canging the trouble which the Y. P. S C. E. tou
ofien makes, We have thisin the Y. P. 8. C. E
if the nume, cunstitution and pledge be dispensed
with. Let all the young people of the church be
workers in the young people’s department. The
I.nit of age can be fixcd as now inthe Y. P. S, C. E.
Daily prayer and Bible reading, regular attendauce
at church and young people’s meotings, should be
urged as earnestly and persistently by the Chris-
tian Endeavor Suciety. There is not one line of
work in which Christian young people may engage
which cannct bo as successfully carried on in this
way.

This p'an of work may be tried without success,
as has the Y. P. S. C. E in some churches, but
the fault is not with the method. I believe that
every church, in which there aro half .. duzen young
people, should have thia special department. If
six esrnest young Christians meet once every week
for a apecial service and bring their young fricnds
with them, I will venture the assertion that there
will be more than six Christians to meot bafore
many weeks pass. Those youung people who can
iguore tho claims of Christ when they are pressed
by earnest associates, are very few. Dear young
brothers and sisters who read this, will you not
think seriously of this subject, and if you have not
been an earnest worker in the church, will you not
begin now ? I am sure that, you will grow in grace
and in the strength of Christ if yuu will make

Christ and His work the subject of yuur conversa-
tion when you meet each other, and especially if
you have regular meetings for this purpuse. 1
shall bo very glad to correspond with any person
in 1ogard to this work. I long to know that in
overy church in the Canadian provinces the youuy
people aro giving their best thought and ocuergy to
Christian endeavor.

%y the author of Christianity & now but a holisr
- a purer--meaning was given to words. Many
wotw lifted frum a lower to a higher sphiero.  Take,

for instance, the term lure. Of course all naiions
had their ideals of love, but they did not have a
proper conception of il.  Their conception of that
quality mnst have been lew and earthly, as thoy
had had no true exhibition of it. It remained for
the gospel age to produco & model of love when
God became manifest in tho flesh, divinity and
humanity incorporated, when He ponred out His
soul unto death on a Ruman oross to rescne man
from the dominion of sin, This exhibition «f love
nttaches & new meaning to the word. In fact it
introduces us to that phuse of it that passes all
understanding, ¢ Behold what manner of love
the Father hath bestowod on us that we should be
called the sens of Gud!™  We comprehend it not;
let us bo content tobask in its rays and feel it fully
shed abroad in our hearts.

But let us take the word ¢ humility,” which
constitutes the primal requiroment of a Christian
life. ** Learn of Me,” says the Christ, ¢ for I sm
meek and lowly in hoart and ye shall Tind rest to
your souls.” How was rest to bo found according
to Christ? By first becoming humble, conld man
find rest 1o his soul in the time of Christ. It is a0
still; and this huwility is to bo learned from Christ,
thon is Curist humble, It we aro to become
Christ-like we are to becomo humble. But what
did humility mean to tho Greeks? It was a term
of contetopt. It signified a moan, despised state
of mind. It prubably served to express a slavish
subjection to a tyraut master, It may have ex-
pressed the state of bond-servants. What a differ-
ent meaning does it now convey tothe Christian
world. Itnow denotes one of the Christinn graces.
Peter says: *‘ Be subject one to another, clothed
with humility.” Paul tells the elders of the church
at ¥phosus that he was ‘- serving the Lord with all
humility of mind.” The humility of the Christian
is a stato of submission te a master. The soul
possessing this grace is in bondage. Christians aro
spuken of as being bond-servints; but, unlike the
Greeks, they are subject to a master who will do
them no harm, but eternal good. Their master is
the author of the laws of their being, physical and
spiritual, and who rtules according to these laws.
Hence all Christ—Immanuel with us—asks of us
is to obey the laws of our being. ‘*Fear Gud,”
says the writer of Ecclesiastes, **and keep His
commandments, for this is the whole duty of man.*
Revelation teaches us our relation to God spiritually
and thus enables us to regulate our physical self,
Previous to the advent of Christ man know not
how to live. The old Grecian philosophers in vain
endeavured to solve the mystery of hurman life and
happiness. They sought it in worldly pleasuro, in
hermetical seclusion, or in close application to
philosophical pursuits. If it were possible for auy
people, uraided by Revelation, to eolve the pro-
blemm of huwman happiness, that people were the
ancient Greeks. But with all their keenness of
intellert they found not the secret. Not because
it was 80 far removed from them did they fail, but
becauso they sought it not in the right direction.
They did not find tho seat of tho disease. . They
resemblod tho physician who, unacquainted with
the naturo of scrofula, and instead of purifying tho

bloud aud thus taking the disease at its very root,
devotes his time and onergy to tho treating of the
local effects. It remained for the carpontec's son
to unfold to the world the mystery of human life
and happinesa. This he did by tho most astonish-
ing and conviucing object lessun that human eyes
has ever luoked, or will over look upon. Humility
was the Alpha and tho Omegain tho time of Christ,
the Sun of God, Although powersat enthroned in
the contro, humility composed the ontire circum-
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foronce of His fite. He, though burnin a manger,
was the Son of tho most higa Gud, thuugh cluthed
with all authority both 1 hoavon and earth and
anointed with the epirit of God, Ho fultilled what
was forotold of Him by Ieaiah, ¢ a bruised recd
shall Ho not break ani o amoking flax shall He
not quonch.”  Humility was talty displayed in His
entire hife, from the Bothlehem manger to the
Rowan cross.  Humility, then, s sv smpurtant 1o
the eyes of Giud that the Christ has saud, ** Blessud
aro the poor 10 spirit, for theirs 18 the kingdumn of
heaven.

A now hfo 18 unfoldoed m the gospel, tho stops tu
whizh are love, humility and regouneration.  Luvo
on the part of God leads to humility on the part of
man, which in turn leads to rogoneration. The
man becomes, &3 a child, passive benesth the rays
of divine love, which, when abuudantly ghed abroad
in the heatt, movlds him after the pattern of divine
graco, 'Tis lovo that wins the beas., the child, tho
man, the woman, 'Tis tho Jove of God that wins
tho hoart of man. 'Tis the love of Gud that js
destined to win and regencrato the hosts of earth.
Humility is tho first step to a now life on the part
of man. Cprist in His humility was obedient to
the will of His Father, and ‘“in His humility His
judgment was taken away.” He was made perfect
through suffering. He says of Himeself that He
was moek and lowly in heart. He bowed even to the
despised death of the cross that He might become
the it author of the regeneration of man., Taul
tells us *¢that which thou thyself sowest is not
quickened except it die.” The old seed must die
that a new lifu may come forth. Tho old lifo is
humbled evon to death, Death of the old self
must precede the Christian life. HBow evidont,
then, ia Christ’s meaning when He says: ¢ If any

mau would come after Me, let him deny himself
and take up His cross and follow Mu; for whoso-
over would save his life shall loso it, and whosnaver
shall loso his life for My sake shall find it.”
