THE CANADIAN COTTON MANUFAC-
TURER'S ASSOCIATION.

The suceessful formation of a Canadian
cotion manufacturer's associntion, which
shall control production, fix minimum
prices, and generally regulate the trade,
must be a subject of congratulation not
only to those gentlemen who have succeed-
ed in Dringing so many conflicting
interests inlo one harmonious whole, but
also to the dry goods trade at large.

T'he fact thal representatives of every
mill in the country, with one exception,
were present at the meeting shows that it
is, as it should be, n representative gather-
ing, and as the association has had the
Lenefit of the experience of the entire.
trade, the acceptability of its rules and
regulations is a foregone conclusion. T'le
fixing of an absolute minimum price and
the abolition of special discounts or draw-
backs of any nalure without the consent
of the nssceiation, will be a great relief to
the dry goods trade, as it will effectually
annihilate the rumors of cutting at the
mills, elc., and will make each merchant
confident that, when he sgends his
travellers on theffroad, he has purchased
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his stock on the same terms a8 everybody
else, and is thereforé in a position to com-
pete with them fairly and honestly.

The problem of curtailing production
has been squarely met by the decision to
close down the mills on Saturday’s for the
next twelve weeks, while the penaltics
for infractions of the rules of the associa-
tion are sufliciently heavy lo cusure
compliancs. :

Tn another colomn will be found a
detailed account of the meetings held to
fix prices, arrange lerms of sale. and to
reform any small abuses or irregulavities
that might have crept into the methods of
doing business.

THROUGH TRAFFIC WITH JAPAN

The arrival of the first through train
from Vancouver bringing tea from Japan
may be lookod upon as forming an era in
commercinl history fully as important, at
all events to Britain and her colonies, as
the first enrgo that-came through the Suez
Canal, The fact that a swift, cheap and
eilicient method of transportation for com-
mercial products from the fur Tust exists
across this continent, and throngh British
soil, will bave a most imsportant ellect on
the commercial world, and will remove, at
all events to a considerable extent, the
possibility of the trade with those countries
being hatassed or interrupted by Tostile
cruisers during its long sea voyage as
would be th2 case i this alternative route
by land did not exist.

It speaks volumes for the simplicity and
quiet business-like charvacter of the Cana-
dian people that {his, we may salely say,
stupendous change has Leen inauguraied
without the slightest flouvish of trumpets.
There have been no ovations, no {firing of
gung or Mowing of trumpets, nobody has
been decorated, in fact it almost looks as
if the opening of a great transcontinental
line for {reight was so much a matter of
cowrse as 1o call for no particular comment
or congratulation from the people who
have organized and bLuilt it. True there
have heen some emall municipal congratu-
lations addressed to the high oflicials of
the line, but when we contrast the national
character of the lestivities whieh have
urceted the opening of other great high-
wiays for the world’s commerce with the
apparent apathy disvleyed by those who
will benefit by our own, it secms some-
what disappointing that an occurrence of
such importance, from a commercial point
of+view, should have heen permitied to
pass without recognition cxcept by a fow
newspaper paragriaphs. '

With its impertance from a military
point of view as a means of {ransportation
for troops and munitioms of war from
Great Britain to its great dependencies in
the East, if is not our intention to-deul,

save in sofar as the returns from such
traflic will assist in the maintainance  of
the line and its communications, but at
the same time it is impessible to ignore
the faet that it will form @ moest important
comercinl link  between ihe mother

country and ourselves, and that probably

at no distant date such gosds destined for
the English market as are now usually car-
ried by sailing ships in a long and tedious
voyage round the Cape of Good Iope, may

