#« AN ARCHBISHOP OF THE IRISH.)

A despatch brings the intelligence from Rome,
that there, as elsewhere, it has been universally
felt, that the most appropriate of all the cardinali-
tial titles for the new Cardinal Manning, of West-
minster, will be that of 85. Andrew ard Gregory,
once the property of St. Gregory the Great, and the
gpot frem which St. Augustine, of Canterbury, and
his companions went out to evangelize Britain, Of
all the strange events of these eventful centuries
there are few stranger than this, and fewer still
more suggestive of a historical retrospect of the vi-
cissitudes of the old Church of Rome and its eternal
supremacy, amid them all, over the gates hell. It
is not yet five half decades since the Most Eminent
and Most Rev Lord Henry Edward Cardinal Manning,
Archbishop of Westminster, now one of the “hinges
of the Universal Church” “a member of the Papa)
body" a bulwark and shield of the Tower of David,
was not merely not o Catholic but was an enemy of
the faith and a leader among the direst foes of that
Roman Church whose message sent from the Ceclian
hill, wag at one time the faith of an island.which
claimed for itself the glory of being the ¢ dowry of
Mary.

I was a minister ; never even the most distant

Nothing that I bad seen had mnde the slightest im-
pression in that direction, and 1 was as far from
Catholicity ss when quitting England. .
One morning I entered the church of St. Lous, of
the French., The Blessed Sacrament was exposed
in one of the altars, probably for a novena. Nothing
could. be more. simple, soms candles were lit, the
clergy-were in simple choir habits kneeling upon
the ground, there were a few of the faithful in the
nave.

the first-time in my, life it secemed to me that, per-
haps here was the 'truth, and that there would be,
‘nothing impossible,in my one day becoming a
Catholic.. It was not yet conversion, it was I repeat
the first appeal of God, as yet, from very far off. I
have not been unfaithful; I bave prayed; I have
sought; I have studied with all the ardor, aund all
the sincerity of which I was capable, light every day
increased and grace at last crowned the work.”

Never was there a conversion to Rome which pre-
gented ‘to -the -convert greater. temporal disadvan-
tages, There is probably no temporal pesition so
attractive to the scholar and the ecclesiastic as that
which Archdeacon Manning beld within his con-
trol. 'He wasa dignitary of a great body called a
Church, he had wealth, influence, position. He had
genius, friends and reputation. The loss of all
these was assured by his adhesion to the doctrines
of the despiscd and hated Church of Rome, but as
ho wrote in the paragraph we have quoted “he was
not unfaithful” to his graces. Henry Edward Man-
ning is the son of & London merchant who way of
sufficient social and coramercinl importance to have
reached a seat in the English Legislature, :

He was born in 1808 at Totteridge, in Hereford-
ghire. At a suitable age he was sent to the famous
school of Harrow, whence he procecded to Balliol
College, Oxford, where he graduated in 1830, with
distingnished honors. Awmong his contemporaries
was William Ewart Gladstone, who graduatcd the
year following with even bigher scholastic bonors.
But Manning in the debating hall, in the Univer-
sity, field sports, in the hundred ways in which the
youth of England are so nobly educated in colleges
which were the creation of Catholic times, stood
forth even more eminent than he was in the mecre
lecture room or examination hall. He had also
among his intimate frisnds, Willlam Palmer, who
also subsequently became a Catholir, After gradu.-
ation the future cardinal become a fellow of Merton
College and took * orders” in the Anglican Estab-
lishment. On leaving the University he married
Caroline, fourth daughter of the late Rev. Jobn Sar-
gent, rector of Wool-Lavington, Sussex, and sister
of Mrs. Wilberforce, wife of the Rev. Samuel Wil-
berforce, who in the first instance became Bishop of
Oxford, before his tranelation to the See of Win-
chester. Both ladies have been for many years de-
ceased, and their distinguished partners widowers,
Mrs. Manning died, puerperio primo, leaving no sur-
viving issue. She had three sisters, of whom ftwo
became Cutholics. Upon the death of his father-in-
law, he was presented to the liwings of Wool-Lav-
ington, with Graftham, in Sussex, by his friend and
brother-in-law, the proprietor of the estate, to whom
it descended, upon the demise of the Rev. Mr. Sar-
gent, It was during his residence at Lavington he
preached and published a series of sermons which
to this day are in repute in the English Church.—
The village church is a small structure in the early
English afyle, and capable of holding about 300
persons. The seats are open and of unpolished
ouk ; there is an oak pulpit on the north side of the
chancel arch, to which the attention of visitors is
directed as the one in which Archdeacon Manning
preached the sermons to which we bave alluded.—
There is an oak lectern or reading desk beneath
the pulpit. Some of the stone carving of the pillars
is very beautiful, representing the ferns of the dis-
trict, and a baptismal font of Petworth marble is
near the entrance. Oaken stalls are placed in the
choir, the floor of which is laid with encaustic tiles.
In 1840 Dr. Otte made himarchdeacon of the Pro-
testant diocese of Chichester, An archdeaconry in
the Catholic hierarchical system, which the Angli-
cans imitate, if they do not inherit, is an exceeding-
1y responsible position. Hais the “eye of tho bi-
shop,” oculus episcopiz his substitute and delegate in
most important duties. Archdeacon Manning made
his position as little of a sinecure as the chains of
Anglicanism and the establishment would permit.
In preaching, in advising aud in visiting the poor,
he was doing a good which seems to have deserved,
ag it afterwards obtained, the gift of faith, In 1841
the learned archdeacon was preacher to the univer-
gity of Oxford,and continued in that office for two
years. His reputation and influaence naturally in-
creased as he became more and more known to the
world, and duly appreciated by the learned who at-
tended his sexmons. In 1844 Archdencon Manning
was elected preacher at Lincoln’s Inn Ghapel, but
owing to his excecedingly conservative principles
another clergyman, of more liberal opinions, was
soon selected to replace him, From 1824 to 1860
Dr. Manning published four volumes of sermous,
which were all of them remarkable for their beauty
and elevation of style. A short time afterwards he
issucd an important treatise on the Unity of the
Church, which be dedicated to his friend, Mr, W.
E. Gladstone. His scrmons preached at Oxford
were first collected in one volurne in 1844. Few
men have enjoyed a greater amount of public affec-
tion and veneration than Dr. Manning, and this
popular regard manifested itself even whilst he was
a Protestant, shows how conscientiously he fulfilled
his pastoral duties.