-¢hoose this route in preference, even if it

does not sueceed, as it is to be boped it

may, in competing suceessfully in point of

speed with the Suez Canal. -
That the fact that through commumica-

tion for freight at comparatively reasonable -

rates exists with our distant province of
Lritish Columbia has proved of consider-
able advantage to the merchants of the
older provinces is already established be
vomd a peradventure. The flight of travel-
lers which have already left this city
alone, bound for the most distni parts of
the ling, testifies to the alacrity with
which the mercantile world has seized up-
on this new avenue of trade, while the
orders teceived prove that the trade of
British Columbia hitherto monopolized by
San Francisco and other American ports
will in the near future seek its market for
its supplies and for the disposal of its less
perishable produets in Canadian cities in-
stead of in the United States.  This alone
is no small gain for Canadian merchants,
but it is only when we consider that in
proportion as the country develops under
the stimulating influence of railrond com-

‘munication so will the possibilities of com-

merce increase, that we can realize the
full extent of the benelits that must inevi-
tably accrue to the commerce of the
country,

AT HOME:- AND ABROAD.

"The reports from all parts of the country
as to the harvest now being gathered in
continue to be very favourable. The
weather has generally been suitable and
the crops have been saved in good con-
dition. Trom the North-West we learn
that the wheat c¢rop in Manitoba is
generally mnch betier than was expected
a few weeks ago.  The weather has lately
Leen just what was needed, and if too
much rain on the cut grain does not lead
tosprouting; the general record for the year

in wheat will be an excellent one. Oals
and barley have not done as well. West

of Manituba the ernps have in many places
proved failures. .
The most noteworthy event of the week
here was the meeting of representatives of
the cotton mills throughout the country,
Their efforls were mainly directed to tie
estahlishment of more vniform prices for
goods, and the stoppage of the competition
and cutting that has been going on, to the

disndvantage of all concerned. We sup-
pose capital, as well as labor, has a right
to join forces for its own protection, and
although the artificial bolstering up-of a
monopoly would not be in the public
inferest, it is clearly not good for the
community that great mamrfacturing
industries should be carried on at a loss.
The Interests involved in the present com-
bination or attempted combination of
colton mills are so wide spread =nnd
numerous that any undue tax on con-
sumers would be impossible of main-
tenance.

In financial matters there seems to be a
little flutter in our local market. Stocks
have receded slightly from the high
figures they touched a fow days ago, and
there is apparent a feeling of unrest about
money. This, no doubt, arises largely
from the unsettled state of the New York
muarket (hereafter referred to), which has
led to higher rates for eall loans here.
Rates for sterling are affected by the same
causes, and have fallen away considerably
during the week.

The money market in New York has
gradually been growing stronger, and rates
for call money have been brought up to
5 and 6 per cent. The laller was freely
paid during the week, on first-class
colluateral, and on Wednesday as high as 12
per cent. was reached for o few closing
transactions. :

The reserves of the banks have heen
steadily depleted, and at the last state-
ment were only $8,000,000 above the legal
minimum. The greater part of this surplus
isin one or two banks, so that there is
apparently nothing {o keep money from
remaining at a high rate for some hittle
time to come. The general feeling seems
lo be that 4 per cent. niay be regarded ns
the minimum ratefor call loans for some
time. )

There is nothing in this that need be re-
gretted from the commercial point uf view,
Money at 14 and 2 per tent. implies want
of confidence in the husiness situnalion
and an inactive conditioirof trade and
speculation generally,  Lxcessively high
rates on the other hand are not a good
sign either, but with business going on
actively and a  bright look-out for the
future, stocks are buoy ant, money in good
demand, and fair rates are obtuined.

In sympathy with the rates for call loans,
those for commercial discounts bave
increased, and the Clronide reports 5 per
cent. as ihe general minimum for this
cluss of husiness,

The sterling exchange market has heen
weak and variable. With higher rales for
maney, Jower rates for storling are in-
evitable, and if the advanced rafes prove
to be more or less permanent, and not g

mere flurry, sterling will no doubt settle
siill lower,
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The Morrison resolution, recently men-
tioned, passed the Senute in ils amended
form, bul failed to become law hecauso it
did not receive the Dresident’s assent
hoefore adjonrnment of congress.  The
position of the Treasury is very strong, and
the receipts in silver are now down to a
very small pereentage of the whole, The
action of the Sennte and Congress in this
matier illustrates very forcibly a difference