In 1850 people began toremark that Dr, Manning
was preaching much less frequently than heretofore
and that he was confining himself almost entirely
to his duties as a minister. When in 1850 St. Barna-
bas’ church was first consecrated everybody was
amazed to hear that Dr, Manning who had pro-
mised to preach atits dedication, had refused to do
so. He, however, preached once during the octave
after its opening. Almost immediately afterwards
he announced his intention of leaving the ministry
and of re-entering the Inity. He gave up his dig-
nity of archdeacon and now styled himself simply
Mr, Manning. He had some difficulty to induce the
Bishop of Chichester, Dr. Gilbert, toaccept his resig-
nation but finally he was obliged to doso. Seon
afterwards Dr. Manning made a epiritual retreat and
shortly afterwards was received into the Catholic
‘Church on Passion Sunday, April 6,1851, On Palm
Sunday he was confirmed by Cardinal Wiseman and
then proceeded to Rome to study theology. He re-
turned to England in 1854 and commenced an ex-
tensive career of missionary work, remarkable for
its suceess in bringing over members from the An-
glican fold a greater number of whom - it has- been
-ascertained followed Dr. Manning than any. other
“geceder” in our time, In 1857 he was named Pro-
vost:of Westminster, and: midsummer. that year Dr
Manning established at Bayswater the congregation
or icommunity of . the Oblates of St. Charles .

‘back through this decade we can sée steadily in-
creasing from the first year of bis new charge, the
glory of the successor of -Wiseman, who in his ad-

Still another year he
is presiding at a national Council and organiza-
ing its work, In previous years he stood forth at
the Vatican Councilas a most earncst and stren-
uous advocate of those rights of the Holy Sce which
had been most sorely injured by the English heresy
and schism. In all the years he has been enrich-
ing the English language and Catholic litcrature by
the productions of hisgifted mind. Sermons, es-
says, addresses, lectures theological treatises are
all pouring from the press bearing the name of
Hecry Edward, Archbishop of Westminster, Most
useful of his literary works, it has always seemed to
us have been those short terse epigrammatic letters
which headdresses to the London papers the morn-
ing after some slander. He is a born journalist who
with vigor and prompitude nails those lies wbich
though they have no legs are very well supplied with
wings. Having the ear of the English people he
always finds a place in the London journals and the
slanders which ho bas spoiled by two or three sent-
ences are of almost weekly record. It was thusa
morning or two after Gladstune’s unreasonable and
ill-tempered Expostulation, he got in the whole case
for tho accused Catholics. Of Cardinal Manning’s
sacerdotal z-al, of his work in the legs public walks
of his profession we need not speak. We have heard
of it by word of mouth, from those who owed to him
in no small degree all that will to them of temporal
or eternal happiness ; we have read of it “ between
the lines” of newspaper articles regarding his work
we have heard it in the Irish cheer which greets
him, whenever he stands among his Irish in Clerken-
well Green; we have seen it in the grateful gleam
of the Irish mother’s eye, when she recognized the
triend of the exile. Let us admit with her that if
it is Manning the statesman, the scholar, the jour-
nalist, the great leader of men whom we admire, itis
the ascetic priest burning out the lamp of his life in
a fever of zealous love for the poor, whom we love
and venerate.

The cardinal priest of SS. Gregory and Andrew on
the Ccelian is to-day as Gregory the Great was of old
the spiritual chief of a mighty city. Thither go
daily fair-haired, bright-eyed captives from a far-off
island in the West. They are the captivesof famine
and distress,and they go to the slave markets ofa
city mightier and greater, more pitiless and more
wicked, than the Rome of Augnstine, or perhaps
even of Augustus. They are not Angles but they
are angels, and the new cardinal’s countrymen are
not too considerate of their well being. For that
he, Englishman of the English, has found out a
place in his royal heart for these captive children and
their desolate parents, there are millions throughout
the world who houor his name and love his person
and who have heard with heartfelt gratitude that he
has been placed among the intimate counsellors of
PioNono. They do not forget that his labors for
their countrymen in London, ark such as Patrick or
Columkille, might bave performed, and that he is
their father and apostle combined. Ruliog one of
the largest Irish diocesesin the world—for London
has as many Irish in its service as either Dublin or
New York—he has long been regarded, not somuch
for these statistical reasons, as for his affection and
warm zeal in their service, as an archbishop of the
Irish, more Irish than many Ivishmen.——ZBrooklyn
Catholic Review.