The actuaries who compiled the table
goon tosay that it must be understeod
that the above mentioned dividend relates
to present liabilities under policies as
ascertained by valuation, and not to the
amount of premiums paid by the assured.
A dividernd of 6s. in the pound repressnts
roughly about 28. for each £1 paid in
premiums. Further this sum is approxi-
mately that which would be available for
the purpose of reconstruction, hut in
liquidation the sum forthcoming would be
much smaller. Judging from the ex-
perience of the liquidation of other large
life assurance companies that have failed,
the assets, after allowing for loss through
forced realisation, and for legal and other
expenses, would dwindle down to one-half
their present amount.; and a dividend of
only about 1s. for every £1 paid in pre-
miums is all that would ever reach the
policy holders. . This simple statement of

facts seems to us decisive in favour of re-'

constyuction.

. THE METAL TRADE,

While a fair business has been done all

© summer in heavy metals in the United

States, owing to the demand. for railway
construction purposes, and additions and

repairs to old lines, slight improvement
can be noticed in kindred lines in Great
Britsin. ]

At recent meetings of iron masters in
the Midland counties of England, the best

.reports came from the galvanized sheet

makers. They anncunced that in conse-
quence of the rige in the value of wool and
other produce in the colonial markets and
in the markets of the Southern States,
stocks of iron in those centres had begun
to move off rapidly and inquiries for addi-
tional supplies were being sent freely.
They look tobe soon doing an increased
trade, and on the strength of the revived
demand, coupled with a rise in the speltor
market, they declared an advance of.5s.
per ton, The Lest feature of the Scotch
pig market is that merchants report a con-
tinuance of the United States inquiries,
but so far these inquiries do not appear to
have resulted in very important sales.
Merchants are, however, hopeful that busi-
ness may come out of them, The tin plate
trade in Wales shows no new characteris-
tics.calling for spccial mention. The de-
mand generally keeps active, but belter
prices are desired. Common cokes are
only 3s. per box f. 0. b, Liverpool.

At Barrow a steadier trade is being done
in hematite pig iron, and makers. report a
fuller business. The output of the furnaces

.is steadily maintained, and the weekly

production is from 26,000° tons. to 27,000
tons, all of which is going into direct con-
sumption, The price of mixed parcels of
Bessemer pig iron isstill 42s,, and 41s, was
the quotation for No. 3 forge and foundry
iron. Briskness characterizes the steel
trade, but the persistent eflorts of foreign
competition to cheapen cost is not encour-
aging, and all the steel makers concur that
they have mever known a time of such
competition as the present, whether in
rails, plates, sheets, blooms, billets, tin
bars, or other descriptions of manufactures,
Ieads of joint stock companies in the
heavy  steel trade especially complain.
Most of them are, however, able to report
# -good amount of work doing on export
and home account. Rails were perhaps
quieter than many other sections. Vet
even in .this department an increased
number of enquiries were- spoken of by
some, of the leading firms. Certain Welsh
makers -in particular. were very hopeful
upon this .point, and indicated that if all
the enquiries which are just now reaching
them result in.business they would have
full work ensured for some time to come,
1t was reported that among the most re-
cent contracts secured wera..5,000 ions for
the Danish railways, at £3 18s. per tonm,

for a foreign line—price not mentioned.
An enquiry is now on the market for 18,

000 tons of rails for the Western Australia
railway.

The present price of steel rails was gene-
rally admitted to be £3 12s. 6d. to £3 15s,
per ton at works for heavy sections. These
figures were spoken of as profitlessly low,
but makers confessed that sales were
freely going on in Wales at £3 10s, and
that they had recently heard “over and
over again” that contracts were being ac-
cepted in the Principality at £3 5s.,* but
they could not trace who was taking them,”

ferred fo by the sieel masters present at

“the Midland meetings as a circumstance

which was by no means diminishing in
importance. The gravity of the situation
is not lessened by the statement of o writer