and other heroic men who died for Christ—is now
in the hands of plunderers, and its temples and
sacred places are too often profaned, Well may the
words of Jeremiasg (Lament.id Le applied to the
centre of Christianity— The ways of Sior mourn,
because thero are none that come to the solemn
feast; all her gates are broken down: hur pricsts
sigh; her virgins are in aflliction, and she is op-
pressed with bitternees’ The same sad picture may
be drawn of Italy, Brazil, Spain and Polacd ; things
are still worse in Switzerland and Germany, where a
most iniquitous and unprovoked persecution is car-
ried on against bishops and priests, against rcligious
men and women, and zealous laymen who made the
greatest sacrifices for their country during the late
war, and who, even when deprived of the rights of
citizens, and treated with every sort of injury and
injustice, do not ccuse to be obedient subjects, and
even to fulfil the counsel of the Gospel by praying
for those who persecule and calumniate thewa. Dear-
ly beloved, 5o many afflictions, by which our bre-
thren in the faith are overwhelmed, must fill us
with grief and bitter sorrow ; but we must not be
in the least alarmed as to the result of this uaholy
warfare on religion; on the contrary, we may rest
assured that the cause of faith and justice will tri-
umph, and that peace arnd prosperity will again ke
restored to tho faithful. Indeed, the Catholic
Church may be assailed and subjected to {rials and
persecutions; but being founded on a rock by the
omnipotent hand of the Redeemer she eanuot be
dustroyed ; in spite of all the efforts of the powers of
darkness she will be still able to spread tho bless-
ings of the Gospel through every region of the
earth, and will continue her glorious career of true
Christian progress until time shall be no more. Let
us then, dearly beloved, during the Novena, pray
wost fervently for the welfare of the Pope, and of
all the bishops, priests, and others who are suffering
with their head, Christ’s Vicar on earth. Let us
put our petitions under the protection of St. Pat-
rick ; and on the approaching festivals of the Blessed
Virgin and St. Joseph let us implore of those pow-
crfal protectors of the Church to watch over thein-
terests of religion, to put an end to persecution, and
to-obtain from the Supreme Ruler of all things that
tho efforts of the encmy of mankind may be bafiled,
and that the blessings of peace and freedom for the
exercise of religion may be restored to the faithful.

THE GRAVE OF MacMANUS.

Quitting the grave of Anne Devlin, with a prayer
for the soul of that aoble-hearted woman, we con-
tinue our wallk eastward, and see before us the
burial-plot of the Fathers of the Society of Jesus.—
It is a littlo square cnclosed with an iron railing:
inside wo s¢e & number of low headstones, painted
black on the surface, through which the names ot
the deceased are cut into the white substance of the
stone. In each of these graves lie several occapants
~as many as seven or eight in some-—whose uames
make quitea list on tho little headstone. Pious
and learned men lie there, brave and true scrvants
of their holy Master whose name they bore and
whose cross was their glory. For them death had
no terrors—it had long been a subject of fumiliar
coatemplation; their lives were spent in an atmos-
phere of prayer; the “ Pater Noster” and * Hail
Mary” had gone through every fibre of their being,
and were being continually exhaled from their
hearts ; and when the summons came for them they
answered in bope and trust, and without repining:
“ Father, not my will, but thine, be done.”

THE GRAVE OF MACMANDS.

He wag it
says, ' convicted of love for Ireland, May 21 18,67
and sentenced to fiftecn years’ penal servitudc:. He:
died in Millbank prison, January 17, 1869, aged
twenty-nine years.,” The inscription furtlier states -
“Love for Ircland was the passion of his life: his
brightest day-dream that he might die ﬁghting’; for
her freedom.” All of which was indced true of the
brave and gentle Edward Duffy.

JoON DONEGAN, JOHN HOGAN, JOHN O'DONOYAN.

Passing in to the 0'Connell circle, we see that
under the green mound in the centre, in which the
coffin of the Liberator formerly lay, is at present
unoccupied. All around are mavy beautiful and
costly erections, one of the most notable of which
riscs over the remains of John Donegan—that opu-
lent but simple and unostentations Dublin trader
the golden shower of whose charitics fell silcntly’*
all over the land. Chapels, convents, Catholic
schools, hospitals, orphanages, all were recipients
ofthe princely bounty of John Donegan—the ouly
condition attached to the pift usually being that it
should not receive publicity. We may humbly
trust that his soul is now in the erjoyment of the
great reward promised to such good werk.

Not far from John Donegan’s monument a small
slab of white marble, with a cross engraved cu it,
lics flat upon the grass. At the foot of the little
cross a name is cut.  We lift the grass from off the
lotters, and we read, “ John Hogan!" It is tho
grave of the great Irish sculptor. One would ex-
pect to see in that spot some appropriate creation
of the sculptor’s art—something to indicate that he
who sleeps below was master of that wondrous
power which moulds the marble into shapes of
beauty, so life-like that one might almest fancy be
sees them breathe, Yet there lie the remains of
the gifted Hogan with no other mark over them
than we have described.

Close by Hogan's lie the relics of another great
Irishman withowt a mark of any sort over them—
Under the plain green sward lie the remains of the
great Irish scholar, John ©'Donovan, the translator
and annotator of “ The Annals of the Four Masters,”
the translator also of the Brehon Lawsjin conjunc-
tion with O’Curry, whose grave, whichlis likewise
unmarked, is situated directly opposite’to the Fa-
ther Fay and Joha B, Dillion monuments referred
to in our last number, The scholar and the artist
repose almost side by side ; & brain once stored with
precious learning, nnother which glowed with the
bright inspirations of genius, are now but grains of
dust benenth the emerald turf. Would that they
had been longer gpared to Ireland.

Asg we retiace our steps from the 0'Connell circle,
we cannot help recollecting that some years ago
cvery one entering it could see in gilt letters, over
the first vault on his left-hand side, the words,
« Honest Tom Steele,” the popular nawe of one of
O'Connell's raost devoted friends and fcllow-laborers.
That name is not there now. The remains of
Honest Tom were shifted from thence, taken round
away to vault number twenty-one, and their original
resting-place is now otherwise occupied. This act
of dispossession created much popular indignation
when it was discovercd ; and no fair excuse for it
has ever been Iaid before the public.

Why isit that the natives of Ireland and their
descendants mark St. Patrick's Day with such speci-
al observance? Fimtly, and before all, to return
{hanks to God for the glorious success of that apostle
in leading Ireland from the darkness of paganism
into the bright light of Christianity. Some Protes-
tants are very fond of preaching that Si;. Patrick was
one of themselves. There is one very simple answer
to this error, namely that it wasa Pope (C_e!estme)
who deputed the great saint to bear the tidings of
salvation to Ireland. Wodon't suppose that even in
Exeter Hall any one will be found bold enough to
tell us of Protestant Popes, or of Protestantism at all
for a thousand years later than St. Patrick. Whata
glorious day it wae for Ireland, and, through her,
for Europe, when St. Patrick preached the sublime
truths of Chrietianity on the hill of Tara to the King
of Meuth and his nssembled court! A gloricus pre-
sage of the endaring character of the work of St.
Patrick took place on the previous rmight. An order
had been given by the king that no fire should be
lighued that night till before the great royal fire on
Tara. When, therefore, the Paschal fire, kindled by
8t. Patrick, wasscen on an_adjacent hill, the mon-
arch, in anger, ordored thatitshould be extinguished.
The Druids around him exclaimed, * The fice which
we see will never be extinguished is thiz land., It
will tower above all our fires, and he who haskind-
led it will overcome us all” That prophecy has
proved true ; the firs which St. Patrick kindled has
nover been extinguished ; it hasnot only illuminat-
od Ireland for fourteen hundred years, but its radiant
splendid and glowing rays have been borne by Irish
missionaries to the most distant climes. In the
early ages Scotland, England, ‘Germany, Holland,
Switzerland, felt its brightness ; and when, in course
of time, new worlds were discovered, Irish mission-
aries bore the saving truths of Christianity to Ame-
tica, Australia, and to the far-off islands of the ocean.

GREAT BRITIAN.

Exgrann’s Ficarive Powsr.—All the Kuropean
nations that can afford it are armed to the teeth;
those who cannot afford such an expeaditure on
personnel and materiel of war as they desire are saving,
and, as much as they can, pinching here and screw-
ing there, to get together the necessary money or
credit; and under these circumstances it seems well
to glanceat England’s fighting power, and see what
forces she really could put in the ficld should ocea-
sion require. Happily, the means for forming a
sufficiently accurate estimate are ready to our hand,
and we need not travel beyond Mr, Hardy's speech
of Monday night to arrive at what we want. Some-
thing of allowance must be made for “incfiicients,”
or soldfers not fit o take the field; more must be
taken away from the totals for military men, of all
ranks, employed in non-combatant positions; and
probably our net forces available for duty would
show & very considerable reduction on the figures
of the Secretary for War. Still his estimates, as
estimates, may be taken as fairly reliable, and as
such we quote them. Supposing every man could
te put on parade previous to marching to the seat
of war, the total number would amount to about
450,755, and they are thus divided—Regulars, 129,
281 ; Militia, 118,000 ; Volunteers, 161,150 ; Enrol-
led Pensioners, 21,980; Yeomanry, 12,500 ; and
Army Rescrve, 7,928. In making our calculations
fromthat net figure of (say) 400,000 it must not be
forgotten that it essentially means a defensive, not
an offensive force ; aud if, in addition, we deductour
troops on Iandian and Colonial service our power of
even decent standing in the military seuse of the
word, becomes very moderate. On a pinch we might
possibly muster an efficientarmy of some 30,000 men
to send out of the realm, but that would leave us
very short-handcd for home work, for organising
and recruiting new forces to supply the place of
those gone on in advance, and for working with the
Reserve Forces as what might be called Corps of
Confidence. Iu Artillery we seem to be exception-
ally strong, and we almost fancy that Mr. Hardy
will be called upon, in addition to the printed mat-
ter, to substantiate bis figures in the clearest manner.
He says that we have 372 field guons, fully horsed
and equipped, aund if that be true we shall be no lit-
tle surprised. Wedo net doubt the existence of the
guns; we are not 8o sure about the horses and
equipments. So much for the personnel of the Eng-
lish Army: in materiel, or rather in the srrangement
for providing materiel, &c., we think we notea fal-
ling off. There are plenty of rifles in reserve of the
best patterns; no less, indeed, than 400,000, with
57,000,000 rounds of ball cartridge ; but Government
have again weakened the already weakest pointin
our organisation—the supply department—by abol-
ishing the hardly well-established Control, and plac-
ing Ordnance and Commissariat once wore apart,
Such ig, in brief, the British Army of the present
day—scarceiy so strong as a German Division—and
miserably inadequate for any purposes but those of
home. Should we become embroiled with any
powerful Continental natlon—say with Germany,
whe is seeking quarrels in every directionin pursuit
of her declared policy of being Europe's bully—we
should be compelled entirely to staud on the de-
fensive, and if “ the silver streak” of Gludstonian
oratory failed us, where should we be? These are
matters worthy of cousideration, and so we throw
them out.—Cathloic Times, Liverpool.

from the lips of mere laymen, what has the Church
of England been doing, especially her Bishops and
clergy, tocreats such a desert of need?

void compsred with unauthorized excitements, In
the Catholic Church we have Orders of preachers,
but Protestantism prefers preachers without Orders.

He was in the first instance missionary
in the Tanneries; oflerwards attached to the Parish
Church (Notre Dame), and later, in [185%, attached
to the grand Seminary of Montreal, then about to
be founded, After having the charge of the Parish
of All Graces * Toutes Graces” jn 1860, he was nam-
od director to the Leke of Two Mountaing, where he

remained during 8 years, realizing all the good pos-
sible in this difficult work, where he reconciled in &
remarkable degree the hearls of the Indian people
who occupied that territory. ]

In 1868 he was removed to the St. James' Parish,
where he laboured with a new courage and zeal
which endeared him to his whole congregation,and

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate,

I cannot relieve you from your attendance in
Parliament without thanking you for the assiduity
and zeal, by which at an unusually early period in
the season you have been cnabled to bring
the oncrous duties of a laborious Session to a
close.

The Scesion bas been fruitful of meagures fraught
with great consequences to the country.,

I have readily given my assent to the Act to cs-
tablish a Supreme Court and a Court of Exchequer
for Canada—a measure which has long been under
consideration, and which is necessary to the com-
pletion of our judicial system,

The Act respecting Insolvency will promote the
interests of commerce, by the wholesome changes
introduced in the existing Law. These changes
will doubless result in the more careful and econo-
mical administration of insolvent estates, giving
due protection to the creditor, and at the same
time shiclding from harsh trcatment the honest
but unfortunate debtor.

To aid in the development and efficient admin-
istration of our great territorial empire in the
North-West, ar important step hus been taken by
the passing of the Act providing for it a form of
government predicated upon its present require-
ments, and framed to meet the exigencies. of the
near future by calling into existence representa-
tive institutions whenever sufficient population
shall'have been found for the exereise of the func-
tion of self government.

The Postal Service Act will by its liberal pro-
visions and the removal of hindrances to free com-
munication by mail tend greatly to the publis con-
venience.

In like manner, much advantage may be expect- |
ed to result from the passing of the Act respecting
Ocean Telegraphy, preventing moropoly, and giv-
ing freedom of access to our shores to all Marin
Tclegraph Companies, :

The Copyrights Act has been passed to protect
the rights of uuthors and artists who may desire
to avail themselves of its provisions, and to
facilitate arrnngements for the publication in
Canada of the works of writers residing in other
countries.

By the Insurance Act greater security has been
given to the insured, by the adoption of an effective
system of inspection,

The Act relating to Penitentiaries has brought
these institutionsmorecimmediately und«r the direc-
tion and control of the Government ; and the sys-
tem of administration and inspection has been
simplified and cheapencd, :

TRISH HOME RULE MEETING.

The monthly meeting of the Mentreal Braach of
the Irish Home Rule Leaguc was held on Tuesdny
ovening, the, 6th inst, in the Hall of the St. Pat-
rick’s Socicty, Corner of Craig and St. Alexander
Streets. The President Edward Murphy Esq., in
the chair ; there was a very- large attendance of
members present. .

The President in opening the meeting, referred
at some length, and in very fecling terms, to the
great loss the Irish Home Rule Cause had sustain-
od in the death of Mr, Martin, the Secretary of the
Parent Associntion. They could hardly over esti-
mate their loss which was a nationnl one. He read
a private letter of the dccessed gentleman’s to
bim received a few days ago, dated from the House
of Cormmons Londen, 19th March, written just ten
davs before his (Mr. Martin's) deatl, which exhibit-
ed in & very marked degrec his goodness of heart,
firm patriotism end christian fecling. He referred
to Mr. Martin's speech delivercd in the Housa of
Commons, not long before his death, when t.w movd
for the production of ¢ the papers” regarding Mr,
Aitchel’s * trinl” and Y conviction” in 1848. MMr.
Martin was listened to with marked attention.
His address was a powerful and unanswerable ez-
pose of how the jury in Mr. Mitchel's case was
packed, and how it was the ravages of the famide
that produced the insurrection of 1848, This great
speech produced a profound impression on the
House, and will be long and gratefully remembered
by his countrymen as one of his last and ablest
efforts in favor of his poor and suffering country.

He said it would be their duty to adopt resolu-
tions of condolence suitable to the occasion, which
.should be transmitted to the Parent Associa-
tion by next mail. He read from the Nation the
report of the meeting of the Irish Home R_ulc Lea-

. gue, Dublin, at which the remittance of £50 Ster-
ling and the address forwarded on the 19 Feb. were
received, when the following resolution on motion
of the Rev. J. A. Galbraith, T.C.D. and seconded Mr.
'J. Cantwell waos warmly and unanimously adopt-

“‘-’Ihnt we unanimously accord to the Montreal
Branch of the Home Rule League a special tribute

of praise and thanks for their fidelity and devotion,

to the fortunes of their unforgotten nati\'elu.nd! as
¢videnced by the generous support and cheering
.co-operation which they have given to the Home
Rule movement, and we request Mr. John Martin,
M P, to convey to them this vote of thanks.”
(Applause.)

The President remarked that he had not as yet
received any official notice of the reception of the
remittance referred to or of the address accompany-
ing it, probably the great press of business, conee-
quent upon poor Mr. Martin's illness and death,
had caused the delay, but they doubtless wonld be-
fore next meeting have a communication from the
Parant Association acknowledging their receipt.

Mr. Matthew Ryan followed in an eloquent ad
dress. e read extracts from published letters of
the Iste Mr, Martin proving him to have been a
thorough Christian patriot and gentleman, that hie
Mr Martin fully and henrtly sympathized with the
vast majority of the Irish people (though differ-
ing from them in religious belief) in the meany
gricvances under which they are still suffering.
He said it was our duty as Home Rulers and the

. duty of Irishmen, no matter where they may be, to
loose no timein testifying their due regret at tho
death of such a truc and patriotic Irishman as the
late John Mactin was, He " therefors moved the
following resolutions :—

struction on the commanding sitc immedintely
east of St. Mary's church, This is one of the most
clevated sites within the boundaries of the town,
and the magnificent edifice that bas grown up from
plans prepared by Mr. Wm, Duffus, Architect, of
this town, under the fostering care of the Rey. [Fu-
-ther Stafford is a notable object front all points of
the compass; and especially attracts the attention
and elicits the admiration of the traveller incom-
ing by steamer or rnilway. The praises Lestowed
on its majestic appearance at & distance, are in-
cgensed.whcu its proportions aund beauties are
viewed in detuil. Built of white brick in modern
style with elaborate yet tasteful decorations of the
same material, ity three lofty storeys, springing
from a hirh basement, are syrmounted by a Man-
sard roof, from which again arises a cupola—ihe
gracefulness of the pile has not been sacriticed in
securing the substantiality which s one of the
most marked characteristics of the siructure. The
‘construction of this building has been governed
by liberal and enlightened counsels ; great carc
.bas been displaged in providing every requisite
for the health and comfort of the inmates; and
thet vexed question of ventilation hea buen solved
by simple and efticient machinery that should be
studicd by architects who havea thought for the
lungs of those for whom they build The build-
mg_hns necessarily o northern aspect; and the
main eatrance is from Russell street.  Onee with-
ia th.e portals the fisst noteworthy object is the
spacious hall with its rich wainscouting in black
walnut, satin-wood and bird's-eye maple. This
combination is frequently used taroughout the
building, particularly in the deor-panelling, and
the effeet is remarkably fine, In the newcelpost of
the main stair-way it atlords geope for one of the
most elegant and costly specimens ¢f handiwork
of the kind to be found in thecouniry., From the
newel-post winds a bulustrade of black walnut,
richly dight, making an elegant stair-case.  In the
hall is a niche for a statue yet to be placed. The
hall divides the main building into two portions—
the eastern being devoted to instruction and the
western is mainly reserved for the residents either
the pupils or the members of the sisterhood.  The
first room on the right of the entrance is to be the
reception room, It is new receiving the finishing
touches fiom the painter. Immedintely adjoining
is the music room,—a spacious apartment with a
lacge bay window facing the west. In it are two
or three pianes, and other instruments. The
wainscoating s a benutiful variety of French grey
tints that huve amost pleasing cffect. LUpstairs
are the apartments of the Ladivt—such as the
drawing room, office of the Superior, etc., all very
plainly furnished. In the thind flat are the dor-
mitories, aflording accommodation for forty resi-
dent pupils. These rooms are among the most
pleasant in the building, being lofty, well
lighted, thoroughly ventilated, and fitted, with
everything required tor the comfort of the
immates.  Adjoining, to the rear, is n Targe
toilet room. A :arble slab down the cen-
tre contains twenty-four basing, fitled with
silver-plated taps, supplying het and cold water.
At the sides of the room are four and twenty toifet
stands, cach containing all the requisites of the
toilet ; at the farther end are two large bathing
apartments with hot and cold water. 'Lhis brings
the visitorto the upper story of the wing in the
rear of the main building. Going down there is
a cheerful little room at present occupied as a
seleet - day school for little boys. Down in the
basement of this building is the well equipped
kitehen, also curefully ventilated, und adjoining is
the dining room for the resident pupils and
teachers Across to the eastern section—atill in
the basement which is fally ten feet high and
with abundance of light—is the rcercation room,
where the girls can have a good health giving
romp—-- if indeed girls or young ladies in these ad-
vanced days ever do romp. A section of this
room is just now occupicd by a class of little girls
belonging to the free Separate School, | They are
here simply &s & matter of convenience,and still re-
main uander Scparate School management. The
walls are covered with an admirable series of ob-
jectlessomns “publisked uuder the dircction of the
Committee of Gencral Literature and Education,
London, England,” There are two hundred and
thirteen of these object lessons ; each alittle Inrger
than a half sheet of foolscap, and givinga very
careful representation of some member of the ani-
mal kingdom, with n few lines of descriptive or
cxplanatory letter press. No better method could
be devised of imparting aknowlcedge of the im-
portant or wonderful or curious among the birds
or Dbeasts or fishes, Reaclhing the -ground floor
there are in two rooms—divided by sliding doers
50 that they may be throwninto when occasion re-
quires—the two senior divisivns ot girls belong-
ing to thc Separate School. The three classes
number about fifty each. Again ascending to the
second storey we enter the class-rooms for the
young ladies two spacious apartments furnished
with all the modern and improved appliances for ob-
jective tenching—a terrestrial globe, an admirable
series of astronomieal charts, with charts shewing
climatology of the earth, mountainr, animal ranges
and also historical and biblical charts. In the
north eastern room arc Johnson's illustrated serics
of object lessons in natural bistory, physics, ete.
The educationsl facilities of the institution are of
the best ; nothing indeed has been spared to ren-
der the studics clear and pleasing and attractive,
&8 indeed must be the objective method of teach-
ing with first class apparatus, 88 caompared with
the old plan of memorizing abstract definitions.
Toe acndemy is, of course, yet too young to pro-
nounce upon the method of teaching followed, or
tolook for results ; but from the successand ex-
perience of the Ladies in charge, there is no doubt
that this will achieve a front position among the
educational institutions of the country,

In the decorative portions of thesc lotty and
well lighted rooms a refined tastc hna produced
everywhere effects not simply chaste, and pleas-
ing; but beneficial to the heslth of the inmates,
Great care has been taken everywhere to modify
the abundant light by a proper combination of
color. For instance, in a little room off a dormi-
tory—to be used as a crayon-drawing roorq—tl_x_e
cupola, the lower and imner part of which is
painted in groen tints, producing & peculiarly soft
and pleasing color for the art student. In the
class rooms of the young ladics the wainscoting is
a chaste combination of pea-grcen and light drab
tints, which with the beautiful shades in the
stained, glass over the doorsand in the sliding
doorwayas tendsto diminish the strength ofthelight
and makes it much more agrecable than if eithec
plain white or more decided colors had been used,
The same -excellent - principlo.. is: adhered to

the intention of sccuring perfect ventilation, and
oll pluns were subordinated to this one idea. The
wisdom of this course cannot be¢ gainsaid by one
who has breathed the close atmosphere in many
o magnificent pile,” or shivered in one apart-
ment and roasted in the next, For a large educa-
tionul establishment pure air and plenty of light
1s much mere important and necessary than costly
furniture. Basement to roof two large iron shafts
are carried to the roof, and enclosed in a brick wall,
5o as to allow considerable space round the shaft,
Numerous registers near the floor and near the
c«_nlmp; in each reom, communicate morce or less
directly with these shafts, a five being built where
required for that purpose. The same principle is
carried out independently in rooms Lut conuected
with the shafls, avd in the wings. In the buse-
ment is simple yet powerful machinecy for control-
ling the air supply. Here also are twe large fur-
naces, cach consuming about siztcen tons of coat
in the year. A portion of the heat from the fur-
nace goes up the long shafts, which also encloses
the smoke-pipe, and the air in the shaftbeing rari-
fied, ascerds, the air from the d$fferent rooms rush-
es in, and itv plnce is tuken by freshair. Thus the
respirated air is regularly drawn off and a pure
gupply broughtin so quietly that thercare nodrafts
felt in the room, and there is no possibility of
cetching cold from an open window, The building
is heated by Lot water, conveyed in pipes, throwing
off the hicat through an exteasive “coil” in cach
room, surrounded by a handsome Lronzed screen,
with marlde slab. Both in the heatingand ventil-
ating arrangenients the quantity can be regulated
to the nicest shade.  Every roam is provided with
a thermomaceter; and the mercury is kept at 60 © ;
a temperature that, with the excellont supply of
pure fresh air, is mild anid agrecable.  Eack class
room is designed to accomodate about tifty pupils—
and no more—but if the rooms were pucked to
ttheir wimost eapacity,” the air supply would
maintain an atmesphere as pure and fresh as ever,
The ventilating system of this building has been
copied into the new Normal School at Ottawa.

The building complete cost about $30,000 ;5 and
with outbuildings, grounds nnd fencing will cost
about $30,000, The dimeasions are —main build-
ing, 84 feet by 50 fect; extension, 30 feet Dy 41
feet; laundry and store house two storeys high, 25
feet by 60 feet. The stone culting for the build-
ing was done by Mr. John Milthurn, of Lindsay ;
stone work and brick work by Mr. James Growden,
contractor, Lindsay ; plastering by ¥r, Frederick
Reeves, Lindsay ; carpenter work under the fore-
manchip of Mr. Samuel Tucker, and the personal
supervision of Mr. Wm. Duffus, Architect. The
whole design and the completion of this architect-
ural trivmph is extremely creditable to the energy
and talent of Mr. Duflus, of Lindsay. The painting
by Mr. Hughes, of Jersey City, is o kpecimen of
skill and taste surpassed by nothing inthe county,
and is pronounced superfor to the painting in Go-
vernment Iouse, Toronto ; the roofing, iron-work,
and hardware in general, was supplied by Mr.
Geo. H. Bertram, hardware merchant, Lindsay ;
the heating apparatus, lavatories, apparatus for
water supply, laundry, etc., by Morrison & Maguire,
plumbers, ete., Toronto.

Tne Srrevcrs oF THE CavrcH—Revarxanig TESTI-
MeNy,—The chief organ of the German Protestants,
the Gazette de ta Croiz, published last week a remark-
able articie on Church and State, which bas attract-
ed much attention in France as well as in Germany.,
Commencing with the first centuries, the Croix re-
viaws the combats the Church sustsined with the
Stato for her liberty and for her very existence, from
which combats she, of course, came out victoricus.
Her existance is ineflaceable, States come and go,
but the Church remains, and always will remain
immoveable. The kiogdom of Christ bas not a mere
temporal base, yet it is extended over temporal
things. The fnte of States depends on the attitude
they assumc when face to face with the Church.
In this is to be found thereeson why the domination
of the Roman Empire disapppeared, for it was not
the domination of this party or of that, but of the
whole State in opposition to the Church. Such
domination formed the fundameutal base of the Pa-
zan State, and it is imposeible to conceive any such
State withoutan omnipotent government. Xt fought
agaiust the Church to defend its own existence, but
that very existence had no reason to ba at all, The
Church signified the commencement of a new ers,
an era o} Christian civilization, which recognises its
only master in the Church. This master, with its
laws and its eternal and universal system of order,
is above all Statee, If they attempt to re-establish
the omnipotence of the State, it cannot be done by
the work of only a parfy. Our duty is to defend out
country against all such attempts, for during eight-
een hundred years they have been made, and have
failed under the glance of the eternal Christiap
truth, Ged knows what will come to us and to Ger-
many in this contest. He has given to natiousas
to men their free will—Dbat all their plans, both good
and bad, Iad only up to the result which God has
already appointed. It e, then, evident thatthe party
who desire the triumph of the Pagan Idea—the om-
nipotence of the State—in our country, are striving
directly aftex the impossible, for the State will never
triumph over the Church,

BELGIUNM,

A despatch from Paris to the Loadon Timer says
the Prussian note to Belgium, concerning the pas-
torals of the bishops, and other matters of offense,
after enumerating their causes of complaint, adds,
& 1t 18 searcely possible that the laws of Belgiom
cannot enable the Government to stop undertakings
which might alter its relations with neighboring
States, Neotral States, which wish to preserve
the adyantage of their position, should carefully
avoid anything which might alter that pringiple ot
neutrality which is the basis of their existence, If
the Belgian laws do not contain the authority
necessary to obiain the legitimate satisfaction
claimed by the German Government, the Ilatter
hope that Belgium will supply the deficiency by
fresh legislation. The Z7¥mes correspondent gives
the substance of Belgium’s answer, which refates
the cloims put forward, and reminds Germany that
the pastoral letters complaired of were published at
the beginning of the struggle by Germasy against
the Pope, and cught now to be forgotten, The ad-
dress of sympathy to the imprisoned Bishop of
Paderborn, another grievance alleged by Germany,
Belgium iusists was the act of individuals, not of
an orgapized society.” The amswer coutinues:—
¢ Germany previously thanked the Belgian authori-
ties for their conduct in the matter of the Duchesne
plot, an investigation into which is still going on.
Belgian laws are sufficient for the suppression of
actual offences, but offences of intention cannot be
repressed, The liberty eujoyed by Belgium is
dmwn from the very vitsls of the mation, the at-
titude of this people has always excited general ad-
miration; they have given an example of liberty
allied to order. Independent and neutral Belgium
has never done anything, notwithatanding incessant
intercourae between the two countries, that could
nlter its relations with a friendly nation which
guarantecs her independence.” : ‘

Foatner oN, Saxs Scamcr—Tlie Times Paris cor-
tespondent states that Prussia sent notes to other

Drsoovery 13 Rous.—A remarkable apd very im-
portant discovery hus just been made ir Rome, al
the cemetery of Domitilla, by Signor de Rossi. That
gentleman bad already shown by the examination
of the monuments, that in that catacomb must have
been laid, in apostolic times and those immediately
subsequent, the bodies of Chiistians of the noble
Flavian family, relations of Vespasian, Titus, and
Domitian. Dut, in orderto complete his proof, it
was desirable to discover the inscriptions referring
to the tombs of persons of that illustrious race.
This discovery has well recompensed the lahours of
Signor de Rossi. On the 5th {nst., they foundin one
of the galleries of the catacomb a Greek inscription,
in beautiful characters of the most ancient period of
Christian epigraphs, to the memory of Flavius Sabi-
nus and Titiana, brother and sister. Now it is pre-
ciselyamong the descendants ot Flavius Sabinus,
brother of Vespasian, that the genealogy of the
Flavii shows grouped together Christians and mar-
tyrs of that august family. Signor de Ressi sa-
nounces that, with the help of certain other inscrip-
tions, he will prove that the name of this Titiana,
sister of the Flavius Sabinus of the inscription, -is
also the name of a person of the family of the Au.
gustan Flavii. It isthus, in the hands of Signor
de Rosst, that archzeological science works to con-
firm, by irrefragable facts, the traditions of the first
ages of Christiunity —Catholic Opinion.
